THE SCHOOL QUESTION

Another stage has been reached 
with regard to. the school question 
in this province. Nominations have 
taken place for the election of trus- 

x. tees for the first higlfschool board 
under the secondary education act 
passed during the last session, and 
the Catholics are maintaining their 
ground that the legislation creating 
these schools is ultra vires urn-der the 
Saskatchewan act. They are ,not be­
ing represented on this board and it 
is likely that all Catholic residents 
of the city will refrain from voting 
on that occasion. Thus at tiy; out­
set of our provincial career we are 
not a unit as citizens of Saskatclje- 

on the important matter of edu­
cation, but as two religious factions, 
are pulling one against the other. 
The whole trouble originated, when 
members of the Scott government 
became a party to the Autonomy 
Act, «the terms of which they are 
now violating, because it is unwork­
able in administration. The Catho­
lics, however, are going to fight for 
the rights which they say are stipu­
lated in the Saskatchewan Act.

It is claimed by the local govern­
ment that the Autonomy Act guar­
anteeing separate schools to the Ca­
tholics, only refers to primary edu­
cation and not to high schools which 

* according to the bill, are public 
schools and for the support of which 
the Catholics and Protestants are 
taxed alike.

The Catholics Contend that the 
School Drdinance of the North-West 
Territories provided for high school 
work being done in the Catholic 
schools, and they are insisting that 
the right to' take up high . school 
work cannot be revoked by subse­
quent provincial legislation, and they 
will claim their share of the High 
School funds.

That briefly is the situation as it 
now stands, and it will probably re­
main so until the taxes are levied 
against Catholic ratepayers under 
the provincial act for supplementing 
the revenues of the -Crown. Then the 
situation will advance another stage 
if the minority does not in the mean­
time demand the establishment of a 

’separate high school district. The 
attitude of the Catholics was first 
indicated when Aldermen Kramer and 
Kusch abstained from voting in the 
council on the high school bylaw. 
The absence of Catholic nominees as 
high school trustees, together with 
the intimation that they will refrain 
from voting in the election, plainly 
indicates that thé fight is on and a 
test case is in sight.

The Scott Government juggled with 
this question in the legislature by 

passing a ridiculous resolution that 
has inever got further than Ottawa, 
and they hoped later to further wrig-. 
gle out of the difficulty but after 
two years they find themselves still 
in doubt whether the autonomy act 
is good or bad law. The government 
is thus surrounded on all sides, for 
their late allies, fearing local treach­
ery, will fall back on the federal law. 
To find out what that means they 
will, however, have to go to the 
courts.

Notwithstanding all that has been 
written about the. long, cold .- inter 
and late spring Saskatchewan lends 
are still in demand, and the best 
evidence that the drawbacks of an 
occasional season fade into insignifi­
cance'compared with the -evading 
advantages of this country for heme- 
seekers, is found in the recent clam­
or around the land offices at Regina, 
Alberta and Yorkton for the lands 
taken from the Deukhobors and 
thrown open for settlement. Those 
who stand afar off and :ead of men 
of all nationalities, ranging in age 
from 18 to 70, sitting, all night on 
the land office steps waiting their 
turrf to make an eptry in the morn­
ing for a free homestead, will no 
doubt wonder what attraction the 
prairies have for the thousands of 
people who are daily pouring into 
the country. The wondering man in 
doubt should, however, stop and 
think that as soon as the homesteads; 
of western Canada are taken up there 
there will be no more free paririe 
land on this continent. Those who 
want homes when this condition ob­
tains will have to buy them at the 
current market prices, and many poor 
men will then be without homes of 
their own. Today is the working 
man’s last opportunity, and he real­
izes it. To buy for ten dollars to­
day what in three years will be 
worth five thousand dollars,,is induc­
ing homeseekers to come, and they 
will come till the land is all gone. 
Cold winters will not retard settle­
ment so long as hard weather is fol­
lowed by bard wheat, and there is no 
country out 6f doors that can com­
pete with the Canadian west in 
wheat growing.

tell of the incidents of the gathering 
in the herd if I had time,” continued 
Mr. Douglas, but I want you to es­
pecially realise what kind of a task 
this has been.

Ottawa, May 30.—Hon. Clifford 
Sifton, who returned to Ottawa -to­
day after three months’ absence in 
England, is sanguine of the speedy 
realisation of the proposed imperial 
scheme for a fast service between 
England and Australia, via Canada. 
To a correspondent this afternoon he 
expressed that the negotiations now 
underway between the colonial and 
imperial governments would soon | re­
sult in the establishing of a new, in­
dependent fast steamship service on 
the Atlantic, backed by a company 
of capitalists headed by Lord Strath- 
cotia. A twenty-five knot Atlantic 
service is to be given by liners sec­
ond to none in the world.

The ^ transcontinental service from 
Halifax to Vancouver’ is to be Short­
ened, and on the Pacific an eighteen 
knot Service is to be established from 
Canada to Australia and New Zea­
land, and also to Japan and China.

This large object fraught with in­
estimable advantages to Canada Mr. 
Sifton believes will be one of the 
outstanding results of the recent im­
perial conference, and his statement 
has authorative weight by reason of 

~.the fact that he, himself, one ,of the 
prime movers in the scheme and has 
been for the past few weeks in close 
touch with the capitalists and rep-' 

; resentatives of the colonial govern­
ments behind the enterprise.

‘‘The result of my observations,

is made, a successful conclusion can
