ROSEBERY T0 RETIRE.

The Ex-Premier Said to be a
Mental Wreck

Barney Barunate’s Warning fo the Reoer
Prosident HMad Ets Edect e showed
Rimrelf to be a Practical Diplomatist
~Lopd Dufferin’s Retirement From
Paris — English Polltics Puill — Cable
Gossip.

London, June 7.—The rumor of Rose-
bery’s forthcoming resignation of the
lcadership of the Liberal party, which
appeared in all the papers last even-
ing, doubtless has foundation in- fact.
The writer was assured to night on
excellent authority that Rosebery is
more or less a mental wreck, This is
the true mcaning of his recent absten-
tion from active politics. His relgna- |
tion has been offered to the party
leaders more than once, and only de-
clined through the influence of a Strong:
faction hostile to Harcourt, CRreferring
King Log to King Stork they have
done their best to keep Rosebery in
so as to keep Harcourt out. But the
attempt to bolster up so gelf-confessed
a failure as Rosebery cannot be long-
er persisted in even if, as they say, he
is not a prey to nerypus prostration in
its worst form.

There are signs of ijmprovement in

the South African market, where deal-
ers are straggling back to get under
the tent of the Kaffir circus. The re-
ccvery in prices is not yet decided,
but there is a great increase In specu-
lative activity. This is due to the clem-
e¢ncy shown to the Rand prisoners and
to the expectation- that the sentences
of the four Reform leaders will speed-
ily be commuted and .President Kru-
ger induced to come to England to re-
cruit his health. “Barney” Barnato,
whether he deserves it or not, gets
more credit than Mr. Chamberlain for
the improvement in South African af-
fairs. He warned President Kriiger
that the lucrative industrles of the
Pand were paralyzed by political un-
certainty, and that clemency and am-
nesty were necessary for business rea-
sons. The fines will be settled up by
Barnato and other millionaires, and
another Kaffir boom will soon be in or-
der.
Ceeil Rhodes is in Buluwayo planning
railways and exciting the enthusiasm
of his supporters. He is “The big dog
that bites,” but President Kiuger has
not caught him yet, and if he
gives up his four millionaire
prisoners he will never catch him.
With the prisoners released, it is now
probable that the Jameson trial will
speedily be wound up.and that the ac-
cused will escape on technical plead-
ings. As for the Chartered Company,
its directors are rich and powerful,
and several beautiful leaders of fash-
jon are working strenuously for it
in a social way. Barnato is a prac-
tical diplomatist; he believes in pay-
ing up all forfeited stakes, shuffling tke
cards well and having a new deal all
around.

Apart from Crete, where the situa-
tion is increasing in seriousness, and
also Russia, where the brightness of
the coronation festivities was dimmed
by the catastrophe of the stampeliée
for cups, handkerchiefs and sausages,
the week's history of KEurope is re-
markably uneventful. Perhaps the
most impressive incident is the .e-
tirement of Lord Dufferin from Paris,
where he has made wonderfully fell-
citous speeches, characterized by his
usual tact and literary skill.

English politics are exceptionally
dull., Work in the House of Commons
is dragging badly, and Mr, Balfour is
hardly justifying his reputation as an
energetic leader. The Liberal gain of
two seats in the bye-elections is not
unexpected; the present Unionist ma-
jority in the Commons does not repre-
sent the true relations of the great
parties of the country. Many seats
which were naturally and logically
Liberal were carried by the Unionists
last summer under exceptional condi-
tions. Whenever bye-eféctions come
on, the Liberals are likely to regain
what naturally® belongs to them. The
debate on the Soudan policy was chief-
ly remarkable for the ingenuity with
which Mr. Labouchere brought it on.

Barcelona, June 7.—The Anarchists
have resumed their activity in this
city and much ¥ear is entertained
that they will inaugurate another
reign of terror similar to that which
prevailed in 1892 and 1893, when ther2
were many explosions here, in Ma-
drid and other Spanish cities. At 9
o'clock to-night a bomb was exploded
while a religious procession was tak-
ing place and several persons were
killed. The outrage has caused great

| excitement. The authorities held a

meeting subsequent to the explosion
and resolved to take energetic meas-
ures to discover the authors of the
crime and to prevent further outragea.

Later.—Six persons were kfifed by
the explosion and 24 wounded. It is
not known what explosive the bamb
contained. The Captain-General of the
Province of Barcelona acted as stand-

New Rcilglous Sect,

Ottawa, June b6.—(Special.)—An ap-
plication for Federal legislation was
filed to-day which will likely receive
the careful attention of the authorities
of the Methodist Church of- Canada.
Some years ago all the different Wes~
leyan bodies—the Canada Methodists,
Bible Christians, Methodist Episcopals,
Methodist New Connexion, the Primi-
tive Methodists, etc.—united, and since
then the united church has prospered
greatly. Now a cloud, although little
bigger than a man's hand, but which
may grow, appears on the horizon.
Messrs. Bradley and Wyld, barristers
of Ottawa, give notice of application to
Parliament to incorporate a- religious
body to be known as the Wesleyan
Methodist Connection of Canada.

The prime mover in the new denom-
ination is an Ottawa evangelist, Rev.
Mr. Horner. This gentleman was en-
gaged in evangelistic work in ¢he
Montreal Conference for some years,
but owing to hisg peculiar methods the
conference withdrew him from evan-
gelistic work and assigned him to a
pastoral charge. This he refused to
accept, and sinceé then has been con-
sidered out of the ethodist budy.
The peculiarity of his meetings ccn-
sisted in the extraordin actions of
his followers, some worki up into a
perfect frenzy, and it was not unusual
to see a dozen lying on the floor at
a time utterly prostrated.

Mr. Horner has a good many adhar-
ents in KEastern Ontario. He now
wants to get Parliamentary sanction
for his new sect, but it is question-
able whether he will be successful,
seeing that he is taking the name of
one of the component parts ef the
Methodist Church.

DEATH IN THR BQUALL,

The First Drowning of the Heasen In
Hamilten Bay.

Hamilton, June 7.—The first drown-
ing accident of the season occurred
to-day, when John Pfeifer, the 17-year-
old son of John G. Pfteifer, $4 Mel-
bourne-street, lost his life near the
centre of the bay in a squall that
blew up suddenly about 5 o'clock this
afternoon.’

Eva C. Boeth, Whe Has Been Appointed
0 dant of the Cenadian Salva-
tion Army-—Tbhe Novelist, Amelia E.
Barr—The Story of “Cherry Ripe."”

Eva C. Booth, who has just been
recalled to England from the United
States to receive from her father final
instructions prior to becoming com-
mandant of the Army in Canada,
knows the business of the Salvation
Army from the first step to the last.
Before she was fifteen she was selling
War Crys in the streets of London,
and since that time she has filled every
grade and rank in the army, from
cadet to commissioner. -

This woman warrior, whose motto

I8 “Blood and Fire,” has had consider-
able experience with both. Following
her early and humble experience in the
selling of War Crys, Miss Booth set,
tled down In the training home in Lomn)
don and helped her sister to turn out
large numbers of women warrfors from
that institulon.

When she was considerably less than
twenty, the famous Pall Mall Gazette
revelations convulsed London, and the
Salvation Army took a praminent
part in the trouble. Indignant citizens
of the lower class who objected to be-
ing exposed or saved according to the
army’s methods, spent a great deal of
time bombarding its headquarters and
making things unpleasant for officers
and privates. Day after day she and
her little band of women marched out”
as a target for sticks and stones, and
day after day they marched back very
much bruised, but still full of cheerful
enthusiasm. It was on one of these
occasions that Eva Booth's powers of
diplamacy first revealed themselves.

The attack was a particularly bit-
ter one. The leader was a particular-

1y depraved rufian who had a lean-
ing towards broken botties and loaded
sticks as missles, It was during the
heat of the conflict, and when the wo-
men warriors of the Salvation Army
were getting decidedly the worst of
it, that Capt. Eva Booth turned con-

fidingly to this youth and assured him
that he must take ¢are of her. She ex-
plained to him that he was stronger

than she, and she actually succeeded
in making him call off followers
and escort her and her ompaRlnnu
eafely home. Subsequeritly; ‘when she
lay at death’s door, this youth pawn-
ed his vest and bought a bunch of
white grapes which he brought to the
door of her sick room in the most

Chesterfieldian manner. Little thinge
like this happen frequently in books,
but it is a pleasure and a novelty to
meet one in real life. The truth of
this incident is vouched for.

Capt. Eva Booth came through the
; Pall Mall campaign with colors flying,
and remained at the slum headquarters
' until all trouble was over. During
these days she learned to play the
! barijo, and it is said that on various
| occasions where other influences failed
to save souls, the seductive tones of
the banjo did the work.

Although she is not yet thirty years
0ld, she has taken part in four great
conflicts, such as above described. She
haes conquered every time and she has
emerged from the smoke of battie
calm and unruffled and with a large
following of citizens who had been
very enthusiastically opposed to het
in the beginning.

The iHustration shows her strong
face. She is 5 feet 2 inches tall and
she weighs about 100 pounds. Her
chief beauty lies in her eyes and hair,
which are the same soft shade of
brown.

For Trapping Horn Flies,

Fred Everetts and Howard Walker
of Matilda have secured patents on an
ingenious invention for relieving cattle
of horn flies. The inyention consists
of a box or stall, at oue end of which
is a door for the cow to enter, at the
other an exit Broom brushes ar
placed in the exis so ak to thoroughly
sweep the animal as it passes out. In
the top of the stall is a small opening,
and above this is a trap made of wire
screen and large enough to hold a
bushel of the pests. When the cow
enters the stall the door is closed and
the stall darkencd, and as it passes
through the sweeper the flies are all
brushed off and at once make for the
opening in the top, where the light
shows, They remain in the trap
where it is light and do not descend
again to the darkeved stall, hence one
animal after another may be passed
through. - When  the trap becomes
crowded it is closed with a slide and
the flies may be destroyed or left to
perish. The cattle are easily taught to
pass through the stall, and as soon as
they know the relief become eager and
press not only through the sweepgg but
through a curtain in front of it.
After being used a short time the flies
become s0 scarce that only an occasion-
al trip through the trap is necessary.
The doors to which the sweepers are
attached are on springs. so that the
sweepers adjust themselves to any size
of a cow. =

Salmon trout shall not be caught be-
tween the 1st and 80th- of November.

Fresh- water herring shall not be
caught between the 15th of October
and the 30th of November.

Speckled trout shall not be caught
between 156th September and and 1st
May ; 15 lbs weight only can be caught
in the day ; fish five inches long or less
must be returned to the water.

Bass shall not be caught between
the 15th April and 15th June. Bass
unler 10 inches must be returned to
the water.

Maskinpnge shall not be caught be
tween April 15th and June 15th,

Pickerel shall not be caught between
April 15th and June 15th,

No one shall buy, sell or possess
any of the above named flsh which
have been caught or killed during the
close season, nor shall they have in their
possession fish which have been caught
by unlawful means at any time.

It is not lawful-to catch or kill any
of the alove named fish by means of
spears, grapple hook, negog or nishigans
