Alfalfa and Timothy

The Agriculturrl College of Illinois
conducted an experiment for the pur-

of timothy and altalfa as feed for dairy
cows. Sixteen cows were divided in-
to two lots of eight cows each for the
purpose of the experiment. The oth-
er portion of the ration for both loss
was exactly the same, 10 lbs. of corn
stover and 12 lbs. of grain. Then a
direct comparision was made between
alfalfa and timothy bay. The results
showed alfalfa hay to be worth $10.86
per ton more than timo:hy bay. The
average yields per acre obtained in
Tllinois are approximately four tons of
alfalfa hay and one and one-half tons
of timothy.

Judah Carried Captive to Babylon.
—Jer. 33: 1-18,

Commentary.—L.  Jerusalem taken
(ve. 13.) L. Ninth year .. tenth month
1t was in December, B. U. 388, that
the sicge commenced. ‘Lhe day of the
monta was the tenth (2 Kings 25: 15
Jer. 4), hence the last of December
since tie tenth month of the Jewish

ary oif our year. All ins army—Lhe
forms of the magnitudé of th ebesieging,
army. Besieged it—7The one purpose of
the (haldeans in this siege was to gain
possession of Jerusaiem, and their ef-
forts were twofold. They completeiy
surrounded the city so that ncne of the
inhabitauts could pass out and in to sup-
ply provisions, and thus in time [
would starve them into submission.. In
addition to this, they sought to gain an
entrance into the city by battering down
the walls, and by hurling missiles  of
various kinds to destroy thosc who were
defending the Desieged city. 2. In the
eleventh year, etc.—The sioge contimued
one and one-half years, including the 1n-
terruption occasioned by the approach of
the Egyptian army, when the Chaldeans
withdrew from Jerusalem for a short
time. The city was broken up.—“A
breach was made in tie city”—K. C.
According to Josephus it was midnight
when the walls gave way and were open-
ed for the entrance of the Chaldeans.
3. The princes of the king—These were
the chief officers of the army. Four
of these are mentioned. Rab-saris, mean-
ing “chief of the eunuchs,” and Rab-mag,
“chief of the magi,” are the titles of
thsoe whose names they follow. Middie
mate—This position was probably  be-
tween the upper and lower parts of the
city “and those who were posted there
<commanded the temple and the citadel.”
- {‘heyne. There may have been 2a
consultation there to determine what
«course of action should follow.

II. Zedekiah’s punishment (vs. 4-7.) 4.
Suw them—It was night, yet the king
-and his men of war perceived that Jeru-
salem was in the hands of the enemy.’
They fled by might—Hoping thus
1o escape the Chaldeans and  preserve
thelr lives. Entrance into the city had
heen made from the north, and  the
flight was toward the south. The route,
of tue fugitives “wound down the Ly-
ropean valley, “betwixt the two walls”
of Moriaha on his left, and Zion on his
right. This path came out in “the
king's garden,” which was laid out near
Niloam in the broad space formed by the
junction of the Hinnom and Kidron val-
leys, at the southeast cormer of the
city.”—Peloubet. He went out of the
way of the plain—*“He went out toward
the Ahabar”*—R. V. This is the depres-
sion along the Jordan and Dead Sea. It
has been suggested that Zedekiah at-
tempted to reach territory under the
control of Egypt, since Egypt and Judah
were nallies. 5. Pursued after them—As
the Chaldeans completely surrounded the
city, the flight of the king and his men
waa naturally discovered, and the fugi-
tive king was ovetaken “in the plains
of Jer.cho” about twelve miles from Je-
rusalem. Brought him .. to Riblah—
King Neluchadnezzar was at this time
hesieging Tyre also and had his head-
quarters at Riblah at the foot of Lab-
anon, where the great highway from
the Fast parted into two roads, one
icading to Tyre and the other to the
iand of l1srael. From this point the king
of Bal yien could convenienely direct
Yoth s'eges. Gave judgment upon him--
Zedekinh was put on trial as a eriminal.
Nebuchadnezzar did not look upon him
as a king, although he had placed him
upen the throne of Judah. Zedekiah had
1abe!led against him and he was treated
as a traitor.

6. Slew the son of Zedekiah. 'This
wae the first element in the terrible
punishment inflieted upon the conquered
king. The anguish of the father who
emes his own eon wantonly executed is
indescribable. Slew all the nobles. The
second element in hia punishment was
to aee his nobles, or princes (Jer, 52:10)
slain. 7. Put out Zedekiah's eyes, ‘T'he
{hird element in his punishment was the
physical torture of having hix eyes
{hrust out, probably with a apeer. Thus
ihe last sight he was permitted to be-
hold was the slaughter of hiz sons and
princea, and this sight wonld be vividly
remembered during all the eubsequent
vears of his life. This was a common
mode of punishment in Oriental conn-
iries in all times, but too cruel to be
tolerated in any age.

28-3)) the number taken captive ati this
time as seven hundred forty-five, and
the total of the three captivitics as
{ur thousand six hundred. That fell
awey. “The deaerters.”” - R. V. 10, Teft
the poor of the peeple. “The wisest.
wenithiest and strongest of the land”
were taken to Babylon, and those who
would not be likely to give that govern-
ment any trouble were left in Judah.
ave them vineyards and fields. The
parallel accounts (Jer. 52:16; 2 Kings
12) say that they were left as vine-
dreesera’ and husbandmen. Combining
the accounts then we see preciacly how
the matter was. They were put in
charge of this kind -of property, which
in a sense was given to them- as their
own, but might be reanmed at any mo-
ment by the conqueror.

The eventa which make up the history
of this chapter serve to dilprova the |
words of the false, flattering prophets,
while they confirm the words of God's
messengers.

Yod’s arm had saved Judah from Egypt
and Assyrin. He could bave stayed Ne-
buchadnezzar, but it was not longer
consistent with the honor of God to pro-
tect so wicked a people. The history
of Judah rveveals the long-suffering
mercy of God toward sioners. and as
clearly the certainty of retribution wp-
on unrepented and persistent sin. All
the skill, the courage and the endurance
which Jerusalem brought to bear in or-
der to avert the awfnl judgment avail-
ed nothing. By sin they had provoked
God to leave them ounly to find that
innumerable evils compaased them
about., Théy deceived themselves in
thinking to escape God’s judgments and
further in presuming they could brave
them, The king and princes of Judah
not ouly rebelled againat the king ‘of
Babylon but set themselves in defiance
against God, There could be no further
forbearance. Many were put to  the
sword even “in the house of their sanc-
tuary.” The Chaldeans not only paid no
reverence to the temple. but displayed
no natural pity to sex or age. Toolate
the king sought »afety in flight from
his ruined eity, a fugitive from God and
Nebuchadoezvar; \"Though late, he was
made sensible of the fact that sin was
the cause of all his and his people’s mis-
eries, The rich and great of .Jernsalem,
who had grown so by grinding oppres-
sion of the poor, were carried away cap-
tive, slain with the aword, or cast into
prison, The king met the most trying
chaastisement. of them all. Seeing his sons
slain and also the princes whom he had
Jed into such gross rebellion and sin
waa terrible indeed, and then to be
deprived of sight only to make memory
& stronger power to increase hin misery,
was a full recompense for his wilful
blindness to God’s loving kindness. He
could proceed wo further fa rebellion.
His captivity was for life. King and
people had reached the end of power.
Thus Judah fell when all Jehovah’s at-
tempts to recall the chosen people to
their allegiance to him had failed and
the apostasy from him and his law had
reached the utmost limit.

TII. Revealed God's guiding hand. The
exile was made a blessing to the whole
world, for the Jewish nation was there
by made fit to fulfil it destiny in the
redemptive plan of God. This' punieh-
ment was not the anmihilation of the
chosen people but a  radical cure for
them.

(The Farmers’ Advocate.)

One of the best methods of increasing
interest in live stock is to give the farm
boys a chance to judge some of the
stock at the shows, particularly the lar-
ger ones, The Commissioner of Agricul-
ture for the State of Kentucky is giving
this year a scholarship worth $100 to
the farm boy who has never been to col-
!989. and who shows the most ability in
judging live stock at the State fair. The
eollege students are also remembered,
$100 Leing offered to them for prizes in
judging. Thie is a very commendable de-
parture, and is worthy of being copied
by the larger exhibitions in this coun-
try. There are many farm boys who
would be glad of a chance to show their
ability in placing live stock, and many
of these boys could use a scholarship in
our agricultural colleges to good advan-
tage, No doubt the scholarship plan is
one of the best. but, no matter what
form the prire may take, such & con-
test serves the purpose of creating, in-
tensifying and maintaining interest in
live ltocﬁ; and when the boys take an
interest in stock they will endeavor to
improve their own animals.

SUMMER FEEDING SHOATS.

A very satisfactory method of sum-
mer-feeding shoats is to place them in
a movable pen located in a grass or clo-
ver of the pen serves as a comfortable
bed, and the fact that the pen is moved
as soon as the grass becomes short or
stale, insures fresh green feed for the
pigs at all times. The pen can be made
of very light lumber, and three or three
and one-half feet is high enough so that
two men can easily move it whenever
this is required. A pig is clean if he is
given half a chance, and care should be
taken to keep the bedding always in the
same end of the pen. A very little straw
is required for this purpose. cover-
ed corner need not he very large, and a
few boards answer for this purpose. Tt
serves as a shelter from the ~um, whigh
might otherwise burn the pi espec-
ille when they are first alaced outside.
This method also insures ease in feed-
ing, it being easy to keep the pen clixe
to the buildings.

WEAK SPOT IN CATTLE INDUSTRY.

The weak spot in the cattle industry
of Canmla, both east and west, is that
our cattle, when young and growing,
are not fed liberally enough. Calves in
most places are fairly fed the first win-
tér. Bullocks are crowded with feed
the last three or four months in their
lite, to fit and finish them for market;
but in the growing period, especially the
second winter, many promising vonng

romiah was in chains, he was liberated, bullocks are stunted from underfeeding.

Farmers must realize the eardinal prin-
ciple in profitable cattle-raising, that
when an animsl is 'young and growing
| it makes greater gains'in weight to the
food consnmed than at any other time.
If fed the second winter on straw only,
steers will on grass in such low
condition that it will require the most
of the summer to regain and make up
lost flesh; Dut, if along with the straw
an droughage, two pounds of ground
oats per day were fed, this grain would
invigorate and strengthen the animal,
so that it would cat more roughage and
liold the flesh and growth of the previ-
ous sumner.—Duncan Anderson.

HORSES.
Give the horses water as often during
4 the day- as' you iblv can.. A cool
drink is just as refreshing to them as
it is to their drivers.

The easiest-running binders are heavy
work, and two horses should not be ex-
pected to do the work of three or four.

1t takes less feed to keep a horse in
good condition than it does to bring him
back to good flesh after having become
run down and thin.

Remember that the colt’s training
should begin with his birth, and that
handling while young is valuable. Any-
thing, whether good or bad, that' the
tolt learns is not generally easily for-
gotten,

Now is the time to teach the foal to
eat ‘grain or chop. A little time ppent
in this work will save trouble later, and
there will be leas dunger of the colt re-
ceiving a serious setback at weaning
time,
. When the mare has been working and
is verv warm, always allow her a cool
off ' before allowmng the colt to suck.
Milk, when taken from an excessively
hot dam, is superhentxd, and is liable
to cause a disturbance in the delicate
dlgl‘ﬁti\'e system of the foal,

If it is necessary to work the mare
that' is ‘mourishing a colt, she should
not be pusheéd too hard. It is well to
remember that she is not as strong as
if she had not to furnish nourishment
for the foal. Give her the light work
and sufficient time to do it.

THE TRICMPH OF SILAGE,

Buifalo Times: 7Though silage wae
known to the ancients, and was redis-
cow:rnl half a century ago it is now just
coming into its own in the appreciation
of the atockmen. It has not been over-
praised. Ite place has been won slowly
after lengthy controversy. Accused of
causing disease, poisoning milk, and a
dozen other evils, it has withstood every
test and demonstrated its excellence as
a feed for all classes of stock. Close
observations of failures with silage have
disclosed bad management in its mak-
ing and use as the cause of these trou-
bles. Successful experiences in feeding
silage are too numerous to permit suc-
ceesful controversy. Poor silage making
results in poor silage, and careless farm-
ers have laid the results of their negli-
gence agopinst the silage as a feed. On
| the other hand, the increased returns
from good management and the proper
use of silage as a feed give it its high
place in the favor of the skillful stock-
man,

SAVING YOURSELF POOR.

The United States Department of Ag-
riculture recently completed an iuves-
tigation of the. cost and profit of pro-
ducing grain throughout the United
States. It sows that to grow and
harvest an acre of wheat in Verment
costa $20, which is three times the aver-
age cost in Wisconein, Minnesota,
Towa, the Dakotas, Nebraska and Kan-
sas. But Vermont gets $42 worth of
wheat on her acre, leaving g profit of
#22 an acre, and this is more than
double the average profit for an acre
in the Western States-mamed.

In growing wheat Vermont  spends
over $68 an acre for. fertilizer, and the
average expenditfire for fertilizer:in the
other States named is about 10 cents
an acre. Hence Vermon's high cost
for an acre; hence also her high profit.
To giow and harvest an acre of oats
1in Vermont costs $16, and this ia over
two and one-half times the average cost
in the other States; but the net profit
on the acre of oats is decidedly higher
than in the other States, in some of
which the average expenditure for fer-
tilizing oats land is only 5 cents or less
an_acre,

English land tha't has been under cul-
tivation for centuries yields thirty bush-
els or over of wheat to the acre-—about
double the average yield in the United
States—as a result of proper fertiliza-
tion. What will some of our hest farm
lands be yielding a hundred years hence
under the present system?! One Eng-
lish experiment upon two ploteé on simi-
lar ground covered fifty-one years. At
the end of that period the fertilized
plot was yielding 32 bushels of wheat
to the acre! the unfertilized yielding
12';, bushels to the acre.

Fertilizers are somewhat expensive. A
man can save something by not using
any. Aleo he can save something for
a little while by not feeding his live
atock, but he doesn’t gain in the end.—
Country Gentleman,

THE NEVA ICE PALACE.

The use of ice for architectural pur-
puses is a part that has been carrl-d 1o
u ligh stawe o! perfection in e
couniries, ana some almost i thle:
fen have been accomplished B}
ot us branch of industry.

Proebably the most remarkable building:
cousiructed whoily of ice, rays the ''Sci-
entific American,”” was the palace buiit
on the Neva by the Czajina Anne of
Russis In 1739, The first ailtempt to coun-
riiuct this building was unsuccessfui, as
the slabs of ice were too thin, and the
bullding collaapsed in the first thaw.
Subsecuently large bloeks of jce were cut
and squared with great care, and lald on
one another by skiliful masons, who Ce-
rnuented the joints with waler, which im-
mediately froze. ‘he building, when
ccmpleted was 15 feet long, 17 i-2 broad
and 21 high. It was of but one sivrey.
The facade coniained a dcor surmount-
el by an uvrnamental pediment, and six
windows, the frumes and jpanes of
which were all of ice. An elaborate
baiustrade, adorned with statues, Jran
along the top of the facade, and another
bali:ptrade surrcunded the building st
the level of the ground. 'The side en-
trances to the Inclosure were flanked
with pillars tsupporting urns, the latter
containing orange trees, whose branch-
es, leaves and flowers were all of lce.
Holiow pyramids of ice on each side ot
the building contained lights Ly night.
The grounds were furlher adcrned with
a life-gize fizure of an elephg®, with a
msalout on his back. A stream of wat-
er was thrown from the elephant’s trunk
by day. and a flame of naphtha by night.

A tent of ice contained g hot bath, in
which persons actually bathed. There
were also. several cannons and mortars
of ice. which were loaded with bullets
of fce and discharged.

The interfor of the building was com-
pletelv furnished with tables, chalra, stn-
tues, looking glasees, a clock, a com-
plete tea service. etc., all made of ive.

A ROYAL MYSTERY
One of the :?;v::ﬁ;x the French

FATE OF THE YOUNG DAUPHIN |

Whether the 8Son of Leuis XVI. and
Marie Antoinette Was Murdered or
Died or Was Spirited Away Is an

Enigma Without a Solution. )

Bvery bealthy minded man or wom-
an loves a mystery. and, fortunately
for the world, history has provided
one or two problems which have been
worn threadbare without revealing
their secrets. Among these is the fate
of the nine-year-old son of Louis XVI.
and Marie Antoinette, which Mme.
Louise Latour recently dealt with in
a lecture in London.

A child judicially murdered or else
spirited away, another substituted for
him to die and to be buried under a
false name, the people who reported of
these things silenced or poisoneg, the
period of events comparatively recent
—the story sounds incredible, but it
rests on a basis of established fact,

The dauphin, a delicate child of nine,
was removed from his mother and
friends and given to the care of Simon,
the brutal savetier, and his wife.
After this all remains obscure except
that while the boy was in their care
the Simons gave up their post—in it-
self rather strange, as it was a lucra-
tive one—and on the day of the change
of residence the substitution is sup-
posed to have taken place. In the even-
ing a child in bed was shown to the
emissaries of the convention, and the
nest morning he was removed to a
smaller room with the door nailed up,
the only air coming in by the grille
through which his food was passed.
80 he remained until he became so ill
that Dr. Dessault, who had often been
to Versailles in the old days, was sum-
moned to attend him and was amazed
to find a scrofulous and dying boy.

“Ce n’est pas le petit dauphinf™
(“That is not the little Dauphin!") he
blurted out imprudently, and a day or
two later he died by poison. —

Other doctors were brofight who
were unacquainted with the royal chil-
dren, and the child died and was bur-
fed in his assumed character. He is
generally supposed to have been a lad
called Gombeau, and his mother was
actually seen by people in America,
where she admitted the wickedness of
having sold her dying son when she
was in a condition of extreme poverty.

La femme Simon talked, but her
words were discredited by the authorl-
ties, who declared she was drunkea

and garrulous. Nevertheless, on her

deathbed she confessed to a priest and
a nurse that a substitute had been put
in the dauphin’s piace.

Such are the historical facts as re-
lated by Mme. Latour, and to account
for them two theories have been de-
duced. says a writer in the London
Times. The first, in which Mme. La-
tour believes, was that the dauphin
was judicially murdered by Simon in
the temple and the dying Gombeau
put in his place to bide the crime from

the world. Of the second, that the
child escaped alive from his prisen, '

many people are strenuous supporters.
Some of them describe the course of
events thus: Gombeau was brought
into the temple on the day of the de-
large cardboard

the royal prisoner by the femme B8i-
mon, while the dauphin was carried
out by the woman in a.big basket of

dirty linen. Others declare that the |

prince was actually. kept hidden in a
garret in the temple until the substi-
tute died, more than a year later,
when he was taken out in a coffin with
a false bottom, the body of Gombeau
being buried in the moat.

This theory bas had two startling
confirmations. A small cofin filled
with paper and stones was actually
found In the cqmetery of La Madeleine,
and General d’'Andigne, imprisoned in
the temple in 1801 and allowed to re-
leve the tedium of bis confinement by
gardening, was digging in the moat
when he found the uncoffined skeleton
of a child.

But, as Mme. Latour asked, if the
dauphin escaped alive into the world,
where did he go? No fewer than
thirty pretenders, one a negro, at dif-
ferent times have declared themselves
the son of Louis XV).. and Marie Ap-
toinette. The two who attracted most
disciples were the Duc de Richemont
and “Naundorc.” With regard to the
latter, it was against him that he did
not come forward until be was thirty

| years of age and he could not speak
a word of French. Mme. Latour added |

that he married a middle class wife
and was an excellent watchmaker, con-
sequently unlike what the heir of a roy
gl line ought to be. Obviously the speak-
er had forgotten Louis Seize and his
passion for making and mending locks.

ART OF JUGGLING.

A Means of Recreation For the Seden-
tary or Bedridden.

For the brain worker who does not
care for walking there i8 mno better
recreation. It has often occurred to
us that in cases where there is any
reason to fear some form of paralysis
the educating of disused cerebral,
cerebellar and spinal centers by the
rapid and complex movements requir-
ed in juggling might serve to act as
an efficient preventive. -

We do not wish to claim too much
for manual education of this kind, but
we may point out that it tends to per-
fect nervous poise and that no juggling
trick can be properly done if the per-
former indulges in dissipation even so
mild as beer and cigarettes.—American
Medicine.

This crowning ot miracle was orought
to manifest Lhe glory (cuuracier) of God
and tc confirm ine tain of veuevers in
Jésus.

4'ue time is significant. It occurred
shortly before our Lord entered Jerusa-
lera as King, and s0 locates the iime of
the general resurpection of the dead.
Revelation XI. 15-18, under the rule of
Jesus Christ.

‘The resurrection of Luzarus caused
many to believe n Jesus, and the en-
mity of the priesthood 1o reach is eli-
max. They summoned the council and
decreed that Jesus should be put to
doath. The mission of Jesus is 10 “give
life abundantly.” John X. 10, “not to de-
stroy people, but to save them.”

He had demonstrated His power over
these in the tomb. If He could call
forth Lazarus, whom might He not call
ferth? A terrible  thought for those
whose victime will yet apear alive” to
cconfound and conpvict them. Many peo-
vle Laving heard of this went up to the
Pageover, desiring to see not only Jesus,
but Lazarus, His llying witness. Six days
betore the Passover Jesus came to Beth-
{1anv and there they made Mim a fegst,

at which Lazarus sat as guest and Mar-
tha served.

Recalling the plcture of the Prodigal
8on setting down to a feast In his fath-
er's hcuse, that Jesus “had compassion’
on  the shepherdiess multitude, sand
“ti ught them many things,”that He sald
to them, *“The words that I speak unto
you are spirit and life,”” and that He
bade them gilve the little girl he
raised ‘something to eat’ it is easy 10
determine what this fegst means. It is
“the gospel of the Kingdom,” so often
culied a feast. Not only was Lazarus
“icosed” from his bonds, but he is now
fed at the table of our Lord, for this
feast was 1nade in honur of Jesus.
“Martha served.” This shovws the work
of bellevers In caring for those who have
died In Ignorance. Compare Martha (the
resenerated and therefore Christian)
with the sulky, angry, elder brother,
standing outside, despite the entreaty
of his father refusing to come into the
feas made for the Prodigal—now repente
anut and restored. lLuke XV.

Now, look at Mary, at our Lord's feet,
anolnting them with costly ointment and
wiping them with the hair of her head.
Literally laying her head at His feet, she
pays HMim deeper homage than the mul-
titude who spread their clothes for Him
to ride over, in token of theirs ubmis-
slon to Him as King. He had raised
Lazerus when she had deoubted. It Is
Impertant to notice that it was *“‘because
Jesus had ra!sed Lazarus” that the mul-
titude next day went over to meet Him
and escort Himn unto the city as King.”
Go back and study the attituue of the
pecple at the grave of Lazarus; ‘‘Could
He not have prevented this death?’ und
ccrmipare with thelr joyful and submis-
sive attitude now,

Jesus groaned in the Spirit and wept
for'the unbelief of those at the bottom of
Luzarus. And so when He came In
glght of the city, where He knew He
woul@ shortly be crucified because of the
unbelief of the peopls, He wept for their
blindness, saying of Jerusalem, “If thou
hadst known,” etc. Luke. Remember
also how Thomas grieved Him by Aas-
serting, ‘I will not belleve, except I put
my hand Into His wounds.” Stop and
think what physical suffering that would
cause to our Lord, and then consider
His mental suffering when He submitted
to that test, to convince “a believer.”

SNAPFING FLYING MACHINES.

Luck the Amateur Photographer is
Likely to Have With His Pictures.
At the various flying fields around

New York there are always interested
epectators, and among them there are
always people with eameras, some of
these picture takers professionals there
on business, more of them amateurs
with little snapshot cameras.

The snapshotters find enjoyment in
taking: the pictures, even though in the
final results obtained there may be a
little disappointment. A flying machine
is & large object, but in the distance it
grows rapidly smaller. It may be aston-
ishing to the amateur pbotogmphm‘ to
note how small indeed it may have be-
come when he eces it finally after long
and careful search for it in the air, com-
ing. as he looks for it there, into  the
field of the finder. Looked at in the
air, with the eye it had scemed big, but
in the finder it looks very small. But
he snaps it for all that—he wants to
take some pictures of flying machines.

And then when he comes to develop
them he finds, when they come out,
there they are, all right, but he finds
in the picture a whole lot, a great lot,
'a wide expanse of sky and field, and
only a very little flying machine, The
picture of that is likely to be little more
than a speck, and it may be but a blur-
! red epeck at that, A flying machine go-
ing at forty or fifty es an hour is,
even at a distance, going a little to fast
for his slow little camera. By good for-
tune he may get a picture a little bet-
i ter, and of course that pleases him; and
llnere perhaps is another, pretty good,

The land fire engine stands i ijts
bouse all ready to go out at any mo-
ment day or night.

You may be
very sure that if they are very willing
to pay 7 te8 per cent. for the money
they raise, it i because conditions jus-
tify the payment of this high rate; and
ftis the investor’s busliaess, in hix own
defence, to be sure that he understands
those conditions before he buys.—The
Wcrld's Work.

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GREAT RAILWAY
STRIKE NOW ON

Government Making Every
Effort to Settle Trouble.

- Fifty Thousand Troops Ar-

rived in London.

Quieter in Liverpool—Men
Quit All Over.

London cable: At noon the strike

ordered last night by the Amalgamated
Society of Railway Servants and allied
organizations of employees had been
only a partisl suocess. Some of the rail-
way lines were operating very few
traing while on other roads the service
continued practically normal, X

The military held possession of  the
stations along the lines not for the pur-
pose at present of interfering in the
strike except to protect men desiring
to work and to guard the property of
the companies.

Meantime the Government continued
ity efforts to avert the general stop-
page of the transport service of the
country. Sydney Buxtom, President of
the Bourd of Trade, who had an early
morning «all from Viscount Richard D.
Haldane, Secretary of State for War,
again ey the railroad managers; a.ml
the officials of the union were in session
at Unity Hall considering- the Govern
ment’s ruggestion for the appointment
of a Royal Commission which shoull
investigute and report what amendmvuts
if any should be mude to the concilia-
tion usgreement now existing between
the owners and the employees  an ex-
plained by Coancellor  David Lloyd-
George iu the House of Commons last
night.

Whewn the suggestion of a Royal Com-
missionn was made by Premier Asquith
yestarday it was accepted by the man-
ugers, lnt rejected by the men, who
seemed to feel that such an arrange-
went would mean a long delay in the
adjustment of their, grievances,

The Chancellor explained that the men
had misunderstood the Premier’s pro-
pusal, It wag intended, he said, to
give them fair play and not “to lure
out of their hands the great weapon of
striking.” The plan was to appoint a
Commission of three, one from the raii-
way companies, one from the striiers
and the third, the chairman, a man well
known for hig impartiality. Its :uen-
bers would be appointed on Satniday
and it« deliberations begin on Monday.
The Chancellor said that he had .t
given up hope that the employees would
neecept this arrangement when its pur-
poses were thoroughly understood.

The «tatement of the Chancellor had
much to do with preventing a wore cn-
aral response to the leader’s call for a
strike, Many even of the union men
were relnctant to quit so loug as there
was a possibility of their grievances h:-
ing considered by an impartial boly.

TROOPS ON THE SCENE.

NSome 50,000 troops arrived in Lon-
don during the night and early morning
found them encamped at points where
they were able to protect the lines of
commuinication according to a plan
worked out months ago by a commi<sion
eomposed of railway men and militavy
men appointed to adopt w scheme of
protecting these lines iu the event of
a foreign invasion,

The plan worked out perfectly iast
night, and long before Londoners weroe
about this morning the various wili-
tary units were at their posts.

Stonld the atrike hecome general the
aoldiers could help bu’ little in moving
the traing as there ars only three rail-
way companies of Royal Engineers. They
however are able to protect the roade
and the men working. The orders to the
military officera in this connection are
strict. ‘Lhera is to be no firing over
the heads of the mob in case of a riot,
but ufter the riot act had been reald, «il
cartridges, with one hundred vounds of
which each soldier haggbeen supplied, are
to be used.

The troops were pl
prrsenger and freigl >ta, amndd ut the
signal boxes, some of which have al-
ready Leen disconnectad by wire-cutting
and attacked by stone throwers; and at
the tunncls, bridgea and workshops. At
cach point one or two men stood guarid
with drawn bayonets, while Lhe rest of
the company busied themselves with
their horses and accoutrements. Six
hundred men guarded the Genera! Post
Office to prevent interference with the
mail  carts, and further to emphasize
the military eontrol in London.

Scarcely any of she railway lines cen-
tering at London gave complete service,
and even the underground and tuba sys-
tems were affected to some extent, Com-
muters this morning in many rases took
the sireet railways or 'busses to avoid
the crnsh at the railway stations, and
in the tubes, where the eclevator men
made trouble by joining ghe strikers
after working for two honra.

lLondon’s elaborate underground sys-
tewn, including the Metropolitan district
raihwaye, had difficulty in oparating, be-
eonse of o strike of the men 2t one sta-
tion, Kastham, through which no train
conld pass. Thus at times traffic was
held up for a eonsiderable period. The
union leaders this afternoon expressed
themselves as satisfied with the response
to the strike order. They claimed that
200,000 men had quit work.

CALLS IT CIVIL WAR.

Tondon cable: One reason advanec-
ed by the newspapers that a general
strike of the railway men may yet be
averted is that the country is thoronghly
aroused by the strike leaders” point-
blank rejection of Premicr Asquith’s of-
for of & Royal Commission to settle the
trouble. Tt is believed by some news-
papers that the unions, on reflection,
will realize they have made a false step
in completely alienating nublic sympa-
thy. and endeavor to retrace their sfepa.

Strong denunciations of the leaders
appear In the editorial zc!ntmns of the

caiefly in the

L decided

newspapers to-day. Even journals friend-
ly to the men ciude them for dismissing
the Government’s fair offc: without cpn-
sideration. The Conservative orgams,
while frankly admitting that the Gov-
ernment made laudable efforts in the
direction of peace, warn the unions titat
if they persist they will he fighting not
the railway companies alonc, buv an in-
censed Government and angry nation.
They accuse the strike leaders of having
as their sole object mot the welfare of
the men, but a desire to drive all the
railway workers into the unions. \
The Daily Telegraph says: “Troops
are in motion and cruisers have appeared
in the Mersey. It would not be a strike,
but something perilously like civil war.”

The Daily Graphic says: *We have had |

a sudden revelation of unsuspocted dan-
ger to the very existence of the mation.
Our criminal courts ought to be empow-
ered to deal with such a conspiracy. The
nation must defend itself against its
eremies, whether they be bred under a
foreign baaner or in our midst.

“The strike is against tha public, and
the public have victory in their hands if
they have the courage' of their convie-
tions,” says the Daily Mail. “The public

can end the strike and make its repeti--

tion impossible.”
LIVERPOOIL:. QUIETER.

Liverpool cable says: Liverpool was
comparatively quiet tlie past twenty-
four hours, foilowing several days and
nights of turmoil and rioting, growing
out of the strike of the transport work-
ers and allied unionists,  Troops, how-
ever, continued to guard all publie
buildings and patrol the streets. That
there were no serious disturbances last
night was due to the fact that the elec-
tric light company by careful manage-
ment, succeeded in keeping the city
lighted by smuggling men into the pow-
er station to replace the regular men,
who guit yesterday in sympathy with
the strikers,

Until eight o'clock laat night the com-
pany maintained only a limited supply
of current for i'luminating purposes, but
at that time the street ear ssrvice was
suspended and the additional supply of
power thus secured diverted to fully
lighting the strects and hotels. The
latter previously had been deprived of
all electric lights. 1t was necessary
to close down the theares because of
their use of electric enrrent, and use it
for street lighting, it being feared that
if the streets were in darkness the hoo-
ligans again might give serious trouble.

All taverns were closed at 8 o’clock.
and hereaiter, in accordance with the
orders of city magistrates, they must
shut down at 2 o'clock in the after-
noon until further notice, It was also
Lo suppreas the sale of beers
and other drinks in bottle form, so as
to minimize the wse of hottles by the
riotera as missiles,

As a further precaution the press
was requested to avoid ssnsational head-
lines, which would be likely to incite
disorder. 1t was also deemed advisable
to ask the gdrgnment to afiord ade-
quate military ani®waval protection to
prevent intimidation of men who are
willing to work.

The streets of the city are getting in-
to an unbearable condition as a result
of the strike of the senvengers.

The cruiser Antrim late last night
landed a pariy of marines, who were
sent to the Herculaneam dovcks and the
power atation,

In the Paddington JMstrict the police
had to disperse a crowd of roughs loot-
ing a bread shop and other stores.

RAILWAYS PARALYZED.,

London e¢able: James Heury Tho-
mas, lahor member of Parliament for
Derby and assistant secretary of the
Amalgamated Society of Railway Ser-
vants, issund a statement in which  he
asserted that the strikers had almost
paralyzed the whole railway system of
the United Kingdom.

The Government proposal for a Roy-
al Commission was coasidered by a
joint committee of railway societics
during the forencon, hut the men did
not change or alter their position that
the wmanagers must deal directly with
them, in the slightest degree,

The Gireat Wrstern Railway and the
Great Central Railvoad appeared (o be
most serionsly affected. The officials of
the former line candidly confessad tueir
inability to afford the usual zervics,
bt clanmed that the modified schelale
which was drawn up when the stiike
threatened, was  working  smonthly,
Troops were in control of their Lonlm
sta‘ion at Paddington, while the police
and troops gnarded the signal  boxes
and locomotive car works, The Great
Western has four principal routes eover-
ing in a general way the territory from
Dover and London to Liverpool and con-
neeting the ocean ports with London,
Nouth Wales, the Midland and the West
of England, It possesses the largest

Only ona train came
Great Central <®ailway thig morning.
This operates 336 miles, its branches
reaching over to Liverpool and Manches-
ter. The®athorslines were getting their
trainsg in and out of the city and those
running to the south south coast were
selling return tickets and  continued
some of their excursion trains, though
they abandoned a purt of the suburban
service in order to maintain that on
the longer lines, Many roads succeaded
during the night in ridding their lines
of perishable freight by Kkeeping their
freight trains running at moderate
speed.

The conditions in the provinses were
somewhat more serious than in  and
nbout London. Farly to-day word came
from Birmingham that Wast Kngland
was completely cut off, Pasarnger frains
from the Midland Railway in other di-
rections  were  runming a4 sual, but
freight traffic on some branches had
been wtopped.
