The various business places in town 
have been tastefully decorated in honor 
of the Grand Lodge session, the colors 
of the order being generously displayed 
in every direction.

Grand Lodge
On July 26, 1855, at Halifax, the 

Grand Lodge, I.O.O.F, of the Lower 
Provinces of British North America 
was instituted, there being present eleven 
Past Grands representing three Subor­
dinate Lodges,—Acadia of Halifax, East- 

Star of Pictou, and Cobequid of 
Truro—C. H. Hamilton being elected 
the first Grand Master. During the 
summer of 1856 Hamilton Lodge, No. 
4, was instituted at Lunenburg, and 
at the session of Grand Lodge held in 
Halifax in August, 1856, the returns 
of the lodges in the jurisdiction showed 
Acadia, No. 1. to have 89 members; 
Eastern Star, No. 2. 19 members; and 
Hamilton, No, 4, 14 members; three 
lodges with a membership of 122, Cob­
equid, No. 3, having become defunct.

August 10, 1881, the Grand Lodge 
met in annual session in Wolfville, the 
Grand Master being the late John 
Richards of Fredericton, N. B„ who 
was re-elected for another year.

The returns showed 35 lodges in 
the jurisdiction with a membership.

The 
Maritime Provinces should have a far greater attraction for Scotch 
immigrants than the West, and if given a fair show there is little 
doubt but that conditions here would attract these people as citi­
zens. It is true that former Hebrideans have passed us by, but no 
attempt was made to locate them here. What more natural than 
that these people finding in New Scotland so much that reminds 
them of the home land should select this province as the land of 
their adoption. We would suggest that nothing should be left un­
done that will cause them to be favourably impressed when they 
reach this region where the Opportunity for fishing, lumbering, 
and mixed farming should appeal strongly to this most desirable 
class of settlers.

ODD FELLOWS CONVENTION
For the second time in the history of Wolfville the Grand Lodge 

of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows for the Maritime Prov­
inces is holding its annual session here this week. The former oc­
casion of the Grand Lodge’s meeting here was irt August, 1881, 
forty-three years ago. The Acadian is very glad to extend a warm 
welcome to the visiting Odd Fellows, to tender them the freedom 
of the town and a cordial invitation to inspect its various attrac­
tions and enjoy the privilege of a residence here, if only for a few 
days. .

Since the former meeting of the Grand Lodge here the order 
has made wonderful progress throughout this as well as in other 
jurisdictions. '

In the latter part of the eighteenth century there were organ­
ized in England lodges the members of which soon became known 
as “odd fellows”. The movement became popular, and as each 
new lodge was about to be formed it became apparent that a head 
or grand lodge was needed from which charters would issue. In 
1812 the lodges, or a number of them, united under the name of 
Manchester Unity of Odd Fellows, with headquarters in Manches­
ter, Eng.

On the 26th of April, 1819, Washington Lodge, No. 1, 
instituted in the city of Baltimore, by five who had been members 
of lodges in England, the leader in the movement being Thomas 
Wildey. Soon other lodges were organized and the states of New 
York, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania had Independent Grand 
Lodges, and again a governing body was found necessary, which 
resulted in supreme powers being vested in the Past Grands of Wash­
ington Lodge. Then came the Grand Lodge of Maryland, and then 
of the United States, which later became known as the Sovereign 
Grand Lodge of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows. In 1827 
Thomas Wildey, by his personal efforts and at his own expense, 
succeeded in getting a charter of independence for American Odd 
Fellowship, and from that time there have been two distinct branch­
es Odd Fellowship—the Manchester Unity and the Independent 
Order. In 1850 a degree was authorized for the wives and daugh­
ters of scarlet degree members in good standing, and in 1868 Re- 
bekah lodges were established.

Since 1827 the Manchester Unity and the Independent Order 
■have both made rapid growth, developing into two large fraternal 
organizations. The, latest statistics available are those published 
by the Sovereign Gr&nd Lodge in 1923vp to Dec. 31, 1922, which 
show the condition of the Independent Order to be at that date 
as follows: 1 Sovereign Grand Lodge; 7 Quasi-Independent Grand 
Lodges (Australiasia, Denmark, Germany, Netherlands, Norway, 
Sweden, Switzerland); 68 Grand Lodges; 16,829 Subordinate Lodg­
es; 10,156 Rebekah Lodges; 1,938,476 Lodge members (male); 
735,980 Rebekah Sisters: a total of 2,674,456 members.

In 1922 there wag paid out for relief $7,708,132.85. From 1830 
to Dec. 31, 1922, there was paid for relief $216,994,016.53.

Although the history of American Odd Fellowship begins with 
the institution of Washington Lodge, Baltimore, the files of the 
Acadian Recorder show that there were in Halifax two lodges of 
Odd Fellows, as far back as 1814, the names being Royal Welling­
ton and Royal Benevolent Bon Accord.

CALL KANSAS DRY AFTER 44 
YEARS

And" Kansans Proclaim That They 
Won’t Consider Repeal or Modi­

fication.
; I

TOPEKA, Kan., July 26.— “The 
Victory Message to the World’’ is the 
title of a circular being broadcast by 
several Kansas organizations and signed 
by widely known , Kansans. It pur­
ports to set forth the Kansas view “af­
ter forty-four years of prohibition’’. 
The list of signers is headed by former 
Governor Henry J. Allen, Governor 
Jonathan M. Davis, Attorney General 
C. D. Griffith, William Allen White 
and Victor Murdock.

Kansas was the pioneer State in the 
United States to prohibit the liquor 
traffic by constitutional amendment, 
and it proclaims the success of this 
legislation, “ which forever barred in­
toxicating liquors from the State’s boun­
dary”, the statement says.

“Today, more than four decades 
after the passage of the amendment, 
there is found throughout the State a 
well-developed temperance conscience— 
a strong disgust for intemperance, ” 
the circular continues. “ Respect for 
the law, which in early years of pro­
hibition was bought about by com­
pulsion, now is voluntary. Each génér­
ation is further removed from an ap­
petite for poisonous drink.

“ When the Eigheenth Amendment 
of the UnitecLjStates Constitution clos­
ed all the distilleries and breweries of 
other States a few people in Kansas 
proceeded to equip themselves to pro* 
duce what they wanted. The result 
was a new violater of the law—the 
manufacturer of home brew. There­
upon, Kansas proceeded to provide a 
law which penalized' these violators.

“Kansas views on prohibition, sum­
marized through the expressions of her 
peace officers, are:

“No repeal or modification is needed, 
wanted, or considered.

“Ease of enforcement grows with en­
forcement.

“ Official and private citizens are 
agreed that prohibition is the State’s 
best business asset,

“ Many crimes that are committed 
in communities that tolerate liquor are 
absent from Kansas.

“ Conviction, of violators is easier 
now than at any time in the past, due 
to the years of proof that intoxicating 
liquor is a commercial and social detri­
ment to any community.

“ Many undesirable influences that 
attend liquor were banished from the 
State when liquor was banished.

“ Liquor sales are not even permitted 
in Kansas on doctors’ prescriptions. 
Liquor is an outlaw in Kansas.

“Kansas is forty-four years removed 
from the thought of ever returning to 
the days of the saloon.*’

GOVERNMENT OLD AGE PENSIONS
The federal government has under consideration a plan to 

establish old age pensions in Canada such as are now provided in 
* Eng.and, New Zealand, Australia and certain other countries. A 

special committee has been looking into the matter, and at the 
recent session a report of their investigations was presented. This 
question has been before the house since the year 1907 but for vari­
ous reasons no definite recommendations were made by any of the 
commi :tees to which it has been submitted.

Recently a questionaire was sent to one hundred and thirty- 
five mayors of cities and towns of every province and from infor­
mation thus obtained, as well as from other sources, the report of 
the committee is made up. The recommendations contained are:

That an old age pension system be established at the 
earliest possible date for deserving indigent persons of seventy (70) 
years of age and upwards.

2. That applicants for pension must be British subjects of 
at least twenty (20) years’ residence in Canada, or naturalized 
subjects of at least fifteen (15) years’ naturalization and twenty- 
five (25) years residence.

3. (a) That the maximum rate of pension be twenty ($20) 
dollars per month which will be lessened by private income 
t;al ability to earn:

That one-half the amount of pension payable be borne 
by the federal government; the other half, by the provincial gov­
ernments of such provinces as express by legislation their desire 
to adopt the system—the cost of administration to be borne by 
the provincial governments.

It is estimated that under such a system as is suggested there 
w., j be appromximately 98,840 eligible pensioners and that if 
an ol these were to receive the maximum rate of pension, namely, 

x. twenty dollars per month, the federal government’s portion of the 
total yearly expenditure would amount to $11,860,920. This amount, 
however, would be reduced by any private income or partial eam-

The only one of the charter members 

of the original Orpheus Lodge No. 31 
who survives and is a member of the 
present Orpheus No. 92 is Mr. George 
W. Abbott, ofte of the oldest and most 
highly esteemed residents of this town. 
Although he celebrated the eightieth 
anniversary of hi? birthday last Christ­
mas Day he retains his mental and 
physical powers to a wonderful degree 
and. until quite recently was one of 

most active and energetic citizens. 
Keenly interested in all that relates to 
community interests Mr. Abbott has 
been a constant reader and patron of 
The Acadian since its initial issue in 
May, 1883. He occupied a seat in the 
town council for one term and rendered 
good service;

Mr. Abbott was bom in Newfound­
land, where his father, who was a sea 
captain owned quite extensive ship­
ping interests. When the subject of this 
sketch was nine years old the family 
decided to remove to Halifax and with 
that end m view all their property 
was disposed of and passage was taken 
on a sailing boat for their future home. 
While on the voyage on a dark night 
their vessel was run down and sank 
In the straight of Canso, and the un­
fortunate voyagers barely escaped with 
their lives. They were picked up and 
taken to Boston. There the family 
lived for some years, but after the death 
of the father and other members the 
mother removed to Halifax. Mr. Ab- 
bott, who was then about eighty 
years of age, went to Colchester county, 
where he learned the shoemaking busi­
ness and later came to Woifville to 
work in the old shoe factory.

When construction began oq, the 
old Windsor and Annapolis railway he 
joined the force and worked at pile­
driving when the bridge across the creek 
here was built. He also worked on the 
bridge-at Hortonville where he fell from 
the staging to the bed of the river a 
distance of forty-five feet. Miracu­
lously he escaped being killed and thir­
teen days after was back at work. For 
fifty years ^ie was in the employ of 
the railway during which he only lost 
four days while attending Odd Fêl­

as a delegate at Syd­
ney and Halifax.

He is an enthusiastic and well in­
formed member of the order and has 
filled the office of Noble Grand five 
times. A charter member of the old 
lodge he was largely instrumental in 
bringing about its re-oiwanization in 
1904. The membership of the old Or­
pheus included, as does that of its suc- 
cessdr, many representative residents of 
Woifville and surrounding sections.

The lodge’s first quarters was in 
the old Blackadder building which stood 
where the store of Waterbury & Co. 
nbw is. Later accommodation was

we Canadian fruit expert will go there 
and arrange for a shibment.

It is pointed out, however, that Cana­

AUTOS TOOK TOLL OF 8,100 LIVES

Figure» For First Half of 1924 Pub­
lished by U. S. Chamber of Com-

NEW YORK, Aug. 7.—Throughout 
the United States for the six months 
ended July 31 there were 8,100 persons 
killed by automobiles,14 statistics rhade 
public last night by the National Auto­
mobile Chamber of Commerce show. 
The report states, however, that 217 
newspapers throughout the country show 
that a number of centres reduced their 
motor fatalities in June as compared 
with May. Among these are New York, 
Detroit, Los Angeles, Cleveland, Balti­
more and Philadelphia.

The Chamber of Commerce’s report 
cites efforts put forth in Connecticut 
against reckless driving. Robbins B. 
Stoeckel, commissioner of motor1 ve­
hicles in that state, is quoted: “Every 
conviction for reckless driving will re­
sult in suspension. The person con­
victed may then have to appear before 
the hearing officer of the motor vehicle 
department to get his license restored.”

The report continues: “The actual 
number of motor fatalities reported^ by 
217 newspapers and other sources was 
680 for Junte and 2.918 for the firtt 
six months. These figures included all 
cities over 100,000 and additional 
m unities, covteiing a total of 36 per 
cent, of the population.

“ Assuming that the fatality, rate 
was similar for communities not re­
porting the toll for the six months was 
approximately 8,100. ”
