RAILROAD.

A MINE'EXPLODES UNDER MR MURRAY
: KAY'S FEET.

_Ir is not necessary that we
‘should give much of our time to
Mr Kay, as there is little about
his career, save- and except his
blunders; that is worth ¢omment-
‘g upon.” Mr Kay is the manager
of the Western Extension Railroad,
representing an English Company.
The -construction of the Grand
Southern Railroad wovld divert
travel and traffic by the shore
route, and injure, if not entirely
blot out, the read Mr Kay manages,
if not Mr Kay himself, with a horde
of such pendants or railroad fruit
- as MrParkerTuck,ete. It was,there-
fore, not at all to be wondered at

- that ‘Mr Kay should exert himselt

after his best fashion in opposition
to the Grand Southern Extension
Bill. He remained in Fredericton
and used every means, first with
the members of the Assembly, but
most -of ~-these are honest, un-
purchaseble men. Outside of Mr
Killam, and maybe two or
three others, there is not a
member in the House you could
Mr Kay found this out,—
after testing the hon. gentlemen.
The bill was therefore carried
down stairs, but there was hope for
Mr Kay, and that was that when
the Bill reached the Garret it would
die there; that there were old
women enough in that quarter to
strangle it.

‘Heaven forbid, now that it is

- past and over,and does not amount

to‘a brass farthing, that we should
insinuate that old people, combing
the silvered locks of nigh four
score winters, should soil their pal-
sied hands by taking the few dol-
lars Mr Kay had to offer. That
they:were tempted in one way or
another, we have no doubt, that
they fell, that they clutched the

. bribe, we.shall not undertake to

say. But at all eventsthey threw
out the bill, the first railroad bill
ever thrown out in the Province:
a bill for an extension of charter,
under which the terms of the con-
tract had been in.part fulfilled,
while they have extended the
charters of several . roads, under
which a spade had ‘not been lifted.
»L bey madea cruel scapegoat of the
Grand Southern, and a dreadful ex-
ample of its promoters for some
purpose, that at least they did not
show in their speeches in defence
of their action. It sometimes hap-
pens that one man must die to save

s tbespeople, but if the Legislative

Council had this in view, they
might have chosen some other vic-
tim. When they aimed their pat-
riotic blow at the head of the
Grand Southern, they aimed it not
at the head of one but right
at the head of legion. If they

wanted a public “ example,” they
should long ago have struck at
gowe road that had not had a sod
turned upon it.

But it was no wonder Mr Kay
went home rejoicing, and it was no
wonder $100 would not pay his
cable bill that day to London; but
it was a very great wonder he set
up such a shout before he was out
of the woods. There was one time
a dreadful Hydra that infested the
marshes of Lerna; no sooner was
one head cut off than another grew
on,—in some measure the Grand
Southern Railroad  resembled
this serpent: scarce a day
of joy had been vouchsafed to
Mr Kay, ere a section loomed up
out ot the law, that sent the blood
back to his heart. That section
gave three years grace to the com-
pany to wind up the business and
finish the contract. Upon that
section the best legal minds in
Cunada and the United States have
given a unanimous opinion : that
opinion has given new life to the
Grand Southern Company, and in-
fused Mr Green with fresh pluck.
Yes it has set a locomotive for the
Grand Southern, on its way from
the foundry, and it arrives in a
day or two!

But Mr Kay is not alone equal to
ordinary occasions; he can take
problems that would defy a Rich-
elieu, by the t':voat, and strangle
them in a twinkling. His last move
istocheckmate the Grand Southern
Company, should they succeed in
building their road. [Than which
nothing is more certain.] There
is u branch road as our readers
are aware called the Carleton
Branch, running from Fairville irto

St John. The Kay company
held a lease of this
branch for some years, but

lately that lease expired and Mr
Kay runs over the road by suffer-
ance, on the old terms. A brilliant
1dea seized him a few days ago,
and that idea was to get a control-
ling interest in this branch, that he
might pievent the Grand Sou:ihern
train from running over it. With
this view he possessed himself of
$54,000,000 of stock in this branch,
$25,000 of which he bought from
Mr E. R. Burpee. This completed
he went howie chuckling, and tele
graphed, as in duty bound, to Lon-
don: and his employers there chuck
led also,that he had the Grand South-
ern at last on a switch from which
it could never be moved.

To-day a meeting of the stock-
holders of the new combination was
held in London, to-day also a meet-
ing of the new combination was
held in St John, bu: woat a dis-
covery for Mr Kay! We are re-
minded of the ghost of Banquo
rising in all its hideoasness even at
the feast!-—for what do orr readers
think Mr Kay found on the Mom
pany’s books?—That the Grand
Southern Company has a lease of
the Carleton branch for ninety.-
nine years! erd that lease
is duly on  record and
can’t be affected by the action
of any number of ~stockholders.
It is only $50000 thrown away
while the Grand Southern sits asd
quietly smiles at the reckless trans-
actions of the manager of a road
that must soon be a pasture, while
the locomotive of the new road
will scream terror along its track
to those who vainly tried but mis-
erably failed to kill it. The
“Delenda est” is no longer for the
Grand Southern, but for the Kay
Road, and, success let it be, to the
Grand Southern ! ]

The Grand Southern Company
can run trains over the Carleton
Branch for 15 years or build a line
side by side with said Branch and
run it for 99 years; at the end of
which time in all probability, Mrs.
Jones and Mr. Kay will be dead.

THE SUMMER TRADE.

It is gratifying to know, that
even about Fiedericton the long-
still prlse of trade has begun again
to beat. We are pleased to learn
that Morrison’s mill will run again
this summer, and even though it
does not resume its old-time activ-
ity, many that lived about it when
it thundered the live long day, aud
had to seek employment elsewhere
when the wheel ce.zed to go rornd,
will thank heav:-n again, to get
their “former places.” We know
of no sadder spectacle than a
splendid mill like Morrison’s, idle
through the long summer day, the
cosy little cottages that nestled
about it closed up, their inmates
elsewhere. It seemed like a tomb,
standing in cajesty, to a dead trade.
We shall be delighted to be able to
report, something of the old time
“hum” about this mill in short:
meanwhile we wish Mr. Morrison
unbounded success—and he de-
serves success.

A ST JOHN SPECTACLE.

TaE following is one of the every
day occurrences about St John—is
not at all rare :

“In Portland yesterday evening two
squaws who ha({unduly imbibed were
jostled against on the street by a couple
of semi-intoxicated young men.

LUMBERING.
Rafting on the St John River.

A VISIT TO THE GLASIER AND
DOUGLAS BOOMS,

PREPARATIONS FOR WORK.

The Number of Men Employed
and the New Management.

For several days men have been go-
ing in small knots up to the Douglas
Boom, to work, and down to the Gla-
zier Boom, the time having arrived for
rafting operations. A STAR represen-
tative took a horse yesterday morning
and drove up to the Douglas Boom
tive miles above this city. The charm-
ing day, and natures returning life en
every side, were ample recompense
for the undertaking. It is impos-
sible for one not to feel delighted of a
bright springs momin%, after winter
has run its race, as he drives past green
fields and through forests awakening
from their winter sleep. A slight tinge
of green rested upon the meadows, and
the snow white lambs frisked and nib-
bled the peeping grass shoots. The
robin too had found its throat, and
warbled through the forest on every
hand. The trees had assumed a green
shade and buds, nipped for their auda-
city by the frost, thrce weeks ago.
were again peeping forth. The farmers
all along were engaged in the sprin
ploughing, and the rich red sod smoke
as he turned out his furrow. At the
sound of ‘“‘wheels’’ every farmer turns
his head to sec ‘“‘who’s coming,” and
the blithe farm maiden, as she disap-
pears through the door way with her
milk or water pail pauses for a moment
and looks over her shoulder as the
stranger passes. Itis easy telling if
she feel more than a passing interest in
the stranger by putting her head to the

interposes itself between you and her,
Several farmers along the road, inform-
ed the reporter that nearly all the farm-
ers were ‘‘going to sow more or less
wheat this season.” |

AT THE BOOM.

¢ So you have come up to see us,”
said the obliging clerk, Mr Shep. Estey,
as_the Reporter drew up his horse;
‘“what can I do for you?"’

*“If you will auswer a few questions
I shall be obliged. What is tbe big
hounse yonder, looking so much like a
meeting house, and yet far from that it
would seem, 8o near the boom? ”’

¢ Come down and I’ll show you.”
Both entered. The building was the
boom house, a large and airy structure,
capable of accommodating at least 60
men. In this house the raftmen live
through the spring and summer till the
rafting is done. They cook and slee
here. A long table extended up an
down the apartment, and along the
side ran a double tier of berths or
| bunks, like those used on board ship.
Everything seemed comfortabie and in
good order, and while the Reporter
was inside he obseryed the cooks were
busy preparing the meals. The men
are well-fed, some of them told the Re-
porter afterwards, getting good pork,
corned beef, tea, molasses, the and best
of bread.

THE SOCIAL VIEW OF IT. .

The men get up about daylight in the
morning, when the cook has the break-
fast ‘‘ smoking hot’’ upon the table for
them.

If through the day anyone fall in,
his wet clothes are dry and ready for
him to put on when he turns
out in the morning. At
noon the horn is blown and the men
come in to dinner, after which they
work till six, and a couple of hours
afterwards when there is a big rush.
The air resounds, after the day’s work
is done, with their songs, sung in the
open air, and the damsels from the
country round listen and sigh, as they
say, ‘“Do you hear the raftmen?”’
hen they go inside stories are told
and cheerful chat goes round: and
though there are few total abstainers
among lumbermen, it is rare indeed
that they have a case of drunkenness
Liquors in bottles or Ten Gallon’’mea-
sures are excluded. Thechatis kept up
till 10 o’clock or so, each one lying in
his bunk, and one by one they drop off
asleep, till sometimes not one is awake
save some
is as satisfied ‘‘spinning yarns,” as
man can be. Therewere 40 men at
work vesterday, and there are as many
more at the lower boom house the
Glasier, which is in many respects sim-
ilar to the upper.

The wings of the Douglas sheer boom
had been carried away b{; the Mada-
waska ice coming down the river. This
ice generally, remains two or three days
after the.main river ice, and can be dis-
tinguishéed by its blue color, being
quite solid. On Sunday night it ran
out, and carried away the boom wings,
or rudders: the men were now repair-
ing these.

THE SHEER BOOMS.

The Sheer Boom, claimed to have
been the invention of Mr. Pond, an
American, is used on the St. John
river from Crock’'s Point down to
Glazier’s. The Sheer Boom, without
going into details, is a boom or float, so
constructed as to sheer logs floating
down the river, into fixed booms,
which retain them, till they are rafted.
Several of these booms are set along the
river, and at such points as to divert
the course of the logs. Before the date
of their use, many logs escaped the
fixed Booms, and floating down the
river went to sea und were lo~t. 'The
Sheer Boom has been used on the St.
John River for three years, are also,
we believe, used on the Miramichi, and
also on most of the lumber rivers of the
Union. Mr. Pond and the Eauclair
Company with him are said to have
‘““made a fortune” out of the booms.

THE MANAGEMENT.

Three years ago, a new boom joint
stock company formed and brough out
the Glasier interest which included the
wtiole boom system for theriver. Beside
this, they bought out the Pond Sheer
Boom in connexion and went to other
expenses, reaching in the aggregate
$30,000, beside the purchase money.
In comsequence of the purchase last
ear, no dividend was declared.
oubtless this year there will be.

None of the large drives have come
down yet, though a large number of
straggling logs have found their way
into the boom. There will be about
100 men employed on the booms this
spring, their wages ranging from $10
to $14 a mon'h. Last year wages
ranged from $8 to $12; but previous
springs it was difficult to get men at
figuresranging from $16 to $20 a month.

That
body have attached much weight to
His Honor’s suggestion and agreeably
with their presentment, means will
henceforth be taken that an existing but
uneuforced enactment shall be carried
out to teach offenders that dumb ani-
mals are not entirely subject to the will
of men of brutish instincts.

Liguor Selling in European Countries.

In several European countries and partic-
ularly in Sweden, if the vice of intemperance
has not been entirely extinguished, its greatest
abuses have been uuw)reuwd. The making as
well as the sale of liquors 1s permitted, gut
under such restrictions that no speculation
can be made on it. This industry is under
the charge of employes of the Government in
the same manner as all other branches of the
public administration. The priyilege ofexer-
cising this business is intymsted to but one
company in each city or village: the profits
realized from it must not exceed six per cent.
on the eapitul invested, the surplus being paid
into the public treasury.

Stockholders in these companies cannot
themselves engage in the sale of liquors,
which is entrusted to persons whose salaries
are fixed by the Government. So that neither
the makers nor the sellers can have any in-
terest in increasing the trade. This is the
essential feature of this system. On this
hill:_ses the whole reform effected in this re-
gard, a reform which has produced, as facts
attest, an evident benefit as regards social or-
der and manners. Moreover the Gov-
ernment derives from it a very considerable
revenue which is of course applied to the
reduction of duties.
