The Rev. Nelson Ayerp, one of 
the heat-known and moat highly 
esteemed clergymen of the Episco­
palian diocese of Mississippi, has 
been converted to the Catholic 
Faith. The following letters, ad­
dressed respec'ively ti hie 1 ite 
Bishop and to the people among 
whom be had labored, give veiy 
briefly Mr. Ayers’ reasons for the 
step he has taken, and enal le one 
to judge somewhat of the strain to 
human nature which the severance 
of the old ties involved :
“ Mr Dfar Bishop :

“ This is to place in your hands 
my resignation as missionary on 
the eoasf, and with it my résigna- 
tion of the ministry of the Episcopal 
Church. “It is unnecessary for 
me to go into my reasons for this 
step, further than to say that I have 
at last ueen the folly of trying to be 
a Citholio and a Protestant at the 
same time. For yourstlf, my dear 
Bishop, I entertain no feeling but 
the profoundest respect and affec­
tion. I appreciate deeply, nod 
heartily thank you for the consider­
ation and kindness that have 
marked all your relations to me. 
relations which I cannot sever with­
out deep pain and regret,

“ I beg your forbearance and your 
prayers, and remain ever,

“ Affectionately yours."
This is Mr. Ayers’ letter to his 

people :
“ For you, the dear people among 

whom I have labored for neatly 
seven years, and of whom many are 
my -dearest persons! friends, I feel 
that I must express the deep pain I 
feel at the severance of the rela­
tions, which, for me, were" so de­
lightful. Nothing coaid drive me 
tc it but the profoundest sense ol 
duty, duty to you, as well as to my 
own soul, and I fed that I owe you 
some brief explanation of my course. 
Educated in a Protestant denomina­
tion bitterly prejudiced against 
everything Catholic, my study of 
the Scriptures an(j 0f history early 
drove me to the Episcopal Church, 
under the conviction that she was 

least a living branch of thaï 
Church of God which he purchased 
with His own precious blood. I 
have bdieved and taught "that her 
ministers were real priests, her 
sacraments actual channels of di­
vine grace, and her teachings the 
utterances of the Holy Ghost. For 
more than twenty-three years I 
have exercised her ministry in this 
persuasion, though for the Iasi 
twenty of them with growing 
doubts, hard to suppress and dis­
tressing to entertain.

Had I regarded more the actual 
facts of the world and less the theo­
ries of the narrow school in the 
church with which I have been 
more or less identified, I should not 
have been so long in doubt, io - the 
Church of God is a ‘city set on a 
bill, that cannot be hid.’ It is this 
Church that teaches God’s truth 
with a voice of certainty and autho­
rity ; it is this Church that claim*- 
for, and has in, its sacraments all 
that the Lord Jesus promised ; it it 
this Church that makes it her busi­

es her Lord did, to take aw^y

while admiring nation had laid its 
tribute of gratitude at the feet of 
poetaster, wretched enough to have 
beon an English laureate of the Iasi 
century ; and later a sum of money 
was given to him greater than either 
Milton or Keats earned by the liter­
ary labors of their life time.

whose reputations Hannibal, Caeiar 
or Napoleon would have had to bide 
their diminished heads. Of course 
it will be said that this is all cant, 
all newspaper puffery, that wedon’t 
bilieve it all, that we only allow it 
because we are a good-natured peo 
people, tnat nobody is injured by it, 
that even the very newspaper tel 
lows who do the principal shouting 
are only serious in booming their 
circulation ; but that in itsi If only 
shows how strongjis the provincial 
strain in us. Were we the self-re­
specting people we should be we 
would not allow cant, or other 
quackery, or good nature to carry 
us away. We would not throw up 
our hats and huzza at that in public, 
which in private life we should not 
hesitate to say was a lie. We would 
make some distinction between com­
parative greatness and extreme

The International Penitentiary 
Congress rocenily held in Paris have 
taught a useful lesson to bigoted 
French functionaries. The first re­
buff was at Montessor, on the oc­
casion of the visit of the delegates to 
the new juvenile prison erected there 
To the general surprise it was dis­
covered that the Paris Municipal 
Conned had made no provision 
whatever for imparting religious in­
struction to the inmates. No 
chapel, and no chaplain. No Mass 
and no Catechism. The reason was 
b< 1 ily declared by the councillors 
present. They would have nothing 
to do-with superstition and refused 
to add to the number of fanatics in 
the world. To his credit the Rus­
sian delegate, a man of great author­
ity in penitentiary questions, de­
livered a severe rebuke and said 
that if the civic authorities thought 
they could amend criminals without 
having recourse to religions aids, 
they were grossly mistaken. These 
remarks were approved by the 
American, British, Belgian, German, 
Italian and other delegates. The 
seal was set to this when the fourth 
section of the congress, whose duty 
it was to deal with the subject of
“debauchery,” adopted by a unani- 88 individuals 
mous vote (with the single ex­
ception of M. Yves Guyot, a French 
Deputy,) the resolution i hat “ the 
congress recognized the influence of 
religious education on public moral­
ity and strongly recommended re­
course being had to it. ”

Before winding up the work of 
the session in the French Chamber 
of Deputies, wearied legii-litors are 
to endure one of those spiteful inter­
pellations which the Socialist» are 
ever ready to spring upon the gov­
ernment of the day, and which fre­
quently lead to an unexpected crisis 
M, Goblet, the combative Radical 
leader, is np in arms at the ind pen­
dent spirit beginning to be displayed 
by the bishops, clergy and faithful 
laity of France. He is amazed at 
their audacity in venturing to criti­
cize the oppressive fiscal measures 
adopted against the religions orders. 
The bishops instead of cencnrirg the 
offerders actually have endorsed 
their conduct with th< ir high ap­
proval. On this as weli as on other 
accounts the ex-Mini?fer not long 
since raised his. voice in indig­
nant remonstrance at the Palais 
Bourbon, and the government will 
be asked to repress, and repress se­
verely, these manifestations of cleri­
cal independence. M. Poincare, 
the Minister of Public Worship, in 
view of what would be required of 
him by infidel Deputies, has taken 
some steps which have been recei? 
ved with marked disfavor by several 
of the first newspapers of Paris. 
Not daring to do anything against 
the Archbishop of Cambrai, who a 
short while since fla ly refused to 
condemn the action of bio priests, 
who were but maintaining lheir 
civic rights, M. Poincare has de­
prived Mgr. Monnier, the vioar-gi n 
era1, of his last quarter's salary. The 
sum is a trifle, not 400 francs, but 
the animus of thin wanton piece of 
Ministerial injustice is obvious to 111 
the woild. The vicar general wifi 
not loose by it, for already the sum 
has been more than made up to him 
by the voluntary subscriptions of 
the diocese. Bat this not all. The 
government have evidently made up 
their minds to prosecute wholesale 
before the Council of State all priests 
who have taken a prominent part 
in the agitation. Warrants to this 
effect have been issued against the 
clergy of Tonrooing, Nortre Dame, 
Cambrai, St. Geiy, Armentieree, 
Watreloe, Trelon, Be laimont and 
many others. The sweeping char- 
aoter of this procedure is its own 
condemnation from the point of 
view of statesmanship. It is all 
very fine to oitp before a tribunal a 
score or so of troublesome presby­
ters, bat unless1 the same measure of 
justice is to be passed all along the 
line, the while business is likely to 
end in ridicule. There are 10,000 
priests in France equa’ly guilty and 
equally equanimous. Then there 
are the bishops, who are just as bad 
Above all, there are those principal 
offenders, Cardinal Richard, Arch­
bishop of Paris, and Cardinal Lange- 
nieux, Archbishop of Rheims. De­
pend upon it, the government will 
“ climb down. ” With regard to 
the processions ht}d al( over the 
country daring the Octave of Cor­
pus Chris ti, we have an instance of 
what can be done by united endea­
vor. Notwithstanding the dread 
edicts of municipal councils, maires 
and prefects, the Qatholios triumph­
ed, as they deserved. True, there 
were two or three summonses issued 
against parish priests, but the fines 
were purely nominal. At Brest 
the cure was fined two francs

A singula-ly interesting congress 
is now being hell at Bordeaux. 
The subject is “ plain chant, ’’ the 
canto fermo of the Church. The 
Abbe Artigarum is the oiganizor, 
two hundred fdrvent adherents of 
Gregorian music in churches re­
sponding to his invitation. His 
Eminence Cardinal Leoot presides. 
The resolutions of the congress are 
not yet to hand, but favorable testi­
mony was borne to the edition of 
Dam Pothier, tin congressiste being 
unanimous in regarding it as the 
most perfect yet printed. With re­
gard to the Paslet edition, the only 
argument in its favor was that of 
authority. It was the “ official ' 
edition. Pustet being the editor of 
the Sacred Congregation of Riles. 
Cardinal Leoot stated that the Holy 
See would not oppose the Ratisbon ne 
to the French editions, and 
that the privilege granted to the 
German firm up to 1900 would not 
be renewed. His Eminence was 
pleased to say that Herr Pustet him­
self had relinquished his right to 
force his liturgies' books on the dio­
ceses of France.

S'. Anselm’s International Bene­
dictine University is undoubtedly 
the greatest institution which Leo 
XIII.. has taken in hand during the 
eighteen years of his glorious reign. 
Owing to the poverty of the Holy 
See, the erection of the vast material 
edifice upon the Aven tine Hill,R une, 
woul 1 in its self snffi<& to give cause 
for hesitation to a ltss generous per­
son than Pope Leo. Then all the 
Benedictines were not enthusiastic 
about it in the beginning, and an ad- 
ditionil difficulty was caused by the 
fact that the university represented 
the ideal of unity which he wisely 
imposed upon the several branches 
of the order. The Pontiff’s success 
has been incomparable. The desired 
and thrice desirable unity has been 
realized ; the most various and dis­
tant monasteries send their sons to 
the university, now temporarily 
fixed in the ex-Hotel Hassler, in the 
Via Booca di Leone, and the im­
mense erection on the Aventine Hill 
is nearly completed. Nowhere has 
the Pope found more willing and 
^energetic seconders than in the 
Benedictines of the United States. 
Hence the honor cf the priorship has 
devolved upon a learned American 
monk, while the professorship of 
Eastern langueges has been entrust­
ed to another. A large proportion 
of the students bail from a}! parts of 
the Union. The college has now 
broken up for the summer and will 
not reopen until November. Some 
of the American monks give pro­
mise of a great future on account of 
tjjeir studious dipositions. Thus 
Dom Joseph Sittenbeuer, of St Bene- 
disi’s Abbey, Atchison, Kansas, is 
making a tour through Europe, en­
gaged in researches concerning 
monastiq history and usages.

The Rev. Father McMillan, C. S. P, 
preached in the Church of the Paul- 
ist Fathera, New York, on a recent 
Sunday; takin? as Bis subject “The 
Sunday Closing of the Siloons and 
Sabbath Observances Generally 
He strongly condemned not only the 
selling of liquor on Sunday, but the 
patronizing of saloons on that day 
by citizens, and supported his posi­
tion by quoting from the piston] 
letter and decrees of the Third Ple­
nary Council of Baltimore, in 1884. 
Father McMillan said : “I maintain 
that everybody or group of Chris- 
tains must take into consideration 
the external observance of the Sun­
day, in order that this important 
matter may not be left to the priests 

This has always 
been among Catholics a recognized 
usage having the force of law. “The 
so-called ‘Continental’ Sunday is a 
product of infidelity, and has been 
forced upon Catholics in Europe by 
the civil power. This applies especi­
ally to Pari-, where the workmen 
are buginning to demand the privi- 
ege of giving up work on Sunday. 

“After careful deliberation at the 
Third Plenary Council, of Baltimore, 
in 1884, the Bishops of the United 
States decided to remove all doubt 
concerning Catholic teaching re­
garding intemperance and the 
proper observance of the Sunday by 
the publication of a pastoral letter, 
from which these extracts are taken : 
“There is one way of profaning the 
Lord’s Day which is so prolific of 
evil results that we consider it our 
duty to utter against it a special 
condemnation. This is the practice 
of selling beer or other liquors on 
Sunday, or frequenting places where 
they are sold. This practice tend* 
more than any other to turn the day 
of the Lord into a day of dissipation, 
to use it as an occasion for breeding 
intemperance. While we hope that 
Sunday laws on this point will not 

relaxed, but^ven more rigidly 
enforced, we implore all Catholics 
for the love of God and of country, 
never to take jpait in such Sunday 
traffic, nor to patronize or counten­
ance it. And we-epjl only direct 
the attention of all pastors to the 
repression of this abuse, but we also 
call upon them to induce all of their 
flocks that may be engaged in the 
pale of liquor» to abandon as soon as 
they can this dangerous traffic, and 
to embrace a more becoming way of 
making>lrriing.” “And here it be­
hooves us to remind our working­
men, the bone and sinew of the peo­
ple, and the specially ’beloved chil­
dren of the Church, that if they 
wish to observe Sunday as they 
ought they must keep away from 
drinking places on Saturday night. 
Carry your wages home to your 
families, where they rightfully be­
long. Turn a deaf ear, therefore, 
to every temptation, and then Sun­
day will be a bright day for all the 
family- How much better this 
than to make it a day of sin for 
yourselves and of gloom and wretch­
edness by a Saturday night's lolly 
or debauch. No wonder that the 
prelates of the Second Plenary Conn 
oil declared that the most shocking 
scandals which we have to deplore 
spring from intemperance. A 
Christain should not only avoid 
what is positively evil, but what has 
even thé appearance of evil and more 
especially whatever commonly leads 
to it. Therefore Catholics should 
generously renounce all recreations 
and all kinds of business which may 
interfere with keeping holy the 
Lord's Day, or which are calculated 
to lead to the violation of the laws 
of God or of the State. The worst, 
without doubt, is the carrying on of 
business in bar rooms andpaloons on 
Sunday, a traffic by means of which 
so many and such grevions injuries 
are done to religion and society. 
Let pastors earnestly labor to root 
out this evil, let them admonish and 
entreat, let them even resort to 
threatenings and penalties, when 
becomes necessary. They should do 
all that bt longs fo their office 
efface this stain, now nearly (he only 
blot regaining among us, obscuring 
the splendor of the day ot the Lord 
That is intended for the whole of 
the United States. For us the ques­
tion is settled. This is oar official 
teaching on the matter,”

I 
have been about Congress for 
twenty-five years, and the contrast 
makes me sin^rt in my inmost 
democratic soul. ” If Mr. Murray 
could induce some more of Uncle 
Sam’s Knights of the quill to come 
to Ottawa, we might have fewer 
misrepresentations of our country 
and its institutions in the United 
States press.

Brother 
Curran’s address was, not only ad­
mirably delivered;but was most in- 
teresting, and in the highest degree 
instructive, and the members of 
Branch 2I6 were delighted with the 
honor that had beeu paid them. A 
vote of thanks to the Hon. gemleman 
was carried amidst much enthusiasm. 
This was suitably acknowledged by 
the distinguished, visitor, after which 
the meeting came to a close.

Quebec advices of the 1st inst., 
say that the Montagnais Indians, 
and the Esquimaux, of Ungava 
Bay, have come this year to Seven 
Isles to perform their religious 
duties. They have been without 
a missionary’' since the departure 
of Father Laçasse. The distance 
travelled on foot was 690 miles in 
the one case, and 1,000 in the 
other. We have here a most 
striking example of the simple 
abiding faith of these rude chil­
dren of the forest, as well as the 
strongest testimony to the self- 
sacrificing labors of the mission­
aries who implsted so firmly in 
the hearts of these Indians, the 
knowledge of the Gospel of Jesus 
Christ. What a reproach the con­
duct of these poor people is to 
those who would miss mass on 
Sunday on account of a slight in­
clemency of weather and stay a» ay 
from the Sacraments, because they 
may happen to be a few miles from 
the church. Alluding to this case 
the Mail and Empire says : The 
history of Canada, especially its 
earlier history, preserves the story 
of many a deed of heroism and 
devotion on. the part of Christian 
missionaries who worked and 
perished among the Indians, but 
there are few stories which reflect 
so much credit on Indian piety as 
that published in yesterday’s news 
from Quebec,; Montagnais and 
Esquimaux came from the south­
ern shove of Hudson Strait to wor­
ship in the Province of Quebec. 
This involved a tramp on foot of 
1,000 miles. Nd pilgrimage in the 
Middle Ages was ever made in cir­
cumstances of greater hardship. 
The citizen who is loath to walk a 
block to church along a smooth 
dry pavement ought to think of 
these Indians plodding 1,000 miles 
through an inhospitable country 
through forests, across rivers 
mountains, and lakes, to renier a 
.duty they owe to their religion.

Thk first raport of wheat catting in 
Manitoba cornea frees Morris, where a far­
mer had, up to Saturday last, cut a fifty 
acre crop. It ia expected that in !> few 
days from now harvesting will be general.

Remedial Legislation in England-

It is a peculiar coincidence, that 
the question of “ remedial legisla­
tion," to which the Government 
of Canada, contingently, stands 
pledged, and which has, for some 
time, been agitating the public 
mind in this Dominion, should 
form one of the planks in the plat­
form of the Conservative Party, 
which has just been returned to 
power, with such a sweeping ma­
jority, in Great Britain. In En­
gland they have two sets of schools; 
Board Schools and Voluntary 
Schools. The former are purely 
secular schools, while the Volun­
tary are denominational schools 
receiving state aid, provided they 
are up to a certain standard in se­
cular subjects. It appears, that 
for some time past, the voluntary 
schools have been unfairly do 
prived of their proper proportion 
of the public money and have other 
wise, been ungenerously treated 
by the State, while the Board 
schools have been most generous 
ly dealt with. It became quite 
evident that a continuance of this 
policy would result in completely 
crippling the Voluntary schools. 
In view of these facts, the friends 
of religious education have, for the 
past year or two, been exerting 
themselves to secure for the Vo! 
untary schools the measure of 
State aid to which they are fairly 
entitled. Catholics, Anglicans, and 
Wesleyans have worked hand in 
hand in this matter, and that their 
agitation has been to some pur 
pose was made manifest in the 
late electoral contests. Many, 
even of the radical candidates 
pledged themselves to help secure 
justice to the Voluntary schools, 
if returned to Parliament. But 
the most important fact in con­
nection with the question is, that 
the Conservative Party, which has 
beeu so signally triumphant at the 
polls, is committed, as the London 
Tablet says, to “ a positive policy 
of remedial legislation. ” Both 
Lord Salisbury and Mr. Balfour 
Premier and Leader of the House 
of Commons, respectively, have 
within the last year, spoken more 
than once, and with no uncertain 
sound in favor of denominational 
schools. But the most notable 
deliverance in this connection was 
that of Mr. Balfour, in addressing 
his constituents in Manchester, 
when seeking their suffrages, at 
the recent election. Judging from 
his words on that occasion, there 
can be very little doubt, the party 
which he leads in the House of 
Commons, will take immediate 
steps to remove the grievances for 
which the friends of the Voluntary 
schools have been seeking redress. 
Mr. Balfour’s words should be 
carefully pondered by those in 
this country, who may have any 
hesitation about supporting reme­
dial legislation for the minority in 
Manitoba, hut who are always 
looking to the Mother country for 
precedents.

These are Mr. Balfour’s words 
on the question under review : “ I 
come, ” said he, “ to the next ques­
tion, ‘The preservation of Volun­
tary schools and #f the great re­
ligious interests bound up with 
Voluntary schools. ’ Am I to be 
told that a party which desires to 
carry out this gr^it object is a 
party with a purely negative pro- 
gramme ? Am I to- be told that 
we have nothing to propose in 
which the interests of the great 
multitude of our fellow-country 
men are concerned ? I can teÿ 
you there is nothing you are more 
concerned in, whether as parents 
or as ratepayers, than in the pre­
servation of these institutions. 
There is a way of pitting this 
problem which is not the way in 
which I feel inclined to put it. 
They say, * What ought to be done 
injustice to Voluntary schools?’ 
That is a fair way of putting it, 
but there is a better way, ‘What 
ought to be done in justice to the 
parents of this country ? ’ The 
parents of this country desire, I 
believe, to have the option, at all 
events, of sending their children 
to schools where they will be edu­
cated according to their own re­
ligious convictions. Are they to 
be deprived of this privilege by 
the action of thp Educational De­
partment or by the action of the 
Government ? And if we find 
that, by the inevitable operation 
of causes sufficiently obvious in 
themselves, the Voluntary schools 
are being squeezed out of exist­
ence, 44,d if we can foresee at no 
distant date the inevitable result 
that every child in England will 
of necessity, or may of necessity, 
be educated in a school where 
definite religious education is not 
permitted by law, can you contem­
plate such a result without some 
natural and justifiable alarm ? 
And are we not bound in the in­
terests of parents—not in the in­
terests of sects, not in the interests 
of any particular denomination, 
hut in tl\e interests of parents, 
who, surely, coinmitno great error 
when they desire to bring up their 
children in the faith in which they 
themselves believe—are we not 
bound in their interests to do 
something substantial to preserve 
the voluntary schools upon which 
alone their hopes repose, and to 
do that something quickly ? My 
belief, at all events, is that this is 
one of the questions which we can 
least afford to neglect, and which 
we least ought to neglect. ”

George 
Porter, who is now in jail, put back 
$10,000 the day he left the bank, and as 
the latter holds $31,000 in stocks, their 
loss will only be about $10,0t)0.

A terrific wind and rain storm swept 
over a section of Annapolis, N. S., Sun­
day, doing tremendous damage to the 
orchards. Two hundred trees near Para­
dise were ruined. The top story of a barn 
was carried a mile and a half. The track 
of the tornado was 100 yards wide and six 
miles long. One or two farms were prac­
tically ruined.

An exchange says that the drought in 
the south-eastern part of Ontario has ren­
dered it very serious for the farmers. 
Not only are the farms suffering from the 
want of water, but what little vegetation 
there was has been entirely eaten up by 
the grasshoppers. The farmers have peti­
tioned the Ontario government to assist 
them in their present distressed condition.

Word comes from Springfield, Ohio, 
that the Knights of Pythias on an excur­
sion train carried a small cannon, dis­
charging it at intervals. It was fired one 
time just as the State militia train was 
passing, anjjjl the heavy wadding and pow­
der severely injured twenty-five persous. 
Some were painfully burned, three totally 
blinded and several rendered deaf.

While walking across lots near Sebree, 
Ky., a few days ago, a man named 
Walker struck his foot against something 
sticking out of the ground, which he 
found to be an old ramrod. He sus­
pected that it might mark a treasure, 
buried perhaps in the war times, and be­
gan digging. At a depth of six feet he 
found a jug which contained almost $500 
in gold coins.

On Sunday evening last a young man 
named Mackinnon, about seventeen years 
of age, belonging to Barbaraweit, had a 
somewhat strange experience. He went 
for the cows, and came home badly 
bruised and very sore, with his clothes 
torn, and with the appearance of having 
been dragged some distance along the 
road. He had no recollection whatever 
of what had happened him, his mind be­
ing a perfect blank on the matter. Dr. 
Maclellan, who was summoned, found him 
in a feverish and excited state, and very 
sore, as though he had been bruised all 
over. The doctor examined him very 
closely, hut could find no indication of his 
having had a fit. His umbrella, handker 
chief, and other articles, were found at 
different places on the road.—Journal.

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Mining Catastrophe

’ Tbe Aachen Hsrvie Colliery at Salt- 
coatu, a town on the Bay of Ayr, 24 
miles aouth-weat of Glasgow, Scotland, 
has been flooded. Sixty men have 
been readied, and fourteen are entomb­
ed in tbe mine, and it ia feared that 
they have perished. A search party 
has been formed, but they are unable to 
penetrate to the point where the un­
fortunate victims are. ■ There were 
many narrow escapes on tbe part of 
tkoee who succeeded in getting ont of 
the doomed mine in time. One boy 
was drowned while venturing into tbe 
pit to warn his comrades of the danger. 
There is a scene of intense excitement 
at i he pit,s month, where the wives 
mothers, and families of the entombed 
miners gathered, wringing their hands 
and giving all sorts of manifestations of 
grief and despair. Those who were 
rescued arrived at the surface in a most 
exhausted condition, and many were 
resusciated only with the greateat 
labor. One of them said that the 
water roshed like a mill-race through 
the workings, and that it was with the 
utmost difficulty that those who were 
caught could withstand it. One man 
who was tarrying his brother, who had 
become too much exhausted to make 
any exertion to save himself, was hurl­
ed back by the floods, so he found him­
self utterly unable toi make any head­
way with bis burden. He was finally 
forced to put his brother down and 
proceed alone.

Barley threshing was commenced 
in several districts of the Northwest 
on Friday lut and will bt general in 
a few days. Wheat cutting was to 
begin Monday or Tuesday in some 
districts and within a week will be 
general. Without doubt thè crop 
will be the heaviest on record and 
the only anxiety of the farmers is on 
account of the scarcity of harvest 
hands. Men coming from eastern 
Canada can obtain employment 
readily at the highest wages.

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Disasters In the Western States

yhe town of Scorro, New Mexico, was 
inundated by the overflow of a moun­
tain stream on Tueday of last week 
and hundreds of people were made 
homeless. Six members of the Durane 
family were drowned. The loss is 
estimated at $1,000,000. There was a 
disastrous outburst on Tuesday night 
last at Caspar, Wyo. A freighter and 
family named Newby were camped 
on Garden Creek. They were in bed 
when the flood came upon them, and 
without a moments warning were 
hurled into the mass of water and 
debris. Mr. Newby only escaped. 
His wife and children were carried off 
with the flood. Two other children 
were also drowned in the torrent. A 
freight train on the Florence and 
Cripple Creek railroad was caught in a 
landslide and detailed near Adelaide. 
There was a succession of cloudbursts 
at the head of Eight Mile Creek, about 
twelve or fifteen miles north of Ade 
laide. Three lives were lost, and four 
employes of the railroad company are 
missing. Colorado was visited for two 
days with the most destructive rains 

\jmd cloudbursts in the history of the 
gtats. At Golden, tho gulf trains are 
ail tied up because the track up Clear 
Creek canyon was washed out in 
several places, and four bridges were 
carried away. At Catskiil, in-New 
Mexico, the Red river went oif * *am- 
nage, bridges were washed out, and 
several families had to flee for their 
lives. From a score of other points on 
the mountain come reports of heavy 
rains and cloudbursts. The Midland ter­
minal passengertrain from Cripple Creek 
was caught in a landslide near Gillet, 
and the two rear coaches derailed. No 
one was injured, but the train and its 
occupants had a narrow escape. Travel 
on all tho mountain roads is interfered 
with, and it will be weeks before the 
damage to fnme of them will be re­
paired.

M. Despecher, of fcfcris, France, who 
contemplates buying the Island of Anti­
costi for the purpose of cultivating and 
developing it, has returned from a trip 
there fully satisfied with the results of 
inspection. He is reported to have 
said "The island is 2,400,000 acres in 
superficies, including 1,503,000 acres of 
fine timber, principally spruce and 
pine. There is any amount oi good 
land for cultivation and extensive 
capabilities for fisheries. As regards 
the harbours, they could bo somewhat 
improved. While on the island we en­
joyed lino, warm weather, the tempera­
ture generally ranging between 56 and 
66 degrees and not much fog. We went 
all around the island, seeing the most 
important places and visiting the prin­
cipal rivers. For bree ling purposes the 
island is also very suitable, principally 
for horses and sheep. We lived on the 
island otybur arriv# there, and ate fish, 
which esn be had in great quantities. 
In half an hour we caught fifty-two 
lobsters.” It i« tobe that M.
Despecher will have, better luck than 
those who preceded him in attempting 
to develop this insular fragment of the 
Dominion.

A Town Wiped Out

A special, dated the 4 th. inet, to the 
Minneapolis Tribune, from Spokane, 
Washington, says —The business por­
tion of Sprague, Washington, 40 miles 
west of Spokane was burned yesterday, 
and the town is practically wiped out. 
The flames started in the northwestern 
portion, and, fanned by a fierce wind, 
quickly destroyed several buildings in 
its path, then jumping to the extensive 
Northern Pacific machine shops, the 
shops, round-house, with a score of 
engines, were consumed. The fire 
then crossed the track to the south, 
where the main business portion of the 
town is located. Facilities for fighting 
the fire were limited, and nothing could 
be done to atop it. Fifty stores, dwell­
ings. hotels, and stables are in ashes. 
The telegraph wires were down and 
communication was not established 
until a late hour. Special trains went 
from Spokane with hose, but arrived 
too late to be of much service. The loss 
is estimated at three quarters of 
million. Mayor Sanderson of Sprague 
communicated with Mayor Bell of 
Spokane asking for food and tents for 
homeless piople, which were sent im­
mediately, Sprague has a population 
of 4000 and mainly depends on the rail­
road shops lor income. It is also the 
county seat for Lincoln county. The 
blow is all the more severe because the 
shops will probably never be rebuilt, 
the Northern Pacific being for some 
time under the plan of moving them to 
Spokane. This undoubtedly will now 
be done, and the town will never be 
able to recover from the effects of the 
calamity.

The bureau of navigation at Washing­
ton is endeavoring tu stop wherever it 
exists, the illegal practice of forcing 
United States seamen to leave their 
vessels in foreign ports and thus render 
them a charge upon the United States. 
Every year Congress appropriates $50, 
000 to aid in returning distressed sea­
men from foreign shores to the United 
States. While many sailors undoubted­
ly desert abroad, in pther instances 
they are forced ashore by the extortion 
or the cruelty of masters. United 
States coneuis reported two cases, of 
which a thorough investigation has 
been ordered at New York, San Francis­
co and Port Townsend, and if the 
Charges are proved an example will be 
made by inflicting a fail penalty. Nine 
seamen of the barkeutine Thomas 
Brooks of New York, which were wreck­
ed near Santiago de Cuba, have become 
a charge of the government, although 
wages more than enough to pay their 
return to the United States was due 
them. It appears from the consul’s 
statement that wages had been ad­
vanced to them in New yor]c in vio­
lation of the law. Four seamen of the 
bark Arkwright of Seattle have become 
a charge of the government at Mel­
bourne, Australia, and the consul re­
ports that the master secured notes for 
$35 trow egph of the four before leaving 
this country and appropriated the pro­
ceeds, leaving the seamen on the hands 
of the consul.

Hear what 
our traveller has to say of the Decem­
ber sunrise among the hills abovt 
Apia: “ The following morning 
(Christmas Day) the horses were 
Drought round, and we rode away to 
be present at six o’clock Mass in the 
Catho ic cathedral on the beach. 
It was an exquisite morning. The 
white fleecy clouds which crowned 
he mountains gradusl'y dissolved, 

and a rosy light crept up the horizon, 
causing the deep blue overhead to 
fade to turquoise, and then the sun 
blazed in sight. Every leaf and blade 
of grass was gl tiering with dew; the 
great, feathery branched palms on 
the mountains above gleaming like 
polished silver, and those nearei 
sparkling in the golden light as if 
they were powdered with diamonds ; 
and always as the sun rose higher 
md the heat increased, the brilliant 
hued birds and butterflies crossed 
our track. "’ And the following is 
part of the striking description of the 
scene which takes place at the church 
“ Arriving at the gates of the cathe­
dral, we met groups of natives, all 
in the gayest attire j and on entering 
a wonderful spectacle presented ifseft. 
The great building was a mass of 
brilliant coloring, and completely 
filled in every corner with human 
beings. The beautifok decoration* 
were very unlike wh'at is* generally 
associated with Christmas in our 
notbern minds, — the wal’s and 
columns being almost entirely 
covered with scarlet and cream 
colored hubiscugbtossom, and ropes 
of jessamine and moss. From the ceil­
ing were suspended innumerable der 
vices, executed in many colored strips 
of thin bark, pink and cream predom­
inating. Then the vast mass of 
humanity, many clad in native tapa, 
the color of which harmonizes so 
pleasantly with their polished brown 
skins ; several of the women decked 
in gaudy calicoes and velveteens— 
introduced by the traders—purple, 
sky blue, green an4 red. And then 
conspicuous amidst this kaleidoscopic 
"throng where the chiefs of the sur-! 
rounding villages in their pure white 
lava lavas (native robes). Than!: 
Heaven I The Samoans have not yet 
adopted European dress ; and the

were being trained in laundry work ; 
while in the kitchen lessons in simple 
cookery were being given. Sewing 
was carefully taught to all ; and the 
young Samoans seemed to take kindly 
to the needlework, and were prçud to 
show us the garments made by them­
selves . All seemed cheerful and 
happy ; and it was a pleasure to fib- 
serve the great amount of confidence 
and love that so evidently existed ’be­
tween the children and the Mother 
Superior—a gracious, kindly French 
lady,—and the Sisters, who bad wil- 
ingly exiled themselves from their 
homes ,n France, England and Ger­
many, to carry their civilizing and re­
fining influence among those young- 
islanders." Such is the wmk the 
Clutch is doing in those far off islands 
-f the Pacific. To judge by what Miss 
Fraser says of them, the Samoans are 
excellent material for missionary ef- 
f, rt. She warns her readers that the 
people are not to be judged by the 
accounts of travellers who have only 
1 mded lor a few hours from the 
steamer, and, as specimens of the 
laitver, Have only seen the hangers on 
of the white settlement “ on the 
beach."—Ave Maria.
