■Of greet works wee sown 
toil and hardship, amid privations ul 
which a vivid picture is given in ar 
interesting article' quoted iu the 
“ Missionary Record of the Oblates 
of Mary."

Even living with the Governor 
and eating at tbe first table in tbe 
land meant nothing luxurious. Or 
the table there was neither bread not 
vegetables, bat only buffalo meat 
dried in the sun or before the fir* ; 
no milk, butter or sugar, much leas 

delicacy of any kind. In the 
spring of 1819, when on August 
23rd, there fell upon the colony a 
eloud of grasshoppers which ate up 
everything, and not only that, bat 
they deposited their eggs which next 
year produced myriads of hoppers 
which in turn consumed every moi- 
sel of green ; end when they flew 
away, so great were they in num­
ber, that tbe sun was totally obscured 
as they hovered in mid-air. Thus 
in 1818 and 1819 there Wjre no bar. 
vests. In 1820 the colonists sowed 
more seed, but on July 16 h came 
another scourge of grasshoppers, 
when everything was as totally de­
stroyed as if a fire swept over the 
land, and the next year tbe result 
was the same as it bad been two 
years before. The Governor of the 
colony was obliged to send for seed 
to Prairie da Chien on the Missis­
sippi, 900 miles from Red River.*
It took 40 or 50 days travelling with 
oxen, and when the grain oame it 
was too late for the season of 1821.
In 18<|2 there ware 1)0 grasshoppers* 
it i» trite, but there wee a plague of 
mice ; and much harm was done' by 
the little ‘ varmints’ eating up the 
roots, though the devastation was 
not so great as it had been the fonr 
years prçvicue.

Such were the obstacles to'tbe first 
sowing of the wheat that later “ surg­
ed a fathom to and fro” on the deep 
soil of the Prairie Provisos. The 
buffalo, on the other hand, still rarg 
ed its illimitable solitudes, and we 
read that (bs Fathers divided in the 
winter, and sought cheaper food in 
a station nearer to the bunting 
grounds, Meantime Father Prr- 
venoher began to train come hoys in 
classical studies, then termed ” hu­
manities," and thus laid the founda­
tion of St. Bonifaoe College, now a 
branch of tbs University of Mani­
toba. But those developments of 
hie work were as yet in the dim and 
distant future, and Father Proven 
oher’s early years were a struggle 
for the bare means of existence. 
Physically the strongest man in tbe 
country, he was aoonst< mod to shir? 
all the labors of his flock, and often 
found himself with the bulk of the 
osre of rural tanka on hia hands while 
hie half-caste flock chased the buffalo 
like the braves their for bearers 

“ Poverty was the awful bn g bear 
ot his early years, and poverty in 
climate where the cold was intense 
jn its bilteyness, where for stretches 
of hundreds of miles there was 
neither shelter from, nor anything 
to break the force of, the wind, where 
in wet weather travelling could not 
be accomplished without aotqal toil 
on account of the peculiar condition 
Of tbe soil, and where settlements 
were many miles apart with no 
means of communication except by 
oxen or on foot—poverty under snob 
conditions was physically painful 
Many and many times, Father Pro 
venober was forced to beg a bite to 
eat from his scholars in order to gain 
strength to continue bis teaching, 
but ever cheerful, honorable and with 
a lofty sense of the duty be had ur 
tUrtaken, no allusion to bis trials as 
hardships ever passed his lips.
1822 he was recalled to Quebec for 
consociation as a bishop, end such 
shabby individual did he look in b e 
oaeeock which ss habiliment for farm

ao office he held for 41 y sere ; so 
that hie epieoophtë covers an event­
ful chapter iu the history of the 
Church in Canada, as 'he was the 
oiganzing spirit of th it great ex­
pansion westward in which it 
followed and eontinues to follow that 
of the great Dominion.—Illustrated 
Catholic Missions.

Injustice to the French 
Seminaries.

An i Id member of the Court of 
Appeal writes, January 4, to the 
Journal dee Debt» s, expressing 
grave double^ol the legsli y of that 
Govermental action whereby the 
Fienoh seminaries have been sup­
pressed, and more tbai. 15 000 peace­
ful citizens (pro essors, pupils, 
domestics) driven out of their 
dwellings into tbe streets in the 
dead of winter. We make an ab­
stract of bis letter a« follows —

For the pupils this aolioo means 
the interruption of their studies in 
the midst of tbe eohol.a.ic year; for 
the professors and servants, means 
the sudden deprivation of their 
means of livelihood. Thu Li” of 
Separation has considered the sem­
inaries as distinct establishments of 
worship, although it would have 
been much more reasonable to sub­
ject them to tbe laws that govern 
teaching. Toe professors of a sem­
inary do not necessarily form by 
themselves an Association ; they 
may be appointed or dismissed by 
the bishop; they reside in the e 
thàrÿ, "because there they exercise 
their calling ; a id the seminary gen 
erally belongs to the diocese or to 
the bishop.

Such, at leas1, wasjthe case in re­
gard to reminaries previous to 
December 11,1906. What has been 
their legal situation up to that date? 
It was provided for by the laws of 
1875 anc[ 1850, relating to education 
but, instead of having recourse to 
these legal means, M Briand has 
invented another s/stem, which was 
only reverie i by Kpt circular of 
December 1, 1908. He has said 
Tne eemiofries ought, in accord­

ance with the law, to form them 
selves into Assooiatiqn^ for Worship 
before Duoemher 11. They have 
not obeyed tha law. Therefore 
dating from December! 11, 1906 
they are illegal A«aooiations for 
Worship, T'iarefore, I bava the 
right to suppress them."

It is useTiâe to insist upon the 
flaws in such a sophism. M Briand 
himself has said that the form of the 
Association for {Worship was not 
imposed, of obligation, oq any 
establishment of worship. If the 
seminaries were not Associations fo 
Worship before uaoember 11, 1906 
with far stronger reason they were 
not Assooiationsgfor Worship after 
December 11.

Ifo matter, M Briand has said to 
them, “Seminaries, I baptize yon 
Associations for Worship, and 
consequence I expel you !” And tha

The meeting took place all the 
same and was very large and en- 
tiiely representative of the sturdy 
yeomanry of that centre and sur­
rounding country. It ie stated on 
the moat reliable authority that 
there were in attendance upwards 
of one hundred Liberals, and these 
for the most part, front rank men 
of the party.

McCready and Mr. W. E. Bentley. 
The questions discussed were ; the 
non-fulfillment of the terms of 
anion regarding'winter communi­
cation and the disadvantageous 
treatment of the Island in the 
matter of Provincial subsidies. 
Mr. John Anderson occupied the 
chair, and Captain Bead was the

nee we en
in 1878, the revenues df Canada 
have increased four fold, and our 
contributions to the revenue has 
increased proportionately ; but 
our receipts remain stationary. 
We contribute over a million and 
a half, and stand to contribute 
much more ; but we receive only 
$211,000. Our proportionate cost 
goes on increasing, but our receipts 
remain stationary, or rather de­
crease. The Quebec conference of 
1887 allowed ue $70,000 increase. 
Premier Peters or Mr. Hughes had 
nothing to do with securing this. 
But at the Ottawa conference in 
October, an opportunity was 
afforded for obtaining better terras 
and securing much more money 
for our Province. We have shown 
in former articles on this question 
that the first resolution of the 
Ottawa" conference formally re­
quested the delegates to place on 
record, if they eo desired, mem- 
orandaor resolutions regarding any 
further claims of their respective 
Provinces. Ontario, British Colum­
bia- and other Provinces took 
advantage of this invitation and 
immediately put in their demands 
for increased allowances. But the 
delegates from Prince Edward Is­
land, not only did not make use of 
this opportunity, but actually 
permitted part of our per capita 
subsidy to be taken from us by 
the removal of the saving clause which 
entitled os te receive 80 cents per bead 
on the maximum population sines con­
federation. Thev voted to retain this 
for British Colombie, Manitoba, Al­
berta, an dSaskatchewao ; hot permitted 
it to be removed from our Island Pro­
vince. In consequence of this ws are 
now to receive onr per capita on ocr 
population according to the last de- 
cemial ce os ns. This at once lost ns 
about $6,000, and we stand to lose still 
more should onr population continue 
to decrease.

Premier Peters and Hon. Mr. Hogbes 
not only failed to preserve to ni onr 
per capita tax on onr highest population ; 
bat they most egreglously failed to 
sicnre for ns at least a hundred thou­
sand dollars additional, which they 
might easily have obtained. As already 
shown, we could not secure any in­
crease of subsidy on the head of in­
creased population, and as a matter of 
feet we have loet, aa shown above. 
The other ground of increase, therefore 
ie the only one by which we coaid 
benefit. On this heed the increase is 
granted, |according to the Quebec re­
solutions, on two ground», First on ac­
count of government and Legislature 
sod second in consequence of increased 
expenditure by the Provinces for 
ednestion. Administration of 
Justice, Public Works, etc. It is on 
the first of these beads, Government 
and Legislature that we receive the 
$70,000 ; bat on the second we receive 
nothing. Under the second head 
Ontario receives $620,000, sod Quebec 
$429,000, and all the Provinces benefit 
thereby except Prince Edward Island. 
The expenditure of this Province, on 
education, Poblic Works, etc, has in­
creased $120,000 since Confederation 
and onr delegatee to the Conference 
should have made a demand for this 
amount. Had they pressed onr claim 
for this amount, it could not be refused. 
Premier McBride of British Colombia 
refused bis assent to the arrangements 
for bis Province, although much more 
favorable than oort, and hie protest 
waa rewarded with $100,000 addi­
tional.

All these matter* were forcibly pre­
sented to the Kensington meeting by 
Mr Mathieson,and the result was the en- 
dorestion of the resolution condemning 
the Provincisl Government and its 
delegates to the Ottawe conference. 
Not only waa the resolution passed ; 
bat it passed by the vote of every one 
pres-nt except thst of Captain Read. 
That is Just how such conduct should be 
condemned.

Farther Resolved, That we shall 
deem any measure of justice incom­
plete and unsatisfactory which does 
not provide for the restoration to this 
Province of its original number of re­
presentatives in the House of Com­
mons of Canada.
RESOLUTION RE SUBSIDIES.

Moved by very Bev. Mgr. GilUs, se­
conded by Thomas McNutt, Esq., 
Mslpeqne.

Whereas, at a conference between 
the members .of th§ Government of 
Canada and delegates from the vari- 
out Provincial governments astern- 
bled at Ottawa in October 1906. cer­
tain resolutions were agreed to for 
the purpose of providing for an in­
crease in the subsidies granted by 
the Dominion to the several Pro­
vinces.

And whereas, the intention of the 
mid conference was to fix in a defin­
ite and unalterable way the destri- 
butioo of the revenue so as to furn­
ish the various Provinces with the 
means adequate to carry 00 their 
local affairs.

And whereas, the delegates were 
empowered to submit to the Govern
** ‘ ________ " “

claims their several Provinces might
hive to larger sums than those set 
out in the said resolutions or to ad 
ditiooal consideration or récognition

And whereas the increase of subsi­
dy to the several Provinces was based 
upon two grounds, first for the cost 
of government and Legislature and 
second, for the Increased cost 01 

public works, education, asylums, 
etc.

And whereas this Province would 
secure in increase on the first ground 
only, though on the second ground 
the increased cost since confederation 
amounts to upwards of $120,000 year­
ly sod not only did our delegates 
fail to present s claim for the ssrne, 
but they have consented that we 
shall lose a part of the present per 
capita subsidy and continue to lose 
further from time to time as ogr popu 
lation may decline.

And whereas the increased subsidy 
which will fall to the share of this 
Province is utterly inadequate to 
meet its requirements and will not re 
duce the taxes, improve the public 
service or abolish the deficit in a 
single year.

Therefore resolved that the elec­
tors of Eastern Prince County as­
sembled at Kensington condemn the 
•aid settlement as unfair to this Pro­
vince and prejudicial to its best in 
terests. and urge upon the represen­
ts ives of this Province in the local 
Legislature to refuse concurrence in 
said resolutions until the same are 
modified to meet the requirements 
justice or submitted to the people.

And this meeting further urges up. 
on the people of this Province the 
necessity for prompt action 
reaolntion, by petition, by remon 
•trance and by every constitutional 
means to insist upon a rearrange 
ment of the said terms and the 
granting of justice to this Provioce.

These resolutions passed unam- 
nously, Capt. R;ad, only, vo'ing 
against the latter.

Ottawa, Jan. 26th, 1907,
The report of the Department 

of Public Works for the fiscal 
year ending last June, just down, 
deals with the enormous expendi­
ture of $9,247,527. The Deputy 
Minister speaks proudly of The 
great expansion of our branch of 
the Administration, inasmuch 
as the expenditure during the 
year has reached a total of 
nearly ten million*, while ten 
years ugo the expenditure was 
barely two millions. ” Mr Gobeil 
says that the “ progression ” has 
been more tlmn a million a year 
during the last three years, and 
that the increase is moat marked 
" in the construction of the public «.-Ti!; 
buildings- ”

Undoubtedly this is so. The 
government is lavish in erecting 
buildings, some of which fall down 
before they were finished, many 
of which are not needed at all, 
while all appear to be constructed 
without much regard to business 
principles.

A SIGNIFICANT SILENCE.
Turning to the report of the 

Chief Architect one naturally 
looks to see what he has to say 
about the Laurier tower and the 
western block extension of which 
it forms a park We find in the 
Architect’s statement of Ottawa 
work how many coat hooks were 
put up in each building, how 
many desks were oiled in each 
establishment We learn that 
nine chairs were repaired in the 
Census office, that two window 
sashes were replaced in the Privy 
Council building, that three step 
ladders were supplied to the 
Auditor General, “ that a cushion 
each was supplied to the Auditor- 
General’s and Secretary of State’s 
department, ” that three shades 
for lamps were furnished to the 
department of Interior, that eight 
doors were covered with cloth, 
several articles of furniture were 
oiled with much more of the 
same detailed information. But 
concerning the structure whereon 
$57,000 was paid last year, which 
fell down when nearly completed, 
and was investigated by a Com­
mission of Architects who report­
ed astonishing negligence, care­
lessness and ignorance on the part 
of the public officers there are 
only three lines. The report 
merely observes that : “ this work 
which was described in my report 
of last year is now nearly com­
pleted. Plans, etc., prepared and 
work supervised by this depart­
ment “ Contractor George Good, 
win.’
RATHER SERIOUS OMISSION 

This report is dated Dec. let, 
but the fall of the Laurier tower 
occurred last spring, and the in 
ve*tigation was completed long 
before the end of the fiscal year.
The report of the commission 
showed that a costly structure 
built within a few yards of the 
architect’s office, under the eye 
of hie own staff, and daily seen 
by the Minister of Public Works, 
was constfucted of wretched ma.
Serial badly put together, neither 
the stones, nor the rubble, nor 
any part of the work such as the 
contract called for, and in fact so 
badly built that it did not stand 
Until the job was finished. One

in the most serions ease the settle­
ment did not occur until the 
strike had been in progress nine 
months and both parties were- 
anxions to end it The great 
Hamilton strike was settled three 
weeks after it began _by the 
Ontario Railway and Municipal 
Board The Archbishop of Mon­
treal was the peacemaker in 
another case. But nineteen 
twentieths of the troubles were 
ended either by private negotiat­
ion between the parties, or by the 
replacement of the men, or by the 
men giving up and returning to 
•work, or by the Employers grant­
ing their demands.
SUPPORT MR. BORDEN’S RE­

SOLUTION.
In all these cases, as well as in 

the long strikes that were finally 
settled by arbitration, there was 
enormous loss, amounting to at 
least a million dollars in wages 
alone, and to large sums by in­
vestors, to say nothing of the suf­
fering and inconvenience of the 
general public, such as follows the 
coal strike in the West or the 
Street Railway trouble. The 
statement of the department of 
labor is the best answer to the 
minister of labor, who opposed 
Mr. Borden’s motion for â parlia 
raentary investigation of laboi 

Mr. Lemieux contend­
ed that his department was deal ■ 
ing successfully with labor 
troubles and only required an 
amendment to the Act to do all 
that was necessary. But his own 
return shows that Mr. Borden's 
statement of the immense loss 
caused by strikes in Canada was 
below the mark, and that the 
department itself had done less 
to meet the evil than even Mr- 
Borden conceded.

Remarkable Press 
Cablegram.

Preea cablegrams from Paris coe- 
cernirg the war being waged again#! 
religion have been almost invariably 
unfair to the Church. Here ie an 
exception. It was published in the 
Record, of Philadelphia on December 
23 d :

It may be all very well to love 
meat on Friday and to hate the 
Pope, but fair play demanda that 
the Pop»’* aide of the question 
ehovl l be heard. Contrary to 
what ii said, the pop»’* side in the 
preaeu trouble is that of the entire 
French clergy, and particularly of 
the rank and file of pariah priests. 
Every one who keeps hie eyea open 
in France must see Ibis. In Paris 
no one is allowed to doubt it ; the 
“ cures ” have spoken tbeir minds 
too freely.

Whatever may bo «aid by out­
siders, the fact remains that tie 
lower clergy and iloee Oatholiea 
who practice their religion eland 
together with the Pope. Of the 
“ fabriques ” (verifies) which ad» 
ministered parish property order 
the old law, only three out of nearly 
forty thousand bave -o far disobeyed 
the pope, ard they were already in 
open rebellion.

What are the obj.otiooe of 
Ca'holica to the declaration ?

First, the signing of each a de­
claration recognises the right of the 
Siate to take possession of the 
cl a ohee and to make polios regu­

lations for worship celebrated in 
side the churches. Many Catholics 
intend disputing before the ddurte 
the S'.ate’e right to take possession 
of churches built exclusively by 
the paivete contributions bf Cath­
olics. Such is the Parish church of 
Montrogoe, an outekirt of Peris. 
It was built by the working men of 
the quarter, end their eure, an ex- 
oavalry effloer. has just paid off the 
remaining 24,000 fraaoe of indebted­
ness in order to be free 1<A the law­
suit. As the administration of the 
French State is rarely emenable to 
the judicial authority, such lawsuits 
are not likely to accomplish any. 
thing. But Catholics are naturally 
unwilling to give up their property 
without a protest.

Second. Catholics are uncertain 
that Minister Briand has the right 
to content himself with a single de­
claration for the entire year. M. 
de Pressense, the Protestant Social­
ist Deputy for Lyons, comes out 
with a complaint that workmen 
have always been held to the strict 
letter of the law in regard to their 
political meetings. The letter of • 
the law is that a separate declara­
tion must be made at least twenty- 
four hoars before each meeting; 
also, a chairman and board must be 
chosen at the begiening of the 
meeting, and, finally, any person 
in the audience has the right to 
epeake out in answer to what is 
said on the platform. Such con­
ditions were never intended for 
meetings of religious worship. 
Catholics are confident that Minister 
Briand will lose before the Court 
of Cassation if the Government 
carries through the prosecution be­
gan against 69 priests of Paris and 
countless others in the provinces 
for celebrating religious worship 
without such previous declaration to 
the police.

Third. Catholics remark that 
Minister Briand’s good will may 
last only just so long as be lasts in 
office. Hie circular is not a text of 
law, and bis successor is quite free 
to revoke it. In that case Catholic 
worship would become impossible. 
And yet Catholics would have been 
led to acknowledge the legally of 
so intolerable a position by signing 
the declaration now demanded. If 
Catholics accept the offers, they 
will have signed sway tbeir liberty 
of disputing a law whoso observance 
the next Government may render 
intolerable at will.

With all these arguments, the 
emper of anti Catholic agitation in 
France must be taken into account, 
Sunday last, in one Parish church, 
two anarchists undertook to talk 
back to the priest. They were 
rapidly bustled out by the wor­
shippers, but they have a legal show 
under the law of declaration. The 
same day, in the Church of Grenelle 
iwo decently dreseed men ostentat­
iously took chairs, turned their 
backs to the altar and remained sa 
seated through the Maes. They 
were perhaps disappointed that no 
one made a row. During evening 
service in the Rouen Cathedral a 
man in a frock coat kept bis high 
hat on his head and smoked a cigar­
ette as he walked around the aisles 
of the church. A parish priest has 
formulated the condition of himself 
and fellows upder the law as now 
interpreted : “We are at the
marry of the receiver, the Mayor's 
i.ffice and commissary of police. ”

A final argument concerns the 
action of the Pope personally. Toe 
G ivernmeot says Frenoh Catholics 
obey the Pope who is a foreigner, 
even when he orders them to dis­
obey French law. It is difficult to 
jufge measures taken by the Gov­
ernment In a first moment of ex­
asperation, but M. Grouasao, the 
Dapn'.y who presented the judicial 
argument against Prime MiuLter 
Clemenceau in Parliament, summed 
them up: “ Y >u seem to have

Speaking of Cardinal Gibbons, » 
Baltimore priest says that during 
the fiorty-five years of his ministry, 
Cardinal Gibbons baa never been ill 
enough to omit the daily recitation 
of his Breviary. “Jf everybody 
adopted the Cardinal's regime as re­
gards work, rest, worry end abstemi­

The appointment of the Holy Fa­
ther's new phyeioiaetet P ofe i r 
Marohiafsva, the extraordinary phy. 
sioian, nnd Dr Petaooi, the physic­
ian in ordinary, .baa already been 
notified. The former is, like Dr. 
Lapponi, a native of the Marches of 
Ancona, has a very large practice, 
is especially sought after for lung, 
cheat and throat affections, figures in 
most of (he more prominent medi­
cal oases as special and consulting 
physician such as be now, becomes 
to the Pope, and occupies the chair 
of Pathology in the Royal Univer­
sity of Rome (sometimes the Sap- 
ienza.) He is one of the very best 
diagoosners in Rome. Dr. Petaooi 
baa a large practice, especially is 
the Curia, and he is remembered as 
pbysioian-in-obarge for most of the 
Oardinnls invalided during recent 
years, such as Cardinal Gotti and 
Cardinal Ajuti, The charge of the 
Pontifioial Arohiatra is suppressed. 
Like most institutions it tended to 
find its historian when ‘its day was 
almost done, for Dr. Lapponi con­
fided to me in strict secrecy during 
1904 that he was not only writing 
his memoirs, but was also well on 
with a history of the Papal physic- 
ians. He wished for better data 
than be possessed about Cardinal 
Hugo Alratus (Hugh Black) an 
Englishman, who filled the position 
which the Jews most often got— 
plain proof that the Popes of the 
so-called “Dark Agee" treated the 
Isarelitee not as M. Clemenceau 
treats exdiplomatiets.

Most Rev George Montgomery, 
D. D Coadjutor Archbishop of San 
Francisco, died on Thursday, Jan­
uary 10, in a relapse following an 
operation for append lots. The loss 
of this gifted, vigorous and deeply 
beloved prelate is a sad blow to the 
Catholics of the Pacific Coast. The 
Arohiabop was attacked by ap- 
pendietia on January 4. In a few 
hours it became apparent that au 
operation would be necessary, and 

the morning of January 5 the 
operation was performed at the 
Adler Sanitorium. While on the 
operating table it was with difficulty 
that he was placed under the in­
fluence of the anaesthetic, bis un­
usual vitality fighting the drug’s 
effects. It was tnought that the 
operation had been successful and 
that a speedy recovery wool 
follow. In a few days, however, 
alarming symptoms developed, and 
for the forty-eight hours preceding 
hie death the patient’s condition was 
one of coma. The ^last sacraments 
were administered by Archbishop 
Riordan, the dying prelate’s super 
ior, whose solicitude for the sufferer 
was touching io the extreme. Arch 
bishop Mon'gomery was 59 years 
old, having been born in Davies 
oouny, Kentucky, December {JO 
1847. He was educated at Ceoilian 
College, Kentucky ; St Charles Col­
lege, Maryland, and St. Mary’s 
Seminary, Baltimore, In December. 
1879, he was ordained a priest 
Baltimore. After fifteen years of 
service In San Francisco churches 
he was consecrated Coadjutor 
Bishop of Lis Angeles in 1894. On 
June 10, 1896 Bishop Montgomery 
succeeded Bishop Mora at Los 
Angeles, bat in Qctober 1904, he was 
transferred again to San Francisco 
as coadjutor to Archbishop Rior- 
dian.

“While a Catholic paper contains 
much reading that is as good as a 
prayer-book,” says the Catholic 
Citizen. “If it indulges, at times, 
in a little gaiety, a little gentle 
raillery, it doèssoin pursuance of 
the dictum of St Frauds that the 
spice of humor may be an aid to the 
devout life.”

The Southern Messenger telle of a 
French priest at Saint Servan who 
deprived of bis income by the Gov­
ernment, had the audacity to make 
a house to house collection among 
his parishioners, to raise means for 
hie sustpnanoe. He was promp'ly 
summoned before the mayor on a 
charge of begging. “This, says our 
contemporary, “ie only' one little 
incident, out of a thousand happen­
ing in France today, which goes to 
show what Catholics hgye to submit 
to in the lead of ‘Liberty, Equably, 
and Fraternity.’ According to the 
present infidel Government, he who 
preaches the Gospel must starve by 
thr Gospel.”
