Iron and Steel Lounties,

Mr. Fielding pointed out that the
chief bounties on iron and st2el would
expire on December 31, 191, - There
is .a bounty on iron rods mot limited
to time. one on lead which is limites
and one on oil which is not limited
Bounties for electric smelting whieh
had b2en extended for two years long-
er will probably also expire. After
that bounties will be a very small
item. He claimed that the bounties
had accomplished much in develop
ng trade in the localities in whieh
the industries had b:en established.

Touching upon the increase of the
public debt Mr. Fielding said that up
to June 30. 1896, the net debt of Can-
ada was $258,497,432. On March 31.
1909 it was $323,930,279. an increas:
during the Liberal regime of $65.432,
846. But as fifty eight millions had
been expended on the N. T. R. and the
Quebec bridge, the increase waaz only
about $7,900.000. From 1878 to 1896
he said capital and special charges
had to be met to the amount of $167.-
162,252, and during that period the net
debt of the country increased by $118.
135,000. whereas from 1896 to 1909 out}
c¢i a capital and special ependiture,
o1 $212,602.818 the debt of the country
had only been increased by $65.-
432.848.

Mr. Fielding said® that the popula
tion of Canada on March 31 next was
estimated at 7,460,990. In 1891 tin
net deobt was 49.09 and in 1909, 45.85.

No Tariff War With Canada.

After reading the message of Presid
ent Taft to Congress a few davs ago,
Mr. Fielding said that they ~ might
consider that the United States gov
ernment had a very correct appre-
cistion of what was due to other coun.
tries, and to Canada particularly, and
he considered that there was abunid-
ant assurance ‘that President Tafl
and his eabinet were desirous of con
inuing the frizndly relations which
picvailed between Canada and the
Republic. -

UNCHARITABLE SON
BROUGHT TO REASON

Edmonton Officjals of Immigration
Department Acting With Austrian
Consutate Save Aged Couple From
Almshouse in Austria.

Charity does not stop at National
boundary .lines. An aged AusMian
couple in the village of Probuzna in
the Province of Galicia, will be reliev-
ed of distress and permitted to end
their days in peace, thanks to the
efforts of the Austrian consulate and
the Edmonton immigration officials.

Near Waugh, Alberta, north east of
Edmonton. lives Jan . Czechnita and
hig brother Nicholas, who came o
Canada from Ausiria a year and a
hali ago.

Before Jan left his native village
his father was in debt some. eighty
doHars. Canadian money, on about
twelve acres of land. The sons paid
the amount and a settlement was arc-
rived at between the children and the
pzrent. . whereby each of the family
eegived 2. 1.2 acres of land, leawing
the old man and woman 1 1-2 acres of
and. The home whyeh they were liv-
ing in was on the land, alloted to Jan
Czechinta. ‘When Jan left he agreed
to dispose of his interest in the pro-
perty to his  brother-in-law for 600
Kronens, on the understanding ti®t
the old people were to be allowed to
occupy the dwelling on the land and
the garden attached. No contract was
signed and Jan:camc away.

Find Jan. Comes the Word.

Now wqrd comes to the Immigration
departm:nt through the Austrian con-
sulate, that the old couple are to be
removed from their home by the
brother-in-law, to whom Jan would
sell the property out and out lor
1200 Kronens.

After some days of search Jan was
located .at’ Waugh by W. J. Webster,
government immigration agent at Ed-
monton, and brought to an wunder-
standing of the situation. He came
to Edmonton after some hesitation,
and made the following solemn de-
claration before a commissioner.

“I. Jan Czechnita, of the post offic?
of Waugh. in the Province of Alberta,
farmer :md owner of certain property
in the village of Probuzna, in the
Province of Galicia, in the Empire of
Austria. do solemnly declare, that 1
never .will remove my parents from
the house number 17, in the said vi'-
lage during the rest of their life.

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 14.—The labor
leaders, who have been in conference
for the past. two days in the Mononga-
hela House, tihs afternoon adopted a
resolution and declared war on the
United $States Steel Corporation
There are 45 of the leading and most
influential labor leaders in the con
ference and their decision that the
big steel corporation must be curbed
and forced to recognize the rights of
the workmen is country wide.

The men in the conference repre-
sent every big labor union in the
counfry, and they call upon the
Federal government, the governors of
states, officials of counties and muni
cipalities, to take steps to bring the
big corporation to realize that the
comditions of the workmen in ‘thei
plants must bealleviated.

A*committee will be appointed i
call upon the governors and othe
government officials and lay th
grievances of the workmen before
them. Funds are also asked to 2ic
the: movement and John Williams, oi
the Amalgamated Association at Pitts
burg, has been mamed as treasurer
to whom all moneys should be sent.

Parliament of Canada. That in pur-
suance of such legislative authority.
the Parliament of Canada had made
applicable to such work the provisions
of the Public Works Health aet, being
chapter 135 of the Revised Statutes
of Canada. 1906, and the applicant
came under the. provisions ef ‘sueh
act and, received medical attendance
in pursuance of its regulations.

The Workmen’s. Compensation act,
under which the proceedings were tak-
‘n, it was therefore held, did not ap-
ply to the Grand Trunk Pacific. rail-
way company. or to the respondenis
as its contractors.

This ingenious reasoning was not
upheld by the arbitrator. Judge Tay-
icr, as the following judgment given
by him shows:

“In the matter I am of the opinioa
that the Workmen’s Compensation
applies.

“The Public Works Health Act does
not in any way cover compensation
for injury that may be incurred to
any workman. It is for the purpose
of compelling certain contractors or
companies engaged in public works o
properly care for the health of the
workmen and make the camps sani-
tary. It is also for the purpose of
compelling them to have within reas-
onable distance of the workmen proper
medical men and hospital aceomo-
jation to care for any of the work-
men who may become sick or injured,
1s it is well known most of these
works are carried on long distances
from places where .nedical care or
rccommodation for the sick or injured
s to be had.

“The health regulations pérmit the
ontractors or companies fo levy a
rertain contribution from every work-
nan to meet the expenses incurred.
[his. no doubt in many cases. reim-
hurses 1helc0mpany for their outlay.

“ Now the Workmen’s Compensa-
‘jon act is for a different-purpose. Tt
s to reimburse the workman to a
sertain extent for his loss of time if
1e should suffer an injury which: m-
-apacitates him-from work. He might
wwen not be confined to the hospital
»r require doector’s care, yet be unabla
o work.

“While in some cases the two acts
night overlap, I do not see that they
n any way conflict. In my opinion
:herefiore. the Workmen’s Compensy
;ation act is not ultra vires and does
ipply to such construction works as
hat in which the claimant was en-
raged.”

The Ottawas are sure of getting suf-
ficient money to defray all their expenses
as interest in the game here is intense,
and the sale of season tickets, which
opens Monday, will probably see all the
available reserved seats hought up. In
addition, the Ottawa club will get sev-
enty, instead of fifty per cent. from the
Arena this season, big returns thus being
assured.

ALBERTA UNIVERSITY

The Representatives of the Senate,
the Judges of the Supreme Court
and the Law Societies Meet ¢t
Calgary to Discuss ‘the Question.

Calgary, Dec. 15.—An imporiant
conference between representatives
of the Provincial University Senate,
the Supreme Court judges and -the
Alberta Law societies was held last
night at ghe Court House, the object
being to discuss the questién of - a
basis for co-operation in the estab-
lishment of a faculty of law in the
university.

Premier Rutherford, Dr. Tory (pre-
sident of the University), and P. 7.
Nolan, represented the University
senate; Mr. Justices Beck, Harvey
and Stuart, the Supreme Court
judges, and Messrs. Biggar (Edmon-
ton), George W. Green (Red Deer) and
James Muir, of Calgary, the Alberta
Law Society.

The conference was an informal
one and only a general outline of the
plan was discussed. The representa-
tives of the different interests affected
will report to the fbodies which they
represent and a further conference
will be held later. . It is hoped that
by the end of met year the matter
will be far enough .advanced for the
establishment of the proposed law
faculty in the promotion of which aill
the bodies named will co-operate.

Students at law will thus be en-
abled to take their lectures without
going outside the province. The in-
puguration of University law degrees
is a matter which rests entirely with
the University senate,

John’s riv-
er commission looking into the ques-
tions at issue regarding the boundary
between New Brunswick and Maine
and considering. a-plan of storage res-
ervoirs to conserve the head waters of
the Bt. John’s river, with a view to im-
proving navigation in dry seasons.

“Then there i§ - the -intermational
waterways commisison dealing with
the question of the boundary waters
and the boundary line through the
Great Lakes.

“Lastly there is a commission con-
cerning the regulation of the fisheries
of the boundary waters, including the
lakes and rivers along our frontiers,

“There is no doubt.in my mind that
these boundary problems, in many
cases somewhat intricate, will' be
polved most satisfactorily. - Every-
thing is tending tawards a unify of in-
terest between the two counfries.” =

THE SITUATION UNCHANGED.

Railway Officials Admit, However,
Grave Danger of Strike.

New York, N.Y., Dec. 9.—There
was no definite change today in the
acute railroad situation caused by
the demand of the trainmen for high-
er wages. Railroad officials admitt-
ed that there was grave danger of a
strike, which might involve enginers,
conductors; and: other railway em-
ployees, but thought that the men
would not actually go out at the be-
ginning of the winter.

9 MEN FROZEN T0
| DEATH IN A YAWL

Crew of Carferry No. 2 on Lake
Erie Meet Terrible Death—38
May Have Perished.

Erie, Pa., Dee. 12.—Nine men,
frozen to death, covered with iece,
were towed here by the State Fish-

eries boat, Commodore Perry, today.

1 The fregid fetter that bound them

kept eigth of the men seated, Scark
and stiff in the little yawl in which
they had struggled to escapé the
fate that overcame them. The ninth
of the dead crew was prone, -frozen
to the yawl’s bettom.

There was a Tenth,

And there had been a tenth pas-
senger on this hideous voyage, for
in the yawl’s bows was found every
stitch of clothing that a sailor man
on the Great Lakes wears in this
season. There is little doubt that
this tenth man, seeing his comrades’
eyes gtaring at him through filme of
ice, went mad, stripped himself and
plunged to a quicker end in the
waters of the lake.

The nine glassy images were of the
crew of the Bessemer and Marquette
car ferry, No. 2, which had been
missing since a terrific winterly gale
swept Lake Erie last Tuesday. The
Commodore Perry, with scores of
other boats, was searching for No. 2.
She-had aboard 38 men, of whom gx
were passengers. It seems impos-
sible that any have eseaped.

Captain’s Statement.

Said Captain Terry Driscoll, of the
Commodore Perry tonight: “A heavy
sea was running when we sighted the
yawl and we had some difficulty in
reaching it. As we made her out,
with out glasses, eight of the men
were sitting up in the boat, their life
preservers strapped about their
shoulders. The ninth man lay at
the bottom of the boat frozen to the
slat covering. We did not try to
take the nine dead aboard as we
feared the: yawl would ecapsize if
our men tried to board it,”

Identifying Remains,

Thousands of persons swarmed to
the piers. As soon as the fisher
boat took hold o{ the men with tackle
and brought niné bodies to the dock,
where wagons were in waiting, Con-
neaut, Ohio, where most of the men
lived, was notified by telephone and
hundreds of the residents of that city
arrived here within two hours.” They
were taken directly to the morgue,
where the f{following identifications
were made: H. Thomas, second cook,
Port Stanley; Wm.

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MOVING PICTURE OF
ITO’S ASSASSINATION

Remarkable Photographic Reproduc-
tion of the Scene at Harbin When
Prince Ito Was Assassinated by
Korean Fanatic, Will be Used in
Trial—Film Taken by Russian
Firm.

Vancouver, B.C., Dec. 9—The steam-
ship Kaga Mar, from Oriental ports
this morning, brings word that a mov-
ing picture reproduction of the scene
at Harbin railway station,when Prince
Ito was foully assassinated by a Kor-
ean fanatic, will 'be used as evidence
at the assassin’s trial, this being pro-
bably the first time that a cinemato-
graph has been employed as a factor
in’ the ecriminal law.

In consequence oi importance
of the visit of “‘Prince Tto, especially
as it was well known he was en route
later to Pekin to prepare a new, con-
stitution for China, a Russian moving
picture firm had sent its expert to
secure motion pictures of the visit. An
excellent film was obtained of the ar-
rival of the Prince. Inecidentally the
assassination introduced itself as an
unanticipated  dramatic episode and
was faithfully recorded.

The film is probably the most valu-
able in consequence of this that has
ever been made.

So serious ig the situation and so
wnerested are the Chinese of this city
in the matter that Former Judge Car-
1i0ll Cook, coumsel ior the Chinese
Six Companies, presented the whole
case to the npew Chindse minister,
Chang Yin Tang, who is in the city
on his way to Washington, and enlist-
¢d his support in the fight of his
countrymen to obtain a wsituation on
the mainland for the housing of Chin-
ese immigrants,

The envoy of the empire reassured
Judge - Cook thay he would take the
matter up with President Taft person-
ally upon his arrival in Washington
and that every effort would be made
to have the government reconsider its
decision.

The Chinese - chamber of commerce
has been in commanication with vari-
ous chambers of commerce throughout
China and have advised a boycott of
American goods if thé Washington
government insists on opening the
new station on the island. ¥
