made to me.

“I have travel­
led considerably, 
and have spent

ranging from 
nine months to two years in seven 
different foreign countries, but have 
never met with the rudeness from 
young people that I do here,” an eld­
erly gentlewoman writes to me.

I wonder If her comparison is 
wholly fair.

For myself. I have never been in 
any other country than America, so 
I can’t presume to judge how other 
people treat their old folk, but it 
certainly does seem to me that we do 
not treat them here with the defer­
ence and gentleness that we should.

America Is a young country, and It 
has a tendency to deify youth. It 
seems to me that we bow down to our 
young people, exalt their Interests, 
strive to make the pathway perfectly 
smooth for them, and do everything 
to make them think themselves the 
centre of'importance, quite too much, 
and put ourselves out for the sake of 
the old people altogether too little.

Why not be original and make 
things different in your home?

Why not make your children and 
yourselves an oasis exception to this 
ugly rule by having deference and 
thoughtfulness towards old age the 
habit of your househoild?

In quite too many homes, when 
there Is any subject to be discussed, 
the young people say their say first, 
and then the old people are allowed 
to say their say first, and then the 
old people are allowed to say a few 
little-heeded words.

Make it different in your home.
Exact of your children all possible 

respect ^nd deference towards old 
age, and then try to teach them also 
gentleness and unselfishness.

It is a traditional belief that child-.

remire naturally. selfish, but I think 
It Is a mistake, and that they are 
much more generous than grown-up 
people if you can only arouse their 
sympathies.

Old people love attention especially 
from young people. Young people 
don’t half realize this, but if you can 
once make them understand how 
much their kindness means, I think 
they will bq happy to bestow It.

Teach them to. take the stories of 
their little successes and triumphs to 
grandfather and grandmother. Teach 
them also the harder lesson of listen­
ing patiently to grandfather and 
grandmother’s stories of olden days. 
That takes a good deal of patience 
sometimes, but no more than the 
girl who wants to be socially success­
ful displays in listening to the ego­
tistical maunderlngs of some callow 
youth.

Teach them to bestow caresses, no 
matter how undemonstrative the old 
folks may be.

Many people—especially old folks— 
who cannot easily give caresses, pas­
sionately love to receive them. It’s 
apt to be a bit chilly In the Valley of 
the Shadow, and warm human cares­
ses are very grateful.

Please do not think I do not know 
hew trying old people often are.

I do, to the full.
But I also know the cruel pang of 

“I might have been kinder.”
There Is a passage In Ruskln that 

Is worth reading over sometimes 
when you are tempted to be Im­
patient with those who are spending 
a few days with you before they pass 
on through the Great Gate that 
swings but one way..

It is this: “But he who has stood 
beside the grave to look back on the 
companionship which has been for­
ever closed, feeling how Impotent 
then are the wild love and the keen 
sorrow to give one instant’s pleasure 
to the pulseless heart, or atone in thf 
lowest measure to the departed spirit 
for the hour of unkindness, will 
scarcely for the future, "incur that 
debt to the heart which can only be 
discharged to the dust.”

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Personal Responsibility
Yesterday we made some remarks 

on the desirability of cultivating the 
feelings of personal patriotism, re­
sponsibility and duty for the general 
honesty and efficiency of the adminis­
tration of public affairs. We referred 
to the power which is threatening to 
aap the reality of popular govern­
ment We pointed out the tendency 

: of. the Moneyed Interest to seize the 
public domain by utilizing the forms 
of popular government. The great 
danger of the day is not king-graft, 
priestcraft, aristocracy, but money 
craft. Government by party is An ef­
fective means of ruling the people for 
the people by the people, provided the 
people are patriotic enough to do 

t their duty. But If they are not, party 
' government becomes a more effective 
" means of despoiling a country ,than 

even Czardom, or aristocracy. The 
Plutocrats provide the money to run 
political campaigns. Moneyed men 
pay for the printing of political literal 
ture, the hiring of halls for meetings, 
the expenses of candidates, and often 
for the support of those elected. For 
Moneyed Interests these subscrin- 
tlcns are but investments. Politicians 
become their pawns, and a legislature 
machinery for conveying a country’s 
resources to the millionaire’s coffers 
r-in short for converting the public 
domain into the private domain of 
the Almighty Plutocrats.

Where there Is no King, with royal 
traditions of duty _ to his people ; 
where there is no aristocracy do­
minated by the spirit of noblesse ob­
lige, the rule of the Plutocrat seems 
to grow ranker. Under the guise of 
Freedom and Independence, the peo­
ple are deluded into the belief that 
they rule because they make marks 
on ballot papers and because they 
have been .taught to take pride In the 
cry that Kings have no away, over 

■ them, and that there are no families 
with heritable titles among them, and 
all the time they are being sheered 
like sheep and led to slaughter like 
innocents by Trusts and Combinés 
who fleece their country more un­
scrupulously than any King or Oli­
garchy known to history ever did. "

Mr. Barrington Hooper, who has 

been making a tour of Canada and 
Newfoundland as special correspon­
dent for the Dally Mail, arrived in 
Montreal on his way home. He had 
come direct from Montreal, and was 
enthusiastic over the success attend­
ing Lord Northcliffe’s enterprise in 
that : colony in the establishment of 
big pulp and paper making works.

“Despite the dismal prognostica­
tions of failure made by jealous New 
York papers,” said Mr. Hooper, “the 
scheme is proving an unqualified suc­
cess, and the Harmsworth publica­
tions are ensured of a paper supply 
for all time. It is only three years 
since the scheme began to be realized, 
and yet all the paper now used in 
the printing of the Dally Mail Is be­
ing manufactured at this plant- Be­
sides that huge quantities of pulp are 
being exported to other paper mills, 
and experiments are now in progress 
with a view to making the finer qual­

ity of paper used for the magazines 
of the Harmswortl) publications.

“There Is a population of between 
four and five thousand people now 
engaged at these works at Grand 
Falls, Newfoundland. Lord North 
cllffe has built up a model town and 
a harbor of bis own, and now runs 
four steamships between Newfound­
land and England,, giving a weekly 
service. All hia workmen are ep 
thuslastic and loyal to him, for he had 
done everything possible to make 
them comfortable and prosperous. He 
endowed a public utilities fund for 
the town of Grand Falls with $10,000. 
Then he established a co-operative 
store, and various other enterprises, 
all the profit of which goes to this 
fund, which is used for such pur­
poses as they may decide on, such as 
providing parks, recreation ground, 
and numerous other things of public 
benefit. Since the fund was started 
it has grown to $40,000.”

3rd.—We in the Colonies are all 
iwate that a subject of such magni­
tude as the Coronation Oath will re­
ceive the most careful consideration 
in the Imperial Parliament, and 
therefore we may rest assured that 
what is wisest and best will be done 
with a questionable proceeding, which 
to say the least of it, is most distaste- 
ul, nay, intensely painful to the feel­

ings of millions of His Majesty's very- 
loyal and faithful subjects, well prov­
en so on many a bloody battlefield, 
ind also most distasteful to our very- 
noble and tender hearted King hlm- 
jelf, and foreign to the desires of the 
most intelligent of Anglican church- 
nen the whole world over, and there-. 
"ore should no longer be tolerated or 
insisted upon.
, Further, we have not yet, despite 
such an array of theological assertion 
to the contrary, reached such an ac­
curate knowledge of what really true 
religion demands, or what really were 
the instructions left for our guidance 
by our blessed Lord, beyond the one 
great central fact, that He suffered 
in our stead, bore our punishment in 
bis own innocent body, and bids all 
who would desire to be with Him 
hereafter to meekly take up their 
cross apd, forsaking all else, fpllpw 
in his wéariëd footsteps, and to firovc 
our faith by loving one another as 
He loved us and gave Himself for us. 
(See 1. John, cap 4, verse 20.)

I ask, how can any man, calling 
limself a Christian, desire his King 
to take an oath that he Is sure will 
Inflict great pain upon the feelings of 
millions of his brethren apd fellow- 
countrymen. Who made us judges in 
this matter?

It is high time to amend this most 
Iniquitous oath, and thus rdmove an­
other stumbling block from the path 
that leads to peace and love of man 
for man.

I would like to direct attention to 
another wrong that is Inflicted on us 
all, ,l.e„ the wording of our National 
Anthem. Does it not seem at least 
Inconsistent that whilst eulogizing so 
heartily our beloved and lamented 
late ruler, King Edward the VII. and

No arrests have been made, 
the ebroner’s jury returning a ver­
dict of “death <by unknown hands.”

Can’t QuitOne Man Electrocuted
And Three Others to be Put to Death.

Richmond Va., June 3. — Hejiry 
Smith, alias ;Henry Battjna, was put 
to death in the penitentiary early this 
morning for the murder, near Alex­
andria, March 6, 1909, of Walter F. 
Schultz, of Chicago, an artist. The 
negro confessed, naming Eugene Dor- 
sty, .Richard .Pines and Calvin John­
son, all negroes, as his accomplices.

These three men will be electro­
cuted next Friday. Schultz had gone 
to Washington for the inauguaration 
ot President Taft, and was sight-see­
ing in Alexandria when the negroes 
set upon him, dragged him Into an 
alley, and there murdered and robbed 
him.
