Lutian, Capt. Helsham,
steamed into the harbor reporting a
most eventful time of it on the voy-
age from Philadelphia to Havre and
Rouen, France, with a load of Ben-
zine. From the captain of the ves-
sel the Telegram to-day gleaned the
facts of the happenings which trans-
pired on board. The ship left Phil-
adelphia on Friday last, the 15th

inst., and from the start ‘had bad |

weather. As she proceeded along
that day it could be seen that the
ship was in for a hard time of it, for
the wind, which blew mostly from
the N.E., increased in violence until
by the morning of the 16th a hurri-
cane raged with' seas which towered
over ‘the ship’'s hul, and she had to
run at slow speed, and time and
again combers broke on board. This
weather lasted during Saturday, Sun-
day and Monday last, but moderated
on Tuesday, the 19th. The voyage
durifg these three days was prolific
of accidents fo the erew. The first
of these occurred to the third engi-
neer, a man named Snodgrdss. He
was passing along the flying bridge
of the ship at 3 a.m. on the" 16th
when the ship made a sudden dive
into the sea, and the man was throewn
from the placé where ke stood down
into the winch, a distance of 7 feet.
He fell across the winch and was
terribly hurt about the lower part
of the abdomen, receiving a painful
stricture, and is still in a very dan-
gerous condition. From the time the
ship left Philadelphia it was noticed
that stoker MeClough was unwell,
though he kept to his work, and on
the next day he was proceeding
along the deck, which was slippery
from the spray which came on board.
Suddenly he lost his footing and fell
with terrible force, the occupantstrik-
ing the deck as the vessel pitched
and rolled in the sea, and although
the skull was not badly cut, still ever
since he has been unconscious, and
when Dr. Campbell visited him on
the ship’s arrival he saw that the
case was a bad one and fears that the
man cannot live, as he suffers from
concussion of the brain. The poor
fellow is a resident of South Shields,
is married and has two children, one
of whom is an infant which was
horn since hé came this way on the
ship. Troubles never come alone,
and this adage was verified when the
ship was entering port today. With
the idea of getting medical aid for
the engineer and fireman the captain
decided to come here, and as the ship
came through the Narrows another
accident occurred which came near
ending fatally. Without warning, a
seaman named McDonald, of Phil-
adelphia, climbed to the ship's rail
and went overboard head first. The
man, though heavily clad, proved him-
self fo be a good swimmer, but for
which he would have quickly drown-
ed. Even as it was it was fortunate
that the pilot boat was near. The
men in the boat rowed quickly for
the struggling sailor, picked him up
and as the ship slowed down put
him on board, where he was prompt-
ly put in irons and kept in a state
room to himself. Dr. Campbell was
promptly on board the ship and did
all possible for the suffering men.
Communicating with I. G. Saullivan
after landing, the ambulance was put
at his disposal, and the injured men
were transferréd to the General Hos-
pital at 1 p.m. The ship is of the
Lane & McAllister Line, of London,
and Bowring Bros. are her agents,
while Mr. Tasker Cook will supply
her. By order of the authorities, and
as she has a highly explosive liquid
on board, she was ordered over near
the South. Side jo new moeorings this

Premier Laurier Goes
Down to Defeat.

The American-Canadian Reciprocity
Pact has been rejected decisively by
the Canadian people, and the decision
carries with it the downfall of the
Laurier’' administration which has
had an unexampled career of fifteen
vears duration. Not only is the defeat
remarkable for the defeat of candid-
ates supporting the Cabinet, but it is
peculiarly significant from the num-
ber of (abinet Ministers who have
suffered defeat at the Polls. Almost
every Minister, who had a seat in the
('abinet, exclusive of the Premier, Sir
Wilfred Laurier, is among the reject-
ed ones. These are Sir F. Borden,
Minister of Militia, Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing, Minister of Finance, Hon. W.
Patterson, Minister of Customs, Hou.
W. L. Mackenzie King, Minister of
Labor, Hon. W. Templeman, Minister
of Mines and Inland Revenue, Hon. C.
P. Graham, Minister of Railways, Hon.
Frank Oliver, Minister of the Inter-
ior, and one other Minister whose
name we have not received at the
time of writing. The full significance
is seen in the defeats of Ministers
Fielding -and Patterson, who were the
chief promoters of the Reciprocity
movement. 3

The latest information, we have at
hand, shows that 132 Conservatives
have been elected and 84 Liberals,
with five seats yet to be heard from.

The details of this information has
been supplied to us by the courteous
Superintendent of the Anglo office,
the genial Mr. R. Smith, who was
supplied by the Western Union and
the Anglo with full details as they
came to hand from the time the ear-
liest bulletins were sent broadcast
throughout Canada, and by last night
it was known here that the Laurier
Government had suffered- a debacle,
and that the promoter in chief of the
Reciprocity Pact was amongst the
slain.

| St. John’s May Soon Control Tts Own
|  Lighting System—Power Will Come
i  From Mobile River and Ponds.

5 We understand that some time age
| the municipality of St. John's acquir-
! ed the right to use the waters of Mo-
bile River and the ponds and lakes
which feed it for the purpose of sup-
plying to the city its own lighting
syvstem, municipally controlled. For
the past two or three weeks at differ-
ent intervals Engineer John Ryan of
| the City Council has been up in that
section, assisted by Messrs. John
Holden and Wm. Ryan, and has tak-
en a complete survey of this large
river and the lakes and ponds adja-
| cent to it and also securing locations
and doing cther necessary work o1
behalf of the Council. Big Pond ai
Mobile is a splendid sheet of water
four miles in length, and its greatest
".\'idxh is 115 miles, while there arc
other ponds near which are ver)
large and contain a great volume ol
water. A dam erected at the foot 0!
Big Pond will back up the wate!
there to a depth of 75 feet, and Wwe
learn it is proposed to do this to sup-
ply energy for the electric lighting of
the city. The object is to lessen
greatly the cost of public and privatc
lighting. We understand that the
Council is now working out the de
tails of a plan whereby it is expect-
ed the city can be lighted cheaply
and efficiently. It is believed the
day is not so remote when this pro-
ject will become an accomplished
fact. The possibility of each house-
holder being able to light his resi-
dence electrically will minimize the
danger which is always imminent un-
der existing conditions of a conflagra-
tion. At present comparatively few
can afford the use of any illuminant
other than Kerosene oil, and too often
yas the destructive potentialities of
rhis fluid been evident in outbreaks of
re caused by its almost universal
use in a city the most of whose build-
ings are constructed of wood. It is
estimated that not alone can the wat-
ers of the river and lakes of Mobile
light St. John’s brilliantly, but they
can do the same for the towns and
hamlets along the Southern Shore,
and also supply electrical energy
enough to run saw mills and factor-
jes and to turn the machinery in most
factories within the city limits.

have two important funds, namely,
the Tasker Educational Fund, and the
Masonic Benevolent Fund. Last year
the Educational Fund supplied the
means for the education of 43 child-
ren. The Benevolent Fund, too, has
many calls upon it, and is doing
noble work. In addition to . these

Masonic Life Insurance Association,
which is a valuable organization and
is availed of by many cf the craft.
And here it may be mentioned that
the charitable and benevolent insti-
tutions of the Order throughout the
world are of such a character and
magnitude as to elicit the admiration
of those even who are not members
of the craft. Time would not permit
at present of an extended reference
to such work, and so we shall merely
give a few facts in connection with
the three great charities of the Grand
Lodge of England. The oldest of
these is the Royal Masonic Institution
for Girls, and was instituted in 1788.
At the Centenary Festival of the In-
stitution held in the Royal Academy
Hall in 1888 the collection amounted
to over £51,000. The income last
vear exceeded £34,000, and there
were 430 girls on the roll. The Roy-
al Masonic Institution for Boys was
instituted in 1798. At the Centenary
Festival held in the Royal Albert Hall
in 1898, the collection amounted to
upwards of £141,000. Last year 5565
boys were on the roll and the income
was £48,000. The Royal Masonic
Benevolent Institution for Freemas-
ons and their widows was established
in 1835, Last year there were 900
annuitants on the roll and the in-
come was over £43,000.

The Masonic Fraternity may well
rejoice that such figures can be quot-
ed as an illustration of what is being
done by the Order.

But we must be careful not to re-

gard our Order as a benevolent so-
ciety ‘only. It is a great moral sys-
