Place furs in pasteboard box and 
sprinkle liberally with cornmeal 
Shake the box up and down for a few 
minutes, then take furs out of th< 
box and replace with fresh meal. Re­
peat shaking. The furs will com< 
out as white as when new.

For perspiration stains on sill 
waists, sponge the place with a clear 
rag in clear cold water. Cover the 
wet place with powdered prepare! 
chalk, Let dry and brush off care­
fully with a soft brush.

When using Chinese lanterns foi 
decorative purposes, put a few hand­
fuls of sand in the bowl-shaped bot­
tom around the candle. This will 
keep the lanterns from swaying and 
also tend to prevent their catching 
fire.

Take a cork of medium size and 
crochet a cap of some dainty colored 
silk for it, leaving the flat upper sur­
face free. Slip the points of scissors 
into this and thus protect your work- 
bag from being cut by the sharp 
points.

An emergency coat hanger when 
you are away from, home is easily 
made by tightly rolling a newspaper, 
tying it securely in the middle with 
heavy cord and finishing with a cord 
loop to attach it to a convenient hook 
or nail.

If you have to.tuck cloth and find 
that the crease of the tucker does not 
show, make a mark with a piece of 
Chalk on the impression piece of the 
tucker. This mark will last for 
eral tucks, and you need have no 
of soiling the material.

In country homes the breaking cf 
lamp chimneys often causés a great 
deal of bother. If one will put all new 
chimneys in' a pail of cold water and 
put on the tire to boil for a couple 
of hours, tlie chimney will last twice 
as long as an ordinary one.

Grease stains on carpets pan be 
taken out wTth fresh ox gall—get it

from the butcher—and warm water. 
Dip a stiff brush in this and rub the 
spots vigorously, going over them 
afterward with a cloth dipped in clear 
tepid water and wrung out.

Dried wormwood, which may he 
had at the drug store, is an excellent 
protection against moths when put­
ting winter clothes away. It should be 
scattered lavishly between the folds, 
and each article wrapped separately 
in a newspaper before packing.

To remove wall paper, take warm 
water that is softened with borax or 
ammonia and apply with a sponge. 
The paper will soon, become soaked 
and blistered and may be easily strip­
ped off. It is well to do this a day or 
so before the new paper is put on.

Sheets of postage stamps that are 
carried in a pocketbook frequently 
stick together. When this happens do 
not soak them apart, but lay them on 
a smooth surface and pass a hot iron 
over them. This will separate the 
stamps without destroying the gum.

If a horse stumbles, give him his 
food on the floor instead of in the 
manger. The position necessarily 
taken in feeding strengthens the mus­
cles of the knees and so removes the 
cr use of the stumbling. A horse just 
hi;ought from pasture does not stum­
ble.; .

To prevent drawstring in non- 
waghable garments from pulling out. 
sew to each end of the tape a brass 
embroidery ring larger than the open­
ing! of the casing. Do this, of course, 
after the tape has been inserted. Then 
cover the ring by buttonholing it with 
thread the color of the tape.

Amendments 
to Home Rule Bill
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
There have already been handed to 

the clerks of the Commons amend­
ments to Home Rule Mil that fill 28 
pages of the parliamentary orders of 
the day. Most are in names of Con­
servative members and would not 
take passage. Many of them make 
bill as useless as the paper they are 
printed on. Extreme radical mem­
bers on the other hand, aim at giving 
the Irish Parliament more power, 
making it more democratic, while 
some of their non-conformist colleag­
ues would have clauses inserted to 
safeguard their fellow religionists of 
Ulster. With the exception of Gin- 
nell a Nationalist, with independent 
leanings, Irish members have not 
yet tabled any amendments. Ginnell'e 
amendments would enlarge the pow­
ers of the Irish parliament and make 
it more democratic. While months 
will be spent on the committee stage 
of the bill, few amendments will re­
ceive a hearing. While most amend­
ments proposed by Unionists aim at 
destroying the bill, some will doubt­
less receive consideration as tending 
to improve the measure. It is strange 
to find two Unionist members. Vis­
count Castlereagh and Lord Claude 
Hamilton, both sons of peers, who 
have been Lord Lieutenants of Ire­
land, proposing the abolition of that 
office, substituting a Secretaryship of 
State. This is a change that has 
more often been associated with radi­
cal policy. A sly slap is taken at 
O'Connor by the suggestion of one 
member, that Scotland division of 
Liverpool, which is represented in the 
Commons by O'Connor, and the elec­
tors of which came from across the 
Channel, should for the purpose of the 
Bill be considered a part of Ireland. 
Others again would have Ulster ex­
cluded from the Bill. Some will pro­
pose it shall apply to England. Wales 
and Scotland as well as Ireland, thus 
bringing about federal home rule 
which was for a few days the policy 
of some Conservatives in 1910.

No Solution 
to Boston Murder 
Mystery.
XYonnn Strangled in Her Apartments.
Said to Be Native of Xewfonndlaed.
Boston. May 22.—The mystery sur­

rounding the murder of Mrs. Lilian 
Jcwer, formerly of Montreal who was 
strangled in her apartments in the 
South End. probably on Saturday, 
was still far from solved at noon to­
day.

Several clues 'have been run down 
without producing any tangible re­
sults and these included the examin­
ation of Chas. W. Hopping a waiter 
and his release last night from deten­
tion.

Several of the police inspectors 
pointed out to-day that the circum­
stances surrounding the discovery of 
Mrs. Jewer’s body yesterday resem­
bled closely those attending the mur­
der of Laura Chamberlain in a water­
front hotel last September. Both wo­
men were seen during the evening in 
various resorts but no clue could be 
discovered that would lead to the 
identification of their companions in 
the room where their bodies were sub­
sequently found.

Hopping told the police last night 
that he called at Mrs. Jewer's apart­
ments on Saturday night, but could 
not get In. so he left a note under the 
door. The note was found as indi­
cated by Hopping. Two women who 
were examined stated that they ac­
companied Mrs. Jewer to one of the 
subway stations late on Friday night 
and so far as is known this was the 
last time she was seen alive. They 
said that Mrs. Jqwer had spent part 
of the evening with them in a palm 
garden, but she entered the subway 
station alone.

Chief Inspector Dugan said this af­
ternoon :—

“We have been following every 
known clue without any definite re­
sult. This morning we examined a 
Mrs. Marsh of Somerville, and she 
tells us that the murdered woman’s 
name is not Jewer, but something 
else, that she was never married, and 
that her parents live in some place 
in Newfoundland. I am not at liberty 
to say just who Mrs. Marsh is. nor 
what she said the dead woman’s cor­
rect name Is.”

The police sent for Hooping again 
to-day, but detained 'him only a few 
minutes while he answered additional 
questions.

The King has his power because lie 
is tile expression of the empire s tru­
est life; law and good government, 
national liberty and personal liberty, 
justice for all races, religions and 
politics are found beneath the British 
flag. And we are glad we have a good 
king; for his love of humanity and 
.his sympathy with distress has al­
ready been shown in several instan­
ces. The Lord requires all from the 
throne, down to the subject, to do 
justly, love mercy and walk humbly 
before God. The late King Edward 
illustrated this in a remarkable de­
gree. Two instances were given 
showing the same, in that of a domes­
tic servant, proved Innocent, and a 
mutinous sailor, who on being reas­
oned with, broke down, and asking 
(he- King for another - chance, was 
pardoned and set at liberty. A nation 
stands or falls with her citizens, but 
men of character, intelligence, and 
good moral habits, do not fall in busi­
ness life, nor will they in the com­
bination which makes. the stability of 
an empire. But there is another 
King, and it is he who says, “I am 
with you." He claims the . whole 
world as His empire. There is no 
race, no people, no throne, but he 
Shall subdue.
