Bye-Law:

BE IT RESOLVED,—

(1) The 8wner or occupier of every

house, factory or other building where

men and women are employed, or in-
tended to be employed, or in attend-
ance, shall furnish such house, fac-
tory, or other building Withy proper
separate sanitary accommodation, for

persons of each sex, within sixty (60)

days after the publication of this Re-

solution in the Royal Gazette.

(2) Any preson who fails to comply

with the foregoing Bye-Law shall be

subject, on conviction, to a fine of not
less than Twenty-five . Dollars ($25)
and not exceeding Fifty Dollars ($50).

News travels to the German author-
ities with suspicious rapidity. The
question of a cable secretly laid be-
fore the war is se)‘iously’ considered.
The possibility of a secret wireless
installation may be eliminated on ac-
count of the scientific means avail-
able for detecting and picking up
aerial waves. On the other hand, it
is’ quite impossible’ in practice to
detect the presence of a message
passing © through submarine wire
without actual physical contact with
the wire.

The existence of a secret cable is

There is no essential difficulty
in the laying or msubsequent opmau(m
of such a cable.

Most commercial Anglo-German
cables were of the four-cored type-
i.e., they ‘were capable of transmit-
ting four separate and distinct mes-
sages simultaneously.

C. O.N. Conroy, K.C. Wc purpose giv-
ing the gist of the Bill as it appears to
us at the first reading of it, in" this
and subsequent notices, hefore enter- |
ing upon a discussion of what may
seem controversial. The Act is to be
cited as “The St. John's City Charter,
1916.” Then follows definitions of the |
main terms used, viz, city street{]
house, dwelling, lands and premises,
ground landlord, owner, ’rack-rent,
sewer, nuisance, local improvements,
and the wusual interpreting clause,
and repeal of Statutes and bye-laws,
prior and inconsistent with the pro-
posed Act.

\

BOUNDARIES.

“For the purposes of this Act the
City of St. John’s shall be bounded as
follows: ;

“Commencing at Fort Amherst Light !
House, thence in a straight line to the
chimney of theé General °~ Hospital;
thence in a straght line to the monu-
ment in Mount Carmel Cemetery;
thence in a straight line to the south- |
ern side of Horwood's Bridge on the |
Newiown Road; thence to the junction
of the old railway track and Penny-
well Road; thence in a straight line
to- the junction of the Blackmarsh
Road and the extension of Hamilton j
Avenue; thence in a straight line to
Syme’s Bridge, and extending 500 feet ;
beyond the same, thence in a straight
line to the point of commencement.”

The inhabitants of this area are to
be incorporated under the name of the |
City of St. John’s. The franchise is
to include British subjects of 21
years and upwards who

(a) have resided in the City for one
year immediately preceding election;

(h) ore owners, lessees, tenants or
occupiers of property rated on the ap-
praisement bookss or who are liable
for the poll tax; and

(¢) are not indebted to the St.
John’s Muncipal Council .for any ar-
rears of taxes; and

(d) are duly enrolled in the Voters’ )
List; and

(e) are not disqualified by mental
incapacity, conviction for crime, or
violation of electon laws.

All bodies corporate, being British
subjects, which are owners, etc., of
property rated in city, not in debt to |
Council, and on Voters’ List are given
one vote eoch. i

The above are entitled to one vote
for the election of Mayor and one for

each of the six Councillors.

Members of firms or co-partner-
ships, not incorporated, are each to be
deemed assessed for voting if the firm
is assessed.

Non-residents who pay rates on pro-
perty in city are to be qualified for
voting.

[FIRST ARRIVAL

‘rom Seal Fishery

S.S. Sable Island in Port Log
Loaded---Hails for 23,000
Prime Young Harps.

The sealing steamer Sable Island,
Captain Jacob Kean, arrived. back
from the northern sealfishery at 9.45
this morning hailing for 23,000 of the
primest whitecoats ever brought to
the country of which amount 1,000
were carried on deck. It was a long
expected arrival as the ship, like
three others of the northern fleet, was
detained on her way home by adverse
weather hence it was that the hardy
toilers received an espccially warm
welcome. The Sable Island anchored
onthe quarantine grounds immediate-
ly on arrival and after getting a clean
bill of health berthed at Job’s South
Side premises where greetings and
warm hand-shakes were exchanged
with Capt. Kean and crey on their
success and all were eager to hear the
story of the voyage.

STORY OF THE TRIP,

The Sable Island, owned and out-
fitted by the J. A. Farquhar & Co., Ltd.
of Halifax, though her captain and
practically all her crew of 150 men
are Newfoundlanders and principally
St. John’s men, was on her maiden
trip to the seafishery and left Pool’s
Island on Saturday afternoon, March
1Ith in company with the Eagle, Nep-
tune, Sam Blandford, Erik, Blood-
hcund and Terra Nova and proceeded
north, she leading the way as she was
the most powerful. The wind was
westerly but there was no ice around.
After reaching Gull Island a N.N.E.
course was stcered. The wind con-
tinued in the same direction, but
freshened a bit. At ten o’clock that
night ice was met and an hour later
the feed pump gave out and the ship
had to be stopped until repairs were
effected. The work of repairs was
carried on all night and at 9 o’clock
Sunday morning the ship was got un-
der way again. Notwithstanding the
number of hours the wooden ships
were steaming while she was stopped
the Sable Island soon got in sight of
the others. At 1 p.m. Sunday a lot of
old hoods were met. The wind was
north and'she was going to the N.W.

STRUCK THE FAT.
At 7 p.m. that day the first white-
coat was seen about 36 miles North by
East of the Funks.: Capt. Kean then’
had the scent of where the seals were
and after an hour’s search was “burn-
ed down” in the southern patch. She
lay there all Sunday night and all
Monday and Tuesday awaiting for the
time to kill. The Sam Blandford was
then laying three miles to the west-
ward and the smoke of other steamers
could be seen. On Wednesday morn-
ing early the Sable’s crew were on the
ice and soon the slaughter began. For
that day’s work 8,000 were killed and
panned and 500 were taken aboard.
Weather conditions were favorable
and the young harps which were of a
large size, were very plentiful, and
Capt. Kean expected to load there, but
the Sam Blandford and Florizel, which
were then to the S.W., «.steamed into
the patch and helped to cut it up
quickly. On the second day, March
16th, the seals were very scattered,
2,000 were panned and a like amount
taken on board. The wind shirted from
the N.W. to the S.E. and it blew
strong. March 17th, 18th. and 19th
were devoted to picking up seals and
getting them on board. Owing to a
heavy swell, the ice broke up and

. same evening about 5 p.m. the Sable

v
i

made the work of getting pans necess-
arily slow and tedious. However, for
the three days. 7,000 were got aboard
and stowed down. On Monday morn-

ing a strong easterly wind prevailed
and a storm threaténed. The mén who
were out killing seals were . ordered
aboard. Eleven flags were left on the
ice. The gale came on but subsided
next morning when these flags were
secured and the pelts picked up.
That was Tuesday, March 21st, and
the southern patch was all cut up.
The Sable Island went in quest of the
main patch. First a N.E. course was
steered and then went in the direction
of the S.W. during which lots of .old
harps were seen in the water. That

Island got into the main body of seals,
which were situated 75 miles north by
east half east of the Funks. The Eagle
and Neptune were already there and
had half loads killed and the Florizel
and Erik reached the patch two hours
after the Sable Island. The seals
were numercus and for miles in every
direction, everywhere one looked the
ocean was dotted with whitecoats.
That same evening 3,000, were Killed
and panned by the Sable’s crew and
the mext day, March 22nd, 15,000 were
batted. The next two days the crew
were engaged picking up and putting
on hoard. However, all the seals that
the Sable Island secured could not be
taken, as 28,000 altogether were pan-
ned. After stowing down 22,000 and
pounding off 1,000 on deck it was con-
sidered indiscreet to take any more
and some sixty pans which were left
behind were given to the Erik. A
heavy S.E. wind raged on March 23rd
and the following day the shin  be-
came jammed on account of the ice
packing together tightly: This re-
tarded the work of picking up pans,
and as the steamer was unable to get
about for them the crew worked like
trogans at long hauling and succeeded
in getting 4,000 aboard on Friday last,
March 24th. On Saturday there was
a strong easterly wind with snow [
squalls, which also impeded the work
of loading. At 9.50 Sunday morning
the Sable I. finished loading and bore
up for home. It was an anxious time
coming along in the loaded vessel and
with such .a_ dangerous .carge in the.
bad “weather that was experienced. A
heavy swell was on with thick fog on
Monday last and the ship was compel-
lod to put back in the ice again for
safety and dwrifted along with the
floe. Yesterday Baccalieu was made
and then Bay de Verde which was left
at 6 o’clock this morning and arrival
made at the time above mentioned.

The Sable I., though of small size,
proved her worth as an icebreakem
and can steam 12 knots an hour. She
was only jammed once or twice for
short periods during the spring. The
Sable I. is a new boat and has made
her first and successful trip to the ice-
fields. Her whitecoats are very heavy
and in prime condition ranging from
52 to 78 pounds, and should turn out
about 600 tons of fat.

We congratulate Capt. Jacob Kean
and his hardy crew. The ship will
not discharge till to-morrow morn-
ing as the price of fat has not yet been
fixeG. | It will be settled this after-
noon, we understand.

The sealers Eagle, Neptune and
3loodhound passed Cape Bonavista at
9 o'clock this morning and all three
should reach port about 6 p.m.

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WILL STRIKE BEFORE END OF
UNE

LONDON, To-Day.

BJefore the end of June the Allied
armies will strike simultaneous blows
with the object of bringing the Kaiser
to his knees and ending-the war be-
fore Christmas. This combined offen-
sive, it was held in London yesterday,
is ‘certain to result from the great
council of the Allies which closed at
Paris on Tuesday night. The Allied
forces may begin to move before the
Crown Prince. ceases his offensive
movement on Verdun. The Allies’
drive may be proceeded by other Ger-
man attempts to break the western
front. It is believed here, and there
are persistent rumors, that the Ger-
mans have used the long lull at Ver-
dun to shift troops for a blow on some
other sector of the French front. No
further statement of the results of the
War Council session at Paris has been
given: out, it was stated authoritative-
ly yesterday.

BRITISH HAVE EXTENDED LINE.
LONDON, To-Day.

An offieial having revealed the fact
that the  British armies have taken
over the length of line previously held
by the French, says the Reuter's cor-
respondent at the British headquar-
ters in France, I am permitted to make
reference to it. The new dispositions
were carried out with .great success
and secrecy, and the result of them
has been to release large French for-
ces, who were manifestly of great
value in another area. At present the
British are - probably holding some-
thing like one-fourth of the entire
length of the western front, extending
in an unbroken line from fhe Yser to
Nemme. Although the hour of the
British army may be at hand it is not
vet, nor is there any reason to believe
the Germans will succeed by their at-
tacks on Verdun in upsetting the pre-
arranged strategy of the great coming
offensive.

INSANE ACT OF OFFICER.
LONDON, To-Day.

The members of the Commons were
shocked yesterday .afternoon when an
army officer ‘who was sitting in the
strangers’ gallery jumped over the
railing into the distinguished stran-
gers’ gallery, then climbing over the
outer railing hung suspended for a

* moment over the floor of the House.

He dropped thence to the house floor
without apparently receiving any in-
jury, although the drop was from a
considerable height. His incoherent
remarks proved he was not respon-
sible for his act. He was quietly led
out of the chamber. The object of the
officer apparently was to call attention
to the supply of helmets for the army,
for he cried out as he dropped to the
floor.. *“ ask you to protect the heads
of British soldiers against shapnel
fire.”
CALLING UP MARRIED MEN.
LONDON, To-day.
The last class of unmarried men,

those who have reached the age of
19, since their attestation, appeared

*in large numbers at the - recruiting

offices yesterday to join the cotors.
There is now only one proclamation
out in- connection with enlistments.
It calls on the first eight groups of
married men to present themselves
on April 7th. This is the proclama-
tion ‘'which has caused so much dis-
satisfaction throughout the country,
it being felt that all single men who
are evading in various ways should
be called up before married men who
are compelled to serve.

SALONIKI ASKS FOR PROTECTION
SALONIKI, To-day.

Mayor of Saloniki has telegraphed to
King Constantine asking that the
population of the city be protected
against future raids. The funerals of
victims of the aerial attack were
marked with shouts of “Down with the
bharbarians and criminals!” One of
the bombs fell in front of the house of
General Meschepoules, Commander ot
the Greek forces at Saloniki.

INVESTIGATING RAILROAD
WRECK
CLEVELAND, Oblio, To-day.

With a toll of at least 30 persons
dead and 40 or more injured, the Fed-
oral State Officials of the railroad
company began yesterday the inves-
tigation into the cause that led early
vesterday morning to one of the most
disastrous wrecks that has occurred
in this State in a dozen years and one
of the worst in the history of New
York Central system.

S. S. KILBRIDE SUNK.
LONDON, To-day.
The British steamer Kilbride was

" sunk by an enemy submarine on

March 1st; -says -an announcement
made by Lloyds this  evening. She
was 3,712 toms, built 1501, and owned
by Connell Bros., Ltd., Glasgow.

TURKS BEATEN OFF.
PETROGRAD, To-day.
In the Caucasus Coast sector our
detachments which had occupied the
heights of the left bank of the River
Ogden Dera sustained during Monday
night a series of desperate enemy
counter attacks. All of them were re-
pulsed. The Turks suffered terrible
loss and a retreat, leaving behind
prisoners and guns. We also took
prisoners in the direction of Erzend-
jan. .
MINNEAPOLIS AFLOAT.
LONDON, To-day.
The Dritish steamer Minneapolis,
which was torpedoed without warning
in the Mediterranean last Wednesday,
remained afioat, according to Reu-
ters despatch from Malta. Attempts
are being made to tow her .into port.
About 200 of the crew of the Minne-
apolis were landed at Malta. Ten
men are missing.

ATTACKED BUT NOT SUNK,

LONDON, To-day.
The British steamer Berwindvale
was attacked to-day but mnot sunk.
The Berwimdvale is a vessel of 5,232
tons. She sailed from Valveston on
February 24, for Newport News, and
on March 2nd for Avenmouth, accord-

ing to available shipping records.

STRUCK MINE.
LONDON, To-day.
The Captain of the Govnia Westall
says his vessel struck a mine on Tues-
day.

UNARMED STEAMER SUNK WITH-
OUT WARNING.
LONDON, To-day.

The British naval officials point out
that none of the British vessels arm-
ed or unarmed, torpedoed since the
inception of the new German submar-
ine campaign, received any warning,
nor has the crew been removed, ex-
cept where the torpedoed ship sank
slowly. The report which has been
made public shows four unarmed Brit-
ish merchantmen .sank without warn-
ing. They included the Englishman
from Avonmouth for Portland Maine
and Fenay-Bridge, Manchester Engin-
eer, both from Philadelphia for Eng-
land. These vessels followed the gen-
eral practice of British merchantmen
engaged in trade with America in not
even having a defensive armament.

GREECE PROTESTS.
; ATHENS, To-day.
The Greek Government has protest-
ed to the Central Powers against the

air bombardment of Salonika last
Monday. \

FOUR GERMAN AEROPLANES

- SALONIKA, To-day.
Four German aeroplanes  were

brought down in the air raid over

Salonika yesterday. Two machines
shot them down as they tried to ap-
proach .the water front, while others
were brought to earth later during
the chase by French machines. The
aviators in all four machines were
killed.

CONSULS- LEAVE SALONIKA.

ATHENS, To-day.
The Lepatris says the Consuls of
the United States, Spain and Rouma-
nia, asked the Government for author-
ity to leave Salonika with their re-
spective nationals, owing to the in-
security of the place.

GERMANS GAINED A FOOTING.

PARIS, To-day.
In an attack with heavy forces
against the village of Malancourt yes-
terday the Germans succeeded in
gaining a footing in the advanced
work north of Malancourt, occupying
two houses of the vilage, according to
an official last night.

AMERICA ENQUIRES.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

were aboard.

TYRES STILL ADMITTED.

LONDON, To-day.
In response to a question in the
Commons yesterday Captain Ernest

Pretyman, Parliament Secretary of

the Board of Trade said there was at
present no intention to prohibit the
importation of tyres for automobiles
and bicycles, but he could give no un-
dertaking as to the future. .Pretyman
had been asked whether in view of the
large amount of tyres imported from
the States, the Board of Trade intend-
ed to continue to allow them in.

CONTUMACIOUS STRIKERS.

GLASGOW, To-day.

Twenty-two munitions workers who
were concerned in strikes, promoted
by the Clyde Workers Committee,
whose operations were exposed in the
Commons yesterday, were fined £5
each to-day for quitting work in
violation of the Munitions War Act.
They declared they would not re-
sume work until the leaders of the
strike agitation who were deported
from the district by military authori-
ties were permitted to return. Other
strikers returned to work in large
numbers.

TWENTY-FOUR HOURS TOLL.
LONDON, March 30.
Four vessels are reported to have
been sunk during the past 24 hours,
two Brilish steamers, the Kilbride and
Lavinia Westoll, the Dutch  steamer
Duieveland and the small Russian
schr. Ottomar. The total number -of
British ships sunk since the begin-
ning of the new, German. submarine
campaign is 20. In addition there has
been a considerable toll taken by the
submarines from shipping belonging
to Great Britain’s Allies or to meutral
couniries. Nevertheless the attitude
of the British press is not one of un-
due alarm, as it is maintained by the
newspapers that the present fierce
Gérman campaign represents many
months of preparation and that the
pace cannot be maintained.

The following indoor exercises will
serve, in a measure, but there are
many others .that one may adopt. Ail
indoor exercise should be taken in a
room where pletny of fresh and pure

The first exercise is taken as fol-
lows: Standing erect, arms at' side,
the fists are clenched and brought up-
ward. The arms are then quickly
thrust forward as though striking
sgme object, and then, with equal
force the elbows are projected back-
ward as far as possible. This move-
ment may be repeated ten or twelve
times and then -varied by bending the
elbows and bringing the fists up to
the shoulders, then with force.quick-
ly elevated over' the head.- The arms
are lowered to the sides by reversing
the -movemeénts ‘for the same number
of times.

To perform the second exercise one
must be seated on the floor, and either
have someone to hold their feet down
or some"heavy object under which the
feet may be projected. With the feet
held down and the hands resting on
the Igips. begin by slowly bending the
trunk backward until® the floor is
reached. Affer ‘a few seconds rest,
throw out the chest with .the hands
still on the hips, bring the shoulders
back and them-slowly assume an up-
right, sitting .position, the head leav-
ing the floor last. %

To derive‘the most benefit from this
exercise, the elbows or hands must
not; at anything touch.the floor, - the
muscles below the waist must do the
lifting.

Soldier Hero.

The Thrilling- Story of Harold Cross«
ingham, the Brave Boy Guardsman,
Who Passed Through all the Hor-
rors of the Rrereat from Mons aud
the Awful ~“Battle of La Bassee

While Only Sixteen Years of Age.
(Told by Clyde Foster.)

The Great War has been 1remark-
able for the number of “mere boys”
who have taken part in it.

Pgrhaps the most noteworthy of
them all is Private Harold Crcssing-
ham, formerly 16,843 of the Grenadier
Guards, and aow of the Welsh Fusi-
liers.

Our hero joined the - Grenadier
Guards several months before the
war, while yet scarcely fifteen years
of age, by the simple device of repre-
senting himself to be nineteen, trust-
ing to the belief that he looked that
age.

It was while stationed at Pirbright
with the Second Battalion Gerenadicr
Guards, styled the “Bill Browns,” that
war was declared, and .the-: rousing
“stand-to” - alarm, went one
Rb()llt* fifteen minutes after - lights
were. -out. The battalion marched
through the night to Chelsea, and
within two days the boy guardsman
entrained for Southampton, ‘“‘spitting
fire all over him.”

Queen Alexandra was at Chelsea tc
see the Guards off. So was Harold’s
mother, and his thoughts were moiec
of her. 5

Havre was soon reached,
days were spent in a rest-camp.
Three days later the regiment found
themselves in Belgium, and men weie
calling each other's attention to the
sound of guns coming from the direc-
tion"in which they were going: Twao
miles further on a position was taken
up at Mons. They had hardly had
time to smoke a cigarette, when the
order came to take a hill.

The First Set-Back.

They went at it full of confidence
and dash. There were, however, two
sides to the hill, and the . Germans
made it so hot for them that they ha:l
to give up the attempt. It proved a
sore set-back to the boy, this discov-
ery that things were not going as they
all expected. What sort of enemy was
this that could upset the calculations
of the Guards? The men were in bad
temper as ‘“Retire!” became tlie
stant order for nearly two days, ai-
most without a stop or a scrap.

“I began to think that the war was
over, or something like that., Anyz-
how, they did not seem to have
brought us there to fight. How the
soldiers groused! 1 think most of
them would gladly have shot
down if only they could lmave ‘had a
good old stand-up fight! As things
were going, it locked thumlexmg like
running away. And that goés against
the grain with a British soldier.

“We had hardly ever seen a Ger-
man yet. To retire before amn invisi-
ble enemy was sickening. Sarely: it
could not be that the Germans were
licking us!”

This is a boy’'s story of his impres-
sions and sensations, and frequently
in his narrative, young Crossingham’s
memory.ran into a fog. But one
thing was never in any ‘doubt—they
were going backwards, fighting sui-
lenly all the way, and hoping against
hope that the tide would yet turn in
their favor. Meanwhile, death was
reaping a heavy harvest, as the enc-
my gave them no rest day or night,
ceaselessly pounding the well-nigh
dead-beat ranks.

Then the order came to line a wood,
and the men smiled grimly at the
prospect of a pitched battle. “In two
hours’ time a mighty host of Germans
advanced upon us and the Irish
Guards.
sea, and we charged.”

Cgossingham shrank from
It was a fearsome affair, and the
Guards lost six platoons, or nearly
five hundred men, killed, wcunded
and missing. A brigadier was among
the wounded.

There was great hurrying and
scurrying when the shout was raised:

“It.knocks the stuffing out of a sol-
dier to be told to make the best of a
bad job,” says young Crossingham.

He never knew before what disci-
pline could do for an army. .

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Britain’s Youngest

Soldier Hero.’

(Continued from 8th Page.)
We advanced up a hill as best we
could, and saw the Germans roll
down on us like a cloud. At fifty yards
distance they hoisted white flags, and
it seemed that every man carried one
in readiness. We sloped rifles’ and
went over to take them prisoners,

-when they fired point blank: at us,

and we had to escape the best way we
could. It was the dirtiest-trick I ever
saw.

“At Chevonne we had dug-outs in
the trneches named after well known
hotels and public houses, like the
Cecil, the Savoy, the Ritz, Dirty Dick’s
Canteen, the Spaniards, Jack Straw’s
Castle, %ind the Cheshire Cheese.
“After a lull of nearly two weeks,
during which enemy aeroplanes re-
minded us that we were not forgotten,
things began to grow lively as Ypres
was reached.”

At Ypres the Brigade of Guards did
great work, constantly shelled by the

enemy’s artillery. A shell dropped
three yards from Crossingham and
missed him. Eight men were blown
to pieces on his right and left. He
was almost buried alive through the
sides of the trenches caving in. The
dead and dying lay all around, and

men stood firing with gaps between
them. Another fellow and he called
over to each other at night-time. It
was well to have a comrade then.

An Insult to the Cow.

A funny thing happened somewhere
near here. A man on outpost duty
against a haystack saw something ad-
vancing in the darknesc and shot it.
Next morning they found the carcass
of a cow. The sentry had observed
the rule:” “When’ in doubt, shoot.”
The following verse was written about
it:

“One night at setting of the sun,
A sentry shot a cow;

He took her for a German Hun,
And begs her pardon now.”

“At La Basse,” young Crossingham
calculates, “the enmy’s trenches were
not more than ninety yards away. He
could hear their bands playing, and
could sce the rising and falling of a
shovel in a German trench. When we
fired at it and missed, the soldier
waved his shovel, as if to say, ‘Try
again.’

“An officer spotted him, and -tele-
phoned to the artillery. A moment
later the shovel rose higher than be-
fore, and the Hun rose with it.”

The young guardsman fought his
last battle at La Basse, having just
passed his sixteenth birthday. To
reach the trenches, they waded waist-
deep in water, and their teth clatter-
ed in their heads. The frost bit the
soles of their feet, causing holes in
which half-crowns could have been
hid. Dead men lay half buried in the
mud.

“When the water rose to my arm-
pits I thought I should have died with-
out the enemy’s help—drowned like a
dog. At last I reached the firing-line,
where thé water was shallower—only
knee-deep. It was Christmas, but
not very Christmassy. La Basse buck-
led me up. The rheumatism got me,
and I fell over. Mates helped me out,
delirious with fever. A hospital in
Boulogne and another across the
Channel at Norwich set me right
again, though I limped for some time
afterwards.”

His Narrow Escapes.

It was at this stage of his military
career that Harold's parents, having
lost one son at the Front, appealed
for his discharge on account of his
youth; but he was so keen still on
wearing khaki that they allowed him
to joint again for home service.

Through all his hardships and dan-
gers Private Harold Crossingham
passed without a wound. A bullet tra-
velled through his valise lengthwist.
Had it come dead on, Harold reflects
that he would have been a “dead-un.”
Another bullet cut a groove along &
button. :

He modestly tells, how along with

another fellow, he crawled a hundred
yards = a field while the bullets whip-
pt_ed the tops off the turnips,y and
brought a wounded officer back to the
lines.
“But,” says Crossingham, “if V.C.'s
and D.C.M.'s were given for such®
deeds as that, there would not be en-
ough medals to go round.”
