Opening of
the Session.

Our title is not an at­
tempt at an epigram: It 
is the expression of a 
plain truth which very 

much needs to be recognised. In the 
first place, since an entirely new 
Government has emerged from the 
negotiations of weeks past, it is lit­
erally correct. In the second, and 
more important, place, even if we 
consider the whole session as one, no 
legislation of real importance has ÿet 
been initiated. In view of much that 
lias been said and rumoured and of 
a little that has been written, we can­
not too strongly erhphastee. that fact.

The rumours have been to the ef­
fect that the remainder of the ses­
sion will be brief, and have dxed 
August 1st as the date of adjourn­
ment. What the Daily News says 
this morning would seem to /confirm 
them, and the editor is in a position 
to know his subject. He says, “The 
remaining days of the session will 
probably be marked with brief dis­
cussions and an effort to put through 
the legislation in the shortest pos­
sible time.” A very comfortable pro­
gramme indeed for the legislators, 
many of whom, the News states, have 
found the past six weeks very trying. 
How has the country found them ? 
We ask the question in all timidity’, 
knowing that the feelings of the coun­
try are of no importance anyway. 
Whose fault has it been that six 
weeks have been consumed to no 
purpose except to evolve a new Min­
istry which, holding its seats secure, 
now apparently proposes to dismiss 
its grave responsibilities with the 
least possible troube to itself?

We may be speaking prematurely, 
and we would have preferred to wait 
until the legislative programme had 
been made known, had we not felt the 
danger of the situation and known 
that some attempt at prevention was 
better than useless criticism when all 
hope of cure was past. We take the 
occasion here to warn the Government 
solemnly that they are the trustees 
of the people and that they have 
grave duties to perform in a time of 
great national seriousness, if not 
peril. The people will not brook the 
least attempt to evade or treat cav­
alierly those duties. They cannot 
possibly be performed, even in the

most perfunctory manner, within the 
time that has apparently been al­
lotted to them. The Premier, in his 
statement on Tuesday, gave the im­
pression that both parties had been 
actuated in the negotiations just end­
ed by purely national considerations, 
a sense of the greatness of the times 
and other equally laudable motives. 
We would have admired him more if he 
had been sincere enough to confess 
the plain truth of what had happened 
—that the war and its problems had 
not the smallest place in the discus- 
sions, that personal questions, so far 
from being absent, were altogether 
predominant, and that the discussions 
had to go on until a nice balance had 
been struck between the two parties 
and (savd the mark! ) the different 
denominations. Everybody knew 
this, but knowing also that any Gov­
ernment would bé ’better than the 
last and that some real business 
might yet be done, kept silence. It 
will not take the country long to see 
whether it has been deceived and be­
trayed.

Does any member of the new Gov­
ernment, introduced with such a 
flourish of trumpets, imagine that any 
among the people cares a jot for the 
shuffling of office that has gone on, 
is in any way concerned because one 
minister has been ousted and another 
put in his place? If that is all that 
the pother has been about, it is time 
for the people to make one of their 
own. The situation is quite plain. 
The circumstances of the Colony are 
such as to need legislative treatment 
of the greatest importance. The Acts 
necessary will require a care in dis­
cussing and framing them in keeping 
with their importance. Any attempt 
to omit them or to railroad them 
through will be an open contempt of 
the people, which we will spare no 
pains to make the people see. One 
member of the late Opposition threat­
ened at one stage to talk until Sep­
tember. If he does ills duty lie will 
carry out the threat, and will be able 
to add to the performance the Un­
usual feature of talking to the point.

The salving" of the cargo of the 
wrecked Scandinavian Liner Krlsti- 
aniafjord was continued all yesterday 

ml jjgain to-day, several vessels as 
mfaer of_ Trepibsqy Hajf 

log in the work.-.Con- 
tractor Godden also left here yester­
day with twenty-five men to assist fn 
the work. The steamer Tremblay ar­
rived this morning with somo cargo 
and luggage and a couple of schoon­
ers, towed by the steamer Hawk, 
brought loads of goods hero ÿèsteh- 
day. A baggage car full also reached 
the city this morning. The Ranger, 
Hawk, Sable I. and several schooners 
and motor boats are still alongside 
the stranded steamer and taking car­
go on board. All the goods brought 
here so far have been landed at the 
Nfld. Produce Co.’s premises. Hon 
M. P. Cashin, who was at the scene 
of the wreck, arrived hack to the city 
this forenoon. In his opinion the 
work of salving nil the dry cargo, 
comprising luggage and barrels Of 
flour and sugar, will be completed 
this evening. The condition of the 
sea where the big liner is on the 
rocks is moderate. Capt. Larder, 0{ 
Halifax, in tho wrecking steamer 
Stella Marls, well known here, is now 
standing by, to aid in refloating the 
liner. The Lord Strathcona and an­
other Canadian wrecking tug, with 
powerful air compressors, are on their 
way to the wrecked steamer. Divers, 
who were down and examined the 
bottom of the Jhlp yesterday, allege 
that her chances’of being refloated 
are bright, under prevailing circum­
stances.

The passengers of the Kristiania- 
fjord are eagerly awaiting the arrival 
of the ship to take them to their des­
tination. Most of them spent the 
half holiday yesterday sight seeing 
in the suburbs. Many of them at­
tended the baseball match and the 
theatres and all were delighted with 
what they saw. The women are en­
joying their quarters at the British 
Hall immensely, while there is no 
complaint from the men at the Rinks 
where they are well looked after.

A male passenger named Christian­
sen, a Norwegian, is sferiously ill at 
the General Hospital. He is suffer­
ing from chronic heart trouble and 
last night was visited by a Norwegian 
clergyman, who is also a survivor of 
the wreck. There are a number Of 
Red Cross nurses, of various nation­
alities, amongst the passengers of the 
Kristianiafjord. Many of the sur­
vivors, who were travelling first class 
are quartered at the Cochrane, Bal­
sam and Crosbie Hotels.

Newfoundlander Killed
BY FALLING BEAM.

NEW GLASGOW. July 12.—George

GERMANY MAY OFFER DISARM- 
AMENT.

PARIS, To-day.
A despatch to the Temps from Gen­

eva says that the German Govern­
ment, according to reliable informa­
tion, meditates a dramatic proposal to 
its enemies and to the world of com­
plete disarmament, 'except for suffi­
cient forces to maintain compulsory 
peace by compulsory arbitration. The 
German Government, says the Temps, 
while allowing the solution of the in­
ternal crisis to appear as a success 
for the pan-Germanists lias in view a 
manoeuvre of a quite different aspect. 
The bellicose declarations which re­
sound and will perhaps continue in 
Berlin will be nothing but the pro­
logue designed to represent Germany 
as invincible ; afterwards, perhaps 
sooner than is expected, will come 
tho theatrical initiative in which 
Germany will show a disposition to 
disarm.

Excessive perspiration of the feet 
is apt to produce corns between the 
toes in warm weather, after bathing 
and drying the body, powder thor­
oughly between the toes with corn 
starch or good talcum powder. Per­
spiration also makes the feet so ten­
der that they blister easily.

To ward off this catastrophe, bathe

with a lotion made with two ounces 
‘of bay rum and four grams of tannic 
acid. A very offensive odor from the 
feet which fails to correct itself with 
the most scrupulous attention to 
cleanliness of the body, may be mita- 
gated by rubbing with the fojlowlng 
compound : Powdered talcum. 6
ounces ; starch, 1 ounce; salicylic 
acid, 4 scruples.

Sometimes rubbing the feet with 
alcohol after the bath will destroy 
the odor of perspiration and tend to 
prevent its occurrence.

Don’t forget that shoes, as well as

hose, absorb the moisture from the 
feet, and therefore air them well after 
washing, and dust them inside with a 
disinfecting powder.

And the wTo the earlier prospects 
of a wheat calamity there now suc­
ceeds on the July indications a pros­
pect of 39,000,000 more bushels in the 
total yield than last year. The ex­
traordinary loss of 79,000,000 bushels 
of Winter wheat is recouped by a 
gain 117,00(1,000 bushels In Spring 
wheat, and the season is still im­
proving.

That is slight, however, compared 
with a gkin of ’ 500,000,000 bushels of 
corn. If the promise of July is that 
the record crop of 3,124,000,000 bush­
els shall be equalled, there Is hope 
that it may be beaten. Early moist­
ure and later heat are an almost un­
beatable combination for corn, and 
they come together when the world’s 
hupger was never greater. Custom­
arily, animals would eat two-thirds of 
such a crop, but this year we' may 
have to eat it Ourselves to save it.

For Britain—Able

to Fight Cruiser.
By Arthur S. Draper.

BARROW, July 14. — Alongside a lenge from 
light cruiser ia the naval construc­
tion yards of Vickers. Limited, I saw 
a long, whale-backed craft which 
looked for all the world like one of the 
grain-carrying ships of the Great 
Lakes; in the office of the plant I 
saw a model of an undersea boat built 
in the same yards a few years ago, 
and it looked like one of the' toys of 
the Prospect Park lake in Brooklyn.

Put these submarines side by side 
aud one begins to appreciate the de­
velopment in undersea construction in 
the short span of years since the war 
started. The latest type of British 
submarine is a credit to the greatest 
navy in the world. Perhaps Germany 
lias something better to show, but if 
so it still remains a secret.

From the first days of the war 
everything appertaining to submar­
ines has been enveloped in secrecy.
For a time we received reports of 
ships that had been torpedoed, but 
now the Admiralty supplies the pub­
lic with no names of the ships lost or 
their tonnage. Much has been written 
about the various devices employed in 
snaring submarines, but never has 
there been any official statement for 
public consumption. Columns and 
columns have been published about 
the activities of the U-boats, but rare­
ly is there a line printed about British 
submarines.

I had an opportunity of seeing the 
interior of the latest British sub­
marine, but even if I was permitted to 
describe it the job would be more 
difficult than putting together the 
wheels and springs of a clock. Bat­
teries and bunks, wheels and levers, 
speaking tubes and electric buttons 
are so mixed up that all the novice 
gets is a feeling he has stepped inside 
the storeroom of an overstocked hard­
ware store. But even a novice can 
see at a glance that everything has a 
certain function to perform, and that 
the multiplicity of devices forms a 
harmonious whole. It takes consid­
erable time to build the hull of a sub­
marine, and even longer to construct 
and install its “vitals.”

f'cmld Fight A Cruiser.

Vickers were building submarines 
for the British and Japanese navies 
before the war. In the last three 
years the product of their yards in 
number and size makes their pre-war 
output«eeem elmOfft negligible'. '' To­
day they are rushing work on sub­
marines just as it Admiral Jellicoe 
had Admiral Capelle’s job to do. If 
the Viqkers yard were in Bremen, in­
stead of Barrow, the new British Food 
Controller would have a whole lot 
more to worry him.

I am not permitted to state 
number of submarines Vickers 
built since the beginning of "the war 
nor can I give the length and tonnage 
of the latest, but you may get some 
idea of the size when you know that 
it takes a crew of nearly fifty to run 
one. They can submerge in less than 
a minute and they have a surface 
speed considerably exceeding that of a 
Sandy Hook steamboat. These under­
sea boats can remain away from their 
bases as long as, if not longer than, 
the best Germany has produced. 
Every one has a phonograph and 
some miniature cinemas to amuse the 
men while the boat rests on the bed of 
the sea off a German port sometimes 
for a period of twenty-four hours. At 
best life aboard a submarine is tedi­
ous, dangerous and irksome, but the 
new boats are equipped with a num­
ber of comforts it was impossible to 
install in the cramped quarters of the 
earlier types.

Pre-War Boats Pygmies.

There seems to be no limit in size 
in the building of submarines. The 
last three years have brought a type 
which makes the pre-war boat look 
like a pygmy, and still the naval con­
structors are not satisfied. The de­
velopment in submarine construction 
has been as rapid as the progress 
made in aeroplane building. Some 
day in the near future there may tie 
a submarine as long as a transat­
lantic passenger steamer.

Though they commit cruel acts, 
the German U-boat sailors are brave 
and skilful men. One of Germany’s 
greatest difficulties is to find the 
right men and to train them for sub­
marine work. The motion of a sub­
marine makes for seasickness, no 
mater how experienced the sailor. 
Before a new crew goes out it is 
necessary for it to spend a month or 
six weeks in training under condi­
tions approximating as nearly as pos­
sible those at sea. Germany has lost 
a great number of submarines, and 
she has been compelled to draw 
heavily on her regular navy to make 
good the losses in men.

On the other hand Britain, prim­
arily a nation of seamen, has a much 
larger supply of material from which 
to draw submarine crews. The in­
dependence and excitement of the 
"life of the submarine ' appeal to the 
average British sailor, and the Royal 
Navy finds no difficulty in forming 
crews as fast as there are boats to 
fill. If conditions were reversed, and 
Britain bad the submarine offensive 
instead of the defensive, the toll of 
shipping would undoubtedly run much

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German Collapse 
Likely, Says Paris.

KAISER IN TIGHT CORNER.

' (By Charles H. Grasty.)
Paris, July lO.^Paris is speculating 

pleasurably on the evidences of in 
ternal troubles in Germany. The se­
cret session of the Reichstag, the flit­
tering hither and thither of the Kais­
er afld his Generals, the evident un- 
ejwlnesg Jbf Von Bethmann Hollwqg, 
and above all the Erzberger attack 
and the sensational coalition between 
the Catholic and Socialist Party fit 
into the theory of the war’s sudden 
ending this year by a German col­
lapse, to which many well informed 
people hold tenaciously. Such theor­
ists admit that the present storm 
may blow over, but they assert that 
the meteorological conditions will 
produce another and more serious 
one, and finally militarism and ' Ho- 
henzollernism will be engulfed in a 
hurricane.

Erzberger’s recent visit to Switzer­
land gives point to his present atti­
tude. Paris observers think he as­
certained a few unpleasant truths 
when he went outside the German 
embargo for information. He was 
unsuccessful in his attempt to enlist 
the Vatican in a peace effort, but as 
the result of what he learned by con­
tact with the outside world the scales 
fell from his eyes, and he went back 
home prepared to make sacrifices.

The depreciation of Erzberger’s at­
tack in the German press cannot hide 
the fact that he represented a solid 
block of German opinion, and the 
threatened consolidation for peace 
aims of the two leading parties hith­
erto standing at .extremes has created 
something like 4 panic at Potsdam, 
The German rulers have been play­
ing a dangerous "game. They depend 
on public discipline for sustaining 
the weight of the war. For months 
they have been stretching discipline 
to the breaking point. They have 
been telling the people to be patient 
as the submarine would reduce Eng­
land in two months.

Five months have passed, and Eng­
land has grown far stronger. They 
took a gambler’s risk on the submar­
ines. Not only have the submarines 
tallen short, but their lawless em­
ployment compelled the United States 
to enter the war. Erzberger and oth 
er German observers going to Hol­
land and Switzerland undoubtedly 
have taken home some information 
about the scale and speed of American 
preparations that has brought at least 
partial sight to the wilfully blind eyes 
in Berlin.

The submarine drive has almost 
reached a point where it may be defi­
nitely regarded as a military failure. 
Having built so largely on Its success, 
the people having taken the assur­
ances at their face value, the Kaiser's 
Government is now confronted by the 
problem how to let the public down. 
Paris opinion leans to the belief that 
herein lies the explanation of the air 
raids on England. Their spectacular 
character and comparative success 
may dazzle the German people so as 
to divert their minds from the Ü- 
boats. To the sole necessity of be­
musing the German public is attri­
buted the Kaiser’s tremendous bluff a 
short time ago, which events called 
most embarassingly within two days. 
His telegram to the Kaiserin pro­
claiming the end of the western of­
fensive was followed immediately by 
Messines.

The threatened change in the Berlin 
Government is pointed to here as most 
significant. It is ridiculous to talk of 
the Government falling because it is 
all in the hands of the Kaiser, and he 
never l ms out civil officials except 
because they do not suit him. What 
carries meaning now is that popular 
clamor seems for the first time to be 
having an effect on the Government.
It looks as if the Minister of Marine, 
Von Capelle may have to pay for the 
submarine failure with his head, and 
even Bethmann-Hollweg may have to 
resign at last. Discipline works 
splendidly while it works, but when 
confidence in trusted leadership fails 
the effect of the disillusion may be 
sudden and disastrous.

All eyes here turn expectantly to­
ward Berlin. The leaven of doubt is 
working. Whether now or somewhat 
later, Germany may crack from the 
aggregate pressure of submarine dis­
appointment, the Russian revival, the 
western offensive, and American acti­
vities. One encounters here read ap­
prehension over the new German 
peace effort resulting from these con­
ditions, and the fear is expressed of 
a “whit^ peace" — otherwise peace 
stopping short of the excision of mili­
tarism.

It is believed by many that serious 
internal troubles would lead to Ger­
many’s offering Alsace and Lorraine, 
Belnn and Serbian indemnities, and 
perjKps even the abdication of the 
KaiiSr in favor of his son. Nobody 
doubts here the willingness to carve 
Turkey and parcel out Austria. She 
is known to be feverishly active in ef­
forts to pacify Russia and France 
through self-constituted representa­
tives in Switzerland by assuring each 
that her designs are only on the other 
—that is, playing both ends against
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the middle. Making full all- 
for a speculative margin, the possibili­
ties-of a breakdown in Germany are 
more real than at any time since the 
war begun.

Novel - Reading Saltan
Although the Sultan of Turkey is 

reputed to be the laziest potentate in 
Europe,- he is passionately fond of 
reading. For weeks at a time he will 
shut himself up in his private suite at 
Yildiz Kiosk—the Turkish Bucking­
ham Palace—surrounded with litera­
ture of all kinds, classical works, 
novels, magazines, and newspapers, 
with the exception of his personal 
attendants. Ministers of State, and 
foreign Ambassadors, no one is al­
lowed into the Imperial sanctuary 
during the Sultan’s literary "fits."

But the "Sick Man of Europe” is 
somewhat handicapped, as his know­
ledge of European languages is lim­
ited. In order to overcome this diffi 
culty he employs a translation office. 
Here there are a crowd of officials, 
who speak all the languages of Eu 
rope and the East, and for their use 
all the political and illustrated news­
papers of importance are procured, 
from which extracts are made and 
translated for the Sultan. There are 
fifteen superior translators, called 
dragoman secretaries, in this office, 
and their pay is from ten to forty 
Turkish pounds monthly.

The translations are not limited to 
political publications ; novels and ro­
mances in all languages are also 
translated for the Sultan, and many 
thousands have found their way into 
the Imperial, library. They are all 
written On thick white royal octavo 
gilp-edged paper, and are fastened to­
gether with green and red ribbons by 
the translators themselves.

After circulating through the har­
em they #re preserved in the library. 
The Sultan’s favorite reading is 
criminal romances. He subscribes to 
all newspapers containing reports of 
the proceedings in the Law Courts 
and there is no famous ■ writer of 
stories of crime in any language 
whose works have not been translated 
for him.—Tit-Bits.

THE RUSSIAN SITUATION.
PETRGORAD, July 18.

At a conference of Ministers and 
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delegates 
it was decided to place the city under 
martial control. General Polovtzell, 
Governor of the military district w-as 
summoned and instructed to use all 
loyal troops to put down the insur­
rection. The first clashes between 
the opposing forces occurred on 
Trditsky Bridge, where Cossacks met 
a body of - armed demonstrants. The 
Cossacks were armed only with sa­
bres, A brisk" fire was opened by 
the' insurrectionists whereupon the 
Cossacks fled up Litenay Prospect, 
many abandoning their horses. 
Several Cossacks and twelve 
horses were killed. A later 
brush between armed Govern­
ment troops and Maximalists occur­
red in the neighborhood of the Duma. 
The Maximalists . were quickly dis­
persed leaving behind 17 wounded. 
The majority of the regiments of tjie 
Petrograd garrison arid most of thé 
armored motor detachments are sup­
porting the Government. A machine 
guri. regiment at Striente signified its 
willingness to come to the Govern- 
meriVa aid. Premier Lvoff sent this 
telqgram to all Provisional Govern­
ment Commissaries: “In reply to 
your inquiry the Minister Of the In­
terior informs you that reports re­
garding arrests of members of the 
Provisional Government are fàlse. As 
to the appeals to overthrow the Gov­
ernment by force of aims and the 
transfer of all powers to soldiers and 
workmen these appeals had the char­
acter of irresponsible acts on the part 
of members of the extreme minority 
and were received in an unfriendly 
manner by the people.

CANADA TO HAYE GENERAL

OTTAWA, July 18.

Six Liberals voted with the Govern­
ment, six Conservatives voted with 
the Opposition.

The reception held last evening at 
the Episcopal Library by Hie Grace 
the Archbishop was attended by a 
large number or the Câthoïic teachers 
at present in, the city. Tp meet the 
teachers beside His Grace the Arch­
bishop were also His Lordship Bishop 
Power", Rt. Rev. Monsignors St. John, 
Reardon and McDermott,V.O., Fathers 
Donnelly and Finn of Harbor Grace 
and the Priests of the Cathedral and 
St. Patrick’s.

After the teachers had been pre­
sented to the Archbishop by Dr. Burke 
refreshments were served and a very 
enjoyable musical programme was 
gone through under the direction of 
Mr. C. Hutton, assisted by Mrs. Cahill. 
Misses Ryan, Browne and Harris.

Towards the close of the evening 
His Grace made a short address to 
the teachers. He said he was very 
pleased to have the opportunity to 
welcome to St. John’s so many Catho­
lic teachers from all parts of the Is­
land. He felt that the occasion 
should not be allowed to pass without 
a word of welcome and an expres­
sion of appreciation on the part of 
the Church of the very important and 
noble work which the teachers were 
performing throughout the Colony. 
His Grace then referred to the pur­
pose for which the teachers had as­
sembled at this time and said that It 
was one that was highly commend­
able and praiseworthy, and one that 
had the sympathy and active support 
of the church. He was pleased to 
know that the Summer School up to 
the present time had been a very de­
cided success, that the lectures were 
of a highly instructive and inspiring 
order and that the teachers were tak­
ing such interest in the course. He 
had no doubt that the school would be 
productive of the most excellent re­
sults. Not only would it have the di­
rect effect of promoting better and 
more sceintiflc methods of teaching, 
but it would have the further effect 
of giving the teaching profession a 
higher conception of its very import­
ant and responsible duties. The train­
ing of the young, he said, the de­
veloping of the opening minds of 
children, the formation of their char­
acter and habits was the work second 
only , in importance to the work of the 
church itself. The Importance of 
what he might call the mission of the 
teacher was the lesson he would 
wish most strongly to impress uopn 
the minds of those who were listening 
to him. He would wish to impress 
strongly upon the teachers their re­
sponsibility towards the children un­
der their care. The Church expected 
the influence of the teacher to be al­
ways of an uplifting, elevating na­
ture, and, furthermore, looked to the 
teachers to teacli by example as well 
as by word. His Grace then went on 
to refer to the importance of religious 
instruction and the teaching of the 
Catechism as being amongst the most 
important duties of the teacher. He 
announced that arrangements had 
been made for a series of papers to 
be read by some of the city' priests 
to the Catholic teachers during their 
visit here on subjects bearing upon 
religious instruction. Before conclud­
ing, His Grace said that he was pleas­
ed to learn that the Government was 
likely to accede to the request which 
had been made by the teachers that 
the increase in their salaries should 
become effective as from the First 
of January 1917. He said that he was 
in sympathy with this eminently rea­
sonable request of the teachers and 
he was gratified to know that the 
Government had sympathetically con­
sidered their demands. Bishop Pow­
er followed along similar lines, speak­
ing words of encouragement and ad­
vice to the teachers, and emphasizing 
the importance and responsibility of 
the teachers’ calling. He also spoke 
of the pleasure it gave him to be as­
sociated with the Archbishop in re­
ceiving the teachers this evening. Dr. 
Burke speaking for the assembled 
teachers, expressed their appreciation 
of His Grace’s kindly thought in ar­
ranging for their reception. He spoke 
of the Archbishop’s intimate know­
ledge of educational problems, of his 
unfailing interest in the welfare of the 
teachers, end he assured him that 
that interest was fully appreciated. 
The singing of Cod Save the King 
by the assembled gathering brought a 
very pleasant evening to a close.
