Wonders of Cacti.

Some of the most remarkable den-
izens of the plant world are found in
"the extensive catus family. A num-
ber of these strange plants are mo
doubt familiar to owners of green-
heouses, who sometimes haVe a few
small examples of the hedgehog-like
variety, and others.

These, however, give but a faint
idea of the growth and size arrived at
in cacti, growing naturally in the hot
Mexican deserts. In these dry, stony
’tmcts of land, cactus plants have
‘! been known to reach thirty or forty
feet in height.

An interesting feature of these
plants is found in the wonderful flow-
ers which many of them develop. In
some cases these are of immense size
—say a foot across—and of most
brilliant colours. It is a pity, how-
ever, that these flowers only bloom
for a very short time, and, strangely
enough, some kinds only open at
night. Many years ago, when the
now ‘common ‘“night-blooming - cac-
tus” was a much-prized variety, it is
ion record that invitations were sent
lout by an enthusiastic owner to his
! friends to come to his gardens in
order to witness the blooming of one
of these singular plants.

Another ‘remarkabls

family of

plants—which, incidentally, have an
equally remarkably name—are the
mesembryanthemums, which are
confined chiefly to the dry districis
of South Africa.

Other curious fleshy-leaved South
African plants are the

carrion-loving flies, by the
process of having brown and purple
leathery flowers which stink. That
is the only word that adequately de-
scribes the perfume of these blos-
soms.

Britain Supreme.

Score another aerial triumph
for Britannia, the now acknow-
ledged conqueror of the air as
well as the ruler of the waves.
Her big dirigible, lighter than
air, ship has completed the
crossing and recrossing of the
Atlantic Ocean, and thus
pioneered the way for transport
through cloud-land. On the
Eastward passage the giant air-
ship beat her Westward run by
thirty-three hours—the latter,
because of considerable circle
sailing over the Northern route
taking one hundred and eight
hours to accomplish, the former
being done in seventy-five hours,
the route for the homeward
journey from Mineola being
chosen for its proximity to the
regular steamship lane between
the American and European
Continents, and while longer
than the Northern route of the
Eastward trip, being twice the
over-sea distance, of the first
flight, its freedom from fogs
and storms was a factor too im-
portant to be left out of consid-
eration. On the run this way
the airship followed a course
of thirty-two hundred miles,
while on the home run this dis-
tance was considerably lessen-
ed; and with favorable winds
the aerial liner cut down the
time by near}y one-third.

The track' followed by R-34;

when homeward bound, runs in
a due Easterly direction from
Sandy Hook, New York, for a
distance of twelve hundred
miles, and then makes an ab-
rupt turn into the great circle
track which leads to the Fast-
net Rock, the first land to be
made and the last to be seen,
when nearing and leaving the
Irish Coast, by steamers. This
turn from the straight Easter-
ly course adds sixteen hundred
miles to the run, so that the
over-water flying of the dirig-
ible compassed twenty-eight
kundred miles or double that of
the Western flight. But the
more favorable weather condi-
tions was an advantage that
could not be missed, and the
wisdom of taking the Southerly
route for the home run has been
demonstrated.

Every former record for
trans-Atlantic journeys has
been hopelessly beaten by Ma-
jor Scott and his heroes of the
air. The blue ribbon is in pos-
session of R-34 for some consid-
erable time to come, and whe-
ther or not an aerial mail and
passenger service will be in-
augurated at an early date the
honor of being the leaders
ithrough uncharted air spaces
will belong to Britons. who with
the steady perseverance and
daring courage of their ances-
tors have accomplished by
aereplane and airship the seem-
ingly impossible, and created a
brand new record which may
be, in time, equalled but given
similar conditions, never sur-
passed.

Long Hours and
Shert Wages.

Editor Evening Tclegram,

Dear Sir,—Would you kindly pub-
lish this letter at your earliest con-
venience.

I have been thinking about writing
this letter for a long time, concerning
the closing hours of stores on Duck-
worth and New Gower Streets. I
hope, that as the clerks have formed
an Association, this will be one of
the first matters they will bring up
for discussion, and try to remedy.

It is a pity that we have a few

business men on Duckworth and New
Gower Streets who still persist in
keeping their stores open after the
time appointed for closing. I noticed
as I passed along Duckworth Street
last week at 5.30 o’clock that the ma-
jority of the stores were not closed
and no sign of closing now. Why is
this? Surely the clerks employed in
these stores deserve the extira hour
as do those on Water Street. I say,
that it is time for these clerks to
stand up and demand their rights.

I was speaking to a clerk who is
employed in one of these stores, and
he tells me that he has had three
holidays in nine years, that is, out-
side of the regular whole and half
holidays. Just imagine, three whole
holidays in nine years! He must be

working with a charitable man. Still

they tell us we are living in a free
country. To my idea, the only thing
we have free is the air we breathe;
and if we are to judge by the number
of mofors that are around us it will
soon not be fit to even breathe.

I wonder if any of these business
men on Duckworth Street would like
to have their sons and daughters
slaving in a store from 8.30 in the
morning until 6.30 in the evening,
and until 11.30 Saturdays. Another
matter I would like to write about is
the wages. That clerks are compell-
ed to work from ten to twelve hours
per day for which the majority of
clerks in this town receive from $15
to $17 per week. Will any person
tell me how any person can live on
these wages? Clerks are the poorest
paid workers in this town, and con-
sidering the appearance they have to
keep up behind a counter, they should
be paid $30 per week. Clerks in
Canada are being paid these wages.
Why not here, too, where the cost of
living is so much higher than in Can-
ada.

I hope that all the clerks in this
town will join the Association. I am
not a member at present. But come
along to the next meeting and we
will join and demand our rights,
which I mught sum up in these words
--A LIVING WAGE.

Defies Roosevelt to
Debate on Irish.

If Iieut. Col. Theodore Roosevelt
iz desirous of engaging in a debate
Sbhamus O’Sheel, poet and president
of the William Rooney Society, Iis
prepared to accomodate him. In
fact, O’Sheel, in a letter seal to
young T. R. recently, defies the

Field Marshal Hindenburg iInllows
Bethmann-Hollweg’s example :in of-
fering to shoulder William II's war
| responsibilities. He telegraphs the
!Ebert government that he was ac-
1 countable for all decisions and acts
at Grand Headquarters from August
29th, 1919, until the signing of the
Armistice. In making this asser-
tion Hindenburg shows generosity.
Tecnically, he was the head of the
rarmies during the period named. But
little concealment has been made of
the fact that early in 1917 his power
passed to Ludendorff, who became
for the rest of the war a practical
military and political dictator. Lu-
dendorff’'s’ judgment was far Iless
sound than Hindenburg’s, and Ger-
many suffered from the substitution.
But the former’s propensity to take
big risks and engage in showy en-
terprises made him more popular
with the clique which controlled the
Kaiser. What part Hindenburg had
in forcing the United States into the
war and in planning the 1918 offen-
gsives in France is still uncertain.
But it was not a decisive part. Logi-
cally, therefore, he injures th: Kai-
ser’s case! when he tries to relieve
him of rsponsibility for the acts
and policies of the German High
Command. If he is accountable for
what others did, William II. is simi-
larly accountable. For th2 Ilatter
was always legally and constitution-
ally the supreme commander of the
armies and the head of th: state.
Hindenburg was responsible ‘o him
as “War Lord” to the same extent to
which Ludendorff and others were
responsible to Hindenburg.

Profitable Purchase.

40,000,000 YARDS OF LINEN.

London, July 9.—Leoner J. Martin, a
young English business man, who
deals in agricultural machinery, has
bought for $20,000,000 from the British
government about forty million yards
of linen, which was intended for mak-
ing airplanes. He knew nothing about
linen, but bought it for speculation.

Martin is 37 years old, and began
his career, he says, with a capital of
about $500.

“I bought over the heads of every-
body else,” he said in discussing the
big deal, “simply by offering a higher
price than anybody else yould pay.”

The stock of material Martin now
controls represents three years’ nor-
mal supply. He ic reckoning on a
profit of about $5,000,000. Of that
amount, $2,000,000 would go teo the
British Treasury in excess profits, and
another $1,250,000 in super tax. The
linen has been for sale by the Govern-
ment since January, under an offer
to sell to the general public in eighty
vard lengths, and one hundred yard
bales, but only $1,000 worth of it had
been purchased.

“Belfast people,” said Martin, “im-
agined they had the stuff between their
two fingers. A barge of this linen was
actually manufactured after the ar-
mistice, because the Belfast mill own-
ers refused to allow their contracts to
be cancelled.”

They went on making linen in mill-
jons of yards at 40 to 50 cents a yard.
Then they offered the government 7
cents a yard to take it back. Their
price later went up to about 25 ceuts
a yard, and it was still hoped, in view
of the monopoly, to sell it to the pub-
lic at three shillings. They could have
re-equipped all the mills in Ulster out
of the profits. I have got the linen at
about double the final Belfast offer.”

The neport that the peace terms
were td be signed gave rise to pa-
triotic demonstrations throughout
Germany. In Berlin and Munich
and other large German towns pro-
cessions were formed, which passed
along the principal streets singing
old war and imperial songs, and
loudly cheering the old generals. All
the German newspapers are greatly
excited, and all express the hope for
revenge. The question of the
bringing to trial of the ex-Kaiser,
as provided for in the terms of the
treaty, has caused the greatest possi-
ble consternation, and the German
Officers’ Association has urged the
Dutch Gqévemment by telegraph not
to deliver up the ex-Emperor. They
say they represent millions of Ger-
mans. ‘“We can protect the Kaiser
with our bodies, but we rely on the
generosity of the Dutch people,” says
the telegram. The “Kreuzzeitung”
publishes an appeal to officers of the
old 1914 Army to send a letter to
President Ebert stating that they
will place themselves at the disposal
of the Allied court of justice to re-
ceive sentence should the Kaiser be
sentenced. Every single officer de-
clares that he will go to Holland to
protect the Kaiser. “Everybody,”
says the appeal, “will come, and when
we arrive at the frontier we shall
find a way across.”

REFUSED MEN’S DEMANDS.
NEW YORK, July 15.

The demands of the striking marine
workers, at this and other Atlantic
ports, for union recognition to-day
continued to be the principal stumbl-
ing block in the way of a settlement
of the walk out which yesterday at
noon was operated by the U. S. Ship-
ping Board. The spread of the strike
to Government controlled boats result-
ed from a refusal of the Shipping
Board of officials to grant the sea-
men’'s demand for three shifts of eight
hours each at sea, and preference to
union members. Further efforts to end
the strike were resumed here to-day,
but the union leader predicted that
unless the men’'s demands were met
in full, there was little chance of an
agreement.

Our Roads.

NECESSITY FOR IMPROVEMENT.

ARTICLE "11.

In my opinion the first direction our
energies should take should be to en-;
deavour to better our means of in-
ternal communication.

It is a sad commentary on our three
hundred years of colonization that we,
kave not one first class road in tho'
country. Indeed we have very few that
would rank as third class despite all
the money expended for the purpose,
Besides there are several very im-
portant settlements in the country
that have no comniunication except DY |
water. A few years ago there was a
very good carriage road from Holyrood
to Placentia. To-day it is overgrown
with bushes and a traveller has to take
an axe to edgar the fallen timber if he
wants to get along with comfort or
even safety. True, since the railway
was built the great bulk of the traffic
has been borne that way; but if we
are to develop any of the resources of
that neighbourhood the maintenance of
this road is essential. With a good
motor road to Placentia there is no
part of this country so likely to at-
tract visitors with the consequent re-
sult that a great deal of money would
be expended amongst the farmers,
fishermen, boatmen, guides. Besides,
along the valleys of the = Salmonier,
North Harbour, Colinet and Rocky
Rivers there are many square miles of
splendid agricultural land which if we
want to keep our people at home, will
have to be cultivated. This we can-
not hope to do without good roads.

Again the north side of Bonavista
Bay from Gambo to Wesleyville is
without a road, a distance of forty
miles with a large and industrious
population who, in spite of the im-
mense amount of revenue they have
paid into the treasury for generations
have practically nvu communi-
cation with the . railroad ex-
cept by water. There are
several other localities I might
mention, particularly en the West
Coast. Not only are we deficient of
roads in several localities but those
we have, or, at least the greater num-
ber of them arc very little btter than
cow paths. We have been spending
money year after year ostensibly for
roadmaking but we all know that, in
a great many cases the roads were the
least thought of. The money was gen-
erally used for the purpose of doing
the most good to the sitting member
or members in the first place, and,
| secondly every man in each locality
thought he had a right to a share of
“his own money” and, consequently
very little attention was paid to th2
amount of work performed or the re-
sult to the highway. It wes thought
sufficient to place a few shovelfuls of
whatever material was to hand and
leave the rest to “Jack Frost.” The
consequence was that, with the melt-
ing snow and rains of spring every
bit of surface was washed away again.
This in spite of the fact that, for hun-
dreds of miles of our existing roads,
we are near unlimited @uantities of
some of the best material in the world
for a good roadbed viz., small beach
stones. Where we have to-day roads
over which it is positively dangerous
to travel we should be able to have our
mails and passengers carried by motor
with comfort and despatch. This is

However it is obvious
that the railroad at present is inade-
quate for the traffic and needs
the outlay of a large amount of
money in the road itself and the roll-
ing stock before it can perform the
work required with any degree of
satisfaction. Who is to blame for the
present condition of affiairs I am rot
in a position to judge, but I should
think the difficulty of procuring
labour and material during the period
o° the war.must have had considerable
to do with it. The fact remains how-
ever, that the country needs a much
better service tham it is getting at
present. It should be the duty of
every citizen to use all the influence at

;his command to better the conditions

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Freedom of City
Given to Prince.

London, July 10.—The freedom of
{he city of London, which has just
been presented to the Prince of
Wales, is one of the most cherished
and ancient of civic privileges. Until
quite recent times nc person was per-
mitted to trade in the city of Londoa
unless he possessed the  freedom of
the city, but this has now given way
to a system which permits the pur-

chase of the right to trade.

The document given to His Royal

Highness is a small piece of parch-
ment inscribed with his name and
titles, and guaranteeing to him and
his descendants many privileges to
which he would not otherwise bhe

entitled. 'Thus he will not have to,

pay a tax on any goods bought with-
in the cityl gates, nor will he have
to render any military or naval ser-
vice. Should he fall on evil times, the
Prince of Wales would be entitled to
pecuniary aid.

Should he pass away, leaving chil-
dren behind, the City Chamberlain
would educate them, and administer
their property until they arrive at
