“You have the brawn and the 

brains in Britain, but neither are de­
veloped to proper advantage. No man

then imagine that by a fortnight or 
so of forcer training that he can go 
into the ring and beat a man who is 
as hard as nails because he has re­
garded his health and fitness as the 
greatest asset of ring-craft.

“Theoretically a man may know all 
there is to known about boxing, but un­
less his knowledge is backed by mus­
cles of iron, horse-like stamina, and a 
perfect constitution, he will never 
achieve his ambition.

‘‘It seems to me that the average 
'boxer in this country is content to 
win a fight, get hie purse and live the 
life of a gentleman until some pro­
moter can put up enough money .to 
temp him to meet one of the world's - 
champions. Experience of the past has 
proved how pitiful the result has 
been. Your best men have been 
knocked down like nine-pins when it 
has come to meeting combatants who 
are in no way superior in muscle or 
mind, but are stronger in nerve and 
immeasurably superior constitution­
ally.

“They Must Train.”
“Your English hoys lack nothing in 

courage or determination. They have 
the heart to win, but they do not go 
about it in the right way. They must 
train, train—and then train.

“They must realize that when they 
meet men from other countries they 
are coming up against opponents who 
believe that training is the essence of 
victory. If an aspiring champion is 
employed during the day on ordinary 
work which precludes him from par­
ticipating in some hobby such as I j 
have mentioned, let him devote what 
spare time he has to the perfection of 
his body. Let him substitute the gym­
nasium for the kinema and music-hall, 
let him abandon cheering his favorite 
football team on Saturday afternoons

A foot­
ball match or a dance will arouse 
the enthusiasm of the young 
generation, but in a matter of 
public importance they are 
apathetic.

What of the others ? The 
mother denies herself of- her 
share of the food in order to 
maintain the strength of the 
breadwinner.

and less ; repairs cannot be made 
to the house, and finally she too 
is driven by the children’s cries 
for food to leave her family and 
seek work. The result is that

are these difficulties to be over­
come? Bear in mind that the 
rich as well as the poor have to 
put up with the dust of the city, 
that the flies which breed in 
poisonous drains are no respec­
ters of persons, that the foul air 
of the slums finds its way also 
into the palatial residences not 
far removed from them, and yet 
whatever epidemics are preval­
ent find their victims, for the 
most part in the homes of those 
who are poorly circumstanced.

• These are the factors which 
must be considered and the rea­
sons why such is the case are 
not far to seek. The command 
given nearly two thousand years 
ago, “FEED MY LAMBS,” is 
explained more often than not

and evil influences.
We are faced with jb, difficult 

proposition if we are really de­
termined to bring about an im­
proved condition of things. To­
day we are applying emergency 
measures to the evils that exist, 
and undoubtedly the efforts 
which we are making are com­
mendable, but we must apply 
the axe to the very roots of the 
evil if we are to succeed in our 
campaign. All the influence that 
we possess must be brought to 
bear upon the authorities until 
they have . cut overhead ex­
penditure to the minimum in 
order to enable them to reduce 
the taxes. Our voices should be 
raised in protest against every 
case of profiteering that comes 
to our notice, and if our voices 
are unheeded let us use the

We ask 
ourselves this question and we 
yet are fully aware that the re­
sponsibility is our very own.

DR. JOHN MURPHY, &AJLC.
, We regret to announce thât in spite 
of the unremitting attention of his re­
latives, brother physicians and attend­
ants and the gallant fight made by the 
patient himself, Dr. John Murphy pass 
ed away at 5 o’clock this morning.

Stricken with Infantile paralysis on 
the 10th of September, during the per­
formance of hie professional duties, 
Dr. Murphy remained conscious ot his 
surroundings until three hour» be­
fore the end came, and even, when 
possible, assisted those who were at­
tending him. A week ago when his 
condition was considered critical the 
Sacred Rites of the Church were ad' 
ministered. The deceased was 3Î" year 
of age and was the youngest son 
of the Hon. J. J. and Mrs. Murphy. 
Educated at St. Bopaventure’s Col­
lege, he proceeded from that Institu­
tion to Ampleforth College, Eng., and 
afterwards completed his course of 
study at the London Hospital Medical 
College and obtained his degree in 
1916. War having broken out, he Join­
ed the Student Officers Training Camp 
and secured his „ commission upon 
graduation. He was sent out to Mace­
donia as medical officer with the Rifle 
Brigade and later was transferred to 
the medical unit on the Bulgarian 
front. He was on active service until 
the troops were demobilized when he 
returned to his native land and open­
ed a practice In St. John’s. - Here he 
quickly gained a high reputation in 
the profession especially in surgical 
work. In 1913 he married Miss Elsie 
Kenway of Bristol, England, who with 
three children survives him, one boy 
and two girls, the youngest an infant.

The late Dr. Murphy's fight with 
death was anxiously watched by the 
whole community by whom he was 
highly esteemed, and the deepest sym­
pathy is felt for his bereaved relatives.

The funeral will take place on Sun­
day afternoon at 3 o’clock from his 
late residence on Duckworth Street A 
military funeral has been arranged, 
and six of his brother officers will act 
as pall bearers. Ex-service men of all 
ranks are also invited to attend.

Mariolatry has led the 
Protestant Church to go to the other 
extreme and not give Mary her prop­
er place. The man who does not be­
lieve in the Angels who are men­
tioned in the birth story Is a Sad- 
ducee. They did not believe in Angels.

Nazareth at the birth of Jeans was 
a city of 20,000, at the junction of two 
of the greatest trade routes of the 
world, and had become a cess pool 
so that It seemed as though no good 
thing could come therefrom. But in 
that city was a woman endowed with 
grace and character and royal line­
age. The Lord was with her. She was 
not troubled because an angel ap­
peared, but in her humility was sur­
prised that the angel should call her 
one filled with grace.

! tional. If God is limited by the laws 
i man has discovered the Virgin is im­
possible; but there are birth laws 
men do not know. The statement of 
the angel gives absolute rest. Men 
accept or reject this doctrine accord­
ing to their philosophy of God. If 
Jesus was not of Virgin birth he was 
the miraculous and perfect son of 
imperfect parents. Jesus ' as the sec­
ond Adam is as impossible on the 
basis of the theory of evolution »as 
was the first Adam. One doctrine de­
clares Mary to be immaculate in or­
der to provide for the sinlessness of 
Jesus. Our right of private judgment 
would lead us to demand that the 
same rule be required regarding 
Mary’s mother and so indefinitely. 
The true doctrine of the Immacùlate 
Conception Is that Jesus, the unborn 
child, was withheld by divine act 
from contact with sinfulness.

SO GREAT A BOOK.
therefore demands study. The Bible 
is not being studied as it ought even 

j by the church. Some people keep a 
! Bible. Some people open the Bible 
{ and put a finger down on a text look­

ing for guidance. The speaker pro­
tested. Some people read according 
to a committee’s plan. He knew of a 
woman who for 40 years, only missing 
25 Sundays, marked every text she 
heard discussed.

HIGHER CRITICISM
So called Is a legitimate thing un­
less you include a certain material­
istic school which denies all miracle.

The Loss of
Schooner Little Gem

Capt. D. Stoyles who lost his echr. 
Little Gem at Labrador during the 
early part of the month is at present 
in the city. He leaves in a day or 
two for the coast in an endeavour to 
locate the wreck and salve some of 
his fishing gear. The echr. Little 
Gem with about 550 qtls. codfish, left 
Pleasure Harbor about 6 o’clock Fri­
day morning, Sept. 6th, bound across 
the Straits. When about 6 miles east 
of St. Peter’s Islands Capt Stoyles 
noting that the rising wind threaten­
ed a hurricane started to take in can­
vas and steer for Henley Harbor. In 
bringing his schooner to windward 
the foremast broke and about 14 feet 
of the spar with the two jibs and 
foresail came down bringing with it 
the main mast. Two of the crew 
were caught underneath the wreckage 
And Capt. Stoyles thought at first that 
they had been filled, but fortunately 
they escaped injury. The Captain’s 
son Albert who was at the Helm was 
knocked down the companionway 
into the cabin by a piece of the top- 
jjast which hit him on the head and 
also smashed three spokes from the 
wheel. Although stunned by “the blow 
he recovered after a short while. 
After the schooner was dismasted she 
became helpless. Heavy seas playing 
on her decks made it almost impos­
sible for the crew to leave in safety. 
A quantity of oil was poured on the 
water and all were enabled to get 
aboard their motor boat, in which 
they reached the schr. Sarah M. Capt 
Miller who landed them at Henley 
Harbor. The Little Gem had on 
board 320 qtls. codfish, five casks cod 
oil, two cod traps and all the neces­
sary outfit for a fishing schooner. 
None of the cargo or outfit was insur­
ed and the loss to Capt Stoyles is a 
severe one..

Highland Gatherings
The origin of the Highland Gather­

ing dates from the time when forays 
and battles were a part of the life of 
the clansmen. Highland games en­
couraged the most virile members of 
the clan and caused the clansmen to 
strive in healthy rivalry. In those far- 
off days there was no entrance fee; 
there were no spectators from the 
south to strive, often unsuccessfully, 
to follow the various events and pro­
nounce names unfamiliar to the Sas- 
unnach or English ear.

There are few primitive, and there­
fore attractive, Highland gatherings 
in these civilized times. One—in the

island of South Uist, in the Outer 
Hebrides—Is noteworthy in this re­
spect. Here no admission fee is 
charged, there are no fashionable 
spectators to • sit in boredom watch- 
in the puzzling events. Yet excellent 
prize money is given, the result al­
most entirely of local subscriptions, 
and the spectators consist of Gaelic­
speaking men and1 women, following 
eagerly the fortunes of the competi­
tors, all of whom are known to them 
personally.

The month of the more fashionable 
Highland gatherings dates from mid- 
August to mid-September.

In August the Crieff and Nairn 
meetings are held, and, toward the

end of the month, the Lochaber Gath­
ering at Fort will lam and the Skye 
Gathering at Portree.

The first week of September sees 
the fashionable meeting at Aboyne, 
on Deeside, and the Braemar Gather­
ing, to which an incredible number of 
persons, attracted by the presence of 
royalty, flock.

Then come the Argyllshire Gather­
ing at Oban and the Northern Meet­
ing at Inverness, with its two highly 
fashionable balls, crowded with 
dancers.

Piping forms a considerable part 
of each Highland meeting, and the 
playing of fine classical music of the 
Highland pipe—Piobaireach (Anglice

Pibroch), or Great Music—Is the event 
usually taken first on the proramme. 
Ths event—the most truly Highland 
one in any gathering—is held early, 
when tew spectators are on the 
ground, -for the simple reiason that 
few persons nowadays show any in­
terest in the finest form of pipe music.

A pibroch is a slow and usually a 
very old composition. It probably 
goes back three hundred years, to the 

! time when Patrick Mor Maccrimmon 
was piper to MacLeod of MacLeod at 

] Bun vegan, in Skye,f and composed a 
number- of immortal tunes. Very few 
pibroch tunes have been composed 
during the past hundred years.— 
Seton Gordon in Daily Mail.

Canton, China, Aug. 4. (A.P.)—The 

Kuomintang, the party of Dr. Sun 
Yat-Sen, president of the South China 
republic, took advantage of the re­
cent strike of house boys at Sham- 
een, the foreign settlement of Can­
ton, to reiterate the party's pro- 
foreign policy. In a statement given 
out by Dr. C. C. Wu, son of the late 
Wu Ting-fang, one time minister to 
Washington, the Kuomintang refuses 
to entertain an alleged proposal of 
certain Shanghai members of the 
party to rescind the party’s order re­
fraining from anti-foreignism. -

A new and stronger order was in 
fact Issued. This reads: “It is the 
duty of this party to make China a 
really independent and sovereign statft 
on the basis of the party’s three 
principles. It regards all narrow 
and anti-forelgn sentiments as harm­
ful to society and the world at large, 
and detrimental to the complete in­
dependence and equality of the Chin­
ese state and race. For this reason 
the party has always strongly exert­
ed. itself in suppressing such tend-; 
eneies."

The pronouncement asserts that 
even during the Boxer uprising of 
1900, when the Manchus were en­
couraging the Boxers In their “Insane 
movement to destroy the foreigner” 
the Kuomintang, which had started a 
revolution at Waichow, accorded 
protection to foreign life and proper­
ty. Since then the revolutionaries, 
whenever they took up arms, never 
failed to take special care to give 
adequate protection to foreigners.

The northern militarists on the 
other hand, Dr. Wu's statement con­
tinues, "having usurped the Peking 
government, have not hesitated to 
work in league with the imperialis­
tic powers, and to sell the country in 
order to further their selfish alms. 
Our people have often denounced 
their slavishneaa towards foreign 
powers, but the minds of the mili­
tarists and reactionaries are really 
suffused with medieval and monar­
chist notions and superstitions which 
arc closely associated with anti- 
sentiments. While in their conduct 
they are servile, in their mentality 
they are really hostile to foreigners.
