it is time that steps were taken to 
protest against the passage of laws 
that are obviously fraught, with 
mischief to the welfare if not the life of 
our Colony.

of sentiment that prevails throughout 
the whole Colony against even the 
temporary establishment of the capital 
at Stump City. It is not our present 
purpose to canvass the relative merits 
or demerits of any of the proposed 
sites for the capital. Common sense, 
unaided by argument, must inwardly 
convince the most narrow-minded and 
prejudiced that with no show of justice 
to nine-tenths of the Colonists repre­
senting the wealth and intelligence of 
the country can it be placed at New 
Westminster, and within a few days 
monster petitions, signed by nearly 
every person within reach, from the 
Rocky Mountains to Vancouver 
Island, excluding New Westminster 
alone, will pour into the Council 
Chamber, and satisfy the Legislature 
and the Government of the feelings of 
the people on the subject. Governor 
Seymour, who has subjected himself to 
severe strictures for the flippant and 
unbecoming manner in which he treats 
this question—one that he is fully 
aware has created an intense amount 
of public interest—in his opening 
speech, has promised to address the 
House on the subject by message, 
giving his reasons for selecting New 
Westminster as the seat of Govern­
ment. The Council will, no doubt, be 

, told that an Imperial Act constituted 
New Westminster, or as it was first 
named, Queensborough, the capital of 
British Columbia, that the merging of 
Vancouver Island into an integral 
part of British Columbia leaves the 
operation of the Act intact, and that 
without the sanction of the Imperial 
Government no change in the seat of 
Government can be made. Assuming 
such to be the tenor of His Excellency’s 
explanation and his view of the ques­
tion to be sound, he will then have the 
fittest opportunity afforded him of 
gracefully bowing to the “ well-under­
stood wishes of the people.” Let him 
leave tho Council free and un trammel­
ed to address the Throne In accord­
ance with the popular desire, und jus­
tice will be done. Wo do not blame 
the three hundred inhabitants of New 
Westminster for using every effort to 
retain the seat of Government. They 
batten on official patronage ; but, 
if a large majority of Colonists 
are losers by the vain effort to 
build up a rival to Victoria on the 
banks of the Lower Fraser, New 
Westminster interests must give way, 
and our wealth, energies and resources 
be directed to the development of the 
spot that will best promote the inter­
ests and prosperity oL the greatest 
number.

The revision of the Tariff is a sub­
ject that demands the most careful 
consideration of the Council. We 
shall have occasion hereafter to point 
out some of what we consider to be 
the defects, and to suggest wherein 
modifications and improvements may 
be properly introduced ; in the mean 
time, the House will be asked by the 
junior member for the City to put a 
stop to the present preposterous and 
decidedly illegal practice of collecting 
duties and head money on goods and 
passengers shipped from Victoria to 
New Westminster.

The Death of Henry Harrop.
Messrs Editors :—Presuming that you 

would not intentionally injure anyone or mis 
represent the facts of a case to the extent of 
creating a prejudice that might involve 
serious consequences, I beg to correct a state­
ment made in your issue of 26th inst., to the 
effect that I had returned to Comox, leaving 
your readers to believe that I wished to evade 
justice and had shown an amount of reckless 
indifference of which I am incapable. It 
would be quite out of place to say anything 
of the very distressing affair at this moment, 
as a judicial inquiry will enlighten the pub­
lic in due time. B'ut in justice to myself, 
it is necessary to state, that I never left my 
unfortunate friend from the moment of the 
accident till death had put an end to his 
sufferings ; that I have never been away from 
Victoria since I arrived here, accompanied 
by my wounded friend, and have no intention 
of leaving until my character is cleared from 
any stain that would be involved in a crimi­
nal intention to injure Harrop, with whom I 
was always on the closest terms of friend­
ship.

A. F. Pemberton.
Dr Davie, sworn—Testified that he had 

made a post-mortem, examination of the 
body of the deceased, and found under the 
left arm an apparent gun-shot wound ; re­
moved the thoracic viscera and found the 
right and left lung had been perforated, as 
well as ose of the vertebre of the back. 
One of the ribs on the right side was broken, 
and outside that rib the ball which I now 
produce was lodged beneath the skin. The 
mischief produced was a shock to the spinal 
column, entire loss of power in the lower 
extremities, inflammation of the lungs and of 
the pleura, and by sympathy, inflammation of 
the intestioes, all of which combined to im­
pair and exhaust the powers of life. The 
gun.-shot wound produced the effects which 
led to death in the manner described.

By the Foreman—The lungs were not 
previously in a healthy state, there was con> 
siderable tubercular disease, which would 
probably have developed itself in a year or 
two ; nevertheless the immediate cause of 
death arose from the effects produced by the 
gun-shot wound.

Henry Holder, the person charged with 
firing the fatal shot, who has been in Vic­
toria since the sad affair happened, was 
present during the enquiry.

The Coroner informed Holder that there 
was no charge against him at present other 
than what was contained in the evidence of [ 
the deceased; but that it would be advisable 
before the jury were called upon to find 
whether this was a case of manslaughter or 
otherwise, that they should be made aware 
of the circumstances under which the shot 
which produced death was fired, and he 
should, therefore, adjourn the inquest until 
Monday next, at 1 p. ra., to enatile the ac­
cused to bring witnesses down from Comox. 
Holder declined to make any statement.

Old Diggings Giving a Good Account of 
Themselves.—Iu 1860, a miner known 
‘ Jackass John ’ prospected the Similkameen 
river, wing-dammed a small portion of that 
stream, and took out $40 in two days, when 
the water rose and drove him out. The re­
sult of these two days’ work by ‘Jackass 
John’ caused the rush to Similkameen and 
Rock creek in I860, but the discoverer hav­
ing gone to Salmon river, which then offered 
attractions to ‘ loose fish,’ the exact locality 

never discovered, and the prospectors re­
turned disappointed to Fraser river. ‘ Jack­
ass John’ visited Salmon, Boise. Blackfoot

Parejo v. Capl. Williams and owners of 
the Active—Action was brought to recover 
damages alleged to have been sustained by 
neglect of defendants to deliver filtten boxes 
of grapes and sweet potatoes consigned to 
plaintiff from San Francisco. The fruit and 
potatoes, it was alleged, were carried to New 
Westminster through mistake, and when re­
turned to Victoria were found to have spoiled. 
The fruit was sold by auction and realized 
$51. It was shown that plaintiff first pre­
sented a bill for $52 99, which defendants 
agreed to pay ; subsequently the first ac­
count was withdrawn by plaintiff and another 
account of $l(-8, the alleged value of the 
goods in Victoria, presented, and to recover 
which suit was brought. Mr Ring, instructed 
by Drake & Jackson, for plaintiff; and 
Pearkes & Green lor defendants.

threats of personal violence toward him 
were constantly made, and knots of aoory 
men filled the halls. Several hours after the 
adjournment, and at an early hour on the 
following morning, two or three members 
called upoo the Secretary and threatened 
him with personal violence unless the mem» 
bers were paid.

The question of who will 
come alter Qoeen Isabella, was canvassed in 
the city, and it is said that Napoleon and 
Frances Joseph of Austria, have consulted 
aQd are in accord on the subject of a new 
ruler for the kingdom.

Pops Pius the Ninth delivered a most 
significant address to the officers and solciers 
of the French army previous to their march 
from Rome. He thanked them for their ser- 
vice0, but expressed a doubt as to their cor­
dial reception in France, on account of 
lecving the city and Head of tbe Church 
exposed to the revolution at that moment. 
His Holiness acknowledged that the troops 
were right in obeying orders, and that France 
was a great Catholic Christian nation, adding 
the words, “ its ruler should be Christian 
also.”

Central America,
/ PERU.
Several vessels have recently arrived at 

Callao, with their crews in a deplorable state 
from scurvy. One from Aden had lost four 
men, and eight more were in the last stages 
of the disease. Three other vessels were in 
almost as bad a condition. We learn that 
H. B. M’s Charge has taken the matter np 
very energetically, the vessels being under 
the British flag, and bad instituted a naval 
court of inquiry on them.

New York January 20th.—The steamer 
New York from Aepinwall, arrived to-day.

Advices by this steamer from Valparaiso 
to December 18th gives confirmation to the 
rumor that Chile has refused the mediation 
of England and France o» the Spanish 
question.

A South American Congress is to meet at 
Lima, and the Republics which have not yet 
given their adhesion to the league are to be 
invited. '

Tbe bark Teoumseh, with sixty cannon for 
the Valparaiso fortifications, bad arrived.

The speech discovered no schemes of a pro­
ductive character, such as a road from Na­
naimo to Comox. On the topic of Education 
he expressed the hope that His Excellency 
would favor tbe Free School system as a 
means of utilizing the rising generation and 
drawing immigration, and that it would be 
well supported and largely subsidized.

best intention*, 
flourish without the sympathy and support of 
the people. It there was anything statesman­
like in tbe speech he would be glad if some 
hon gentleman would point it ont. There 
was no industrial policy, no attempt to add 
to the population, or to find and absoib labor ; 
if one thing wtte more necessary than another 
it wae a scheme to find and utilize labor—to 
Stimulate the industries of the country. Take 
.away the gold mines, what would the country 
do? What would be the use of expensive 
loads ? Wbat did the Government propose 
to do ? Nothing ! He was there to assist in 
a friendly spirit in doing all things in which 
the public had any interest.

Hon. Mr Crease thanked bis obliging old 
ex-chief for his kind consideration and for 
kindly feeling with which be (Dr H.) and 
his colleague had addressed themselves to the 
House.

Except 5, all were nominees of the Govern" 
ment. By the order in Council, Clause 5, 
the number of Councillors could not be 
raised above 15, but tbe Governor might 
nominate any less number, he might vary the 
proportions, and take one magistrate instead 
of five. There was no provision in any 
written instrument for the selection of any 
particular persons or of popular members 
beyond the power of nomination given to the 
Governor. They derived their positioo from 
the Governor.

You know that at 
your feet is the grave of great cities 
buried, for which there is no resurrec­
tion, as histories tell us that dynasties 
and aristocracies have passed away, 
to be known no more for ever/ If 1 
say this to these dwellers upon the 
slopes of this mountain, and if there 

1 come hereafter a catastrophe which 
makes the world to shudder, am I re­
sponsible for that catastrophe ? I did 
not build the mountain or fill it with 
explosive materials, I only warned the 
men that were there of their dan­
ger.’’

Loss or the British Bark Envoy— 
HiM.S. Mutine, on Wednesday, brought from 
Tahiti three seamen, late of the bark Envoy 
Captain Murphy, which vessel was wrecked 
on Starbuck Island, in the South Pacific, on 
the 19th of December last. The bark struck 
on a coral reef during thick weather in the 
night-time. The pinnace was stove while in 
the act of launching, and the officers and 
crew staid by the ship until daylight, when 
they managed to lower the longboat and 
reach the island. On shore they found a 
white man and a Kanaka, in charge of a 
guano field, which is owned by a firm at 
Auckland, New Zealand. The vessel held 
together for a week, during which time she 
was stripped of her spars and rigging, and a 
part of the copper. The stores were also 
saved. After the bark had gone to pieces, 
the Captain, with five of his men, started 
for Tahiti, where they were kindly received 
by the British Consul, who sent a vessel to 
the relief of the men still on the Island, who 
were taken off aftei having been eleven 
weeks there« At Tahiti, Commander Swin- 
burn, of H. M. S. Mutine, with character­
istic generosity, offered such of the crew as 
wished a passage to Victoria, and three of 
the unfortunates availed "themsefves of the 
opportunity to come on. The Mutine sub­
sequently visited Starbuck Island and hoist­
ing the Union Jack, took possession of 
the Island in the name of Her Majesty. The 
Island, it is said, does not appear on any of 
the charts in use. The Envoy was owned in 
Liverpool, and brought a cargo of goods to 
this port upwards of two years ago.

Mechanic’s Institute.—Capt Porcher of 
H M S Sparrowhawk, delivered a most in- 
terestiug lecture on the Formation of Coral 
Reefs. Capt. Porcher .spent about four years 
in exploring the coral reefs of Australia and 
the adjacent islands. The sea extending 
betw'een the coast of Australia and the Is­
lands of New Caledonia and New Guinea, 
about 1000 miles, has numerous coral reels, 
and hence is called the Coral Sea. In such 
a vicinity Capt. Porcher had ample oppor­
tunities for studying this remarkable action 
o natuie, by which islands and even vast 
continents are formed from the foundations 
laid in the shape of coral reefs, by myriads 
o Jlittle creatures, half fish, half vegetable, 
called Polypi. Capt. Porcher very minutely 
described the process, illustrating bis de­
scription by chalk drawings on the black­
board, The lecture being of a highly scien­
tific character precludes all possibility of do­
ing justice to the subject by anything less 
than a lull report, which is incompatible 
with our limited space. The lecturer was 
listened to with the greatest attention, and 
wherever a pause occurred the gratified 
audience loudly applauded. The attendance 
was numerous and graced by the presence of 
ladies. A vote of thanks was proposed by 
Mr Watson, seconded and confirmed with 
great applause.

A Promising Young Man—It is said, by 
those who ought to know, that yotmg James 
Gordon Bennett, the son of the venerable 
editor of the New York Herald, and cap­
tain of the yacht Henrietta, unlike most of 
the youth of his native city, neither drinks, 
gambles nor dissipates in any way whatever. 
He is reputed to be l,very smart,” a close 
business man, a practical student, abounding 
in common sense, and only addicted to one 
over ruling passion—that of having the 
fastest and most elegant yacht in the world ;

The Reform Meeting.
We yesterday made brie! allusion 

to the Reform demonstration in 
London. It was a failure, so far as 
numbers was concerned, but was a 
great success when we consider the 
orderly character of those who took 
part in the demonstration. Govern­
ment declined to allow the gathering 
to take place at Hyde Park or the 
Green Park, but the grounds at Beau­
fort House were subsequently placed at 
the disposal of the working classes. 
Flags of all nations were borne in the 
procession, among them the Stars and 
Stripes, in affectionate proximity with 
the Uniou Jack. Only one scene of dis­
order marred the proceedings. At the 
entrance to the grounds, a mob of 
roughs, with their usual instinct tor 
scenes of confusion, had established 
themselves, and reaped a ,,, çich 
harvest. They snatched breast­
pins from the gentlemen in the car­
riages, opened both doors at once, and 
almost dragged the occupants out, 
and when they had alighted, robbed 
them of everythiog they could lay 
their bands upon. One gentleman, 
from Leeds, lost his gold watch, and 
not a few were roughly handled hv 
these ruffians in attempting to defend 
their persons and property. One set 
of roughs bad the audacity to take the 
linch-pins out of a carriage in order 
to get its occupants more completely 
in their power. The principal thorough­
fares from Regent-circus to Old 
Brompton showed none of the sym­
pathy expressed by flags, colors and 
banners. In the Brompton road the 
flag of the Reform League—a not 
very bright or attractive tricolor ot 
red, blue and green—began to be visi­
ble at various points, and tbe ladies at 
the windows waved a more cordial 
welcome. At the Admiral Keppol 
Tavern and elsewhere streamers were 
shown. Seats to view the procession 
were extemporized and advertized to 
be let, but while the number of spec­
tators in windows and balconies in 
creased, the number of spectators on 
the foot pavement diminished. Miss 
Burdett Coutts is genuinely liked by 
the workpeople for her interest in 
their welfare, and the first division of 
the Trades’ procession seeing her in 
the balcony of her house, uncapped 
and cheered. The example was fol­
lowed all down the line, and for an 
hour and a half Miss Burdett Coutts 
was the object of a continuous ova­
tion, which must have repaid her for 
many exertions. It is quite possible 
that some recollection of her father, 
Sir Francis, a genuine Radical, though 
not a genuine democrat, added 
warmth to the popular greeting. The 
speeches of the processionists were 
scarcely even so successful as the 
procession itself. They were natural­
ly a little stilted .and vehement, but 
what was especially disappointing, 
scarcely any of tbe leal leaders of the 
working class spoke at all.

Governor asking for the retention among us 
of Chief Justice Needham has never been 
published ; and in response to numerous ap­
plications we produce, a copy of the document 
below :
Jo His Excellency Frederick Seymour, Gov­

ernor of British Columbia, Vice-Admiral 
o& the same, dec., dec.

May it please your Excellency,—We, the 
undersigned citizens of Victoria having heard 
it rumored that His Honor Chief Jastice 
Needham intends to resign in consequence ot 
matters incidental to the reconsti notion of 
the Supreme Court of the Colony, take occa­
sion to bring under your notice :—

1st.—That Chief Justice Needham was 
appointed Chief Justice of Vancouver Island 
on petition of the late Assembly to Her 
Majesty.

2d.—That i Statute was p.ssed making his 
salary chargeable on tbe general revenue.

3d.—That he came out on the represent­
ation that he could hold office during life 
and good behaviour.

4tb.—That the Assembly, in the interest 
ot the Colony, petitioned Her Majesty's Gov­
ernment to appoint a good Common Law 
lawyer in contradistinction to a practitioner 
in Chancery.

5th.—That in Cbiel Justice Needham we 
possess a Common Law lawyer of pre eminent 
ability, in whom we have tbe fullest confi­
dence.

6th.—That no other person can as a Com­
mon Law lawyer to the same extent command 
our confidence or the confidence of the 
Colony at large.

7th.—That it was always fully expected, 
when tbe Union of tbe Colonies occurred, 
that Chief Justice Needham would be the 
Chief Justice of tbe United Colony.

8th.—Thai the resignation of Chief Justice 
Needham at this time would be regarded as 
a public calamity to this section, io common 
with the rest of the Colony, and one which 
must cause universal regret.

We would, therefore, respectfully pray that 
ycur Excellency may take into your careful 
consideration the peculiar qualification of 
Chief Justice Needham for this exalted posi­
tion, and the unanimous desire of this section 
of your Government that he may continue as 
Chief Justice, and also the paramount neces­
sity that tbe Chief Justice should enjoy the 
confidence of tbe country, and that in any 
reconstruction of the Supreme Court be may 
be made Chief Justice.

A Lesson Twice Taught.
The recollection of the disaster that 

befel a coble frigate on the sands at 
| the entrance of Fraser River, a littje 

more than two years ago, has scarcely 
died out of the popular mind when the 
people of the united Colony will be 
startled by tbe announcement that 
another of Her Majesty’s war vessels, 
while on the way from Victoria te 
New Westminster, has barely escaped 
sharing a similar fate, and that the 
damage sustained by her is of so 
serious a character as to necessitate an 
early visit to a dry dock. It is well 
known that the Malacca left here one 
day last week for New Westminster, 
to be present at the opening‘of the 
Legislative Council, and to fire a salute 
in honor thereof. But it is, perhaps, 
not so well known that on her way 
thither she struck twice, and has since 
leaked freely ; that upon her ar­
rival at New Westminster, and while 
lying opposite the camp, her stern 

1 touched on the muddy bottom ; and 
that when she left the river it was 
with her boilers so filled with Fraser 
river mud as to render them for the 

I time almost useless in the generation 
of steam, and cause the return of 
the ship to this port without a resort 
to her sails a work of extreme 
difficulty. After the destruction of the 
Tribune (the frigate was so badly 
“ hogged” on the Fraser sands as to be 
condemned and broken up on her re­
turn to England), and the consequent 
loss of we don’t know how many 
hundred thousand pounds to the Im­
perial Government, it was naturally 
supposed that no further attempt 
would bo made to fly in the face of 
Providence and repeat the costly 
experiment of navigating Fraser 
River with Her Majesty’s vessels to1 
tickle the self-conceit of a handful of 
people at the (so-called) capital of 
British Columbia. But the sequel has 
shown that the first lessen was insuf­
ficient to prevent another u. lamb being 
led to the slaughter ” at tbe Colonial 
Government “ shambles ”—another of 
Her Majesty’s ships required to be 
immolated at the shrine of guberna­
torial vanity and the presumptuous 
self-conceit of a pampered hamlet, 
before their prejudiced minds 
convinced that to order a vessel of a 
draught of eighteen feet two inches to 
undertake the navigation of the waters 
lying between Esquimalt and New 
Westminster was one of the most silly 
commands that ever emanated from 
the Vice-Admiral of a British fleet. 
The Victoria Chamber of Commerce, 
in their report of 1865, pointed out 
“ the great additional risks and delays 
for sea-going vessels without steam 
navigating between Victoria and 
Fraser River.” This report was based, 
not only upon i he general observation 
and experience ot tbe members of the 
Chamber, but, upon tbe report of Capt. 
Richards, the eminent hydrographer, 
who says :

“ There is yet another cause which 
must add to the importance of Esqui­
mau in a maritime point of view, 
which is, that it is at the extremity as 
it were of sailing navigation. Although 
the Gulf of Georgia and the channels 
leading into it have been navigated 
by sailing vessels, yet the disadvan­
tages are obvious and very great add 
the loss ot time incalculable. The 
general absence of steady winds among 
these channels, tbe great strength and 
uncertainty of the tides, and the ex­
istence of many hidden dangers could 
not fail to be productive of constant 
accidents, and in a commercial point of 
view such a class of vessels could never 
answer.”

But it appears, from the re-ults of 
the two costly experiments with Her 
Majesty’s ships, that the’ navigation 
between Esquimalt and New West­
minster is not alone dangerous to 
sailers, but that it is highly destructive 
to sea-going steamers. Were a mishap 
of the kind to befal a merchant ship, 
the surprise would not be so great 
but when wo reflect that Her Majes­
ty’s vessels are in every instance fur­
nished with the most skilful navi­
gators, the best charts, an efficient

English Mail Summary.
The great Reform demonstration in 

Beaufort House grounds proved a very 
great failure, and is so pronounced by 
even the Reform organs. The highest 
estimated number present, according 
to the Times, was 25,000, which fell 
just 175,000 short oi the number ex­
pected. All the Trades were repre­
sented but the Printers, who wisely 
declined to allow their Union to be 
converted into a political machine; The 
proceedings were conducted in a very 
orderly manner; but on the way into 
the park a crowd of roughs were al­
lowed to gather near the gate of Beau­
fort House, and a number of carriages, 
in which were seated the speakers, 
were assailed by the crowd and the 
occupants plundered of their hats, 
breastpins, watches, their clothes torn 
and themselves roughly handled. The 
police were powerless,but the mounted 
farriers who were in the procession 
made a few of the thieves feel the 
force of their brawney muscles. Some 
of the speeches were quite unique. A 
Mr Leicester, a glassblower, was very 
violent, and in concluding his address 
rémarked that the object of the agita­
tion was to drive “ the devil ont of 
the House of Commons, and let God 
Almighty in,”—omnipotence not be­
ing represented there in Mr Leicester’s 
absence. Mr Bright, was as usual, forcii 
hie and full of menace, and Mr Ayrtoo 
spoke so slightingly of the Queen, be­
cause Her Majesty “ did not think it 
worth her while to enjoy the specta­
cle of looking upon her loyal people,” 
adding that he thought “ she should 
feel the duty of sympathy with tho 
living as well as an affectionate rever» 
ence for the memory of the dead,”— 
that he was hissed from the platform. 
The great case of Dr Hunter vs. the 
Pall Mall Gazette, was decided for the 
plaintiff — damages one farthing. 
Hunter, who is an American, professes 
to cure consumption as a speciality, 
and was called a “ quack” and an 
“ impostor” by the Gazette. The Fen­
ians, according to the papers, were at­
tracting a fair share of public atten­
tion, and much activity was observed 
in^the military and naval departments.

Daylight has at last been let into the 
affairs of Overend, Gurney & Co. It 
appears that the firm was previous to 
1860 netting a profit of about £190,« 
000 a year, but in 1861 Mr Gurney 
found the London partners embarked 
in business so dangerous that he slop­
ed all dividends. Nevertheless, in 
1866 they had advanced £3,600,065 
to twelve companies and their own 
railways, and had granted exceptional 
loans to the total amount of £4,199,- 
000, out of which Mr Gurney believed 
£3,117,000 was totally lost. No for­
tune conld stand such a shock, and 
Mr Gurney and his partners therefore 
sold the business, and pledge their 
whole property, estimated at £3,805,- 
060, as security for the loss. Nearly 
a million of this property consisted 
of undivided profits in the bank, prof­
its which were, in fact, mere matters 
of account ; but the new directors re­
vealed nothing of any ; part of the 
transactions, but told the new share­
holders that they had bought Overend 
Gurney’s business for £500,000. 
Some terrible domestic tragedies have 
occurred. In one instance at New­
bury, Berks, a butcher destroyed his 
paramour and a man with whom he 
found her in company, and then 
drowned himself in the canal. The 
London journals also record the death 
of a wife at her husband’s hands, and 
the subsequent suicide of the man.

have thrown all others into the shade—namely, 
to build up New Westminster, or rather to 
attempt it, will continue to prevail with even 
more telling and disastrous effect upon the 
entire Colony than heretofore. I have read 
the British Columbian, with the hope of find­
ing some argument in favor of New West­
minster, and can find only three, which may 
be briefly stated : Firstly, That the Union 
Act merges Vancouver Island in British 
Columbia in consequence of the uncondi­
tional Union resolutions of one branch of our 
Legislature, and that such merger should 
leave the Capital andisturbed, that is, at New 
Westminster ; and that there is a breach of 
faith on our part in urging the contrary. 
Now if the act bad said anything on the sub­
ject, which it does not, I could imagine there 
was perhaps some force in the objection ; 
though even then such an argument would 
seriously be impaired by reason of the silence 
ot the Governor and the Legislative Council 
of Vancouver Island on the matter.

Again, the idea of merger is very inaccu­
rate. Vancouver Island is not extinguished. 
The notion is fancilul. Her representation 
is provided for by the act, though inadequate­
ly ; and why should not her representatives, 
as well as those of British Columbia, outside 
of New Westminster, who seem to be 
ignored in the inquiry, urge that the position 
of the seat of Government should be in a 
laoality where the interests of the United 
Colony require it tc be placed 1 I take it that 
the Imperial Parliament, in substance, simply 
united the two Colonies. The title of the 
Colony of British Columbia which is adopted 
is shorter than that of British Columbia and 
Vancouver Island; probably there was no 
better reason than this for the selection of the 
former expression ; had the latter, and, I may 
add, the more accurate title been adopted, 
the objection, such as it is, could not have 
existed. It is taking a very low estimatjlof 
the dignity of the Imperial Parliament to 
suppose that they should seek, by aside 
wind, to fetter public opinion in the United 
Colony in a matter which might be, and 
indeed is, one of vital importance.

It may be suggested, indeed, that some 
/Unknown agency procured the preparation of 
the bill io that manner, with a view to afford 
an argument in favor of New Westminster ; 
but even after alHbat has happened I should 
be unwilling to conclude that disingenuous or 
capriciously erroneous advice had been 
given to the Imperial authorities with that 
object.

The second argument advanced by your 
cotemporary was the strength of the position 
of New Westminster in a military point ot 

I know nothing, unfortunately, of 
these matters, but I bave observed that a 
position is not looked upon as strong when 
closely surrounded by dense forests ; and it 
does strike one that a few Fenians, with two 
or three small field pieces, placed on the 
south bank of the Fraser in the thick timber, 
would cause great havoc in the business pari 
of that town, and readily demolish the resi­
dence of His Excellency. The volunteers, 
no doubt, would do their duty, but to attempt 
to cross the Fraser under fire for the purpose 
of attacking the invaders would, I should 
think, be very hazardous, and yet what other 
course could they adopt ?

The third argument was, that New West- 
minster must be one terminus of a great rail 
way from the Pacific to the Atlantic. I fear 
it will be long before any such work is un­
dertaken. We have heard of the “Bute 
Inlet route” and of the Bentinck Arm route,” 
and, unless I am mistaken, both have been 
freely denounced by the British Columbian 
as visionary. The former, I trust, has some 
chance of proving a reality, but, till last 
week, I have never heard even a “ visionary” 
suggest that such a road could be made to 
New Westminster ; but as your cotemporary 
prudently refrained from entering into par­
ticulars, I forbear from further remarks on 
this head.

I am taking up too much space in your 
valuable newspaper, and as I don't think it 
necessary to comment further at present on 
the arguments which have been urged in 
favor of New Westminster as the seat of 
Government, I shall conclude for the present.

Female Infirmary.—The lecture on 
“ Egypt and the Pyramids,” delivered by 
His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese, 
took plaee last evening at the Boys’ Col­
legiate School Roem, Humboldt street, 
Chief Justice Needham in the chair. The 
different places, commencing with the point 
of departure from England* touched at en 
route to Egypt, were beautifully illustrated 
by dissolving views. Southampton, the 
Needles, Gibraltar, Malta, Alexandria, the 
Old Ferry at Cairo, Bouiah, a street in 
Cairo, the Temple of Karnah at Thebes, the 
interior of the Pyramid of Cheops, a 
section of the same, and a second street 
view in Cairo. Each of these interesting 
views, as they were exquisitely delineated 
on the canvas, were graphically described 
by his lordship, who briefly sketched their 
history and ancient grandeur, and embellish­
ed his subjects with some fine poetry. 
His Lordship described minutely the different 
stages on the overland route to India, and 
demonstrated the great advantage and 
sustenance it lent to Egypt, and the ultimate 
oecline that most follow the adoption ot 
another route by England to her eastern 
possessions. By an easy transition, his 
Lordship pointed out the great importance 
of the most facile ronte between the 
Eastern and Western Hemispheres, and 
stated that measures were being taken to 
construct that route across what will 
shortly be the territory of confederated 
British America. His Lordship lucidly 
described the wealth and prosperity which 
must follow the accomplishment of this 
great work to the world at large, and these 
Colonies in particular, and concluded his 
eloquent discourse amidst the plaudits of a 
delighted audience. The Hon Chief Justice 
proposed a vote of thanks to right reverend 
lecturer, which terminated a highly intel­
lectual evening’s entertainment. The views, 
were very beautifully colored, and assisted 
materially in conveying the descriptions of 
his lordship to the minds of hie bearers.

The Hixon Creek Quartz Mill—A Let­
ter from the Projector.

Messrs. Editors :—I beg you will insert 
the following article in your columns:

Having quitted Victoria for San Fran­
cisco, in order to, learn the best means of 
obtaining a Quartz Mill, which I had the 
intention of erecting in Cariboo, where the 
ledges are very rich and in great number.
I regret to say that from all I can learn, the 
expense of the necessary machinery, &c., 
will exceed my available means, and I find 
it difficult at the present time to secure the 
aid requisite to carry out so rich an enter­
prise, the shareholders not having consid­
ered the informa ■ mn I have obtained at San 
Francisco sufficiently favorable.

Crease brought in a customs declaratory 
ordinance, legalizing past and prospective 
collection of duties on goods from the Island, 
which led to a hot debate.

MacDonald expressed great surprise at the 
continuation of the illegal course, and that 
Government should seek to continue an act 
illegal in all its bearings.

Hamly maintained that the course was 
quite legali

Helmcken protested against the measure as 
one of injustice and illegality, of which there 
was no question. He now felt for the first 
time the otter inutility of the representative 
members. A measure was carried by the 
Government members before it was intro­
duced. There was no evidence that the il­
legal imposition was necessary ; the ques­
tion was one for the committee of ways and 
means. He warned the House against the 
serions consequences of the step ; the people 
would lose all confidence in the Govern­
ment, and there would be a strong opposi­
tion, not only to the measures, but to the 
Government and the form of Government.

Crease did not deny the doubt about the 
legality, but the question was one of expe­
diency. The Governor took the first opi 
portunity to ask the House to assist him.

Helmcken replied that he could not make 

Council a Court of Judicature to decide upon 
the legality of its Acts, and thought that the 
Government should consult the best legal 

authority.
Robson admitted the illegality of the col­

lections, but would vote with the Govern­

ment.
