Further Disturbauces are Improbable
—Dr. Jameson Deserted by
the Uitlanders.

Feeling In Germany Adverse to Great
Britain —Hon. Mr. Cham-
berlain’s Views.

Loxpon, Jan. 5.—The Colonial office
has just received the following telegram,
sent by Hon. Sir Walter Francis Haly-
Hutchinson to Mr. Chamberlain, secre-
tary of state for the colonies, and datedj

state that on the evening of December
21, Dr. Jameson arrived in the vicinity of
Krugersdorf. The next morning he at-
tacked the Boers, . who were en-
trenched in = strong position The
Boers numbered 1,500. Dr. Jameson
was repulsed, but tried to’ move by

Randfontein to Roodeport and was
stopped at Dorinkop. On the afternoon
of January 2 heavy fighting "took place,
and the state artillery came up. Dr.
Jameson was outnumbered and some of
his men were nearly starved, many
of them having been without food
for three days. Their horses were
exhausted, and they were forced to sur-
render. Dr. Jameson lost 80 men killed
besides the wounded. It is estimated
that the total loss will reach 240. The
loss of the Boers isreported as four killed
and a few wounded. It is claimed that
15 Boers were unhorsed by one volley
fired by Dr. Jameson’s men, No officers
were killed.” N

It has been an open secret for weeks

1In spite
of the disavowal of Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain of any knowledge or responsi-
bility for the step taken by Dr. Jame-
son, little doubt. is felt here that it was
prompted in high quarters, and the
weighty terms of the mperor’s message
are interoreted as indicating ' the same
mistrust of English protestations which
is felt in government circles, ]

The immediate news of the invasion
of the Transvaal was received on Tues
day evening ‘and the Emperor summon-
ed the minister of foreign affairs, Baron
von Bieberstein, and Mr. Kayers, direc-
tor of the colonial office, to Potsdam
and spoke to them in strong terms of
the breach of international law. - Later,
an official note was sent. to the British
government asking, curtly, the meaning
of Dr. Jameson’s raid, and what steps
would be, taken to neutralize it. More-
over, it is asserted on good authority the
intention to land German sailors at
Delagoa Bay was abandoned only on the
receipt of the news of Dr. Jameson’s de-
iea"lflt.xe consent -of Portugal has been
asked~for the transit of troops across
Portuguese territory. Another_state-
ment made-on good authority is that
Germany has already come to an agree-
ment with' France to arrest the British
advance in South Africa, and that 1,500
German volunteers, well equipped, will
start on board a north German Lloyd
steamship, during the coming week, for
Delagoa Bay in order to assist the Boers.

At the New Year’s reception at the
palace, Emperor William was frigid in
his treatment of the British ambassador,
Sir Francis C. Lascelles. It was_Te-
marked that His Majesty barely *ad-
dressed a few words to him, and eye
him sternly. On the other hand, the
Emperor’s reception of the U.S.ambas-
sador was most cordial. Bepxdes, the
usual congratulations, His Majest, took
pains to manifest the undisturbed rela-
tions of intimacy between Germany and
the U.S.

THE MOUSE AND THE MAMMOTH.

An Infant Railroad That Tackled the Great
N Canadian Pacific.

(From the PRost-Intelligencer.) %

The little thirty-three mile railroad
from Kaslo, B.C., to Blocan has had a
lot of trouble since it ran its first train
on November 20. But it has pulled
through them all successfully. .- First,
the great Canadian Pacific laid itstracks
on their right-of-way and blocked -the
line. Their rails were torn up and an
injunction served upon the big company
not to do it again. They didn’t do it
again, exactly, but they erected their
station buildings at Sandon on the little
company’s land. This was in despite of
the injunction, so the boys of the Kaslo
& Slocan road did not wait for law this
time, but threw the Canadian Pacific’s
pretty station house over the boundary
diteh.

D. J. Munn, the president of the little
railroad, was at the Rainier-Grand last
night, and when the above story was
told by his friend Capt. Troup he_en-
joyed " it immensely. His railroad, he
said, was carrying a good deal of ore
from Slocan for the smelters at Everett
and other places, and had done a satis-
factory business during its first six
weeks. Two other new railroads are
being built in the Kootenay district, he
said, one ‘at Nelson and one at Trail
Creek, and the one at Nelson was to
start next Saturday. They have also
built two smelters, and the development
of the mines was sure to bring a large
num ber of people this spring.

His Protracted Silence the Cause of
Great Apprehensions
in Lendon.

Statistics Regarding the Transvaal—
1ts People and Their National
Characteristics.

Lonpon, Jan. 5.—In view of the exist-
ing situation a few statistics relating to
the inhabitants of the Transvaal will be
found of interest. The total white pop-
ulation is estimated approximately at
119,128. Of these about two-thirdsare
aliens, the vast majority of whom
are British subjects. . The geat
of government is at  Pretoria,
a town with a white population of
5,000, but the largest town is Johannes-

burg, with a population of over 40,000
and a floating population of 30,000
in the gold fields along the Rand.
The.inhabitants of Johannesburg are
almost entirely aliens, a circumstance
which will explain the scene in. the
theatre a few nights ago, when the
audience hissed the ‘‘ Volkslieb,”” the
national anthem of the Boers, and
wildly applauded *‘God Save the
Queen.”’

The republic has no standing army

‘with the exception of a small force of
horse artillery. In case of war all able
bodied citizens are called upor to serve.
According to the census of 1890, the
number of able bodied mgen between
sixteen and sixty amounts to 23,928.
The skill of the Boers in using the rifle -
is well ‘known while their doggedness
and courage helps to render them for-
midable enemies in the field.
The lack of news from Cecil Rhodes
and the protracted silence on his part
cause grave apprehension, as it is im-
possible to imagine what the political
movements in South Africa may be.

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HARD LINES.

The Transvaal, of which so much has
been heard and published lately, is al-
most a terra incognita to very many in-
telligent English-speaking people. They
have heard of it as a small Republic be-
tween South and Central Africa, inhabi-
ted by the descendants of the original
Dutch settlers of Cape Colony, and that
is pretty much the extent of their knowl-
edge respecting it. Itis, infact,to most
people little more than ““a geographical
expression.”” But a great deal more
than this is necessary tobe known before
the intelligent newspaper reader can be
in a position to form an opinion on the
nature of the disturbance in this African
republic. The following extract from a
leading article in the Times of the 20th
of last month will give our readers a
pretty fair idea of the Boer common-
wealth and of the kind of men of which
it is composed :

Those who are unacquainted with the
details of South African politics, but
who regard that region as one of the
most go-ahead 1part:e of the svorld, will
be surprised to learn that in the midst
of it there is an islet of blind, uncom-
promising conservatism of the medieval
type, with which even the most retro-
grade of our old Tories would feel
ashamed to sympathize. The autocrat
of this islet is President Kruger, who
is, doubtless, a very worthy man
according to his lights, but
who was unfortunately born at
least a hundred years too late. Regard-
less of all warnings and protests, he
imagines that the Transvaal of to-day,
containing an energetic industrial com-
munity which outnumbers by more than
three to one the original gopulation of
the state, can be ruled in the same way
as the old-fashioned, sleepy, pastoral
Transvaal was governed half a century
ago; and that the ever-increasing crowd
of new settlers can be compelled for an
indefinite period to pay nine-tenths of
the revenue without receiving in return
even the elementary municipal rights to
which they are fairly entitled. Their
modest demands for an efficient police,
for competent mining inspectors, and
for primary schools to  which
they might send their children are
perem{)torily rejected, and they are not
even allowed to supply these deficien-
cies by private initiative and voluntary
agsociation. Fortunately for the peace
of the country these settlers are on the
whole an orderly, industrious set of peo-
ple, who evidently wish to avoid violent
methods of action; but it seems to us
that President Kruger is putting their
patience to a severe test, and that he
would do well not to turn a deaf ear any
longer to their grievances. They have
transformed the Transvaal from a prac-
tically bankrupt state into a thriving,
wealthy community and this fact ought
to be frankly recognized by the Boer
government.

It is not hard to understand that the
condition of men born in free countries
and accustomed to exercise the powers
and - enjoy privileges of constitntional
freedom under the rule of such a com-
munity of mossbacks as the Times
describes, cannot be very pleasant. It
must be remembered thatall that a man
who is not so fortunate as to be born a
burgher has to do in the Transvaal is to
obey. He has nothing more to do with
the management of the public affairs of
the Republic than a serf had to do with
the government of Russia. Laws are
made for him and officials placed over
him with whose enactment or appoint-
ment the Uitlander has nothing what-
ever to do.

When it is considered that these des-
potic rulers are for the most part ex-
tremely ignorant, and that they are nar-
row-minded and prejudiced against the
stranger within their boundaries, obe-
dience to the laws that they make can-
‘not be to those strangers either easy or
agreeable. When it is considered, too,
that the aliens ate the most enterprising
as well as the most intelligent men in
the republic, and that they pay fully 90
per cent. of the taxes, it-is not surpris-
ing that they do not bend their necks
submissively to the Boer yoke or bear
that yoke patiently.

With such a people so situated and so
governed, it is reasonable to conclude
that a struggle for political rights is
merely a question of time, The agita-
tion may be at first within the bounds of
law, but if these rights of freemen are
denied them long, a resort to physical
force to obtain them is inevitable. It is
to be hoped that the presentdisturbance
will show, Uncle Paul, as the Boers call
their President, the necessity of trans-
forming the Uitlanders, who have long

been on the verge of rebellion, into con-
tented, well-disposed and loyal citizens
of the Republic.

HONESTY THE BEST POLICY.

A majority of the electors of Victoria
having on Monday again declared their
confidence in Hon. E. G. Prior and in
the Liberal-Conservative party whose
cause he represents, the successful can~
didate with characteristic courtesy has-
tened to express his thanks to the
friends who had stood by him; and in
acknowledgment of the efforts of the
CoLoNIsT on his behalf wrote the grace-
ful letter which we printed yesterday.
This letter.has been made the text of a
bilious editorial paragraph in the Times,
whichin the supposed interest of its man-
ager Mr. Templeman appeared during the
campaign to have lost all sense of honor
and honesty, and to be willing to cir-
culate the most palbable lies in the hope
that, as one Liberal frankly expressed
it, * someone will believe them.”” The
CoronisT, on the other hand, with no
personal ends to attain and no personal
ambition to gratify, appealed to the

reason of the electorate, present-
ing the case of the Liberal-Con-
servative party and candidate
without introducing the private affairs
of the candidate or electors on the other
side, or printing a line which would im-
pair the friendly relations that have
always existed between this paper and
the public of Victoria of all parties. We
have commended Col. Prior to the pub-
lic as an honorable and honest man;
and we believe that his letter which we
published yesterday expresses the opin-
ion of those in either of the political par-
ties who, like him, appreciate honesty
and fair play.

QUIET DETERMINATION.

The Yankee jingoes must have been
greatly surprised at the cool way in
which the British public have treated
President Cleveland’s warlike message.
They did not get in the least excited
over it. They looked upon it as an elec-
tioneering artifice—a bid for votes on a
large scale. The whole nation approves
of the firm and determined stand which
Lord Salisbury has taken without re-
gard to the extraordinary pronounce-
ment. The British newspapers com-
meat on the message seriously, but
without any sign of undue agitation.
This is part of what the London Times
said about the way in which the people
of Great Britain regard the attitude
which their Government has assumed
with respect to United States interfer-
ence in the Venezuelan boundary dis-
pute:
In this country there is practical un-
animity of opinion as to the manner in
which President Cleveland’s aggressive
golicy ought to be met. Lord Salis-
ury’s dignified assertion of the funda-
mental rights of a Sovereign State has
been received with unqualified ‘approval
by the orgaus of every shade of political
opinion. In maintaining the firm atti-
tude he has assumed, he will have the
unwavering support of the whole nation.
There are few questions of foreign policy
upon which differences of opinion do
not show themselves; but the preten-
sion of a foreign government to appoint
a commission of inquiry into the bound-
aries of a portion of our Empire, the con-
clusions of which commission are to be
forced down our throats by the threat
of war, is one which a less
high spirited people would resist to
the last gasp. Whenthe American peo-
ple realize the monstrous and insulting
character of the demand which has been
preferred in their name, we have little
doubt that they will recognize our atti-
tude as the only one which men of their
blood could possibly adopt, or that they
could see us adopt without a blush. But
whether they eventually do us this jus-
tice or not there can be no question that
in his vindication of the national dignity
Lord Salisbury will have the unanimous
and hearty support of the whole English
people as well as the sympathy of every
nation that respects itself.
There is no mistaking the tone of this
article and there is no question ag to its

reasonableness. The Americans have

' learned by this time that the British

nation® is‘not in the ‘slightest -degre®
daunted by their blustering, and that
it will not submit to dictation on such a
matter from President Cleveland or any
one else. It will back its Government
up in what it believes to be right, no
matter how much the jingoes rage or
what vain things are imagined by the
anti-British Americans.

THE SHORTIS CASE.

The exercise of the prerogative of
mercy in the case of Shortis has, it ap-
pears, created some discontent in the
province of Quebec. Shortis is the
young Irishman who, some months ago,
killed two of the employes of the Val-
leyfield Manufacturing Company in a
very extraordinary way. The only ques-
tion which the jury had to decide was,
was the young man in his right mind
when he committed the dreadful deeds?
But this is a question which an ordin-
ary jury is not competent to decide. It
geems to us absurd to leave the question
of a man’s sanity to be decided by an or-
dinary jury, which in ninety-nine cases
out of a hundred does not contain a
gingle professional man. Should not
the question of an accused man’s sanity
be decided by competent men before he
is put on his trial at all? In the case of
Shortis there was no doubt whatever of
his guilt, that is if he was in a con-
dition to incur guilt. The killing was
done openly and in the presence of
many witnesses. The man’s responsi-
bility for his actions being decided, his
trial for murder would be little more
than a mere form. Was the jury that
tried him competent to decide whether
Shortis should be regarded as responsi-
ble for his actions or not? We
should say that it certainly was
not competent. If that is granted
what was its verdict worth? It may be
gaid that the jury heard the testimony
of physicians and others on the subject.
But is an ordinary jury able properly to
weigh the testimony of experts on such
a subject? We do not believe that they
are. Would it not be wise in cases such
as that of Shortis to decide the question
of the man’s sanity by a competept tri-
bunal before he is put on his trial for
murder. It seems unreasonable to try
a lunatic for a crime which he could not
commit; and to try him by a jury which
is admittedly incompetent to decide
whether he is sane or insane makes the
unreasonable process more  un-
reasonable still. As matters are,
in cases in which there is good ground
for doubting the sanity of the accused
man, the question of his responsibility
for his act is decided by experts after
conviction. Would it not be more con-
sistent with both justice and reason to
have that question decided before the

man was arraigned for the crime of mur-
der instead of after he had been tried
and convicted ? We have no doubt that
in exercising the prerogative of mercy in
the case of Shortis on his own responsi-
bility the Governor-General did what
was both humane and just, but we do
not believe that he should have been re-
quired to perform so difficult a duty. 1f
there was any doubt as te the man’s
sanity that doubt should have been
resolved by experts before he was
brought into a court of law.

A GOOD MOVE.

Our neighbors in the states of Oregon
and Washington are considering how
they can best preserve the salmon that
frequent the rivers and streams that
run through their territory. The Gov-
ernor of Oregon advocates joint legisla-
tion on the subject. He believes that
until the fishery regulations of the two
states are uniform, and unless they co-
operate in other respects, very little can
be done towards the preservation of the
salmon.

It is encouraging to see that our
neighbors are at last convinced that
their improvident and cruel methods of
catching salmon must, in the cougge of
a few years, completely exterminate
them in their waters. It is certainly to
their interest to enact stringent fishery
laws and rigidly to enforce them. The
States, too, can co-operate in establish-
ing hatcheries in the best places, and in
this way keep up the supply of salmon.
Good laws strictly enforced would, in a
very short time, create a healthy public
opinion in favor of the preservation of
the salmon. The time would soon come
when the murderous methods of fishing
practised on the other side of
the line would be regarded as
almost, if not altogether, criminal,
and the authorities in the enforcement
of reasonable fishery regulations, would
have the moral support of the great
bulk of the community. It is to be
hoped that the movement on foot in the
States we have named will continue, and
will be productive of beneficial results.
It is to the interest of the inhabitants of
the countries bordering the Pacific that
the salmon be carefully preserved, and
that their artificial propagation be as-
siduously attended to.

AN ARGUMENT FOR PEACE.

We wonder if the Yankee jingoes ever
studied the trade returns of the United
States. If they did they would soon
find out what, from a commercial point
of view, war with Great Britain means
to the United States. To say that Great
Britain is the United States’ .best cus-
tomer is to say something so vague that
not one person in a thousand ean form
anything like a fair idea of its true.sig-
nificance.

of American farms and factories than all
the rest of the world put together.
Great Britain and her dependencies
purchased during the past five years an
average of $519,928,479 worth of United
States products per annum. . The whole
export of the United States for the year
1894 was $869,204,937. ‘If the exports ta
Great Britain and her possessions that
year were up to the average of the five
years ending December, 1895, the exports
to all the rest of the world were only
$349,276,456. Let ws repeat: the
United States sold to the whols
world in 1894 products to the
value of $869,204,937. She sold of these
exports to Great Britain and her posses-
sions $519,276,456 worth, the rest of the
world taking only $349,276,456 worth.

The following return showing in an-
other aspect the immense value of the
British trade to the United States, was
handed to us by a greatly esteemed con-
tributor:

Municipal Matters in Vancouver amnd of December rain fell upon eighteen

Nauaimo —Pubtic Works at tho
Terminal City.

Prospeets Poor for Nanaimo Miners
— Westminster's Fiood— The
Month’s Raintall.

VANCOUVER.
~¥ANCOUVER, Jan. 7.—The munieipal
fight in Vancouver is very keen. Henry
Collins and his friends are working
hard, while Mr. Browning, though not
soliciting votes himself, has a number of
supporters using every legitimate means

to assiet him in the contest. Thealleged
obnoxious poll tax is one of the chief
issues in the fight.

The city solicitor has advised the coun-
cil that $400, the present price paid for
shop licenses is too high, though he did
not admit, as other solicitors, that it was
illegal. On Mr. Hammersley’s recom-
mendation, however, the license will
probably be reduced.

‘The Western Light Co. have given
$10,000 bonds to complete their contract
to light the city according to agreement.

The provincial government will be
asked as usual to grant the city $6,000
for the hospital and $1,000 for the fire
department.

A review of the work done by the city
for 1895, is as follows: Verylittle street
grading was accomplished as_compared
with the previous year, owing to the
meagre appropriation for that purpose.
A number of lanes have been made and
improved by the chain gang during the
year. The gang also did regular work
around the city buildings. Their total
work for the year would have cost in the
usual way about $2,015. The only side-
walks laid have been those absolutely
necessary to give owners access to their
property. Only about 2,000 feet of sewer
were put in for the whole year. During
the year the old paving which had be-
come defective by the frost was repaired,
and the following streets -newly paved
with  asphalt: Hastings, between
Carroll and Cambie, and Granville
street between Robson and Hastings.
The streets have been kept clean by
men employed as sweepers by the city
at $1.50 per day. The question of per-
manent sidewalks is to be taken up by
next years council. The board of works
have spent this year including the bitu-
minous paving, $62,898. Vancouyer at
present has 22 miles of sewers, 75 miles
of graded streets, 1.82 miles of bitumin-
ous rock pavement, .05 blocked, 5.30
planked, 10.95 gravelled, 19.85 macadam-
ed, 16.18 miles of lanes, 1.80 miles of
bridges, 67.70 miles of sidewalk, and
15.48 miles of drains.

ROSSLAND.
(From the Miner.)

J. Herron and J. G. Bulloek, stock-
men of Pincher creek, Alberta, have
purchased some ihterests in mining
claims.

This has been a week of important

strikes, not the least of which was that
made on the Deadwood, between Ross-
land and Trail. A fine body of galena
was found which averages 150 ounces in
silver and 50 per cent. lead. The ore is
leing sacked and will be shipped as it
i3 taken out.

A remarkable discovery was made ‘n
the-Josie this week.. The ore body wid-
ened out to seven feet. Suddenly the
men.came upon what appeared to be a
cross vein. The character of the ore
changed and the pitch was different. It
was more silicioug: than the ore which
had: been taken fnom. the tunnel and|
bore a strong resemblance to the Le Roi
ore.

A strike of great importance has been
made in. the Jumbo, in. the tunnel com-
menced about two months age, diagon-
ally on the ledge about 175 feet below
the shaft sunk near the top.of the hill
last summer. The shaft was sunk 40
feet, nearly all in solid ore that averaged
$10 in gold per ton. The ledge runs
northeast and southwest.and the tunnel
was driven from the southeast to the
northwest. The ore was found on the
upper side 115. feet in. and was six feet
wide. It is one of the finest bodies of
ore- ever opened in the camp, but its
assay value has not been ascertained up
to the time of obtaining this report. It
is highly silicious with. solid bunches of
iron pﬂrites here and there.

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TROUBLED TRANSYAAL

How the Difficulties Originated—The
aggrieved Uitlanders Fail to
Suppurt Dr. Jamieson.

Story of a Gallant Fight Against
Tremendous Odde—South African
Sitnation.

Loxpon, Jan. 7.—From despatches
from Johannesburg, which have been
delayed in transmission, the following
summary of the situation in the Trans-
vaal has been prepared :

For a long time the Uitlanders of the
Transvaal have been complaining of the
treatment to which, though outnumber-
ing them, they have been subjected by
the Boers. They have been compelled
to contribute practically all the revenue
of the republic, yet they have no repre-
sentation or voice in the government.

The Boers claim thatas the Uitlanders
are mainly Englishmen and outnumber
them that if they gave them full repre-
sentation they would soon outvote them
and make the republic a British
colony. Intimations having been
made to Dr. Jameson, administrator of
the territory of the British Chartered
Company that the British in the Trans-
vaal were ripe for revolt. Dr. Jameson
made preparations for a raid upon Jo-
hannesburg, mustering on the Transvaal
border about 700 men with plenty of
ammunition, but little food. A letter
was then sent him by the TUitlanders
asking him to go to the assistance of his
compatriots who were in danger at the
hands of the Boers, and on Monday, De-
cember 30, Dr. Jameson’s force
crossed the border, and it would
seem without. the knowledge of
the Uitlanders of Johannesburg, cut the
telegraph wires behind him to prevent
his being ordered back by the British
government. At Krugersdorf he ex-
pected to meet reinforcements of two
thousand Uitlanders.

On the following day, Deeember 31,
there was intense excitement at Johan-
nesburg, people hurrying into the town
from the mines and suburbs. The cen-
tral committee of Uitlander citizens con-
stituted themselves a provisional govern-
ment for the town and announced that
ample provision would be made to defend
it, The provisional government at once
established itself and sent an ultimatum
to the government of President Kruger,
at ‘Pretoria, which proposed a confer-
ence at Pretoria on the following day,
Wednesday, but the committee appoint-
ed by the new government hesitated to
go to Pretoria without safe conduct. By
this time the news that Dr. Jameson
had crossed the border had reached
Johannesburg, and his arrival at that
place was expected hourly.

. Meantime the Boers who appear to
fiave been fully aware of Dr. Jameson’s
proposed raid met his movements by
gathering together a force of 5,000 well
equip! and excellently trained hunts-
men. The Uitlanders becoming alarmed,
numbers of them™Ieft’ town during the
night in bands of 50 each, and hopes of
assisting Dr. Jameson began to melt
away. Later the committee of the pro-
visional government sent the following
communication to Sir Hercules Robin-
son, governor of Cape Colony :

‘“ We have information that a large
body of Boers has been commanded to
immediately attack Johannesburg and
shoot on sight all who have been con-
cerned in the agitation. Affairs are so
critical that we ask you to intervene to
protect the rights of citizens who have
long agitated legally for their rights.”

This caused a hurried exchange of
cable messages with the home govern-
ment, and everything possible was done
to call back Dr. Jameson, but in
vain. Eventually, however, the com-
mittee of the provisional govern-
ment of Johannesburg went to
Pretoria and had an interview with
President Kruger on Wednesday even-
ing. The president, after listening to
the complaints made, promised to red-
ress their grievances, give the Uit-
landers representation in the govern-
ment of Transvaal, concluded a three
days’ armistic with the insurgents, and
thus removed any further real cause for
raising men to support Dr. Jameson.
In the meanwhile the provisional gov-
ernment retained control of Johannes-
burg. Germans and Americans had
during this time joined the national
union, represented by the provisional
government, and their.example was fol-
lowed by Africanders in general, by Aus-
tralians and by the mercantile associa-
tion, but while President Kruger agreed
to grant the main demand of the
committee of the provisional govern-
ment, he imposed terms upon them
which aroused the indignation of the
people of Johannesburg when the dele-
gation returned and reported the result
of its mission. In effect it was claimed
that the only thing which prevented
further uprising was the issuing of an
Imperial . proclamation forbidding all
British sugjects in any way to assist
Dr. Jameson. General Joubert, while

uaranteeing the safety of Johannes-

urg, if the town was kept quiet, inti-
mated he would adopt most severe
measnres if any further demonstration
against the Transvaal goverument oc-
curred.

The Americans at Rand held a meet-
ing at which they telegraphed President
Kruger, that while they were greatly in
sympathy with bim, they could not
help him unless be granted the reforms
demanded by the Uitlanders. The Rand
Germans also held a meeting and sent a
deputation to assure President Kruger
of their sympathy and loyalty, although
they supported the demand for reform
in the administration of the Transvaal.
They aiso ¢abled Emperor William ask-
ing him to bring pressure to bear on
Great Britain in order to. prevent her
interfering actively in the affairs of vhe
Transvaal. Despite the pacific attitade
of President Kruger toward the Uit-
landers, the news that Dr. Jameson was
fighting his way toward Johannesb.urg
raised such a storm of indignation against
the lukewarmness of the provisional
national union, that a second represen-
tation was sent President Kruger, de-
manding that Dr. Jameson’s column be
allowed to enter and leave Johannes-
burg unmolested, also that the govern-

ment of the Transvaal agree to pay a
war indemnity for the expenses incur-
red in the demonstration against the
regime of President Kruger.

Naturally this request received no at-
tention from the Transvaal government
and the work of suppressing the insur-
rection continued. Fighting between the
Boers and the invaders commenced soon
afterwards, near Krugersdorf, where the
Boers occupied a styong position. The
British (Dr. J amescfg’s) force was com-
manded by Sir John 'Willoughby, assist-
ed by Major Gold Adams, of Matabele
war fame. In addition to the strong
position they occupy,the Buers outnum-
bered the British at least six to one.
But, although the British were
exhausted by a long night and day
march without food, having expected to
be'met by the Uitlanders in force. with
all supplies necessary, they only sui-
fered a slight reverse, losing nine killed.
The Boers, however, also captured
twelve prisoners. The British forces
then moved southward with a view to
outflanking the Boers, but the latter
massed in great numbers near Valk-
fontein, after moving southward, Wed-
nesday. The British had to fight hard
all night so they reached Valkfontein,
which is about six miles from Johannes-
burg utterly exhousted; their supply of
cartridges was about gone, and the men
were nearly on the verge of starvation.
In spite of this. Dr. Jameson’s free-
hooter’s fought stubbornly until noon
against a force of about 4,800 Boers sur-
rounding them. Then the ammunition
having given out entirely, they were
compelled to surrender. The white flag,
however, was not hoisted by order of
Dr. Jameson. According to the best
estimates about 150 of Dr. Jameson’s fol-
lowers were killed, and about fifty
wounded. The prisoners captured by
the Boers numbered about 500, who
were taken to Pretoria. Among the
wounded was Capt. John Charter Cov-
entry, second son of the Earl of Covent-
ry, in the Bechuanaland police service,
who has since died. Dr. Jameson was
not. wounded. He will be tried by court
martial, and may be shot or hanged, al-
though having saved President Kruger’s
life in his capacity of a physician, he
may escape with a less severe penalty,
especially as the Boer loss was only said
to be three killed and five wounded.

When Dr. Jameson’s forces were fif-
teen miles away from Johannesburg on
Thursday, the report of his coming and
of the hard fighting going on reached
Johannesburg and caused the wildest
excitement and dismay, as it was judged
they would be overwhelmed on account
of the fact that the Uitlanders had not
sent the reinforcements of 2,000 men
with ammunition and food which he ex-
pected at Krugersdorf, without which
he could not be expected to fight his
way to Johnnesburg in face of the 5,000
gkilled Boer marksmen. The utmost
indignation was expressed against B8ir
Hercules Robinson, governor of Cape
Colony, to whose proclamation enjoining
the British subijects to refrain from as-
sisting Dr. Jameson has attributed the
failure of the Uitlanders to muster at
Krugeredorf, though it is doubtful if
they would be able to do so under any
circumstances so well prepared and nu-
merous weré the Boer forces. In any
case, * Dr. Jam,’”’ as Jameson is popu-
larly known, is regarded as a martyr.

There was s>me show of getting to-
gether a force of Uitlanders in defiance
of all eontrel, buténot many volunteers
were got together.

The correspondent of Reuters’ had a
talk with Dr. Jameson and S8ir Wil-
loughby after the surrender, Thursday
last. Dr. Jameson said: ¢ We simply
failed owing to the lack of expected sup-
port. Although our allies failed us, we
might yet have escaped, if the railroad
has been destroyed, as the Boers, as
well as ourselves, were without ammuni-
tion until an engine pulling several
truck loads of ammunition and supplies
arrived for the Boers. That settled it;
we had neither ammunition nor food.”

It was evident to the correspondent
that Dr. Jameson was honest in think-
ing the Uitlanders were in the greatest
danger from the Boers, and the -corre-
spondent says he plunged in at the risk
of his own life and reputation in order to
make an attempt to rescue them. Popu-
lar feeling in favor of Dr. Jameson is
running very high. The Times, for in-
stance, says: ¢ The march will remeain
a glorious tradition for the Anglo-Saxon
race.”’

A despatch received by the colonial
gecretary, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,
from Sir Hercules Robinson, dated yes-
terday, says the arms and ammunition
of the British Chartered Co.’s forces at
Buluwayo have been placed in custody of
the representative of Great Britain.

In gpite of all this agitation, however,
there/is absolutely no truth in the sen-
sational story that the British govern-
ment is hurriedly drafting troops to
Cape Town. First there is no necessity,
as all the troops necessary could be
drafted in Cape Town from the neigh-
boring British colonies, instead of from
Bombay or other parts of India.

BERLIN, Jan. 7.—At a special audience
which Dr. W. J. Leids, secretary of the
Transvaal, had with Emperor William
to-day, His Majesty said he would not
recognize any claim of suzerainty by
Britain over the Transvaal. Great Brit-
ain, by the treaty of 1884, elaims suze-
rainty over the Transvaal republic.

Loxnpox, January 6.
The World, New York:

In answer of your telegram of the
fourth, we beg to say that under ordin-
ary circumstances we would never ven-
ture to offer an opinion of an financial
questions which are under discuseion by
a foreign government and its legis-
lature, but we are_always ready to give
our advice on any practical issue when
called upon to do so by those who have
power to act. Last year when there
was a financial crisis in the United
States, we made an offer for a 3
r cent. gold loan, and fail-
1ng, congress giving the necessary power
to enable such an issue to be made,
we undertook with others to place a
number of four per cent. coin bonds.
As you have now done us the honor of
asking our opinion, we must tell you"
very frankly that in our judgment the
severe financial situation at present is
chiefly caused by the political crisis, and
as soon as the American and English
governments have satisfactorily settled
the question at issue the financial strain
will be considerably relaxzed, if it does
not altogether disappear.

N. M. Rothschild & Co. say: ¢ Until
this boundary question is arranged we
do not believe that either the European
public or capitalists will take any
American bonds for investment
and we believe that although a certain
number of people on this side of the
Atlantic have signified their intention
of taking a share in a syndicate to be
formed in New York, they have
only done so in the belief that
at the present moment they would ob-
tain terms which would enable them at
once to resell the bonds in America.
When the political horizon igquite clear,
and it is finally established in the minds
of all men that the good feel-
ing and understanding which exists
in  the Thearts of the people
of England and  America is
beyond doubt, and is acknowledged and
ratified by the two governments, then
will be the time and opportunity for
America to supply the British eapital-
ists. We offer no suggestions how this
is to be accomplished. It is for the gov-
ernments to decide between themselves.
All we can say is that good feeling ex-
ists among onr people on this side, and
you, sir, have proved by your patriotic
efforts that it exists on the other side of
the Atlantic.” ’

ENGLISH FIRE INSURANCE COS.

ALBAXNY, Jan. 6.—Data made up from
the reports of the New York Statesuper-
intendent of insurance, based on the
possibility of war with Great Britain
shows an immense amount of British
capital invested in New York State in
the insurance business alone. The total
gross receipts of the foreign fire insur-
ance companies in the State of New York
for the past year were upwards of
$43,000,000, and the amount of cash
premiums received was over $41,000,000.
During the year 1894 the foreign insur-
ance companies doing business in this
State had on deposit with the State in-
surance department a capital of $4,600,-
000, and their reports filed with
the superintendent of insurance
showed gross assets of $57,472,-
478.75. The gross liabilities for thc
same period were $38,180,089.64, and
during the year the foreign companies
received from premiums the enormous
sum of $41,490,805.25. Other receipts
aggregated $1,853,360.44. The total dis-
bursements during that period by the
fire 3i2nsurance companies was $36,128,-
216.32.

General Campos Hopes to Reopen
Communications Lately Broken
by General Gomez.

Important Documents Relating to
the Cuban Cause Submitted
to U. S. Congress,

Havana, Jan. 7.—It is stated that
General de Campos hopes to re-open
communication with Batabano and re-
inforce the strategic line between that
port and this, lately broken by the in-
cursion of Gomez’ army into the western
province of Pinar del Rio. By strengthen-
ing this line Campos hopes to pen Gomez
in the west and break his communica-
tion, cutting him off from re-inforce-
ments and supplies, and eventually de-
feathim. Gomez, however,is apparently
oblivious to the ambuscadé pre-
pared for him, and continues
to advance further west, -cutting
the line of British railway connecting
Havana with-Pinar del Rio, raiding way
stations, burning telegraph offices, tear-
ing up tracks, blowing up bridges and
surprising the small government garri-
sons along the line of march, despite the
proclaimed plan of de Campos for an of-
fensive campaign. The strengthening
of the fortifications about Havana goes
steadily on. In addition, it is said am-
buscades are being placed in the out-
skirts of Havana.
Havana has not yet fallen, but it is
surrounded so completely and all means
of communication are so abruptly cutoff
that the inhabitants feel the uneasginess
and apprehension of rats in a cage.
Even so slight an incident as the ex-
plosion of a torpedo in front of the Cor-
ona cigar factory last night and the
trifling fire which it kindled were suffi-
cient to throw people into a fit of con-
sternation. The terror was added to by
the advent of refugees from the
South who were fleeing to Havana
for safety from the incinerated plants
and dwelling destroyed. These in-
comers bear tales that vast forces of in-
surgents are ravaging the provinces, of
the pitiless eruelty of non-sympathizers
with their cause which is sufficient to
heighten the terror of the Havanans.
One of the most alarming of these
messages was that the water works at
Vento which supply this city had been
threatened by the insurgents with dyna-
mite, and were likely to meet the same
fate of annihilation as the light-
house at  Cabanas a geaport
town of considerable importance
on the northern coast. Many attempts
have been made during the past 24 hours
to reopen communication by wire with
the ports and stations on both the
North and South coasts, but they were
ineffectual, as the rebels successfully in-
terrupted all mediums.- General Valdez
and Col. Arizon have withdrawn their
forces from the outlying territory to a
osition near the city of Pegia. (seneral
in has moved his forces from Colon
into the province of Havana.

The Trandvaal and Other Perplexing
Questions Discussed by the
British Journals,

New Yorg, Jan. 5.—The very serious
nature of the position in which Great
Britain finds herself with respect to more
than one of the European {Powers, and
particularly Germany, as a result of Dr.
Jameson’s raid in South Africa, forms
the leading topic in the weekly cable let-
ters of the London correspondents of the
New York papers. The strange silence
of Hon. Cecil Rhodes is also commented

upon.

Ballard Smith cables to the World
from London: As the night’s dark-
ness comes down upon London this
evening it seems indeed the blackest
hour for England in all her eventful his-

tory. The hand of the whole civilized
world is against her at this moment.
To-morrow, the day after, next week, or
even before this cable despatch is pub-
lished, it may be that the armed hand
of Germany or of Russia may
strike. These are mnot the mere
words of a mnewspaper correspondent.
What I have is the quotation is brief of
every morning and afternoon newspaper |
in London, of the earnest and urgent |
conversation on the streets, at the clubs |
and in every gathering. It isimpossible |
for an American descendant from this |
people not to sympathize with them in
this day of their great tribulation, not to |
fail to admire their dogged acceptance of
isolation and danger.”’ |

The Telegraph, the organ of the
masses, thus bluntly phrases their de-
termination, referring to this morning’s
chorus of various threats from Berlin,
Paris, Vienna and St. Petersburg: “It
may prove in the long run dangerous
gport to bait John Bull too hard and too
unanimously. That is the disposition ot

all England to-day—a baited bull, forced
to the wall, dying in his tracks, but
furiously fighting to the last. Even
Ttaly, counted upon as steadfast in any
crisis, turns upon her ally.”

“ The English policy, telegraphs the
Times correspondent from Rome to-day,
discussing Premier Crispi’s known
friendship for England, is at this mo-
ment at a discount and if a serious dis-
aster in Africashould occur, and it should
be traced by public opinion to the in-
difference of England, where she might
have helped Italy, that policy ‘will go
overboard completely and Baron Blanc
will have to retire. President Cleve-
land’s message two weeks ago was called
everywhere ‘a bolt from the blue,” but
it came no more suddenly, no more un-
expectedly to England than _ the
Kaiser’s telegram to Oom Paul,
yesterday. It is notone of his impul-
sive utterances, but a deliberate message
framed at a meeting of the German cab-
inet. It is everywhere accepted by the
press to-day as an insulting challenge to
the English.”” “*This is, says the Times,
an unqualified recognition of the inde-
pendence of the Transvaal republic, and
thus plants the suzerainty on Great
Britain. It intimates German readiness
to respond to the appeal of the Boer
republic for help.”

This evening’s St. James’ Gazette, the
staunchest of Lord Salisbury’s news-
paper supporters, saysof it: ‘‘The Em-
peror’s message is nothing but a bitter
insult to. this country after a naval
.council of war. Let us understand that,
and understand also that the despatch
in which the Kaiser exults over the de-
feat and death of Foglishmen was ab-
solutely uncalled for and gratuitous,
and we shall conclude that there is mat-
ter here which may well give every
Englishman something to ponder over
in the Sabbath lull of the next 48
hours.

¢« Austria has again plainly intimated
her hostility to auy dismemberment of
Turkey, which seems only the logical
result of Lord Salisbury’s policy if car-
ried out. Russia’s readiness to seize
upon any fa&able opportunity to make
headway to ocean by way of Port
Arthur, the Persian gulf and Dardenelles,
is so thoroughly recognized as being her
definite purpose that England hasarmed
herself against it for half a century.

_‘“‘The correspondent of the Sun says:
It is great and inspiring news which
England gives to the world to-day. It
is the news of the national virility, the
revival of the national valor. It 1s the
epoch-making imperial telegram f[rom
Berlin to Johaunnesburg which has
aroused Great Britain as nothing has
stirred British spunk and patriotism
in this generation. Nearly a hundred
of England’s bravest though criminally
misguided sons have paid the highest
mortal penalty for their folly, while the
lives of five hundred more are forfeited
under the law. It has been a grievous
blow. For once she admits that
though justice may be always right, it
is not always the best thing;and yet
her grief and shame are almost swal-
lowed up in her indignation over the
sting of a rebuke from the German Em-
peror and the unanimous savage hostil-
ity of all Europe. It has required
many warnings to reveal her position
to her, but at last she under-
stands it. She was defied in Asia. She
was flouted in Turkey, she was chal-
lenged in America and still she saw not
because she would not see. Yesterday
came the lightning flash. To-day she is
in arms and splendid in her defiance.
There was not a spark of war spirit
in this . country until twenty-four
hours .ago. To-day it is in
every man’s mind. Englishmen seem
to believe that every nation’s hand is
raised against them and ready to strike,
‘ but let them come on, we’ll fight them
single handed,’ are the words in which
I have heard more than one angry Eng-
lishman express tne prevailing senti-
ment to-day.

This remarkable awakening of the na-
tion is certain to enhance the terribly
embarrassing situation which confronts
the government. It is more than ever
evident that public opinion, neither in
South  Africa nor in England,
will tolerate the sacrifice of Dr.
Jameson, Sir John Willoughby and
other leaders of the invasion
as victims of the law which they viola-
ted. If the Boers insist upon executing
any of these men, as they have a right
to do,and the Salisbury government
fail to interfere, popular opinion in
England would cover the Tory ministry
with odium, while it would require the
whole British army to prevent the
South African colonies from becoming
an independent republic. On the
other hand, if Lord Salisbury
updertakes to forbid the Transvaal
republic from executing its laws against
the English offenders, he can reckon
with interference from Berlin, which
will not be confined to the telegram from
President Kruger. The dilemma of the
British government is so serious, in fact,
that it amounts to their being practical-
ly at the mercy of the Boers.

There is no doubt President Kruger is
shrewd enough to appreciate the situa-
tion, and he is certain to demand a good
price for mercy and moderation. Specu-
lation is already rife as to what these
demands will be. The feature of Em-
peror William’s message to President
Kruger most widely discussed in this
country is the fact that his language
distinctly ignores the British suzerainty
over the Transvaal republic. This is re-
garded, both in official and private
circles, as a direct menace, which,
if followed wup, would speedily be
made a casug belli by Great Britain. It
is insisted by such men as Sir Charles
Dilke, who regards the situation as ex-
tremely grave, that England can on no
account permit herself to be succeeded
by Germany or any other country as the
protector of the Transvaal. It is already
announced in semi-official form that the
British naval force in the neighborhood
of Delagoa Bay is ilimensely superior to
the two German cruisers which have
been ordered there.

‘Grave rumors and wild speculations
regarding the general South African
situation are flying about London to-
night. Many persons having important
relations with Capetown are beginning
to attach a serious meaning to the fact
that the government have been in sole
possession of the only available cable to
South Africa since Tuesday, and refuse
to allow it to be used for any ordinary
business.

It should be remembered also that not
a word has been uttered to explain the
great mystery of Dr. Jameson’s invasion
and the plot which unquestionably is
back of it. The whole of Cape Colony
may have risen in revolt three days ago
for all that England knows. The East-
ern Telegraph Co. promised to have a
second cable working to-morrow, but it
is by no means certain that the govern-
ment will allow the public to use it.

Harold Fredrick cables to the Times:
Since England was breathlessly allowing
tlie bloody progress of British relief ex-
pedition up the Nile toward Kartoum,
eleven years ago, I have witnessed no
such rapt universal popular excitement
ag reigned in London in these opening
days of the New Year. Sud-
denly the German Emperor leaps
into the middle of this perplexing
situation with a drawn sword
and infuriates everybody. Ifit were in-
tended to enrage England on as many
sides as possible, it isa triumph of in-
genuity. Its. rejoicing that English
blood has been spilled, its reference to
the friendly powers which would have
intervened if President Kruger had
asked them, its calm denial of
England’s Suzerain treaty rights,
the fact  that it was  sent
after an imperial council at the fore
eign office, in which the naval members
ostentatiously prodominated, all these
give it the character of a deliberate, in-
tional affron$. No living Englishman re
members . any such other premed-
itated slap in the face. What
counsels second thoughts may.
bring it is 1 rossible to say, but
England to-night wants to fight Ger-
many more passio tely than she has
desired anything elce since the time of
the Georges. Even Italy, despite all its
natural leanings, has been forced into
the significant step of intrusting the pro-
tection of the Italians in the Transvaal
to the German consul.

JAMESON NOT RELEASED

Cecil Rbhodes Resigus the Premiership
of Cape Colony—The Duteh
Press Jubilant.

[ntense Excitement at Johannesburg— |
Boer Accounts ot the Recent ‘
Battle.

LoxpoN, Jan. 6.—The statement that
Dr. Jameson has been released from
custody at Pretoria is officially stated to
be without foundation. The British
government is said to be hurrying troops
from India to Cape Town.

Delayed dispatches from Johannes-
burg arriving to-day show that on Thurs-
day last there was intense excitement
there. People were hurrying into town
from the outlying country. The central

committee men constituted themselves
a provisional government for the town,
and announced that ample provision
would be made to defend it against any
body of Boers. The provisional gov-
ernment was established in the con-
solidated gold fields building, and three
Maxn guns placed in advantageous
positions about it.

The new government then sent an
ultimatum to the government of Presi-
dent Kruger, who proposed a conference
at Pretoria on the following day, Wed-
nesday. The committee hesitated to go
to Pretoria without a safe conduct. Dr.
Jameson at that time was hourly ex-
pected at Johannesburg.

Crowds surrounded the consolidated
gold fields building and the work of re-
cruiting was in full swing. Numerous
people left the town during the night,
in bands of fifty each. Later, the com-
mittee sent the following communica~
tion to Sir Hercules Robinson, governor
of Cape Colony :

‘ We have absolute information that
a large body of Boers has been com-
manded immediately to attack Johan-
nesburg and shoot on sight all who have
been concerned in the agitation. Affairs
are so critical that we ask you to inter-
vene to protect the lives of citizens, who
have long agitated legally for their
rights.”’

The Governor of Natal, Sir Walter
Francis Healy Hutchison, telegraphs
upon Boer authority that 130 of Jame-
son’s followers were killed and 37
wounded. On the Boer side, it is added.
three were killed and five wounded.

Jacques St. Cere cables from Paris:
“The Emperor of Germany’s dispatch
to the President of the South African
Republic has made upon the public and
diplomatic opinion in Europe an im-
pression of which it is impossible to con-
vey an adequate idea. The manner in
which the Kaiser has ranged himself on
the side of the Boers is astonishing and
rejoicing all those who have complained
of British policy—in other words the
whole of KEurope. From the diplo-
matic point of view there is less satisfac-
tion to be expressed. It is generally
believed that real and lasting unrest
will be the outcome of these frequent
and exeessive crises. ) )

Care Town, Jan. 6.—Hon. Sir George
Gordon Spring, treasurer of Cape Col-’
ony, succeeds Cecil Rhodes as premier.

The new Premier, Sir Gordon Spriggs,
was colonial secretary and premier of
Cape Colony from 1878 to 1881, treasurer
from 1884 to 1886, premier and treasurer
from 1886 to 1890, and treasurer from
1890 on. He was born in 1830.

It is learned that after Wednesday’s
fight Dr. Jamieson’s column, originally
about 700 men, moved southwards fight-
ing hard all the way throughout the
night, and eventually rerched Vladvon-
tein, six miles from Johannesburg. on
Thursday morning, when the column
was completely surrounded by 4,800
Boers. In spite of this Jameson’s fol-
lowers fought stubbornly until noon,
when all their cartridges were ex-
hausted. In addition to this they
had not tasted food for 24 hours
and were worn out; but the white flag
was not hoisted by Jameson’s orders.
It is known that Jameson expected
2,000 Uitlanders to join him at Krue-
gersdorp. The Dutch press is jubilant
at this lowering of the British prestige,
and advocates the incorporation of
*“ Rhodesia ’’ with the Transvaal.

BerLIN, Jan. 6.—Emperor William
to-day received from W. G. Lyds, secre-
tary of state for the Transvaal: * Cape
Town, Jan. 6.—The news that Hon.
Cecil Rhodes, premier of Cape Colony,
has resigned is confirmed. It is not
known whether his resignation has been
accepted by the governor, Sir Hercules
Robinson.”

SHIPMENTS OF CANADIAN CATTLE.

‘W aAsHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Secretary Mor-
ton is still considering the application
for the opening of a new port of entry and
export in New England for the trans-
portation of Canadian cattle in shipment
{6 Great Britain or other foreign coun-
tries. The Secretary is said to be favor-
ably disposed toward it. An argument
in support of the application was made
by Sigourney Butler of Boston,
gecretary of the Boston Chamber of
Commerce; Dr. Austin Peters, the ex-

rt veterinarian, and Collector Smal-

ey, of the Port of Burlington, Vermont;
accompanied by Senator Proctor and
Assistant Secretary Hamlin. Mr. But-
ler asked that Richford, Vermont, be
opened as a port of entry and
Boston as a port of export. No pro-
vision is mnow made for ship-
ping Canadian cattle in New England
except from Portland. There had been
an objection to this proposition from the
Bureau of Animal industry, owing to
the declaration of Great Britain that
contagious pleuro-pneumonia exists ams-
ong Canadian cattle; but Mr. Butler de-
clared that diligent seareh had failed to
reveal the existence of that disease.

VENKZUBLAN §0UNDARY'

The New York Correspondent of the
London ‘‘ Chronicle” on Aber-
deen’s Dispatches

His Statement of the Attitude of the
People of the United States
Towards Britain.

Loxpon, Jan. 5.—The special commis-
sioner of the London Daily Chronicle
cables from New York as follows: ¢ The
London correspondent of the American
newspapers having revealed my identity
here, I have been overwhelmed with ex-
pressions of sympathy and thanks to the
Chronicle for putting the American case
and opinion before the British public.
All the papers comment most kindly.
As I have tried to explain, Americans
believe their attitude of demanding ar-
bitration is one with which -civilized
men must sympathize. In support of
this, the whole Union, if need be, will
speak with absolutely one voice. But,
at the same time, there is here an in-
finite desire to see an immediate and
amicable seftlement. I have to-day
talked with several men who are being
denounced in New York as jingoes, and
the above are their earnest sentiments.

‘“The people simply cannot under-
stand Lord Salisbury’s attitude. = A
senator said to me to-day that he thinks
the case the same as 1f a millionaire
quarrelled with his intimate friend be-
cause he had lost 10 cents in his house.
I repeat with every ounce of influence I
possess, that everybedy here worth con-
sidering desires peace. If Lord Salis-
bury can find a way to make the slight-
est advances towards the recognition of
the American attitude he will be received
with wide open arms. The responsi-
bility of any man or minister holding
back at such a moment when England
needs every friend she has, for the sake
of mere dignity or absolute adherence to
the letter of diplomacy, is appalling to
contemplate.

‘“ Regarding the Aberdeen despatches
and the Schomburgk line, I must ex-
plain my attitude. I assert nothing, my
means of information being obviously
limited. I simply invite refutation of
the statement that the correspondence I
cabled proves that England in 1841
freely admitted the Schomburgk line to
be destitute of any authority or validity
as the basis of a territorial claim. The
New York Evening Post, indulging in
some clever fooling at my expense,
quotes Lord Aberdeen’s letter of March
20, 1844, which states that England, by
removing the boundary posts, did not
cede’any rights which she might con-
sider herself authorized to claim in the
future. Unless a better report is possi-
ble my position is indeed unassailable.

‘“I base my contention upon the Brit-
ish official statements at the actual time
the boundary posts were removed. No
ex post facto explanations three years
later can affect this. If England made
any condition when she ordered the
practical destruction of the Schomburgk
line in 1843, in responses to the repeated
arguments, demands and insistence of
the Venezuelan government, then let us
have the official correspondence contain-
ing those contentions. If these cannot
be produced, then my documents and
my contentions hold the field. .

‘ But the question atstakeis infinitely
bigger than such arguments or any pro-
miscuous discussion of the Monroe doc-
trine. The American government and
people would be perfectly willing, and,
indeed glad to see England secure any
amount of Venezuelan territory if her
claim iscapableof historicand diplomatic
proof. They are willing to meet Eng-
land in any direction and to any extent
in finding a competent tribunal to de-
termine this. They ask only that Lord
Salisbury’s blunt refusal and President
Cleveland’s menaces alike be set aside
and forgotten. They regard the demand
for arbitration as the sacred right of a
great, powerful nation, standing on
what is believed to be a matter of prin-
ciple.

‘“ Now, Lord Salisbury is a great man.
He has a life-time reputation for bril-
liant foreign statesmanship. Whatever
he may do, his patriotism and dignity
are beyond question. The American
government and 70,000,000 people earn-
estly and solemnly invite him to forget
the past and meet their national con-
viction half way. If he will, the voice
of every reasonable man on this contin-
ent will be raised to praise him. Tomy
knowledge I am expressing the heartfelt
sentiments of the American govern-
ment.”’

ALASKAN BOUNDARY LINE.

WasHINGTON, Jan 6.—Gen. Duffield,
chief of the coast and geodetic survey,
on Saturday presented to the Secretary
of State the joint report on the Alaskan
boundary, as agreed upon by him and
the Canadian representative, Mr. King.
The report shows a  practical

agreement between  the  surveys
of the two governments, and
may have the effect of partially quieting
the apprehension of trouble over the
boundary. The greatest difference be-
tween the lines run by the engineers of
the two governments 18 but six feet seven
inches, or 15 seconds of longitude.

In view of the two surveys, Gen. Duf-
field does not hesitate to express the
opion that there can be no serious dis-

ute between the United States and

anada over the boundary. He said:
‘“ The line is as plain from the treaty as
though it had been recorded by deed
and map. The two commissioners who
meet at Albany had no authority to fix
the boundary, but only to recommend
from the surveys which have been made
the lines to be definitely established.
The ratification of their work remains
for another joint committee and Secre-
tary Olney will doubtless recommend to
congress an act for the appointment of a
commission to represent the TUnited
States for this purpose.

General Duffield is confident that the
British can find no grounds upon which
to base a claim to the gold fields of the
Yukon _river, since British Engineer
Ogilvie in 1893, after a careful observa-
tion, marked the banks of the Yukon
and Forty Mile creek, where these
streams are crossed by the 141st mer-
idian, and his marks were verified by
the United States survey. The only

General Duffield foresees is furnished by
that phrase of the Russian-British
treaty that at no point shall the boun-
dary be more than ten marine leagues
from the shore. The United States gov-
ernment interprets this to mean con-
tinental leagues, while England might
contend that ten leagues from the island
shore was contemplated; a construction
that would deprive the United States of
a vaiuable strip of territory if sustained.

INTERNATIONAL PARCEL POST.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Sir Julian
Pauncefote, the British ambassador,and
Lord Gough, first secretary of the lega-
tion, had a conference with Postmaster

General Wilson to-day, at which the es-
tablishment of a parcels convention be-
tween the United States and Great Brit-
ain wasdiscussed. The visit was the
result of a eommunication to the ambas-
sador from the Postmaster General of
Great Britain urging the adoption of
such an arrangement as a benefit to the
service, and the ambassador was assured
by Mr. Wilson that the matter would be
considered as soon as possible.

THE LATE BISHOP HILLS.

(From the East Anglican Times, Deec. 16.)

The mortal remains of Dr. Hills, late
Bishop of British Columbia, were interred
on Saturday in the little churchyard at Par-
ham, near Framlingham. Owing to prior
engagements, neither the Bishop of Nor-
wich nor Archdeacon Gibson was able to
attend, and, as the deceased prelate had ex-
Eressed a desire that the obsequies should

e of a simple character, there was little to
distinguish the funeral from that of any
well-respected villager. Enclosed in a mas-
sive oak coffin, the body was borne on a
hand-bier from the vicarage to the church,
and followed by the chief mourners—Mr.
G. E. Arden (nephew), Mr. Arthur Ham-
mersley and Mr. George McSwiney (rela-
tives and executors), Mr. Gard Pye, Mr. F.
Williams, Mr. Robert Ward (a very ola
friend of the Bishop’s from British Colum-
bia), Mr. R. Smith, and. Dr. Collins. Dur-
ing his brief residence here, the Bishop had
done much for Parham and the village of
Hacheston adjoining, and a very large
number of parishioners assembled to pay
the last tribute of respect.

The large church was quite filled. The
officiating clergymen were the Rev. Henry.
Herbert McSwiney, rector of Barnoldby-le-
Beck, near Great Grimsby, and the Rev.
Geo. A. Nicolls, curate of Parham and Ha-
cheston. With Miss D. Smith presiding at
the organ, the psalm was chanted by the
choir and school children, and three hymns
were sung—*‘‘ On the Resurrection Morn-
ing,” ‘““The Saints of God, their confiict
past,”” and ‘“ Now thelaborer’s task iso’er.”’
At the grave, which had been lined with
moss and flowers, the concluding prayers
were most impressively recited by the Rev.
H. H. McSwiney, and at the close of the
usual service the choir sang ‘ Brief life is
here our portion.” A silver plate on the
coffin was inscribed as follows:

GEORGE HILLs,
Priest and Bishop,
Born
June 26, 1816,
Entered into rest
December 10th, 1895.
‘“ Peace, perfect peace.’

The wreaths included one, ‘‘ Inloving re-
membrance,’“from Mr. and Mrs. ! Robert
“Vard, Vict#fda, British Columbia, and
others from Miss H. Arden, Miss King,
Mr. H. R. Smith, Miss D. Smith and the
Misses Smith, Miss Cooper and "sister, the
teachers and scholars of Parham and Ha-
cheston schools and of Parham evening
school, and the servants at the Vicarage.
As the only British Columbian who was
able to attend the ceremony, Mr. Ward
bore testimony to the great love entertain-
ed for the late Bishop in that far-awa,
diocese. It was rough and arduous wor
there in ‘‘ the sixties,”” when Dr. Hills first
went out, and the courage and energy with
which he met all difficulties gained for him
the reputation of being a splendid fellow,
alike in spirit and physique. Amongst the
many testimonials given were a beautiful
cross, made of British Columbia gold, and
an ebony walking stick, with a massive
head of the same material.

NO INTERFERENCE.

Loxpox, Jan. 4.—The Venezuelan dis-
pute seems almost to have been lost sight
of here since the publication of the corre-
spondence apparently hitherto not care-
fully weighed on this side of the Atlantic.
All the batteries of the British press seem
to be turned upon Germany, and
their fire is increasing in inten-
sity as the action of the Emper-
or becomes more clearly understood.
At first it was put down to be nothing more
than one of his familiar eccentricities. but
there seems to be much more deliberation
than eccentricity about the young war
lord’s dispatch to the President of the
Transvaal republic. The Standard, which,
even more than the Times, may be
regarded as directly representing the views
of the British government, speaks very
plainly on the subject and issues a warning
to foreign nations in general, and to Ger-
many in particular, that great Brit-
ain will = tolerate no interference.
and that in spite of the threats of the Ger-
man official press to make things unpleas-
ant for Great Britain at Washington, Con-
stantinople and Pekin. ¢ We shall defend
our own with all the means at ourdisposal,
let-our assailants be whom they will, or as
many as they will.”

The utterance upon the part of the Stand-
ard is a sample of the remarks on the sub-
ject made by the British press, and coming
from the source whieh it does there
are clear indications that Great Britain and
Germany have reached 2 state of extremely
strained relations, which may have further
and most serious results, unless the jingoes
of both nations arefcurbed. The defeats of
Dr. Jameson’s freebooters by the boers
have produced a feeling of great humili-
ation here and the greatest anxiety is felt
regarding the fate of his companions, as
they comprise among them the younger
sons of some of the best known families in
Great Britain.

LIBERTY OF CONSCIENCE.

To tae Eprror:—It is with great re-
gret that I see this morning in an
anonymous leaflet my sermon of last
night turned into the subject of an
electioneering skit.

In the first place it was addressed to
my own congregation uot to the general
public, and to them aloneIam responsi-
ble for an explanation. Then without
attempting either to give the real drift
of my sermon nor correct extracts from
it, a paragraph is set forth purporting to
be verbatim, yet of which not a single
gsentence is mine, nor is the main allega-
tion contained mine either.

Iam next accused of ignorance uponthe
subject, and bad taste for introducing
politics into -the pulpit. Now I dis-
tinctly disclaimed all desire to speak
upon or to teach politics. The question
of religious education in Manitoba ~has
been made a political question bere
against the will, I believe, of the general
body of the electorate, and I am cer-
tainly not responsible for that.

I was pleading last night for liberty of
conscience. Whatever may be said about
religious exercises im the Manitoba
statute, and which may be sufficient to
satisfy the requirements of the majority,
the very words of the judgment of the
privy council which are eited in the leaf-
let with the object of exposing my
ignorance, speak of the public schools
under that act as ¢ entirely unsec-
tarian.”’

Now, it is perfectly well known that
‘* entirely unsectarian ’” education is ab-
horrent to the Roman Catholic consci-
ence; as abhorent as *‘ entirely Catholic
education’’ would be to the conscience of
the framers of that statute.

I say, then, that it is as great an in-
justice for a temporary majority to force
upon the Roman Cathelics in Manitoba
such an education, as it would be for the
Roman Catholics of Quebec to control
the State education in that province up-
on purely Roman Catholic lines.

For the rest, the greater part of my
sermon, I must refer your readers to
the M.S., which is in my own posses-
sion; or to such of my hearers as have
better memories than the gentleman or
lady who has so absurdly misquoted me.

Difficulties .of Travel Reduced the
Rural Vote and Thus Lessened
the Majority.

The New Minister Cordially Thanks
the Friends Who So Nobly
Stood by Him.

Probably no cabinet minister seeking
re-election upon acceptance of office
ever contested his constituency in face
of a more difficult combination of ad-
verse circumstances than that which
confronted Hon. E. G. Prior in the cam-
paign which resulted yesterday in his
election by the majority of 107
over Mr. Wm, Templeman. His
vote of 1,564 was, however, not
only the largest ever given by Victoria
to a candidate for the Dominion house,
but was in excess of the combined vote
of himself and Mr, Templeman in their
former contest, at the last general elec-
tions. Then Col. Prior polled 1,068 and
Mr. Templeman 449. Yesterday’s con-

test brought out the very strongest op- |
position ever likely to be pre-
sented, for  besides losing the
votes of his Conservative friends
who do not think as the government
does on the school question, many voters
without strang political affiliations were
no doubt misled into casting their votes
for the candidate who, professing to be
a follower of Mr. Laurier, circulated in

his newspaper the Times yesterdsy the
fiction that Mr. Laurier had actually
been ‘ called in” to form a govern-
ment.

A very curious circumstance was no-
ted in connection with the appearance
of this supposed telegram. It was rush-
ed upon the streets in the form of an
‘‘extra,’’ presumably assoonas received
from Ottawa, but simultaneously there
issued from the same quarter several
huge placards on canvas, which must
have been the work of hours
rather than minutes, but which made
the same startling announcement, that
Wilired Laurier had been called upon to
form a cabinet and ‘‘What is Col. Prior’s
position now?” Precautions had, how-
ever, been taken to meet any such roor-
back, and the false ‘“telegram’’ did not
obtain more than half an hour’s start of
a circular showing beyond a doubt that
the Laurier story was an invention for
the purposes of the political emergency.
More than one staunch Liberal ex-
pressed disgust at campaign methods so
indecent as that thus resorted to by the
opposition; but Mr. Joseph Martin, the
Manitoba friend of Mr. Templeman,
sped out to the Willows and used the
story for all it eould be made appear
worth at that most important polling
place. )

In the face of these inventions, and of
the authentic reports of the internal dis-
sensions of the Bowell administration,
Col. Prior’s friends have reason to be
satisfied with the result of his appeal to
them. Thisappeal was most strongly
and directly expressed through the
CoronisT of yesterday, in which over
his own signature Hon. E. G. Prior
stated his confident belief that under any
circumstances the right of British Col-
umbia to cabinet representation, which
would be asserted by his re-election,
would not be ignored by any Conserva-
tive premier. The electors accepted his
assurance as that of an honorable man,
and the ‘‘no cabinet minister”’ com-
bination failed to elect their candidate
Mr. Templeman.

THE VOTE.

Yesterday’s vote palled, totalling three
thousand and twenty-one, was not up to
the general expectations, though the re-
sult demonstrated beyond the shadow of
a doubt the calm judgment of the elec-
torate. With 6,900 votes on the roll,
after allowing for repeaters and absen-
tees a poll of at least 3,500 was looked
for. To reduce the vote a combination
of adverse - circumstances presented
themselves, however. The soft state of
the country reads kept a large propor-
tion of the outside vote from
being polled, and this was partic-
ularly the case in the Metchosin distn.ct,
the practically solid support of which
even the opposition conceded to be with
Hon. Mr. Prior. The fact that the
Happy Valley road was absolutely im-
passable kept at home many of the resi-
dents along that highway, who are
among the new Minister’s staunchest
supporters. Between Parsons’ Bridge
and Victoria, at Colquitz, Cedar Hill,
and in fact all the outlying districts,
Hon. Mr. Prior lost_votes owing to the
roads ; while general and justifiable dis-
satisfaction with the arrangement of the
districts and location of the polling
places considerably reduced the number
of those who made their way to the
polls. .

The election itself was as spirited as
had been the eampaign preliminary to it.
The forces on each side were marshalled
early and there was no abatement of
enthusiasm on either side as the day
progressed. At the Willows during the
morning .some little hard feeling was
caused b§ the apparent determination
of pne of the Liberal lights to challenge
each and every voter {l:esentmg himself
of whose support the Liberal candidate
did not feel assured. Matters finally
reached a point where a blockade of
votes and a loss of many were threatened,
and the returning officer was obliged to
make a special trip from the city for the
purpose of setting matters' straight.

The majority was 107 for Hon. E. G.
Prior, who it is stated suffered more

The Durocher ballot was used far the
first time in British Columbia, and its
advantages over the old form at once
commended themselves to the observ-
ant. The percentage of spoiled ballots
was undoubtedly heaviest at The Wiil-
lows, where 18 votes were lost through
the omission of the deputy returning
officer to initial them.

MUTUAL CONGRATULATIONS.

When all the returns except those
from Metchosin had been received, the
crowd who had thronged the Cononist
office and stood in the rain outside to
catch a glimpse of the all-important
figures, moved.to the Liberal Conserva-
tive headquarters in the Adelphi block.
Here a flow of congratulatory speech
making of course soon commenced, and
the enthusiasm of those present gradu-
ally worked up until when it had
reached a high pitch Col. Prior was seen
ascending the stairs. This was the
signal for such an outburst of cheering
as had only once been heard in those
rooms before, and the Colonel appeared
a proud man indeed as by slow degrees
he edged his way through the
mass of his supporters to the platform.

The Covonist, he stated, has just re-
ceived the following telegram from its
Ottawa correspondent :

“O1TAWwA, Jan. 6—I have seen the Pre-
mier, who says the report about Laurier
having been summoned by His Excel-
lency is absolutely false. The Cabinet
is still doing business at the old stand.
There is positively no hope for the Lib-
eral party in the present crisis. It is
truly a family matter with the Conserv-
ative party. The breach is about
healed.”

The reading of this dispatch roused
the enthusiasm of the meeting again
and cheer upon cheer was given. This
telegram showed, continued Col. Prior
when the applause had subsided,
that even up to the last moment
the opposition stuck to  their
olicy of falsehood and deceit. Moved
Ey the enthusiasm of those present who
had worked so hard and unselfishly in
his behalf, Col. Prior continued: ‘“ My
heart is full, gentlemen, I cannot find
words enough to thank you all for the
way you have stood by me.” (Great
applause.) In thanking the various
committees he especially mentioned Mr.
A. S. Potts, the secretary of the Liberal-
Conservative Association, and called for
three cheers for that gentleman, which
having been very heartily given Mr.
Potts made a neat speech in reply.

Mr. A. E. McPhillips congratulated
the Conservative party on the result of
the election. It had sounded a note, he
said, that would ring from the Pacific
Coast to Ottawa and on to the Atlantic
at Halifax—a note of unity for the Do-
minion. (Applause.)

Mr. E. Crow Baker read the returns
from that old Conservative stand-by
Metchosin, which had just come in and
showed 30 for Prior and 3 for Temple-
man. At this the applause broke out
afresh. Then came a telegram from Sir
Charles H. Tupper at Ottawa to Hon.
Mr. Prior, with the two words, ‘‘ Hearty
congratulations.” The result of this
election, Mr. Baker said, wasonly a fore-
runner of the general elections, and
when they came he was sure that the
returns for Hon. Mr. Prior and Mr.
Earle would show a sweeping victory for
the Conservative party.

Mr. Thos. Earle, M.P., was called for
with great enthusiasm and a burst of
applause greeted his appearance. The
honor the electors had done Hon.
Mr. Priorin putting him at the head of
the poll was he felt also an honorto
himself, for they had won a fight on an
issue which affected his own position as
well as Mr. Prior’s.

N THE K_A_SEO-SLOUAN.

Improvements Which Have Been Car-
ried on During the Year
Just Closed.

Advanee of Nelson and Kaslo -Real
and Substantial Progress Has
Attended Them,

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
As soon as last winter gave way to
spring a general feeling began to make

The aspect and condition of Nelson and
Kaslo even at the end of the year fully
justify that assumption. If it was pos=
sible to peep into the great ledgers lying
on the bank desks, further confirmation
would be found. To take

NELSON FIRST,

the building of the Hall Mines smelter,
with its accompanying tramway and
railway and its enormous ore bins,

would alone form an item worth chron-
icling. With the exception’ of certain

ipes delayed in transmission from the
oundry the smelter was complete and
might have been blown in on the first of
January. The various buildings are sab-
stantially constructed on a bluff stand-
ing some 100 feet above the C. P. R.
depot, and foim a conspicuous object to
travellers arriving by either lines of rail
or by river steamers. The tramway
which connects the smelter with the
Silver King mine, 5,000 feet above it
passes ug over mountain and canyon
along a broad straight swath until it
disappears over the skyline. The mine
is about a mile and a half further in and
this tramway is the largest of its kind
in the world. Its length is four and a
half miles.

The Nelson & Fort Sheppard Railway

which used to deposit its passengers on
the hill side 600 feet above Nelson and
then run on to meet the steamers at
Five Mile Point, now has constructed a
branch from the latter place right up to
the town and has its depot constructed
on that addition known as Bogus Town,
many lots which under the title of
the City of Nelson were bought .some
time ago under the impression that they
were buying. lots in Nelson itself.
. In the town proper several new stores
have been erected, notably a large block
on Baker street, occupied by the Nelson
drug company and W. H. Graham’s boot
store. Messrs. Travis & Farley have
built a new butcher ,shop next ‘to the
post office, and the Bimetallic restaur-
ant has been built next to them again.
Further down Baker street near the C.
& K. land office the Home restaurant
and boarding house has been put up
and is liberally patronized by men work-
ing on the smelter. Every empty store
in town has been taken until at present
a new comer has to build.

Messrs. Turner Beeton & Co., of Vie-

toria, A. Macdonald & Co., of Winnipeg,
and Herrin & Co., of Spokaze, have all
takem large premises and opened up
branches of their wholesale business.
But it is in private residences that Nel-
son has grown most. All up Stanley
street they are built as far as Observa-
tory street, where Mr. H. E. Croasdaile
has erected a handsome residence.
. Good wooden sidewalks have been laid
down in every direction, and the posts
and wires for the electric light are on
every street, .

The members oi the Methodist con-
gregation have built themselves a very
pretty little church on Silica street.

KABSLO CITY.

The completion of the railway to San-
don, 27 miles, and to Cody, two miles
further on, has converted Kaslo Bay in-
to a busy port. The depot is onthe side
nearest the town and is fronted by ex-
tensive wharves. The line encirclesthe
bay in order to gain sufficient elevation
to climb the bluif leading up the main
valley. Just behind Buchanan’s mill is
the round house and other buildings be-
longing to the railway.

It will be remembered that half Kaslo
was burnt in February, 1894, and a very
large part of what was left was swept
out or demolished by the great storm in
L June of the same year. It is therefore
‘very greatly to the credit of the town
that it exists at all. But its inhabitants
are not the kind of people to put up with
mere existence. They have rebuilt their
town; several new stores, notably those
of the Ryers Hardware Co.and A.T.
Garland’s clothing establishment, have
risen from the ashes. Kaslo is a city,
and as such has built itself suitable
offices, while the city fathers, mindful of
their charge, have carried out such
works along the river bank as will pro-
bably prevent any chance of a repetition
of last year’s misfortune.

Two new churches have been built and
several new residences and cottages. *
Like Nelson, the better times are felt
and shown in the absence of empty
houses and in the increased trade of
them all.

MORE MASSACRES.

Loxpox, Jan. 4—A dispatch from Con-
stantinople states that word has been re-
ceived of a terrible massacre taken place at
Bindjik, in AsiaMinor. The official report
of the circumstance states that 900 were
killed.

The recent massacre at Orfah isstated to
have been a terrible affair. The official dis-
patches admit that 900 Christians were kill-
ed. No further details of the massacre,
however, have been received. The massa-
cre occurred at Biredjik, an important town
ou the Euphrates. The outrage is believed
to have been committed by Kurds and Ha-
midieh cavalry. The forei embassies
have received information to the effect that
the bloodshed was exceptionally serious.

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BOWELL STILLPREMIER

Leaders of Oppasition in Both
Houses Side With Him Against
His Deserting Colleagues.

Strong Men From Each of Four
Provinces Reported Ready to
Assist Sir Mackenzie.

Promotions to the Senate That Make
Likely Constituencies Avail-
able for New Ministers.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Orrawa, Jau. 8.—This has been a day
of great excitement here. Just as the
bells were ringing the meypbers of the
Commons into the chamber, the news
flashed through the lobbies that Senator
Kaulbach had dropped dead in one of
the corridors. The news, indeed, was
‘too true. The cause was heart disease.
This tragic event made busi:iess in the
Senate impossible for to-day, and in ac-
.cordance with custom when the upper
house met this eévening it almost imme-
diately adjourned as a mark of respect
to the memory of the deceased. Premier
Bowell promised to give to-morrow a
full explanation of the cabinet troubles.

Sir Mackenzie touched very briefly on
his troubles in moving the adjournment,
but a remark he dropped leads to the
belief that he entertains hope of cabinet
reconstruction under his leaderstiip. He
modified the expressions of warm re-
sentment he had used yesterday with
respect to Mr. Foster’s statement in the
Commons, and stoutly defended the
High Commissioner ggainst the charge
of coming from England to supplant the
Premier. It is evident that these
two old men are yet firmly dttached
to each other by the recollection
of their many years’ service together un-
der the leadership of the First Sir John.
It is said that so far from scheming to
supplant Premier Bowell, the elder Tup-
per has even offered to serve in his cab-
inet if necessary, and at all events to
assist in bringing about a reconstruction.
Premier Blair of New Brunswick is re-
ported as not unwilling to take Mr. Fos-
ter’s place as a representative of that
province, in which the government
would thereby be greatly strengthened.
Should Sir Mackenzie retire in favor of.
the elder Tupser, it is said that he
would be offered the post of Lieutenant-
Governor of Ontario, while Hon. Geo.
A. Kirkpatrick, one of the most popular
public men inthat province, would enter
the ministry. Col. Prior’s name is now
very generally connected with the
Militia portfolio.

Thére appears to be a prevailing de-
gire on the part of the m¢mbers of the
house to proceed with the special work
for which the session. was called—the
consideration of the remedial legislation
proposed in settlement of the Manitoba
school difficulty. The feeling is that this
issue should be disposed of one way or
other, so.:that- when.the inevitable ap-
peal to the country comes it may be
made on the general policy of the par-
ties and not on a quasi-religious dispute.

Long pending appointments to the
Senate were made yesterday and to-day
by which four members of the Commons
are transferred to the upper house.
They are Messrs. Adams, of Northum-
berland, Baker of Missisquoi, Boyle of
Monck and White of Shelburne. Sir
John Cariing, of London, was also offer-
ed a Senatorship, but be declined as he
{)refers to remain in the Commons at
east nntil the dissolution. Mr. McKay,
of Hamilton, has been appointed an in-
spector of customs, and Mr. Bain of
BSoulanges post office inspector, Six va-
caneies in ‘the Commons have peen
caused by theee appointments, and it
may be more tham a coincidence that
they afford likely eonstituencies for pro-
posed new ministers not now in the
housge.

Hon. J. C. Aikins, ex-Lieutenant-
Governor of Manitoba, has also been I
galled to the Senate.

HOUSE QF COMMONS.

In the Commons Mr. Charbonneau,
the new member for Jaoques Cartier,
was introduced by Messrs. Laurier and
Tarte.

Then the interest deepened and hun-
dreds of spectators in the galleries lis-
tened with bated breath.

Hon. Sir A. P. Caron rose and said
that,when he moved for an adjournment
of the house yesterday he had expected
to be able to say something definite to

the house to-day. He regretted that he 0

was not in a position to do so. The
Prime Minister was now with His Ex-
céllency, and he therefore moved that
the house adjourn until to-morrow.

Mr. Laurier said he thought that the
house ought not to rise without the
cause of the present crisis being fully
explained. But as the Prime Minister
was at present with the Governor-Gen-
eral he could not expect any more in-
formation.

‘Mr. Mills, Bothwell, followed, and for
néarly half an hour roasted the hon.
ministers who had resigned, without
mercy. He believed the country would
censure them for their conduct to the
Premier. The reasons given for resign-
ing were the most flimsy possible. If
good at all, they had as much force two
months ago as they had last week.

On Mr. Mills resuming his seat there
were calls for adjournment, but Mr.
‘Wallace rose, holding a paper in his
hand, which he proceeded to read. Yes-
terday, he said, it had been stated to
him by two honorable members that he

was charged by the member for Haldi- [

mand with writing a letter to which Dr.
Montague’s own name was signed. He
had to deny the charge, and further say
that he neither wrote nor inspired the
letters referred to, nor even had any
knowledge of their existence.
Ex-Minister of Agriculture Montague

thought the guestion touched on by the
member for West York was a matter on
which his own lips, as a member of the
Privy Council, cught to pe sealed fram
discussion. He hoped. however, that
he was breaking no rule as 2 member of
the council against any others of the
cabinet, or against the representative of
the British Sovereign, in making the
statement which had been called for by
what bhad gone before. Three days
ago he had been charged Dby
a member of the Privy Council
with having written certain anonymous
letterg to His Excellency reflecting upon
one of his colleagnes. He demanded at
once that the statemrent should be placed
in the hands of His Excellency for in-
vestigation by him, knowing that it was
to the Governor General he was per-
sonally responsible. The letters had,
he understood, been concealed in a
drawer for two or three months, and the
charge then hurled against him without
a noment’s notice. He did not desire to
go deeper into the matter, but would say
this much, that a baser lie had never
been invented against a public man, and
that it formed part of a foul and dirty
conspiracy to ruin him.

Hon. Sir A. P. Caron stated that
neither directly nor indirectly had he
anything to do with the publication of
the charge last week, and that as far as
he could gather the whole had been
made up from a confused report of the
case, ag was shown by the inaccuracies
in the newspaper statements.

Mr. Edgar inquired as to the truth of
the statement that the government had
sent Sir Charles Tupper back to the old
country.

There was no answer to the question,
and Mr. Laurier asked as to the truth
of a statement that four members of the
house had been appointed to the Senate,
but no anpswer was given.

Sir Adolphe stated that the govern-
ment would take the first opportunity
to give the information.

The house then adjourned.

PREMIER BOWELL’S ANSWER.

The Senate met last night in the pres-
ence of the largest audience ever assem-
bled in the chamber, except at an open-
ing or prorogation. Sir- Mackenzie
Bowell, in announcing the resignations,
spoke vigorously, and asked for an ad-
journment until to-morrow night so
that he enuld have an opportunity to
consider Mr. Foster’s explanation to the
Commons. He regarded that statement
as uncalled for, undignified and unfair
to himself, and confidently appealed to
the judgment of the country in defence
of his course. So far as he was con-
cerned, the declaration made last session
as to his school policy would be carried
out to the letter. (Applause.) To-mor-
row he hoped to give an explanation
which would be satisfactory to the coun-

try. .

Hon. R. W. Scott, leader of the op-
position, expressed sympathy with the
Premier and said the verdict of tne coun-
try would be with him. The time se-
lected for the resignations was a very
unfair and improper one. The Senate
then adjourned.

THE MINSTERLAL FUSS

No Disagreement Upon Any Question
of Public Policy Now Before
the Country.

Mr. Foster Says He and Others Went
Out to Make Room for
Stronger Men.

Premier Bowell Warmly Criticises
His Colleagues—He Stands
By His Promises.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Orrawa, Jan. 7.—The promised ex-
planatiops regarding the political situ-
ation were made in parliament to-day,
the Commons chamber being crowded
to suffocation. Sir Adolphe Caron rose
amid silence of a profound character and
said that since parliament had met last
week seven members of the government
had sent their resignations to the Prime
Minister, and they had been submitted
to His Excellency and accepted. He
hoped that at the next meeting of the
House he would be able to make astate-
ment as to the course the government

proposed to take. In view of the gravity
of the situation, he would ask that the
ordinary rules be suspended and that
the House adjourn until the 21st of the
present month.

Mr. Laurier, amidst apglause from
the Liberal benches, said he was not
gurprised at the proposition, but he
was not prepared to agree to .it, and
could only accept adjournment from day
to day. He understood the- peculiar
situation of the cabinet and wasinclined
to commisserate the Prime Minister;
but on the other hand the amenities of
parliamentary government had to be
considered, and it was time to put an
end to the travesty in connection with
the government which has been going
on. He was anxious to know what
caused the resignations, and could only
assume that some extraordinary
event had occurred to induce
the members in question to re-
gign. They had apparently acted in
a treacherous manner to the Premier or
in a manner detrimental to the dignity
of parliament if something grave had
not occurred. The procedure looked
like an attempt to shirk the issue with
which the government was pledged to
deal. d

Mr. Foster then read the following
statement: * There ie no disagreement
between ourselves and the Premier upon
any question of public policy, trade or
the constitution with regard to which
action had been already taken or in
respect to which an attitude had been
assumed by the government under
the present Premier. We retain
our firm belief in the principles
and policy of the Liberal-Conservative
party, with which we are in entire ac-
cord, and of which we in common with
| others remain exponents so far as gur
ability admits. We have lost non® of
our confidence in the sound and healthy
condition of the Liberal-Conservative
party or of our belief that it embodies
the policy which a majority of the elec-
torate consider essential tothe continued
welfare and progress of the country; or
of our faith that under firm and pru-
dent leadership it will come back
triumphant from the polls.

‘“ Though with many misgivings we
finally agreed to enter the government
under Sir Mackenzie Bowell, in succes-
gion to Sir John Thompson, we have
nevertheless unitedly and loyally striven
to the best of our ability to make it
strong and efficient, and it has been
with growing regret that we have seen
our efforts result in a measure of success
less than that for which we had hoped
and striven. We are of opinion that the
Liberal Conservative party ought
to be represented by the strong-
est overaniént possible to  be
sesured from its ranks. That necessity
| was never greater than under the exist-
ing circumstances, and we believe that
! such a government can be formed with-
'out delay. This we have repeatedly
urged upon the Premier, with the result
that we found ourselves face toface with
| parliament having a government with
ite numbers incomplete, and with no
assurance that the present Premier
could satisfactorily complete it.

“ Under the circumstances we thought
it our duty to retire and in this manner
pave the way, if possible, for the forma-
tion of a government whose premier
could command the confidence of all his
colleagues, could satisfy the Liberal-
Conservative party that its strongest
elements were at its head, and impress
the country that it had a government
which was united and had power to
govern. We affirm with the utmost
sincerity that the action wehavetaken has
sprung from no personal feeling of dislike
or of personal ambition, but has been
solely gictat.ed by our own wish to sink
minor considerations in the presence of
our great desire that the best interests
of our party and country should be duly
conserved.”’

Sir Richard Cartwright said that in
the thirty-three years of his parlia-
mentary career, in which he had wit-
nessed numerous crises, he had never
seen an occurrence parallel with the
present. It was an extraordinary state
of things indeed, whén seven ministers
of the crown would take the step of
handing in their resignations between
the time of presenting the Governor-
General’s speech and the address there-
on—a scant piece of courtesy to wparlia-
ment and an insult to the Governor. If
they had entertained such an idea as
must have sexisted it was nothing short
| gf a fraud on the country to act as they

SMASHED T0 PIRCES,

The Tug *‘ Faleon,” of This Port,
Meets Destraction Near Gon-
zales Point

Her Crew Have a Narrow KEscape
¥rom Drowning—A Diffi-
cult Landing.

A strong southwesterly gale blowing
across the Straits yesterday brought
the well known tug Falcon to what
seems now certain destruction on the
rocks near Gonzales Point in the famous
Trial island passage. The tug was on
her way to Comox for coal, having left
here with a scow in tow some time be-
tween 8 and 9 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing. At the time of her departure the
gale had not yet grown to any consider-
able extent, but increased in fury as the
gteamer proceeded on her way. Captain

command, there being a crew, of four on
board. Everything went.smoothly with
the little craft until when going through
the. dangerous pass a log struck and
smashed her propeller, at once cripp]ing
her. Some of her machinery is sai
to have broken down; it was stated that
it was due to this accident that the
steamer met her fate. With a tremen-
dous sea rolling high up on
the shore the danger of the
crew added to the excitement
on board after the steamer had broken
down. The circumstances required all
their presence of mind and some in-
genuity on the part of those on board.
The steamer in the meanwhile bumped
hard upon the rocks and, at last reports
last night was a total wreck, her bottom
having fallen out. The first news of'the
Falcon’s mishap was brought in by the
tug Daisy, which had also left here yes-
terday morning for coal, but on finding
the gale too streng put about and re-
turned to port shortly after 1 p.m. Upon
arrival Captain Cavin, ot the Daisy, im-
mediately reported the wreck. He
had seen her at a  distance
and could see the seas breaking
high over her, but in the heavy seas
rolling could render the unfortunate
craft assistance. Later in the after-
noon a telephone message from the
Mount Baker hotel announced that the
crew had all arrived there safely, thus
relieving the anxiety which was begin-
ning to be felt. The Falcon has been
employed in the coal trade for years
past. She was a vessel of 26 tons regis-
ter, and though old was regarded as a
good sea boat.

If the weather is fine to-day it is un-
derstood a tug will go out to the scene of
the wreck for the purpose of rendering
all the assistance possible.

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.
Arrangements were just about com-
pleted for sending a steamer in search

of the missing Mischief when she re-
turned to port yesterday morning. The
story of the steamer’s long delay as in-
terestingly told by Capt. Foot is as fol-
lows: *‘ We lett Victoria on the 12th
December with an extra big load of
freight and passengers, and experienced
bad weather from the start. We put
into Pedder bay the first night, and next
day only got to Beechy bay, as it was
blowing half a gale from the west.
When approaching Cape Flattery it
started a proper gale from the southwest
with snow, fo we put back up the Straits
and got shelter in Clallam bay. There
we lay in company with four ships,
three large schooners and the steam col-
lier Willamette. From there we got
along all right to Quatsino, though
we had some very boisterous weather
and had to call to discharge cargo at
Clayoquot, Hesquoit, Nootka, Ahalteset,
Newchuletz, Kyuquot and Jackleset.

‘ Arriving at &uatsino on the 20th,
where we had six landings to make, our
troubles began. In the Sound it blew
so hard the trees fell in all directions
that several days were lost before getting
discharged. On Christmas day we start-
for home, and got about 10 miles
down the Sound to, Robin’s harbor,
where the schooner Teresa was lying,
when aflue in the boiler gave out insuch
a way that the chief Engineer could not
plug it up. He then volunteered, with
two of the crew, to row to Coal Harbor, |
20 miles up the Sound, where there was
located a blacksmith’s outfit. They
gtarted in a blinding snow storm and did
not return for 24 hours. When we did
get steam the flue still leaked, so the
boiler had to be cooled, and this occurred
three times in as many days.

‘“We finally got to Leason’s, Winter
harbor, when the same performance had
to be gone through again. We got the
boiler tight on New Year’s eve and start-
ed for home, having spent eleven days
in Quatsino. During that time we con-
sumed nearly all our coal, and had
therefore to depend chiefly on our sails
to bring us home. After rounding Cape
Cook we got nothing but easterly winds
and our progress was slow.

* At Nootka Sound we .learned that
Mr. Mortimer, of Victoria, was at his
marble quarry, without a boat and no
provisions. We endeavored to get to

of their supplies. The strength, length
and wonderful uniformity in size of Brit-
ish Columbia lumber is demanding much
attention abroad, and its good qualities
make it adaptable for many purposes
which no other lumber in the world
exactly suits.

BOARD OE_ALDERMEN.

A Number of Annnal Reports Read
at the Meeting Last
Night.

A Couple of Agreements Disposed of
aud an Early Adjournment
Reached.

At the city council meeting last night
several of the annual reports of commit-
tees were read. The full board were
present.

The streets committtee’s annual re-
port recommended to the incoming
council the urgency of the continuance
of the work already commenced of mac-
adamizing the main thoroughfares lead-
ing to the outer wharf; also Douglas
street to the city limits.

Tables-were annexed showing that the
length of box drains laid during the year

was: North Ward, 7,640 feet, costing
$813; Central Ward, 1,585 feet, costing
$1567.30; South Ward, 3,705 feet, cost-
in%‘$398.68. -

he length of vitrified pipe drains laid
in the North Ward was 2,066 feet, cost-
ing $468; Central Ward, 240 feet, costing
$57.63; South Ward, 1,111 feet, costing
$366.45.

The length oi sidewalks laid during
the year by day’s labor was 171,413 feet,
costing $1,090.47. By contract there
were laid in North ward 5,787 feet of
sldewalk, costing $836; Central ward,
2.183 feet costing $398.66; and in the
South ward, 4,183 feet costing $661.74.

The total amount paid for bridge work
and repairing was $2,008.95.

There were 11334 days of street sprink-
ling, costing $958.96.

The total expenditure in the different
wards was:

North Ward $11,434 42
Centre Ward................ vo... 10,582 77
South Ward...................... 8.042 84

Ald Partridge asked whether the fill-
ing in of the depressions made by the
gettling of the earth in the trenches of
the sewers put in by day work had been
charged to the sewers or to the streets
and bridges.

Ald. Humphrey replied that it was
charged to streets and bridges.

This being so Ald. Partridge held that
the report handed in some time ago
comparing sewer work by day work and
contract work was unfair.

The home committee in their annual
report mentioned a number of improve-
ments which had been made during the
year at the home, and stated that the
manager had reported that the new rules
adopted by the council for the guidance
of the manager and inmates are being
observed, and that the result is in every
way satisfactory.

The park committee’s annual report
regretted that the small appropriation
did not permit more attention to flower
planting and urged that the department
should be given more attention. The
committee recommended the laying of a
2-inch pipe along the western boundary
for a distance of half a mile at least for
irrigating the trees already planted. It
was recommended that the proper au-
horities remove the powder magazine
from the park as soon as possible and a
recommendation was also made for a
larger grant for 1896 for further improve-
ments and a continuation of the B.C.R.
G.A. band concerts. Thousands of citi-
zens it said could testify to the gratifica-
tion it had been to them to attend those
concerts.

The agreement with the Telephone
Co. for the use of their poles for string-
ing the city wires was passed, and the
Mayor authorized to execute it. The
agreement does away with many of the
poles which are now on the streets.

COUNTY COURT.

This case was heard before Mr. Justice
Walkem, as County court judge. The
plaintiff claimed $171, for work done and
materials provided, under a contract in
writing and for extra work. The plain-
tiff in the contract agreed ‘‘ to make the
necessary alterations and additions to
do away with the trouble at present
arising from the smoke created in the
process of manufacturing varnish, oils,
etc., at their varnish factory, on
Janion’s wharf, and in doing so, to take
down the present chimney and put up
one of 22 inches diameter, of sheet
'steel, and 50 feet high, taking the {)rem-
ises as I find them now and completing
the job to the satisfaction of the Canada
Paint Co., for the sum of $140; no ex-
tras.”’

The plaintiff’s case was, that the
work had been dome in accord with
the contract, and had overcome the
smoke nuisance. The defendants’ case
was that the work had not been done in
a satisfactory manner, and that it was
understood at the time the contract was
made that the vapor or gas arising
from the manufacture of varnish, etc.,
was included in the term ‘‘smoke.”

His Lordship held that if the defend-
ants had intended to include vapour or
gas they should have mentioned it in
the contract; that smoke did not in-
clude vapor or gas in the sense con-
tended for by the dcfendants. Judg-
ment was accordingly given for plain-
tiff for $171 and costs. Mr. S. Perr
Mills for plaintiff; Mr. E. V. Bodwe
for defendants.

‘LET US HAVE FAIR PLAY.”

councils of the Dominion the Pacific El
Dorado is henceforth to pe one of the
trustees to pass judgment on Dominion
affairs, in many cases affecting the colo-
nial life of the Empire. Col. Prior is
first selected for the post of honor.

* | No person or power has ever attempted

| Manitoba excepting those who have de-

liberately attempted to take away from
a large portion of the people of that pro-
vince rights they believe and the Domin-
ion as well as the Imperial parliament
believed, were firmly secured to them
by the ‘‘Manitoba Act.”” :-Never was a
compact more clearly defined or more
solemnly entered into by the Dominion
parliament confirmed by the Imperial
parliament than was thecompact known
ag the ¢ Manitoba Act.”” It was based
upon fundamental doctrine reaching
back to the capitulation of the citadel of
Quebec to the British in 1759, when the
French had reserved to them their laws,
their language and their religion.

In fullness of time, when the Dominion

had its birth in 1866, force was given to
these terms, but at that important junc-
 ture the Province of Quebec might have
said with much reason that the terms of
capitulation given to it should be en-
forced and that the Protestant minority
.should not have separate schools, and
that the public schoolsshould be Roman
Catholic for which the Protestants should
pay, but this was not demianded ; on the
contrary, the Protestant minority were
allowed their proportion of the school
tax for the education of their childrenin
their own separate schools, and in the
Province of Ontario the Catholic minor-
ity had reserved to them the same right.
When Manitoba was erected into a
province a special provision was inserted
in the act passed by the Dominion and
confirmed by the Imperial parliament,
giving Catholics in Manitoba the right
to use their own school tax for the edu-
cation of their own children. In other
words, that they might have separate
schools.
For nearly twenty years this was -car-
ried out in good faith, but in 1890 it was
found that the Protestant majority was
strong enough to sweep away this cher-
ished right. A majority was found to
scoff at the faith of others on the ques-
tion of religion. Enlightened men
claiming to be liberal should be liberal
in heart and conduct, if they wafit the
world to believe they are really“liberal,
and not mere demagogues. The highest
court in this Empire has determined
that the minority in Manitoba is right.
In view of this, will fair-minded
man say that the judgment of that court
shall not be carried out? The effort at
this time is to prevent the minority be-
ing coerced by the majority of Manitoba
—to take away a vested 1ight for no other
reason than that there is a majority in
that province who said that it should be
done. But let the voter of Viectoria
pause and put himself in the place of
one of the minority of Manitoba, con-
fronted bp not only a breach of contract,
but a breach in so vital a part as to
strike (as he believes) at the present
and future happiness of his children.
For over a quarter of a century Col.
Prior has from time to time been in
positions of public trust, always stand-
ing for the right. The honor of the
province demands that he should not be
put down on an unworthy appeal. Let
us have fair play.

THE SITUATION.

It will be seen by our special telegram
that the situation in Ottawa is un-
changed and is likely to remain so for
some little time longer. Sir Mackenzie
Bowell is still Premier. Changes, how-
ever, are certain to be made in the near
future. But whatever changes there
may be in the personnel of the Govern-
ment the administration will still be
Conservative and Col. Prior will hold
the seat in the Cabinet to which he has
been appointed. .

There are many conjectures as
to what the Government propose
to, do and as to how and where
the changes are to be made, but
our readers should be on their guard and
not accept surmises and conjectures for
accomplished facts. It is.certain that
the Conservatives are masters of the situ-

" ation, and sre determined to remain so.
They have a majority of fifty in the
House of Commons, and in the face of
g0 large 3 majority the Opposition are
absolutely helpless. ‘We say this for we
are confident that in the course of
the " day reports will be raised in.
Victoria that the Opposition: are about
doing what it is absolutely impossible
that they can do before a general elec-
tion. - Such réports are not worthy a
moment’s consideration.  They are
simply absurd. ' '

STILL CONSERVATIVE.

The Grits are chuckling over the do-
mestic disagreements of the Conserva-
‘tive party. These disagreements are, of
course, to be deplored, but they are no
more than what might be expected.
They are, aftef all, superficial and have
not affected the great bulk of the party.
The Conservatives from Cape Breton
to Vancouver Island are as solid as
ever they were on the National Policy.
So strong is their faith in that policy
that the Liberals have at last despaired
of shaking the faith of any considerable
numberof them in it. They have ceased
to attack it; they have, in effect, taken
the free trade plank out of their plat-
form. On the trade question the Liber-
als are at this moment really nowhere.
They are lying low hoping the time may
come when they can attack it with some
hope of success, or undermine it indi-
rectly.

They have taken up the Manitoba
school question solely with the hope of
dividingand consequently weakening the
Conservative party. They areinsincere,
as the recent declaration of their Leader
the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier shows. The
exegincies of the political situation in
Montreal Centre and Jacques Cartier
compelled him to express himself clearly
on that subject a week or two ago. He
has declared himself in favor of separate
schools for Manitoba. His declaration
takes the school question as an issue be-
tween the Liberal Party and the present
Government out of ‘the public arena.
Thie according to that declaration is
one of the subjects on which they are
agreed and is therefore no -longer
a matter of controversy between the
present Government and Mr. Laurier’s
supporters. The man who votes for
Mr. Laurier’s candidate is really I
FAVOR OF SEPARATE scHooLs. Thereis
no getting over thir. All that one has
to do to be convinced that Mr. Laurier
is strongly in favor of separate schools
is to read the declaration which he made
in Montreal Centre, which has now been
before the public for more than two
weeks and has not only not been
repudiated, but has not been even
corrected in any single particular.
On the strength of that declaration two
members ip favor of separate schools for
Manitoba, one for Montreal Centre, and
one for Jacques Cartier county, were re-

turned to the Dominion Parliament.
Having no policy on the trade question,
and being pledged to the restoration ot
separate schools for Manitoba, what
chance, we ask, has Mr. Laurier of suc-
ceeding Sir Mackenzie Dowell to the
Premiership. A little reflection must
convince any man capable of thinking
that Sir Mackenzie Bowell’s extremity
is not Mr. Laurier’s opportunity. Noth-
ing is elearer than that the change
which is about to occur will be to put
in the place of a weak and divided Con-
gervative Government another Conser-
vative Government which will be
strong and closely united.

THE CONSERVATIVE WARRIOR.

If as now appears to be beyond a
doubt Sir Charles Tupper becomes Pre-
mier of the Dominion, the Conservatives
will get a new lease of power. The Con-
servatives since the death of Sir John A.
Macdonald have not had a leader any-
thing like so well calculated to advance
the party in .the. country. He knows
the country and' the people. He is in

Canadians. He is experienced in
party management and is one of the
best political generals alive. He will not
let Mr. Laurier' ‘or any other Liberal
leader ontmanceuvre him. The' oppon-
ent who catctes him napping will'have
to get up very early in the morning,’ He
has clear ideas and extraordinary execu-
tive ability. He knows what the coun-
try most needs and he can supply its
wants more readily than any other pub-
lic man in the Dominion.

Sir Charles Tupper has been a good
friend ‘to British Columbia. He worked
hard for many years and encoun-
tered great opposition when trying to
obtain railroad connection with Eastern
Canada for this' Province. ~When .the
defeat of 1873 greatly- discouraged the
Conservative party and caused them to
despair of ever accomplishing that ob-
jeet, Hir Charles Tupper was undis-
mayed. Heshowed a bold front to the
enemy,-and by -his example infused
gpirit irito his party. He showed them
how to bear defeat manfully and en-
couraged its members to work unremit-
tingly for the good of Canada. His
example -was infectious. There was
never an Opposition that bore itself so
bravely as the Conservative Opposition
to the Grit Government led by Alexan-
der Mackenzie. The Hon. Charles Tup-
per was a leading spirit of that Opposi»
tion. . It was in great part through 'his
exertions in Parliament and out of
Parliament that the Conservative
party were in 1878 in a position
to defeat the Grits and capture the Gove
ernment. Sir Charles Tupper is almost
g8 vigorons fo-day as he was then, and
he has sinee:acquired experience - which.
he is able to usé for the benefit of hi
party.and hig country.

VICTOEIA’S SPEAKING TALENT.

The present campaign has brought out
the speaking ability of the Conserva-
tives of Victoria. Speechesreplets with
good- sense and sound argument have
been, made by Victorians. They have
shown that they understand the ques-
tions at issue, and are able to discuss
them intelligently and fogcibly. We are
glad to see that there is not a single
specimen of the genus- blather-
gkite on the Conservative side.
No ‘one spoke unless he had
something to say, and as sqon as hesaid
it be stopped. Thisis the best kind of
speaking. Col. Prior’s speeches were
admirable. They were clear, concise,
and vigorous. There have been only a
few men in any Dominion Government,
Conservative or Liberal, who could say
what they wanted to say with better ef«
fect than Col, Prior. We have no hesi-
tation in predicting that both in
his office and onthe floor of the House,
he will acquit himself in such a
way as to do credit to Brit-
ish Columbia. The speeches delivered
by that veteran politician Dr. Helme-
ken have been admirable. No man in
the Province knows better what are its
needs and has a clearer understanding
of the place it should occupy in the
Confederation. And, we may add, no
man can express his thoughts more
happily -and in purer English. The
way in which the other speakers acquit-
ted themselves has been a very agreeable
surprise to those who take an interest in
politics, federal and provincial. We
hope never to hear again that Victoria is
deficient in speaking ability. The great
fault has hitherto been that those of our
citizens who can speak, have been want~
ing in self-confidence. It takes an exs
igency like the present to spur them up
and. to stimulate them to overcome their
diffidence. It has now been proved that
Victoria is under no necessity to import
political speakers.

SIR MACKENZIE BOWELL.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell is a good man—
none better. He did his duty asa mem-
ber of the Government for the last seven-
teen years most faithfully and most effi-
ciently. He has grown old in the ser-
vice of his country, and deserves the
gratitude of his countrymen. But he
has, it appears, undertaken duties be-
vond his strength. This is evidently the
opinion of the seven members of
the Cabinet who have resigned.
They are clearly  of opirion
that it requires a stronger and
a more vigorous man to lead them and
to take the principal part in the direc-

tion of the affairs of the Dominion than !

Sir Mackenzie Bowell. Their duty to
their country and their party requires'
them to look around for a man whois:
endowed with the qualities that a leader
should possess, and it seems that they
have pitched upon 8ir Charles Tupper
the Elder, and we believe that at least
four-fifths of the Conservatives of the
Dominion are of the same opinion.
When he is chosen by His Excellency
the Governor-General to succeed Sir
Mackenzie Bowell it will not be because
the present Premier is not respected
and liked, but simply because the in-
firmities of age have made him unfit to
perform the difficult and onerous duties
of Premier when they are much more
than ordinarily difficult and onerous.

AN IMPORTANT VICTORY.

The election contest has ended in the
return of the Hon. Col. Prior by a
majority of 107. The Conservatives
have had many serious difficulties to
contend with. in the campaign that ig
now so happily ended. An issue not
properly belonging to- politics and to
which much importance was attached
by many electors, was dragged “into the
contest and was made -the most of by
the Opposition. The election took-place
at the time of a ministerial crisis in
Ottawa. No one knew what an hour
might bring forth.. The Opposition took
every advantage, fair and unfair, of the
precariousness of 'the political situation.
They even went so far as to publish on
the day of election what purported
to be a telegram from Ottawa stating
that the Hon. Mr. Laurier had been
gent for by the Governor-General and
was on hisway to Ottawa to consult with
His Excellency with respect tothe form-
ation of a Liberal ministry. All thishad
the effect of unsettling the minds of the
electors, and led many of them .to be-
lieve that the election would be a mere
matter of form-and that it was of little
consequence who would  be ' returned.
The reports circulated respecting the
unsettled state of the Government,
superadded to what was known respect-
ing the critical state of affairs at theseat
of government, were no doubt the prin-
cipal cause of the smallness of the vote
polled. Very few more than half the
electors voted. :

Then the Grits were most energetic
from the beginning to the end
of the campaign. They exhausted
their ingenuity in devising schemes to
deceive and mislead the electors. From
affecting to doubt the genuineness of
Col. Prior’s appointment to a seat in
the Cabinet:at the opening of the cam-
paign to the circulation of the lying
telegram declaring that Mr. Laurier was
called to Ottawa by the Governor-Gen-
eral at its close, the Grit policy was one
of _falsehood, trickery and deception.
That policy has no doubt deceiyed
many, but, as the result shows, it was
not entirely successful. Many of the
Conservatives understood the tactics of
the Grits too well to be deceived by their
inventions and they were too stromgly
attached to their principles and too
loyal to their party to desert it when it
was in difficulties and most needed
their support. Mr. Prior’s committees
worked hard and continuously and when
the day of election came every part
of the district had been thoroughly
canvassed. What a good organization
could do to ensure the return of a candi-
date was done by Col. Prior’s committee.

It was found by the canvassers that
on the distinctive policy of the Conserv-
ative party Victoria is assuredly Con-
gervative as ever it was, and that if the
Manitoba school question had not been
dragged into the contest the Liberals
would not have had the ghost of a chance
of getting their man returned. But the
Hon. Col. Prior has been returned in
gpite of strenuous opposition and the
dishonest devices of the Liberals. British
Columbia has now what it haslong been
agitating for—representation in the Cab-
inet of the Dominion—and it haswon
it in spite of the opposition of the Lib-
erals of Victoria backed up by the
Liberals of other parts of the Province,
This should not be forgotten.

TRANSVAAL TROUBLES.

The Transvaal troubles seam, for the
present at any rate, to be at an endi It
is now seen that the British Govern-
ment had not only nothing to do with
Mr. Jameson’s invasion of the little
Dutch Republic, but that it was con-
ceived and carried out in direct oppo-
gition to that Government’s South
African policy. This being the case the
message of the German Emperor to
President Kruger has really no national
significance. We are, in fact, surprised
that the message gave such offence in
England, and was made the text of so
many indignant newspaper articles and
gsuch a number of alarming telegrams.
Here it is:

¢« T express my sincere congratulations
that with your own people and without
appealing to the help of friendly powers
you have succeeded by your own ener-
getic action against the armed bands
which invaded your country as' dis-
turbers of the peace, and have thuas been
enabled to restore peace 4nd safeguard
defence of the country against attacks
from outside. WiLriam.”

As the British government had noth-
ing whatever-to do with the invasion of
the Transvaal we do not see what there
was to take exception at in the Em-
peror’s congratulatory message. Dr.
Jameson’s raid was altogether unjustifi-
able, No British subject bas a on right

his own responsibility to invade the ter-

ritory of a nation with which his nation
is at peace. Such an invasion, no mat-
ter what may be the pretext for it, isa
very serious crime and may be followed
by consequences most injurious to the
nation.

It was not to be expected that the
Emperor of Germany was aware of the
way in which British subjects are treat-
ed in the Transvaal, and even if he was
he might easily conclude that there are
many better ways of redressing their
grievances than by a filibustering expe-
dition.

It seems to us that the course pur-
sued may be the one least calculated to
improve the condition of the Uitlanders
in that little republic. It might be
thougLt that as the Uitlanders outnum-
bered the citizens of the republic—‘‘ the
burghers ’—three or four to one, they
might safely be lett to obtain a redress
of the grievances of which they com-
plained. There is no doubt that they
are treated unjustly by the Government
of the Transvaal. They are denied the
rights of citizenship ; they are compelled
to pay more than their fair share of the
taxes; they do not get from the Govern-
ment the advantages for which they pay
heayily, but they live in peace and pur-

and their property is protected. They
are not subjected to any cruel form of
oppression.

The Government is tyrannical, and its
tyranny may be hard to bear, but the
Uitlanders are strong enough to.throw
off the yoke when they find it to be un-
bearable. We are not sure that some of
them would not resent outside interfer-
ence. These are by no means anxious
to deprive the republic of its independ-
ence., The ambition of many of them is
to liberaiize it and to make it stronger.
What they want is to be made citizens
of the Republic on something like fair
terms. They know that when they are
once invested with the powers and pri-
vileges of citizenship they will soon be
able to get all the reform they want.

The work of liberalizing the Boers had
commenced and would no doubt con-
tinue, and there is a prospect of them
getting all they ask for by peaceable and
constitutional means. The interference
of an armed force in their favor wid, no
doubt, have the effect of putting a stop
to the change that was almost insensibly
going on among the Boers, and have the
effect of making them more exclusive
and more intolerant than ever, and
perhaps make it necessary for them to
resort to arms to maintain their position
in the country, and to obtain their
rights as citizens. )

Very little is known as yet about
Jameson’s invasion of the Transvaal,
When fuller information reaches us,
it may be seen that the raid was not so
unjustifiable or so impolitic as it now
appears to be.

UNITED STATES WAR TALK.

The folly and the wickedness of the
war talk of the Americans appear in a
very strong light when the defenceless-
ness of the United States is taken into
consideration. The country has no
army that would be in any European
country worthy of the name. Itsnavy
is small and utterly. unable-to cope with
that of any of the great powers, and the
whole of its seaboard, on which lie its
richest cities, is utterly defenceless.

a war with any country that possessesa’
standing army and a well equipped fleet
of warships it would have to create an
army, and an army composed of raw, re-
cruits is little better than a mere mob
when it has to meet well drilled and/well
disciplined troops that have seen service.
It would have to build the greater)part
of its navy, and it would have to fartify
its seacoast and lake cities. All\this
would take time, and time is very
precious to a nation that provoke's,hos—
tilities when it is wholly unprepédred for
war. While it is making the ‘prepara-
tions that are absolutely necessary an
enterprising and fully prepared enemy
could infifet upon it the most serious
losses. All -thig is now seen by the
Americans tbe!ﬁves, and many of
them are astounde@at the rashness of
President Cleveland ‘in making what a
quarrelsome nation wotlld feel itself jus-
tified in regarding as @Wleclaration of
war. An article from the;New York
Commercial Advertiser tells the Ameri-
can people what they must do before
they can hope to carry on a war with
any chance of success:

“ Let us fortify our exposed cities and
build up our navy so that we may
neither have nor fear wars,” says ex-
United States Minister to Russia An-
drew D. White. There isa whole vol-
ume of sound patriotism and common
gense in this brief declaration. No man
who is sane enough to remain outside
the wallsof a lunatic asylum will call
Andrew D. White a jingo. His breadth
of view, long experience in public life
and intimate knowledge of international
Eolitics combine to give great weight to

is opinions on matters of this sort. But
ex-Minister White is by no means alone
among eminent public men in his stand
for adequate measures of national de-
fence. It is now recognized on every
side, with a substantial unanimity hith-
erto unprecedented, that the safety and
honor of the United States demand the
thorough protection of our rich ports
from seaward assault. In the past the
course of this country in neglecting the
most obvious means of self-defence has
been one of reckless folly. It has been
our good fortune not to suffer from that
fatuous policy of Congress during the
past generation, but the time has now
come when, in the interests of peace and
of our own security, we must take effec-
tive measures to guard the immenge ae=
