Only one-half of the 
door wa< open, leaving a space of only 
abeSSrthree feet, and no one seemed to 
csre^to open th* door completely to let 
the crowd oat. Once someone ran over 
my head, and in the crush at the door 
my 'back was severely hurt. Someone 
fell Sown but we could not stop. Those 
behind were pushing ns on.

Constable Williams, with a view to 
expediting the removal of some of the 
bodiee, called upon Dr. J. R. Flock to 
hold an inquest and he had the requisite 
number of citizens summoned to meet 
to-day to inquire into the cause of the 
terrible catastrophe.

The list of dead and wounded shows 
that the workingmen of the city were 
the greatest sufferers. There have been 
no deaths reported since morning, but 
the death roll is expected to be added to 
to-night. There were about 100 people 
injured, but only three or four are in a 
precarious condition. The injuries con­
sist chiefly of broken limbs.

The cause of the disaster wae the giv­
ing way of a beam which ran from the 
north to the south of the hall, about 20 
feet from the northern end, and directly 
under the raised stage used as the speak­
ers’ platform. The beam had rotted 
from the fastenings, and when it fell 

. there was no support for some400 square 
„ feet of space. This gave way, the floor­

ing parting at a space about ten feet in 
front of the platform.

POLITICAL CHANGES.

How the Tarte Dilficnlty May Be Arranged * 
—The Glebe Editor's Prospects.WHITE BRUTES AND BLACK.

It wae a gathering to listen to success­
ful and unsuccessful municipal can­
didates. The hail was old but 
supposed to be sound, though it 
has not been used for dancing lately. 
It is supposed the stamping for the can­
didates had loosened the beams, and at 
9 o’clock pert of the floor over the 
city engineer’s office gave 
and a couple of handred people ‘were 
precipitated into the room below, while 
on them fell large beams and, 
than all, the massive iron safe and steam 
coil, which crushed and pinned scores of 
unfortunates.

At the time of writing the number re­
ported dead is 29, and it is estimated 
that the number of injured ia at least 
160 ; many of them are hurt fatally.

The scene in the hall waa indescrib 
able. People went half mad trying to 
get ont. The cry of fire started and the 
police and firemen were quickly on the 
spot, and as soon as the horrible situa­
tion was realized the services of both 
were used in carrying the dead and 
wounded to hospitals. Large . crowds 
gathered in the streets, where the con­
fusion and excitement were terrible, no­
body knowing who might not be among 
the dead or injured, who were not aV 
secured for two hours.

Toronto, Jan. 2.—The World saye 
that a Montreal man who was in the 
city yesterday outlined the coming poli­
tical changes in the province of Quebec.

Prefontaine, M. P., Montreal, is to be­
come Minister of Public Works in suc­
cession to Mr. Tarte.

A Quebec Liberal organ, says that it 
had been decided that Editor Willison, 
of the Globe, would succeed Sir Oliver 
Mowat in the Senate, but the French 
Liberals kicked and he won’t be ap­
pointed.

Barbarous Treatiaent of Natives by French 
Expedition In Africa.

Paris, Jan. 4.—A letter from an offi­
cer of the Marchand expedition says the 
French force consists of twenty-three 
whitemen and five hundred Senegalese 
riflemen. Describing the hardships en­
dured, the writer saye : “ The native 
carriers gave much trouble. We seized 
them forcibly and they attempted 
to escape at every opportunity. We 
vainly snot or hanged those who were 
recaptured, but others continued to 
escape. We were obliged to enter vil­
lages and seize all the men and women. 
Sometimee the whole population fled. 
We then burned a few huts, which 
generally induced them to return. We 
seized the chief and compelled him to 
?ive ns slaves to carry our loads. This 
is the only way to deal with these 
brutes, whom we have seen quarrel for 
tbe bodies of their shot comrades for 
food.”

Whitinsville, Mass., Jan. 4.—Whi- 
tin Bros, of this town, who operate cot­
ton mills at North Ulbridge, Linwood, 
Saundersville and Whitinsville, have- 
posted notices announcing that the- 
wages of operatives will be reduced on- 
January 10.

Lewiston, Maine, Jan. 4.—The re due-- 
tion of wages of the cotton mills of 
Lewiston, which goes into effect Janu­
ary 17, will amount to from 10 to 11 l-O 
per cent., and the other mills in Maine, 
as far as known to-day, will adopt one 
or other of these rates. It is estimated 
that nearly 20,000 operatives will be af­
fected in this state.

The other two were carried by 
the current clear past the town; one 
of these was lost and the men stuck to 
the third raft which they only brought to 
shore 30 miles beyond Dawson and I 
hardly think it will ever get to the town.”

With 600 pounds of provisions, Kill,
Hickman, Olsen and Albert Stick started 
on their return trip on November 20, 
and when the p#ty reached Pelly there 
were fourteen or fifteen miners camped 
there in a couple of log houses. During 
the stay at this point Kill was robbed 
of hie $9,000. He suspected G. W. F.
Johnson and D. J. Elmore; who were in 
the same cabin though not a trace of the 
gold dust could be found. He had both 
men arrested at Selkirk by the Mounted 
Police, and Judge Maguire tried the case 
which was dismissed.

The miners’ strike at Dawson ie off 
since about the 25th of November, and 
the terms of settlement are pretty milch 
as the laboring classes desired. Between 
what the miners wanted and what the 
employers wanted to give, a compromise 
has been strnck with the result that 
the workers now receive $1.25 an hour 
and provisions to make the amount 
equivalent to the sum asked.

This highly satisfactory agreement 
ie reported to have been coneumated, 
by Capt. E. Cates, formerly of the 
stevedoring firm of Cates & McDermott, 
who, though not having been to Daw­
son City, has kept an eye on the hap­
penings of that Mecca of gold banters. 
According to information which he re­
ceived at Skagway, where he baa en­
tered the real estate business, gold has 
been found in Calder creek, which 
empties into the Quartz, the dirt 
here running about $8 to the 
pan ; while on Skooknm gulch 
the return ie 21 qnnees to the cnbic foot. 
He heard of one bench claim on Bon­
anza creek which is worked by two 
miners that has yielded $2,400 in thirty 
days. A still better claim on Snlpbnr 
creek is yielding since bedrock was 
struck $16 00 to the pan.

Mr. A. E. Murphy, of Helena, Mon­
tana, who came down by the Corona, 
has an interest in this claim, and he also 
hae a hand in another project which he 
thinks will net him the returns 
of a good mine. He has care­
fully compiled a map showing the 
entire gold producing country of the 
iar North with the mining claims 
thereof and Jhe streams on which good 
prospers have been found.

Capt. Cates reports that the Skagway 
pass is still open and that the police are 
constantly packing goods over, there 
being not sufficient frost to make travel 
good. The tramway companies at Skag­
way and Dyea are about to secure ma­
chinery for their respective plants, and 
with this object in view two representa­
tives came down on the Corona to make 
purchases.
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A Visit to Tristan d’Acnoha—Gold Yield of 
Queensland.

Trhee little islands midway between 
the Cape of Good Hope and the coast of 
South America, forming the Tristan 
d’Acunha group, have been under the 
British flag since 1816, but no British 
government, it is said, has, within the 
memory of the oldest inhabitant, paid 
any attention to them. The population 
of the islands now consists of 45-women 
and 15 men, some of the accessions be­
ing due to shipwrecks and some to de­
sertions from whaling vessels. Captain 
Dexter, of the ship Honolulu, which ar- , 
rived in Sydney recently from New York, 
bad a visit from some of the islanders 
when crossing the Southern ocean. On 
the 16th October the ship arrived within 
eight of the island, and very soon a large 
boat containing 13 persons was observed 
making for the ship. On arrival along­
side the boat was found to contain a 
quantity of provisions in the shape of 
sbeep, geese, eggs, etc. The supplies 
were taken on board, and in exchange 
Captain Dexter gave the islanders 
bread, tea, coffee, sugar, etc. Captain 
Dexter also supplied them with 
a quantity of clothing and other 
necessaries. A long stay was made by 
the islanders on the Honolulu. They 
reported that the health of the inhabi­
tants on the island was good. They bad 
secured two boats irom the wreck of the 
ship Helenslea, a vessel which was lost 
on one of the islands some months ago, 
whilst en route to Fremantle. They had 
also picked up a quantity of wreckage 
from the ill-fated vessel.

The Queensland executive has decided 
that the law shall take its course in the 
case of Frank Smith, who was convicted 
of a capital offence near Gympie.

Benjamin Wherrill, who

executed, the sentence being commuted 
to 30 years’ penal servitude.

The gold yield of Queensland for the 
month of November was 78,024 ounces, 
an increase of 21,467 ounces as compared 
with the same month of last year.

SPANIARDS DISCOURAGED.
Officers Recently Arrived in Cot» to Re­

turn to Madrid With Little Hope 
lor the Future.

Havana, Jan. 2.—The insurgent Gen­
eral Francio Carillo, and 1,000 men from 
Santa Clara province, have entered Ma- 
tanza province near Habana and are 
supposed to be on the way to reunite 
with the concentrated insurgent forces 
under Brigadier-General Suarez and 
Cepero in Havana province.

It is reported from Santiago de Cuba 
that General Pando is greatly disheart­
ened on account of the obstacles which 
prevented a successful campaign against 
the insurgents in that province. He 
declares that he has no base of opera­
tions; the insurgents’ control being so 
complete that it is impossible to convev 
supplies to Spanish columns operating 
in the interior of the province. General 
Pando ia said to be convinced that 
the insurgents of Santiago de Cuba 
province will not accept autonomy. 
When he was in Spain be did not realize 
that the insurgents in the province bad 
such strength. It is said that General 
Sagua, operating in Santiago de Cnba, 
has been unable to agree with bis super­
ior officers, and on the pretext that he is 
sick has arrived in Havana, and will re­
turn to Spain bv the first mail steamer.

Ex-minister Canalejas, the Madrid edi­
tor who has been investigating the situ­
ation in Cuba, is said to be thoroughly 
discouraged with the outlook. He will 
return to Spain shortly, the sudden 
death of his sister being given as a 
son for hastening his departure.

Senor Bland, who has just returned 
from the United States, is said to take 
the same hopeless view of the situation 
as Senor Canalejas, and it is said that 
he will decline the proffered appoint­
ment of secretary to the Cuban auton­
omist cabinet.

“ A large number of proepectivn gold 

huntere from various parta of the United 
States will do their outfitting in Vic­
toria.”

The above opinion was emphatically 
expressed by Mr. G-. C. Banker, of North 
Colnmbne, Mass., yesterday, he being 
one of a party of aix Americana who left 
for the Northern gold fielda by the 
Corona laat night.

Mr. Bunker’s party ie composed of the 
following : R. Eltz, formerly of the geo­
logical survey of Georgia, and later of 
Boston, Maas. ; Jamee Kingsley, late 
light-keeper at Mennot’a Light, Boston 
harbor; W. B. Hunt, an expert miner 
and ex-alderman of Augusta, Maine; 
and G. Zipperman, a marine engineer, 
of Boston.

The party did all their outfitting at R. 
P. Rithet & Co.’s here, claiming that 
they conld purchase here more advan­
tageously than in Seattle or Tacoma.

“ I was appointed by the party,” said 
Mr. Bunker, “ to go on ahead and see 
where we conld get the beet terms for an 
outfit. I first visited Victoria, looked 
into the prices here, and then went to 
Seattle. In fact I twice visited the lat­
ter place for the purpose of procuring an 
outfit.

“ A careful comparison of prices con­
vinced me that I could do beet in Vic­
toria and we are therefore getting every­
thing we require here. Prices generally 
are higher in Seattle, and in addition one 
has to consider the duties when buying 
there. We are taking in a year’s outfit 
for each man.”

Mr. Banker’s party will go in by the 
Stickeen river route. At Teslin lake 
they will hire Indians and when Hoota- 
linqua river is reached they will camp 

gbly prospect the country 
which they believe will prove as rich as 
the Klondyke. In case they are unsuc­
cessful they will go farther North. Many 
Americans from the Eastern states, Mr. 
Banker save, will take this route.

I. R. S. Weatherley, who has 
spent the last nine months in the Omin- prove them, 
eca and other northern portions of the 
province, has returned to Victoria after 
completing an exploratory trip through 
a portion of British Columbia hitherto 
altogether unknown—that is a district 
lying between the Omineca and the 
Rocky mountains. After seeing the 
Omineca, the Colonel ie very greatly im­
pressed with the richness of the placer 
deposits of that portion of British Col­
umbia, and in speaking of its resources 
yesterday said that on the whole he 
considered the gold fields very 
rich and, from his own personal 
experience, Maneon creek particularly 
valuable. He can speak as an authority 
on mining, as he has bad verv extensive 
experience in the South African gold 
fields. In referring to the Consolidated 
and Caledonia mining companies, Col­
onel Weatherley considers Captain Black 
has accomplished wonderfully good 
work though handicapped considerably 
from headquarters.

Col. Weatherley gives a decidedly in­
teresting account of his adventurous trip 
from Manson creek to the Rockies. He 
made up hie mind, he Bays, to search 
for the mother lode of the rich de- 

sits of the Omineca, and with 
started on June 26 

due east. Traversing swamps, climb­
ing mountains and- holding as close as he 
could to his course, he managed, after 
great privations, to find what he looks 
upon as the greatest free milting quartz 
deposits in the world. There are eight 
great quartz veins as regularly placed as 
books on a shelf, each lying between 
slate on the one side and sandstone on 
the other. These veins are exposed to 
view for about 1,300’feet right up a hill 
side. He knocked off samples with gold 
showing plainly and is qnite sure that 
even if the quartz is-of very low grade it 
is the biggest thing of the kind in the 
world.

Col. Weatherley says that by going np 
the Fraser to McLeod lake, crossing over 
the eight miles of portage to the Pars­
nip, and proceeding down that stream 
for a certain distance, the distance from 
the point of departure on the Parsnip to 
the gold reefs ie about fifty ipilea to the 
east. The exact location he does not 
care to give, as he hopes to go back to 
develop his find. On his way out to the 
Parsnip he found a very easy road in to 
the discovery. The party suffered greet 
privations on their trip, for they lived 
on short rations for weeks and for three 
days had nothing: whatever to eat. The 
trip from Maneon creek and back lasted 
two months, from June 26 to August 29.

Col. Weatherley will be in town for a 
short time, and will probably take a 
trip to the Klondyke. The results of 
his trip bear out the predictions that the 
northern part of the province has im­
mensely rich mineral country that only 
needs opening out to make as gréât suc­
cess as the. better known districts in the 
southern portion of British Columbia.

DAIRY EDUCATION.
Meetings to Be Held This Month to Give 

Information to Farmers.

The following meetings will be held 
daring the present month in the dairy­
ing interests, under the auspices of the 
Dairymen’s Association of British Col­
umbia :

ilSsays:
“ Two vessels that may cut some fig­

ure in the settlement of any trouble re­
sulting from the game of ‘grab’ fn pro­
gress in the Orient steamed into the har­
bor yesterday afternoon and cast anchor 
off the city front. They are Her Majes­
ty’s ships Leander and Virago. The 
first, a cruiser of the second class, would 
attract but little attention were it not 
for the fact that she convoys the other 
vessel, which is of a type never before 
seen in San Francisco bay.

“ The Virago is one of the most mod- 
types of naval fighting machines, 

and belongs to the class known as tor­
pedo-boat destroyers. That siie is con­
sidered of the first importance in the 
business of naval warfare is evident by 
the fact that during the paet few years 
Great Britain has added no fewer than 
100 of these formidable vessels to her 
navy.

“ The sole purpose for which the Vir­
ago and other vessels of her class are 
built is to spread disaster among the 
fleet of torpedo boats that hover in the 
wake of every squadron of modern war­
ships. Her armament is insignificant, 
consisting merely of a few machine 
guns. Her decks and her low-lying hull 
are not protected by armor. Almost her1 
entire effectiveness lies in her speed.

“TheVirago can be forced through 
the water at thirty knots an hour, thus 
enabling her to overtake and annihilate 
with her rapid-fire batteries the speedi­
est torpedo boat afloat. Even the swift­
est ocean liner ie at her mercy. To 
develop this enormous speed powerful 
machinery is necessary. The long, nar­
row hall of the Virago is filled with 
machinery from stem to stern, a fact 
that is apparent even to the eye of a 
landsman, for the four big smokestacks 
divide the deck area into equal sections.

“ She is driven by twin screws and 
her engines are capable of developing 
6,200 horse power. The vessel ie 213 
feet long, 21 feet 7 inches beam and has 
a draught of 10 feet. Her displacement 
is 420 tons.

“ The Virago carries a complement of 
sixty-two officers and men. Her com­
manding officer is Lieutenant and Com­
mander Edward A. Baird.

“ On account of the great amount of 
machinery, there is but little room for 
fuel. The Virago can carry just enough 
coal for a cruise of three or four days. 
Thus it was that when she was ordered 
to the Pacific station from Plymouth 
some months ago it was necessary for 
her to make the voyage as the consort of 
the Leander. The voyage around the 
Horn was made by easy stages, frequent 
stops being made at ports on both sides 
of the continent. At sea the Virago’s 
coal supply was replenished from the 
bunkers of the cruiser, or, if the weather 
was rough the destroyer was taken in 
tow.

AMUSINtt AND INSTRUCTIVE.

A Victoria Inventor Proves Himself a 
Friend of the Little Folks.

One of the most amusing and at the 
same time instructive patent toys yet 
placed on the market, has made its ap­
pearance in Victoria. It is simplicity 
itself, consisting merely of a log of pre­
pared modelling clay and a set of 
moulds. The main idea. of the origin­
ator of the toy is to bring oat the in­
ventive and mechanical faculties of 
children of the ages of from 5 to 15 years.

The toy is along the lines set forth by 
the advocates of the Kindergarten sys­
tem of instruction and trailing. Possi­
bly the inventor, when 
toy occurred to him, remembered vividly 
that portion of his childhood’s days 
when it was his highest ambition to 
make mud pies and mould minature 
bricks. The children of the present day, 
will when using this toy, experience less 
difficulty in this pastime and will profit 
more, as the clay need in moulding only 
requires damping to be used. The 
toy includes two moulds, one for 
making an ordinary minature brick 
and the other a section of 
an arch. Any latent talent a child may 
have for architecture or the plastic arts 
will, it is safe to predict, be developed 
to a considerable extent by the use of 
this ingenious toy.

There is a menagerie near to Victoria 
city of which the populace know prac­
tically nothing. The proprietor asks no 
admission fee from those who see bis 
show, and, in addition, he gives an en­
tertainment exhibiting the power of 
man over beast, which equals similar 
performances in the best regulated cir­
cuses in the land.

About two miles from the business 
portion of the city, on the Cadboro Bay 
road, and near the Willows, lives this 
man who has made a lifetime study of 
animals of every kind. He has been a 
number of years collecting his present 
menagerie, and he claims that in time 
he will have the best and moat assorted 
collection of animals in the country.

Mr. James French, late of Bristol, 
Eng., is a gentleman young in years, 
who has carried a hobbv to a stage of 
marked eccentricity.

London, Jan. 5.—The Times com­
menting editorially this morning upon 
the statement of the Cologne Gazette 
that since Thursday last negotiations 
have been proceeding in London for a 
Chinese loan, upon the proposed security 
of the land tax and a cession of territory, 
denies that England has any intention 
to demand territory or to take the lead 
in the partition of China. It says :

“ England’s policy, on the contrary, 
aims at maintaining the Chinese 
Empire as a going
field for the extension of trade. In pur­
suing this policy we are glad to note 
England enjoys the powerful support of 
the United States government, as well 
as the public opinion of that portion of 
the American people which is not 
swayed by blind jingo denunciations.”

The editorial considers that the gov­
ernment would be justified even in in­
curring “ reasonable financial risks 
which might formerly be properly re­
garded as outside the scope of govern­
ment action,” in order to combat 
“ measures restrictive of trade which 
Russia and Germany are seeking to 
obtain from China in the shape of rail­
way and mining monopolies and the 
like.’’

The Washington correspondent of the 
Daily Chronicle cables that he learns 
from the highest diplomatic authority 
that there is a complete understanding 
between Russia and France in regard to 
the) East to the extent of their co-opera­
tion on sea and land in the event of hos­
tilities. An effort has been made to 
induce Germany to act in concert with me 
them, but hitherto without success. The 
movement is directed against England.

According to a despatch to the Daily 
Mail irom Rome, Signor Criepi, the dis­
tinguished Italian statesman and former 
premier, has said in the course of an in­
terview there Athat events in the Far 
East have proved that Russia only 
sought the French alliance to hamper 
France in this important matter, and 
that Italy would get nothing by support­
ing England in Chinese affaire, while 
she might expect much from supporting 
the Russo-German action.

The cruiser Arrogant, at Davenport, 
has been ordered to prepare for sea. It 
is supposed that she will proceed to 
Chinese waters.

Paris, Jan. 4.—M. Francis Chermes, 
who is well informed as to the views of 
the French government, has a long 
article in the Journal des Debats, in 
which he ably discusses the Eastern 
situation, drawing. the inference that 
“ France for the present will preserve; 
an expectant attitude in the Chinese 
crisis." . -

Rome, Jan. 4.—It appears that Mon­
seigneur Anser, bishop of the province of 
Shantung, China, in hie recent visit to 
the Pope, not only discussed the develop­
ments in China, but had an unofficial 
mission from Emperor William to enlist 
the aid of the Pope on behalf of the 
naval bill, and it is affirmed that the 
Pope, while refuging to internee direct­
ly in German politics, promised to use 
his influence directly with the centre 
(Catholic party in the reichstag) in sup­
port of the naval bill, having in view 
the interest of German Catholics in 
China.

Mutton and Beef Are on the Upward Move 
This Week.

In consequence of an advance made on 
American mutton, the home market has 
stiffened, and prices have advanced a 
few cents on the pound. Nearly all 
mutton used for home consumption 
comes from Washington and Oregon, 
and as a result the local market is al­
ways governed by foreign prices. Beef, 
though seldom imported, is nevertheless 
stiffening, owing to cattle men being ob­
liged at present to feed. An import in 
the market this week that causes one a 
little reflection is a quantity of smoked 
halibut, attractively prepared for sale. 
It is done up in Seattle, and is sent here 
in spite of duty and heavy freight 
charges. There seems no reason why 
local enterprise should not more than 
successfully compete against it.

f an ARRANGEMENT EFFECTED.

fertTtfTramYesterday the Colonist expressed the 
opinion that a public meeting ought to 
be called for the purpose of taking 
action in regard to matters relating to 
the trade of the Yukon. Such action 
seemed highly necessary, especially in 
view of the following article printed in 
the Post-Intelligenoer of Sunday :

The Post-Intelligencer calls attention 
to the communication in another col- 
umn, addressed to the Victoria Colonist, 
relative to duties collected at Skagway 
and Dyea by American customs officers 
on Canadian bought outfits. It gives an 
exact view of the situation, and, coming 
from Canadian sources, it is especially 
pertinent. The bonding privilege grant­
ed by the government is of no value, as 
long as the Washington government in­
sists that each outfit be accompanied 
through American territory by a cus­
toms officer. This is an expensive un­
dertaking, and persons who have made 
the error of buying in Victoria find it 
cheaper to pay full duty. The result is 
that the American duty is imposed on 
Canadian outfits at Dyea and Skagway 
and the full Canadian duty on American 
goods (except 100 pounds) at Lake.Tag- 
ish. Inasmuch as the original cost of 
outfits bought in the United States aver­
ages much less than outfits bought in 
Canada, there is but one thing for Klon- 
dvkers to do, and that is to outfit in 
Seattle.

We felt that the time had come when 
some decided action should be taken by 
the people of Canada to assert then- 
rights in the premises, and are more 
pleased than we can expresè to learn 
that such action is not now necessary, 
but that arrangements have been made 
with the Washington government 
whereby Canadian goods in transit may 
be carried under a certificate and no 
charge for an escort will be required. 
We congratulate Hon. Mr. Sifton upon 
the result of his negotiations at Wash­
ington, and the people of the British 
Columbia cities upon the removal of a 
very serions barrier to their trade.

We wish, however, to draw attention 
to the exquisite meanness of the course 
which the Post-Intelligencer expected 
its government to take. It believed that 
while an engagement would be made to 
permit the passage of goods in bond, 
such charges would be imposed that it 
would be better to pay thé duties. To 
the Seattle paper such a course seemed 
fully worthy of a great nation.

Ottawa, Jan. 3.—Mr. Sifton states 
that he has made satisfactory arrange­
ments at Washington regarding customs 
matters affecting British Columbia. Ca­
nadians will meet with no trouble from 
United States customs officers in getting 
in their goods to Y ukon via Dyea and 
Skaguay, and will be able to secure again 
the rights which were granted for last 
season by the government at Washing­
ton, there being practically a continua­
tion of these privileges. It is to be made 
plain, however, that importers are no 
longer to be put to the unreasonable 
pense of having customs officers accom­
pany each consignment oi goods.

As regards the Stickeen, there will be 
no trouble in getting goods up the stream 
and transferring from ocean to river 
boats.

Mr. Sifton thinks we are indebted to 
the Americans for their appropriation of 
$200,000 which they have offered to 
spend in assisting the distressed miners. 
He advised them that their plan was not 
likely to succeed on the precise lines laid 
down by them, and the result was a 
decision to ship in the supnlies by pack- 
horses. He had also offered to send 
with these an escort of fifty Mounted 
Police, which will be part of the force 
going through to Dawson City.

Manchester, Jan. 3.—The Manches­
ter Guardian to-day says: “The gov­
ernment has categorically stated that 
Great Britain will refuse to recognize 
any special rights granted by any Chi- 

port to any particular power. Any 
port open to one power must be open to 
all or open to none. Russia having been 
granted the right to winter ships at 
Port Arthur, Great Britain will enforce 
her rights to the same privilege, and her 
ships will winter there, whether China 
concedes or not.”

Continuing the Manchester Guardian 
remarks : “ If Germany obtains a naval 
station at Kaiochou, Great Britain in­
sists upon having a lease of ground for a 
naval station at the same port, and she 
will support every other power making 
the same claim. The contention of the 
government is that the moat favored na­
tion clause in the British and all other 
treaties with China forbids any special 
concession of the nature anticipated at 
Kaiochou and prevents nations from 
acquiring special benefits in which the 
others do not share.

“ The government has also declared 
that the same principle applies to such 
transactions as railway and mine mono­
polies. Taking the stand on the treaties, 
Great Britain refuses to acknowledge 
such concessions, and will insist on sim­
ilar railway and mine rights and use 
force to secure or defend them when it 
mav be neceesary. .

Üp to a late hour this evening the 
statement of the Manchester Guardian 
of this morning has neither been con- 
firmed nor denied. But the general be­
lief is that whether an actual note has 
been dispatched to China or not the 
Guardian’s statement fairly represents 
British opinion. .

There is considerable activitv in the 
defence departments.

The Chinese Statesman Upon Germany’s 
Arbitrary Occupation of a Port,

New York, Jan. 3.—The Herald this 
morning publishes a dispatch from 
Pekin containing the views expressed by 
Li Hung Chang as to recent events. He 
says:

“ The forcible occupation of Kiao- 
chou by Germany is in direct violation 
of the existing treaties and international 
law. The pretext made for this act of 
war was the murder of two missionaries 
by robbers in the interior of. the pro­
vince of Shantung. The Chinese gov­
ernment offered immediate and full re­
dress for this outrage, the punishment 
of the criminals, dismissal of local 
officials, and large compensation for all 
losses.

“ Anxious to avoid hostile acts, Chi­
nese troops were withdrawn from Kiao- 
chou when the Germans landed, and in 
spite of the strong public feeling pre­
vailing throughout the country for the 
defence of Cninese territory against ag­
gression, my government has not sent 
reinforcements against Kiaochou.

“ Outlaws exist in China, as in all 
countries. Neither treaties, law or relig­
ion can possible entirely suppress crime 
anywhere in the world. Though we 
condemn and punish criminals, there 
are places in every country where law­
lessness abounds, and to such places in 
Shantung the German missionaries de­
termined to go, knowing the inhabi­
tants themselves were often victims of 
these bandits.

“ Unfortunately, China has not yet 
recovered from the effects of the late war, 
and onr country requires a period of 
peace to carry out the work of reform 
lately begun. Of late years, from in­
struction and observation, the Chinese 
have come to regard the countries in the 
Western world as models, and even 
greater in justice than in arms/ Is it 
just to repress while we are struggling to 
emerge from the restraints of our ancient 
civilization, while improvement and pro­
gress steadily continue? Should China 
be distressed by having spies invade and 
territory invaded because of occurrences 
which western countries would deal with 
by law and not war—an unexpected in­
cident deplored by my government and 
followed bv fall redress?

“ Oar desire is to preserve onr terri­
tory intact and steadily improve it as a 
field open to all countries equally for the 
development of commerce.”

Movements of Warships.
London, Jan. 2.—It is announced at 

the admiralty that H.M.S. Centurion, 
the flagship of" the China station, the 
Undaunted, Narcissus, Pique, Rainbow, 
Daphne and' Algerine have arrived at 
Chemulpo, and the Ephigria at Port 
Arthur.

Vancouver, Jan. 3,—(Special)—The 
New York San despatch to the effect 
that in the event of war in China a Can­
adian battalion would be despatched 
from Vancouver to Hongkong has been 
read with special interest here, being by 
some taken literally as referring to a 
Vancouver battalion rather than one 
from anywhere in Canada to be des­
patched via Vancouver. The officers of 
the Fifth regiment here, discussing the 
matter, think it quite likely the Imperial 
authorities may give Canada a chance, 
seeing that it is nearest to the scene of 
action.

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THE KLONDIKEeion is #75,000 tone, and unfortunately 
there was no record kept of the ton­
nage of the previous years. Taking the 
ratio of the Increase of the production of 
ore, it is almost safe to predict that the 
output during the present year will be 
more than doubled.

In the matter of a pay roll the most 
reliable information shows that there 
are probably about 750 men employed in 
the mines around Rossland, and this is 
a big increase over the number employed 
in the division at the commencement of 
the year. It is safe to say that this num­
ber will be doubled before the end of 
1898. This we believe will be so because 
of the increased interest that is taken 
here and the absorption of properties 
recently by several well-known English 
companies, which are well supplied with 
means for developing the properties they 
have acquired, and which must of ne­
cessity spend large sums in making 
mines out of the prospects that they 
have purchased.

Turning from the Trail division to the 
Kootenay district the output is no less 
gratifying. For the year the total out­
put for the entire division was #8,136,- 
696. This is an enormous yield when it 
is considered that the entire yield of the

#8,067,332. The Trail Creek division 
played no unimportant part in bringing 
about this result, and contributed #3,- 
028,518 toward it. As another compari­
son of this great increase, the figures of 
the entire yield of all the lode mines of 
British Columbia for 1896, #4,257,179, 
will be taken, and they will reveal that 
the Kootenay district alone nearly 
doubled this output in 1897. The show­
ing is so remarkable that it presages 
many good things and a great and en­
during prosperity for this region ; so 
great that we almost fear to prophesy it 
for fear that it may ha considered that 
we are romancing. We will be satisfied, 
however, if the same ratio of increase is 
kept up that was shown in 1897 over the 
year 1896.—Rossland Miner.

This is probably no exaggera­
tion. And every dollar, or certainly by 
far the greater portion of it, might be 
handled by Canadian merchants if a 
united effort were made to that end by 
the Canadian newspapers. Why does 
not the Globe lend the weight of its in­
fluence towards securing this busi­
ness for Canada? It is the greatest op­
portunity the country ever had.

A man, living on a fine farm in Indi­
ana, writes to the Seattle Times to say 
that he must move to the Pacific Coast, 
for prices are so low that no one can 
hope to make a living where he is. This 
complaint of low prices prevails all over 
the Eastern and Middle States. It is 
only too familiar also in Eastern Can­
ada.

At Teslin Lake boats and scows will be built to convey the party and their outfits 
to Dawson City as soon as the Hootalinqua opens; that is, the expedition will follow the 
ice down that fine navigable stream, thereby avoiding the dangerous White Horse rap­
ids, and arrive at Dawson City at the earliest possible date thereafter in the spring.

The plan of the Corporation is to provide shelter and good substantial food for the 
parties accompanying the Expedition from the day they leave Victoria until they reach 
the destination. While waiting at Teslin Lake for the ice to break up they will have 
the opportunity of prospecting the very promising ground in that vicmity.

A PHENOMENAL SHOWING.
It is an old axiom that figures do not 

lie, and in another column we present an 
array of statistics that those who take an 
interest in the Trail Creek division can 
point to with pride. They show that it 
is beginning to realize the expectations 
of its most sanguine friends as a pro­
ducer of the precious metals, and that 
its capacity in this respect is only just 
beginning to be appreciated and known. 
The showing is marvelous when com­
pared with the product of the two pre­
vious years. The total value of the 
metals produced in this division in the 
year that has just passed into history 
was #3,025,518. Of this large sum $2,- 
544,284 was in gold, #406.234 in copper 
and #75,000 in silver.

Now let us see how this output for the 
year 1897 compares with the previous 
year. Before 1896 there is no data ob­
tainable as to the very small, if any, 
production of metals in thedivision. Ac­
cording to the most reliable data the 
total product oi the division in 1895 was 
#902,457. In the year 1896 it was #1,243,-

will be observed that the increase of 
1896 over 1895 was 72 per cent., while 
the increase of 1897 over 1896 was 150 
per cent. It is safe to presume with the 
enormous amount of development work 
that has been done and the fact that 
some of the mines could ship more ore 
if it was so desired leads to the inference 
that the increase in the year 1893 will be 
still greater than in any of the three 
previous years.
