said, “a commitfee of the House.” Let
us not be misunderstood. We do not say
that 16 circamstances can' arise when
a  Lientenant-Governor can take the
r>ins in his own hands and disregard
the advice of his First Minister. When
we were condemning the action of Lieu-
tenant-Governor MoInneg in regard to
Mr. Turner we were careful to admit
this, for it is an essential feature of con-
stitutional government, We claimed only
that Tieutenant-Governor Melnnes had
exercised his power unadvisedly, and that
he did so has been more than demon-
strated by the political unrest to which
his conduct gave rise. The power to get
rid of a minister, whose continued
presence in office 'is undesirable - from
a public point of view, must vest
somewhere when the legislature is not in
session, and coustitutional practice vests
it in the Lieutenant-Governor, but it is
a power that ought to be exercised only
in grave emergencies. If this were not
the case, if a lieutenant-governar was
‘at 'liberty to interfere or any pretext
whatever and dismiss -his ministry, the

whole obiject of Responsible Govern-
ment, 'which is to have the head of the |

state free from suspicion of partizan-
ship, and the representative, mot of the
dominant party, bat ‘of all the people,
and the custodian of their constitutional
rights, ~would be defeated.

We notice in the Mail and Empire an
interview with. C& Hughes in regard to|
the country throngh which the Can-
adian Noithers will extend east of the
Rocky Mountains, = This subject is one
of special interest ‘at the present time,
not:so much for pelitical reasons, which,
indeed, are the least important, but be-
cauge of its bearing upon the future of
Canada. 'The Colonist has for years
contended that the building of a railway
through 'Canada north of the Canadian
Pacific will do more towards the build-
ing up of the eountry than any other an-
dertaking than' can be mentioned. There
‘are some people who suppose that this
rai’way "will be ‘a rival to the Canadian
Pacific and that its construction will
be, in a sense, Hostile to that road. This
is ‘a graat mistake.

If we fake that part of Ganadn which
lies west of Lake Superior and Hudzon's
Bay and within ten degrees of the In-
ternational Boundary, 'we have an area
torresponding to the Tollowing states and
parts of states of the American Union:
‘Washington, Idaho, Monta'm. North Da-
koa, South ‘Dakota, Minnesota, Wis-
consin, Iowa, Nebrasks, Wyoming, Ore-
gon, with portion of Colorado, Utah,
Nevada and Cal'fornia.

May Have Been Wrecked on

Flattery Rocks— Lightship
Was Adrift.

Clavering Artives From the Ori=
ent —fees Leaves For the
North.

Several steamers have come to port
since Saturday and none have brought
tidings of the missing. Matteawan. The
Ventnor ar-riv.ed.on unday from Yoko-
hama, the Mineola from San Krancisco
aud yesterday the steamers Clavering
and Argyll came from the Orient, the
former with eargo for the Northern Pa-
cific 8. 8. company, to whom she is
chartered. The last steamer to see the
lost collier was the steamer Centennial,
Capt. Conradi, which vessel was follow-
ed around Cape Flattery by the Mattea-
wan during the memorable gale of De-
cember 3 and 4, and Capt. Conradi be-
lieves it altogether probable that the
Matteawan met disaster ‘on Flattery
rocks, which were unprotected, as the
Umatilla lightship that guards this, the
most treacherous stretch of the Wash-
ington coast, had gone adrift in the
storm, having herself been “forced to
seek shelter. ‘Capt. Conradi and his offi-
cers were probably the last persons to see
the Matteawan. On the afternoon of
December 4 the Qentennial passed out
around Flattery., followed a mile or so
behind by the Matteawan.

_ When going out from Amnacortes,
where she loaded her cargo, the Cen-
tennial passed the Umatilla reef light-
ship, which had broken from' her moor-
ings, coming up the Strait of Juan de
Fuca. The lightship was then between
Cape Flattery and Clallam bay, and to
all appearances was seeking the shelter
of the harbor.: Late in the afternoon
the ‘Centennial passed around Cape Flat-
tery “with the Matteawan so close be-
hind that her smoke could be seen. The
collier maintained this distance behind
the Centennial until they were well south
of Cape Flattery, and midway between
that point and Flattery rocks. It was
&out 6 o’clock in the evening that the

ntennial’s officers last saw the smoke
of the Matteawan. Darkness fell upon
the sea, the storm continuing until al-
most mldnlght.‘ when the weather mod-
erated materially. From these  facts
Capt, Oon'radxl formed thé opinion that
the Matteawan was lost between 6 and
2 o’'clock on the night of December 4,
and in all likelihood upou Umatilla reet,

“It was a terrible storm,” Capt. Con-
radi declared. ‘““While it probably at-
tained itqé greatest severity about 11
o’clock theé night of December 3, yet it
was raging for many hours affer that.
After we had rounded Cape Flattery we
had to come to a dead slow down., For-
tunately my vessel was not heavily laden
with coal. We had a cargo of oats, and
not a great one at that.” The Centénnial
rode ont the gales, and when we got to
San Francisco T reported that the Mat-
teawan was right behind ns at the Cape
and would probably be in in a few hours.
Bnt she is still ont. I feel that thers is
hardly » hope of ever seeing her afloat
again. 1 know.nothing as to how she
was lnaded. buf searcely any vessel with
a full cargo of ennl could have lived
throungh that storm.”

Qapt. Yates, who piloted the Mattea-
wan from Nanaimo, says he left her here
on December 3, at 4 a. m. When the
- storm reached its height about 10 a. m.,
he says the Matteawan would have
reached Forty-Bight rocks, a dangerous
point 22 miles southeast of Flattery.

IA. correspondent asks whether an em-
ployer of labor can sit at the Trades

and Labor council as a delegate. There

is nothing in the constitution or by-
laws of the Trades council to debar an
employer from . acting as a delegate.
Section 2 of article IL. is the only clause
which has any bearing on. the auestion
mised. It reads: “No person shall be
eligible ‘as.a representative who is not
a practieal workingman, earning his
livelihood at¢ the trade or calling which
he calaims to represent.” 'The eligibility
of delemates to the couneil depends to a
large extent upon the ¥nles and regula-
tions of the various unions. Most unions
do, not class delegates as officers. In
such cases, employers, although finac-
tive members of urions. are eligible to
represent their respective unions at the
council. Where a union elects delegates
as regular offiers and-{t§ rules and regu-
lations provide that members «vho are
employers shall be deemed ' inactive
members, is, apparentlv.-the only case
where an emnloyer would he ineligible
to aat a8 a delegate to the Trades and
Labor ceuncil.
