a warehouse. The three buildings were 
owned by S.-Wigle A Son. Losses : R. 
Wigle, blacksmith, on building $200, in­
sured fhr $100; Wigle’s warehouse, on 
buildini' $200, insured for $100, on con­
tents $500, no insurance ; printing office, 
on building $1200, -insured for $600. P, 
J. Magill, proprietor of the post and print­
ing < ffice, loses everything, valued at 
$3000, insured for $2100. S Wigle A Son 
also lose $1000 damage done to goods in 
their store adjoining the burned buildings. 
This loss is fully covered by insurance.

A despatch from Alexandria says Wolse- 
ley has sent reinforcements to Stewart, and 
he himself is about to advance.

The war office received a despatch this 
afternoon from Wolseley at Korti. 
says he has not yet received any further 
new, from Stewart. He assured the gov­
ernment that in his opinion there is no 
cause for anxiety in this long absence of 
intelligence. The first news of the battle 
at Abu Klea, which was received four dpys 
after the fight, was brought in by Baehi 
Bazouks.

London, Jan. 26.—Cunningham was con­
veyed to Bow street police court by a 
strong guard. When arraigned he smil­
ingly surveyed the court and the crowd 
which had congregated.

Inspector Abhsrline deposed that he 
examined the'^prisoner at the tower, and 
that he was confused and gave contradic­
tory answers to the questions. He first 
gave a wrong address, and then stated that 
he lived in Scar boro street, Whitechapel; 
that he worked in the docks at Liverpool 
until the beginning of the year, when he 
came to London to try to better himself. 
He formerly resided in America, and made 
a voyage on the steamship Adriatic. The 
prisoner was known at his lodgings in 
Whitechapel as Dalton. A box and bag 
belonging to the prisoner were seized, but 
their contents had not yet been made 
known. Inquiry by telegraph revealed the 
fact that Cunningham was unknown at his 
alleged lodging at Liverpool.

The prisoner was remanded until Feb. 3. 
His examination tended to convince the 

• police that he at least had a guilty knowl­
edge of Saturday’s crime. It was proven 
that he was a native of Cqra, 
that he lived at least five years in the 
United.States, and arrived in England last 
autumn and came directly from New York. 
His pretence that he wae an Englishman 
was well carried out for a few hours after 
his arrest, his appearance favoring it, and 
his drawling stammer being peculiarly 
cockneyish. But in his excitement under 
examination by the court he forgot him 
self and spoke as rapidly and distinctly a, 
an elocutionist and clearly demonstrated 
that his cockneyism was a clever piece of 
dissimulation.

During the proceedings Cunningham 
paid the closest attention to everything 
going on within the court. He frequently 
was made very nervous by tne statements 
of the police, and at such times would lean 
forward and bite hie uoder lip, at the same 
time glancing furtively about the 
In person Cunningham is short an 1 of a 
dark, sallow complexion ; his face is cleat, 
shaven, his cheek bones are high, and his 
upper lip is conspicuously overhanging. 
He is apparently about 26 years of age 
When speaking freely and naturally hit 
accent is notably American or Irish 
American. Upon the street, under ordi­
nary circumstances, he might at a hasty 
glance be taken for a German-American. 
At the time of the arrest he wore a dark 
overcoat and a felt hat. ,

It is reported Cunningham ha- made an 
important revelation, in consequence of 
which all trains leaving London for sea 
port towns are accompanied by detective^ 

Keys were found in the possession rr 
Cunningham which exactly fitted the dooi 
of the residence in Whitechapel olai 
by him as his place of abode ; also keys 
which fitted the lock of the suspicious bag 
and box. Cunningham is the only suspect 
now in custody.

H/ . Montreal, Jan. 26.—The opening day 
of the carnival has proved as lovely as 
oouid have been desired by the most san- - 
guiae. A blue sky prevailed over head and 
there was plenty of freshly fallen snow to 
make everything look bright and clear and 
a Hght flory of enow with the thermometer 
sufficiently low to be exhilarating, 
but not oold enough to he un- . 
pleasant. Such is the way in which 
the carnival week has been ushered in 
this year. The city is already well-filled 
with visitors, and the streets are busy- 
looking once more The finishing touches 
are being out as rapidly as possible to the 
various structures which have been de­
layed through un propitious weather. The 
ice palace was finished this evening and 
the condors some time to morrow 

The train from Toronto and other points 
west on the main line yesterday brought 
at the lowest estimate a thousand people, 
who might be set down exclusively as car­
nival visitors, and trains are continually 
arriving from all points in North America, 
especially from New York, Boston, Phila­
delphia and the New England states.

Officials at the Bonaventure depot esti­
mate the carnival arrivals at that depot np 
to midnight at not less that 10,000. ,

The Tuque Bine and Montreal lacrosse 
club slides were alive and glowing with 
varregated costumes of many scores of 
pleasure seekers this afternoon.

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;I ■ Constable Cole's Experience.
London, Jan. 26. - Constable Cole, who 

was terribly injured in an attempt to pre­
vent the explosion in Westminster hall, 
made an important statement this after­
noon. He said when he picked up the 
handle on the steps leading to the crypt he 
noticed that it was very heavy in proportion 
toitssize.' He determined to carry it outside 
the building because he saw smoke issuing 
from the bundle and believed it to be an 
infernal machine. Just as he reached the 
top of the stairway an oily substance oozed 
from, the bottom of the bundle, burned hie 
hands, and compelled him to drop the 
bundle. This confirms the theory that the 
ohrmical fuse was arranged to burn the 
cotton plug inserted between the fuse and 
the fulminating substance intended to ex 
plode the dynamite.

A movement is on foot to raise a fund by 
popular subscriptions to reward Cole for 
his plucky effort to avert the disaster.

An English lady’s Experience In a Tenge 
Street Cigar Store.

Mrs. Anne Pickles, a lady from Brad­
ford, Eng., was plaintiff in a suit against 
George Milligan of the Rossin house cigar 
store, before Judge Galt yesterday.
