Leslie’s contention was that a clause in 
the Registry Act specified that parties inter­
ested could deposit with the registrar the 
original of all executed instrumente, or have 
copies of them filed as might suit their con­
venience. The registration of originals calls 
for a fee of 25 cents while the registration of 
duplicates generally is $1.50. He contended 
that if the people got acquainted with the 
fact that originals could be registe 
much less cost than duplicates, they would de­
deposit the former, and at the same 
time materially iniih the revenues of the 
office. If they did so It would have a further 
saving in that not so much space would be 
required to store away originals as would 
ponderous tomes filled with copies. From all 
this be argued that the city should go slow in 
the matter of a new registry office to see 
whether the prerent one with some rearrange­
ment would not do.

This clause In the Registry Act has been a 
revelation to some and the question has been 
asked whether the office of City Registrar is 
such a great windfall for Peter Ryan aa has 
been generally supposed. The act, however, 
distinctly specifies that:

Every registrar shall he entitled to retain to his 
Own use to each year all the fees end emoluments 
received by him to that year up to «2600.

If It is in excess of $2500 and not exceeding 
$3000 he can retain 90 per Cent., not exceed­
ing $3500 30 per cent, not exceeding $4000 
70 per cent., not exceeding $4500 «0 per cent,, 
out of all fees, no matter how large, over and 
above $4500 he may retain 50 per cent

In theee fees and emoluments are not In­
cluded any sums receivable from the muni­
cipality for the preparation of abstract In­
dexes, etc.

It will be seen from the above that no 
matter what the revenue, the registrar has 
been accorded the privilege of taking the first 
helping.
