COMMENCING
1. That fish may be scaled much easier 

by dipping into boiling water about a min­
ute.

2. That fish may as well be scaled if de­
sired before packing down in salt, though 
in that case do not scald them.

3. That salt fish are quickest and best 
freshened by soaking in sour milk.

4. That milk which is turned or chang­
ed may be sweetened and rendered fit -for 
use again by stirring in a little soda.

5. That salt will curdle new milk ; hence 
in preparing milk porridge, gravies, Ac., 
the salt should not be added until the dish 
is prepared.

6 That fresh meat, after beginning -to 
sour, will sweeten if placed out of doors in 
the cool air over night.

7. That clear boiling water will remove 
tea stains and many fruit staiiHt. .Pour the 
water through the stain and thus prevent 
it spreading over the fabric.

8. That ripe tomatoes will remove ink 
and other stains from white cloth ; also 
from the hands.

9. That a tablespoontul of turpentine 
boiled with yowr clothes will aid the 
whitening process.

10. That boiled starch is much improv­
ed by the addition-of a little sperm, or a 
little salt, or both, or a little gum arable 
dissolved.

11. That beeswax and salt will make 
your rusty flatirons as clean and smooth as 
glass. Tie a lump of wax in a rag and 
keep it for that purpose. When the irons 
arc hot, rub them first with the wax rag, 
then scour with a paper or cloth sprinkled 
with salt.

12. That blue ointment and kerosene 
mixed in equal portions and applied to 
bedsteads is an unfailing bed-bug remedy, 
and that a coat of whitewash is ditto for 
the walls of a log house.

13. That kerosene will soften boots or 
shoes which have been hardened by water, 
and render them as pliable as ae-w.

14. That kerosene will make tea kettles 
as bright as new.

In the closing decades of the last 
century, His Royal Highness Prince 
Edward, the father of our beloved 
Queen, came to this Province, and re­
mained in it for live years. While he 
was here, he commanded the military 
regiments that were quartered in North 
America. At that time Nova Scotia 
was not what it is now in all the ele­
ments of material progress and expand­
ing prosperity. There the County of 
Piotou was an almost unbroken wilder- 
ness ; in fact, the whole eastern section 
of the Province was a primeval wild, a 
very small portion of which had ever 
been trodden by the white man’s foot, 
or resounded to the woodman’s axe. 
The great Province of Ontario was then 
a vast forest, and the oceanic lakes that 
border it on the south were only navi­
gated by the “ red man’s" fragile ca­
noe. Since then, eighty years of im­
provement have vastly changed the as­
pects oi British America. The increase 
of population has been marvellous. In 
the planting of new settlements—In the 
immense agricultural interests that 
have been developed—in maritime en­
terprise.

Had the veil of the future with re­
gard to his own posterity been lifted to 
the vision of the Royal Duke, when he 
was domiciled among the sylvan scenes 
that picturesquely skirted the shores 
of Bedford Basin, he would have be­
lieved that he was under the influence 
of a pleasing delusion. At tnat time, 
he could scarcely have had a hope that 
a liberal descendant of his own would 
ever occupy the British Throne. 
Years after he took to himself a conti­
nental Princess for a wife, and Queen 
Victoria’s birth was the result of his
marriage. When he died..she was a
mere baby, ere “ her infant eye could 
look regard, or brighten in reply.”— 
HU older brothers—George and Wil 
liam—died without legitimate issue ; 
and Victoria, in the freshness of blush 
ing girlhood, ascended the royal 
Throne, which she has prosperously— 
we may say “gloriously”—occupied 
forty-one years.

The grand-daughter of the Duke of 
Kent is the consort of the Marquis of 
Lome, who has been sent by the 
Queen’s Government to occupy the 
Sub-royal Throne of the Dominion. 
However personally acceptable His Ex­
cellency may be to the people of Cana, 
da, his alliance to the Royal Family will 
endear him the more to the four milli 
ons of Her Majesty’s subjects that peo­
ple our Dominion. We predict for him 
a successful and brilliant administra­
tion of the Government in this import­
ant part of the British Empire. Canada 
is indeed an embryotic Empire in it­
self.

ARRIVAL OF THE VICE-RE­
GAL PARTY.

From the Chronicle.)
On Saturday morning it seemed that 

the heavy storm of the previous night 
had put an end to the disagreeable 
weather that had prevailed for several 
days. About 7 o’clock the sun shone 
with all the brightness that could be 
desired, giving promise of fine weather 
for the arrival and reception of the 
Marquis and Princess. Her Majesty’s 
fleet of war ships, which was to meet 
the Sarmatian at sea and accompany 
her into port, was under orders to sail 
at daylight, but owing to the heavy sea 
that was running the order was count­
ermanded and the ships instructed to 
await further orders. The promise of 
tine weather did not last long, 
sun soon disappeared and cloud and 
fog again ruled the day. 
o’clock Vice Admiral Inglefield deter­
mined to take the fleet to sea according 
to the programme. Orders were sig 
nailed from the Bellerophon and in a 
short time the ships were in motion. 
The Bellerophon, Black Prince, Rover, 
Argus and Pert went out. The Con 
quest, the sixth ship of the fleet, re 
mained in port. The fog was found to 
be so thick and the sea so heavy outside 
that the Admiral thought the safest 
policy would be to return to the port 
before dark.

TUB SARMATIAN SIGNALLED.
At 6.40 o’clock on Saturday evening 

the signal station at the Citadel receiv­
ed from the corresponding station at 
York Redoubt a report that the Sar­
matian was coming up. The announce 
ment, as might be expected, created 
some excitement in the city, and not a 
little surprise, for nobody supposed that 
the ship would come in on such a night. 
Messrs. S. Canard & Co„ the agents of 
the Allan Line, despatched the steam 
tug A. C. Whitney to meet the Sarma 
tian and bring the mails ashore, as it 
was understood that the ship would re­
main in the stream. About 8.30 the 
tug returned and reported that the 
Sarmatian could not be found. This 
announcement was received by 
conclusive evidence that the signal was 
an error, and that the ship, according 
to the impression that had existed in 
official as well as in private circles, 
would not come in at night. Others, 
however, felt that the signal lights, 
which were still shown on the Citadel, 
had not been put up for nothing, and 
that the ship was really at the entrance 
to the harbor. Waiting and watching 
was the rule with these, and before 
long their confidence and vigilance was 
rewarded. About 9.15 the distant 
booming of a gun was heard atCunard’s 
wharf, followed soon by a second.

On Sunday, 17th, the Sarmatian ran 
into finer weather, the sea moderated, 
and the ship made good speed. The 
wind was from N. N. E. to N. N. W., a 
light breeze, and the sky cloudy. Di 
vine service was held in the saloon.
The Marquis attended.

The Princess was not present at the 
service. She had suffered severely 
from seasickness during the heavy 
weather of the previous two days and 
was confined to her room. The Sunday 
log was 331 miles.

On Monday morning, 17th, there was 
a strong breeze from S. W., with 
squalls. As the morning wore on the 
squalls increased. By noon the gale 
had risen to a hurricane, which con­
tinued in the afternoon. Tn this storm 
the vessel suffered her only damage.
The fierce gale blew away the main 
trysail and foretopsnil. There was also 
a heavy cross sea which broke over the 
ship fore and aft. A sea stove in the 
smoking room. The ship rolled and 
pitched heavily, and all on board suf 
fered in consequence. This was the 
worst day of the voyage. About 3 p. 
m. the gale began to break. The log 
showed a run of 311 miles.

Tuesday, 19th.—Though the force of 
the gale had passed away there was a 
strong wind throughout Monday night 
and on Tuesday morning, and the sea 
ran very high. The wind fell to a 
fresh breeze towards evening. The day’s 
run was 17 miles. The Marquis was 
on deck on Tuesday with his piper,who 
played for some time.

On Wednesday, 20th, the Princess 
was better so far as the sea sickness 
was concerned, but complained of a 
slight throat affection. The day 
cloudy with a moderate breeze from 
the S. E., and the Sarmatian carrying 
all sail, made rapid progress. The pi­
per was again on deck with the Mar­
quis and at the request of the Princess 
a sketch of the piper was made by Mr.
Sydney Hall, the artist of the party.
The log showed the greatest speed at­
tained on the voyage—the distance run 
being 335 miles.

Thursday, 21st, was a moderate day, 
cloudy throughout, with a fresh S. E. 
breeze in the morning, increasing in 
the afternoon. The evening was hazy, 
with rain at times. During the day 
the Marquis and several others of the 
party amused themselves fishing for 
sea gulls. The day's run was 322 miles.

On Friday, 22nd, the wind continued 
from S. E. to N. W., cloudy throughout 
the day. 310 miles.

Saturday, 22nd, was hazy, with a 
strong breeze and a good deal of fog.
It was on that day, the last of the voy­
age, that the Princess appeared on deck 
for the first time, and then she only re­
mained a few minutes. As the ship 
was nearing the coast a sharp lookout 
was kept for II. M. S. Sirus, the Mar 
quis having been informed.by telegraph, 
before leaving England, that she would 
cruise off the coast to meet him. But 
no sign of the Sirus could be seen.
Neither could any pilot boat be found 
when the time to Lake a pilot arrived.
The ship was off Sambro at 6 p. m., and 
put out to sea again. After firing guns 
and throwing up rockets, and waiting 
some time longer for a pilot and finding 
none, Capt. Aird determined to act as 
his own pilot, and come into port. This 
determination he carried out success­
fully, and about 10 o’clock the Sarma­
tian cast anchor between McXab’s Is­
land and George’s Island.

Her Royal Highness Princess Louise 
suffered severely during the voyage,but 
she is now convalescing, and it is con­
fidently expected that she will speed­
ily recover her accustomed good health.
The rest of the party are well.
Marquis caught a slight cold while on 
deck on .Saturday—a gentle reminder 
of the effects of a Nova .Scotia fog—but 
this is not counted as a serious matter.

Shortly after the Sarmatian anchored,
H. R. H. the Duke of Edinburgh 
visited her in a cutter from the Black 
Prince and spent some time on board.

In the Dockyard
crowds of handsomely dressed ladies and 
gentlemen began to fill up the stands on 
both sides at an early hour. There was a 
constant stream of people pouring in from 
about half-past eleven till post one o’clock. 
Artists were sketching, officers hurrying to 
and fro, marines and blue jackets running 
here aod'there carrying orders and mes­
sages ; cotters, gigs and steam launches 
rowed up, bringing officers from the ship ; 
the Admiral landed in his state bargu, fol­
lowed by his staff : then marine infantry 
and marine artillery marched on to the 
ground and lined the jetties and stage. 
The 101st Regiment, headed by their band, 
arrived and took up a position on the 
South side. Dignitaries crowded in, and 
the scene became gay with brilliant uni­
forms, naval and military.

Near the Sarmatian lay the Admiral’s 
barge, with his flag in the bow; at the 
steamer’s port gangway lay the barge of 
the Black Prince, manned by fourteen 
sturdy tars. Suddenly a Royal Banner of 
silk is hoisted in the bow of the barge, and 
simultaneously the standard flutters down 
from the Sarroatian’s main, the Bellerophon 
begins a royal salute, her yards are man­
ned, and from Black Prince and Rover 
come the thunder of the guns, all the ships 
again manning yards, and the Admiral’s 
ship also manning the bulwarks. The 
Admiral’s barge rows ahead, the Black 
Prince barge follows, with H. R. H. the 
Duke of Edinburgh, H. R. H. the Princess 
Louise, the Marquis of Lome and their 
suite. Immediately behind the royal craft 
come the galleys of the other ships, one on 
each quarter, these four forming a double 
line astern. The procession of boats goes 
round the how of the Sarmatian, and passes 
between the men-of-war from which 
triple cheers again, with music of hands 
and presenting ol arms.

Swiftly, impelled by sturdy rowers, the 
boats fly along, and presently dash up 
alongside the--landing stage. What a 
storm of cheers, what a shout of glad ac­
claim ! it rings clear in the blue sky and 
speeds across the ocean to the old country, 
telling the Queen her daughter has landed 
among the loyal Canadians. It was at

Five MINUTES TO TWO

o’clock that a royal salute from the citadel 
announced that Her Royal Highness set 
foot on Canadian soil. She walked up the 
landing stage to where the carriage, drawn 
by a pair ot chestnut horses, wa* waiting. 
Behind her came the Marquis of Lome, 
with H. U. H. the Duke of Ediubuigh.

The military did not do this, but by rapid 
transfers of their men after the processian 
had passed kept the whole route lined.

The route of the procession was Water 
Street to North, up North to Brunswick, 
along Brunswick to Jacob, down Jacob to 
Argyle, through Argyle to Buckingham, 
down Buckingham to Granville, along 
Granville to George, thence into Hollis to 
Provincial building, at which point a halt 
was made for the swearing in ceremony. 
After leaving the Province Building the 
route was through Hollis, South, and Plea­
sant Streets and Spring Garden Road to 
South Park Street. There the procession 
broke up The Vice-Regal party drove 
through South Park Street to Sackville to 
Brunswick, along Brunswick to North, 
thence by Gottingen to Admiralty House .

On Mouday evening the Vice-Regal 
Party dined at Government House with 
the Lieut. Governor. Many distinguished 
guests were present. After dinner a 
Drawing Room was held which was at­
tended by a large number of ladies and 
gentlemen.

THE WELCOME.
Half-past ten Monday morning was 

the hour appointed for the Sarmatian 
to proceed to her moorings off* the 
Dockyard, and before that hour the 
Edgar Stuart,with the press correspond­
ents on board, the Neptune, steam-tugs 
and launches, sailing and rowing boats 
were cruising near her. There was a 
little black ball at the main truck of 
the Sarmatian which at half-past ten 
exactly was broken by a pull on the 
halyards, and the Royal Standard float­
ed on the breeze. At the same in­
stant the vessel moved ahead and the 
boom of the heavy guns at York Re­
doubt told Canada a royal princess was 
about to land. The scene was now ex­
ceedingly beautiful. The sun shone 
out and lit up the sea, rippling under 
the Western wind ; the stately ship 
glided slowly along between the Dart 
mouth and Halifax shores ; the heavy 
guns thundered away, cheers rang over 
the water and a regal welcome was 
given to Canada’s new rulers. Point 
Pleasant battery took up the salute and 
the wreaths of smoke curled up into 
the heavens above the evergreen glades 
of the Tower woods. Now the Bellero­
phon—which, with the Black Prince 
the Rover, the Conquest, the Arg 
the Pert, had manned yards and 
ed ship the instant the royal standard 
was displayed at the Sarmatain’s main 
—fired the first gun of her salute and 
was followed by the Black Prince and 
tbe Rover. Artillery on shore, artillery 
afloat.

As the royal steam­
er moved on the ships at anchor dipped 
their colors, and the red ensign of the 
Samaritan acknowledged the courtesy.

A Bombay despatch says the Times if In­
dia publishes a despatch dated to-day, 
which announces that the British troops 
occupied Fort Kapion without resistance, 
the Afghans retiring hurriedly before them. 
Fort Kapion, or Kapnryar, is a station 
beyond the frontier line opposite Thill. 
Its abandonment or surrender was antici­
pated. The British force at Teul is believ­
ed to be designed to march to the head Jof 
Khnrnm Valley, drive out the Afghan 
force there and secure the highest point of 
the Pass, in readiness for further advance 
in the spring, or for co-operation with the 
force operating against Jellalabad, through 
the Kyber Pass. No resistance is expect­
ed until the upper end of Khurum Valley 
is reached. The native tribes in the val­
ley profess good will toward the British.

A despatch from Calcutta says all the 
columns were ordered to cross the frontier 
to-day. All telegrams detailing the move­
ments or disposition of the troops have 
been stopped by the military authorities.

“ The British troops crossed the frontier 
this morning.n

to the front. A picket of the enemy’s 
cavalry was visible on the top of the 
Shagai ridge bevond range. The advance 
guard marched'briskly on and presently 
rested on the height whence, at 10o’clock, 
a skirmishing fire opened on the enemies 
picquet. The latter retired after a desul­
tory reply, our forces pressing on and oc­
casionally firing, reached Shagai ridge, 
whence Ali Musjid was visible. At noon 
Ali Musjid fired the first shell which burst 
in the air. The second shell flew over the 
flagstaff on Shagai ridge and fell without 
bursting beyond.

A long halt was necessary to allow a 
heavy battery to come np, and the interval 
was utilized by the horse artillery in plac­
ing guns on the height to the right Fort 
Ali Musjid replied and firing became some­
what brisk. Meanwhile firing was heard 
to the left of the Fort Ali Musjid, and 
some persons conjectured that it was Mc­
Pherson’s turning movement on our right 
coming into operation, but Afghans about 
the fort held their ground although thus 
threatened on the flank and front.

The Afghans replied with spirit from 
Ali Musjid at first, but afterwards slackly. 
Atone o'clock forty pounders reached the 
scene as also Magenaiss nine pounders. 
The Horse guns then moved off the ridge 
and gave place to the nine pounder bat­
tery, while the forty pounders played 
against the right of the Afghan position. 
The Afghan guns slowly but steadily re­
plied, making good practice especially 
from their sevén pounders in the central 
bastion. About 2 o’clock two forty pound­
er shells crashed into the central bastion 
and crumbled a great portion of it, appar­
ently dismounting the gun which had 
been so stubborn.

Soon after 2 o'clock the infantry advanc­
ed briskly. The 4th Brigade took the left 
slope of the valley, pressing on through 
rocks towards Fort Ali Musjid, while the 
3rd Brigade took the right side. When 
the last rocky ridge on the left slope was 
crossed a rocky plateau followed nearly np 
to the foot of the Ali Musjid rock. The

SIGNAL.

BIOGRAPHY OF METHUSALEH,The cautionary signals for shipping 

are upon the coast seaboard, or lake, 
and in view of the mariner. Each is 
under the charge of a servant and as­
sistant, whose duty may be described 
as pickets of warning on the fringe of 
the country. The observations from 
the observing stations having converg­
ed upon Washington, and the general 
and special predications arrived at, the 
announcements radiate from the central 
office—the brain—along the wires, or 
nerves, to the remotest digits upon the 
signal halyards.

When, as is sometimes the case, the 
signal station is placed in the Life-sav­
ing Service station, a farther advantage 
is gained, as the two work well toge­
ther, and the Life saving Service has 
the benefit of the wires of the sister 
enterprise.

The cautionary signal of the United 
States Signal Service is a square red 
Hag with a black aqua;e in the centre 
by day ; a red light is used by night. 
The flags are of two sizes—15 x 15 feet 
and 8 x.8 feet, the black square one 
ninth of the area of the flag. The 
larger flag is used for important sta­
tions, about ten in number, and the 
smaller flag for the other stations.

The stations on the Atlantic are 1-----
Maine to Texas, and on the lake from 
Oswego to Duluth. The number of 
stations on the Alantio proper is twen­
ty-four, containing Key West; and on 
the Gulf of Mexico, six, omitting Key 
West, already enumerate. The lakes 
have fifteen stations. Warning notices 
are also sent by telegraph to the Cana­
dian meteorogioal service when any 
disturbance occurs which is likely to 
affect them, and is distributed to the 
points interested.

The purport of the signal is this : “ A 
wind having a velocity of twenty-five 
miles an hour may shortly he expect- 
at this place."

That is all that the flag professes to 
say; the probable excess over twenty- 
five miles an hour, and the direction of 
the wind, are not given by the flag. 
The time may shortly arrive when, by 
an extension of the system, the additi­
onal data, such as “ servers storm ex­
pected, ” may be embodied in the 
signal ; but at present the notice is just 
what is called and professes to be—“ 
cautionary.” It is then the duty ef the 
mariner, shipper, or whoever else is 
interested, to consult the weather re­
port for further information, and to 
make frequent examinations of local 
barometers and other instruments, and 
study, the local signs of the weather.— 
E. H. Knight, in Harper's Magazine for 
December.

A NEW CAVE DISCOVERED IN 
KENTUCKY.

Another wonderful cave has recent­
ly been discovered near Glasgow Junc­
tion. Ky. Ithasahendy been explotr 
ed for a distance of twenty-three miles 
in one direction, called file long route 
and sixteen miles in another direction, 
called the short route. The avenues 
are very wide; a span of horses can 
easily be driven through for a distance 
of eleven miles. Three rivers, wide and 
very deep, ai e encountered on the long 
route. Une of them is navigable for 
fourteen miles, until the passages be­
come too narrow to admit a boat. This 
forms the third or river route which 
has to be explored in aboat.

The cave is wounderful beyond de­
scription, and far surpasses in grandeur 
the Mammath or any cove ever before 
discovered. -Several mummified re­
mains have been discovered in one of 
the large rooms. They were reposing 
in stone coffins, rudely constructed, 
and from appearances may have been 
in this cave for centuries. They 
present every appearance of the Egypt- 
ain mummies.

Great excitement prevails over this 
very important discovery. Mr. Edwin 
Mortimore, of Chestnut street, Louis­
ville, Kv., purchased three of the mum 
mies, and has them now in his possess­
ion. Major George M. Proctor, of Glas­
gow Junction, Ky., purchased the 
Demander of the muiflmies from the 
owner of the cave, Thomas Kelley. 
The latter is, or rather was a few days 
ago, a very poor man, struggling to 
make a payment on a farm of twenty- 
four acres, upon which, by 
dent, the entrance to this 
cave was discovered, 
about $400 for the mummies, and is now 
oflered $10,000 cash for the cave.

1 ne entrance to the cave is within 
the town limits, and is only about two 
minutes’ walk from the depot, which 
makes it very valuable indeed, as visi­
tors will not be compelled to travel 
five miles in a stage coach, as they do 
if desirous of visiting the Mammoth 
Cave, which is five miles from this 
town- In fact all the celebrated caves 
of Kentucky are in this immediate 
vicinity. The surface is very much 
broken, full of great elevations and 
depressions, with everything to indicate 
t-hat there were volcanic eruptions or 
violent upheavals of the earth at some 
period.

The newly discovered cave has been 
named the Grand Crystal Cave, and is 
as beautiful as its name implies. Lad­
ders and bridges are being conctruot- 
ed, and Mr. J. R. Puckett, a capitalist 
of the town, announces his intention of 
having a small steamboat constructed 
expressly for the purpose of navigating 
its wonderful rivers.—Cincinnati Com­
mercial.

We imagine that he was rather a delicate 
child to begin with, as most people were 
who live to a great age. We can imagine 
hie mother's anxiety with regard to hie ' 
delicate constitution, telling Mrs. Brown 
across the way, on his 19th birthday, tliat 
she was afraid she "never would be able, 
to raise that child." Generations of men 
lived and passed away while he was going 
around in petticoats, and he was almost 
a centenarian before begot into bis first,* 
boots. His father used to lick him when 
he was 150, tor robbing a neighbors’ 
water-melon patch.

Young Methusaleh was probably in the 
vicinity of 100 years old when he was sent 
to school.

demie visitations, though, as we shall 
see, the disease planted its germs long 
ago in Rio de Janerio. on the extreme 
southern limit of the tropics. But its 
favorite course is toward the north.
“ Upon our Atlantic coasts,” says Dr. 
J. C. Nott, a careful student and ob­
server of its phenomena, “ as on the 
coast of the Mediterranean, it comes 
froto time to time in one of those im­
mense
stop at no impediments. The distance 
to which the disease extends seems to 
depend much upon the strength of the 
wave : it first strikes the Gulf, and gene­
rally goes no further. Occasionally it 
will break over the peninsula of Florida 
and reach Savannah and Charleston. In 
1855, after many years of immunity, it 
struck Norfolk with full force, and only 
a few ripples, as in 1853, 1856,1870, 
have for half a century reached the Del 

River and thé Bay of New York.” 
And the same observer, writing eight 
years ago, adds some words which have 
a grave significance to-day: “Yellow 
fever, after a long absence,never makes 
its re-appearance in our Northern cities 
without a warning from the Gulf of 
Mexico. It is seen not only for months, 
but often for several years, in vigorous 
action in its native habitat before it 
leaps over its accustomed bounds; but 
when once on the tramp, it may travel 
from Buenos Ayres to Quebec, leaving 
more graves in its track than Asiatic 
cholera. There is reason to fear that 
one of these eruptions is now marshall­
ing its forces."

Let us glance at the course of one of 
these typical epidemics—at the one,for 
instance, which started as far away as 
Rio de Janerio. twenty-eight years ago, 
and travelled in six years all the way to 
New York—a journey of nearly four 
thousand miles—in a great circle. A 
great many years before, so many that 
the inhabitants of Rio had lost all rec­
ollection or tradition of the fact, the 
yellow fever had visited their city ; but 

the epidemic broke upon them 
like lightning from a clear sky. 41 This 
outbreak,” says Dr. Nott, “ commenced 
in Rio in January, 1850, and travelled 
night and day for six years, making its 
expiring effort in New York Bay^ in 
1856. I had my eye upon this epide­
mic from its commencement, watching 
its steady course and ravages along the 
Atlantic, Caribbean Sea, and Gulf of 
Mexico for several thousand miles. 
When it struck New Orleans [1853] it 
was clear to my mind that our own 
coast was doomed, and before it reach­
ed Mobile 1 was so certain it would 
come that I moved my family into the 
healthy pine hills, seven miles from the 
town where disease had never been. 
But, in spite of all my prudence, the 
disease not only came to Mobile, but 
followed my family out to .Spring Hill, 
where I lost four of my children in one 
week.”—Dr. T. M. Coax, in Harper's 
Magazine for December.

Paper Bags, Foreigners hold land in China by 
treaty speculations, under title deeds, 
in both Chinese and English, registered 
at a consulate: usually, hut by no 

necessarily, that ot the nation to 
which the owner belongs* This title is 
in the nature of a perpetual lease. 
Could such title be obtained for a strip 
of land embracing the old road, it seem 
ed reasonable to assume that if there 
were interference with any construct­
ion thereupon, the tenure of every 
hong and other piece of real estate in 
Shanghai would be affected, and the 
railroad projectors would have the 
whole community at their back. Pur 
chases were therefore cautiously begun 
and carried on, and registry obtained, 
not ira the British or United States con­
sulate, where attention would be at­
tracted to it, but in a Continental bu­
reau. Of course there were numerous 
and troublesome obstacles, such as are 
not unknown in Western lands. Farm 
ers claimed many times the value of 
their holdings for small corners ; old 
women of horrible aspect, and mistress­
es of the choicest Chinese billingsgate, 
cursed the engineer and interpreter by 
their gods, and vowed that Confucius 
himself should not have an iota of their 
patrimony; and the defunct natives 
gave the most trouble of all. It should 
be stated that in this favored land the 
rude forefathers of the hamlet who 
have departed this life are disposed of 
in. sundry and promiscuous ways, ac 
cording, apparently, to the means or 
caprice of their friends. Some are in­
terred ; others, packed in boxes, are 
deposited in the fields; and others, 
again, placed it) barrel-like earthen re­
ceptacles (happily described by a Brit­
ish officer as “jars of pgtted ancestors, 
by Jove 1 You know).”

JVhen it came to disturbing these,op­
position culminated, as the ideas of 
buyers and sellers differed materially 
as to the market value of “potted an­
cestors,” a crisis soon came,

A poor, cheap, 
tough piece of meat is hardly eatable, cer­
tainly not digestable, unless these precau­
tions are strictly observed ; but it can be 
made wholesome and delicious if they are 
properly understood and remembered. The 
French understand the power of slow cook­
ing to preserve all fine flavors. If th,ey 
had not such great fondness for garlic, 
theirs would be the perfection of meat 
cooking.—Christian Union.
