And now, 
while the question of improved systems and 
laws for the management of this service 
may be a matter for consideration at all 
times, that of the most immediate concern 
is “ How shall we improve our highways 
and streets with the systems already in ex 
istence ?” Every patriotic citizen should 
make this a subject of personal responsibil­
ity, for our country cannot be said to pros­
per with miserable roads.

Every effort should be made to have for 
each day’s labor upon the tax lists one 
actually expended upon the highways, 
satisfactory reason given as to why it is not 
fully shown to the public. It lias been in­
timated by a Councillor that it would be 
well to have a list "of delinquent road tax 
payers published by authority of our Mun­
icipal Council. This, perhaps, would be a 
good move.

Supervisors of highways are really of the 
most important officials in th^ coùutry ; 
then why should they not desire that the 
dignity of their position be represented in 
the complete carrying out of the authority 
and trust reposed in them ? That they 
m%y do this fearlessly and honestly their 
efforts should have the backing of every 
good citizen.

To further this object, the supervisor at 
t'ie end of each day's roadmaking season, 
mighttiiake a complete report to his district 
of the day’s doings, giving credit for only 
the time in which work was actually per­
formed.

As to road grants, would it not be well 
to look upon these funds as being wholly 
for the use of the public highways, and not 
for the furtherance of party interests ? It 
is a pity that party feeling should be mixed 
up with this road service.

We throw out these hints that we may be 
of service to our country in this important 
matter. If we each do our best in this di­
rection the roads of our country will be put 
in much better condition than they usually 
are.

It is announced that the governor-general 
has called Hon. J. J. C. Abbott, leader of 
the government of Sir John Macdonald in 
the senate, to form a government. Al­
though the precedents for such a course are 
few, it is noteworthy that the premier of 
the British government, Lord Salisbury, 
sits in the house of lords, while the Right 
Hon. W. H. Smith is first lord of the treas­
ury and leader of the government in the 
house of commons.

As Senator Abbott is now in the seventy- 
first year of his age it is presumed that the 
present arrangement is likely to prove to 
be a temporary one, and that a further re­
construction is not unlikely to take place 
at no distant day. In the meantime it is 
quite probable that Sir John Thompson or 
Sir Hector Langevin, will act as leader of 
the government in the house of commons.

Senator Abbott has had a long experi­
ence in public life, having been first elected 
for Argen ten il in 1857, entering the gov- 
eminent with the port folio of solicitor- 
general for Lower Canada five years later. 
He represented this constituency until the 
union in 1807 ; and thereafter he was re­
turned at each general election until 1878, 
when he was defeated ; but he was re-elec­
ted, the sitting member having been un­
seated in 1880. Ho was again elected by 
acclamation in 1882, but at the general 
elections of 1887 lie was not a candidate.

In May, 1887, after nearly thirty years 
of service in the house of commons, Mr. 
Abbott, having been called to the senate, 
was invited by Sir John Macdonald to be­
come a member of the government without 
port folio, and leader of the government in 
the upper house. In fulfilling the duties 
of this position, as throughout his long 
public career, lie bin* given evidence of 
possessing wise discretion and consummate 
tact in dealing with public men and affairs. 
Hu has held the leading position at the bar 
of his own province ; and as chairman for 
many years of the common’s committee on 
banking and commerce, as director of the 
Merchants Bank of Canada, he has given 
very considerable attention to the study of 
Canada’s commercial interests. Since 1880 
he has been standing counsel to the Canada 
Pacific railway.

As Senator Abbott was leader of the 
government in the senate it is natural that
