This quaint little log 
cabin, situated on Mount Falrvtew, 
overlooks Saddleback Mountain, so 
called because of its rock formation 
being similar to a saddle. It takes 
almost two hours by pony to make 
the trip over a steep zigzag trail, 
from which can be seen winding 
streams and rushing brooks thou­
sands of feet below.

This tea room and rest house, like 
“Beehive,” is owned by Miss Dodds 
and operated by Miss A. E. Whyman.

that leap from bough to bough, and 
often within sight of friendly bears 
who come close to the kitchen door 
in search of tasty food.

Two of the most picturesque are 
the “Beehive” on the shores of Lake 
Agnes, about two miles and a half 
from the Chateau and the other a 
rustic log cabin on the top of Mount 
Fairviow. Walking and pony excur­
sions over the mountains in the vi­
cinity of this picturesque lake are 
among the popular pastimes of 
visitors from all parts of the globe 
to “the lakes in the clouds."

From the “Beehive” one can get a 
•perfect view of Mirror Lake and 
Lake Louise, which, with Lake Agnes, 
are known as “the lakes in the 
clouds.” This cosy little tea room

London.—Interest to the amount of 
$235,000 on the Canadian loan to 
Greece for the second portion of this 
year is now on the way from Athens 
to London. This will bring the total 
interest payment from Greece to Can­
ada for the year up to $450.000. the 
amount agreed upon between Athens 
and Ottawa some time ago when the 
post-xvar debt of Greece to the Do­
minion was consolidated.
