“With a profound faith in the jus-
tice of our cause and with a humble
hope in the omnipotent Providence, in
prayer we call God's blessing on Holy
Russia and her valiant troops.

NATIONS MAY CUT -
CABLES AT WILL

Existing Treaties No Bar to
Severance of Telegraphic
Lines.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 3.—Altho all
the cables between the United States
#nd Europe are  protected upon the
high seas by international treaties and
agreements, they are entirely within
the jurisdiction of European govern:
ments when they reach soundings
within the three-riile limit on the
other side. Within that limit they may
be cut at the pleasure of the govern-
ment controlling the territory at the
terminal. The fact that many of the
cables are privately owned would not
prevent them being cut, officials here
belleve, altho international agreements
impose severe penalties. In the neces-
sitles of war, they point out, a belli-
gerent probably would cut a cable if
it accrued to her advantage and pay
the penalty afterward.

HEAVY GOLD OUTFLOW

causes of the present strained financial
situation, appears to have come to an
end.

On the other hand, a dress or
suit that looks a size too large is just
as objectionable; so I am going to tell
you of a way of overcoming this diffi-
culty by the use of tucks. Straight
one-piece dresses. which hang from the
choulders give.little. or no .chance for
concealing tucks, so they should be a
locse fit. These dresses, however, re-
celve harder wear and therefore will
not last so long as a nicer frock of
sheer lawn or dimity, and fortunately
it is in the finer dresses especially that
it is possible to allow for growth.
Having selected a suitable pattern,
the next point is to lay it on the goods
properly, as the wear depends largely
on the correct placing. For this follow
the directions given with each pattern,/
as they vary slightly in different de+
signs. Pin the pattern on the material
and cut carefully, allowing a very Httle
cxtra material around the neck and
armholes in a pattérn that is a Ilittle
large, as this makes thé measurement
at these points smaller. This is a very
gocd fault, as it is quite a simple mat-
ter to snip the goods with the point of
the scissors and out the material away,
but it is quite impossible to add to it
should either the neck or armholes be
too large; and there is nothing that
gives the home dréssmaker so much
trouble as to have either of - these
measurements too large, for it throws
out the balance of the garment.
The next point 18 the careful mark-
ing of notches, and especially of per-
forations for plaits, tucks, etc. I can-
not lay too much stress on this—it is
really very important. You may think
you can put in the plaits satisfactorily
without the trouble of marking them,
but a “twist” in ‘the dress after the
first washing will prove your mistake.
“The longest way round i{s the short-
est way home” i{n this case, and you
will save time and trouble in the end
by marking the perforations in the
material before the pattern is removed.
The best way is to take g long bast-
ing thread and catch the material thru
the perforations with ‘tiny ' stitches.
making long stitches over the pattern
and tiny ones in the materia]. Now
cut the long stitches which hold the
pattern to the material and remove the
pattern. This leaves g ‘1iné of out
threads in the material acourately
marking the line of the plait.

On the Value of C.ulhvatwn

When we use the term “cultivation”
in this little cpolumn, we generally
mean the loosening up of the surface
of the soil, in the beds and borders of
either the kitchén ghrden or-the flower
garden,

Perhaps at no other time of the|-
season than just now is the constant
cultivation of the soil in these garden
beds so necessary. . And if ‘our gar-
deners have been neglecting this very
important garden work, let them start
at once, wit ha garden fork or aiwide
four-pronged kitchen fork or with any
handy and convenient tool that will
serve the purpose of: the moment. And
having started the work, its value will |
evidence itself in a short time, especial.
ly if done just befi>re a nice rain like
Sunday.

If the top soil has bLeen allowed to
harden it will be no easy matter to root
up the weeds. In most cases the roots
will be found to have penetrated an
incredible distance downwards. They
have gone ‘down for moisture, finding
none akiove. But not so with most of
the annuals and other flowering plants.

Now, the purpose of cultivation is
mainly two-old at . this. midsummer
season, namely, -to conserve..and to
gather moisture and- also- to protect
surface roots friom drought.

Where a weéekly cultivation of the
earth has beep attended to since the
beginning of the season the soil has
not become 80 baked as in the case of
the neglected sofl. And the sub-soil is
fairly moist, in the first case, where it
has become like flint in the latter case.
Pity the poor perennials beneath that
sub-riril. If cultivation has not been
attended to little good Sunday’s rain
did them.

Cultivation around the rootd# of the
plants prevents a tendency towards
eprawling. 80 general amongst many
plants. Note the pinks, sweet sul-
tans, npigellas, stocks. nicotinias and
others. Verbenas and petunias and
myosotis and others liove to sprawl
but cultivation around thé roots en-
ables these sprawlers to suck up an
appreciable moisture from the loosened
soil that they would otherwise not ab-
sorb. Watch the wonderful change

When the czar, fourtéeen years
ago, by his peace rescript, assembled
The Hague conference and made his
proposals for the disarmament of Fu-
rope and for the cstablishment of a

permanent arbitration tribunal,

Shou'd
Russia come out of the approaching
struggle triumphantly the czar will be
in a position to say, and we hope he
will be consistent enough to do so:

nation.”

‘We belleve that the allies will be
able to place the czar in a . ition to
speak in this way, and we believe the
people, the eommon people, the people
who toil and sweat and plan and bear
_ the world’s burdens;, desire such an
end as this beyond everything. 1t is
this that kes the war justifiable.

, -~ MORATORIUM.

Moratorium, a word much in evi-
denoe today, is little known for the
simple reason that it has never
hitherto been required. It is derived
from the Latin and in law means &
legal title to delay 'the making of a
due payment—hence it has been ex-
tended to include any act of a legis-
Jature which suspends payment of legal
debts. Britain—really London—has
been long the great international ex-
change, the clearing house where the
debts and credits of world trade are
balanced end settled.

This war leaves London in a posi-
tlon which prevents Germany, for ex-
ample, from paying -4ts accepted bills
of exchange, which usually amount to
£170,000,000 or $350,000,000. These re-
present imports, and are discounted in
London and the course of trade requires
a regular and uninterrupted move-
ment of credit which leaves only a
comparatively small sum to be squared
by actual gold remittances. But so
intricate and interdependent is the
course of trade that when any large
avenue is closed it spells ruin to all in
the direot line of movement. Hence
the moratorium, which in effect is an
extension of the days of grace for an
indefinite period. No bills of exchange
become payable and the result is relief
to every one with the minimum
amount of hardship to each and of
danger to the general fabrie of credit.

COPESTONE OF DOMINION SELF-
GOVERNMENT.

In & recent important despatch to
the governor ,0f Tasmania, one of the
states of the' Australian Common-
wealth, Mr. Lewis Harcourt, secretary
of state for the colonies, has set the
peal of the imperial government to
the final emancipation of the over-
pea dominions from external con-
trol. Up till now (it has ,always
been considered as within the
discretion of & gowernor either
to grant or refuse a dissolution of the
parliament or legislature asked for by
the Dominion or state government of
the day. As a matter of fact such
requests have been frequently refused
in the past, and in this way the re-
presentative of the crown really exer-
cised a prerogative abandoned in the
United XKingdom. There the prime

SIR DONALD MANN

Says Canada Must Support the
Mother Country and Organize
to Increase Food Production

Sir Donald Mann was in the Can-
adian Northern offices yesterday., He
arrived from Ottawa at 9 a.m., having

spent Sunday afternoon and evening
there. He has met several of the
ministers.

To The World he said that England
had had sufficient reason to have de-
clared war against Germany last
week, and he saw no valid redson why
such a declaration should be delayed,
The Emperor of Germany had at last
shown his hand, and that all his pre-
paration for years back was to the end
of challenging the naval supremacy
of England. Sir Donald thought the
kaiser had much owWrreached himself,
he even questioned his mental balanae.
But in any event there was nothing
for Canada to do, but first of all to go
to the assistance of the mother coun-
try with all our resources, our men,
our food, our devotion. Next we
should start in from this moment to
develop and settle our great country
8o that we could not only feed the
mother land in any emergency, but for
all time. Canada should grow more
grain, produce more meat, ralse more
horses.

Our government should, and he be-
lieved it would begin at once,  to
mobilize. our forces, and as fast as
ccilected and equipped, send ‘them
across to Britain. A first contingent
of twenty thousand, then another, and
another if needed. But not to stop
until the supremacy of Britain was
settled and the peril, the menace of
Germany was removed forever. This
peril had been hanging over the em-
pire for 20 years; and it had delayed
our progress, our flnancipg, the de-
velopment of our country,

To greatly inorease our production
should be the keynote of Canadians
henceforth. Take the case of pulp-
wood: there would be .an unusual
demand for paper from all over the
world, and we should shape our
policy to make our pulpwood into the
manufactured produot here. We
should encourage the unemployed to
go on the Iind, we should make pro-
duction our greatest object and with
that many other things. But in the
meantime it was all together for the
empire and for the flag.

Losses in valuc
of provisions at the end of trading
rar from 57% to $1.75, as compared
with Saturday night. stoppage of lard
exports to Europe was immediately re-
ported, coupled with the tightening of
finance. Corn fell with provisions, the

down. Other options of corn dropped
only Y%c to 5-8c. Wheat declined Ye
to 1%c net, and ‘oats 5-8¢c to 1%ec.
At the outset of business it seemed
that the course of prices wouid not
#how any violent break, regardless of
war having spread across the bound-
arjes of Germany both east and west,
and despite' the uneasiness caused by
the war having brought about a resort
to clearing house- certificates’ by banks
lq the United States. Early optimism,
bwover. was gradually dispelled as

news passed around that a smash was
* imminent in provisions.

Altho first transactions had shown
hardly any wider differences in quo
fatlons for packing house products
than have often occurred without at-
traeting much notice, the lard market
so0on gave evidence of unusual pres-
sure, and in a shért whilé was down
nearly a dollar a tierce.
