HAMILTON, Sept. 13.—(8pecial.)-
Hon. Adain Beck, Gordon Wilson and
W. O. Sealey, M.P., comprised the
drawing card ‘at the Dundas mass
meeting to-night. While the meeting
had been arranged by Mr. Wiison, Mr.

Sealey was present by Invitation and
wae most -fairly received, being aliow-
ed to follow the Comservative candl-
date alternately and to cloge the speech
making.

Hon. Mr. Beck devoted ‘considerable
time to the hydro-power question and
warmly 'commended thé stand taken
By Mr. Wilson on that important ques-
tion.
