Thé‘ World has never found fault
with a truly liberal policy of immigra-
tion, Mr. Sifton’s administration of
the Department of the Interior had
many faults, but it at least had this
*| merit—that it published abroad, re-
Ppublished ang re-published again and
again to our kin ‘and to aliens across
the seas the b}ema capabilities of
this country. In the Old World, at
least, Canadians do not need to be
filled with the controversies of domestic
politics. In foreign policy there should
be no room for gispute.’ Our foreign
affairs, primarily, are our immigration
affairs. We have no ambassadors to
foreign courts. But we have missions

to the lusty, thrifty, clean-living peo-

ples of the old lands.- Australia has
recognized our attractiveness, and the
manner in which, under government
nuspices, .it has been exploited. .

Stories of difficulties of management
sometimes come this far- west,and ‘may
occasionally be aired in the house of
commons; but in the main the tribute
of the antipodean agent-general is
well-deserved, and we are glad that
Australia has been looking atit, aibeit’
with envious eyes. ‘The sincerest form

 of flattery is once more to oe demon-
strated, and the commonwealth will bid
against the Dominion for the incipient
pioneer. So long as she does not ven-
ture to desparage a climate, whose
virtues she has not tried, and is con-
tent to let the thermometer tell its own
unvarnished tale about the coolness
of Canada’'s winter, and the sultriness
of ‘Australia’s. summer, we shall wish
the new propaganda well. One of the
most. beneficent effects of a new tide
of settlers Australiawards will be that
a) of them will have friends or ac-
quaintances tr_xf Canada, and the ties
of friendship between the two indepan-
dencies will be multiplied and strength-
ened.

When the Australian movement was
"announced The World suggested to the
premier the advisability of cabling to
England that Canada would réspond
with an immediate strengthening of her
already comprehensive machinery. We
suspect it was something more than
a coincidence that a couple of days
afterwards a cable ' was published in
the European press which bore every
sign of lineal descent from The World’s
luégesﬂon. We have been waliting for
some more detailed information as to
how the campaign will be even more
strenuously pushed. It is fortunate
that Loraq Strathcona, and Mr, Pres-
ton, the commissioner for emigration
in Europe, are both in conference with
the government at Ottawa, and will be
able to counteract anyl possible de-
partmental disinclination to greater

=+ activity.

There is bound to be a partial recon-
struction of the cabinet, following Mr.
Prefontaine’s death. Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier's friends are rather unkind to him,
In that they so freely offer him cabinet
appointménts rcady made.

VALUE OF PUBLIC OWNERSHIP,

Looked at from a dispassionate
standpoint it is certainly reasonanle 10
judge the question of public ownership
of -franchises and utilitiesgand ‘he re-
sults of public control and managament
by a similar standard to that applied
to private businesses. Yet the opponents
of the ‘principle put forward with ap-
parent sincerity the peculiar.argument
that any singue case of uhsuccessful
working ought to be accepted as suf-
ficient evidemice of its unsounq and un-
profitable character.

recently bought United States hogs

must commence this year's hog-buying
©on a more even footing with the other
vork packing houses scattered thruout
the Dominion. The main contention

for the retention of the bonding privi-|

lege ‘'was the short supply of Ontario
hogs. Hogs can be more quickly in-
creased in number than any other live
stock on the farm, and, contriwise,
they can be quickly decreased.. Farm-
ers are aware of the cost of produc-
tion of good hogs, taking into con-
sideration the value of grains, roots and
labor. When the price paid the farm-
er is over the cost of production, he
wiil be inclined to market as many hogs
@s he can properly feed within the year.
‘Thig year will be a test year on the
part of the pork packing plants to uti-
lize all the by-products of the hog, and
to prepare the bacon and ham to se-
cure the best trade, On the part of the
farmers they must put upon the market
a largely increased number of “se-
lects.” At the smallest computation
there will be required at least 2000 hogs
per/week over and above the number
marketed last year of live Cana-
dian h fattened in  Ontario.
With the large number of occupied
farms in Ontario, and almost without
exception every farmer has a brood
sow or more, the required large increasy
of “selects” should be forthcoming to
meet the need of the Canadian pork
packing plants without difficulty,

i THE HOG EMBARGO.,
The Chicago Drovers’ Jourral, in its
yearly review of the Chicago Stock
wards; sizes up the embargo placed on
the American hog by the Canadian
‘government’s recent withdrawal of the
bonding privilege as a pretext for the
protection of the Canadian tarmq in
his hog production, : Dealing with the
" question, ‘The Chicago Journal makes
the following comment, which is eas-
ily an evidence of the wiseness of the
action of Minister Fisher: ;
A feature of the trude this year that
was unique and which promised to de~
welop into something good at one time
was the big demand for hogs in east-
ern territory from Canadian. packars.
Shortage of “the hog crop across the
Yorder forced the Ontario packers to
scek supplies in the States, and more
fthan 3,000,000 lbs. of live hogs werr
bonded . into the Province of Ontario
from July to Nov. 1. There has been
‘@ big trade since that time, but it
seems that it is to be short-lived, as
the minister of agriculture had decid-
ed _to.putiin force Jan. 1 the order-in-
council " prohibiting hogs  frem being
bonded into the pravince. This order
will have the effect of .ruining this big
trade that had opened up.if strictly en-
forced, as the duty on hogs is so high
that no great volume of trade can be
expected when the slaughtering in bond
privilege is shfit off. The pretext for
this order is protection against cholzra
and the protection of the character of
Canadian bacon, which it is claimed is
being injured by the use of hogs from
the States that are not well qdapted to
bacon purposes. 4
““This pretext of the Canadians seems
pitiably weak so far as the disease in
question is concerned; as it is generally
agreed that at no time in the history
of the swine business has the general
health of American swine been better
- than now. Freedom from cholera has
been marked and in comparison with
the misfortunes of European countries
where the producers of ' swine have
been afflicted  with swine diseases of
varfous sorts the swine herds of Am=~
erica have been most fortunate, It
was this unfortunate experience with
the herds of Great Britain, Denmark
and other hog-producing sections of
Europe that resulted in such broad de-
mand for American pork and products
this year, and with the tremendous do-
mestic consumption of fresh and cured
cuts of pork the outlet hag been broad
enough to show increase in general av-
erage prices under heavier production
than last year.” ? Lk
The action of the Canadian govern-
ment will be heartily endorsed by our
farmers. It is a parallel case with the
embargo. placed on Canadian cattle by
the British-government and will prove
an able rejoinder to those still harping
pn cha't now threadbare-worn topic.

BRITISHERS DEMAND GOOD
CATTLE. ;

The year upon which live stock deal-
ers have entered will be no ordinary
year; for some months peast certain
forces have been assiduously at work
to obtain a commanding position in
“the live ‘and dead meat trade of the
world. The Ontario stall-fed export
-steers, and the Ontarlo distillery-fed ex-
porters are a disturbing element to the
concerted plans of three large packing
house exporters. An essential require-
ment this year will be the proper fin=
ishing of all the export cattle, The
present cohdition of general trade-in
the United Kingdom warrants the be-
" fief that all goed live cattle arriving
at port will be marketed to the ship-
per’s advantage. There are an ever
increasing number of wealthy people
in the British Isles: who purchase only
the best qualities of beef, not mneces-
sarily Scotch or English-fed beef, but
beef killed in Britain. More and more
the English farmers are devoting their
timeé to improve their herds for milking
purboses: they concede that the Cana-
diap farmer and the United States corn
belt cattle feeders are deeply cutting
intp the best beef trade, therefore they
are¢ wisely providing for the increased
demand for milk and cream, which nets
them a good profit each month of the
year.  Well-bred and ftinished steers
and heifers of the smaller type of cat-
tle for the best home trade will be in
request for the butchérs” business, The
prices paid last year on the Toronto
markets for picked butcher cattle were
ofteri better value than the
cattle price, judging from the state-
*, ments made by farmers of the cost of

Readers of The World will not be
surprised at the lessened number of
sheep and lambs, even tho that num-
ber is 26,565 head. Farmers are gener-
ally apt to keep in hand any class of
live stock that appreclates in value,
The banner month was .

Large Versus Small Barns,

' Should the farmer build one large
barn qr several smaller ones? There
are several arguments in favor of
either kind. It is argued that the
larger barn is more likely to be struck
by lightning; there is greater danger
from fire and high winds have a greatl-
er effect on the larger structure.
Should the big barn catch fire it is
harder to get animals from’ it than
ffrom the smaller barn. It is claimed
that statistics show that more large
barns.are struck by lighting cvery yzar
than are the smaller ones, Of course
when a farmer has only one large barn
he stores all his grain and hay there
besides his animals, and unless bhe
carries a high insurance, the loss would
be very great in case of fire,

But what is there in favor of the
large barn? In the first place, it saves
time and labor, which is not to be over-
looked on the farm, in these days of
scarce. labor. By bringing everything
together in one place the live stock
can be cared for with a much less ¢x-
penditure of labor than if they were
scattered over several acres of ground
in small buildings. © Then by having
everything under one roof there is a
saving of roofing, which is consider-
able. The ordinary shingle roof must
be renewed and cared for every few
years and any other kind -of roofing
needs attention, and it is a great ex-
pense to keep up several buildings
when the same roof and building can be
made to do the same work. The farm
presents a better; appearance when
there is only one well kept barn instead’
of a number of smaller buildings scat-
tered around in different places,

This kind of a barn will depend on
which of these arguments the farmer
deems the most important. Without
question 'the most convenient barn is
the large bank  barn with everything
under one roof.

Food does not have much effect upcn
the flavor.of eggs, except when Lthere«
is a strong smelling ofl present, zg in
onfons. It is claimed by some that
the flavor is Influenced by the chiarac-
ter of the food, but it has not been
provem by experiments, .

Cement floors in the poultry hcuse
are good as far as keeping them clean
is concerned, but they are too cold in
the winter. A board floor is the best
if made tight and does not harbor
rats and mice under it.

There having been considerable dis-

Is it not possible, therefore, that a var-
iéty coming originally from Nor-hern
Africa or Arabla may have ressmhled
this  Mongolian horse, and been of a
tawny or light chestnut shade? If so,

lo s understood. -

] not improbable that :he var-
feties of primeval horse which were
Indigenous to more northemm soctions
were of a dun color, possibly 1°’kes the
American buffalo or bison. Whather
such a common color as bay could
have originated from the - slend-
ing of the dun and chest-
nut varieties is a point upon which 1
would like to have the views of per-
8ons who are authorities on the effects
of the mixing of pigments.

“Another point worth conslderln?
is whether the increage in white l-gs
among Hackneys may not pe due to
in-breeding. An !examination of the
Stud Book leaves the impression that
white legs are much more common
among the fir=bred anima's of the
Yorkshire straing than among those-
not in-bred. ' I do not know how white
fetlocks originated, but when that ‘en-
dency had been once started, would
not m-braedh;“ intensify it, just as-it
usually intensifies any other. iendency
which the parents have in cominon?
May not this explain, partly at least,
not only the greater number of horscs
having white, but also the Increase. in
the extent of the white, from the white
fetlocks to white legs?”

What Ten Cows Do You Keep ?

_The TIllinois experiment station has

To {llus-
trate: If it takes 150 1bs. of butter, fat
per’ year to pay for a cow’s keeping, a
cow; that produces 151 1bs, of butter fat
per ‘year returns to her owner a net
profit of 1 Ib, of butter fat; if another
cow gives 152 1bs, of butter fat ver.
year she returns to her owner a net
profit of 2 lbs. of butter fat, or twice
as much profit as the cow that produc-
ed 151 lbs. of butter fat; therefore,
the cow that produced 152 lbs. of but-
ter fat is twice as profitable a cow
,as the one that produced 151 Ibs. of
lbutter fat, because she gives a not
\profit of 2 1bs. of butter fat instead of 1.

| Using Wind Power.
It is to the harnessing of the winds
that the farmer must look for his cheap-
est motive power. While the windmill
is in use in almost every section of the
country for the pumping of water, it is
{not as yet developed to its highest pos-
|sibilities as a power to run the mach-
iinery used on the farm. Inventors are
;at work on the perfection of a mechan-
ism to best utilize the force of the
wind. The main difficulty in running
machinery is that of unsteadiness. The
velocity is not always the.same, and
where machinery must be run at a
|steady speed the present mechanism
jis not very well adapted. Some of the
|things the farmer can do -with the
!wlndmm is to grind his feed, saw his
wood and operate the machinery used
fin a .workshop. Then he can have all
the conveniences of the city in the way
jof water and sewerage system in his
[house. By having a tank in the tower
above the house the necessary force for
a water system will be had by pump-
ing it full, or, better still, the air-pres-
sure tank in the basement. The wind-
mill ean be used to pump both the wa-
ter and the air. %

Giving a Cow Physie.

A. D. Carkner giveq in Jersey Bulle-
tin his method of giving physic to cat-
tle as follows: Instead of a quart of
water for dissolving salts, ag is usually
recommended, I use at least one or two
gallons of water, thus distributing the
saltg more evenly and quickly thry the
stomach and producing better results.

To administer, take an old fork han-
ble and bore a holé thru one end, pass
a rope thru the hole and form a loop
large enough tol go on the animal’'s up-
per jaw. Put physic in an old teapot
or similar. vesisel. Raise animal’'s head
by means of fork handle, which should
be long enough to hold the head at a
convenient height., Pour the medicine
down slowly, giving the animai suffi
cient time to' swallow. -
