Editor World: Prior to the above en­
actment, In a trial case the party dis­
satisfied with the decision had neces­
sarily to appeal to a Divisional Court, 
and If there unsuccessful, could appeal 
thence to the Court of Appeal for On­
tario, and after that, If necessary, to 
the Supreme Court of Canada. All 
that Is now changed, and the dissatis­
fied suitor has only the option of ap­
peal to a Divisional Court or to the 
Court of Appeal. If he elect a Divi­
sional Court and he be there defeated, 
his sight of further appeal Is com­
pletely gone. He cannot appeal to the 
Court or Appeal, for he Is debarred by 
the above act ; nor can he appeal to 
the Supreme Court, as it admits ap­
peals only from the court ot last re­
sort In Ontario, which Is the Court of 
Appeal. The result Is that all appeals 
from tire trial Judgment are now made 
to the Court of Appeal, for the reason 
that the suitor, If dissatisfied with Its 
decision, can appeal thence to the Su­
preme Court of Canada. As a conse­
quence, the work of the Court of Ap­
peal is trebled, and Is entirely beyond 
the ability of the court to keep pace 
with. For instance, at the last sitting 
of the court, the number of appeals 
was nearly 70, and though the court 
sat for four weeks, less than 30 cases 
were heard, leaving the heavy remain­
der for the approaching sittings of the 
12th, at which date it Is expected the 
appeal list will number over 100 casts. 
That the court can hear the third of 
them, Judging from past experience, Is 
out of the question ; for, In fact, the 
court has never yet, even under the 
normal conditions which preceded the 
above enactment, been able to get 
through Its appeal list at a sitting. 
The prospect, therefore, Is overcast 
with apprehension and fitoom for the 
majority of the unhappy appellants on 
the list for the 12th, and whose ap­
peals will undoubtedly be relegated to 
the September sittings, unless the 
judges afford relief. But the curious 
anomaly Is that, whilst the Court of 
Appeal is overcharged with work, the 
Divisional Court, which by the above 
act Is required to sit weekly and from 
day to day so long as there Is a case 
to hear, had to terminate .Its sitting 
on Monday last for want of something 
to do. The question, therefore, natur­
ally arises, why should not other Jud­
ges be called to assist the Court of 
Appeal In lt« emergency ? To permit 
matters to drift as they are, without 
any regard to public convenience, 
would create scandal and resentment. 
But the above Act provides that, when 
It seems expedient to the judges of 
the Supreme Court, the Court of Ap­
peal may sit In two divisions at the 
same time, by the selection of addi­
tional necessary Judges, 
done at once, the appeal list can be 
gone through and heard before vaca­
tion ; If It iA-fior done, the court and 
judges will become obnoxious to very 
Injurious criticism. It Is an act of 
Justice to suitors, and should be dealt 
with promptly, 
lays of the court and to expedite Its 
work these suggestions are respectful­
ly submitted : (1) That where the opin­
ion of the court Is unanimous, one 
Judge only should write the Judgment, 
leaving the other Judges to other work; 
(2) that where the mind of the court 
Is, at the hearing, clear for dismissal, 
the case ought not to be reserved from 
courtesy to the Judge overruled, but 
consideration for the suitor’s conven­
ience should be paramount ; (3) that 
judgments, when ready, should be 
handed out to the registrar, so as to 
save the day of the sitting now con­
sumed at their reading. It is also sug­
gested that the graciousness of the re­
gistrar to accommodate counsel who 
are unready when their case Is called 
ought not to be exercised to the pre­
judice of other appellants, but such 
should lose their priority, and be rele­
gated to the foot of the list ; so that, 
when slaughter-day arrives, at the 
close of the sitting, Its ruin may fall 
upon the slothful and not the vigilant.

Referring to the characteristics of 

the Japs as a people, Mr. Crummy said 
they were bright and kindly disposed 
and generally of a charitable disposi­
tion, not suffering their neighbors to 
live In destitution. He had no doubt 
that Buddhism had had an elevating 
effect upon the peoples of Asia, who 
had adopted the religion.

The people, he said, had cooled down 
since the war with China, and they 
now rather despised than hated the 
Celestials. They themselves had been 
much surprised at the easy victory 
they won.

Asked concerning the political state 
of Japan, the missionary observed that 
he thought the statesmen of the coun­
try were honorable and Just in their 
Government, but that they were much 
Inclined to multiply 
enormous expense to the country. The 
present Government had, moreover, 
been accused of controlling the elec­
torate by means of "Soshl,” a band of 
men who will, for hire, go about with 
clubs and swords to deter their op­
ponents from attending the polls.

Cudahy was u large buyer 
from 62%c up, also liberal buying by Champ- 
lin, Logan, Lester, McIntyre and Ward- 
well & Booth. News from the Northwest 
was not favorable to the bears. There were 
all sorts of reports from there—all of them 
bad. Rains reported from Red River val­
ley. Reports rrurn Kansas about the crop 
turning yellow and of damage by bags. 
Shorts took fright and scrambled to cover 
and the market advanced rapidly. There 
was good buying ou every reaction, and 
the market closed strong at the best prices 
for the day.

Corn and oats were firmer In sympathy 
with wheat. Shorts covered largely in both 
and the buying was also good. We expect 
a further advance in these cereals.

Provisions were somewhat weaker to­
day. We do not anticipate lower prices, 
and would rather buy than sell them.

McIntyre & Ward well (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch to-day 
from their branch office In Chicago :

There is too much rain in Red 
valley, and not enough In Kansas and Ok­
lahoma. St. Louis aud Kansas City sent 

îeroua telegrams comp'alnlng of drought 
in those States and resultant damages. 
Chinch bug stories were also in evidence, 
some from Southern Illinois., The talent 
found a market without any selling pres­
sure and Immediately begun to trade for 
an advance. St. Louis bought persistently 
and the damage talk attracted some out­
side buying. The market ruled very firm 
aud gradually advanced l%c, closing firm 
at the best prices of the day. Local trad­
ers generally bought and It looks tq-nlght 
as though their books showed a balance 
on the long side. The Price Current com­
mented favorably on the growing crop, but 
said chinch bug talk was Increasing. There 
was nothing Interesting In cable news and 
export demand was again conspicuously ab­
sent. Receipts at Minneapolis and Duluth 
are running considerably lighter; they were 
1514 cars for four days this week, against 
1748 cars the same time last week. The 
crop accounts, which we believe «re ex­
aggerated, may cause further advance, but 
we think the market will soon suffer a 
sharp downward reaction.

Provisions—Ruled steady around the open­
ing and afterwards sold off on free offer­
ings bv packers. Receipts for next few 
days are likely to be larger New York 
sold July lard from $4.00 to $4.82%. Pack­
ers selling September1 lard at the close at 
$4.97%. The market closed steady.

TRADE IN CANADA.
Fourth of May payments In the Montreal 

dry goods and • clothing trade were better 
met than was anticipated. Half a dozen 
representative houses consulted report the 
proportion of i their customers’ paper pro­
vided for as ringing from 70 to 85 per cent. 
With others the proportion was not so good, 
but the average Is better than might well 
have been expected, considering the 
complaints that have been heard 
Ing the apparent scarcity of money in the 
country. In some lines of trade a some­
what freer movement Is reported, but still 
It Is not such as Is generally looked for at 
the season, and there Is no doubt but that 
the approaching elections will have more 
or less of an unsettling effect upon busi­
ness. _

The business situation at Toronto re­
flects little change this week. There is a 
hopeful feeling with regard to dry goods 
and hardware, aud the sorting-up demand 
In each is fairly satisfactory. Trade in gro­
ceries Is quiet and without special fea­
ture. Generally speaking, payments are 
not quite up to the mark, there being a 
good many complaints on this score. Ihc 
leading staples In merchandise are steady 
as to prices. * The weather has been fa­
vorable and a good retail trade has been 
transacted In the city. Owing to the fact 
that farmers are busy seeding, country 
trade is tjulet. and the movement of pro­
duce restricted. The heavy stocks of 
wheat, particularly Manitoba grades, 
having a depressing effect on prices of this 
cereal. The export enquiry is limited, and 
the dulness of the flour trade restricts 
prices of the demanda of millers. Coarse 
grains are also weak.
