lishedy Having Been Suppressed by the Powers That
—Both@Parties Have Supporters.

ary Society of the Methodist Church and
the parent missionary society, to which the
Woman's Society is practically in subjec-
tion. Up till the present time nothing de-
finite has been known except that the old
and revered president of the Woman’s
Missionary Society, a position which she
had held with honor since 1882, bad’ Yen-
dered her resignation. Mrs. S. K. Gooder-
ham was not the woman to take such a

' . stand after all these years, and to sever

herself from a cause in which her whole
heart is interested, as her life has shown.
without grave cause. She is so imbued
with the true missionary spirit "that her
life, especially during the last 15 years,
has been spent in advancing the cause of
missions abroad. Five years ago she went
at her own expense to inspect the missions
in Japan in which she was especially in-
terested, and she returned satisfied with
what she saw there.
The Marder of Mr. Large.

All was going well there, and splend}
work was being done. Then came the mem-
orible murder of Mr. Large by some ruf-

! ficnly Japs, in which Mrs. Large was nearly

killed in her attempted defence of her hus-
band. -She bears the marks of horrible
sword cuts in her face to-day, and is minus
two or three fingers of her right hand. For-
tunately she and the child were rescued.
and the mext stage of the affair was the
recall of Mrs, Large for reasons which
were then unexplained and which are ap-
parently as inexplicable to-day as they were
tiien. She was detained on half furlough
salary; her case put off from one session
to-the other till finally she was in despair;
her one desire was for justification or con-
demnation. During the time she had spent
in Japan her work had been most success-
ful; nearly a thousand girls had passed
through her hands; she had spent years in
training and in acquiring the language, and,
Veing a widow with a child to support, it
was absolutely necessary that something
slpuld be done.
‘The Executive Silent.

But the Executive Committee of the
church kept a sphinx-like silence, maintain-
ing their right to keep her in Canada, be-
cause section viil. of the constitution of
the Woman's Missionary Soclety lays. it
down that the Executive of the M!?low
ary Society has the right to arrest or re-
call any of the ladies employed by thie Wo-
man’s Missionary Society in their work in
any of the fields to which they have beeu
appointed without preferring any charge
against them or giving any reasons for
their recall.

Star Chamber in Canada.

It is incredible’ that such a law, which
partakes of the nature of the famous Star
Chamber pollcy, should exist in British ter-
ritory to-day, but such is the fact. The
vilest criminal must have a charge laid
against him before he can be arrested, but
the women of the Methodist Church’ who
go out voluntarily as the bearers of (lle
Gospel to the heathen are not accorded that
much justice.

Why the President Resigned.

TI"or this reason and the principle it in-
voives, the President of the Woman's Mis-
sionary Society of the Methodist Church re-
signed her position. She states her case
below in calm, dignified, reasonable form,
and it remains with the Executive of the
Missionary Society to answer her. It-is
wow published for the first time:

To the Executive Committie of the ' Wo-
man's Missionary Society —of the
Methodist Church of Canada:

Deurly Beloved BSisters,—As most. of
you are aware, I have been officially
cennected with our Woman's Missionury
Society since 1882 When the first aux-
liary in the city of Toronto was formed
I was induced reluctantly to bécowme the
president of it, and when the board
Leld its first annual meeting I had the
honor to be elected president of the so-
ciety, an office which by the kindness
of my sisters composing the board from
year to year 1| have continued to hold
to the present. 1 accapted the office
with a deep sense of responsibility, but
relying upon the guidance of the Holy
Spirit and sustained Dby the conscious-
uess that my eye was single, that my
one desire was to glorify God and to
promote the interests of His church, 1
was willing to serve and suffer in so
good a cause.

My connection with this work has
ben & benediction to me personally. It
Las brought me into closer communion
with Christ. and into deper sympathy
with the work for which He laid down
His life. It has brought me into as-
socintion with not a few excellent peo-
ple, both in my own church and other
churches, many of whom I reckon
amongst my acarest friends. In view
of all these thiugs, the Woman's Mis-
sionary Society aad the noble wonien
by whom its business has been carried
on have a warm place in my affection,
and though I unfortunately find myself
out of harmony with some of them in
the opinions whi¢h I hold as to what is
due to our society, shall rejoice in
their usefulness and suceess in every
good work for outr Mz The reso-
lutions passed by the Executive Com-
mittee of the General Board of Missions
and the Executive Committee of the Wo-
mun.‘.\‘ Missionary Society at their last
sessions in respect to Mrs, Large and
ker return to her work in Japan pro-
duced in me a profound feeling of disap-

intment, grief and alarm. Though 1
lieve that the treatment which Mrs,
Large has received admits of no justifi
cation or excuse, that It has been wrong
and only wrong from first to last, and
though it is not easy to find language
too strong by which to characterize a
eourse of. procedure which has inflicted
such prolonged suffering on an honored
missionary, who I believe was as cer-
tamly called of God to that work as
any minister in that country—especially
when this mischief is done by an arbi-
trary exercise of authority, without
any alleged reason or form of 'law.
But there is something even more se-
rious than this involved in these resolu-
tions. They not only endorse and justi-
fy all this, but they bind the Woman's
Missionary Society to submit-to this sort
of treatment of its missionaries in al¥f
time to come. If the interpretation of
article viii. of the constitution of the
Woman's Missionary Society, upon which
these resoiutions are based, be correct,
“*harmony with the authorities' of “the
missionary soclety'” means absolute sub-
jection to it, and ‘‘the authorities of
the Missjonary Society’’ have a right to
arrest any of the ladies employed by the
Woman’s Missionary Society im their
work in any of the fields to which they
bave been appointed, and demand their
recall without bringing any ° charge
against them or giving any reasons for
their recall. Now this assumption wvs.
authority on the part of the Mission-
ary Society 4n my judgment is not in
bParmony with Methodism, with Protgs-
tantism, or with the spirit of the age,
that assigns to woman, not the position
of a slave, but of a helpmeet and co-
worker with man in carrying on the
saying work of the church.

by the aldermen practically unanimously.

S'leeping Car Glen Alpine Raised to a Scow
Amid Great Interest.

Dollars Found.

Garrison, N.Y.. Oct. 25.—The groy
dawn twenty-four hours after the fright-
ful happening of yesterday broke upon
a scene of greater litter and property
destruction than yesterday’'s sun and
last night's torchlight displayed.- The
weary gangs of wreckers were relieved
early this morning by fresh ones, and
the work of getting the chains from the
derricks upon the submerged cars was
vigorously prosecuted. As the wreckage
was pulled from ‘the bottom of the river
and placed on the shore it added to the
picturesque - though distressing sight.
When the wreckers got suflicient tackle
on the sleeping car Glen Alpine, to drag
her up, there was much excitement, and
speculation, as it was believed that there
must surely be some bodies in this car,
the most deeply submerged of the lot.
When the car had been placed on the
scow and the water had been run out
of it a careful searching party went
through, and, to the relief of the rail-
road officials and everybody mear not a

“body was discovered,

carious Things Discovered.

Some curious things were discovered,
however, which tend to make the es-
cape of the passengers in this car most
miraculous. Not only were all the blank-
ots and curtains thrown down and
jammed into the front of the car, but
the seat bottoms, which at night act as
bed bottoms, the mattresses and pillows
and every moveable thing in the car
hud been jammed from side to side, and
from end to end of the car, in a manner

| that would seem to almost preclude any

person in the aisles or berths escaping.
Those who did get out—and, it is believed
that all in this car escaped—must have
3one so without attempting either to
ress or save any baggage. ' The con-
dition of the windows shows thaty many
broke out that way, but the mystery 1s,
how did they get clothing with which
to clothe their nakedness?
All Ser.s of Clothing Mixed Up.

Pairs of trousers by the half dozen
with suspenders attached, underclothes,
shoes, women’s dresses and undercloth-
ing, were all mixed up in an indeserib-
able mass. A full score of lsind bags
and satchels indicate that tnere may
have been that number of passengers
in this car. Some of the pBople in the
vicinity and the hotelkeeper at Garrison
say that they helped dress some of these
people, but the supposition:is that the
majority of those who escaped with their
lives and not their baggage were taken
care of by the passengers in the sleep-
ers that remained on the track, and
when taken tp New York City were pro-
vided with clothes by the railroad peo-
ple. In the stateroom of this car were
supposed to have been a bride and groom,
but they escaped with the others.

Just to the rear of the Glen -Alpine
was the car Hermes, which, in the
plunge, left its trucks on the track and
landed flat on the bottom, in the river,
but only in about three feet of water.

The Porter's Graphic Story.

The porter of this car, William Pat-
terson, a cool-eaded and collected man,
tells the most graphic story of the wreck
and one which will prebably be found
to be the most lucid explanation of how
so many sleeping people were mijracu-
lously saved from a fearful death. He
related the story to Colonel Ashley \.\’.
Cole, the President of the State Rail-
road Commission, who is making an in-
vestigation. He said:

“Just before the accident I was awak-
ened from a doze by the slowing up of
the train, and 1 got up, thinking we
were nearing Peekskill. 1 looked out
of the window, and just as I did so there
came a crash and a leap of the car to-
wards the river. . I was thrown to the
floor, but, getting up in a minate, 1
seized o bhammer and rushed outside,
broke all the windows on the shure side,
and in a few 'minutes got fwelve pas-
sengers out. 1 am positive that every-
one escaped, because there was only -a
foot or so of water in the car at the
time. When all my passengers were
out we began to look for others.

The Sieeper Hermes.

“The car Hermes was just ahead of
mine and bhad plunged into deeper
water, so that the end was completely
submerged, while the other was up
against the end of ours. I saw the
people hurrying out of the high end,
and I am quite positive that before the
car settled into deep water we got
everybody out. Some of the people
were scantily dressed, because  their
clothes could mot be found in the darvk.
They hurried away to the other cars
and I think went to New York.

“After we had reached all the sleep-
ing car passengers, we saw some people
from the combination car swimming in
the river and we helped them out. I am
afraid that some people got out of the
other cars all’ right. but were drowned

MATTER AGAIN LAID OVER.

Further Efforts to Postpone the Sale
of Lands for Gity Taxes.

A lvertisement of Tax Sales te Re With-
driwn and the Board of Centrel Will
Interview the Government Teo-Pay—
Cold Storage Company Objects to Bonus-
ing &8 Competing Fitm—The Prepesed
Pavement on Cariton-strect East—City
i2all Topiecs.

The City Council held a special session
yesterday afternoon at 3 o'clock to- deal
with the St. James' Cemefery Company
agreement. But it was not until the even-
ing that they were able to.come to the ques-
tion. When they did try to deal with it a
point of order.was raised and the guestion
still stands over. *1t now looks very much
as though the bylaw will not go through.
Opposition is growing and that opposition
is not lessened by the exorbitant demands
which, arising out of a feeling of security,
the Cemetery Company is making, This was

4 noticeable featurg of a letter f Mr.
Frank Arnoldi, suggesting that ‘the: cil
pass the necessary bylaw, leaving the set-
tlement of the terms of the agreement till
more time could be devoted to it. His
chents (the Cemetery Company) agreed to
having two gates and if an additiona® gate
was desired by the city, his clients would
put one there, providing the Councit should
pay for wntchmen. They were willing to
allow the public the use of the grounds,
but not for picnic or amusement purposes.
The penalty in case of breach of contract
must be retained at $1000. The trustees de-
clined to aecept the present boundaries be:
tween cemetery and park, as deﬁne%by Mr,
Sankey, but proposed tfxat they be fixed
by Mr. Sankey, Mr. Fleming, a member of
the Board of Control, Mr. Brown, P.8.8,
and the trustees, .
The Tax Sale Again.

When Mr, George J. Bryan, on bebalf of
the Henry George Club of this city, wrote
threatening au ini‘uncﬂon on thé proposed
postponement of the sale of land for airears
of taxes, he provided a ' bone which the
aldermen conténded about for the whole af-
ternoon. With reference to it, Ald. Eres
ton moved, secyn by Ald. Russell:

“That the communication of George J.
Bryan be weferred to the Board of Control
with instructions for them to interview the
members of the Ontario Government for the
purpose of securing their co-operation for
the introducdon of legislation at the ap-
smacmng sesslon of tne Assembly, to in-

emnify the city for not holding a sale ol
land for arrears of taxes in the year 1897,
and an amendment to the Municipal Act,
providing that mno lands purchased by a
municipality at a sale of lands for taxes
be sold by the said municipality, except
by public auetion, and not until the said
proposed sale has been duly advertised, as
provided for in respect to a sale of lands
for arrears of taxes, and further that the
Council affirm the principle of the desir-
ability of postponing the pending sale o1
lands for arrears of taxes.”

After some reiteration of opinion om the
part of aldermen, Ald. Carlyle came out in
favor of postponment.

Ald. Lamb moved, in amendment, that
the matter of postponement be referred to
Pthe Board of Control to comsider and re-
port. He said the loan companies and land
gin')mnlt‘ were grinding men to the last

Ald. Saunders objected to this last state-
ment, as not in accordance with the facts.
Ald. Allen also came out for postponement,
because land values were going up.

The Mayor objected that if the board
went to the Government that body would
want to know whether or not a postpone-
ment was legal. It was at his suggestion
that the clause affirming a pollcy of the
Coun y the matter was added.

Ald. Spence opposed the main motion. He
held that the proper place to test the legal-
ity of a guestion was the courts ang not
the Legiglature. The resolut®n admitted
that the Council had taken a wrong stand
while they were not sure they had done so.
It embodied the harmful idea of allowing a
pecial class of citizens to refuse to meet
their obligations. The scheme had been
put before the Council in many forms, but
had been defeated. The proposition was, in
short. to wring the last cent out of the poor
man who owns his own little home, but
lets the taxes of the man who owns vacant
land stand over.

Ald. Leslie characterized the idea of an
immediate tax sale as a suicidal policy.

Before it came to a vote Ald. Tamb made
a last desperate appeal to have it referred.
Ald. Preston retorced that Ald. Lamb only
wanted to get it back into the general
graveyard, where he buried many googd
things that came up.

The vote on Ald. Lamb's amendment re-
sulted as follows:

Yeas: Ald. Lamb, Spence, Scott, Rutter,
Hallam—35. .

Her Death on June 12 Said
to Have Been Suspicious.

INQUEST HAS BEEN OPENED

Neighbors at Storebridge Have Kept
Talking Since She Died.

Provineial Comstable Blebard Grifin of
Fort Erle Brijigs the V:tal Parts of the
Young Woman te Teronto for Chemical
Analysis, Evidence Having Been Giveén
Tending to Show That She Died From
Polson.

A’ tall, athletic-looking man, with a .pro-
pounced Scotchgaccent, registered ag the
Albion last night. s He carried a sort oft
fryit basket which he looked atter very
carefully. The visitor was Provincial Con-
stable Richard Griffin of Fort Erie, and
the basket contained the stomach, liver
and kidneys of Julia Klee, a woman who
died on June 12 last under somewhat pecn-
lide-circumstances at Stone Bridge, a village
on the Welland Canal about a mile fromn
Port Colborne. ; 7

Julia Klee was single afid about 35 years
of age. She resided with her mother, and
her death occurred very suddenly. She had
a very large head, it being 27 inches in cir-
cumference, but she enjoyed good health.
Dr. Neft of Port Colborne, who was called
in seon after the death oecurred, consid-
ered that apoplexy had been tne cause, and
he issued a death certificate. The remains
were buried on June 15.

Ever sifice the woman died the neigh-
bors have been talking of suspiclous circum-
stunces surrounding heg death. The au-
thorities eventually took the matter up,
and Coroner Cummings of Welland issued
a warrant for an inquest, which was open-
ed at Stonebridge yesterday. The bo@y,
which had been interred in the Overhotz
burying ground, township of Humberstone,
was exhumed and a pest mortem examina-
tion made.

The principal witness at the inquest was
Mrs. Neff, who lives very close to the Klee
homestead. She testified that on the day
Miss Klee died she was standing on her
step, when she heard Mrs. Klee, the young
woman’s mother, call to a boy and tell bim
to go to her other daughter, Mrs. Deterling,
and tell her Julla was dying. Mrs. Nefl
hurriedly walked across to the Klee house
and saw Julia lyong on the floor face down-
wards. She had a pillow under her head,
and appeared to suffering in-
ternally. Mrs. Neff asked the mother
what was the matter with julia?”’ to which
Mrs. Klee replied in a rather unconcernéd
manner, “‘Oh, she's dying!”

At the suggestion of Mrs.. Neff, the suf-
ferer was put upon a bed, and she asked
Mrs. Neff to give her something to relieve
her agony. Mrs. Neff asked her, what was
the matter, and Mrs. miee replied by a
motion indicating that the paims were in
the chest and bowels. She asked to be
put upon the floor again, and her request
was complied with, and Mrs. Neff- noticed
that she was frothing at the mouth.

Mrs. Klee remarked to witness that she
might as wel go home, as Mrs. Deteling
would arrive in a few moments, S0 BdiIS.
Neff left. It was noon when witness heard
Mrs. Klee calling to the boy, and It was
only 20 minutes later that she heard that
Julia Klee was dead. ﬁ-

The talk of suspicious cfrcumstances m
the casearises from the fact that none of
the neighbors who llvxery close had been
called in. as is usual en a death oceurs.
Several of the near mneighbors gave testi-
mony. ;

Dr. Black of Stonebridge and Dr. Old of
Port Colborne made the post-mortem exam-
ination, and they testified that, owing to
the advanced stage of decomposition of
the body, they wese unable to find out the
cause of  death. The stomach, liver and
kidneys were, therefore, removed: and
placed in jars, and Constable riffin was
sent with the ghastly parcels to Toronte,
where he will hand them over to the At-
torney-General's Department to-day.

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THE FIELDING LOAN NOT SUCH A GOOD
THING,

All Canadians feel truly gratified by
every evidence which shows that the Do-
minion is constantly attaining to a aigh-
er financial standing and improved credit
in the great money market of the world.
The result of the new loan of £2,000,-
000 sterling, recently effected in Lon-
don, affords such evidence. The condi-
tions under which this loan was secured
were much more favorable to Canada
than in any former loan.. While admit-

ther these conditions reflect such credit
on our Minister of Finance as is ®o
generally claimed for him by his party
organs. The question is not whether
this loan has been secured at a lower
rate of interest than for former loans,
but whether the conditions under which
it was offered were the best which the
Minister should have been expected to
offer.

The Statist, London, Oct. 9, gives as
the quotation for the then current and
preceding week, Canada 3 per cents,
107. The bulk of such Government se-
curities is purchased by or for parties

2 1-2 per cent. sinking fund, it would
amount to, at the end of fifty years,
£1,064,967.

The gain would really be much great-
er, when it is considered, and, as is gen-
erally admitted, that the tendency of
the rate of interest is constantly down-
wards. In the early years. of the
sinking fund, when it might be invested
at considerably over 2 1-2 per cent., the
gain in this respect would be in the nre-
portion that £309,583 bears to £10,000.

Under Mr. Fielding’s policy, the debt
of the Dominion has been unnecessarily
increased; part of its gecurities are, and
for some time will be, quoted at 'a dis-
count. So far from any shving having
been effected, a considerable loss has
been incurred, and this done in order
that he might appear to have greatly
reduced the rate of interest below that
which prevailed at date of the loan.

THE GAS COMPANY'S REPORT.

The report which the directors of the
Consumers’ Gas Company have been
good enough to hand to the press con-
tains the satisfactory statement that,
notwithstanding the general ' depression
in trade, the consumption of gag has
materially increased. The report does
not furnish us with the details of the
increase, although this information is a
matter in which the ecitiens have a direct
interest. The causes for the increased
consumption are given as follows: the
reduction in price, the introduction of
improved burners, and extension in the
use of gas for fuel and mechanical pur-
poses. Nntwithstnnding the reduction of
fifteen cents that was made in the pri
of illuminating gas last year the finan-
cial position of the company is as strong
as ever. The usual ten per cent. ini-
dend, amounting to $170,000, has been
paid, and a large surplus is left over
to provide for future contingencies. The
Gas Company has never yet made a
reduction that decreased the profits of
its business. The last reduction has
really bettered the company’s financial
standing, because it has both increased
the consumption of gas and the number
of gas consumers. The use of gas is
becoming more and more an absolute
necessity in every household in the city.
It is now very generally used in the
kitchen, but the price is too high to
permit of its use in the furnace for heat-

DPELUGED WITH AHEIIQAU WHEELS,

Hundreds of Canadian workingmen
would find lucrative employment if cheap
American bicycles were subjected to an
adequate specific duty. Under the new
tariff bicycles are imported at 30 per
cent., and as the American low. grade
machines . are invoiced away down in
price the duty collected on ijem is a
comparatively small item. For the year
ending June 30, 1896, there were im-
ported from the United States 15,543
bicyeles. For the year ending June 30,
1897, the number imported was 23,601,
being an increase of 8058 over the pre-
ceding year. During the year ending
Sept. 30 last there were imported into
Toronto alone no less than 8500 Ameri-
can wheels. The importation of bicycles

from the United States would keep sev-|
eral large Canadian factories supplied |
with profitable work all the year round.
The bicycle is a simple machine to |
manufacture, and there is no reason
why we should go abroad to purchase
them. The country is flooded with these
cheap wheels, and in the interest of the |
Canadian consumer, as well as of the
manufacturer, they should be kept ou:
of the country. A big specific duty
should be imposed on all wheels, egpe-|
cially on those of a low grade quality.

Those who
did get inside were treated to the best ex-
positiof of the subject ever heard in To-
ro';\to. The speakers were from all parts
of the world, and all were enthusiasts in
the matter. There was a fair sprinkiing
of men present, but they were mainly oc-
togenarians. The chair was taken by Dr.
Augusta Stowe-Gullen, and some of those’

on the platform were: Mrs. Dr. Yeomans,
Winnipeg; Rev. Dr. Parker, Inspector
mes, Dr. Howes; Miss Johannsdottir,
¢ d; Miss Ericsson, Finland; Mrs.
ds, Chicago; Mrs. Bleby, Cardiff, South
Wales; Miss Marye, Japan, and others.

by The Girl From leeland.

‘The first speaker was Miss Johannsdottir
from Iceland. In order to raise the nation
it was necessary to raise the women. Their
position was one of weakness in the govern-
ment of the nation, Their voice in its des-
tiny was unheard. They had as much in-
terest at stake in the affairs of state as
men, and should have a volce in the direc-
tion of its affairs. The ballot was the logi-
cal conclusion. She loved to see motherly
women and womanly women, She had no
conception that the ballot would make them
otherwise,

i i A Nataural Law.

rs. Dr. Yeomans of Winnipeg followed,
and put the case before the audience in a
logical manner. Disfranchisement was con-
trary to natural laws. Men and women
were equnl!y interested in the nation’s
destiny. :Why not give them equal power
to directiits destiny? By the law of do-
minion women should have the suffrage.
God gavé Adam and Eve the Garden of
Eden to possess together. It was not giv-
eu to Adam alone. Disfranchisement was
contrary to the natural law of transmuta-
tion and conservation of energy. At pre-
sent but half the energy of the state was
guiding and directing its future. By the
law of development the franchise should
be equally distributed. A nation’s future
depended on the full development of all
its people. At present only half the peo-
ple could be fully developed. Finally, by
the law of love—the golden rule—women
should have the franchise.

A Yoice From Japan.

The next speaker was Miss Marye, a Jap-
anese lady studying medicine in Amerieca.
She spoke English exceedingly well, and
her happy, humorous way of looking at the
question amused the audience greatly. Be-
fore going into the question at issue she
gave a picture of the government of Japan.
The feudal system existed there, making
two large divisions in the “people, corre-
sponding to the plebeians and patricians of
Ancient Rome. These were again subdi-
vided. In the patrician or rich class the
wemen went out but little. Their mission
in life was thought to De to stay at home
and, make embroidery and such minor du-
ties pertaining to the home. The standard
of education in that class was relatively
.high for men. Among them were poets,
historians, journalists, etc., of considerable
note. The women had, until lately, no
education whatever. Buddhism, introduced
several centuries ago, had taught that wo-
men were in_every way inferior to men.
It they knewA enough to do their house-
work and read their own names that wa®
enough.

The *‘new eduecation’ had come In with
the Christian religion. Schoels were start-
ed under much objection at first, as it was
feared the women would become proud and
vain, for both sexes. When the girls re-
turned from the schools tney were more
obedient and kinder, and they were not
.proud. The schools then pecame popular,
and the men had learned that the women
conid do as much as the men. The Gov-
ernment was now establishing schools from
the kindergarten for the child 2 ana 3
years old, to the university. DBut the wo-
men as yet were excluded from the univer-
sity. - Instraction in the telephone and
telegraph was given to women, and the
business men said they got along better
than when men did the work.

Japanese Wamen Politiclans.

There were annual parnaments, and In
them the women had niuch power, Often
the men could not solve quetions that came
up and had to concert with the women,
who cleared them up. The world coula
not exist without both sexes. Men had
big minds and could think broadly, but
they had to concert with thelr wives.

Men Good to Buy Cencert Tickets.

There was not as much freedom, socially,
for women in Japan as here, though they
b.ug] more than the women of India or
China. Then, the young women could have
their young men, and they could go out
together to concerts, and the young men
could pay for the tickers. This was a
good tning. She had had to pay for her
own tickets, but she hoped there would
be a change soon.

Mrs, Rounds’ Views.

Mrs. Rounds of Chicago, president o
Tllinois W.C.T.U# did not think ghfrllg
was any argument whatever for keeping
the ballot from women. The objectious
were made up of jealousy and pr'vimllcu
which was making up the mind b(-r(;n,- 1)1«2
facts were all in. She was sure tnere
were some in the audience laboring under
prejudice, and asked those who wanted to
see women enfranchised to-stand up. Nearly
every one in thexaudience did so. Tue
‘i'r(,\ut revolution in 1776 was fought because
sngland- wanted to impose a tax on the
Americans without giving them
as to the expenditure of the tax. Women
who had property were taxed, yet they
had no voice in the expenditure of the tax,
This was wrong. Women would not have
men to represent them before the bar of
judgment in heaven. Everyone had to
stand alone there. So they should here.
One was as logical as tne other. It had
been said that the franchise would make
women  less womanly. Prove It. She did
not wait a wider sphere for women. She
wantedito see morality applied to Govern-
ments.land until women nad the franchise
morality had little place in Governments
In the States. She would retire 3,000,000
men from the voters’' 1ist because they
could not read or write. ~To fill up this
gap she would ‘give the franchise to as
many women as could do both. This would
eradicate the dangerous power of ignorance
from politics. ’ ;
Women in Finland.

Miss Ericeson gave a very interesting ac-
_count of woman’s position in Finland. She
conld not vote for members of Parliament,
but she could vote for the appointment of
ministers of the church, which was con-
nected with the State. The school systém
was of a very high grade, In which was
co-edueation. In the universities the
courses were of 10 years’ 1ength, and only
that of medicine was open to women. but
from that profession they ecould branch
into any others. She then read the fol-
lowing statistics, showing the political
status of women in that province of Rus-
sia : Fifty women were at the head of
warehouses, 130 at the head of public gar-
dens, 253 on School Boards, 843 State offi-
cials and 100 muniecipal officers.

Mrs. Bleby of South Wates sald that wo-
men of wealth and ease should remember
women in distress aud oppression, and

a voice

‘work for them if they did not want fran-
‘chise themselves, oman's here ' was
in the home, but home meant nation,
At the conclusion, Rev.Dr. Parker moved
a resolution. seconded bj' Dr. Howes, and
supported by Inspector J. L. Hu hes, en-
dorsing the position of the speakers and
the movement In general.

WHAT IT WOULD MEAN TO ONTARIO

We had a few minutes’ conversation with
Mr, Davidson, the weil-known and popular
sawmill-owner and lumberman of Penetang,
the other evening, when he said :

“The people of the Province of Ontarlo
hardly realize what a benefit they would
derive from the manufacture of timber on
the Georgian Bay, instead of allowing the
logs to be floated across to Michigan, as
we are doing at present. Let us take the
town of Parry Sound as an example, and
this is only one lumber manufacturing
foutre out of a dozen on the Georgian Bay.
The capacity of -the Parry Sound Miis,
running full time, would be probably in the
neighborhood of between forty and ffty
mililon for the season. This would give
employment to about 150 men; it wodld
mean that 75 families, at least, would re-
quire dwellings. The trade of the town
would be nearly double what it is to-day.
This body of people would create a cash
market for /the farmers throughout tne
district. They would require beef, pork,
mutton, butter, eggs, milk and vegetables.
The farmers in turn would be enabled to
pay cash to the local storekeoPer for what
they require. The men emp oyed around
the mills would also create a great source
of trade in the town, Besides local retail
trade, the wholesale trade would quickly
feel the effects; in fact, everybody would
derive some benefit from this industry.

“It is hard to calculate the number of
mills that would be set in motion, or the
number of men that would be employed,
for, besides Parry Sound, there are Midland,
I'enctang, Byng Inlet, French River, Cuts
ler, Spauish River, Thessalon, Blind River
and half a dozen jmportant mill points on
Manitoulin and St. Josephs JIslands. All
would be benefited 1
Canadian logs on the Georgian Bny,
stead of in Michigan. :

“As things are at present. the miil men
on the Georgian Bay are decidedly at n
disadvantage as compared with Mickigan
lumbermen.

“Then, again, suppose the 150 men wo
spoke of were emp oyed in Parry Sournd.
They would probably put In circulation
every month between and $4000 ard
many other places a 8 milar amount. 'The
Ontario manufacturers, the wholesale trade
and workingmen throughouf the Province
would be greatly benefited, as we have sald
before.

“I think, however, the
big and too important to be settled off-
hand by an order-in-Council. No doubt
the Governmeént will give this matter thelr
careful consideration at an early date.

“Northern Ontario wouia soon be settled
up by a prosperous and permanent com-
munity."”

Details just obtained of the revenge
of the dervishes upon the Jaalin tribe,
caused by their refusal to join the
forces of the Khalifa against the Bri-
tish, show it to have been terrible in
the extreme.

The der-
vishes butchered every male member of
the offending tribe and took the pretty
women to their harems; after sending
150 selected virgins to the Khalifa. The
dervishes, in ':uiditinn, threw many
women and children into the river.

FAMINE QUESTION IN IRELAND.

Archbishops and Bishops State Their Con-
viction That There Will be Distress.

Dublin, Oct. 25.—(Correspondence to
the Associated Press.)—There are (wo
sides to the question of the famine in
Ireland. One side is that of the Gov-
ernment, which claims the famine is
exploited by politicians as an argument
against the administration of Ireland.
The other side, held. by many of the
clergy, politicians and people, is that it
is certain there will be great distress
through large sections of the country.

A meeting of the Roman Catholic pre-
Jates was held at Maynooth this week,
and those present adopted resolutions
that the Archbishops and Bishops of
Ireland deem it their duty to present
to the Government a statement of their
conviction, formed on the personal
knowledge- of members of that body,
that the failure of the potato and cereal
crops in many distriets, particularly on
the sonthern and western coasts, must
lead to great distress, and, unless
speedy measures of relief are adoptad,
to disastrous consequences. Meetings
are being held. the parish priests pre-

relief works before the people are ac-
tually suffering.
