MRE. OSLER’S ADDRESS,

The Great Coumnsel Takes Up the
Evidence and Lays It Bare Be-
: fore the Jury.

Mr. Osler at once began his address. He
spoke slowly and deliberately. He consid-
ered their minds were still open for -ime-

ression. The Crown had to bring home

e conclusion of guilt. The jury should be
satisfied beyond reasonable doubt. "All that
the law could do to make this a law-abid-
‘Ing community had to be done by the law.
It was right to presume the prisoner inno-

cent till there was a conclusion of guilt.

He reviewed the ease without viéwing the
evidence of the accomplices. .

Continuing, Mr. .Osler said the key made
by Pare and hidden in the station was simi-
lar to Baines' key. With tkis key was
found the key that fitted the combination
Mox.

Help From Within.

“There must have been help from within.”

That indicated
that the people who bored it had no knowl-
eige of combinations. But those who boted
“the safe got through the vault door, whose
rombination the prisoner had. They also
gof throvgh the Yale lock on the Market-
stgeet door. ‘“‘Does it ever strike you how
they who made the hole knew where to
bere—how they got in?’ How did they get
through the vault door? How they knew
where to borg, why was this not consistent
with help fg‘m within? Such help as could

Could They Do It Without Aid?

‘Who was in the bank July 27, 18077 How
fid he get the key?

Question of Combination.

Ponton’s Mode of Life.

Take all these eircumstances and this one:
The prisener seems to have been running in
debt, having led a life calling for more or
less expenditure. Mr. Osler said he would
not say a man should not attend races and
play eards for money. That was a standard
of morals he was not golnﬁﬂto ut up.
Perhaps some of the jurors belleved in these
things. But a2 man on a small salary did
not do these things. Ponton was in
debt when he came to Napanee.

Should Have Told Everything,

Ponton should have told everything when
questioned by detectives and others, but
he never told of the $80 until his prelimin-
ary investigation. Had he saved money?
If he had why did he borrow on leaving
Toronto? Why increase his due bill by
$15? Why refuse a draft? Why go behind
in paying for his bicycle? How did these
all accumulate and he had $100 after the
burglary? Was it right to say he had no
money till after the robbery? or was his ex-
planation re his finances right? Mr. Osler
construed the Insurance so that Ponton
bad but $80, minus $54, which would pepre-
sent his savings. Take the whole matter
and come to a conclusion.

Holden a Pathetic Criminal,

Passing then to the evidence of Holden,
Mr. Osler represented Holden as a pathetic
criminal who wanted to do what was right
but could not.

CHANCELLOR'S CHARGE.

Was Very Falir—He Dealt With the
Evidence of Accomplices in
Particular.

The ChanceMor spoke briefly. The jury
represented the public to safegulird their
interests. A serious crime had been com-
mitted. Money had been stolen and found
upon certain persons., One of the men who
shared In the trapsaction had given evi-
dence. Many crimes could never be known
except by the story of the perpetrators.
This erime was of this class. Seventy-
seven witnesses had been examined. The
jurors might differ in detalls regarding the
evidence, but would be as one on the main
point. The first broad line of separation
began with: Was the burglary done by
tramps, single-handed, or was it aided by
someone in the ‘bank? Then the evidente
of the lock-breakers was to be considered.
They hada studied the opening of locks.
The three-wheeled lock was easier than the
four-wheeled lock, but the witnesses were
exceptionally gifted. They were peculiar
men. Was the evidence that the burglars
were peculiar men? The direct evidence
of those within the matter themselves was
that the burglars had first ald from with-
in.

Who Could Give Aid?

If 1t was not opened without assistance,
then look to who could give the ald. In
August, ‘1807, Durand was away, although
he knew the combination of the safe.
Baines was head man and Ponton was
next. The evidence points to Ponton as
the only one who could give ald. It was
unquestionably true that the prisoner’s
guilt had to be established. It was also
true that if there was serious doubt as to
what to believe from the evidence then
the prisoner should get the benefit of that
doubt. The evidence of accomplices was
a necessary evil in law. The old rule was
that such evidence was not satisfactory,
because the witness was a self—oonfessed
criminal.  Generally there should be cor-
roboration. The Crown sald there was.

The Prisoner’s-Own Evidenece.

The Chancellor thought It was a good
thing that the prisoner had a chance to
testify In his own behalf. It would be a
safe rule, where the prisoner testifies, that
juries should never give all the credit to
the accused and none to the sélf-confessed
criminals, If the evidence of the accom-
plices was corroborated, some additional
weight should be glven to it. The Jury
had to be satisfied that the evidence they
went on should be the right side of the
case, even if the evidence was that of an
accomplice.

A Chronological Account,

The Judge then gave a brief chronologi-
cal account of how the robbery was begun
and finished, taking Holden's story as the
best recital. This was merely to Instruct
the jury.

He was fair in his charge, stating the
different stories told, showing their agree-
ment and disagreegent. Holden and Roach
agreed concerning what Ponton sald when
the burglars could not get the cap off the
combination. They also were one concern-
ing Robert Mackie's frozen toes. Then
Pare goes into the game. Roach and Hol-
den agreed about the getting into the bank
while Baines was away. Both speak of the
vault lock being left on the day lock on
two occasions.

On Saturday one of the young men of
The World spent an instructive day among
the Tunkers of Markham, and herein sets
down his Impressions of these simple and
gerious people.

How the Tunker Church is Reached

It was on Saturday, the principal day of
thelr annual religious feust, that The
‘World had the opportunity or seeing them.

Some of the Tunker Doctrines,

After breakfast a walk was taken around
the barns and yard. First the barns were|
inspected, with their la e lofts, warm/|
stables, full granarles, an then the yard|
with its immense straw stack. ‘hen the/
farm, with its immense wooa at the north
end, its well-fepced, ciean and level fields.

As it was still enly a Pew minutes after
8, and they had not to seart for the church
for another hour, a son of Mr. Heige, from
New York, ‘kindly and eitelligently ex-

lained some of the doctrines -or the sect.

. To-day,” he said, “‘we are having our
love-feast, and it is the most important
‘of the meetings we have been holding since

Chureh was built; before that worship was
held in the brethren’s houses. Our minis-
ters, who generally have other occupations,
are supported by free donations, as are our
missionaries in" Africa, India, Japan and
Central America.”

As to the différence berween them and
the Mennonites, he said: "Formerl( there
Wwas more difference than there Is now.
We always advocated repentance and con-
version, baptism upon confession of faith
by triune immersion. The one belng bu¥-
tised kneels by a running stream and is
Immersed three times, in the name of
the Father, Son and Holy Ghost. Our
command for this is given in Matthew 28
just the way our Lord

was baptised,” whispered old Mr. Heise,

‘“Some people think this is dangerous,”’
Mr. Heise went on, “but we have never
had one case where there were i1l results,
in fact some people who have been 1il]
have been benefited by it. Of course our
baptism isn't compulsory.”

“How 1s it your people have such fine
farms?’ Mr. Helse was asked.

“We are a well-to-do people, because we
practise’ economy, and are temperate in
all things. We take no part wnatever in
any of the social amusements, such as tea
meetings, soclals, oyster suppers, dances,
theafres and horse racing, Neither do we
take any part in pollt'fcs. Occasionally
members have been known to vote, but this
Is not advocated by the church.

‘“‘Neither do we believe in war,
war of 1812, when we made represen
to the Government regarding our P
we were exempted from enlistin
as we did not vote. This has heen rigidly
adhered to. We are always willing to help
in contributing money in"case of war.”

“How are we going to have a govern-
ment If people will not vote?' My, Helse
was asked,

“Well,”” he sald, “I ‘believe government
Is of God, but not politics. Have we not
examples of how elections are always ear-
ried by those who manipulate the machine?
It is not right or justice they strive for,
it 1s for pewer.

“We are very seldom In the courts, be.
cause we behave ourselves as men, so there
Is no occasion for us being brought up.”

Here old Mr. Heise quoted Romans 14, 19,

“The services start at 10 o’clock, and the
first is the examination service, when each
one examines himself, ag preparatory
to the communion. After this the sermon,
then the feet-washing, and breaking of
bread. -In that one néver breaks for the
other. The bread Is passed around, each
one gets a portion, then we are seated and
eat.

‘“‘After the feet-washing angd
breaking of bread, the members greet one
another with a kiss of charity. The bre-
thren kiss each other and the sisters the
same. We are told to do this in Romans
16, 167 Corinthians 18, 20: 1 Peter, 5, 14.”

At the Church.

At this juncture, Mrs. Heige opened the
door and said the horses were coming, so
a start was made for the chureh,

The church was about two miles distant,
and is situated on a hill. Qg approaching |
it one easily notices Bae extreme plainness |
of the surroundines at¥ bullding.

The service opened by singi and, as
there was no organ, was generally started
by one of the sisters, Then prayers were
made, asking for showers of bleszin 8.

Dinner &t Noon,

At 12 o'clock it was announced dinner
was ready. Long, narrow tables, seating
50, were spread in the basement of the
church. Here the walls were whitewashed
and the floor cement. The fare was frugal
but good. The cups from which tea was
taken were made without handles and with
very deep saucers. The meal was opened
and ended with prayer.

In the afternoon, up to 3.30, the experi-
énce meeting was continued, when a ser-
mon was preached on “Woman's Adorn-
ment.” The Seriptural reading was from
the 11th chapter of Corinthians, and fromn
that the sermon was given. In speaking of
the position of man and woman, the speak-
er made plain their pesitions. ‘“The head
over man {s Christ,” he said, “and the head
over woman is man,”

“You will notice,” he continued, “it does
not mention husband and wife, but man
and woman."”

He then explained why their women wore
the bonnets, the reason they were met to-
gether, and some of the things they did
not believe in. “We do mot believe in Free-
masons,” he said. “We do not believe in
Oddfellows or insurance companies, Just
think of our Lord going around with a
policy of.two or three thousand on.

“It is our self-denial that keeps us from
the fashions of the world. It is said fash-
lonable people get ‘their fashions from Par-
is, and next year there is going to be a big
falr there, and all the fashionable people
are going over to have a good time. I
have heard Paris got its fashions from the
devil. If John Wesley rose now there would
be a great rattling of jewelry."”

The Service of Feet-Washing.

After the sermon tea was served, and
after tea the most solemn of their services,
the feet-washing anl communion, took place.
The members took their places in the mid-
dle seats, and a Secriptural reading opened
the service. Before the reading was over
buckets, towels and aprous were brought
in. When thé reading was finished two men
rose, took off their coats, and, putting on
aprons, commenced washing the feet of
those in the first row of seats, who had tak-
en off their shoes. One washed, the other
dried, and, after each, the kiss and hand-
shake were given.

The same was done on the women's side.
After each row was done, another pair of
men would take the place of the former
two, and soon all the feet of the communi-
cants were washed. While this was going
on a man preached on the subject of feet-
washing, and after the preaching singing
took place.

* Keep all My words and love complete,

And prove your love by washing feet.”

After this another sermon was preached,
and then the breaking of bread took place.

Sunday was also to be devoted to re-
ligious exercises.

CANADA SHOULD NOT PARTICIPATE

The United States claims a paramount
position in North America. In virtue of
the Monroe doctrine it asserts the right to
Jprevent any European power from increas-
ing Its territory on this continent. It 'was
in virtue of the Monroe doctrine that the
Untled States Interfered in the Venezuelan
controversy and Insisted upon Great Bri-
tain referring to arbitration its dispute
with that state. Concurrently with its pre-
tentions under the Monroe doctrine the
United States makes no secret of its as-
piration to see the'whole of North America
one day come under the authority of the
Stars and Stripes. The United States Is
now celebrating the ejectment of Spaln
from North America. Another European
power kicked off the continent—that is the
motif of the Dewey celebration. That the
United States is working on the ldea that
it will finally secure possession of North
America, from the ‘North Pole to Panama,
there is no doubt in the world. It looks
upon the. outcome as only a question of
time. Against this presumption Canada of
course has taken and will continue to take
a very determined stand. We are sorry
that the Mother Country has not been as
assertive of its position in North America
as it ought to have been. Latterly, how-
ever, Great Britain is manifesting greater
interest in her American possessions, Her

cessary that she should retain and extend
her influence in North America. The duty
of holding up British® interests In North
America rests principally with Canada. The
right of this country to an Independent
existence on this continent is a doctrine
that Is firmly implanted In the minds of
Canadians, Nothing arouses Canadlan pa-
triotism more than: an attack upon our
status as a permanent and Iniependent
power in North America. The Dewey ova-
tion is a celebration of United States su-
premacy in America. Canada can not parti-
cipate in that celebration without, to some
degree, admitting that supremacy and with-
out tacitly inspiring the Statesers to go on
with the Pan-Americanizing 6f the contin-
ent. Canada will have enough to do to
maintaln her present status, It is any-
thing but good poliey on our part to join
with the Americans In their celebration
of United States supremacy in America.

. DOMESTIC SCIENCE,

Toronto is very liberally supplied with
schools, colleges and universities. We have
schools covering nearly every department
of eduncation, both thecoretical and practi-
cal. One educational Institution, however,
which exists In- some centres Toronto as
yet does not possess. We refer to a
school for teaching domestic science. Such
a school in our opinion is as necessary
as the Law School, the Technical Schoob or
almost any other educational institution
in the city. There is a proper or scienti-
fic way of preparing food, of ventilating
and furnishing houses, and there is a
slovenly, unscientific method of performing
these services. Between the two there 1s
all the difference in the world. Domestic
sclence is unfortunately but- very fmper-
fectly understood and practised by those
in charge of our households. /The science
of cooking is almost a liberal education in
itself, but how many women are there who
have studled the question from an econo-
mic or gastronomic standpoint? Sanitation
in the household is a subject upon which
books might be written without exhausting
the question. “Very few houses, however,
are furnished with a view to securing the
highest degree of health for their inmates.
It is sald that the taking of a bath In-
vigorates the body as much as three hearty
meals,. How many workingmen are aware
of the fa#t? The house is the place where
we spend the bigger part of our time.
No kind of education Is more desirable
than that which concerns our health and
the managemwent of the household has as
much to do with our health and happiness
as any other factor in life. We do not
expect that a college of domestic  sclence
will bring about the millennium in the
household, but it will help to ameliorate
present conditions, If such a school can
elevate domestic service to a higher level
8o as to attract a .more Intelligent and
a better class of girls. it will have ample
justification for its.existence.

A proposition, the detalls of which have
not yet been made publie, Is on foot to
establish a college of domestic science In
Toronto. If the college is launched under
proper auspices we do not see why it
should not prove a great success. Toronto
itself Is a large city to draw from, but
a college of this kind would have pupils
from all parts of the country. The World
heartily endorses the proppsition so far as
it has been made public and trusts that
