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Entry Orders to All Vessels Carrying
Free Goods Stopped By
Special Mandate.

London, April 8.—A special order was
fssued to-day to the customs staffs of
all the ports of the United Kingdom,
forbidding thém to issue the usual order
for entry to all vesse's cariying fiee
goods. 4

This applies not only to timber, but

all cargoes at present free of duty.

The customs authorities in London
are very reticent on-the subject of this
comprehensive regulation; but the gen-
eral character of the orde: 1.3 believel
to be intended to ensure seciecy regard-
ing the intentions of the Chancellor of
the ‘Exchequer, Sir Mihael “Hicks-
Beach.

That his budget proposals will be un-

Mr. Balfour's announcement that the
budget will be debated for two days is
regarded as indicating a very contro-
versial budget. All kinds of rumots
are afloat, but according to the btest
opinions the Chancellor of the Ex-
chéquer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, will

not depart from his traditional free
trade policy.

The war expenditure is estimated at
£40,000,000, against 60,000,000 last
year. while the grant to the new South
African colenies is only £1,800,000, as
against £§.ﬁ)0,0(20 last year. Altogether,
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach has to meet
‘an’ estimated expenditure of £171,000,-

000, as against £197,000 000 last ye r.

It is expected that . the Chanctllor
will endeavor to raise £6,000,000 by ad-
ditional taxation, bringing the revenue,
roughly speaking, up to £150,000,000,
and that he will provide the remainder
by a loan for the interest on which he
may possibly tap the resources of the
Transvaal. *

The Minister of Customs led off on
the final stage of the budget debate
soon after the House met this after-
noon. He gave percentages of the in-
crease in settlement to prove thepros-
perity of the country since the Liberals
came into power, and as to increased
expenditure he justiged‘ it on the
ground of increased prosperity of the
country, and declared the opposition

Paterson regarded it as an important
fact that, notwithstanding this in-
creased expenditure of $8,000,000, the
whole of it was defrayed out of re-

venue, and $19,000,000 fleft in the
treasury.

He was put to bed and was treated
for an aggravated form of pieumonis
qf the right lung. He was  very de
lirious . and remained in that con
tion till_ his death occurred 3'«:Isteng;{
at 11.35 a.m,

An Investigation Made,

Mrs. Hz}m consented to a postmortem
("xaminatlon of the remains, and Dr.
Caven was called in to conduct the
autopsy. In making his examinafion
of the head the physician found, a
small flattened bullet on the skull“imi-
mediately under the scalp and in line
with the wound, which Ham said had
been caused by falling on a nail.  Dr.
Caven reported the result of his ex-
amination to Coroner Aikins, who be-

lieved the circumstances warranted
an investigation. 2
To find out what transpired at

-l Ham's home prior to deceased’'s re-

moval to the hospital a World re-
porter visited East Toronto last night
and interviewed Dr. Walters.. The
physician explained that he had been
called in early last week to attead
deceased, who was suffering from
pneumonia. = Daily visits were made
until Sunday afternoon, when . the
call - to
the homeé of deceased. On his ar-
rival he found Ham lying on the_ floor
in a pool of blood and close by was
an old pin fire revolver. Mrs. Ham
explained that she had gone out to
feed the chickens, and during her ab-
sence her husband had become delir-
ious and had shot himself in the head.
The doctor made an examinatioh of
the wound and found that from the
course the bullet had-taken there was
no danger. The man was, however, in
‘a critical condition from pneurnonla,
and Dr. Walters ordered his removal
to the hospital for .freatment.
Canse Hopeless,

In concluding the intervisiy the phy-"*
gician observed : ‘1 was fully aware
that Ham's case was a hopeless one
from the time I was first called In to
attend to him.” ;

Deceased was a native of Cornwall,
England. "~ ‘He wag 37 years of age,
was employed at the Copland
prewery.
