The British attacked the
Turkish main position in the region
of Ramadie from the south, exst and
west, and .continued the attack Satur-
day, the enemy everywhere surreader-
ing.
The captures by the British include
guns, ammunition and several - thou-
sands of prisoners, including Ahmed
Bey and his staff.

The report of Msajor-General Fred-
erick S. Maude, commander of the ex-
pedition, says:

“After an advance Thursday night
we attacked the enemy's advanced po-
sition at Mushaid Ridge, four miles
east of Ramadie, early Friday morn-
ing. Mushaid Ridgz was occupied
with little difficulty. A column ma-
noeuvred away from the ridge and at-

tance under two miles from the town.
Our cavalry completed the land cor-
don west of Ramadie, where the Eu-
phrates runs from the north side of
the town. The enemy during the night
attempted to break out westward, but
was headed back by our cavalry. Our
troops resumed the attack Saturday
at daybreak, with the result that at
9 o'clock in the morning the enemy
was surrendering everywhere.

“Included in our capture are guns,
munitions, ammunition  stores and
equipment, and also -mueh @ther booty,
several thousand prisoners, Ahmed
Bey, the Turkish commander, and his
staff. i ;

“The enemy was taken entirely by
surprise, and practically the “Wwhole
garrison of Ramadie fell into our
hands.

Proclamation Dissolving Parliament is Expected

This Week, But Date of Election May

By a Staff Reporter.

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—Sir Robert Bor-
den will be back at Tis office in the
morning after a week's respite from
the cares of politics. An acoumula-
tion of important things awaits his
attention, kut, primarily, there is the
question of dissolution of .parliament
and the reorganization of the cabimet.
The proclamation for dissolution will,
it is expected, be issued before the
week-end. Otherwise parliament will
die a natural death on Satunday night,

The opinion is expressed by author-
ities that there is no constitutional
necessity for the elections being an-
nounced simultaneously with dissolu-
tion, so the exact date may not be
available this week.

A little time will be required to
find out just how long the prepara-
tion for new lists and armangements
of soldiers’ votes will take.
not before, the date of nomination and
of the election, four weeks later, will
bé ammounced.

Cabinet Reorganization.

The reorganization of the cabinet
may come all at once or different
people may be taken in at different
times.

GERMANS SEND' PEACE
LETTER TO CANADIANS

Enemy Troops Call Men, Dear Tommy, in Con-
veying Hearty Greetings From Lens—
Wants Reply to Note

Canadian. Headquarters in France,
via England, Sept. 30.—A lieutenant
and patrol of nine men of a Quebec
battalion gave an object lesson on the
front last night, showing the value
of careful scouting. The party went
out into a haze lying in the low land
between the ‘enemy lines and our own,
end at a point about 300 yards from a
German trench discovered six Cer-
mans on outpost duty under the shade
of some .trees. The Quebeckers
stalked the “party. They captured
three and: killed others. After bring-
irg in the prisoners, the lieutenant,
feeling certain that the enemy, hav-
ing heard the Bound of firing, would
investigate, took out the matrol again
and concealed his men near the out-
post. A second party of Germans
appeared shortly afterwards, and in
the fight tkat followed three of them
were captured, one after suctaining
severe wounds. Not one of our men
was hit in this admirable bit of out-
post warfare.

‘The mayor Saturday morning stated
that he did not know anythihg about
a strike, put when informed that the
men had decided to go out on strike
maintained that the board of ocontrol
will deal with thz matter at its next
meeting.

“Ths men have some
rights, and when they came cdown
they had a right to be heard.

“The city is not in the habit of hav-
ing any trouble with its men. A little
tact on the part sf everybody would
be a good thing.

According
to the men ‘themselves! thiey are
striking because the commissioner has
made their lives a miisery and their
work a slavery.

This company claims te control the basic
patent for the process known as “fiotation.”” That pro-
cess iz of the greatest value im the treatment of low-
grade ores, and the visitor from Cobalt is authonty for
the statement that most of the big silver mining com-
panies are now using the process in' working out the
tailings that have been accumulating for years.
' Someone may ask why the mining companies, if
they are using a process protected by Canadian patent;
do not arrange to pay a reasonable sum for its use.
But here comes in the Tub: This Mining Separation
Company, whose sole agents on the % merican continent
are the notorious pro-German Dblacklisted Beer, Somd-
heimer & Co., do not want to do business either with
ihe producers of precious metals or war mgtals in the
United States and Canada. What they apparently want
to do is to curtail production. They migat be earning
big royalties in both countries as a business enterprise,
but they prefer to harass the producers of copper,
zime, sllver ‘and other metals by writs of injunction
and outlandigh claims for damages.

One of the leading lawyers of Canada, and one
thoroly familiar with mining law and the mining busi-
ness, told The World the other day that the Minerals
Separation North American Corporation was - pro-Ger-
man, and that faot sufficiently appears from, its close
and intimate connection with Beer, Sondheimer & Co.,
of 61 Broadway, New York City. The latter firm was
blacklisted by the British admiralty for getting over
copper, nickel, and other war metals to the enemy
since the commencement of the war, and the United
States Government has it placarded as the /American
representative of the Metalgesellschaft, the big German
metal trust, with headquarters at Frankfurt-on-the-
Main. SR o

Why should mot these pro-German patents be” can-
celed by the Ottawa Government? Should they be al-
lowed to prevent this country from furnishing the allies
with war metals so badly needed, amd with the precious
metals as well? How long would a Canadiancompany,
with a basic patent for the zeppelin, or for some of
the Krupp machinery, be allowed to hold up the Ger-
man army by curtailing production of war supplies in

Germany?

The Desolation of Armenia. -

No place in the whole extended theatre of the war
has suffered like Armenia. Belgium, we know, and
France, we know, and the horrors of German brutality
and destruction Mave enabled us to realize of what
hellish deviltry the depravity of intellect is capable.
But all this in France and Belgium only serves as a
‘standard, a unit of malignity, by which to measure
the staggering awldiness of the Armenian tragedy.
There are two million people in western Asia now on
the brink of starvation, and for the six months of
winter coming at least $30,000,000 is needed to pro-
vide bare subsistence to those who can be reached.
Half as much more ig needed for repatriation and re-
habilitation. '

The deportations, the massacres, the destruction of
property, the effort at extermination ‘which has been
so mearly successful in the case of the mominally
Christian population, have created conditions /that more
than fulfil the prophecies—‘for there shall be great
tribulations, such ‘as hath not been from the beginning
of the world until mow, no, nor ever ghall be.” In
Syria, and in all parts of the mear east that have
come under the thralldom of German-Turkish rule, the
same policies of murder, massacre, deportation, which
is only another name for slow death, are carried out
in the most ruthless, heartless, inhuman manner.

It is not the least of the tasks of the entente
allies to establish such conditions at the end of the
war as shall make such things for ever afterwards
{mpossible. The German design of making an imperial
pathway thru all this territory of Asia Minor, Armenia
and Mesopotamia to the Persian Gulf, has been trans-
lated into the vulgar tongue of the Turks, and there
has been nothing like it elsewhere. XKultur has ac-
complished this and is responsible for it, and Germany
has vowed to impose this kultur on the rest of the
world. This dream of infamy has not yet been aban-
doned. The latest peace terms promulgated by the
German war party include the reteation of Belgium,
and a more moderate proposal includes such domina-
iion of Belgian trade and government as would re-
duce the country to a German dependency.

The whole world looks forwardto the subjugation
of the German militaristic party as the first essential
of peace, and the_triumph of the entente allies is a
necessity to WQ which will restore life and liberty
to the little a&tions. We must not forget this when
the pacifists talk about our selfish promotion of in-
terests peculiar to ourselves. Even were Belgium and
Poland and Serbia to be ignored, the blood of Armenia
appeals to the heavens for justice on the manslayer.

Via Vancouver and the Canal.

The arrival of the first shipment of prairie wheat
at Vancouver for export via the Panama Canal calls
altontion to another great outlet for the commerce of
Canada. There seems to be no reason why a great
part of the wheat grown west of Moose Jaw should
pot find its way to Europe via Vancouver. - If “wheat
caa be sent in bulk from Argentina, there is no rea-
son why it cannot also be carried in bulk thru the
Panama Canal.

The Vancouver World admits that the scarcity of
tonnage has made wheat shipments via Vancouver al-

most out of the question, but with the great ship-

ah abundance of ships to carry lood sup
allies. It further complains that discriminatory freight
rates have militated against the Pacific' route. It
claims that the rate should be on a mileage basis, 80
an equal cost either east or.
west from & point midway between Fort William and
Vaneouver.. But even -with discriminatory freight
rates a great volume of wheat should go to the Racific
coast for export. It is no further from Battleford to
Vancouver than from Battleford to Fort Wilam, but
when the wheat gets to Vancouver it goes on an ocoll!h
ghip.

War found France with an organized
aviation service, but with a small num-
ber of m.achines. Naturelly, at the be-
ginning, we bhad to grope in the dark-
ness. Aeroplanes were used which of-
ten served for reconnoitring, for artil-
lery and for bombardment, altho military
theortes already had worked out the @if-
ferent special types of machines which in
the futurc were to be constructed for the
varicus special purposes.

To ibe more precise, altho we started
the war with a few squadrons of aero-
planes devieed primarily for sport, it
"was quickly percelved that it would be
rnecessary to realize for fighting pur-
posce: (1) Swifter machines; (2) "i.rg\ned
machines; (2) armored machines; '(4)
machines easily managed.
Our construcions took up the task. Mo-
tor Luilders forced mup their production
and progwess was realized.
Then there was a great quarrel be-
tween the adherents of the rotating motor
and those of the fixed motor. At a
given moment—it iz now no secret—the
army authorities decided to suppress the
use of the rotating motor in the French
army, but the good points of this motor
wera soon more fully recognized, without
abandonment of admiration for some of
the qualiities of the fixed motor.
The rather &low b es ‘weral re-
placed by swift monoplanes, or by small
biplanes,. which Wwere much more easily
manageable than the great machines of
1914, and while all this progress was
being realized there was behind the lines
some anxiety a8 to the creation of pilots.
Then were created at Pau, at Avord
and at Cazau schools for improvement in
pilots’ training and for teaching shoot-
ing. The departmonis for aviation and
for the dimection of the aeroniutical
sehoale showed remarkable activity.
Hundreds of pilots were turned out éach
month, and at the present moment there
are thousands of soldiers in the French
army capable of performing in aero-
planes exercises which before the war
would have been called most aocrobatic,
all trained for example, to loop the loop,
descend in ®pirais, glide on the  wing,
ote. All are really veritabls acrobats,
reaxiy for the fray and exeptr shots.
Furthermore, it is known that 'very
strong rhysical tests have been i
on the pilots, by which the state of
the heart, resistance to vertigo, neryous
or acoustic sensibility have been verified.
All this organization fs now an ac-
coraplished fact and today in French
avintion is seen a remarkably organized,
homogeneous whole. Swiftness for as-
cent as nwell as horizontal speed are the
first qualities which can be demanded
from a flying machine and to this eénd
all Freneh conatruoctors have been devot-
ing eepecial eifort.
It may be said that our present hunt-
ing machines attain a height of 3000 me-
tres, fly at a speed of 180 kilometres per
hour, and mount 3000 metres in eight
or nine minutes. New machines are in
congtruction swhich fly higher and faster.
As for the machines themselves, many
old ones have been abandoned. We now
are left with only three or four inter-
esting niakes, namely: Nleuport, Sop-
with, Spad, Morane and Renault. These
are the medels at present in use in the
French army,
The employment of flying machines will
be very extensive after the war, and their

In France they will be used for light
trnsport of letters and small packages
fromi town. to town; they will do the
same duty acrces small arms of the sea.

BROADER CHURCH WORK

OR MERE SOCIAL CLUBS,

Preacher at St. Alban’s Tells of
Need for Elimination of Selfish-
ness in Religious Institutions.

Rev. A. E. Ribourg, D.D., preached
Sunday evening at St. Alban’s Cathe-

dral on “Who is My Neighbor?” Dr.
Ribourg said in part:

“The selfishness that does exist in
certain Christian individuals ands in
certain churches is one of the most
awful facts of our modern life. The
church of God is a meeting place for
souls, therefore a place where social
distinctions are not supposed to exist.
If we are ng to bring together in
our churches only a certain class, the
people we like and the people who like
us, the people of a similar social
grade, the people of @ similarly cul-
tivated taste, we are not creating
churches, but merely social clubs, thus
failing to realize in our midst the
brotherhood ©of man so persistently
prescribed by Christ as one of the es-
sential requisites of His religion.
Churcher which in the past have
been characterized by much bigotry,
intolerance and spirit of caste must
"give place to a broader piety which
will bring together Christian men of
whatever name, who with charity to-
ward all and malice toward none will
cheer and help each other on the hard
road of life.

“The new social order which is now
coming to life thru the pangs of war
consists of the establishment here On
the earth of a brotherhood that shall
embrace not alone the men of a na-
tion nor of a select number among
the nations of the earth, but all man-
kind everywhere. There can be no
happiness nor perfect peace possible
for the world unless this brotherhood
of man becomes a reality. Then and
only then. relations between labor
and capital will be founded on justice,
fa@l&y and respect of mutual inter-
es Relations between the seller
and the buyer will be founded on in-
tegrity and commercial honor. Rela-
tions betweeen statesmen and people,
between diplomats and nations will he
founded :on [righteousness and sin-
cerity, Never again can nations allow
the secret machinations of a few to
jeopandize the peace of the world.”

ABUSE OF PRIVILEGES

Legislation Considered Desir-

able to Satisfactorily Pro-
tect Bpyer and Seller.

Publicly disposing of property by
auction sale is a method which has
been in use for many years as a legal
manher of getting the market price
for any article. :

In. order to carry out the transac-
‘tion.in an-equitable manner, however,

sorted to. 1f the auctioneer is anxious
to get full value for the goods he is to
gell, he must maks every effort to let
the [people know (1) what he is going

sonably sure of a fair price being

Many auctioneers have abused their
privileegs to such an extent that the
business has beéen discredited. and so

Impressions of the Recent Tr#ctor Demonstra-
‘tion Received by an Automobile
Party From Fergus.

__ PAGE BLEVEN

Editor's Note: 'This newsy account

‘| of the trip by motor car to the Indus-

trial Farm and back is republished
from 'The Fergus News-Record as an
example of the interest taken in the
event by fammers thruout the prov-
ince:

Thru the kindness of 0. W- Thomp-
son, the local Ford dealer, a repre-
gentative of The News-Record was

able to take in the provincial ploty-
ing match, where farm tractors of all

1 shapes and sizes were shown before

an admiring audience.

Early in the morning, or at least

early for us, a Ford oar left Fergus
garage with four passengsrs, bound
for the Toronto Industrial Farm at
Thernhill. The car did not contain
future inmates, however, altho one
was a garage man and anothé¢r a re-
porter- The other two were promi-
nent farmers from near Fergus,
Messrs. 'W. K. Barnet and W. E. At-
cheson.
_ Our first excitement came just after
we left Fenzus, when we hit a hen.
No great damuage was dohe either to
the hen or the car, and both were
able to continue on their way. Near
Marsville we saw”a hen lying dead
on the road ahd farther on a man
watching the road as if hé expected
a certain auto to come back that
way.

Shortly after eight we rcached
(Orangeville and stopped a few min-
utes at the Ford garage there be-
fore going on thru the town. We
then turned south, going up the Cale-
don mountain and coasting down the
other side, passing thru Caledon Vil-
lage as the children were going to
school

The straight road took us right to
Brampton, where the iord car again.
stopped for @ rest before attempting
_the last lap. Fifteen minutes later we
were going east again in the direc-
tion of . Woodbridge, where they hold
the Donnybrook Fair every fall. Be-
vond that we reached Yonge street,
‘and turning south soon came to the
farm. >

The Thorahill Industrial Farm con-
gists of almost a thousand acres
gpread around g hill- On top of the
hill are the new brick/ farm buildings.
Thé Metropolitan électric line runs
past the farm along Yonge street.
Near the road were several dozen
tents and just inside the gate sewveral
hundred ‘antomobiles. A noise as from
a boiler factory filled the air.

At the ‘gate we were held up. A
man wanted a quarter to check our
car. 'We had no sQoner escaped from
him than we were held up again. A
big ugly negro aporoached. “If yuh
give me a lectle tip, suh, ah'll watch
yuh coats, €uh. Thank you, suh.”
Then two pretty girls With red
croeses on their arms approached us,
smiling sweetly, and asked us to buy
a flag for the Red Cross. We can
resist white men cr niggers, but]
ot pretty girls. ' The other men werc
married. but they fell, too.

The first tractor we saw was
bright vellow opne, no doubt intended
io be a bright spot in some farmer's
infe. It was hauling a three-bottom
plow thru the hardest ground we
ever saw and making a good Job.
The soil was clay, baked hard and
matted with twitch brass, yet every
tractor we saw that day ieemed to
be doing good work.

‘We wandered around the rear parts
of the farm until noon, watching many
of the heavier tractors in the front
fields, and twisting our necks to
watch the aeroplanss which were con-
tinually passing over our heads, more

‘pended betwe

»
beautiful than birds and more noisy
tkan farm traccors.

Dinner was a great event. It may
not have been much of a dinner com-
pared to somie we have tasted, but it
filled a great neced. When it was over
we felt more like exploring,

As all the tractors in the front fiéld
were large ones, we set out to find
some smaller kinds, as it seemed to
us that they would be better suited
to the needs of the farmers around
here. ~And we found them. - Theére
wepe about fifty kinds of tractors ‘at
wdrk there that day and they were
all different. Some had one big wheel,
others had two and one had nohe at
all. but roamed around on a: cater-
pillar tread. There were many dis-
guises for Ford cars, where you took
a Ford and unfastened the hind wheels,
putting big spiked wheels in’ their
places. They also seemed to do the
work.

We are no experts on farm tractors,
but we will give a short description
of the ones that caught the fancy of
our crawd. - :

The two farmers liked .the Rein
Prive Tractor. It had two big spik-
ed wheels with g green metal box sus-
them. In this box
was the engine and other machinery,
all lenclosed. At the front is an au-
tomobile radiator and at the back a
seat. It burns Kerosene. In all these
things it was much the same as 50
per cent. of the other kinds. The dif-
ference came in the fact that it was
controled by reins like a .team of
horsés. You could start it, stop it or
turn around while sitting on the plow
or binder, or whatéver else you were
using, just as edsily as driving a horse,
As one of the party said it seemed
human, and so it drew one of the larg-
est crowds on thé farm. The price
is $1,225. § :

Mr, Thompson was naturally drawn
towards the Ford tractors. There were
geveral of thesé, much the same in the
main particulars, After ‘watching
them all, we came to the conclusion
that the one with the most in its favor
was the 20th Century Farm Horse.
This attachment only costs about $200,
and when you add the_price of a sec-
ond-hand Ford cdar it is still less than

half the price of a regular tractor, and.. ‘ 7

it did the work. Mr. Thompson wasted ;
no time, for he had one of these
“horses” wandering around the streets
of Fergus on Tuesday and we under-
stand it will be at the show today.
Another demonstration was glven
that afternoon, even more intefresting
than that of the tractors. Two aero-
planes, Nos. C-179 and C-262, came
to the farm and began to show the
farmers what aeroplanes could do.
They sailed around in beautiful spi-
rals until the planes were vertical, in-

‘stead of horizontal, climbed straight up

or dived straight toward the earth
from great heights, head first or tadl - -
first. ~ But the aviators had another
amusement of which they never seem-
ed to tire. Whenever they saw a big
crowd of people together they would
¢limb high up and then shut off the en-
gine and take a long swoop straight
for the crowd. They would come soO
close that the people would duck or
run and then they would turn on the
engine when just above thelr heads and
fly away up again.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominion
jJand in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Duminion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Aﬁmcy (but not Sub-Agency) cn cer-
tain conditions.

Duties.—SIix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditions.

MEXICO FOLLOWS THE
LEAD OF UNITED STATES

Washington, Sept. 29. — Under a
decree issued by President Carranza,
exports of gold or silver coin from
Mexico has been prohibited, the
Mexican embassy announced today.
The exportation of gold bars is abso-
lutely forbidden, while exporters of
silver bars are obliged to reimport in
mintable gold tars or in Mexican, Or
foreign gold coin 25 per cent. of the
gllver so exported. All exportations
of precious metals or ore concentratgg
containing such metals will be carri
on under heavy bond.

The decree was issued, it is explain-
ed, because of the rapid rise in the
prices of silver and the necessity of
conserving Mexico"s gold supplies at a
time when that country is about to
reform its monetar% system,

STRENGTHEN CORN
Fear of Eleventh-Hour Dam—

iChicago, ‘Sept. 29.—Unexpected cool
weather, with .frost indications for to-
night, encouraged buyeiy today in the
corn market. Largely as a result, prices
at the close, tho unsettled, were 3-4c to
1 i-4c net higher at $1.18 5-8, to $1.183-4,
to $1.18 7-8, December, and $1.15 5-8 to
$1.15 3-4, May. Oats finished unchanged
tq a half-cent, higher, -and provisions
ranged from 12c decline to a rise of Te.

Investors, who appeared to have been
giving considerable attention to the feed-
ing value of corn, as compared with prices
for live stock, took prompt notice of the
chance that the prevailing wave of lower
temperature might bring about eleventh
hour damage to the corn crop. Houses
with seaboard connections were especially
conspicuous in the purchasing, whereas
big sellers proved scarce, the bulk of the
offerings coming from pit longs who had
week-end profits to realize. The country
sold almost no corn, and offerings every-
where were light.
