Ottawa, March 81.—(By Canadian 
Press).—A aulet day In the house of 
commons preceded the Easter ad­
journment. Discussion of a resolution 
by Major H. M. Mowat of Parkdale 
advocating four weeks’ military train­
ing for every young Canadian between 
the ages of 18 and 25, to the end that 
he might be fitted for civilian life and 
defend his country In time of war, 
consumed the whole of the afternoon 
sitting. At six o'clock the house ad­
journed until next Tuesday.

Mr. Jacobs (George 
CartieÇk, introduced a bill In the 
house ' tlfls afternoon to amend the 
bankruptcy act. The bill pro­
vides: (1) That trustees shall de­
posit In a separate bank account the 
proceeds of each estate , which falls 
Into their hands; (2) for payment to 
Inspectors of an Indemnity for the 
services they render; (8) that section 
97 of the act be struck out. This sec­
tion declares that any person who 
maliciously serves a petition on an­
other of bankruptcy is liable to Im­
prisonment for. two years.

■ An important meeting was held in 
the office of the Ontario branch Do­
minion Alliance yesterday when the 
managing committee together with the 
Toronto members of the general exe­
cutive committee to the number of 
the above forty, discussed the present 
prohibition situation In the province. 
After careful deliberation the following 
resolution was .timtnlmtiuMy adopted:

‘‘That this conference of the man­
aging committee and members of the 
executive committee of the Ontario 
branch of the- Dominion Alliance has 
had under consideration the carrying 
out of the policy of the Dominion 
Alliance as adopted by the recent em- 
nual -convention, which policy im- 
powdered the executive committee to 
request tho Ontario legislature to 
adopt a resolution In harmony with 
section 162 of the act to amend the 
Canada temperance act known as bill 
26 on condition that certain doubts 
and disabilities were removed. We 
desire to express satisfaction that no­
tice has been given that legislation 
shall be Introduced which will stop 
“short circuiting” and allow liquor 
Importation by the board of license 
commissioners only, for permitted 
purposes.

-’Such legislation would remove. 
some legal disabilities mentioned in _ 
the resolution of the alliance conven­
tion and we sincerely trust that the 
legislature will take the further step 
of enacting legislation attending thp 
Ontario temperance aci by repealing 
section 44 of'the said act, which per­
mits the sale of native wines for 
beverage purposes.

“This action would bring the tem­
perance law of Ontario Into harmony 
with the prohibitory legislation of 
seven other provinces of Canada, and 
it would settle the legal question as 
to whether this province is a prov­
ince 'in which there is 1n force "at 
the present time a law prohibiting 
the sale of intoxicating liquor for 
beverage purposes.’

‘if parliament adopts effective legis­
lation as intimated and. also repeals 
the native wines exemutlon prior to 
the passing of a resolution requesting 
the taking of a vote of the electors 
of Ontario, this conference will be 
free to actively support the passing 
of the resolution by the legislature 
and the carrying of the measure at 
the polls.’

“Such action would also carry out the 
undoubted desire of an overwhelm­
ing majority of our citizens to make 
Ontario a dry province. It is a great 
surprise to most people to learn that 
under the Ontario temperance act na-

Of­
ficers of the Chicago Firemen’s Asso­
ciation said today’s vote reflected the 
mood of the entire force, and that un­
less demands of #300 a year Increase 
were granted the city would be with­
out fire-fighters after April 7.

The resignations signed today were 
dated April 2, giving a five days' no­
tice, as /required by law. The mini­
mum wage in the fire department is 
#1800 a year.

Nearly 1500 city employes were on 
strike today for higher wages and sev­
eral hundred others were forced out 
of work thru the tying up of munici­
pal activities.

Framed* by Republican members of 
the foreign, affairs committee and 
backed by party leaders, the measure 
wag thrown into the hopper with as 
little ceremony as if it had been a 
bridge bill, but instantly there de­
veloped a demand for speedy action. 
A move to jam it thru the house Fri­
day took shape, but Democrats, out­
spoken in their opposition, finally ob­
tained an agreement to postpone con­
sideration until Monday.

While trying to work out a resolu­
tion calculated to suit all factions of 
their party, Republican committeemen 
had arranged to call It up Friday, re­
membering that it wat> on Good Fri­
day, three years ago,- "that war was 
declared.

The resolution, Introduced by 
Chalrpna-n Porter of the foreign af­
fairs committee, provides for “ter- 
mlnatioii of a state of war,” as eoon as 
it becomes effective. It provides alb» 
for reciprocal trading with Germany 
under cAtain restrictions, and tv. 
repeal of the president’s war powers. 
Germany would be allowed 45 days 
"to notify the president that It has 
declared a termination of war,” anu 
waived all claims against the United 
States "that it would riot have had 
the right- to assert had the Unitea 
States ratified the treaty of •Ver­
sailles.”

Upon Germany’s failure to send such 
notification, trading, or the making or 
loans or credits, would be prohibited 
except with the license of the presi­
dent.

tion adopted by the legislature yes­
terday demanding impetus for new 
Ontario development. The motion 
recommended extension of T. and N.O. 
to James Bay; but Premier Drury 
could not accept this recommendation 
as an immediate mandate In view of 
ttnaneial conditions.

Mr. Lang made an inspiring address, 
in the course of which he said that 
at no time in the history of the prov­
ince could this bill have been intro­
duced with such assurance of support 
and success as at present. In 1»I|, 
he said, Ontario alone bought and 
paid for $76,000,000 worth of coal front 
the United States, bought and Mid 
lor another $100,00(1,000 worth of iron 
and steel from the United States, 
large quantities of oil and petroleum 
products, fish and other natural re­
sources.

“We may only hope,” he continued, 
“to Induce our people to cease pur­
chasing from the States by furnish­
ing them a product la Ontario to re­
place the American product. From 
this broad standpoint alone, the ex­
pectation of our production along the 
lines of this railroad of coal for fuel, 
iron and steel, oil and ftah mere than 
justifies the railroad.”

The proposal Mr. Lang made is to 
build from Cochrane to Moose Fac­
tory on James Bay. Building from 
Cochrane 185 miles north to Moose 
Factory on t;.<: mouth of the Moose 
Hiver where it empties into James 
Bay, gives us .total mileage from To­
ronto to Moose Factory of 662 miles 
or a run of 726 hours for passenger 
trains or fast thru freights with re­
frigerator cars. 4r

Nine great rivers run northerly from 
the transcontinental to James Bay ail 
eventually joining up with the Moose 
River for its final entrancé to the 
bay. They are the Abitibi, Mattaga- 
mi, Frederick House, /Ground Hog, 
Kapuskaslng, Opazattlpâ, Mlssinglbt. 
Kabinakogami, French River, Moose 
River. \

The water powers capable Of com­
mercial development on these rivers 
run into approximately 1,100,000 hors* 
power. On the two rivers alone, 
Abitibi and Mattagaml, between which 
and close to ' which the proposed rail­
way will run, controlled horse power 
of nearly 1,000,000.

Cost Over $11,000.000.
Preliminary surveys of the alterna­

tive routes of this railway have been 
made. Carefhl estimate» have been 
made for the T. and N.O. railway 
commission by their engineers and 
are of record showing the estimated 
cost in 1912, *5,183,838.

$600 per annum to an even thousand 
dollars. This came up when council 
were considering the , civic employes’ 
general Increases, as recommended by 
the board of control. Both the works 
commissioner and the medical health 
officer had been recommended for an 
increase of $1000.

It was a hard-fought debate, but when 
the final vote was take/i it was found 
that the score was 20 to t in favor of the 
amended raise. Herein*), occurred the 
first spHt by the byarfa of control. Con­
trollers Ramsden, Cameron and Gibbons 
voted against the motion, and the mayor 
and Controller Maguire voted for it. 
When the increases as recommended by 
the controllers were revised and passed 
by council, only a suni«>f $5520 was add­
ed to the total of $1,M7,S27 
cover the general raise in salaries. The 
general increase of 20 per cent, for all 
civic employes receiving less than $3000 
yearly—except individual cases, where 
special services had been rendered—was 
approved.

Aid. Blackburne started this protract­
ed argument when he stated that $600 
was not a large enough increase for de­
partmental heads.

k:iAt the sixth annual meeting of the 
Toronto Bureau of Municipal Research, 
held at the King Edward yesterday, four 
fundamentals In an effective city gov­
ernment were recommended for the con­
sideration of the citizens. They were 
arrfoUows:

(1) Oltii-ens active, 
without axes to grind.

(2) A city council courageous, publie- 
spirited and able.

(3) Heads of departments devoted to 
the public service, co-operative in spirit 
and practice, of sound and independent 
Judgment, respectful and obedient but 
net subservient to the council and 
board of control.

(4) A commissioner of finance far­
sighted, with an eye single to the inter­
ests of the community as a whole, dis­
passionate in his Judgment and inflex­
ible in his determination to safeguard 
the city’s and the citizen’s interests.

Dr. Horace L. Brittain, the managing 
director of the bureau, said that if To­
ronto has not 100 per cent, on all four 
counts, the best efforts of the citizens 
during the present critical period should 
be put forth to Improve the score.

Train Public Servants.
In his annual report to the meeting. 

Dr. Brittain said that the only sure wif 
to obtain reformation in civil service 
organization or departmental efficiency 
was to form a .training soliool for pub­
lic service. Such a school, he said, 
should be able to 
theoretical and practical sides of public 
administration.

The bureau in the coming year, ex­
plained Dr. Brittain, Is setting out to 
accomplish, amongst other things, a 
financial leadership for civic financial 
proposals; that proper current expenses 
be charged lo capital account and that 
the pay-as-you-go policy be rigidly fol­
lowed. A further Ideal is to put the 
accounts of the board of education on a 
proper revenue expenditure basis.

John Macdonald, the president, said 
that some of the results of the year’s 
interesting program of work had been 
published In ten bulletins, eleven white 
papers and two pamphlets.

The election of officers for tiie com­
ing year resulted in E. R. C. Clarkson, 
Ueut.-Col. A. E. Goodorham and Joseph 
Henderson being elected as trustees; 
John Macdonald Is again president, and 
W. J. Barr and J. P. Rogers, vice-pre­
sidents.

THERESA
mÿOne of the' prettiest of feminine 

names which for some reason has al­
ways been associated with France and 
yet is essentially English, is Theresa.

TABLET UNVEILED 
IN VETS’ MEMORY

Volyuhters From College 
Numbered 342, and Ten 

Laid Down Their Lives.
.; 10, 680

A large number of students and 

friends gathered In the audience hall 
of the Ontario Veterinary College last 
evening, when the memorial tablet to 
commemorate the services rendered by 
members of the faculty in the great 
war was unveiled. No less than 342 
members of the college volunteered for 
service, ten of whom gave of their 
lives in the great conflict for liberty. 
In their memory, Rev. Ronald Mae- 
leod, pastor of the Northern Commun­
ity Church, and late chaplain In. the 
C.E. P„ paid a high and eloquent tri­
bute In a very appropriate discourse. 
"To him that o'ercometh I will give 
the morning star.” These words, said 
the speaker, were most appropriate in 
application to those who had made the 
supreme sacrifice. “To obtain this 
gift 3 essentials were required : (1) 
clear sense of duty, (2) courage, and 
(3) persevering faith. If we look at 
the records of those men who sacri­
ficed their lives, we will find that they 
had these three requisites.” he said.

The unveiling ceremony was per­
formed by Major (Dr.) D. King Smith, 
who was overseas for 4 1-2 years with 
the R. A. M. C. and who is a son of 
the late Dr. Smith, a former profes­
sor of the college.

Hon. Manning Doherty, provincial 
minister of agriculture, who occupied 
the chair, paid a high tribute to the 
members of the college who had 
faHen, and considered the erection of 
memorial tablets in educational Insti­
tutions the best way to perpetuate 
their memory. He considered the 
medical and veterinary professlo/a 
ranked " amongst the foremost in the 
part they played In the great war.

Stamping Out Diseases
Hon. S. F. Tolmie, Dominion minis­

ter of agriculture, himself a graduate 
of the Veterinary College, considered 
the undergraduates should keep in 
mind the example shown by those who 
went for^h to do their bit. 
looking"" after Çie. examination and 
passing of horses for the army, the 
inspection of animals for food, the care 
and treatment of the horses, the vet­
erinary graduates of this college had 
contributed many valuable scientific 
discoveries to the world, said Mr. Tol­
mie. He thought It praiseworthy that 
at the conclusion of hostilities the 
Canadian army sold 20,080 horses to 
the Belgian government at $200 a 
head, which. In his opinion, testified 
to the care the veterinary surgeons 
can exercise In the passing and treat­
ment of the horses.

The 
present assistant 'superintendent of 
the vocational branch, Mr. Hugh Mil­
ler, will succeed Major Harris 
superintendent.

Sir Edward Carson, the Ulster Unionist, 
leader, declared he 'wished to reiterate 
his opposition to the who|e policy of 
home ruie for Ireland.

Sir Edward said he never had believed 
In It, and did not believe in It now. He 
believed it would be disastrous to both 
Ireland and England.

The Ulster leader declared he de­
plored the fact that Ireland would give 
up her representation in the commons. 
Because every injustice committed to­
wards Ireland was inflicted before the 
union’ and not since, and none of ’hem 
would have been poaelble with the pres­
ent representation of Ireland In the Im­
perial parliament.

Sir Edward argued there was no al­
ternative to the union, except repara­
tion, and under this bill be believed a 
lever was being " given to parliament’s 
enemies In Ireland by which they might, 
under the guise of constitutional law, 
tain results which would be absoi itely 
fatal to the empire. Therefore, he said, 
he could take no respons.billty for the 
scheme. Sir Edward declared he Woulçl 
not vote* tor the bill, but would not do 
anything to prevent the bill becoming 
law. *

Referring to the assassinations in Ire­
land, Sir Edward asserted he did not 
believe It was his own countrymen who 
were in these assassinations. He be­
lieved they were committed by ill-con­
ditioned men from America, who had 
come back here to carrfy on propaganda 
which was going on In America, and 
which the British people never took the 
slightest trouble to answer.

Sir Edward said he would welcome It 
if there was anyone In the south and 
west of Ireland to come forward with 
outstretched hand and say; ’’You and I 
are members of the same country; we 
love our country and we must do our 
best, starting in good temper, to gov­
ern under the new parliaments which 
are entrusted to us.”

The Ulster leader declared he would 
look forward to the time when under 
these conditions they might unite In 
one parliament, but, unfortunately, it 
was not yet their task. One thing he 
would promise, namely, that Ulster 
would do her level best with her par­
liament.
