Gotng to Market,

The question of how to buy has been
widely discussed, and one is exhorted on
all occasions to visit the market and to
avoid the telephone. Here again hard
and fast rules fail. Many women with
little children must order by telephone,
n.qd it is an open question in the writer’s
mind whether daily visits to the market
are really worth while. It is necessary
to know the markets and the men with
whom you deal, but that knowledge can
be acquired without a daily visit. Per-
haps an expense of ten cents for car fare,
and an hour and a half of time consumed
in going and coming and marketing one
dollar’s worth of food, seem an undue
proportion of the day to be given to
that purpose. Moreover, one may be
tempted to buy unnecessary articles be-
cause they look good and “might come
handy.” This may be a confession of
weakness, but it i§ a form quite com-
mon to those who frequent markets, Af-
ter a time a reliable dealer knows the
character of the product you buy quite
as well as you do, and it is to his in-
terest and pleasur- to gerve you. It may
be necessary to tell the butcher occasion-
ally to send you a good piece of steak
under any name he chooses to eall. it,
but such occurrences add variety to life.

Saturday night buying is mostly prac-
ticed in the cities, when it often hapnens
that erishable goods are secured at a
lower price. It may be true that these
goods have sometimes been exposed all
day antl are therefore not so desirable,
The woman should go to the market of-
ten enough to know that it is sanitary in
its practices and to know on what days
she has the best stock to select from.
For example, one woman said, “I never
have company Monday night because
dhere is nothing in town to buy except
that left from Friday.” In other words,
that town got its perishable foods Tues-
day and Friday.—Woman’s World.

The realization of its enormousness ia
Jjust beginning to be felt. About the first
of May we will begin in earnest. How
long it will last is hard to say. It may
continue a year, and it may go on for 18
months; but’about a year from May they,
will begin to talk peace.”

In speaking about the army itself Mr.
Nickalls said:

“Lord Kitchener's army is reecrulted
from the best stock of England. There
are about 2000 Oxford and Cambridge
undergraduates in the army. These men
are the best athletes and the brainiest
men of the two universities. Their phy-
sical fitnesa, combined with their ability,
makes them excellent leaders.

“There are now about 500,000 men in
France, and about 2,500,000 men in train-
ing. The War Office does not give out
any very definite news, as they do not
want the Germans to know the strength
of the English Army. The equipping of
the English Army has been one of the
marvels of the war. The English mills
and factories have exceeded expectations.

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THE WAR NEWS

The Greek Cabinet has resigned be-
cause King Constantine does not ap-
prove of its war policy. Premier Veni-
zelos and his colleagues believe the time
has “come for Greece to enter the war
on the side of the Allles. The king
favors continued neutrality. Both king
and premier are popular, and public sen-
timent is therefore divided. The pre-
mier declares, however, that his party
will refuse to support a government that
favors continued neutrality, and a very
serious crisis in the affairs of the coun-
{ry has therefore been reached. The
people owe much to the ex-premier,
who has proved himself & brilliant
statesman, and the outcome of the con-
troversy is awaited with intense interest,
for the entry of Greece into the struggle
at this time would very materially affect
the fortunes of the war against Turkey
as well as Austria. Today’s cables con-
vey the impression that the majority of
the people favor participation in -the
war.

Germany is much concerned over the
situation in Italy. A very influential
Italian journal has declared that in view
of the attack upon the Dardanelles and
{he important changes which will follow
the war Italy c~n hardly afford to re-
main neutral. Germany would like to
see Austria make such concessions of
territory to aly as would induce the
latter to remain neutral. In Italy as in
Greece public sentiment is divided on
the question of neutrality or war. In
the meantime the 'allied fleet continues
its bombardment of the forts in the Dar-
danelles, and the foreing of the passage
is only a matter of time. With heavier
guns, better manned, the big British bat-
tleships are able to continue their work
of destruction without themael‘ves suffer-
ing serious damage. The allied fleet is
also being strengtheped, and a growing

_ land force is co-operating with the fleet.

Last night’s cables brought news that
while the Russians are vigorously on the
offensive in North Poland and Eastern
Galicia, and holding the Austrians in
check in the Carpathians, the Germans
have resumed the offensive south of
Warsaw, and ‘ Petrograd message says
the fighting there is assuming the char-
acter of a great battle. The Russians,
however, appear to have the situation
well in hand along the whole line.

The French official reports from the
western war zone continue to be of a
favorable character, showing that though
there is no important change the Allies
continue to make slight gaing at some
points and to repulse successfully every
countfr attack made by the Germans.
Trench fighting and arfillery duels are
still the features of the conflict along
the_ whole line.

Near the head of the Persian Gult
British troops have again been in con-
tact with the Turks. A reconnaissance
by the British discovered Turkish forces
estimated at about 12,000, and the recon-
noitering party was pursued and some
fighting occurred. It is estimated that
the Turks lost between 200 and 800
killed and between 500 and 600 wounded,
while the British suffered a loss of 60
killed and 125 wounded. The Turks did
not follow up the attack,

The Canadian casualty list issued yes-
terday contains among the list of
wounded the names of members of half
a dozen different battalions showing that
a large portion of the first contingent
must have been in action. The list,
lrowever, does not report any fatalities.

<% 'The 4,000 men of the second Canadian

contingent who recently crossed the At-
lantic are now quartered at Shorncliffe,
and cables received here report that the
men are in good condition and that the
camp is an immense improvement over
Salisbury Plain,

Another evidence of the failure of the
threatened German blockade of Britain
is found in the announcement that the
passenger service between England and
Holland, which was greatly restricted
at the time the blockade was declared,
is this week to be considerably extended.
It is reported in Amsterdam that more
than seven German submarines have
heen lost since the blockade was de-
clared. Transatlantic trade with Britain
continues without interruption.

The French Press Bureau declares that
the losses of the Germans in killed,
wounded, sick and prisoners, since the
beginning of the war, reach the total of
8,000,000. The German official reports
admit very heavy losses, and even if we
liberally discount the French report it is
still true that the drain upon the most
effective men of the German armies has
been enormous. How long can they
stand the draln is the question.

AT LAST WE ARE SAFE :

The Clarke government is determined
to defend its ho_!)or and its life, and the
treasury of the province of New Bruns-
wick. Official notice to this effect is
given in The Standard this morning,
with a speclal warning to “alien ene-
mies.” Whether this is directed against
Mr. A. R. Gould, who has just failed
in the promotion of a $4,000,000 railroad
proposition in the state of Maine, and

¢ who might be prompted by past suc-

cesses to turn a covetous eye upon the
treasury of this province, is not stated.
Of course the warning is not for aliens
slons, and we may fairly assume that

persons such as those who got that
$100,000 out of the strong box of the
lumbermen, and those who got away
with the swag in connection with the
Southampton Railway, to say nothing of
certain Valley Railway transactions,
potato purchases and the like, will find
themselves confronted by a gentleman in
khaki, with bayonet fixed, at the door
of the legislative building. Here is the
warning, or proclamation, whichever it
may be termed in full, as it appears in
today’s Standard:—

“Military sentries will probably be on
duty as guards around .parliament
buildings during the entire approaching
session of the legislature. War precau-
tions of this kind have been taken at
Ottawa and the various provincial capi-
tals of ‘the dominion, and the matter
was given consideration by the New
Brunswick government during their ses-
sions here last week. Attorney-General
Baxter is acting on behalf of the govern-
ment in making the arrangements with
Major-General Rutherford, the officer
commanding the 6th divisional area for
the necessary military guards. The at-
torney-general has had a wealth of mili-
tary experience and thus is well quali-
fled to handle the matter on behalf of
the province. There will also probably
be a number of detectives scattered
about the legislature on Thursday dur-
ing the opening ceremonies, and the of-
ficials of the house. will be instructed to
see that ‘every precaution is taken. Un-
known persons will not be, allowed to
approach the buildings, anc it is expect-
ed that throughout the"session adfmission
to the legislative building will be by
ticket only. It is felt that with many
alien enemies about too many precau-
tions cannot be taken.”

It is greatly to be deplored that Col.
the Hon, Attorney-Geueral Baxter was
not sooner made the military advisor of
the government. Had proper precau-
tions been taken during the past two or
three years, the province would be in a
much better position today to meet the
many demands upon the tressury, not
only for war purposes, but for the dif-
ferent public services.

Rev. R. J.} Haughton Speaks on
Conditions Here—A Great Get

Together Movement—City Poli-

tics b

In the Congregational , church last
evening, Rev. Ralph J. Haughton spoke
on some St, John needs and problems.
He said in part:— .

“I should like to see and I am hoping
to see organized a great get-together
movement in St. John of all the Christian
forces of the city, regardless of social
class distinctions, religious and political
differences that are dividing us and sep-
arating us so fearfully today. I say we
must get together and grapple with the
problems of this city, and we must-
it in the spirit of Jesus Christ.

“The church must not go on concerned
chiefly about the building up of herself.
She must be concerned about the con-
ditions of human life as they actually
exist today, right under the shadow of
her very steeple.

“It is high time for the Christian
forces of St. John to arouse themselves.
It is time for the Christian man to do
more than pray ‘Thy Kingdom' come,
Thy will be done on earth.” It is time
for him to go out into the every-day
life of the city and seek to answer the
prayer.

“Why are we not more united? What
are the obstacles in the way of a united
Christian citizenship in St. John?

“A week ago yesterday St. John wit-
nessed a splendid outburst of national
patriotism. It simply showed what can
be done when we lay aside our bigotry,
and class distinctions, and our social and
religious and political differences. The
perils of the empire unite us all We
give of our time and our means and
our loved ones for the defence of the
empire. That is well. But why cannot
we have a civic patriotism? Is it easier
to die for our country than te live for it?

“There are a good many needs and
problems in St. John just now.

“There is the problem of juvenile de-

i linquency,

“There is the problem of street walk-
ing—never, in my judgment, so brazen
and unblushing as it is today,

“There is the problem of the saloon
—never, I believe, doing so much harm
and manufacturing so many drunkards,
and never so deflant in its attitude to-
ward the Christian forces of this city
as today.

“There is the problem of the un-
churched—the people who have been
growing indifferent to the claims of re-

ligion and the church, and never, in my
judgment, so large in their numbers in
this city of the Loyalists, as today.

“There is the problem of our city
government, whether it shall organize
itself into an autocracy to do what it
wills, or whether it shall be representa-
tive of the people and this depends upon
the attitude of the people themselves.
Too many of us have thought we could
be good citizens and go on our way un-
concerned- about civic affairs any more.
