Ocean is warming up, icebergs are
growing scarcer and in some places the
seals are finding the waters too hot,
according to a report to the Com-
merce partment from Consul Ifft at
Bergen, Norway.

Reports from fishermen, seal hunters
and explorers, he declared, all point to
a radical change in climatic conditions
and hitherto unheard of temperatures

. in the Arctic zone, exploration expedi-
tions reporting that scarcely any ice
has been met with as far north as 81
degrees 29 minutes. Soundings to a
depth of 8,100 metres showed the gulf
stream still very warm.

generally  called Unionists, have 465 in
the field. The Laborites are next with
410 and the Independent Liberals led
by former Premier Asquith, have 825
candidates on their slate.

For the moment the topic of greatest
consideration is the welding together
of the Liberal groups of Manchester,
where the national and  independent
Liberals decided last night to abandon
their mutual opposition and to stand
together as united Liberals against the
candidates of the other parties.

He May Ignore Decision to
Oust Him

Will Abdicate — Imperial
Family and Adherents in
Government Have Confer-
ence Over Situation.

Constantinople, Nov. 4—The whole
Near East was anxious today to learn
what the Sultan was going to do about
the unanimous decree of the Grand
National Assembly sitting at Angora,
declaring the Sultanate in Turkey at
an end.

Shorn of his executive and legislative
powers, the Sultan is declared by some
of the newspapers to be ready to ab-
dicate, but the general opinion is that
he will ignore the Angora decision, The
public received the announcement from
Angora with mixed feelings.

The heir apparent, Abdul Medjid
Effendi, cousin of the Sultan, and other
members of the imperial family, con-
ferred last night and gave particular
attention to the decision of the assem-
bly that ‘hereafter the choice of the
caliph is to be that members of the
fmperial family who is the best in-
structed, the .best educated the most
honest and the wisest. All of the im-
perial conferees decided that none of
them would accept the throne if strip-
ped of temporal power. !

Officials in high palace circles were
particularly angry at the resolution in
which the assembly declared that the
palace of the Sublime Porte had passed
into history, because “through corrupt
ignorance for several centuries it pro-

voked numerous' ills for the country.”

TWO CANADIANS
ARE N CARNEGIE
- LIST OF HEROES

Awards for Life Saving by
Ontario Boy of Fourteen
and Youth of Eighteen.

Pittsburgh, Nov. 4—(By Canadian
Press.)—Two Canadian were included
in the list of heroes honored by the
Carnegie Hero Fund Commission at
its fall meeting here yesterday, Thirty-
three acts of heroism were recognized
by the commission, which awarded
silver medals in four cases and bronze
medals in twenty-nine cases.
-Canadians are:—

- Edgar L. Price of 1800 Mississauga
street, W., Orillia, Ont.

Harry B, Brooks of 85 Robinson
avenue, Guelph, Ont, :
Price, a fourteen-yéar-old school bay,
attempted fo save the life of-a ten-
year-old companion, Wesley 'W. Davis,
when the latter fell from a pavilion
into Lake Couchiching, on June 7, 1919.
The younger boy, frightened by his
fall, struggled in the water until he
carried himself ten feet away from
the pavilion, where the water was six
‘eet deep, and he was in imminent
danger of drowning. Young Price
dived from the pavilion and swam to
Wesley. He grasped the younger boy
and started for shore, but Wesley in
his fright held Price tightlv about the
neck and made it impossible for him
to swim. The boys struggled, but

as the pair were sinking, a man
reached them and drew them both out
of the water.

Brooks, an eighteen-year-old eclerk,
saved Agnes Hagyard and Anne B,
[awson from drowning at Guelph on
June 25, 1921. The girls, whils wad-
ing in the Speed river, stepped into
deep water. Their struggles carried
them fifty feet from the shore and they
sank clasped in each other’s arms.
Brooks dived from a bridge, swam to
the drowning girls, and managed to
keep them afloat and swim with them
for a distance of about thirty feet to
wadable water. Spectators on the
shore then tendered their assistance.

Those honored by the commission
included thirteen persons who lost
their lives in performing heroic deeds.
The dependents of eight of these heroes
were granted pensions aggregating
$6,780 a vear, while in four similar
cases $2,500 was awarded. One hero
who was disabled was given $1,500 and
benefits of $20' a month. In seven
cases awardsaggregating $11,200 were
appropriated for educational and sim-
ilar purposes, while in eleven instances
commission awards aggregating $9,000
were approved for other worthy pur-
poses.

In a-great majority of the cases the
awards were made for heroism under
circumstances similar to those which
brought the Carnegie medals to the
Canadians—rescue of drowning people.
Other heroic deeds included saving
people from being struck by speeding
trains or trolley cars, and rescues from
suffocation .

An outstanding instance of heroism
under circumstances different from the
majority of the awards was that of
Philip A. Sullivan of 826 -Humbodlt
Parkway, Buffalo, who saved C. K.
Blatonly, referee of the State Indus-
trial Commission, and several other per-
sons from being shot by a maniac in
Buffalo on July 20, 1921.

Speech

No Spread The War
In Last Minute

of Ex-Premier

Given a Fair Trial.

(Associated Press.)

London, Nov. 4—Lloyd George re-
ceived a rousing ovation from a great
audience crowded into a motion pictire
theatre when he appeared to make a
political speech this morning just a few
minutes before the time limit expired
for nominating candidates for parlia-
ment.

More than 25,000 persons applied for
the 3,000 available seats. Many no-
tables and titled personages were pres-
ent. On the platform Lloyd George
was surrounded by Lord Birkenhead,
Austen Chamberlain and some others
who were ministers in his cabinet.

Lloyd George launched into his
8peech with an answer to Premier
Bonar Law’s sarcastic characterization
of him as a drummer boy. The little
Welshman declared he was not
ashamed of this description, and added,
amidst cheers, that Germany lost the
war because she had no drummer boy.

(In a speech last Thursday Bonar
Law compared Lloyd George to a
drummer boy in the army, saying he
served a useful purpose in war time,
as he did the drumming better than
anyone else, but that when the charge
had ended and some had failen and
others were in the hospital, a drummer
would be out of place in a hospital
unless his drumsticks were taken away
from him.)

Referring to the Conservative watch-
word “tranguility,” Lloyd George de-
clared that a policy of tranquility was
dangevous. “It’s not a policy, it's a
yawn,” he said.

The achievements of the late gov-
ernment in the industrial and financial
realms were not the results of a mere
negative policy, Lloyd (ieorge main-
tained. They were the fruits of in-
itiative and hard work. The former
premier declared that a tax on ecapital
must he resisted firmly, adding that
he did not anticipate any great danger
from the revolutionary elements in the
coming elections.

“Avoid the extreme of socialism,” he
said, “but do let us also avoid the ex-
treme of the standstillism. A great
nation like ours. cannot stand still—
you want a strong group of independ-
ent men free from party ties—strong

course, free from all extremes.”

The speech was interpreted by many
political experts as a strong plea for
the creation of a centre party in the
new parliament. He said that where
there was a pact between the Conserva-
tives and Liberals in any constituency,
he hoped the voters would stand by it
honorably. In districts where no such
mutual non-opposition agreements have
|been reached, he suggested that the
icandidates should be carefully question-
led as to whether they were prepared to
!place the interests of the nation before
the interests of any party. !

Lloyd George declared it was vital
that the socialist attack should be em-
phatically repelled. Although the mun-
licipal elections had shown that this
danger was neither so great nor so im-
minent as had been apprehended there
was another danger that the majority
in the new pariiament might be forced
into a reactionary course by a power-
fiil and determined minority. That,
said Lloyd George, was a real immin-
ent danger. !

Particularly acceptable to the audi-
ence was the ex-premier’s summary of
the economic and financial policy; of
i the late government. “When my friend
Bonar Law, the new premier, left the
wretched coalition cabinet,” he said
“the British sovereign’ would buy in
the U, S. only thirteen shillings tup-
pence worth of merchandise; waen Bo-
nar Law managed at the Carleton Club
to overthrow that cabinet the British
sovereign would buy eighteen shillings
five pence worth of merchandise.”

Lloyd George touched only slightly
on what his practical policy would be
during the election and he left the au-
dience ratner in the dark regarding con-
tests with the Conservatives in the var-
icus constituencies,

If the attitude of Lloyd George’s
audience and that of the throngs of
people about the doors are any criter-
ion, he has by no means lost his popu-
larity, -

When he appeared on the stage the
wnole audience rose and joined in
cheering which lasted several minutes.
Although he did not appear to be in
his best speaking form he was able to
hold his audience spell-bound, except
for intermittent cheers, for more than
an hour.

U. S. Prohibition Forces Get
News of Sailing of Six

Business By Air.

A friend, who this week flew to Co-
logne and back on the new air route to
visit the Frankfort Fair, tells me that
there is a new commercial type to be
found in Europe. It is made up prin-
cipally of young men, traveling for
British firms, who will wait for days in
order to travel by air instead of by
boat and train, because of the greater
! comfort and the saving in energy. They
do not fly because of any desire for
i novelty, but simply for business rea-
| sons, arguing that the time saved more
than makes up for the greater cost.

Two men, for instance, this week
i were .able to fly to Germany, obtain
cases of samples to stbmit to their
principals in London, and today have
returned for the last day of the fair at
Frankfort in a position. to place defin-
ite orders. This is a great advantage,
because manufacturers have been warn-
ing their customers that delivery could
be guaranteed only for goods ordered |
during the fair, and that the next six
months’ programme will be modelled on
the results of this week. The air trip
takes barely four and a half hours, in
comparison with the fifteen and a half
hours by boat and train, so that the
business man who breakfasts in Lon-
don can be in Cologne to lunch, and at
. the Frankfort Fair the same evening.

Prices in Germany.

As happened at the Leipsic Fair, al-
! most all prices are being quoted at
| Frankfort this week in dollars, because,
{in spite of the new legislation from
Berlin, everyone knows in Germany
 that the chance of stabilising the mar-
‘' ket is remote. To the casual visitor,
however, the most remarkable feature
iof the fair has been the high price ask-
(ed by mantfacturers, which in many
| cases are three and four times higher
| then asked by retailers for the same
| goods in Frankfort shops. This is be-
! cause the shopkeepers, try how they
will, cannot keep pace with the fall in
the value of the mark, but increase
their prices two and three times a week
in a purely arbitrary rather than a
scientific fashion. In two neighboring
shops, for instance, the same watch
will be priced at 2,000 and 5,000 marks
while the price asked for it by the
manufactu-er is 8,000 marks. There is
absolutely no price standard in Germ-
sny now, and a thing that may be
“cheap” one week when compared with
London prices, may actually. be dear
the next. On the average. however, a
pound is worth four in the majority
of German- towns, although some
articles, such as shoes and clothes cost
more than in England, even when the
rate of exchange is taken into account.

But how any normal woman, of the
smallest ctlture; or with the least fem-
ininity, could. stand last night’s ex-
hibition passes - my comprehension.

Mexican al Measure Has Been
uch Abused.

Mexico City, Oct. 16—(By mail)—
Use of the “amparo” as a legal recourse
in Mexico is to be restricted in a bill
which the government intends to pres-
ent to Congress. Abuse of the measire
is the reason. President Obregon re-
cently declared that in many instances
persons arrested have already provided
themselves with arn “amparo” which
secures their immediate release without
bail.

The "amparo” is one of the most
generally used and at the same time
the most complex procedures to the
found in Mexican courts. It is a sort
of injunction and writ of habeas corpus
combined, and is employed either to re-
strain a court from acting or to secure
the release of a prisoner from custody.
Attorneys here admit that an exact
definition of the word is impossible, and
point to the fact that books have been
written about it, with its specific mean-
ing and origin still obscure.

Dr. Bloodgood Tells How to
Avoid This Dread Dis-
ease.

Writing in the Journal of the Ameri-
can Medical Association, Dr, Joseph C,
Blpodgood, Professor of Clinical Sur-
gery at Johns Hopkins Medical School,
Baltimore, declares that cancer of the
tongue is largely a preventable disease
snd that mo one need be afflicted with
it provided e recognizes extremely
plain symptoms and consults a compe-

.tent physician. To prove his point, he
{cites fnom the records of 265 men—cov-

ering a period between 1899 and 1921,

Cancer does not start as cancer, says
Dr. Bloodgood, but is something else,
and it is this something else which must
be detected and treated to avoid tne
more disastrous disease. In smokers
burn, wart, ulcer, or other sore in the
mouth, while it may be harmless in it-
self may very readily lead to cancer
and should be treated and cured a3,
soon as it appears, One affliction par-
ticularly dangerous is called leukopla.i
kia. It is a white patch on the tongue
or elsewhere in the mouth somewhat
resembling a bit of enzmel paint. It
scmetimes comes from excessive use of
tcbacco, or it may come from such an
irritation as would occur when the
tongue comes in constant contact with

AFTER THE NOISY HORN,

It cannot do that until it is purg-
ed of the elements of disruption and
the Bolshevistic advocates who are dis-
integrating the Labor party in Britain.

“ESTO PERPETUA.”

(Ottawa Journal.)

Adoption of the Free State Constitu-
tion by the Irish Dail is an event of
deep significance. Broadly, its chief
import is that the centuries-old clash
between Celt and Saxon has been
brought to an honorable close. What-
ever happens now, whether peace or
strife be the fate of Ireland, no guilt
can attach to the British name.

The skill with which the constitu-
tion was piloted through the Dail bodes
well for the Free State’s future. Une
of the hardest things that a modern
democracy can do is to pass, as a law
of its own, an important treaty which
its leaders have already made with a
foreign country and in which matters
highly exciting to public passion are in-
volved. It is all the harder because in
the British system of a committee
stage, adopted by the Irish, a parlia-
ment finds itself armed with just the
sort of implement for rémoulding
treaties, as well as bills, nearer to its
heart’s desire. Several other demo-
cracies, as well as Ireland, have lately
gone through this trial. Both the Brit-
ish houses found it difficult to keep
their hands off this same Irish Treaty.
The German democracy labored pain-
fully and slowly with the organizing
job given to it by the terms of the
Treaty of Versailles. The American
democracy stuck at the distastefui task
presented to itself by the same docu-
ment. When one remembers this, and,
in addition takes account of Irish nre-
mory, there can be nothing but admir-
ation for the Dail’s clear grasp of the
fact that endless confusion is likely to
come if a nation sends trusted agents
abroad to make contracts for it and
then uses its own political institutions to
repudiate or whittle down the contracts
made. The Dail leaders showed de-
termination to be as good:as the word
of Arthur Griffiths and Michael Col-
lins, and this staunchness is a
foundation for an honorable political
tradition In the Irish democracy.

The debates -on the constitution re-
vealed the traditional Irish aptitpde for
parliamentary government. Mr. Cosr
grave and Mr. Mulcahay showed an
unwavering grasp of realities; Mr.
B.lythe, the minister of home affairs,
displayed a clear understanding of both
political and economic problems; while
Kevin O’Higgins, to whom the con-
stitition was chiefly entrusted, achieved
outstanding distinction. A grandson of
the late T. D. Sullivan, and a nephew
of T. M. Healy, this young man, who
has not yet reached his thirties, reveal-
ed a talent for parliamentary work that
should carry him far. So long as she
can produce sons of this calibre Ireland
need not despair,

As for the constitution itself, it can
be but judged in the light of the future.
To some, with its proportional repres-
entation, the referendum, and the initi-
ative, it is a vast improvemefit in demo-
cratic machinery. To others its ad-
vances are mere pedantic counsels of
perfection, possessing no popular in-
terest. The truth is probably between
these two extremes; and if only Ire-
land can persuade or hustle back into
good citizenship the swarm of fanatics
her recent, troubled history has left to
harass her, she ought to achieve much.
For the moment the great thing is that
she is now free to work oGt her own
destiny. Today her friends throughout
the world can salute her in the his-
toric words of Henry Grattan:

“Ireland is now a nation! In that
new character. I hail her; and bowing
to her august presence, I say, ‘Esto
Perpetua.’ *

A CALL TO UNITY. *

La Presse:—“The Cross of Remem-
brance, with its bilingual inscription,
should make it plain to everybody that,
as the final victory in the great con-
flict of 1914-1918 was only won through
a close union between the different
Allied armies, so we shall succeed in
placing on a solid basis the future
of our Dominion of Canada only on
condition that we unite all our force
and energy and good will. We are a
young people who aspire to live and
grow so that we may take our place
soon amongst the great nations of the
universe, That ambition will never be
realized whilst the two principal races
which make up the Canadian popula-
tion fail properly to understand each

i |other. Lacking that understanding, no

appreciable progress is possible. Let
us therefore often seek at the foot of
the new cross which has been erected
on the border of our two cemeteries
the courage to make mutual concessions
and to reciprocate toleration. Let us
meditate on the acts and gestures of
those who repose within the shadow of
that monument and of those more num-
ervus, who lie ‘over there, and of
whom the cross stands in memory.
Those dead heroes invite us to practice
the noble and fruitful virtues of which
they are shining examples — virtues
which in peace as-in war make people
rich, powerful and strong.”

| MASKED K'DNAPPERS

ROUTED IN OKLAHOMA

Henryetta, Okla., Nov. 3—Reece Ad-
kins of Dewar, Okla, was shot to
death and Thomas Bogus, Spelter City
constable, was probably fatally wound-
ed at Spelted City, near he{e, when a
band of masked men, of which Adkins
was a member, called Bogus from
a motion picture theatre and tried to
kidnap him in a motor car. Another
man, unidentified, is known to have
been shot in the leg.

Bogus drew a pistol and began firing
when the party attempted to entice him
into the motor car, the police. They
reported he admitted killing Adkins
Bogus is near death at a local hospital.
Other members of the masked party
may have been wounded, according to
Constable George Davis, who. emptied
his pistol at the machine in which they
drove away.

Local police say the members of the
band wore blue jumpers and jmasks of
a dark blue material. They were said
to be members of a newly organized
alleged secret society known as “the
True Blue.” A cotton ropa was found
at the place where their car stood in
front of the theatre. They carried Ad-
kins’s body with them as they drove
away, going to his home at Dewar,

Although the theatre near which the
shooting occurred was crowded at the
time, there were few persons in the
street. Bogus was formerly a deputy
sheriff.

Canada is experiencing an industrial
boom which has hit all sections of the
Dominion and covers practicaliy all
phases of industrial activity. The coun-
try as a whole possesses those qualities
which prove attractive to manufacturers
and this activity is showing that the
wide diversity of Canadian natural re-
sources, profusely -scattered, is making
the establishment of industries in any
section profitable. : |

In 1921, a total of 1,081 charters were
granted to new companies commencing
operations in Canada, the whole repre-
senting a capitalization of $824,000,000.
This year, during the first six months,
new incorporations have approximated
$20,000,000 a week, and it would seem
as if 1922 were going to create a record
in this regard. At the end of last year
it was estimated that there were about

good| 800 branch plan®s of American indus-

tries operating in Canada and about
one-third of this number in branches
of English industries.

Since the beginning of this year, the
British Isles, through the visits of vari-
our trade interests and manufacturers’
representatives, has been brought to
realize the expediency of following
United States trade methods in Canada,
and there seems reason to expect in the
near future the establishment of many
British branch industries. Meanwhile
the locating of fresh United States in-
dustries goes on unabated, as morei
American houses come to realize that
this is the ablest manner of capturing
and holding the Canadian market and
trading with the British Empire.

Among the many branch plants to be
established this year is a copper and
brass. concern at Toronto; cutlery man-
ufacturers at Hamilton and Welland;
electric bulbs at Oshawa; hosiery at
Guelph; automobile manufacturers at
Sarnia; silk mills at Cowansville; auto-
mobile tire plant at Hamilton; silk dye-
ing and finishing at Drummondville and
textile dyeing at St. John's.

Industry Striding Apace.

Industry is striding apace with agri-
culture and manufacturing assuming a
more important place each year in Do-
minion life, according to the Canadian
Pacific Railway. The annual produc-
tion of Canadian manufacturing indus-
tries now amounts to approximately
$400 per head of population, while the
country’s exports equal $150 per head,
or the highest in the world.

“The present year has seen focussed
upon Canada and her opportunity a
more than usual attention from trade
interest” continues the railroad bulle-'
tin, “not alone to the Canadian domes-
tic market, which is small, but to the
export market, which, by virtue of
Canada’s strategic position, is expand-
ing rapidly. One of the outstanding
traits of the year has been the desire"
evinced by the United Kingdom to in-
crease trade with Canada, which came
happily at a time when certain Can-!
adian products were barred from the
United States market by the tariff and
when Canada was finding it necessary
to find other markets and to stir her-
self to develop trade within the em-
pire. This new interest has not only
had the effect of bringing manufactuers |
from the British Isles to establish in’
the Dominion, but has stimulated the
expansion of American interests in Can-
ada to meet the competition. !

«The Border Cities, always regarded
in great favor by American manu-
facturers, have recently experienced a
substantial expansion to their automo-
bile industries through the doubling of
the capacity of the Ford plant and the |
location in that area of the Dodge Com-'
pany. The Eastern Townships of
Quebec, are developing as the premier
textile centre of Canada almost solely
through the establishment there of
United States concerns, many of which
have located since the beginning of the
year.

Influx of English Firms.

«Ag a result of the campaign waged
by the Canadian Government with the
object of educating British manufactur-
ers, half a dozen branch plants of Eng-
lish manufacturing concerns are an-
nounced as locating. In addition an
English gutomobile manufacturing in-
dustry is to enter into competition with
United States firms manufacturing in
Canada, and there is a possibility of an
English firm establishing a lace-making
industry in the near future.

«The firm of Dent, Alleroft, has lo-
cated a subsidiary company at St
Catharines, Ontario, to manufacture
gloves, and 8 representative of Vickers,
Ltd., of London, England, has been in
British Columbia with the object of
establishing manufacturing and dis-
tributing branches in the Province.

«The virtual ban existing in the
United States against the introduction
of Canadian agricultural produce has
brought home in Canada the wisdom of
becoming independent in this regard.
The full result of this will only develop
in the course of time, but already
Canada has in sight the manufacture
of her wool into a state ready for her
textile mills, a work previously per-
formed in the United States. The same
decire has to some extent expanded the
manufacture of asbestos products in
Canada, the extension of the ex.isting
industry in the Eastern Towns}lx.lps of
Quebec now being in a  position to
supply all Canadian requirements.

«Altogether, Canada has reason to 13e
exceedingly gratified at the manner in
which the Dominion has been favored
this year by manufacturers in other
countries, which would indicate a re-
markable expansion in the country’s in-
dustrial output within a very short
period. Just how important Canadlfxn
industry looms up in the natlona.l. life
can only be estimated from a consider-
ation of the fact that while in 1921 the
ugricultural production of Canada was
valued at $1,396,223,000, the industrial
output in 1919 was worth $3,520,724‘,0'39,
Its growth is seen in a comparison with

the figures of 1870, $221,617,778. and
1900, $481,058,875”

But if conscientious the aggregate
will be good.

The man we remember is almost sev-
enty years old. What changes. have
taken place, In his youth he played
before the King of Bavaria as a boy
wonder, He came to the United States
knowing little English and later to
Canada wnere his merit was recog-
nized by the Princess Beatrice an‘d
Lord Aberdeen. His place in music
was easily a first place,

But it is difficult in a young coun-
try to cultivate the fine arts. The at-
mosphere is not kindly.

THE REJECTOR OR RADIO FREQUENCY TRAP.

In localities where there are numerous transmitting stations, receiving
stations frequently have difficulty in roading signals from distant stations
when nearby spark stations-are in operation. ILocal interference of this kind
can often be reduced and sometimes entirely eliminated by means of a device
known as the “radio frequency trap,” the “absorption circuit,” or the “re-

circuit,” as it is variously called. In a simple form this device consists
of an inductance and capacity in shunt, forming an oscillating circuit, with
arrangement for varying either the value of inductance or capacity so that
the device may be adjusted to the frequency of the incoming signals.

turns of heavy wire or copper bar wound in helical form with a sliding con-
tact. Best results are obtained with this device when capacity rather than
inductance predominates in the oscillating circuit which constitutes the re-
jector circuit. Excellent results are obtained, however, by employing a coil
of fixed inductance shunted by a varisble condenser of the common air die-
lectric type.

When interference from nearby alternating current power lines is experi-
enced in the receiving set, employment of the rejector circuit will usually
reduce this source of annoyance to a minimum.

It will be noted from the diagram that the oscillating circuit of the
rejector circuit is connected directly in the ground lead of the receiving sys-
tem, bug the device is not placed in inductive relation to any other parts of
the receiving circuit. If reeeption is attempted on the same.wave length as
the interfering station, it is obvious that there is no means of separating the
two signals, but good results are obtained with the rejéctor circuit when
the signals are on wave lengths only a few meters apart. If the signal
from the interfering station is very strong and the wave is broadly tuned
with no sharply defined resonant point on the receiving set, it may be im-
possible to entirely eliminate the interference, but the intensity of the dis-
turbing signals can usually be greatly reduced.

The rejector or absorption circuit is simple to operate, having only one
v_ar!able element and lends itself readily to use by the radio experimenter of
limited experience and limited means. It is sometimes possible to employ
a standard wave meter which consists of an oscillating circuit similar to the
rejector circuit for this purpose, and since the wave meter is not in use con-
tinuously it is convenient to employ it for this purpose. Use of the wave
meter as an absorption circuit facilitates the adjustment to the wave length
of the interfering station since the wave meter is usually calibrated to read
_directly the wave length for any particular adjustment.

TROUBLE HUNTING IN RECEIVING SETS.

As long as the receiving set continues to function in a satisfactory
mariner the amateur with little experience has no diffculty in getting signals
with the average modern simplified receiver, but often, when for some.
unknown reason the set suddenly stops functioning, he is all at sea as to
:vher(i 1o look for the trouble and how 'to remédy it, when the fault is
oun

One of the most common places for opefi circuits is in the flexible cord
attached to the telephone receivers. These cords are constantly being twist-
ed end bent so that it is not an infrequent occurrence for the wires to
break=at some point, usually near the tips. Such condition is made evident
by intermittent signals in the telephone receivers when the cord is shaken,
or .a series of clicks similar to static may be heard. The remedy is a new
cord, since it is useless to repair a broken cord which is weakened by con-
stant usage.

Another common source of trouble evidenced by intermittent signals
lies in ‘the “pig-tail” connections often made to moving coils such as the
rotors of variometers and variocouplers. This condition is usually apparent
when the knob controlling the coil is rotated, and the remedy is to replace
the “pig-tail” with a new lead. Variometers in which the bearings are re-
lied upon to conduct the energy from the moving coil to the rest of the
circuit are often troublesome, since the bearing is either too tight to turn
readily or too loose to make good clectrical contact. It is better to put
stops on the coil and use flexible leads to the rotor.

Aerial connections, unless soldered, may become corroded and offer great
resistance to the flow of radio frequency currents, especially those of small
amplitude such as received signals from distant stations. Ground connec-
tions also may become so corroded as to form a source of annoyance.

Colls on which, variable contact is made by means of sliders are some-
times rendered inoperative by dust accumulating on the path over which the
slider moves so that imperfect contact is made with the wire. Little trouble
is experienced with switch contacts except in cases where the set has been
standing idle for months and the switch contacts may become sufficiently
corroded to form imperfect contact.

Opens in the tuning coils themselves may be detected by means of a
buzzer, dry coil and telephone receivers, no signal being heard through the
coll if it is open circuited. :

A short circuit in a fixed or variable condenser may be detected by
means of a dry cell and telephone receiver. A loud click will be heard when
the coil and-receiver are connected across a short circuited condenser.

The absence of a good strong click when a telephone and dry cell are
connected across an amplifying transformer winding indicates that the
winding is open.

The only reliable way to test «B» batteries to ascertain if they are still
capable of rendering good service is by means of a voltmeter. New coils
will show a spark when the two terminals are touched together, but batter-
fes have been found serviceable long after a spark could no longer be ob-
tained; and short circuiting the battery shortens .its life, so this ‘method is

not recommended.

The
spirit of worship is fostered and de-
veloped by the many uniting in com-
mon worship. Each one of the gath-

ering contributes something to the

spirit of the gathering, and it is thus
that we obtain the most vital uplift
as we unitedly render praise to Al-
mighty God. We help one another in
the matter of wonder, love and praise,
which should mark the place where
devout souls gather to worship their
Maker.

And tbere is also the intellectual
uplift which comes from sharing to-
gether in the worship and the work of
the church. If the preacher connected
with any local church is what he ought
to be and is rendering the service that
he ought to render, he is easily the
most stimulating educational force of
the community. He deals with the
greatest realities of life. The great-
est subjects are his for meditation and
for discussion, He is obliged to read
and cull very broadly indeed, that he
may effectively present the great
truths that were his to present to the
hearers.

RULES THAT BIBLE
IS SECTARIAN BOOK

Appeal Court of California
Says it Cannot be Used in

State’s Public Schools.

San Francisco, Nov. 4—The Bible
cannot be used in the public schools
of California, it being properly the

|book of 'a certain religious sect, ac-

cording to a ruling made by the dis-
trict court of appeals, banning the
Bible as a school text.

This opinion reverses that handed
down by the supreme court of Fresno |
county, which gave the school trus-
tees of the Selma High School the right
to purchase a dozen Protestant Bibles
for use in school classes, after action
had been brought by Elbert L. Evans,
a Selma resident, to restrain the trus-
tees from purchasing the Bibles.

The Fresno court held that the King
James Bible was not a sectarian
book, but merely the “book of all
Christians,” which had been the con-
tention of the trustees when their pro-
posed purchase met with opposition.

The Appellate court, however, dif-
fered with that interpretation of t.he
law and its opinion written by Justice
Nourse, holds that the King James
Bible is really the book of the Protes-
tant religion, and as such is sectarian
and should not be used as a school text.
It comments upon the many trnn§la—
tions of the Bible from the .ea.rhest
down to the King James version, au-
d between 1604 z;lnd
611, and emphasizes the point that
Lo, o have their Bibles, which
are called by varying names, such as
the Jewish Tilmud and the Moham-

medan Koran.

ESTATE IS LEFT
TO THE WIDOW

At Her Death Paintings in

Collection Go to Metropol-
itan Museum of Art.

Mineola, L. I, Nov. 3—The will of
Isaac Guggenheim, financier and one
of the owners of the American Smelt-
ing and Refining Company, who died
at Southampton, England, on October
10 last, was filed in the Surrogate’s
Court here. It makes no bequests to
charities of any kind, except a pro-
vision that at the death of the widow
the paintings may be given to the
Metropolitan Museum of Art.

The will was dated April 24, 1922.
The application for probate stated that
the value of the real property is up-
wards of $400,000 and that the value
of the personal property ls upwards of
$1,000,000. It is the general belief
that the total value of. the property
will be many millions.

The residuary estate is given in
trust to the widow, Mrs. Carrie Gug-
genheim, who with her late husband’s
four brothers, Daniel, Morris, Solo-
mon, and-Simon Guggenheim, is an
executor of the estatez The four
brothers are the trustees. The will
provides an income of $130,000 for Mrs,
Guggenheim during her lifetime.

PAIR LITTLE HURT
WHEN CAR DROPS
SEVENTY FEET

‘New York, Nov. 2—Bicycle Patrol-
man Andrew Sindt, on duty at River-
side Drive and Dyckman street, thought
that Hallowe’en had surely come when
he saw a pair of automobile headlights
swerve from the Drive, vault an iron
railing, and turn cver and over the
embankment that leads to the river,
seventy feet below.

THRILLING NEW
YORK FIRE SCENES

Working Girls Die in Fac-

i tory Flames, Despite the
Heroic Attempts of Fire-
men to Rescue Them.

New York, Nov. 4—Three working
girls died yesterday, victims of a fire
which destroyed an East Thirteenth

celluloid factory, Six of their com-
panionssand ‘one man were burned or
injured as they fought to escape.

One of the girls died in a hospital
tonight. Firemen had carried her from
the flaming building after she had been
trapped in a second floor workroom,
Two other victims were within inches
,of safety when they fell from the third
storey windows. :

The firemen hoisted an aerial ladder
near one who stood on a coping facing
the street while the flames scorched
her. As a fireman neared her, the cop-
ing gave way and she dropped with a
shriek to the sidewalk. Shouting to
the other to retain her grip on a sill
from which she hung, firemen shifted
the ladder, but before they could
stretch their arms to her, she fell.

' Firemen, battling their way through
the flames as streams of water were
played on them, effected thrilling res-
cues on both floors, but not until some
of the workers were badly burned and
overcome in desperate efforts to escape.

HOSPITAL MATTER

Bond Issue for Qutdoor De-
partment Authorized— A
Warm Discussion Over
Lancaster Matters—Criti-
cism of Assessment.

At a special meeting of the county
council yesterday afterrioon and even-
ing considerable business was got
through. The monotony was varied at
frequent intervals by thrust and coun-
ter thrust on the part of the Luncus-

ter councillors. The fight waxed warm
in the afternoon and broke out in a

@ new place in the evening, though still

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smouldering in the old. A oond issue
for $13,708 and architect fees was au-
thorized to cover the rearrangemnent cf
the west wing of the Genmeral Public
Hospital for an out-patient department.
The resignation of the housing board
was provisionally accepted and fire pro-
tection in Lancaster came in for much
discussion. The county secretury n :de
some criticisms of the present system
of assessment and suggested some im-
provements.

The committee reported that they
had considered a petiton from residents
of East St. John regarding the con-
struction of sewers and the extension
of water mains in the parish of
Simonds. ‘The committee requested
the councillors for the parish, who con-
stitute the sewerage board, to present
a definite outline of a sewtrage pro-
gramme for the parish.

Through Councillor Magee the coun-
cillors recommended that an area be set
apart as a sewerage district and that

' a plebiscite be taken on the matter
on December 7. The area suggested
included all territory within a line from
Kane’s Corner up the Loch Lomond
road to the Morris property, thence to
Beacon avenue, Mount Pleasant street,
Seventh street, Ninth street and around
the bay to the place of beginning.

Councillor Mosher said that about
two years ago the cost was estimated
at $51,000, and he understood it would
be lower now. The report was ordered
uff:p&d and recommendations carried
o

A section recommending that plans
for the rearrangement of the west wing
of the General Public Hospital for an
out-patient department. at an estimated

cost of $18,708 and architect’s fees, be:

approved .-was considered. - The council
was authorized to issue bonds to cover
the expenditure when the work was
completed. -

After some discussion the section
was passed.

_Referring to hospital matters, Coun-
cillor Frink said that at the finance
committee meeting, when the superin-
tendent of the hospital informed the
members that 640 cases of venereal dis-
ease had been treated last year, and
between January 1 and October 15 this
year the number had jumped to 1,680
cases, it was startling, to say the least.
He hoped that this new department
was not intended as a cloak for such
filth. As a comparison, he quoted fig-
ures from the Massachusetts state hos-
pital report which showed only 8,316
cases treated in 1921

He said that there should be some
means of segregation for such cases.
“We quarantine measles and scarle-
tina,” he said, “why not these people?
There should be a separate buiﬁing—
no, a shack is good enough for them.”
He said that it would not be credit-
able to the medical jprofession to stand
neutral in this matter.

At the request of M. E. Agar, chalr-
man of the hospital board, Hon. Dr.
Roberis, minister of health, was heard
in this connection.

Hon, Dr, Roberts,

Dr. Roberts said that the outdoor de-
partment would relieve the congestion
in the main building and would give
three more rooms on the upper floor
for further accommodation. It would
also provide for the treatment of
patients by X-ray. He said that al-
ready Dr. Kirkland, in charge of the
X-ray department, had more than paid
his own way.

Regarding venereal cases, Dr. Rob-
erts pointed out that the disease was
not communicable like smallpox and
similar diseases, and under the present
public health administration nobody
was exposed to the infection while

treatment in the hospital was being

given. He said that the outdoor de-
partment would make the disease more
easy to handle. He believed that the
figures quoted were of the number of
treatments, rather than patients. There

were 640 patients who received 2,100
_ treatments last year.

The next recommendation of the
committee was that, before any fur-
ther contemplated capital expenditures
were made at the hospital, the com-
missioners be requested to first ap-
proach the ‘county council as to the
needs of the hospital with the ap-
proximate estimate of that expenditure.
The recommendation carried without
discussion,

The first rumblings of impending
storm followed a recommendation re-
garding Lancaster sewers. ‘The com-
mittee recommended that the bond Is-
sue for sewerage extension in Lancas-
ter, amounting to $5,900, be increased
to .$7,000.

Councillor O’Brien objected to any
further expenditure. He said that,
although he was a member of the Lan-
caster sewerage board, he had not been
notified of any of the meetings. He
said that at present the revenue from
¥ewers in the district was $111 and
$500 more would have to be raised to
pay the charges on this expenditure.

He moved in amendment that be-
fore action was taken the whole mat-
ter be investigated by the city com-
missioner of lands with the mover and
seconder of a resolufion requiring the
highway board to defer the work,
which was made at the July meeting
last year, and that no further payments

_ be made to the contractors.

Both Councillors Goiding &nd Camp-
bell said that they would welcome an
investigation, and the amendment car-
ried. ;

The next section, regarding the sale
of lands for default in taxes, was
adopted. :

The following section contained a
recommendation that the parish of
Lancaster be allowed a further over-
draft of $2,000 against tax collections
for highway purposes.

Councillor O’Brien moved in amend-
ment that the matter be deferred until
the act was complied with by the high-
way board submitting a report on its
vear’s operations to the county secre-
tary. He said this had not been done
since 1917,

On the amendment being put, it was
lost and the original recommendation

carried.

Section 9, referring to the paymc
of account to H. A. Porter, coron.

He moved that action be deferrec
until the people could be given an op-
portunity to express their opinion b:
‘plebiscite; until a report had been
made as to what arrangements coulc
be made between the city-and Beacons-
field regarding fire protection; and un-
til the fire underwriters declared what
style of equipment was the best for the
district.

On suggestion of Commissioner Bul-
lock the matter went over to the even-
ing session,;

The last section, calling for the fol-
lowing payments, was passed: Rentals,
$125; registry office, $550; marshals
fees, $40U; witness fees, $1.00; housing
board, $2.000.06, due in 1921, paid in
1922, but not on any assessments.

A motion that bills incurred in con-
nection with the operations of the
county housing board be paid if found
correct by the finance committee, was

_passed.

A motion by Councillor Campbell,
seconded by Councillor O’Brien, that
the outstanding account of the city for
hydrants be paid by assessment in
1923, also was passed.

County Secretary Kelley said that
this year the tax collections had been
the worst in ten or twelve years. The
assessment law should be amended to
provide for the appointment of assess-
ors for a term of years. Simonds and
Lancaster had grown so that assessors
had no chance unless they were in pos-
session of the lists in advance of the
warrant. They were allowed seventy
days and it was impossible to do the
volume of work in that time.

Furthermore, he said, scores and
scores of properties went unassessed
because the assessors had no knowledge
of their existence.

_ARGE PROFITS
- FROM ALCOHOL

Cleveland, Nov. 8—More than $15,-
100,000 changed hands in a little more
‘han a year in the alleged transfer of
30,000 gallons of alcohol by Louis and
Abraham Auerbach and others, it was
charged, when the Auerbach brothers,

Moss, Abraham Limbert,
Moritz Cohen and Samuel Selker en-,
tered pleas of not guilty to indictments
charging them with a conspiracy to
evade the prohibition laws and at-
torneys for the Auerbach brothers
‘nade a vain attempt to have their,
350,000 bonds reduced.

The government alleges the men
withdrew alcohol on federal permits,
on the ground they were using it in
the manufacture of toilet preparations,
‘nd then sold it to bootleggers, Fed-
eral investigators pointed out that the
30.000 gallons of grain alcohol alleged
to figure in the transaction were pur-|
chased at about $6 a gallon. It was'
then sold, the government charges, to
bootleggers for more than $26 a gal-l
lon. This would net a profit close to
$2,000,000.

In the hands of the bootleggers, the
investigators said, the . alcohol was;
diluted so that where one gallon orig-!
inally existed three gallons appeared.
Colored and flavored with rye extracts,
the liquor was then sold at $16 a
quart, or $64 a gallen.

Thus the. original 80,000 gallons at
$6 a would increase to, 240,000 gallons
at 864 a gallen the total gross revenue
being $15,860,000.

NEW INVENTTON JNSURES
: SECRECY OF WIRELESS

Frenchman’s Inventi-n Can Also Be
Applied to the Ordinary Telegraph.

Paris, Nov. 8.—The first perfection
of apparatus for insuring the secrecy |
of wireless and telegraph messages has
been claimed for a French electrical
engineer, Edouard Belin, inventor of an
instrument for - transmitting photo-
qrophs by wireless. !

The apparatus is called “radio-cryp-,
totele-sterographe,” - or “crypto-Tele-
sterengraphe,” accord’ng to whether it:
is used for wireless or the ordinary
The instrument is unlike
Mnrcon®’s , direct waves to a given
point. It resembles in principle a
modern safety lock. Sending and re-
ceiving instruments, each of which:
consist of six concentric discs, are per-,
fectly synchonized. '

The discs eaeh contain a notch and
can be moved at an angle in relation
to each other, A lever falling into the
dises causes rotation of the cvlinder
and valves a given space between the
notches to reproduce . the message,
which is received according to a 'code
wnalogous to Morse, but is reproduced
in letters and figures.

To keep listeners-in from deciphering
the values used between stations, a
simple arrangement is' added whereby
false signals, which do not affect the
cvlinders, but which cannot be dis-
tinguished by outsiders from real mes-{
sages, are being constantly sent when
the instrument is not in use.

INVESTIGATION
IN SWIM HANGING
CASE CONCLUDED

Executioner will be Heard
Later if He Appears—Ad-
dresses by Counsel Heard.

The inquiry into the circumstances
surrounding the execution of Benny
Swim i Woodstock on October 6 was
concluded yesterday and adjournment
made. Doyle, the executioner, who had
telegraphed his intention to testify at
the inquiry did not appear, and Com-
missioner J. B. Dickson announced that
if he appeared later his evidence would
be taken at Fredericton. The commis-
sioner also said that he would present
his report to the provincial government
in the near future. Addresses were
delivered by T. C. L. Ketchum, repres-
enting the Canadian Prisoners’ Welfare
League and Hon. W. P. Jones, ap-
pearing for Sheriff Albion R. Foster.
Both advocated the carrying out of the
death penalty by trained men. S. L.
Lynott and Owen Kelly, the latter
chief of police, testified that there had
been no disturbance around the jail and
Mr. Lynott said that he had talked
with Deyle on Thursday evening and
found him perfectly sober.

T. C. L. Ketchum, representing the
Canadian Prisoners’ Welfare League,
declared in his opening remarks at the
afternoon session that the evidence ad-

tion could be cast on Sheriff Foster,
who was unexcelled in the province.
“A man of tender heart, the hanging
of Rennia Swim had .greatly bothered
him and caused him considerable
wurry,” said Mr. Ketchum.
Concerning the C. ¥. W. L, Mr.
Ketchum explained that at its head
was' Robert Bickerd‘ke, former M. P.
of Montreal, a man who had consist-
eat.y advocated the abolition of capital
punishment in the dominion. The b~ck-
ers of the league, he declared, held Mr.
Bickerdike’s views and in addition to
its immediate objective, the league also

tended to the welfare of all prisoners
insofar as it was able to do so.:

“If Doyle were not intoxicated.” de-
clared counsel, “he certain'v did not
perform his duty in an efficient man-
ner, It was his duty so to adjust the
nonse and spring the trap that the neck
would be broken at the first fall. The
evidence proves that this was not
done.” The body, he went oh, was cut
down fn'lv ten minutes before the al-
loted time.

The hanging, he declared, was a
shock to the public mind and he ear-
nestly hoped that in some manner, the
commissioner’s report would .recom-
mend as to ‘the future course jto be
pursued in cases of capital punish-
ment that forever would put ‘an end
to such occurrences as on Oct. 6 last.
It seemed a strange matter to him that
while the state ordered that the sen-
tence of the court be carried out, the
state provided no means as to how and
by whom the hanging should be per-
formed. :

The state, he said, should see that
in cases of capital punishment, the job
should be done by thoroughly compe-
tent officials. This case had attracted
nation-wide attention, said Mr. Ketch-
um, in conclusion, and he trusted that
the commissioner would view the mat-
ter from a broad, national standpoint.

“A classic, and an eloquent one at
that,” were the terms used by Hon. W.
P. Jones, K.C., on rising, in referring
to Mr. Ketchum’s address. He had lis-
tened to it with the keenest pleasure
and he agreed most cordially with what
had been said by counsel. Hanging 8
man 'was indeed a barbarous custom,
declared Hon. Mr. Jones. It was a relic
of former centuries, when men were
strung up at street corners and allowed
to hang there for days to act as a deter-
rent to crime.

From 80 to 90 per cent. of boys and
girls had finished their‘education in
elementary schools at fourteen years—
an education inadequate either as a
preparation for citizenship or as an

equipment for a life career. The re-;

port of the Toronto Juvenile Court had
proven that 80 per cent. of a year’s
delinquents were fourteen or fifteen
years of age. The inference was that
a proper adjustment of freedom, guid-
ance and control was necessary to
normal growth.

Present Training Not Enough.
The problem of the betterment of

humanity was essentially an education-'

al problem, and the significant aims and
purposes of life did not begin to take
shape until the period of adolescence.
The training both from the point of
view of the academic training neces-
sary as a basis for civic intelligence and
from the standpoint of an adequate
edicational equipment for useful serv-
ice in any vocation. This was no re-
flection upon elementary schools. Most
of the criticism levelled at them result-
ed from a failure to realize the actual
possibilities of education within the
limited period.

Help Choose Career.

“Every individual should have a vo-
cation.. There is no place for the idler.

Voca-
tional instriiction in some form is neces-
sary to every youth, and much of it
must be given during adolescence.”

If education were to be extended into
adolescence, the school should aid in the
preparation and choice of a life career.
Dr. Merchant further favored aca-
demic instruction for all vocational
courses with students who had ot
previously completed three years of
such instruction. The lack of a geazral
education frequently caused failure in a
workman.

The course in a vocatim should in-
~liide not only instruction in the spec-
ialized knowledge but practical training
to develop skill in the mechanical op-
erations necessary. Workers ehcuid
have the knowledge related to their
trades, and schools were best ttea to
fmpart such knowledge.

Schools should furnish a knowledge
of trades and professions, their chare
acter and social vaiuz, opnor-anities
and qualifications, and all re.zted sub-
jects to aid youth in chocsnz a2 voia-
tion. A bureau mizit well be formel
to supply such informatim.

INDICATIONS OF SUICIDE,

Skeleton of Man Found With Shoe-
string’ Around Neck,

London, Nov. 8—Workers at the Cad-
bury Brothers’ chocolate factory at
Bourneville are seriously perturbed

W the action of Mrs. Bocke, daughter
of one of the founders. of the firm, in

voluntarfly surrendering the 2800

shares which she holds in the company

and transferring them to a trust com-
posed of the employes for the benefit of
the workers collectively.

The Bourneville employes believe
that in doing this Mrs. Bocke has im~

poverished herself and jeopardized the|

education of her children. Mrs. Bocke,
who lives at Bilthoven, in Holland,
married a missionary who is now a
craftsman, and they now have five
daughters and a baby son.

Mrs. Bock’s gift was prompted by
an unwillingness which both she and
her husband felt in taking an un-
earned income resulting from the
collective work of the Cadbury fac-
tory hands. She expresses the be-
lief that private holding of capital lies
at the root of nearly all the world, and
asks that the income from the shares
shall be administered for social interest
and philanthropic purposes.

Mrs. Bock is able to deal with the
shares—which she inherited from her
father—only during her own lifetime,
and the right of her children to them at
her death it to be recognized in the
trust deed.

The men’s and women’s councils at
the Bournevill factory, in accepting the
gift, express their appreciation of Mrs.
Bocke’s self-sacrifiee, but they would
desire to devote some of the dividends
on the shares she has presented to
them “to the care and interest of the
Bocke family, such as the education of
the children.”

Some of tne smaller dealers, how-
ever, on being able to obtain ijmme-
diate delivery from the mines had re-
scrted to the tgractice of securing what
they oould through fuel brokers at
somewhat fancy prices. This account-
ed for the fact that in some instances
coal was being sold here as high as
$18 or more a ton. Unless Toronto
decided- to appoint a fuel controller,
to fix prices, there was nothing to
prevent this selling of “brokerage” coal
at the nigher price, although the deal-
er so doing probably secured no great-
er margin of profit than those who
were able to obtain the fuel direct
from the mines at the regular fixed
figure and sell at the standard price
here.

The supply of soft coal had once
more approached normal, but the price
still remained high, In one instance.
that of Pocohontas smokeless soft coal,
the price nad been $16.50, or a dollar
more than anthracite could be obtain-
ed at, the chief advantage of the form-
es being that it could be had in larg-
er quantity for immediate delivery.

It had been alleged that much of
the inferior grade of American soft
coal had been substituted for the Welsh
hard-soft coal, This had been due to
the fact that the Welsh coal could he
obtained only in very large quantities
at the outlay of very considerable cap-
ital, whereas the American soft coal
was fairly easy to obtain in moderate
quantity, As most people were not
familiar with Welsh coal, the deception
was very easily practised upon them,
but it was feared the result may be
most unfortunate for the reputation of
Welsh coal, as it would get the blame
which really belonged to the American
variety in disguise.

GREAT THEFT LOSSES.

French Rallwavs Paid Huge Indemnity
in - ee Years,

Paris, Nov. 4—French railroads in
the past three years have paid a total
of 598,500,000 francs indemnity for
merchandise stolen in stations. and
transit, lost or deterirated, it has been
an.nounced. All but a few millions of
this sum — which 1is considerably
greater than the budget voted for
France’s army this year—covered the
work of railroad robbers.

The figures explain the legislation
passed by parliament last month in-

_ereasing greatly the penalties of this

type of theft and providing in extreme
‘c&ses the penalty of hard labor for

e.

The highest indemnity last year
totalled 86.600.000 francs, paid by the
Paris, Lyons and Mediterranean, while
the state railroads were forced to re-
imburse shippers to the extent of 42,-
000,000 francs. The lowest loss last
year was that of the Railway Alliance
of Lorraine, which approximated 5,
000,000 francs,

Apparently she was
teaching - her young to hunt, as they
were trailing her. Surget levelled his
gun on the big animal, catching her in
the shoulder. She set up a terrible
howl, and within a few minutes there
were wolves coming from every direc-
tion. One of “them he shot from five
feet range. Surget used thirty shells
and while three of the animals dropped
in their tracks, he is satisfied that
many mote have bitten the dust by
this time, because he had undoubtedly
wounded many of them.

Surget says he does not want an ex-
perience like it again for a while. He
does not believe a real concerted at-
tack was made upon him by the
wolves, Nevertheless, if he had not
stood his ground and given them bat-
tle there is no telling what might have
happened.

CALLS FATIGUE A DISEASE.

Chicago Physician Contends It is Due
to an “Accumulation of Toxin”

Peroria, Ill, Nov. 4—Advancing a
new theory, contrary’ to most previous
beliefs concerning chronic fatigue, Dr.
Edward H. Ochsner, Chicago, presi-
dent elect of the Illinois State Medical
Society, in an address at the Trim-
edical Association convention recently,
defined the “tired business man” as
suffering from “accumulatior of fatigie
material or toxin.”

“The disease,” he sald, “Is a condi-
tion particularly liable to affect hard
' working, successful business men at an
_age just when they are most needed in
|a. growing business. The sloven, the
lazzard, the phelgmatic and the wenk
willed are rarely ever affected. Rest,
while important, serves only to check
the accumulation of fatigue.”

iBaltimore. The new theory involved a
new method of connecting the intestine
