Winnipeg, Man., June 29—Manitoba 

today is electing a new legislature, and 
206,816 registered electors are entitled to 
go to the polls. Elections are deferred in 
The Pas and Rupert’s Land, and the 
voters in those constituencies are not in­
cluded in the total given.

Fifty-one members are being elected 
today, aW these, with the two deferred 
elections and two members elected by 
acclamation, make up the membership of 
fifty-five in the next legislature.

More men than women are entitled 
to vote. The last voters’ list showed 
107465 males and 97,861 female elector?. 
The new li$t shows 129,943 men gnd 83,- 
246 women." The city of Winnipeg holds 
62456 voters, nearly thirty per cent of 
the provincial total.

One hundred and forty-four candi­
dates are in the field, and ninety-three 
of them are bound to be defeated. 
Winnipeg has a field of forty-one start­
ers and only ten can win. Winnipeg 
'votes under proportional representation, 
and Ronald Hooper, secretary of the P. 
R. Society of Canada, says that the elec­
tion in the city will be the severest test 
which has been faced by the “single 
transferable proportional representation 
elective system.”

Four women are running in Winnipeg, 
but no other constituency has a chance 
of female representation.

Names of the forty-one .Winnipeg can­
didates appear on a long ballot in alpha­
betical onfer, and no provision was made 
in the election act for designating their 
party affiliations. To assist the elector 
who desires to vote a straight ticket it 
has been arranged that the names of gov­
ernment candidates were printed in red 
on the ballot: Conservatives in blue, 
Labor" and Socialist in pea green, and 
Independents in black.

Dr. Michael Clark said that the gov­
ernment had been shortsighted in ac­
cepting England’s gift of ships, in con­
sideration of the financial condition of -. 
the country, and the fact that the naval 
policy remains to be discussed at an: 
imperial conference in 1921. Bkigland^ 
had ’’put one over” the Canadian gov­
ernment. He expressed belief in the ; 
influence for peace which the League of 
Nations would exercise in world polities 
and deplored the waste of money on 
armaments in Canada. It would be 
better spent on the education and dom­
estic welfare of the Canadian people. 
The war of armaments would lead logi­
cally to actual war. Sr Robert Borden 
said the national policy could be better 
decided on results than on conjecture 
as to how the next war would be fought.. 
Naval defence was as essential to Canada,' 
as to any other portion of the empire. 
Safety zones on the high seas in time: 
of war were important to Canada. Force 
was an argument not to be denied in 
world affairs and on more than one oc­
casion the weight of the British navyt, 
averted war. Canada must prepare foe 
defence like everybody else.

Hon. W. j. Fielding said that his 
creed on naval affairs was unchanged 
since 1909 when his government had 
resolved that Canada should co-operate 
with Great Britain in naval defence. 
That policy had never been carried out 
until now this government proposed 
belatedly to carry it out. While he did 
not suppose that war was at an end for 
ever, it could be said with safety that 
was was not imminent. The navy was 
needed in 1909 and there was money to 
pay for it. If on the other hand money 
could not he found for needed domestic 
developments, how could the government 
justify the introduction at the end of 
thè session of an increased estimate of 
«1,700,000 for naval expenditure»? Th«’ 
government should decline England’s 
gift of ships for the time at least.

Hon. Mr. Ballantyne asked if Mr. 
Fielding would be willing to carry on 
with the Niobe and the Rainbow.

Mr. Fielding said that they were good 
enough to do service during the war 
and would have done better if the gov­
ernment had not tied them up in Halifax 
and kept them out of useful service.

Surgeon General Camming 
Urges Wholesale Extermin­
ation to Avert Serious Epi­
demic.

0Visitor Learns with Amaze­
ment About the Estimated 
Quantity.

Washington, June 29—Calling atten­
tion to the discovery of bubonic plague 
in several American and Mexican gulf 
ports, and renewing his warning regard­
ing the introduction of plague from 
Mediterranean 
to be infected,
Gumming. has urged 
throughout the country, and especially 
along the coast, to inaugurate rat-exter­
mination and rat-proofing campaigns.

“Entirely in accordance with forecasts 
made by the public health service over 
a year ago,” said Dr. Gumming, “bu­
bonic plague has made its appearance 
in the Uriited States. At the moment, 
foci of the infection are known to exist 
at New Orleans, Pensacola and Galves­
ton and in Tampico and Vera Cruz, 
Mexico. In Vera Cruz the disease ap­
pears to have assumed the proportion of 
an epidemic.

“With the definite knowledge we now 
possess regarding the transmission of 
this disease, and especially as to the role 
played to rats, the situation should cause 
no alarm or panic among the people of 
this country. Nevertheless the very real 
menace of bubonic plague calls for an 
energetic campaign of extermination di­
rected against the rat and other rodent 
pests.

“Bubonic pleague is primarily
of rodents, especially rats,” contin­

ued General Gumming, “and the disease 
can be controlled effectively by meas- 

dlrected against the rat. The ex­
termination of rats Is all the more to be 
desired because of the tremendous 
economic damage they cause.”

According to conservative estimates 
made by the public health service on the 
basis of numerous surveys, there is at 
least one rat for every person In the 
United States. This estimate coincides 
with that for Great Britain and Ireland, 
and with authoritative figures from Den­
mark, Prance and Germany. The annual 
upkeep per rodent was computed by the 

authorities as $1-90 in Great Brit-

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Epsom Downs, Eng., June 11—(A. P. 
Correspondence)—The great English 
Derby, always a fashion show and a car­
nival as well as a horse race, this year 
eclipsed the records of its hundred and 
fifty years with an attendance which 
crowded the race course to standing ca­
pacity and populated the hills in a day 
with a crazy-patterned city of hundreds 
of thousands of merrymakers, to whom 
the racing was Qhly 
celebration of the annual festival.

My lord and f my lady, the barmaid 
and the coster-monger, and all classes 
of Britons between, were there, hobnob­
bing with pleasure-seekers from other 
lands—Americans, Frenchmen, Belgians, 
Italians, Russians, Czecho-Slovakians and 
titled as well as work-worn Oriental* 
and Asiatics. The low green hills and 
hedged-in fields about the famous cours# 
were blackened with a multitude of 
nearly 1,000,000 persons, thousands of 
whom slept in the warm sun throughout 
the day, apparently unconcerned about 
tlie “Darby” contest.

The pilgrimage to the downs, began 
the day before the Derby. An unbroken 
tide of strange equipages flowed into 
Epsom over all roads. Luxurious limou­
sines crawled along the crowded ways 
in the wake of two-wheeled donkey 
carts, and the caravans were checkered 
witli the picturesque turnouts popular 
before motor-driven vehicles limited their 
usefulness—the chaise, the co v.-h-and- 
four, the Irish jaunting car, the dog cart, 
and odd home-made wagons and carts. 
Not infrequently appeared disabled army 
officers riding through the dusf in motor- 
driven wheel chairs.

Throngs afoot trooped in across the 
fields. Children lounged in the grass 
alone- the roads, hailing the fine auto­
mobiles and their silk-hatted occupants 
cheerily. Here and there a woman with 
a baby in her arms begged a penny-

While yet a mile from the course the 
later arrivals were forced by the con­
gestion to park their vehicles and walk 
—carrying with them their luncheon 
baskets, and jugs of ale or whiskey, of 
which there was a large and carefully 
conserved supply.

The picnickers who camped on the 
course overnight hastily pitched tents, or 
ramshackle leantos, made tea and served 
luncheons. Many slept in the open, and 
down in Epsom a train of cars was com­
mandeered to house the more fastidious. 
After dark bonfires were built, flares put 
up, and all the countryside was fantas­
tically illumined.

Even when the king and the queen 
•and attendant nobility appeared there 
was only a rippel of applause, consist­
ing chiefly of perfunctory “hear, hears” 
and a nodding of heads indicating ap- ; 
proval. Above this the rancuous cries j 
of the tipsters and the hoarse jargon of 
the bookkeepers could be heard.

Few persons except those in the 
stands saw the races and these display­
ed no excitement, beyond calling out, 
“they’re off” or making premature an­
nouncement of winners.

The crowds stood up when the horses 
entered in the Derby run, but relaxed 
into lazy attitudes when the winner was 
known. It was still the middle of the 
afternoon and few left when the racing 
was finished. They made it a full holi­
day, wandering around and over the 
course, patronizing the venders of sau­
sages, lemonades and fish, or try-your- 
weight machines, or the three-card man, 
until night had fallen.

Scranton, Pa., June 28—Charges of 

profiteering and monopalistic control in 
the anthrocite coal industry were made 
before the anthracite coal commission 
todav by W. Jett Lauck, former secre­
tary of the United States War Labor 
Board, and now consulting economist of 
the United Mine Workers of America.

Mr. Lauck appeared in hearings on 
the demands of the anthracite workers 
for wage increases that will bring their 
earnings to a level with those of the 
bituminous workers with a minimum 
wage 'of six dollars a day.

“A survey of the anthracite indus­
try,” said Mr. I.auck, “shows an in­
crease in net profits of the prineii>al op­
erators for the period 1916-1918 over 
1912-1914 of nearly ninety per cent as 
compared with an increase in produc­
tion during this period of less than 
twelve per cent.,

“The net income earned by these 
companies on their capital stock out­
standing during the period 1916-1918 
ranged from 20.4 per cent to 36.6 per 
cent, as compared with a net income in 
1912-1914 ranging from 14.2 per cent to 
18-9 per cent.

“The actual inicrease in profits dur­
ing the war years of the coal companies 
which market their own product is in­
dicated by the income account of the 
Philadelphia and Reading Company. 
This company which had no selling de­
vice for concealing its profits increased 
its production only eleven per cent dur­
ing the war years, but increased its 
profits nearly 500 per cent and its profits 
per ton of output 485 per cent.”

Commissioner Jones made a further 
report regarding the proposed extension 
of water mains to Spruce Lake at we :k- 
,ly meeting of the common council, which 
was held this morning. He said:

“In the report recently made by me 
on the west side water system, it was 
clearly pointed out that while there was 
an ample supply of water available from 
Spruce Lake for all purposes, the supply 
lines were inadequate for the maximum 
consumption demands, and as a conse­
quence many of the citizens on the west 
side of the harbor, especially those on 
the higher levels, have been at times 
wholly deprived of water.

"The remedy, as Well as the cost of 
installing the necessary facilities to im­
prove conditions, were fully set out ,n 
the report. It was suggested ti.-t the 
contents of the report be condensed so 
that each member of the council woi.d 
be enabled more readily to grasp the es­
sential features of it and thereby de­
termine for himself whether or not the 
conclusions reached by me were cor­
rectly stated and in the main justr>d. 
In doing as t have been requested. I 
think it would not be inopportune for me 
to say that in the year 1917, in accord­
ance with the expressed wish of the 
citizens, this council employed F. A. 
.Mclnnis, the chief engineer of the Water 
Supply Department of Boston, to make 
a report on the west side system. He 
strongly advised the construction of a 
36-inch reinforced concrete pipe from 
Manchester’s corner to Spruce Lake, and 
this view was also taken by Mr. Gold­
smith, the consulting engineer for the 
Board of Fire Underwriters who asked 
for this extension, more particularly for 
Are protection purposes.

The city engineer’s estimate for this 
extension is $357,400,. and the extra 
charges for interest, sinking fund and 
maintenance is estimated at about $24,- 
000. Added to the present charges the 
total annual charge would be $52,000. 
Our present revenue from the western 
side of the harbor is $50,900. The ad­
ditional revenue is estimated at $4,000 
from the Pulp Mill and $2,000 from other 
sources during the year following the 
completion of the extension, being a 
surplus of receipts of about $4,000. It
