Seeing his young owner in the
water, “Fox” clawed his way to solid
ice, seized the boy by the coat-sleeve
and held him afloat until aid arrived.

Conley Rescues. Both.

Vincent J. Fleming, 18, was the first
to go to the rescue, but he fell through
the ice and was barely able to keep

himself afloat. Finally, with the aid of |

ladders, Larry Conley, well known in
sporting circles- as a bozer, fight pro-
moter and swimming instructor, made
his. way to the. pair, and.after getting
a thorough wetting himself,  rescued
them., . :

Yo Radcliffe is the son of ‘Mr.
and ll\‘lar‘s’ Thomas A. Radeliffe of 552
East Eighth street, Sonth. Boston. Yes-
terday afternoon he was playfully
chasing - his .dog -atross the ice al the
g‘ut of K street, only a short distance
from the shore. !

“Fox,” jumping up and down in his
excitement, fell through an open plase
in the ice, and his barks soon attracted
the boy. Leaning over the edge, young
Radcliffe tried to reach the animal, but
was unsuccessful and plunged in him-

elf.

¥ The dog, as if realizing his new re-
sponsibility, scrambled out and, bracing
his four feet, grdbbed the boy by the
sleeve. Flemming, who lives at 378 East
Eighth street, heard the youth’s cries

_ .and. at once ‘ran to his assistance, but

the ice, eoftened by the last .week's
\haw, broke under his weight just as

;" he reached him.

Several persons on the shore, includ-
ing Thomas McCarthy and Bert Spring
both of South Boston, saw the pair
struggling in the water and called for
aid. A large crowd soon gathered, but
in their excitement, they broke the ice
along the shore. The cakes, drifting
and piling up, made it impossible either
to swim or to walk to the assistance of
Radcliffe and Fleming.

Rescuer Falls In.

Some of the 50 or 60 persons whose
eagerness had further imperiled the
two, ran to the clubhouse of the Mos-
quito Yacht Club and brought several
ladders. Hardly had they been thrown
out when Conley crawled out.

The uneven surface made his trip
perilous and he fell into the water as
he was about to haul out the youths.
He quickly scrambled back, however,
and with some difficulty pulled out
Radcliffe and Fleming and passed them
back to others who had followad him
on the ladders. ]

“Fox” did not relax his grip on his
master’s sleeve until the boy was safe-
ly in Conley’s rams. Then the little
dog, disdaining the calls of scores who
wished to pay him tribute by patting
him on the head, scampered across the
jce cakes and ran for home as fast as

Steel Construction of the

Passengers Hurled from the
Berths, but Panic Avert-
ed—Car Inspectors, Lying
Under the Stopped Train,
Most Seriously Hurt.

Coburg, Ont., March 6—Ignorant of
the fact that the Ottawa train stood
on the main line of the Canadian Na-
tional Railway, just ahead of him, En-
gineer J. Reid, piloting the Montreal
train to Toronto, swung around the
‘curve into Coburg early today and
pitched into the rear end of the Ot-
tawa train.

Scores of passengers were injured,
several of the train crew were hirt.
Two of the coaches were stove in. Had
the coaches not been of steel construc-
tion the accident might have been more
setious, Nobody was killed.

Reid asserts that he was unable to
see the Ottawa train in time. A dif-
ference of only a few minutes separates
the two trains on the time schedule, but
on account of trouble with the steam
hose, it is said that it stood eighteen
minutes in front of the station. Reid
says he had received the clear signal
at leville and was not warned after-
wards of any danger ahead.

Hurled from Berths.,

Many ‘of the passengers were hurled
from their berths to the floor of the
car. There was nothing in the nature
of a panic, however. The men dressed
hurriedly and rushed outside to lend
what aid they could. Dr. Lloyd and
Dr. Ivy, both of Cobourg, gave first
aid to those who were. injured.
Inspectors Under Train.

Among those who were most serious-
ly hirt were:— L

‘Frank Smith and F. Navin, both of
Cobourg. They are both car inspec-
tors and were lying under the Ottawa
train, repairing some steam hose which
had burst, when the crash came. Smith
is believed to be suffering from a frac-
tured skull. He also has other injuries.
Navin received a nasty cut over the
head. Both men were taken to their
homes.

+ & critical illness was to be permanent
ahd that he would be spared for many
niore years of service; but death came
to him in Toronto yesterday. During
the years of his ministerial life in St.
, John Rev. Mr. Kuhring took an active
interest in all that pertained to the
city’s welfare. He was especially in-
terested in thé welfare of the poor,’ and
of all benevolent organizations. He was
déeply interested in the Canadian Club,
and a member of the executive from

the date of its organization. ‘When the

war broke out he at once volunteered
for setvice and went overseas as the
chaplain of the 6th Mounted Rifles. He
saw much service, and on his return
was deeply interested in the welfare of
the soldiers. Whoever was closely as-
sociated with Mr. Kuhring learned to
value his fine character and deeply

sympathetic nature. The best wishes of |

eyery citizen went with him when he
rémoved to Toronto, and his passing is
sincerely mourned. To Mrs. Kuhring,
whose ' splendid service in so many
womanly capacities the people of this
provinée so highly appreciate, and to
the daughter and sons the deepest
sympathy goss out in this tili)e of sore
bereavement. The writer rehiembers- a
saemorable day at Valeartier when:the
old 6th swung out from camp on the
first stage of their journey to the front.
Chaplain Kuhring, watching the cheer-
ing soldiers form up for the march
to the train, expressed his feelings in
the terse sentence: “They are the salt
of the earth.” Many of those cheering
lads “went ‘west” before the war was
over, and now their chaplain follows'
them. \

In the death of Major Willlam C.
Magee a familiar figure passes from
the streets of the city where he was
born nearly seventy years 3go. He,
too, would have gone to the Great War
but that the age limit prevented him.
‘Major Magee was well known in busi-
ness® circles througheut his life, and
apart from that his chief interest was
in the militia. From an early age until

(his retirement in 1908 he was a mem-
‘ber and officer in the 62nd Battalion,
and in more recent years the Cadet
movement took up a great deal of his
time, and was in the end the cause
of his Jamented death. The: boys -en=
tertainéd Yor him' the highest personal
regard, and apart from ‘the immediate
family there are no more sincere
mourners, now that his busy life has
reached its end. In alf ranks of life he
was ‘popular, and the courage which
whs a ‘strong feature of his character
sustained him in cheerfulness in his
last days of weakness and pain. Major
Magee was a worthy son of St. John,
who has left a record of good service
to his ‘fellows along the line of those
useful iactivities which: most appealed
to him.

. THE LATE BOURKE COCKRAN.

' More than thirty-five-. years have
passed since. the late W. Bourke Cock-
ran first entered the House of Repre-
sefitatives at Washington as a member
from the State of New York, In the
years ‘since he has been in and out of
Congress, but always a notable figure
in New York politics. Great changes
came with the years but Mr, Cockran,
as the New York Tribune puts it, re-
tained his picturesqueness to the last.
“He was like a classic actor still hold-
ing his own on a stage yieldiag to
realism and decadence” The Tribune
says further:—

“ihe veteran Congressman was above
all things, an orator, He had the orat-
orical and histrionic temperament, and
that helped greatly to keep him what
he always had been. He and Tom
Grady contended for more than a gen-
eration for the distinction of being
known as Tammany Hall’s premier ora-
tor. "He frequently exiled himself from
the Hall, which Grady never thought
of doing. But he had a broader cul-
ture and far more distinction of man-
ner than Grady had. He could change
his. political opinions with more facility.
He felt able to do without Tammany,
if need be, but Tammany never could
reconcile itself very long to doing with-
out him.” 2

Of Cockran's greatest triumph as an
orator we are told:i—

“At the Democratic National Con-
vention in 1892 he accomplished the
seemingly impossible. Grover Cleveland
was about to be nominated for the
third time. A night session was in pro-
giess id the leaky old convention build-
ing on the Chicago lake front.

John river, eighty to ninety miles from
the Bay of Fundy, and has steamship
sommunication with St. John, except
in winter. It has rail communication
with St. John, via ‘two roads, it ‘is
linked with Miramichi points and is
connected with fresh fish distributing
points in Nova Scotia via the Trans-
continental with transfer at Chipman.
Across the river is. Marysville with
considerable population and within‘rg
comparatively small radius are com-
munities of size. One would imagine
Fredericton to be an ideal market. But
observe what our informant, one whose
business it is to note these things, re-
marks:

“With reference to your letter of re-
cent date. FErmest Howe only re-
mained in the fish business a few
months. Tingley & Lee have been out
of businéss for more than three years,
and the Hygienic Fish Market changed
hands several times and finally closed.
Fredericton is’ now without a fish
market. The above firms all stated
that they were unable to get a satis-
factory supply of fish.”

WATER POWER TO.
AVERT COAL SHORTAGE

(Thrift Magazine.)
Extensive hydro-electric power de-
velopment in New York State has so
greatly reduced the need for coal that
the public utilities and industrial

_|plants of the state no longer fear a

serious coal shortage”in time of mine
strikes, .

Increased use of water power is now
saving nearly 6,000,000 tons of coal a
year and rapid progress is being made
toward a further saving through the
development and extensibn of the state’s
hydro-power s'ystem. :

Spurred by ‘the mine labor troubles
of the past few years, power compan-
fes. constructed more than 800 miles of
transmission lines during 1922, and
every mile of them was uilt with the
{dea of shutting down a coal-burning
plant. The mileage of the lines added
was greater than in the flve years pre-
vious to the miners strike. Today it is
believed that New York industrial
plants could ‘not be ‘seriously crippled
by a mine strike. Up-state utilities
would not be effected, and New York
City, in an emergency, probably c‘q'uld
get along on British®coal. - -

Some of the effects of the great de-
velopment of the up-state hydro-
electric system have been seen in the
work of the state fuel administration.
Plants that at the time the adrhin-
istration began to fénection- were sde-
pending upon coal have chan to
hydro-electric power. In other cases
where there was an acute shortage of
coal power has been transmitted from
distant cities making unnecessary em-
ergency, up-state .consumption. could
now be reduced to a few thousand tons
scattered among plants and isolated lo-
calities.

building in Water street. After some
years there the firm moved its offices
to Britain street, where it occupied-the
corner nearest Reid’s Point. After
spending several years at the new
stand, Major Magee retired from busi-
ness. The remainder of his life was
spent in looking after the estate left
‘by his father, comprising considerable
property in the city and vicinity.

‘He was very active in military cir-
cles. In 1871, at the age of sixteen, he
Jjoined the 62nd Battalion, with whi¢h
unit he was identified most of his life.
He passed through all ranks and was
advanced to major, being placed on the
retired list with that rankin 1908. Dur-
ing the Great War he was anxious to
go on active service but his age made
his ‘doing so out of the question.

Major Magee was very active in the

cadet movement, both before and after
going on the retired list.' Almost
twenty-five years ago he organiged the
first cadet corps in the city, the St.
Andrew’s Corps, which is still in ex-
istence and has been under his direct
charge ever since. After his retire-
ment he was appointed inspector of
cadets for 'the entire city. In this con-
nection he supervised the organization
and training of all the St. John corps,
and on several occasions took them
under his command to the camp al
Sussex.
! He was always greatly interested in
rifle shooting and was one of the oldest
members of the Provincial Rifie Asso-
ciation, He was particularly active in
the same way locally and was for many
years a member of the 62nd Battalion
Rifle Club, of which he was secretary
at the time of his death. During the
last year he was also secretary of the
Provincial Association. )

Major Magee was unmarried. Three
brothers survive—John B., bookkeeper
with Manchester Robertson Allison,
Ltd; T. Walter, Middleton, N. S., and
Fred P., Blackwood, Alta.

PRICE MOVEMENTS,

(Bank of Commerce Circular.)
Seasonal price adjustments in the
* cese of a number of commodities, for
the most part in a downward direction,
have slightly outweighed the rise in
price of other commodities, with the re-
sult that our monthly index number of
wholesale prices has fallen in the case
of both imports and exports, the index
of the former declining from 165.29 to
+165.11, and that of the latter from
' 151.97 to 180.70. The number for im-
ports and exports combined has fallen
from 158.63 to 157.90. :
There has been since’ January some
improvement in the price of wheat,
oats, corn, and of beef and wool. Re-
fined sigar rose sharply, largely as*a
result of crop reports. These were off-
set, however, by declines in the prices
of cattle, wool pulp, cotton, silver and
copper. Nearly half the items use= in
the computation of our number show
no change in price.

AMERICAN STEEL MARKET

(Iron Age Review.)

~cpects of all consumers of steel
getting their tonnage as they want it
to July is’growing less reassuring each
week as new demands continue to
pour forth and limitations to produc-
tion and delivery more clearly are set
forth. The better outlook for produc-
tion conditions is offset by the recur-
vences of inability to ship out produc-
tion due %o lack of cars and handling
labor at Pittsburg at the mills because
of this condition. Talk of another
wage increase becomes more general,
but the leading producers have taken
no action.

Steel shortage is evidenced on all
sides by the number of mills endeav-
oring to buy semi-finished tonnage in
ihe open market and by the reluctance
of thost with expected tonnage for
second quarter to name a price.

ALL MUST RECISTER
IF BILL IS PASSED

Vancouver and Victoria to
be Only Ports of Entry
Except in Case of Diplo-
matic Officers and Some

Others,

(Canadian Press De;patch.)

Ottawa, March 5—Within twelve
months of the coming into force of the
Chinese immigration bill, brought
down in the House by the government
a few days ago, all Chinese in Canada,
irrespective of allegiance or citizenship,
will be required to register. The bill,
the text of which is available today,
states further that the only ports of
entry for Chinese in future will be
Vancouver and Victoria, except in the
case of members of the diplomatic
corps and their suites, consuls.and con-
sular agents, Chinese who have left
Canada and are entitled to re-entry,
and Chinese children born in Canada
and who have left for educational pur-
poses. A controller of Chinese immi-
gration will be appointed.

Crooked Landlords

Purpose€ Is to Stop Practice of
Swindling Tenants Out of De-
posits Made For Rent.

. New York, March 6.—Aecting on the
complaint of ‘tenants, “sAssemblyman

Julius S. Berg of the Bronx has in-
troduced a bill which would make .a
landlord liable for larceny whenever
he fails to turn over the security to
his successor on the transfer of the
property. ‘

“Many complaints have come to me
of the practice of swindling tenants out
of moneys paid for security,” said As-
semblyman Berg yesterday. “At first
1 thought such conditions existed only
in isolated cases, but I find that the
security or deposit scheme takes on
Jarger and larger proportions each day,
and legislation to curb this practice is
very essential if the people are to be
protected against this new style of
thievery.

«Ag the law is today, we have no
means of meeting the situation square-
ly without throwing the burden upon
the tenant. I find that in many cases
it works out that the tenant is required
to put up a sum of money as a deposit
or security for the lease, for which
he receives a receipt from the owner,
but the receipt is signed by some realty
or holding company. In a few months
the property is sold to another holding
or realty concern.?T'his exchange of the
property takes place several times until
the tenant loses track of the original
owner or owners.

SHIPPING BOARD
LOSES HEAVILY

In Four Months of Operation
Loss Totals $16,000,000—
Voyages Total 609.

| Washington, Mareh 6—During the
last four months the United States
Shipping Board has lost $16,150,137.97
in the operation of its vessels. This
became known when Chairman Lasker
made public the figures for November,
December and January, as compared
with those of October. During the
perior 690 voyages were made by Ship-
ping Board steamers, covering all trad-
ing moutes. i

The total loss incurred as a result
of excess expense over income, includ-
ing overhead, repairs, insurance and
lay-up expenses, was $3,457,621.86 for
November, as compared to $3,420,-
372.08 for October. The December
loss, was $4,329,806.84, and that in
January $4,942,837.25. The voyages
completed in October were 177 as com-
pared Wwith 158 in November, 176 in
December and 179 in January.

Chairman Lasker stated that present
cost of operations is now high, although
it “has constantly declined since the

The Japanese are a very emotional peo-
ple and love either to laugh or cry,
so both" the cemedies and the blood-
agd -thunder pictures go well there.

KING OPPOSES
FILM CENSORING

Canadian Novelist Feels Pat-
rons Not in Much Danger
of Imbibing Evil.

(Boston Herald.)

Basil King, speaking on “The Sig-
nificance of the Motion Picture,” at
a_ meeting of the Fabian Society held
last evening at the Olde Grey House,
Anderson and Myrtle streets, Beacon
Hill, stated that, regarding the censor-
ing of motion pictures, he would rather
see a thing go wrong than to have it
set right by censorship. Nearly every-

thing will develop to a higher plane if |,

left alone than if tampered with, he
said.

Those to whom the motion picture
most appeals, he said, belong to the
class of people whose amusements are
few, They are people who are excluded
from many recreations because they
cannot afford them, and the extent of
tkeir sophistication and their moral
standards are different from those of
the class which is attempting to “re-
form” the motion pictures.

The well defined slump in the motion
picture industry can be traced to the
time when agitation for the betterment
of the pictures was begun, he said- And
that agitation is fostered by persons
whose interest is not primarily in the
motion pictures, but who have other
interests of more importance to them-
selves. :

Picturing the unsophistication and

unimaginativeness of the average Amer-

ican, he said that evil could bg‘im-
bibed from the pictures only by those
able to understand fully the meanings
implied, and those capable of such un-
derstahding were not of the type which
fills the moving picture theatres.
Touching on the relation of juvenile
crime to the motion picture, he said
that statistics show that such crime has
decreased rather than increased with
the advent of the pictures.

The interest in religion and educa-
Ntion, which is a tradition among Scots-
men, was a strong factor and has tend-
ed to bring out the qualities which
distinguish them wherever they are
found. It has been said that no county
in Canada can show so many men, pro-
minent in the religious and intellectual

life of the Dominion , as Pictou
County. .
The St. Andrews  Society, New

Glasgow, has taken in hand: the erec-
tion of a bronze statue in the town of
Pictou to commemorate the arrival of
the “Hector” in 1778,

It is expected that His Excellency,
the Governor General, will unveil this
memorial during the weék of the cele-
bration and the society has asked the
members of sister socleties in Canada
and United States to join them in do-
ing honor to the memory of those brave
men and women who helped to lay the
foundations of our Canadian civiliza-
tion.
