THE MATTER OF COURTESY.

The Toronto Globe spoke well of Mr.
Meredith on his retirement from politics
because ‘it could not do otherwise and
express its opinion honestly. If either
the Hon. John Haggart or Sir Adolphe
Caron were to retire the Globe would
speak of him in a very different fashion.
There are papers and persons who would
in such case accuse the Globe of want
of courtesy, but the general public would
not side with them, for the general pub-
lic is quick to estimate the effusions of
the fawning sycophant at their true
worth. . As the Globe is held up for a
model of courtesy on account of what
it has said of Mr. Meredith, it may be
well to point to a few things which the
Globe would not be likely to do. 1t
would not accuse a contemporary of dis-
courtesy and scold like a fishwife be-
cause that contemporary ventured to ex-
press its candid opinion of the course of
any politician, whether retiring or ad-
vancing. The Globe would not concern
itself with its neighbor’s manners to the
entire neglect of its own. In the matter
of courtesy, as in many other matters,

example is much better than preaching.-

There are people from whom lectures
on good manners would be of use, but
the scolding fishwife is not among - the
number.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Toronto Empine’s Sudbury corre-
spondent says a process for separating
precious metals from inferior metals by
means of dectricity is being patented,
which will make a revolution in gold
mining in Sudbury district inevitable.
If this report is correct, the device will
do a great deal for British. Columbia
mining too. No doubt those interested
will be ready to make use of the im-
provement.

The Monetary Mimes says: ‘Tt is
not easy to understand the reason that
induced the Quebec government to add
$1,320,000 to a debt of $4,000,000, on
what is in fact a renewal of the loan.
True, the transaction is spoken of as a
new. loan to replace an old one, but that
does not alter its nature. = The one pat-
ent inducement to add to the debt is the
reduction of the interest to the extent
of $4000 a year; but it wouid be a long
time before this amount would equal

the increase of the debt, and it would’

never do so during the ordinary term of
a loan.” . On the same reasoning the
Monetary Times would condemn Mr.
Turner’s pet convension scheme.

The St. Paul Pioneer-Press says: “It
is a very grave feature of the situation
that gold imports do not increase as they
usually do and ought to do at this season
of the year. We were told by the opti-
mists during the steady drain of gold in
the summer monthst that the deficit would
be made good by the autumn inflow. In
normal conditions these movements do
pretty nearly balance each other. But
there is mo sign' of the return of the
precious metal which went out in Jaly
and August at the rate of from two
million to five million of dollars per week.
The treasury gold reserve has recovered
a little, standing now at about fifty-
eight million dollars. But what a sum
that would have been thought tc be for
safe finaciering a year ago! Long since
that a reserve many millions greater was
considered so small as to require imper-
atively a bond issue. And what the fu-

ture has in store for us, when the export
of gold begins again later on, with the
reserve far below the safety poinf and
the national revenue still short of nation-
al expenditure seven or eight millions a
month, as it was in September, a thought-
ful man does not like to consider.” The
outlook may not be quite so grave as the
Pioneer-Press pictures it for party ipur-
poses, but the figures are in themseives
not very reassuring.

The Toronto Mail says: “Mr. Fraser,
M. P., who along with Mr. Laurier has
been denouncing monopolies in the west,
admitted last session that he is a share-
holder in the glass combine, and regularly
draws his dividend. It is because people
are willing to put. their money into such
enterprises that they exist. Perhaps
some of the stones the member for Guys-
boro’ has been throwing will demolish
his glass house.” The Mail poses as a
strictly non-partisan and therefore strict-
ly impartial newspaper, but this. para-
graph shows that it can be quite as un-
fair as any party journal of the baser
sort.  Mr. Fraser has many times ex-
pressed not only willingness but anxiety
to have the conditions removed which
make such combines possible. if he is
ready to sacrifice his dividends in the
interests of the people generally he de-
serves: praise instead of a sneer. There
are very few of the protectionist sort
who would follow his example.

Instead of dealing with the Empire as
one of those offending Canadians who
are ready to run down the mother coun-
try in the hope of making a :political
point for its party the Colonist follows
its example. That is about as elese to
consistency as our amusing neighbor usu-
ally comes. There is some satisfaction,
however, in seeing~ that it has in run-
ning away from its duty stumbled on an
important economic truth which its par-
ty studiously ignores, namely, that “the
experience of mnations is proving that
neither free trade mor protection cun se-
cure complete and permanent prosperity.
No matter what the commercial policy
of a country is its trade is liable to
fluctuations and some—of its iunterests
are forced to undergo serious vicissi-

tudes.” Canadians have repeatedly been
told by Conservative politicians and pa-
pers that protection would “ensure com-
plete and permanent prosperity,” and in
former days the people were foolish
enough to accept this as the truth. They
know better now, and they moreover per-
ceive how dishonest and untruthful the
preachers of this ‘doctrine are.

INTERIOR INTELLIGENCE.

Some New Claims Located and
a Lot of Promising Ore
to be Shipped.

Placer and Quartz Mining on Cari-
boo 'Creek—Other Ngotes
of Interest.

Nakusp Ledge.

A number of new locations have been
received from the Cariboo creek country,
plainly showing the 'interest taken in
the new camp. Snow has fallen to a
considerable depth on the higher ranges,
forcing the prospector to seek winter
quarters, There are yet a few hardy
spirits out skirmishing for traces of
mineral through the valleys. In every
instance the mineral in place shows a
quartz formation, not infrequently with
inside lodes of peacock ore. Galena in
streaks also appears. It has been satis-
factorily proven that as the vein des-
cends it loses the surface character and
develops into the peacock body, as shown
in the Golden Eagle and others. Next
spring there will be'a great revival in
the new camp and thorough development
work will be performed on the located
claims, while the adjacent territory will
be minutely inspected for fresh ledges.

A ‘survey was made a few days ago
of the ore in sight on the Slocan Star.
The mineral was computed at the as-
touding figure of 232,000 tons, and that,
too, without further drifting. Reckon
that at the low value of $100 a ton and
some idea of the richness of the property
may be obtained.

The heavy rains of last week caused
a portion of the track, just beyond the

first crossing, to settle several feet, in-

terrupting traffic for two or three days,
It took a great deal of ballast to irim
the grade up to its former good shape.

BOARD OF TRADE BUSINESS

The Council Refuses to Consider a
Letter Dealing With the
Duty on Opium.

Advertising of Victoria and British
Columbia Referred to a
Committee.

The board:of trade held its adjourned
quarterly meeting yesterday. There
were about thirty members present and
President Flumerfelt presided. The
matter of advertising the city was dis-
cussed and left to a committee. 'L'heré
was other business, but because notice
of it had not been given it could not be
considered.

‘A letter was read from H. C. Beetpn,
agent-general at London, acknowledging
the receipt of some photographs and a_sk-
ing for one of the ‘board of trade build-
ing, and a series showing the different
industries, 'was read. The secretary re-
ported that the committee on manufac-
tures had given the matter attention and
the action was approved.

A létter was received from Port Kliza-
beth;, ‘Africa, giving information as to
harbor and facilities for landing cargoes.
Received and filed.

MecPhillips, Wootton & Barnard trans-
mitted a petition to Minister Bowell set-
ting forth the fact that the manufac-
turers of opium were being made to pay
duty upon a lot of dross made up -of
leaves and other matter, that owing to
changes in trade laws they had suffered,
and asking that a duty of one dollar pcr
pound be charged only on the actual
quantity of opium received. The peéti-
tion was signed by several representa-
tive business men and asked that the
sanction of the board of trade under
seal be given to the petition.

C. B. Renouf said that it was hardly
a matter for the board to take up.

John Nicholles said that the record
showed that all of the crude opium im-
ported was used here and goes out ille-
gally for it is smuggled. The board
could hardly stoop to endorse an illegi-
timate industry.

T. B. Hall moved, seconded by Mr. El-
lis, that the matter be referred to the
couneil of the board to consider.

Frank Gregary raised the point that
as no notice had been given the mat-
ter it could not be brought up. 'The
by-laws were looked up and the chair
was forced to rule the letter out of ord-
er. An appeal to the house for a two-
thirds vote to permit the consideration
of the matter failed. 'The house then
in a playful way refused to hear any
other letters read.

President Flumerfelt said that he was
happy to state that there was one mat-
ter of which due mnotice had been given,
and that was the proposal to advertise
Victoria and British Columbia. He
was sorry that when Lord Brassey was
here his time was,6 so limited that he
could not deliver a lecfure. He himself
would have been delighted to have heard
him and he knew that everyone else
would have been so. He said that the
lines of steamships established on the
Pacific connected the ecity with the
Orient and Australia and the South
Seas, and brought visitors and travellers
to whom 'the wealth of the mines and
forests and - other natural resources
should be made known. When President
Van Horne was here the speaker showed
him a map of the harbor giving the
depth of water at the outer wharf and
that genfleman had promised to make it
a full port of call for all of the com-
pany’s boats. He regarded the C. P. R.
as committed to that promise and he
believed it would be kept. Mr. Sea-
brooke, of ithe firm of R. P. Rithet &
Co.. who was present, could explain the
present situation. The question before
the board was should they attempt to
advertise the city and if they decided to
then they must ascertain how best to
do it.

Mrr. Seabrooke said that the chart in
question was prepared by Mr. Gamble
from his own surveys and soundings and
showed 30 feet of water between the
two big wharves at dead low tide. His
firm had the chart somewhere but he
had been unable to find it.

J. H. Brownlee wanted to know how
the matter of advertising ., had been
brought up, and the chair stated that
some Victoria citizens, who had been to
China and Japan and other places, had
reported that Victoria was virtually un-
known.

W. H. Elis said that a well written
pamphlet containing reliable statements
of the trade, resources and climatic con-
ditions of ithe province and profusely il-
lustrated,” would meet the requirements
of the case._

'Walter Morris seconded the idea of
having a pamphlet and said that we
should aid and foster all' the industries
started here. He believed that British
Columbia snould be stamped on every-
thing made here. ’

Munro Miller warned the board
against bringing any poor people here as
conditions were now. It was men that
had capital who were needed. Capital
at present.commanded anywhere from.-8
to 24 per cent. (Laughter.)

Dubois Mason believed they should get
the London pictorial papers to print pie-
tures taken here.

Captain J. G. Cox said that the city
and province were not known in the
Orient. Other cities, among them Van-
couver, had ‘pamphlets distributed in the
hotels and depots. He had seen one
reference to Victoria as a summer re-
sort. ‘The city should be advertised
there in some way as it meant business.

Frank Gregory said the city should be
advertised and kept advertised.

John Nicholles showed two little leaf-
lets, one giving fifty facts about Peter-
boro and the other a lot of pithy facts
about: St. Paul. 'They had not cost
much, and he believed that they made
excellent advertising matter.

Powers “Respecting
Eastern War.

Shanghai, Oect. I11.—Various local ru-
mors are in circulation, the most promi-
nent being that forty thousand Japanese
troops have landed near Suanhaikwan,
on the boundary between the Chinese
provinces of Manchuria and 'Chili.\ at
the eastern end of the great wall which
traverses China. The telegraph wires
have been cut, thus hindering communi-
cation with the district. A report which
is classed here as unreliable says that
the Japanese have effected a landing
near Newchwang, Gulf of-Loao Tong.
It is reported that several Japanese war-
ships have been sighted off 'Makauar.

A dispatch received from Tientsin to-
day states that the British and Russian
ministers have arrived there and that
they will proceed at once to Pekin. An-
other report which reached this city is
that after a skirmish which took place
north of the Yalu river yesterday: the
Japanese outposts were driven Dback
across the river.

Advices received here from Port Ar-
thur say that the repairs to the Chinese
Heet engaged in the battle at Yalu river
have been completed and that the fleet
will proceed to sea to-day.

Suanhaikwan, where the Japanese are
reported to have landed- forty thousand
troops, is directly cn the railroad lead-
ing from Tientsin to Moukden, and is of
great ‘strategi¢ thportance. In fact the
cpinion has been expressed that if Suan-
haikwan is captured there is nothing to
prevent the Japanese from marching on
Pekin. A Japanese fléet was reported
to have been sighted off Suanhaikwan
September 29.

St. Petersburg, Oect. 11.—The Novisti
says to-day on the war: “In the event
of being victorious Japan will establish
herself firmly in Corea and thus become
a constant menace to Russia. At the
same time China will threaten Russia
from Manchuria. = The result possibly
will be that we will be unable to main-
tain our Siberian frontier. The only
means of averting this is to send troops
at once to Corea and Manchuria and
annex both.”

Vienna, Oect. 11.—The Pholitiscer. cor-
respondent says that on the 6th Great
Britain addressed a circular note to the
British diplomatists accredited to the
great powers, directing them to open
negotiations with a view to effecfing an
understanding as to the measures to pro-
tect Europeans in China; also to deter-
mine the limit to which the powers would
permit the Japanese to advance in Cc-
rea.

London, Oct. 11.—The Times has this
dispateh from its Tientsin correspondent:
“The recent withdrawal of English ana
other families from Pekin - appears to
have been.the result of a Japanese ruse.
Information was imparted confidentially
from Tokio of an intended descent upon
the coast of the province of Pichili and
attacks upon Pekin. This induced tne
foreign ministers to take measures for
the safety of the women. The Japanese
expected to excite Pekin and its popu-
lation, but among the Chinese the effect
has been rather to arouse the court to
a resolute defence of the emperor. 'The
popular feeling in Pekin and Tientsin is
usually friendly to foreigners, whom
the natives regard as a sort of pledge o
safety. The chronic street rowdies can
easily be controlled, provided the foreign
ministers: and consuls insist upon the
Chinese officials doing their duty. vhe
former heretofore bave been culpably
lax in this respect.”

The Times corespondent in I’aris says
that negotiations are proceeding between
Germany, France, the United States and
Russian and’ Englaend with a viéw to
diplomatic action for the restoration of
peace in the east. None of these pow-
ers, the correspondent states, advocate
interfering with the course of events by
other than diplomatic means.

London; Oct. 11.—The Central News
correspondent in Wi Ju gives further
details of a battlé,'reported earlier in
the day from Tokio. ‘He says that the
Japanese force had been greatly delayed
in its advance by the badness of the
roads. The heavyiguns could be brought
forward but slowly and the troops were
often compelled to wait for supplies.
The pioneer troops had to be used re-
peatedly to make the roads passable.

NEWFOUNDLAND STORMS.

Many Vessels Lost and Others Dam-
aged.

St. John's; Nfid., Oct. 11.—~Communi-
cation with St. Pierre Miquelon is in-
terrupted, and details of = the  havoc
wrought by the gale on Tuesday night
are obtained omly .with great difficulty.
The gale raged” all' Tuesday night with
heavy rain. When the storm  began
there was a large fleet of fishing vessels
that had been driven in from the gramd
banks by the gale of ten days ago.
There'were more than three hundred ves-
sels atanchor. ‘When the gale was at
its height many of these vessels broke
loose from their moorings, \drove ashore
and became a total loss.- Several came
into collision with other vessels, sm_ash-
ing them up. Great confusion remained
ing them up, = Great confusion reigned,
the crews of many vessels abandoning
their craft. Between . forty and fifty
vessels went ashore. Eight of these
were total losscs, all having from 50{)
to 700 quintals of fish aboard. IThe pi-
ot boat Le Pourtante »was also wrecked.
No lives were lost in port. The crew of
the . Avelan, numbering 20 men,” who
were supposed to have been lost, were
found safe to-day when the storm abpt‘-
ed. [They had escaped to vessels which
had ridden out the storm safely. ‘'l'he
gravest apprehension ‘exists in St. Pierre
concerning many fishing vessels that
were on the banks in the recent gale.

Al returning ships were more or less
damaged. The French banking fleet
numbers nearly 400 vessels. From ac-
counts brought in it is believed many
were unable to withstand the gale and
were lost with all' hands. The exact
number lost canmot be estimated for a
faw days but it is believed ten ships at
least have gone down. The damage
done by the gale is so general that the
fishermen will be compelled to abandon
bank fishing for this season, thus suffer-
ing a further serious loss. Many re-
ports ‘of disaster by the recent gale are
reaching’ St. John’s. The Gloucester
fishing schooner Martha C. was lost at
the Bay Islands, but the crew ' were
saved. - The steamer Virginia Lake had
her decks swept, her engine rToOm
smashed and other damage. [The
Gloucester schooner Annie ‘Wastrie lost
her anchor dnd dories. ' One of her crew
was swept overboard but was after-
wards rescued. 'The vessel leaked s0
badly that the crew were at the pumps
for ‘two days -and ights.

CATTLE SHIP IN A STORM.

Hundreds of Sheep and Cattle Killed
on the Atlantle.

New York, Oct. 12.—Cattle men who
reached New York yesterday on the Na-
*tional Line steamer Greece from Lon-
don, brought news that the Europe, an-
other ship of the same line, encountered
a terrific storm during her last run from
this port to London and lost nearly half
of the live stock she carried. ‘Owing
to an accident to her steering gear the
Europe lay hepless in the trough of the
sea for twelve hours and a pitiable
slaughter of her cattle and sheep re-
sulted. The Burope sailed from New
York on September 2nd with a ‘miscell-
aneous cargo in addition to which she
carried 584 cattle and 599 sheep. - She
ran into a terr:fic northwesterly gale on
the afternoon of September Sth, and be-
fore night her rudder chain parted and
it wwas impossible to keep her head 'to the
wind. - She folt-off and rolled heavily,
shipping seas continually until the ecat-
tle pens on ‘the main and epar decks
were flooded. MThe bedding was washed
from beneath the feet of the cattle and
th flooring became so slippery that they
could not stand. The ship labored ter-
ribly and before midnight the crew got
some oil bags overboard te prevent the
seas breaking over her. Before morn-
ing the pens on the port side gave way
and the ecattle ‘were washed overboard.
Dead cattle lay about all over the ship.
An hour later, whilesfrom the pens,
which had stood the strain, an incessant
bellowing told - that 'the slaughter con-
tinued. = A sheep pen on the port side
gave away too, and many of the ani-
mals were crushed to death. In some
instances plunging bullocks were thrown
into the sheep pens and struggled there
until they died. MThe crew was small
and although the wind abated in the
morning a heavy sea was still running.
It was not till four o’dlock in the af-
ternoon that the steering gear was re-
paired an the steamer got under way.
Then the sailors procee¢ded to clean the
decks. . 'They threw overboard 233 oat-
tle and 187 sheep. ..Others were sub-
sequently killed.

An ‘East ’Bou\ndj} Southern Pacific
Train  Held Up Near
Sacrameanto.

Fifteen Thousand Dollars Said to
Have Bcen Securcd by
the Robbers.

Sacramento, Cal., Oct. 12.—The east-
bouad overland 'Southern Pacific train
which left San Francisco at 6 o’clock
was stopped and robbed last night about
seven miles from this city. Between
twelve and fifteen thousand dollars was
secured by the robbers after a short but
spirited gun fight in which Wells Fargo's
meéssenger was. the only one injured.

Engineer Scott of the held up train
sSays: “The track-walker was forced
to flag the train at Sheep camp, about
seven miles from Sacramento in Yolo
county. Four torpedoes were placed on
the track by the robbers. 'When the
train came to a standstill the robbers
ordered the engineer and ﬁreman to g0
to the express car and have the messen-
ger open the dsor.. The messenger put
his head out'of the window and the rob-
bers fired two shots. The window glass
was shattered, severely cutting the mes-
senger’s head. The messenger turned
his shot gun loose through the car door.
The two Tobbers responded with thelr
guns but mno one was hurt. During
the progress of the shooting a bag trans-
fer man was fired at but not hurt. Af-
ter the shooting the express car door
was opened by the messenger. T})e en-
gineer and firemen were ordered inside,
one of the robbers following, while the
other stood guard at the door. ‘Ihe
messenger was ordered to unlock the
safe, which he did promptly. Three or
four sacks of money were taken from
the safe, the amount of which is not
known. The robbers. then compelled
the engineer and fireman to uncouple the
engine from the train. [Two brakemen
were made to assist. ‘The robbers plac-
ed the sacks of money on the engine,
and took the engine and headed tor Sa-
cramento, leaving the engineer, hremi}n
and brakemen behind.  After some dis-
tance the robbers "abandoned the en-
gine. ‘The lever 'was reversed and the
engine returned ‘to th>dtrain at about the
rate of six miles an hour. The eng_in‘e
collided with the baggage ear, cme'nhmg
in ‘the front platform. The engineer
and fireman boarded the train and start-
ed for Sacramento. The engineer foun.d
a mask made out ¢f a portion of a pair
of drawems. There were two rpbbers.
The engineer and fireman complained of
their backs which they said were hurt
Dy the robbers striking them in ‘the back
with their guns. ' They each had {wo
big reveolvers besides a rifla each. = 'The
robbers’ faces rwere blackened. Both
are big men.”” 'The train was the east-
bound overland train #ra'n No. 3, leaving
San Frmancisco at 6 p.m., and due at
Sacramento at 9:40 p.m. Three tramps,
one of 'whom was on the tender of the
engine, were arrested as witnesses. A
posse of railroad detectives have left for
the scene of the robwery.

-The country is aroused between here
and Davisville and the officials are mak-
ing every effort to capture the robberg;.
News is expected at any moment. It is
reported at noon that the amount cap-
tured by the train robbers is $15,000.

San Francisco, Oct. 12.—Thé Southern
Pacifiec railway company and Wells-
Fargo Express company this afternoon
offered a reward of $2500 for each of the
men who robbed the overland train near
Davisyille last night and $5000 for the
recovery. of the amount stolen, which
they assume was $50,000.

Track Walker Kelley tells a story
which entirely corroborates the e;ory
told by the tramp Colton. The bridge
tender at the Yolo bridge saw the en-
gine ag it brought the robbers toward the
city and saw them as they left the
train. He heard the sound of break-
ing glass ‘when they smashed the head-
light, before sending the engine back,
so that they mugt have come within a
mile of Sacramento. It is supposed the
robbers crossed the river in a beat and
may be in Sacramento.

CLEYELAND’S RETICENCE.

Has Not Yet Come Out in Support of
Hill. ;

Washington, Oect. 12.—If the president
were to return to Washington and con-
sult his cabinet as to what the admin-
istration attitude towards the New York
campaign shopld be, he would discover at
least two secretaries who believe that he
ought to write a letter endorsing the
regular ticket headed by Senator Hill.
Neither secretary has met Hill except on
the most formal occasions, - and their
sentiments are in no wise influenced by
personal feelings towards the- senator.
Hill as a presidential candidate has been
vigorously opposed by both, and there
is no likelihood of their ever agreeing
to his nomination. Both secretaries
share the conviction that defeat in New
York cannot fail to reflect on the ad-

ministration and to seriously jeopardize

party success in the future. But Presi-
dent Cleveland has not written to a
single member of the cabinet with the
possible exception of Secretary Lamont,
and has not given any advice. Colonel
Lamont insists that he has received no
word from Gray Gables, but his move-
ments during the last three days would
indicate that he has not been kept whol-
ly in the dark as to the president’s
views.

Adam Smith’s Explanaiion of the Dis-
affection in. Scotland.

In the introduction to the catalogue
Mr. Bonar furnishes a fac simile of a

long ietter from the illustrious author of
“The Wealth of Nations,” which is in-
teresting from its remarks on the causes
of Scottish Jacobitism in the eighteenth
century. Smith attributes it to disat-
fection with the act of union. The let-
ter is dated Glasgow, 4th of April, 1760.
After alluding to Col. Hoke’s “Secret
History of his Negotiations in Scotland
in Favor of the Pretender,” which haa
just then made its appearance, "‘as like-
ly to throw a damp on the militia,”
Smith adds: “Nothing, however, appears
to me more excusable than the disaffec-
tion of Scotland at that time. . . The
immediate effect of it was to hurt the
interests of every single order of men in
the country. 'The dignity of the nobility
was undone by it; the greater part of the
gentry who had been accustomed to re-
present their own country in its own par-
liament were cut off forever from all
hopes of representing it in a British
parliament. KEven the merchants seem-
ed to suffer: at first. The trade to the
plantations was indeed open to them;
but that was a trade which they knew
nothing about. The trade they were ac-
quainted with—that to France, Holland
and the Baltic—was laid under new em-
barrassments which almost annihilated
the two first and mwst important branch-
es of it. The clergy, too, who were then
far from insignificant, were then alarm-
ed ahout the church. No wonder if at
that time all orders of men conspired in
cursing a measure hurtful to their im-
mediate interests.”

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s WIL CHINA CALL QUITS?

Report Thag They ' Have Tired
of the War With Their
Neighbors.

She Would Like to Indemnify
Japan For What She
Has Spent.

)

Londen, Oct. 12.—The Pall Mall Ga-
zette publishes an interview with a lead-
ing Chinese official in London, in which
he says with the exception of the naval
battle at Yalu, not a serious blow has
been struck at China. 'This, he said,
was merely the beginning of a great war.
He denied that the battle at Ping Yang
was a crushing dcfeat for the Chinese.
When hostilities are renewed on a large
scale he declares that China will produce
an ample number of warships.

A dispatch to the Pall Mall Gazette
from Yokohama says: “Otori Keisuke,
the Japanese sodier and diplomat, has
been recalled owing to his failure to ef:
fect Japanese reforms in Corea. Count
Inouye, the Japanese minister of the
interior, will shortly proceed to Corea.”

A Tokio dispateh says Corea being
cleared of the Chinese an opportunity
has ‘arrived for Japan to undertake the
thorough internal reform of the goveru-
ment of the country. For this purpose
the Japanese minister of the interior
will proceed at once to Corea. Adrvices
from Nankin report the outbreak of the
Kolaibwen society fifty miles from Han-
kow. All is quiet at Wachang, but tor-
eigners are not allowed to remain there.

A Shanghai dispatch says a rumor is
in circulation there that China has sought
to patch up peace with Japan by ac-
knowledging an indemnity equal to the
war expenditures of that country.

Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 12.—Humphrey
P. Kendrick, a prominent merchant of
this city, returned this morning from a
four months’ business trip to Japan. He
escaped the interviewers at San Francis-
co. To a United Press correspondent
he talked reluctantly about the ‘war. He
y thinks = the conflict disastrous from a
commercial point of view, and thinks
even if the Japanese should be victorious
it will take years to recoup the losses.
At Yokohama, Tokio, Kobe, Osaki, the
old capital, and throughout the empire,
Kendrick says, he never saw anything
like the enthusiasm displayed. This s
added to by the action of the mikado
in going before the people uncovered and
in personally directing the movements of
the troops. When the emperor went to
the front at Hiroshima the wildest er-
thusiasm was displayed. In going
through Tokio the population turned out
en masse. So far there is little doubt
that the training of the Japs will result
in their being victorious.

Every subject fit for service has vol-
unteered. . The government have nof
found it necessary to.enlist them and
the dranios, or two swordsmen, as the
fighting contingent is called, have proved
able to cope with the Chinese. The
story of harbors beipg filled with tor-
pedos is a ruse of the Japanese pure and
simple. There is not a single torpedo
in the inland sea. The only danger in
travelling in the Orient now is in taking
passage on a native vessel. Ships under
foreign flags are safe. "

A ROUGH PASSAGE.

Schooner Lily L. Damaged by an KEx-
plosion.

San Francisco, Oct. 11.—The sealing
schooner Lily L. reached here from Sand
Point to-day after a passage of fifteen
days with several hundred sealskins for
C. L. Ladd. According to her report the
vessel had a narrow escape from total
destruction.  Owing to an explosion of
gunpowder the deck from stern to quar-
terdeck was blown off and five of the
crew badly burned. The accident hap-
pened on May 20, seventy-five miles
southeast of Cape Yanno. A boat was
being lowered, when a can of gunpowder
exploded. At the time the unfortunute
members of the crew were in proximity
to the explosion. They were burled in
all directions by the shock; their clothes
were stripped from their bodies and their
flesh was burned from their bones. FEv-
erything possible was done for the woun-
ded. but their sufferings were intense.
About five o’clock on the evening of the
accident the Lily L. overhauled a Japan-
ese schooner-and asked for aid, but the
crew of the schoorer refused assistance
because sufficient coin was not offered
to pay for carrying the vietims. Cap-
tain Thompson was forced to put into
Hakodate.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

A few weeks ago the Quebee. govern-
ment passed an order in council fixing a !
crown due of 40 cents per log on spruce
logs for paper pulp cut on the crown
lands of the province, but allowing a
rebate of 15 cents per cord ‘when the
logs were reduced to pulp in mills within
the province. - It seems to have been
feared in Ottawa that this discrimina-
tion against mills in the States, though
not due to the action of the Dominion
government, would lead to the duty being
replaced on Canadian lumber entering
the States by way of retaliation. The
Dominion government therefore suggest- I
ed that the discrimination should pe |
dropped, and the Quebec¢ government has
accepted the advice, making a uniform
rate of 40 cents per cord without rebate.

Mr. Chamberlain proposes to intro-
duce a bill at the next session of the
British parliament to provide for the
furnishing of state aid to artisans for
the purchase of homes of their own, for
the granting of old age pensions, for the
limitation of the hours of labor in shops
and families, for the restriction of pau-
per alien immigration and a new employ-
ers’ liability act, embodying a contract-
ing-out clause. Mr. Chamberlain seems
to take the British artisan for ‘a bird
that can be caught with chaif.

The Revelstoke Mail - concludes that
‘“West Kootenay should vote for the
Liberals and free trade, or partial free
trade, or anything that will help us to
get out of the clutches of the C. P. R.”

A STUPID COMPARISON.

The character of a defence s am un-
erring index to the character of what is
defended. No man finds himself under
the necessity of defending truta by apcl-
ogy or of offering excuses for tha- whieh
produces only gooi results. It ‘s an old
device of wrongdcers to sesk to divert
attention from tkeir wrongdoing by at-
tempting to pick holes in the coats of
those who would expose-it. . Four years
ago the Victoria protectionist -asserted
that though we did pay more for our
goods on account of protection we got
it all back again, and more too. m the
increased prosperity which protection cre-
ated. The logic of facts having com-
pletely established the falsity of this
claim in the experience of the business
men and working men of Victoria, our
champions of protection are driven to tha
expedient of directing popular attention
from the investigation of the evils re-
sulting from protection to the considera-
tion of representations of British pro-
tectionists in their efforts to disparage
the effects of free trade. Finding it
impossible to defend protection on its
merits, they .apologize for it by  insti-
tuting a comparison between th> condi-
tion of the farmers in England and the
farmers in Canada. Recognizing that
the failure of protection to benefit the
Capadian farmer is established by facts
which they cannot set aside, they seek
to place free trade in the same category
by aSserting its failure to malte prosper-
ity for his British contemporary. But
if free trade does fail to make prnspei-ity
for the British farmer, by the admission
of protectionists themselves it does not
make‘him pay a high price for the fail-
ure. The British farmer in prosperous
times is not compelled to pay the price
of high tariffs for makipg them, and if

tiard times do come upon him th
not made harder for-him by the burden

of protective taxes in addition. Compared

with the British the Oanadian farmer is
at the disadvantage—if protectionist rea-
soriing be sound—that when he enjoys
good times he must pay smartly for
them in high duties or in profits to man-
ufacturers; and when times are bad with
him protection still demands its pound of
flesh. ~After two years of the worst
kind of times in Victoria and the sur-
rounding: country protection ~adds as
much to the cost of goods consumed by
the inhabitants as it did - when fimes
were at their best. ;

But the comparison made by protec
tionists between Canadian and British
farmers is not a fair one. The vast
majority .of Canadian farmers own the
land they till and should reap the reve-
nue not only of tillers of the soil but of.
landlords as. well. In Britain one set
of men till tl;é soil which another set of
men own, and revenue from cultivation
which in Canada goes into the pockets of
working farmers, are in Britain divided
between farmers who work and landlords
who do nothing to increase their returns,
and invariably the largest share falls to
the latter. In Canada the whole reve-
nues from cultivation and” ownership
are burdened with the support of only
one class, and that an active one in
production; in Britain thesesrevenues arg
burdened with the support of two classes,
by far the most expensive one of which
is non-productive.

'The expenditures of government which
go to increase taxation upon the farmer
are more numerous-and of greater vol-
ume -in Britain than in Canada. The

Canadian farmer. is. compelled to con-
tribute in taxation: are limited to a pure-
ly civil or commercial character. In ad-
| dition to these' the British farmer is
taxed for the expenditures of a royal
court and the pensioning of a host of
royal relatives, the maintenancs of large
armies -and the constrinction  of vast

| fortifications in every part of the globe

and the keeping in etticiency of a naval
establishment of such a magnitude as
the world in its past has not ever eéven
dreamed of. Yet in spite of all these
adverse conditions that free trade did
promote the prosperity of the British
farmer history abundantly proves, but

| in doing so in a country with a crowded

and increasing population it induced a
keen competition for a share in the farm-
ers’ prosperity which enabled the idling
landlord to put up the rent of the work-
ing farmer to the utmost limit which the
most prosperous years made possible. Un-
der any trade policy or any system of
taxation it is not possible that all years
should be alike prosperous, and a high
rent to the British farmer in the best
years brought - disaster " to -hiy in less
prosperous ones, and as a natural con-
sequence a demand for a reduction of
rent.” It is not in thp nature of things
that men enjoying fat revenues should
relinquish them without any eoffort to
save them, and in his dilemma the Brit-
ish landlord finds in the protective idea
the readiest instrument for the perpetu-
ation of high rents. If the handful of
landlords -who own ‘the soil of Britain
could induce a majority of the British
people to shut out foreign'griin or by
protective tariffs to make iheir own
bread dearer, the increased profits to be
made in growing grain on British firms
must in the end find theif way into their
own pockets, and the hearts of ihe kind
of . (landlord) ‘farmers” for  which the
protectionist press of -Canada has so
much sympathy would be made glad.
But the manufacturing and trading peo-
ple of England are not so ignorant of
economic problems as to make them an
easy prey to the protectionist sophistry.
They are beginning to ‘discover the rea-
son why the ‘burden’ of direct taxation
has fallen so heavily. on themselves is
that the landlords of Great Britain have
not so far been contributing anything
like their fair share. ©° And thus it is
that the agitation for the taxation of
ground rents is assuming much more im-
portant proportions in Britain than that
kind of bastard protection known to
British politics as ‘“fair trade.” 'The
next great fight between British free
traders and their opponents wil. not be
over the question of returning to a policy
of protection, but over the question of
placing the burdens of direct taxation
where they properly belong.. Any com-
parison between British farmers, taxed
enormously for military expenditurcs in
almost every country on earth and to
meet the charges of a huge national debt
contracted in useless wars of more' than
a century ago, and Canadian farmers,
taxed only fore expenditures within their
own territory aud almost exclusively for
commercial inprovements mads in theis
own time and for their own advantage,
could orly be made by menw ho are
ignorant of the value of argument or are
in the desperate straits of having no
sound argument to offer. Why do not
protectionist editors compare the condi-
tion of the British farmer under free
trade with that of contemporaries in
brotectionist countries of a like age and
subject to similar conditions? Why do
not they compare the British with the
French, or Italian, or German, or Aus-
i trian, or Russian farmer? Perhaps it is

-asked of the corporation for the Com-

Sergeant Forbes of the Sydney
Police Here After Frede-
rick Bollman.

Prisoner’s Regard for Truth—Part
of Stolen Money Missing
—Extradition.

Sergeant Forbes of the New South

Wales police arrived here on Saturday
evening on the Arawa, armed with the

necessary papers for the extradition of
Frederick Bollman, who absconded from
Sydney over two months ago, stealing
$6,000 from Hinckley & Co., a German
hardware firm. 'The exact method tl}a.t
will be followed in formally transferring
the prisoner to the representative of lpe
Sydney police has not yet heen determin-
ed. upon, as the case is without prece('lent
and the greatest care must be exercised
to proceed legally. - Never. before has a
province of Canada been called upon to
give up a prisener to an Austral}au col-
ony, and the experience gained in suc.h
matters by the local authorities in their
dealings with American cases are of no
value. Canada and New South Wales
are under the same ruler, are part of
the same country logically, and the pres-
ent case will be very similar to trans-
ferring a case from Ontario to Qritigh
Columbia, or from Oregon to California
in the United States.: Sergeant Forpes
is armed with a wurrant properly sworn
to before Magistrate Isaacs in Sydney
and duly endorsed on the back by Sir
Robert Duff, governor of New South
Wales; and sealdd with the great seal of
the colony. The question with the po-
lice is as to whether Magistrate Macrae
can turn him over to Sergeant Forbes
or a justice of the supreme court will
have to make the order.

Bollman has $2300 hidden away some-
where or in tbe keeping of a friend. On
the way up Mr. Forbes stopped at the
Hawaiian hotel at Hondlulu, and was
told by the clerk that Bollmaa when
there deposited 570 pounds sterling, or
about $2800, for safe keeping. Ile drew
it a short time before he sailed on the
Warrimoo, and it is certain that he did

- pot spend it before he got aboard the

boat. When arrested here he had ounly
117 pounds on his person, and with tears
in his eyes told Chief Sheppard that a
second thief had robbed him in Apia,

Pacific Company.

Now on Her Way to Victoria—Splen-
_‘did Product of Marine
“ * Architecture.

s (li'mm our own. Correspondent.)
Glasgow, Sept. 8.—It is with great
pleasure that the representative of /the

Times in Scotland is enabled to lay. be-

fore ‘the readers of this paper a complete
description of the splendid new paddle
steamer to be placed on’ the Vietoria-
Vancouver route by the Canadian Pa-

-cific railway company about the middle

of ‘November next. The Times repre-
sentative was exceedingly fortunate in

securing the only. permit that has been

given to any one outside ‘the company’s
employ or unconnected' with the ship-
building firm, .to inspect the vessel. "The
C.: P. R. people are not-anxjous to ex-

hibit anything intended for their service,

before it is finished and placed at the
disposal of the public. -~ Through the
courtesy and kindness of Mr. Henry
Beatty, manager of the C. P. R. at To-
ronto, under whose personal superyision
the new steamer was built, from keel to
smokestack, stem to stern; ‘inside and
out, hull, engines and upholstery, the
Times man was placed in possession of
every scrap of information Times readers
want to know about this marvel of
Clyde shipbuilding, engineering and out-
fitting.  Mr." Beatty, in fact, is one of
that small but noble army who make
glad the heart of ye newspaper man
and who provoke the Oriental invoca-
tion, “May his shadow always remain
about the same, for of such is the news-
paper man’s kingdom come.” As a pion-
eer resident of British Columbia, = Mr.
Beatty's name is familiar to most of the
province’s old settlers, and he and your

correspondent, had a jolly ‘‘crack” about |

British Columbia—*Do you know so and
s0?” and “Ts old Blank still to the fore?”
and “What has become of Smith, Brown,
Jones and Robinson and all'the rest of
the boys?’” And so on for an hour or
80.
Mr. Beatty was in London last winter
on C. P. R. business and was about to
return home to Canada when he met
Mr. Van Horne, who said he had better
go down to Dumbarton and see the new
boat constructed. ' Aecordingly, for a
few months Mr. Beatty’s comfortable
figure and grave but kindly face, with

its wonderfully sharp eyes, that miss

nothing, were present at all hours in the
big Leven shipyard . (Messrs. William
Denny & Bros.), in the very shadow of
famous old Dumbarton castle and rock,
and if ever a ship was “staunchly built
and well” this ene was, as Victorians
will see for themseives when she arrives
in a few weeks, via Cape Horn,

In reply to a request from your cor-
respondent to be permitted to view the
vessel as she lay in -the basin at Dum-
parton, Messrs. Denny said the trial
trip ‘'was to"be held in a few days and
that the Times would -be remembered.
Accordingly on Friday, August 23rd. a
cordial invitation to attend the trial trip
reached me, and on Saturday morning I
repaired to Craigendoran pier, the great
passenger distributing centre of the
Clyde for the  North British Railway
Co., a mile from Helensburg, just oppo-
site Greenock and Port Glasgow. Here
I met the crowd from Dumbarton and
Glasgow, who Had come down by early
train, and we all boarded Denny Bros.”
steam yacht; the Snark, and steamed off
to the new vessel, which was lying wait-
ing for us in that noble stretch of the
Clyde between Greenock -and Helens-
burgh, at the entrance to the Gareloch,
five miles frord shore to shore, and fram-
ed in scenery the most pomantic. This
part is known by the very unromantic
appellation of “The Tail of the Bank.”
Here all the incoming and outgoing for-
eign steamers and ships drop anchor;
the outward bound- to ‘make the final
tests of boats, fire appartus and tackle
and take in the late mails, passengers
and freight; the inward to discharge pas-
sengers and mails and take aboard the
customs and other officials.

The day was perfect, sunny, warm and
salubrious, a gentle breeze from the west
and a blue sky with cloudbergs here and
there, snow white and lazily floating in
the ether. No land on earth looks fairer
than Bonnie Scotland when the dreary
mists rise.and dissolve and the sun bursts
forth to light up her purple mountains

and gild with summer splendors. the

peaks renowned in song and story, and
jrradiate the ‘lochs and glens whose
names are imperishable. The great ex-
panse of the Clyde glittered and shim-
merd in the morning beams, and the
snowy sails of the countless yachts and
pleasure craft flecked the broad blue
stream in 4 manner most pleasing to
see. Over on the Greenock side there
was the evrey day (but Sunday) stream
of giant ocean liners, coasting steamers,
grimy collier eraft, trim Derry, Dublin
and Bristol passenger boats passing up
and down, with every minute or so one
of the Clyde’s own  unrivalled river
steamers dashing along at sixteen or
seventeen knots an hour. Northward and
westward the Argylishire mountains,
royally purple with the heather bloom,
and bathed in the mellow sunshine. en-
chanted the eye and kindled the imagin-
ation with all sorts of fine poetic aspi-
rations impossible to commit to paper.
Even Greenock, Secottish headquarters of
J. Pluvius, patron and deity of the um-
brella and mackintosh trade, had parted
with its rain clouds; the black smoke,
murky as the reeck of Cocytus, poured
upwards in sable columns into- the un-
sullied sky from Greenock’s hundred
forges, vast iron works, shipbuilding
yards and maufactories, while the sun-

light managed to penetrate into the de-
vious, narrow wynds, streets and arecas

‘| of the town, no doubt somewhat to the

astonismeént of the denizons thereof.
The first view 'of the new steamer was
rather ' disappointing. Owing to the
height of the upper deck houses and bul-
warks she looked somewhat short; yet,
withal; a trim, smart  looking vessel,

painted cream color, two pole masts, and |’

a big oval funnel or smoke-stack, also
painted cream ecolor. Her bow is per-
pendicular, and cuts' the water like a
razor. - The mould of the hull is simply
exquisite—yacht lines in very ftruth.
From ‘the beautiful sweep of the ellipti-
cal stern, where it blends imperceptibly
into the flowing counter, to the shoulder
and forefoot, the lines of the vessel are
faultless, fashioned ~with consummarte
skill and pleasing to look upon as a
piece of Grecian sculpture.

My enthusiasm may be smiled at just
now, but it will be shared by all when
the boat arrives to prove that I am not
influenced by rhapsodic admiration, or,
to be brutally matter-of-fact, trial trip
champagne (awfully nice it was, too) or
subsebanquet eloguence,

As the Snark ranged alongside the port
sponson (paddle box) we read on the top
part thereof thé well known lezend *“‘Ca-
nadian Pacific. Railway,” in big gilt let-
ters, and across the base of the sponson,
in letters of brdnze -~ two feet  high,
“Prince Rupert.” -The steamer is in-
deed a princely conceptien of marine ar-
chitecture.” The impression of dumpi-
ness vanishes as soon as one approaches
the ship and begins to realize that she is
in fact a “big ’un.” Men qualified to
speak on the subject have' assured me
that the Prince Rupert is as fine a spec-
imen of Clyde workmanship as ever
sailed. In fact, she was a big steam
yacht, and I could quite believe what a
Danish gentleman who was on board on
Saturday told me, that the king of Den-
mark’s yacht, which he had enjoyed the
privilege ‘of going over the week before
at Copenhagen, was not more sumptu-
ously fitted out. When we stepped on
board the Prince Rupert we found a
big staff of engineers and experts from
Messrs. Denny’s yard standing.by wait-
ing fer the telegraph signal from the
bridge. It was known that the trial
would be a severe one, and it was proven
g0 before six o’clock came. The steam
was at high pressure in the big eylindri-
cal boilers. the engineers seemed ready
for an ordeal, and the great triple ex-
pansion engine itself (to the layman's
eyve a wild, headache-inspiring jingle of
enormous steel rods and wheels) seemed
conscious of what was expected and
ready to run a great race.

Clang! went the indicator, and off we
went full speed down the firth. The
trial was to have taken place the fol-
lowing Monday, but by rushing the work
a day was saved, the Glasgow and local
newspaper men got' left, '‘and I foand
myself the only member of ‘the fourth
estate aboard, and also the only guest,
as all the others were there on busiress
of one kind or other The trial took place
on the 13 1-2 mile stretch between  the
Cloch and Cumbrae light houses, the
scene of the late great yacht races.
where the Yankee cutter Vigilant got
20 severely beaten. It is one of the fin-
est yachting courses in the world, Amer-
ican asseverations to the contrary not-
withsanding. I was forward when the
Prince Ruapert started, and I did not
know that she was running at the rate
of nineteen knots (about 21 3-%¢ miles)
until T stepped out upon the upper deck.
She goes through the water at railway
speed, yet deals very gently with the sea
even at this terrific rate. The sharp,
straight how cuts the water like a knife,
noiselessly and without splash or foam.

“Instead of a great hillock of' seething

water off the shoulder there is a keen.
round curl, almost unbroken, "so trim
and smooth is the mould of the shoul-
der, and the paddles strike comparative-
ly still water. *Looking over the taffrail
one fails to observe the lumpy swell and
mad, swirling surge that mark the pas-
sage .of most steamers—here there is a
wake of sixty-four feet eight inches
wide (the breadth of the vessel at the
sponsons), smooth. white and noiseless,
and level as a billiard table. No such a
thing as a “jobble of a sea” under that
exquisitely turned stern.

The order for full speed ahead came
at 11 a.m., and the 'vessel was kept at
full speed until 6 p.m,, the mean of the
total sum being 18 ‘34 knots an hour,
which was deemed eminently satisfactory
by everybody aboard. Before proceeding
to the Cloch light, or rather on the way
thither, the steam steering gear was
rigorously tested. The ship flew round
in a circle, helm hard down, first to port
then to starboard; now straight ahead,
again suddenly off to either side. In-
deed she was put to every test imagi-
nable, many of them being feats it is
very unlikely - she will ever be <called
upon to perform in aectual service. In
all these trials she gave. the utmost
satisfaction. Then she was headed for
the Cloch; the scientists from Messrs,
Denny’s yard, the Clyde pilot who was

in charge. the meanagers of the ship- |-

building firm, Mr. Beatty and your cor- |
respondent gathered on the bridge, all
watches out ready .to take the time as
we passed the lighthouse. One of the
scientists held the telegraph for signal-
ing the engine room, his chronometer in
the other hand and his eye ready to
align the mark on shore with that on
the steamer. The monient she reached it
he jammed down the lever and noted the
time to the fraction of a second. The
steamer was now doing her very Dbest
and simply tore along; overtook fleet
river boats, passed them; caught up on
others and left them, all the way down
to the Cambrae light. There time was
again taken and the steamer put back
to the Cloch at full speed. This 26
miles run was done six times. The en-
gineers were complaining of having bad
coal—Welsh, I believe—which contained
a lot of slack and prevented them from

tting the best out of the machinery.

' In spite of this drawback, however, it

was a noble performance and reflected

credit ‘'on the builders. ’

- I shall now attempt a short account of

the internal fittings of this  palatial

steamer, although the most graphic de-
scription would fail to convey anything
like an adequate idea of the luxuriance,
comfert and convenience to be found on
board her. 'The dimensions of the ves-
sel are:

.ne tubes im the boiler .are of @ the
Serve pattern, the best and most expen-
sive’ made, - Very few ships have them
on account of their heavy cost.

{The ship is fitted througout with the
most approved appliances, and the man-
per in which space has been economized
without encroaching on comfort or good
order is admirable, and says volumes for
Mr. Beatty’s management. The state-
rooms and offiers’ quarters are ranged
along the upper deck, leaving a promen-
ade space on either side of ten or twelve
feet. This promenade deck extends from
the very bows of the ship to the taffirail;
thiat is, 270 feet long, or 540 feet nround;
about ten times round to the mile. It
is covered all the way with a canvas
awning, so that rain or shine passcngers
will be able to enjoy ther stroll without
inconvenience.. This ' promenade deck
will undoubtedly prove one of the.prime
attractions of the Prinee Rupert.

TImagine one of the finest Pullman
sleeping cars that stands on any track
in the world to-day—its gorgzouss furn-
ishings, its elegance,  luxury end com-
fort. and the best idea of the staterooms
on board the Prince Rupert cam be con-
ceived. ~ HEivery room is fitted with an
overhead fold-up bed, furnished with the
latest things in sepring mattresses and
bed dlothes. When ready for use a
polished mahogany: lee board runs along
the front to prevent the occupant. roliing
out in rough -weather.  During the day
when folded up, it looks like any other
part of the highly polished surroundings.
‘What looks like a lovely little writing
desk over at the side of the room, turns
out to be, when pulied out, a wash hand
basin, a complete lavatory all ready for
use.  When not wanted it folds up and
looks just like a mahogany escritoire, At
the other side of the room are two seats
with high backs, beaytifully upholstered,
facing one another, between them is a
little table suitable for playing cards,
chess, ete., or even for a little lunch, or
for writing. - Then there is an ample
sofa, so wide, so soft and so comfortable
and inviting that one might be excused
for not 'wishing to exchange it for bed.
There is an electric lamp that floods the
room nvith light; electric call bell, a neat
little patent for keep.ng the door just
ajar when the room is too warm; steam
heaters along the side of the room on
the floor, protected by a prettily designed
brass screen. The windows have patent
window schutters that slide horizontally
and serve their purpose porfectly. 'Lhe
floor is covered with a rich carpet. Uz-
der 'the ‘sofas are drawens in which any
articles not immedigtely required may
be stowed away. And all this is in pol-
ished mahogany, silver, and delicately-
tinted corduroy, with an aesthetic flow-
ered pattern) Many of Mr. Van Horne’s
ideas are incormporated in the amange-
ment and furnishing of these rooms, and
the result proves that he combines im
no ordinary degree that scarce quality,
good taste, with a truly American sense
of utility. I might justly use a trite
expression and say that each stateroom
on the Prince Rupert is a poem.

The -dining saloon, downstairs, aft, is
a beauty. The decorations are in capl-
tal taste; soft mellow shades—ecru and
Nile green; Linecrusta  Walton = panels
‘and polished woods drnamented with sil-
ver. - There is accommodation for a
large number of diners, who will  find
themselves surrounded by every comfort.

‘See this door?’ smid Mr, Beatty, as
we turned<to leave the saloon.

“Yes,” T replied, “what is its purpose?”’

In case of an accident it can
be closed at once from the deck above
by a screw, same as the water-tight
doors aboard men-of-war. If is water-
tight, you see.” ’

‘“Yes, but how about any poor fellow
who might be caught in: here?”

‘““Thought you'd ask that. See here
just above and in front of the door way?
Well, that’s a trap door, he could get up
there in a jiffey.” :

The water-tight steel door lies perdu
in the richly decorated wall, grimly sug-
gestive to those who know its exist-
ence, of all sorts of catastrophes and
marine calamities.

The staircase leading to the dining sa-
loon is very pretty in design and finish.
A large space in the centre is to be de-
voted to potted plants and flowers.
Above is the main deck saloon, a dream
of loveliness in olive green velvet, carv-
ed woods and richly worked silver orna-
mentation. ‘ine sofas and couches are
masterpieces of the upholster’s art, and
the general effect when viewed from
one of these sumptmous seats is ex-
tremely pleasing.

Just off the dining saloon is the pant-
ry_and culinary department, and ‘they,
like every other part of the ship, are up
.to date. = They have mosai¢ floors, ca-

pacious wine bins and shelves; glass and
crockery racks; patent food ‘warmers;

Boilers—T\wo tubular, cylindrical boil-

slabs of the richest variegated marble
for gerving upon, r erators, ice 9
es, silver and china closets, and a score
of ingenious patented devices for facili-
tating the practice of the ancient and
honorable science of hash slinging. There
i8 an elevator to the kitchen, which is
behind the port sponsen, so that when
food is wanted piping hot they can fire
it down the elevator quick, with the
pipe still in bloom when it reaches the
table.. The ventilation in this pantry is
about as cute a thing as I ever saw. It
is ingenuity itself, The pantry, be it
understood, 1s level with the water, just
abaft the paddle svheel, therefore  the
wash from the wheel dashls into the
windows with great force. = Well, this
imgenious inventor has econtrived a de-
vice which lets the water rush up a
certain distance to..a small grating,
throw open 4 valve, allow the cold-air
on top of the water to pass inside, then
slams the valve in the water's face, as it
were, S0 that while a steady stream of
cool air is blown into the pantry by the
window ventilators not a drop of water
enters. This is only one of the hundred-
and-one things aboard the Prince Rupert
well worth seeing. ‘I am sorry 1 omit-
ted to get the inventor’s name. Water
for use in the pantry is pumped from the
deck tanks, and there are electric anmun-
eiators running from it to the kitchen
end other offices. ‘The store-room ~ is
belosw the saloon deck, 8o not an inch
of space is lost anywhere. ‘L'ne spider
that could find ‘a corner in iwhich to spin
his web undisturbed widuld be a credit to
the apterous race. i

Not far from the pantry, across ship,
is the gentlemen’s bath room, a light
and cheerful room, containing a c¢apa-
cious bath-tub, porcelain’ lined, silver
mounted, hot and cold water, every-
thing just to ‘the bather’s hand—soap,
sponge, brushes and all the rest, and a
liberal supply of towels. Here the dus-
ty, weary traveller, just off the eastern
tmain, can enjoy the luxury of a bath
svith all the comforts of home, and go
on deck clothed for shore, clean and
thoroughly comfortable. ‘In the bath-
room are many little adjuncts that help
tte process of general titivation. TIn an-
other part of the ship is the ladies’ bath-
room, also regally fitted, and, containing
every imaginable device for one’s com-
fort.

In passing along to the fore part of
the vessel there are to be seen the pow-
erful fans for driving air to the engine
room. These are of the latest pattern and
do their work to perfection. Besides
these there are usual ventilators, and al-
s0 a number of patent ones which pre-
vent draught and extraoct the foul air.
The staterooms on the main deck built
into the gangways formard can be clear-
ed away inside of 24 hours should it
be necessary to make room for freight.
At present the ship is fitted entirely for
passenger traffie, but she has ample
room for over ‘one hundred tons of
freight.

The steerage passengers have cosy
quarters; good comfortable berths amd
a snug little dining saloon, with plenty
.of light, ventilation and warmth. The
ship is heated throughout with steam.
The seamen’s quarters are in the fore-
cas;le under the main deck; they  are
all by themselves and they. are as cosily
housed as any fars afloat.  Around the
engine room' are the quarters of the vari-
ous crews, each 'crew being accommo-
dated entirely. by themselves, not pro-
miscuously jumbled together as is 80
often the case on even the finest steam-
ers, Here is the engineer’s room; then
the firemen are by themselves, the greas-
ers and oilers have their own room, and
in these rooms the food is served direct
from the kitchen. Near by is the oil
room, built entirely of steel and specially
constructed to prevent any accidents
from fire, ete. At the other end of the
row, port side, lower deck, are the kit-
chen, bakery and scullery, fitted up with
the most ‘approved ranges and stoves,
and replete with all that is necessary to
the business of these departments.

Ascending to the upper deck we enter

green figured corduroy, polished teak,
silver' and marble. The panels on the
walls dre in old gold, some rich oriental
stuff worked in a beautiful design. The
skylight overhead is filled nwith cathedral
glase, which casts a beautifully soft ra-
diance upon thée scene of eplendor be-
low. The vestibule leading from the
deck into this section of a palace is in
carved oak apnd mosaics. Just off the
vestibule on the starboard side is the
purser’s guarters—a snuggery in polished
mahogany and soft velvet. The ticket
lockers and - cupboards are extremely
neat and handy, and“so well is the
space economized that one would scarce-
ly notice the. steel safe in: the corner.
The purser’s quarters are fitted up equal
to a first-class New York office.

There are two deck shelters which will
afford welcome escape from the raw
wind that sometimes makes the Gulf of
Georgia so disagreeable to travellers.
These shelters are very roomy and cosy,
and fthey are well supplied with light.
There are portable lights all over the
ship, in,k the state-rooms and saloons.
The vessel 'will be well supplied with
deck folding «chairs and stools, and there
is an abundamee of commodious benches
and seats besides. = All along the deck
houses are reflector electric lights. At
night the decks will be brilliantly illum-
inated thereby, and the promenade will
have new Melights to offer. The roof
of the deck houses project nearly two
fef_zt over the deck, so that in rough or
rainy weather one can take shelter un-
der the ample eaves and miss mone of
the scemery, . Aft on the main deck
there. is almest room enough to have a
dancing party; at any rate there is an
abundance of opportunity for taking el-
bow room. The standby steering gear
is a efrongly constructed affair, for use
in case of accident to the steam gear. In
fact everything has been anticipated
aboard this\superb ecraft, from the small-
est wish of the passengers up to the
gravest accident.

Forward under the bridge is @ smoking
room that will make the C. P. R. pat-
rons’ . mouths water. Mr. Beatty
smiled when he showed me in. He said
he thought he could show me “something
worth looking at.”” He did. 'The little

VENTILATION.
One Method That May Possibly Suit Fresh-
Air Cranks.

One of the greatest difficulties met with
in ventilating public buildings and railway
cars is to settle the question of how much
alir shall be admitted or how often the en-
tire cubic contents of an apartment shall
be renewed. This from. the faet that in
the quantity of air required individuals
vary @greatly. To some the whole ocean of
the atmosphere is inadequate, and they
do not feel even comfortable unless a Nia-
gara of air is pouring over them.

This is the fresh-air flend, male or
female, who opens the car window - and
swallows dust and cinders, and makes
others do the same, for the sake of satis-
fying their craving. Behind sits, doubtless,
a person to whom the least breath of air

in motion is a calamity, yet both of them
must make the journmey in company. -One
has just as much right as the other to his
views of what is desirable to him, and
neither is called upon to give way to the
other; ene smothers, and the other feels
that he or she is about to be blown out of
the car.

The only compromise that we can think
of that would answer 'and make vertilation
of public Tooms a success, is té provide an
automatic system which shall be variable in
different parts of the same room. These
parts should be supplied with traps in the
floor, and have, say, a six-second fanblower
beneath each trap, and be accessible only to
fresh-air fiends of both sexes.

In the other parts a dead-air ‘space,
approaching a vacum, should be maintain-
ed, into which a little sulphure of hydrogen *
should be injocted periodically, in order to
maintain all the phenomena of bad ventil-
ation for persons of infirm health who are
compelled to travel. Then everyone would
be satisfied—if the plan worked!—The En-
gineer.

Izaak ‘Walton, the author of ‘“The Com-
plete Angler,” is, after being dead for more
than 200 years, to have a memorial at last.
Walbon was a Suffolk man, but he passed a
great part of his life in London, living,
among other places, dn the parish of St.
Dunstan’s, Fleet street. It is therefore
thought more suitable that the memorial
should be placed in ‘St. Dunstan’s church.

The huge timbers
used for pillars, frame, and rafters were
hauled from the forests by cables made of
women’s hair! Twenty-nine such cables
have been worn out, and twenty-four are
yet unused. Evidently the old faith has
still a strong hold on the body of the peo-
ple, when: the women make such a wonder-
ful contribution for ome of its temples.

NEWFOUNDLAND’S CHANGE.

About the beginning of this year there
was a general election in Newfoundland,
from which the government of Sir Wil-
liam ‘Whiteway emenged with a large
majority. Now the govermment of Sir
William Whiteway is dispersed, most of
its members and many of its supporters
are disqualified for political office, and
the former opposition, led by Messrs.
Goodridge and Morine, reigns in s
stead. The reversal is correctly de-
scribed as a most remarkable one. We
quote from the Mail the following his-
tory of the affair, which is quite unique
among political incidents:” *“To begin
at the beginning, the 1last legislature
voted larnge sums for road building pur
poses, amd, as if to provide that the
money should nof be misapplied, passed
in additiop a corrupt practices law very
similar to ours. The only point in Which
the Newfoundland and the Camadian
acts differ is in the provision as to dis-
gualification. We disqualify for eight
years where personal corruption is
proven; the Newfoundlanders, on ‘the
other hand, disqualify for the term of
the legislature them sitting. The elec-
tion came on in due forcecmfwypcmmm
tion came on in due course, and both
parties fought a bold and vigorous fight.
But the government had, by long odds,
the best of the argument. ‘Ministers, as
a ‘matter of fact, controlled the wroad
money, and took care to place it where,
in our own political terminology, it
would do ‘the most good: The court re-
cords show that the expemditure in all
the comstituencies was most Lberal.
‘Wherever a road was wanted there, pro-
vided the parties would vote the govern-
ment ‘ticket, a road was built. In the
construction of the roads the doubtful

voters were. employed, the money going-

to them really as an inducement to sup-
port the ministerial candidate. Sugges-
tively enough, road-building commenced
when .the election began, the work was
prosecuted wita increasing activity as
the contest proceeded, but immediately
that the election 'was over road-building
ceased. That the good roads movement
was materially aided by the expemnditure
is seriously doubted. Some public roads
were actually repaired; certain private
roads were furnished; but, on the whole,
tn spite of the expenditure, no very great
addition was made to thesmileage.” Bri-
tish Columbians will recogmize in this
account of the-Newfoundiand election a
rematkably close similarity to that
which would be mwritten by a . truthful
chronicler of the late contest in- this
province. - The Whiteway - tactics 'were
exactly the same as the Davie tactics.
Unfortunately the parallel stops at this
point, for ‘the British Columbia courts
have not had the opportunity, and might
not have had- the power, to pumish the
wrongdoers here as the erring politicians
in Newfoundland were punished. The
opposition ‘there emtered protests against
the return of many Whitewayite mem-
bers, and 'the judges toek the ground
that the manipulation of reoad momey
was bribery and corruption. Ome after
another has thus been unseated and dis-
gualified, supporters of the mew gov-
ernments being elected in ‘their stead.
Late bye-elections assure the Goodridge-
Morine ‘government of a good working

majority in the legisfature, and the

Whiteway party is practically ex-
tingmished. It is a mnoteworthy fact
that Mr. Morine, one of the  leading
members of the mew cabinet, when he
ran as a Conservative candidate for the
commons in Queen’s, Nova Scotia, used
public works as a bribe for the électors

there. His addresses were intended -to-

convince the people of Queen’s that if he
were elected they would fare exceedingly
well at the hands of thé Dominion gov-
ernment, while if they elected the Liber-
al they would get mnothing. Therefore,
so far as public morality goes, Mr. Mor-
ine is mot 4 whit better than the mem-
bers of the Whiteway government for
his course shows him just as ready to
bribe with public works if he gets the
opportunity.

PROTECTION IN AUSTRALIA.

Canadian protectionist papers have
tried to make it appear that the result
of the elections in Victoria colony was a
victory for protection, not for free trade.
The truth seems to be that neither the
Patterson government nor the opposition
declared for a radical reduction of the
tariff, the difference between them being
mainly in the matter of details. It is
to be noted, however, that the free trad-
ers all supported the Turner party, which
was victorious, and therefore we must
assume that they found that party’s
policy to be most nearly in accord with
their own. Therefore  the irresistible
conclusion is that the free trade idea 1s
gaining ground in Victoria, though not
as rapidly as in New South Wales. That
the Victorians have good reason to aban-
don the policy of high protection and
seek greater freedom of trade is well
shown by the Sydney Herald in the fol-
lowing article, and it may be added that

the same argument makes against protec-
tion everywhere: ‘

The figures that have been published
from time to time showing the numbers
of persons employed in the manufactories
in New South Wales and Victoria re-
spectively have generally suggested
doubt as to the efficacy of protection in
the promotion of employment. A state-
ment by Mr. Hayter giving the numbers
at the beginning of 1893 répresents Vic-
toria ‘as employing 39,908 hands, and
New South Wales 37,015. From this
statement, however, certain industries
were excluded. because the figures for
the two colonies had been compiled in
different ways and could not be compar-
ed. The tablq is of interest so far as It
goes, but its value is diminished by the
consideration that at the beginning of

1892 New South Wales, like Victoria, }

was suffering from the blight, though
not from so heavy,K an affliction of it.
There is more interest, therefore, in an-
other set of figures published in the Vic-
torian Government Gazette of the 4th
inst., which shows the number of hands
employed in work of all kinds in Victoria
for each year from 1890 to 189% inclu-
sive. . The ‘numbers were as follows:
1890, males 50,854, females 8327; 1891,
males 49,402, females 8773; 1892 males
45,205, females 8320; 1893, males 36,-
695, females 7226; and 1894, males, 32,
752, females T7063. Thus, in the five

years there has been a decline of 18,102

males and 1264 females, or of 35 per
cent. in the former case and 15 per cent.
in the latter, and this has taken place
under the strengthening, nourishing, in-
vigorating, stimulating influence of pro-
tection. Of course we are not going to
jump to the conclusion that this very
serious decline of employment in a young
community, the eondition of which should
naturally be progressive, is the result of
protection alone. But the facts throw a
peculiar light upon the reasoning of those
who a few years ago attributed the pro-
gress of Victoria in industrial activity
to protection. If we are to discount the
bad influence of protection in these later
days, we must in fairness take off an
equal discount from the supposed bene-
ficial influenee of protection in those for-
mer happy days of progress. When we
are told there is something else at work
now, we are forced in fairness to reply,
there was something else at work then.
But besides' that, if protection were es-
sentially beneficial there should be more
benefit when there is more protection.
Now during those five years of steady
decline we have witnessed the applica-
tion in Victoria of more protection. The
dose was increased with the marvellous
two fold purpose of increasing the reve-
nue and promoting native industry. Yet
whilst the revenue has decreased—in-
stead of increasing—there has been a
steady diminution instead of increase of
employment. The working men of Vic-
toria need protection now, if ever they
did, but it is protection against their so-
called friends, the protectionists.

CLEAR ENOUGH.

Government organs want the people
to believe that the Fosterian revision of
the tdriff has been the cause of a heavy
decrease in the revenue and therefore of
a decrease in the burden of taxation. Then
they turn about and ask what the Lib-
erals would do for revenue if they were
allowed to carry out their promise of a
real reform of the tariff. The inconse-
quence of their assertions and questions
is quite apparent to all but themselves,
for no man of intelligence can fail to see
that if the tariff revision is doing what
is claimed for it the government is face
to face with the problem which the or-
gans aver would confront the Liberals.

Mr. Laurier
has clearly shown on many occasions
that the burden of taxation can be ma-
terially lightened by reforming the tariff
without cutting down the revenue below
what is necessary for the government

This would save about $200,000 per year.
Then the amount that could be saved
simply by honest administratioy is im-
mense.

The efficacy of the plan is yuite clear
to those who choose to look into it. Cut
off all the waste and extravagance and
so reduce the expenditure to a legitimate
amount, then do away with the taxes
which are now levied for eombinesters’
profits, not for public revenue, and the
people would very soon appreciate the
lightening of the tariff burden. Mr. Lau-
rier might briefly sum up his policy by
thus paraphrasing Mr. Pinckney’s his-
toric declaration: ‘“Millions for revenue,
but not one cent for tribute—to the Red
Parior.”

E. E. Sheppard, of Toronto, the well
known publisher of Saturday Night,
usually takes the Conservative side, but
he has apparently come round to the
view that a radical change of tariff
policy would be a good thing for Can-
ada. ‘His theory is that there can be
no successful mean between a .prohibi-
tory tariff and absolute free trade, and
after looking® at all the circumstances
dispassionately he comes to the comchu-
sion that Canada would do much better
with absolute free trade. He would en-
tirely abolish custom -houses and inland
revenue offices, dispensing with all tax-
gatherers save those who do the work
for the muomicipalities. The Ildtter
bodies under his scheme would furnish
the revenue for ‘the general govemmment,
the contributions being levied pro rata.
This system, he believes, ‘would result in
largely ecomomizing the revenue, and it
would make Canada a cheap country to
live in and therefore attractive to im-
migrants. If people gemerally would
look into the guestion as closely and im-
partially as “Don” has they would
come round to his way of thinking in
iarge mumbers.

Kamloops, Oct. 17.—George B. Mar-
tin, recently appointed chief commission-
er of lands and works, was re-elected by
acclamation to-day. .He was nominated
by Mayor Lee of Kamiloops, and second-
ed by A. R. ICarrington of Nicola.

T0 CRECRMATE BZETS.

The Ambitious ldniheiﬂer’s Plan to
Consolidate Central Am-
erican Republics.

President Barrios Has a Similiar
Scheme on Hand—Possi-
uble Success.

i e

A recent Washing'tonb dispatch says;
The news of important movements look-
ing to the invasion of Guatemala, pre-

sumably by forees under command of
Antonio Ezeta, ex-Vice-President of Sal-
vador, is supplemented by’ semi-official
advices received.here which indicate that
preparations are being made in Guate-
mala not only to meet the threatened in-
vasion, but to checkmate the plan at-
tributed to Ezéta of uniting the Céntral
American republics under one head, In-
formation has been received here from
very high authority in Central America
to the effect that President Barrios of
Guatemala has taken active steps to
sound leading men of the Central Amer-
ican republics with the view of making
himself president of the United States
of Central America'by a peaceful con-
vention if possible, but by conquest if
such a course seems mnecessary and de-
sirable. :

President Barrios’ plan is said to have
been evolved as long ago as last Febru-
ary. In looking about him for a compe-
tent and reliable agent to assist him in
ascertaining the views of prominent Cen-
tral Americans, he fixed upon D’Arc
Aurelio Soto, once president of Hondu-
ras, but who for the past eight years
has lived in Paris. Soto possesses great
wealth and is recognized throughout all
Central America as a man of unusual
ability. In the latter part of June last
Soto went to Central America, landing
at Panama and proceeding to Guatema-
la. During the course of his journey he
imparted the fact to an intimate frined
that Barrios had entrusted him with
forty thousand dollars to be used in dip-
lomatic missions in which he was about
to engage. |

Arriving in Guatemala Soto had sever-
al long conferences with Barrios and
then started ogga tour of Central Ameri-
ca. In the meantime President Barrios
is said to have devoted himself to excit-
ing in Salvador as much resentment as
possible against the Hzetas, who have
always held him responsible for their
downfall. Barrios has long entertained
hostile feelings towards the Ezetas, who
he believes have secretly aided the anti-
Barrios faction in Guatemala with a
view to securing their. co-operation in the
event of being able to organize a suc-
cessful expedition from Mexico.

Minister Romero’s somewhat diplomat-
ic reply to the question as to the atti-
tude of Mexico on the subject of unting
Central American republics, published
here to-day, seems not without signifi-
cance. He is quoted as saying that Mex-
ico would not attempt their conquest,
but that they might some day become
part of Mexico by annexation. Carlos
Bzeta is reported’ to have stated before
leaving Panama that in the event of the
success of an expedition ‘'to unite the

.smaller Central American republics an

offensive and defensive alliance with
Mexico would follow, which would ¢m-
brace close commercial union.

Advices received here state that news
of Hzeta’s plans has created a genuine
sensation on the isthmus and that it has
precipitated no little discussion as to
the future of the Nicaraguan canal.
Prominent Mexican capitalists are said
to be actively at work resurrecting the
Mexican scheme of the Tehauntepec rail-
road, with the view to controlling it in
the possible event of the abrogation of
the concession under which the Nicarag-
uan canal is to be constructed.

THE EASTERN WAR.

A dispatch from Shanghai, dated to-
day, confirms the report telegraphed to
the Associated Press that a rebellion had
broken out one hundred miles from Han-
kow. The rebels are fairly arme-l and
very reckless. They attacked the gov-
ernment buildings, which were feebly
defended by loyal troops. The latter’
were soon defeated, and ~many were
killed, while others joined the rebels. ‘i'wo
mandarins were killed. The province Is
denuded of troops and the rebels are
ddily gathering strength. It is expected
that they will advance on the Woochang
province of Hoope, of which Hankow
is the capital. The garrison at Woo-
chang has gone to the west, and the
place is therefore practically defence-
less.

A dispatch to the Times from Berlin
says that Germany’s refusal to interfere
in the Chinese-Japanese troubles does not
affect the question of pretection to Eu-
ropeans in China, in which she will co-
operate.

MADE NO DISTINCTION.

A Weeithy Kentuckian Lynched Near
Lexington.

Lexington, Ky., Oct. - 15.-—Another
lynching has been added to.the unusual-
ly large fall series of Blue Grass lynch-
ing bees. On Saturday at the close of
the Beattyville fair, Oscar Morton, a
prominent citizen of Morton, in Powell
county, went on the warpath, Two
weeks ago Morton killed a man at Stan-
ton and was out on $5000 bonds. He
arrived at the fair on Saturday and pro-
ceeded to get drunk. When thoroughly
intoxicated he started to hunt for Sheriif
Sims, who is his deadly enemy, a feud
of long standing having existed betweeu
them. Sims and Morton met near the
entrance to the fair grounds, and after
a few words both of them drew pistels.
A quick exchange of shots followed,
Morton using two pistols. His first shot
broke the sheriff’s right arm at the el-
bow. John Hogg, a . friends of Sims’,
whipped out his gun and joined in the
battle. When the smgke had cleared
away it was found that Sheriff Sims was
dead, having been shot once through the
breast, -once in.the abdomen and again
through -the arm. Morton was shot
through the neek, whjley Hogg was® un-
hurt, Morton was hustled to the county
jail and placed under guard.

The people became infuriated, and a
big meeting was at once held in the pub-
lic square, Colonel John Drummond
mounted a barrel and made a speech. He
said the murderer must be hanged, but
that the work must be done quietly and
with perfect order. Morton had killed
two men in less than two months, and
he must die by the rope.

A mob was quickly formed and march-
ed to the jail, The jailer was over
powered and the keys of Morton's cell
obtained. He was found crouching on
the floor, and after a bitter struggle was
seized and dragged out. Seeing that the
game was up, Morton made the best of
the thing, and told the mob that he did
not care what they did with him pro-
vided they did their work quickly. After
a short parley he was taken to a little
bridge a short distance from town and
the rope was placed around his neck:
The leaders drew their guns anq told
him to jump, else he would be riddled
with bullets.  Turning round, the doqm-
ed man cursed his captors, and uttering
wild imprecations leaped into space. The
jump broke his neeck. g

After dangling in the air for some
minutes his body became stiff and-a vol-
ley of bullets was fired into it. The mob
then dispersed, leaving the body dang-
ling from the bridge. At noon on Sun-
day the body was still there. None of
the mob made any attempt to conceal
their identity, and the hanging was con-
ducted with as much formality as if it
had been a: legal affair. The ‘'murderer
was a wealthy man who lived at Stan-

French and May disagreed, and
May opened just across the street and
made his store the Democratic headquar:
ters of the town. * When French’s year
was up Evemsole sent him word that he
must move out. French refused for
some reason, and on the day the lease
expired HEversole drove into town wvith
twenty wagons of goods, moved French
into ‘the street, and opemed the’ store
next morning himself. This started the
war. The Gambrills took sides with
the French party.against their old foes,
May and Hyersole, though political ene-
mies, joined their forces, and in time
there were a bundred mémn on each side.
The deadly mutual bitterness probably
will outlive this genepation. Sheriffs,
lawyers and judges have been with the
Eversoles.

Indian Troops Leave Calcutta to
Look After Foreigners in
Treaty Ports.

He found a lamp on, the
table, lighted it and searched the house.
He collected a lot of silverware and then
went so far as to enter the bedroom
where Mr. and = Mrs. Turnbull.. slept.
With the light raised up he gazed for a
time at the face of the man :who. had
worn -the blue:alongside of him .and jas
his friend-in the cld ship. It may have
been that he decided there not to rob
his old friend and to own up to him,
for he extinguished the light, put it.on
the floor, crept. threugh the  window,
went to the fromt. door,.and by knoeck-
ing loudly awoke the sleeping Tarnbull.
The latter opened the door and Corrin
made himself known. Turnbull invited
him in and lit a lamp in the kitchen.
It was then that he recognized his old
shipmate and they sat.down for one of
those talks that men have after years
of separation. It was 10.30 o’clock when
Corrin awoke Turnbull, and it: was after
midnight when he said ‘good-bye te him
and left the house. He-did not make
a confessicn, if he had intended to. Mr.
'furnbull noticed that the kitchen win-
dow was up and that the lamp was gone
from the table, but: his. suspicions, were
in no way aronsed. 'Next‘morning when
Mrs. Turnbull got up she ‘stumbled over
the missing lamp on the Hoor. She ir_n-
mediately searched the house and dis-
covered that the silverware was missing.
At T o’clock that morning the police were
notified. Corrin also stole a castor and
some smaller articles from the table at
the Windsor, and when he shipped on the
Northern Hay- as Tke James all the
stolen property was carried into the fore-
castle stowed away in his kit. When the
officers arrested him he admitted thrg
theft, and in explanation said that his
only excuse was ‘‘the damned drink.”

BURGLARS' BIG HAUL.

Fourteen Thousand Dollars Sﬁélén from |

_ the Dalles Express Qffice,

The Dalles, Ore., . Oct. ‘1/-':\.-!7-'1‘he Pa-
cific. Express, oifice -here was robbed of
$14,000 early yesterday. The money was
shipped from ‘Poriland on the regular
Oregon rFailway' and . navigation irain,
which arrives hereat 11 p.m. For some
time the banks here  have been obliged
to obtdin {large amounts of silver from
Portland to pay the fishermen and farm
hands. The robbers evidently knew this
fact, and made their plans accordingly.
Agent F. N. Hill, after hauling the
strong box from the train to the office,
went away and-did not return till shortly
after midnight. When ‘he  returned he
found the contents of the box gone, with
the exception of ‘one thousand dollars in
silver. The authorities were ‘notified at
once-and the matter was kept secret.
Detectives are here . from . Portland,
watching every avenue of escape. The.
most plausible theory advanced is that
the robbers secreted themselves .in the
back room of.the express office and wait-
ed for the agent to leave the building,
as no doors nor locks were ferced open.
They must have koown also that the
express messenger, who sleeps im the |
office,, was away attending to the horse
in a’ stable near by. - Fhe robbers, being
unable to carry all the silver, left one
thousand dollars of the silver consigned
to French & Co. in the box.

Ladd & Tilton, of Portland, shipped
$10,000, $7,500 in gold and $2,500 in sil-
ver consigned to French & Co. The
First National bank, of Portlang, sent
$5,000 in-gold, consigned to the Dalles
National bank. It seemed that the- sil-
ver proved. too heavy for the burglars,
and they abandoned the idea of trying to
get away  with the entire swag. The
county fair has been in session for a
week past, which attracted a large num-
ber of gamblers and toughs to this city.

The lid of the box
had been broken with an instrument
made from a steel drill, with one end
crooked and sharpened, which they found
on the flcor near by.

HIS GRANDFATHER'S MEMORIAL

The German Emperor Unveils the Mohu-
ment Erected at Wiesbaden,

‘Wiesbaden, ‘Prussia; : Oet. 17.—This
pretty watering place, at the foot of the
Taurus mountains, was crowded with
loyal and enthusiastic Germans yester-
day, and the town itself was brilliant
with holiday bunting in- honor of the
vigit of Emperor Walliam, who arrived in
the afternoon to wunveil the monument
erected to the memory of his grandfather,
Emperor William I., and to open the
splendid royal theatre. This latter, which
has been erected by the enterprising
town, is one of the finest in Germany.
It is built of yellow sandstone-and is
surmounted by statues, the work of cele-
brated sculptors. Inside the new thea-
tre the decorations are.beautiful. They
were designed by.some of the best Ger-
man artists. Off the royal box is a
little room made ‘to represent the cabin
of the emperor on: board the imperial
yacht. _ This little apartment is the em-
peror’s own idea::»The Toyal theatre at
Wiesbaden cost feur million marks; and
his:majesty gramts it an:annual subsidy

and civil cabinets and his aides de camp,
Von Moltke and Von School.~ The pariy
proceeded in open carriages through the
Wilhelmstrasse to the south front of the
new theatre, opposite to which stands
the statue erected in honor of Emperor
William I., the present emperor’s grand-
father. ' A guard of honor, composed of
non-commissioned officers from the Bicb-
rich school, escorted the emperor thropgh
the streets, which were lined with troops
and police, the greatest precaution being
fa‘ken by both military and ecivil author-
ities to prevent any unpleasant incident
occurring during the emperor's journey
from the railroad.station.

He con-
versed for a long time earnestly with
those around him, kept pointing toward
the statue, and then walked slowly
around it. Returning to the pavilion,
the emperor had the guard of hondr
march past again, this time with the
parade march. Afterwards the emperor
shook hands cordially with the mayor
and others, and dreve to the palace amid
lpud cheers. ~After dinner Emperor Wil-
liam ‘went with his suite to the new the-
atre, where the audience was composed
entirely of invited guests. The first row
o_f the dress circle was reserved exclu-
sively for ladies, as at the gala per-
formances in Berlin. After the perform-
ance the emperor supped with Rittmeis-

at his house on Sonnenberger strasse,
and ‘at 10.30 p. m. his majesty left for
Berlin by special train, to be present at
the ceremonies attendant on the arrival
at the capital of King Alexander of Ser-
via.

When the
ship is there Bollman will be kept locked
in his cabin and every precaution taken
to insure keeping him in custody.

A CURIOUS CUSTOM.

A Weekly ‘Auction in: Belfast
Nothing is Sold.

at Which

There 18§ a weekly auction of linen goods
in Belfast at which nothing dis ever sold.
About two hundred years ago there were
two halls for selling linen in Belfast, the
White Linen Hall and the Brown Linen
Hall. In the former all bleached linen was
sold, while the latter was exclusively reserv-
ed for.the sale of brown or unbleached
goods. Nearly a century ago a linen manu-
facturer in Belfast endowed the latter in-
stitution, and the deed of endowment con-
tained a clause to the effect that a market
should be held in the hall:-every Friday.
Linen, however, began to be disposed of
in other ways, and the halls were no longer
useful. The White linen Hall was made
into public offices, but the Brown Linen
Haill still remains to fulfil its * original
functions. Every -‘Friday morning Mr. Mc-
Nicholl, an old man, opens the doors,
fakes his stand in the middle of the hall,
and puts-a single bale of unbleached linen
up to auction. Et is always the same old
man and the same old bale. Nobody ever
comes to buy it, because few people are

“BY DAY LABUR AFTER ALL

The Aldermen Decided to Thus
Sewer a Small BSection
of Fort Street.

Analysis of City Water—Fire Pro-
tection for the Hospitals—
Tuberculosis.

All of the city council were at the
regular meeting last evening. The ses-
sion lasted until after ten o’clock and
considerable business was taken up and
disposed of. It was at last decided to.do
some sewerage work by day labor, gnd
the experiment wili be tried on Iort
street between Douglas street and Blan-
ehard street. p

The provincial secretary wrote askm,s
for information concerning the old men’s
home to be sent to Ottawa to be placed
in the Canadian statistical book for tl}e
year. The caretaker at the home will
furnish the facts desired. - :

The department of agriculture wrote
calling attention to the faet tha!: many
cattle in the vicinity of the city suf-
fering from tuberculosis had been de-
stroyed and calling attention to'the da_u-
ger of using milk from cattle so dis-
eased, and saying that the departxpent
thought it wise to notify the council so
that measures could be taken to guard
the public health. .

Ald. Munn was of the belief that t.he
matter should be referred to the provin-
cial inspector, as most of the disgased
cattle were outside of the city limits.
He moved that a copy be sent to the
provincial inspector and another to the
city health officer. It was so decided.

E. B. Kenrick, analyst of St. Joh.n’s
college, Winnipeg, -made the following.
report on his analysis of Elk lake water:

‘Winnipeg, Sept. 25.

Sir,—I beg to enclose the result of the an-
alysis of water samples received from you
through the Inland Revenue Department,
Ottawa.

The samples contain a fairly large pro-
portion of vegetable matter in solution. In
comparison with the general character of
our Canadian water supplies the amount is
not excessive, and I do not believe that such
waters are in any way injurious to health,
If thought desirable, however, much of the
organic matter may be removed by the ad-
dition of a small quantity of sulphate of
aelumina before flitration—the proces of fil-
tration being much facilitated by this ad-
dition. As to the comparison between the
three samples, there appears to be little
practical difference, No. 1 containing
slightly less organic matter than the other
two. I shall be glad to give any further
information in my poWwer.

The appended letter was then read:

12th October, 1894.
To His Weorship the Mayor and Council:

Gentlemen,—I am: directed to ackmowledge
the receipt of your letter dated 29th ult.,
in reference to the question of the exten-
sion of the Douglas street sewer to the
grounds of the North Ward school, and en-
cloging -copy of resolution passed by the
council in reference there to, as follows:

‘“That until such time as the council shall
recelve from the Sewerage Commissioners
a request ‘that the work be performed by
day labor instead of by contract, the council
refrain from ordering that it be dome by
day labor.”

The commissioners have deemed it their
duty to consider very carefully the question
of the principle involved in ‘the above reso-
lution, viz., the relative cost of the work
performed by contract- and that under a
foreman directed by the City Engineer.
The former system has been adopted for
obvious reasons in ‘the great majority of
public works, both provincial and munici-
pal. Up to 1864 the latter system chiefly
prevailed in the province. From that date
to 1870 both systems were in vogue. In
the latter year a return was prepared by
the surveyor-general, showing relative cost
of work under each system, and for a short
time and in consequence of the results
shown in this return both systems prevail-
ed. The legislature then determined that
the contract system should be adopted.
Through the courtesy of Mr. Gore, Deputy
Commissioner of Lands and ‘Works, the com-
missioners are enabled to submit for your
information and consideration a statement
taken from official sources, showing the cost
of roadmaking under each of the sbove sys-
tems, which is very valuable from the tax-
payer’s point of view.

This shows that contract work costs more
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bor. Given honest and’ efficient officials it
is evident that’ day labor should be the
cheapest, as the .eapital employed belongs
to the nratepayers, and until employed is
lying idle in the banks. The office work
on duplicate plans, and the filling up of
bonds and contracts is avolded. The pro
fits of the contractor are saved, as well as
the amount of his personal remuneration
for supervision, etc. The cost of two,
three or more foremen as at present, would
also be saved. The only increased cost
might be that incidentgl to'men engaged on
the works, compensation for any injury to
thém would have to be paid by the city.

The analogy between road and sewer con-
struction is very close, and is quite want-
ing when one comes to consider other pub-
lic works, ex, gr. buildings, etc.

The commissioners have, therefore, de-
termined, in view of the resolution of the
council referredto above, and of the facts
set forth in the forgoing statement, based
on the expenditure of a very large amount
of public money, and extending over a peri-
od of mamy years, to suggest to the councl]
that it is highly expedient to try a given
portion of the sewerage work, to be indi-
cated by them, under the system called day
labor, with the view of determining the
cost of same relatively to that of contract
work.

Though the terms of ‘the by-law clearly
imply the comstruction of the sewers by
contract the commissioners are of opinion
that the: experiment should be made in-a
reasonable way, of the day labor system,
because if the result attained should be
anything like that in the case of roadmak-
ing, the ratepayers would be benefited, and
the council and commissioners would have
every reason to rejoice that the experiment
had been made. The amount of the loan
still unexpended and unappropriated is not
less tham $26,000, a portion of which might
be devoted to this object.

(Signed) W. J. DOWLER,
Secretary to the Sewerage Commissioners,
Ald. Ledingham moved that the report

be received and filed, that the thanks of
the cduncil be extended to the commis-
sioners and that copies of the report be
given to the newspapers.

Ald. Wilson wanted to know if it was
to be placed in the newspapers as ad-
vertising, and Ald. Ledingham said that
he regarded it as of sufficient importance
to be printed as news.

Ald. Baker did not have much faith
in the day labor system and objected to
going into the scheme. He renewed his
former objections to it.

Ald. Munn said that if the sewerage
commissioners were willing to assume
the responsibility in the matter he was
willing to see the work go on. He be-
lieved that if he desired the sanction of
the council that another motion would
have to be offered.

Ald. Dwyer was glad that there was a
chance to test the day work system.

Ald. Wilson moved to amend by strik-
ing out the' portion of the resolution re-
lating to publication, as it would cost too
muh.

After a long diseussion as to what the
reporters would do the amendment was
carried. /

John Nanson wrote pointing out the
damage done by the closing of Colquitz
creek. Received and filed.

Anton Henderson, of the Victoria
Transfer company, ‘ 'wrote complaining
that two of his horses had fallen into
an unguarded hole on Douglas street,
agd saying that damages would be ask-
ed.

Ald. Baker said that the street was.ad-
vertised as closed, and he did not believe
the city responsible. .

The letter was referred to the street
committee.

George Carter, secretary of the Y. M.
C. A., wrote asking for the privilege of
using a portion of Beacon Hill park for
outdoor sport.

The matter was referred to the park
committee.

Ald. Dwyer said that the Y. M. C. A.
members had the same rights to the park
as any one, but that no one could expect
special privileges.

Mrs. J. Brockelhurst, of Hillside ave-
nue, wrote complaining of a crowd of
boys who hang about her place and
steal and destroy property. g

Mayor Teague and Ald. Dwyer said
that there were a lot of young black-
guards in different parts of the city who
should be made examples of.

Ald. Styles said there were several
instances since the work in connection
with the sewers began where waste pipe
had been stolen. He believed the police
should pay visits to the vacant houses.

The letter was referred to the chief of
police with power to act.

Mr. Beaumont, watchman at the agri-
cultural association’s buildings, whose
term of service expires on October 31,
applied for reappointment. 'The matter
was tabled for consideration by the ag-
ricultural association, and in the mean-
time Mr. Beaumont. will continue as
watchman, .

J. Fairall complained of some saucy
language from Poundmaster Shaw and
reported him for neglect of duty. Re-
ferred to the pound committee,

W. G. H. Ellison, who fenced up the
Craigflower road, wrote setting forth his
claims and urging an imemdiate settle-
ment of the maitter.

Ald. Humphrey said as soon as the
other roads arouni the square were op-
ened that the road should be closed.

Ald. I.edingham said that Mr. Ellison
really had not other way to drain than
acrosy the road.

Mayor Teague said that the matter
shovld be gone into, and Ald. Wilson
agreed with him.- The latter said that
the road should be closed to give the
owner a right to his property. The mat-
ter should be faced, and he moved that
it be referred to the street committes.
" Ald. Baker said the street committee
had no funds to’ open the other roads. No
great injustice was being done Mr. Elli-
son and there were other people entitled
to consideration. Mr. Fairall was in
precisely the same position and he be-
lieved that Mr, Ellison had not gone
into the matter properly. He urged
that the letter be tabled or received and
filed.

It was finally decided to table the mat-
ter until funds were available.

Mrs. G. M. Hummer wrote asking for
relief for four children. The mayor ex-

t:han twice as 'mnch as that done by day la--

the children. . The father was away
seeking work.

Ald. Dwyer said the four children could
simply not be left to starve, dnd moved
that. the matter be referred to the mayor
to act. 'The motion was carried.

City Engineer Wilmot reported in reply
to criticism as to the conduct of the con-
crete work at Beaver lake that over 69
cubic yards of concrete had been put in
at a cost of $6 per cubic yard. He also
reported giving estimates on several mi-
nor improvements.  The reports were re-
ceived and filed.

W. W. Northeott, building inspeector,
reported that Christie, Thompson & Co.
had completed machinery hall at the ag-
ricultural grounds and that T. R. Mitch-
ell had finished the work of painting the
roof of the market hall. Received and
filed.

Chief - Deasy presented the following
report on the matter of giving lire pro-
tection to Jubilee and Isolation hospit-
als:

“12th October. 1894,
“His Worship the Mayor and Alder-
men:

“Gentlemen,—I huave the honor to re-
port a thorough inspection of the Jubilee
and Isolation hospital buildings for the
purpose of recommending proper protec-
tion from fire.

“At present the cnly provision in the
Jubilee hospital consists of buckets filled
with water. .
< “I 'would respectfilly recommend the
purchase of the following:

FOR ISOLATION HOSPITAL.
One two-wheel 55-gallon, single tank
chemical engine fully equipped, with

150- feet of four ply rubber hose, es-

timated cost
Four six-gallon extinguishers for cor-
ridors at $60 each
One iron fire escape on three story

section with irom balcony
Six light wooden ladders

Total estimated cost
ISOLATION HOSPITAL.
One thousand feet theee-ply 2 1-2 inch
fire hose at 90 cent®s per foot
One hose reel, hand, at present in Mar-
ket building, no cost; pipes, span
ners, etc

“In order to clearly understand my
reasons for recommending the above,
permit me to state that a chemical é&h-
gine on wheels might be used in any
building, and might be of service in case
of fire at the Isolation hospital.

“The six gallon extinguishers in the
corridors would be useful to suppress
fires cauged by.explosions of lamps or in-
cipient fires throughout the interior of
the buildings.

“I understand a number of persons
sleep on the third floor, and in order to
comply with the law an iron fire escape
should be provided at once.

“The wooden ladders are required on
the roof. .

“In recommending one thousand feet of
hose at the isolation hospital the reason
is that a fire hydrant stands in the
grounds. We have on hand a service-
able hose cart, and the employes-of the
two institutions might work together
should a fire occur.

“There is little doubt that the occu-
pants of the buildings must depend on
their own efforts in case of fire. During
the winter, with snow on the ground, it
would be almost impossible to reach the
buildings from the fire halls within 30
minutes.

Chemical engines may be used with
promptness, and during a fire every
minute is of the utmost importance. Ex-
perience has proved that it is compara-
tively easy to deal with flames when
just started, whereas afterwards the en-
ergies of a whole fire department may
be taxed to arrest their-progress.

“Another consideration: The insurers
would be induced to reduce rates in the
event of furnishing proper means for
suppressing fires.

“Aftached please find cut of proposed
chemical engine.

“I have the hounor to be, gentlemen,

“THOMAS DEASY,
“““Chief of Fire Department.’

Ald. Dwyer was granted leave to in-
troduce a tax sale by-law.

The finance committee recommended
the appropriation of $1093.20 out of the
general revenue. It was passed in the
usual way, as was one appropriating
$2499 out of the surface drainage fund
and another appropriating $174.67 out
of the electric light fund.

The sewerage = committee reported
recommending among other things that
the sewer on Fort street he extended
from Douglas to Quadra street.

Ald. Dwyer moved that the block be-
tween Douglas and Blanchard streets be
done by day labo?, and Ald. Ledingham
seconded the motion.

Ald. Baker did not believe that they
should be guided altogether by the esti-
mate of the city engineer or any en-
gineer. The estimate in question was
placed at $1800 for one block.

Ald. Harris said-that he had no doubt
that contract labor was much the cheap-
er. .
The' amendment was put and carried.
Ald. Baker said that they should not
split the work, but do it all. The matter
of drainage would come in.

Ald. Wilson was in favor of doing 4t
all by day labor. It would hardly be a
fair test, as they would have to buy
tools, powder and assume any liability
for damage. He reminded the council
that they were simply the agents of the
ratepayers on the street, and believed
their permission should be obtained first.
They were treading on dangerous ground
and he was opposed to going back on the
by-law. He believed that they were
going outside of their duty.

Ald. Ledingham said it was ewpha-

sized at the election that our own peo-
ple, not Italians, were to get the work,
and not that the work was to be done
by contract.
Ald. Wilson said that the specifications
provided for the character of the labor
employed and any alderman could ob-
ject.

The mayor then put the question on
accepting the report of the eommittee

Humphrey, Ledingham, Dwyer and
Styles and his worship, and the noes
Ald. Harris, Munn, Wilson aod Baker.

Ald. Dwyer’s tax sale by-law was read
a first time and the council went into
committee of the whole on it. The com-
mittee reported the by-law as complete
and passed it.

City Clerk Dowler reported that since
the last regular meeting of the council
the following communications had been
received and referred to the committees
hereinunder mentioned:

Sewerage—Thomas Potter, requesting
that a (rain be constructed to carry off
the surface water running down Cham-
bers street to the corner of Queen’s ave-
nue.

THE NOBLE REDSKIN.

Police Officers Attacked on the Reserve
" —an Indian Shot.

The city police had a skirmish with a

party. of drunken Indians on the Song-
“hees reserve at midnight last night, and
as a result one of the braves. is in the
Jubilee hospital with a bad wound in the
leg. Sergeant Levin fired to frighten
his attackers, and the Indian, who had
him by the throat, regeived the bullet
in the leg. It all happened this way:
. Sergeant Levin and Constable Red-
grave arrested a drunken siwash ywho
had a bottle of whiskey in his possession
and were taking him to jail when they
were attacked by about a dozen friends
of the Indian. They downed the officers
and took the prisoner-away from them.
The officers defended themselves as best
they could, but were outnumbered. Red-
grave warned Levin that there was a
man behind him with a knife, and the
sergeant drew his revolver and jired.
‘When the 'man who was shot fell the
Indians all fled. A couple of Indian
women warned the officers that they had
gone for rifles, and the officers retired
for reinforcements.

Later while Constable McKay was at-
tending to the wounded man he was
assaulted. by a drunken Indian named
William. He beat him off, but later the
Indian attacked him again, and but for
Constable Redgrave would have struck
him over the head with a whiskey bot-
tle. Sergeant Hawton and a squad of
eight men made a search for the offend-
ers, but did not find any. The wounded
man was taken to Jubilee hospital for
treatment, and William, who attacked
Constable McKay, was lockedrup. In
the police court this morning William
was :convicted: of interfering with ‘an
officer in the discharge of his duty and
having liquor in his possession. Sentence

was deferred until to-morrow.

WATER WORKS SYSTEM.
Council Discusses the Best Meuns of
Spending the Money.

The hoard of aldermen met this after-
noon to consider among other things the
best means of spending the money voted
for the improvement of the water works
system. ) .

Ald. Wilson presented-an essay read
to the Tacoma city council by an engin-
eer respecting the water works of that
city, which was very much the same as
the Victoria system. The paper dealt
chiefly with the water shed and the filth
that filtered into the lake from settle-
ments on the water shed.

Ald. Baker said he did not-think there
was a single alderman who was not in
favor of purchasing the water shed, for
which the money was borrowed.

The mayor said his idea was to obtain
an estimate of.the cost of the land that
it was necessary :to purchase, and by
that time the plans and specifications
for the filter beds, etc,, would be ready.

‘Ald. Munn said if the council wanted
any expert opinion Mr. George Munroe,

of the department of railways and ca-

nals, and president of the civil engineers
of Canada, proposed visiting Victoria,
and his opinion on the system could be
obtained.

~Ald. Wilson read the opinion expressed
at a recent convention in the east, which,
he contended, suited Victoria.

Ald. Dwyer moved  that the engineer
be ilnstructed to prepare plans for filter
beds of the capacity of three million
gallons per day, to make surveys for the
same and furnish the council with an es-
timate of the cost.

Ald. Wilson said the city only used
half the amount mentioned in the reso-
lution.

Ald. DwWer said that it was better to
build filters that would last for some
time to come.

Ald Baker suggested that competitive
plans be- called for.

Ald Dwyer thought it required no
great skill to draw the plans.

Ald. Baker said the city had discharg-
ed the city engineer 'as water commis-
sioner, and now the council' were givigg
him charge of the water works again.
He moved in amentment that competi-
tive plans be called for and the engineer
be entrusted to make surveys for the
same,

Ald. Munn contended that the best
opinion should be obtained when a large
amount was to be expended.

Ald. Harris said the city could not
filter more than two million gallons for
the amount at the disposal of the council
for that purpose. It was not necessary
to call for competitive plans; they would
be very much alike.

Ald. Dwyer’s motion was adopted, as
was also one by the same alderman that
the telephone to the lake be put in order.

Some time was spent in discussing
what land@ should be included in the
water shed which it was proposed to
purchase.

Ald. Wilson moved that C. Bootan, the
provincial assessor, be . appointed to
place a wvaluation on the land. Ald.
Lovell named John B. Lovell, while Ald.
Munn said that the city assessér shounld
do the work.

It was decided that Mr. Northeott, !
the city assessor, should do the weork, all

the aldermen assenting.

All the members of the board thought
something should be done to meceive the
governor-general, but they all objected to
any unnecessary expenditure. The mat-
ter was left in the hands of a committee
composed of the mayor and Ald. Dwyer
and Wilson. 2

Ald. Dwyer moved that the street
superintendeént be given full power to
manage the construction of the proposed
sewer to be built by day labor on Feort
street. The motion was carried.

The tax sale by-law was finally passed
and the council adjourned until Thurs-
day evening at 7.30, when the council
regulation by-law will be considered.

A FIGHT THAT FAILED.

Frederick Bollman Tried to Resist Ex-
tradition but Gave up.

Frederick Bollman, the Sydney em-
bezzler, will start to-morrow morning on
his long jourmey to the Amtipodes in
charge of Sergeant Forbes of the New
South 'Wales police. 'He changed his
mind about going willingly last night,
announced that he was going to fight to
the last ditch and retaimed A: L. Bel-
yea to take his case. He found out,
however, that 'the best that he could do
would be to delay his departure for a
month, but, that go he must, and came
around to the opinion that Henckles &
Co. would mot be pleased or disposed. to
deal leniently with him if he put them
to any more expense, This afternocon in
open -icourt” he agreed to go ‘without
trouble, and signed his mame after the
entry to that effect made by Magistrate
Macrae. Yestenday afternoon the war-
rant swormn to at Sydney before Magis-
trate Isaacs and authenticated by His
Excellency Sir Robert Duff, governor, of
New South Wales, was taken to Mr,
Justice Drake of the supreme court and
also backed by him. Then this morning
a pew information, supemseding the pro-
visional warramt sworm to by Chief
Sheppard, ‘was drawn up and sworn to
by Sergeant Forbes. Bollman was
brought into court and arraigned on this.
He was represented by Mr. Belyea, who
asked for am adjournment and an oppor-
tunity to examine the papers. The case
was put off until 1:40 o'clock and the
desired opportunity to see the papers
given. When the case was wcalled this

afternoon Mr. Belyea raised the point

that there was wmothing to show that
Hencklles & Co., had not received their
momey. The court overruled the objec-
tion in that direction amd without much
further parley Bollman agreed. to ac-
company the officer. 'The magistrate
made an entry ‘to that effect in his book
and at his regquest Bollman signed h's
name after the emtry,. Court-adjourned,
Bollman was taken to his cell, and Ser-
geant Forbes began preparations for get-
ting away. The local authorities have

The police made a very clever capture
this mornix‘\g, when Sergeant Hawton
went to the bark Northern Hay and ar-
rested - Robert Corrin, g burglar who
played a brief but brilliant engagement.

: On Friday last the home of W. H. Turn-

bull was burglarized and a lot of valu-
able silverware, including a teapof, su-

gar bowl, cream jug, large cake stand
and tidy, and a number of other articles
taken. The robbery was committed at
night and the burglar got in by forcing
a‘' door. The case was reported to the
police, and a little later Mr. Richardson
of the Windsor hotel reported that ke
had been robbed.. From the latter piace
less booty than at Mr. Turnbull's was
secured. The police set to work on the
case and fixed the crime on Corrin. It
was learned that the latter had shipped
on the bark Northern Hay, salmon laden,
and ready to sail for England. The
sergeant went to the outer wharf this
morning and readily found Corrin and
placed him under arrest. The sergeant
searched his bunk and baggage and
found nearly all of the goods stolen,
completing the evidence = against him.
Corrin was in the police court this
morning, but his+ case was remanded
until to-morrow. There are two counts
against him, onhe for burglary and the
other for larceny.

Corrin is a middle aged man, and
served in the navy, being discharged
here, it is said, some eight years ago.
He was out on some of the sealing schoo-
ners and always led an honorable life.

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NEW YORK POLICE SCANDAL.

Commissioners Refuse to Retire Officers
Who Hawve Resigned.

New York, Oct. 17.—The police board re-
fused to retire Policeman Henry McArdle,
who has served twenty years and against
whom no charges are -pending. = McArdle
was formerly a detective at the Grand Cen-
tral depot. - He was accused before the
Lexow committee of being in league with
green goods men, The board did not act
upon his application' for retirement, when
it was filed, and McArdle went before
Judge Giegerich, who granted a writ of
mandamus to compel the board to act one
way or another. The corporation counsel
also advised the board that it must act.
The ‘commissioners in taking up the Me-
Ardle case alpo heard a report from Super-
intendent Byrnes on the application for
retirement of about a dozen other officers.
The superintendent reported that no charges
were pending against any of the officers
named, including McArdle, and that he had
been informed by Mr. Willlams that no
charges were in ‘preparation against any of
the men. President Martin said that the
superintendent’s report did not go far e-
nough. “What this board wants to know,”
said he, ‘‘is whether any evidence has been
presented before the Lexow committee on
which charges might be based. The board
took a vote on McArdle’s application and
voted unanimously agdinst retiring him.
Superintendent Byrnes was sent for and
told that it was the wish of the board that
he should consult Mr. Wellman and ascer-
tain whether any evidence had been adduc-

{ ed from the senate committee on which the
; officers seeking retirement might be put on
! trial in the near future. No action was tak-

en in any of the other retirement cases.

It has given much
satisfaction to your readers and has
started a train of speculation regarding
the route upon which the new steamer is
to be placed. If the Prince Rupert be
not intended as an opposition té the C.
P. N. company, between what points
will she ply? Can it be pessible that
Mr. Van Horne’s trip over the Victoria
& Sidney road, a few months ago, may
point to a solution of the mystery? When
Mr. Van Horne undertakes a trip over
a line he generally purchases the prop-
erty. By purchasing the Viectoria &
Sidney railway the’ Prince Rupert could
run between Vancouver and Sidney,
while an extension of the road to the
outer wharf would transfer the termi-
nus-of the C. P. R. from Vancouver to
Victoria. This idea is somewhat far-
fetched, but there may be something in
it.

The air is alive with railway rumors,
and curiosity is keenly on edge respect-
ing the British Pacific. It is of ecourse
somewhat premature to predict anything
in this connection, but it is to be hoped
that some reasonable, soundly fimancial
and prudently economical and conserva-
tive scheme for opening up the interior
of British Columbia and enable labor
and capital to reach the hidden treasures
which are known to exist may soon be
presented to the public.

One thing the city must be careful to
preserve—that is its freedom from any

-railway monopoly of its franchises. No

exclusive right of way should be con-
ceded to any.railway corporation. Ix-
tend reasonable facilities to all, monopo-
listic privileges to none.

There appears te be a slight move-
ment of an inquiring tendency in the
real estate line.

to be: 'While it is now generally believed
that the president will soon let his position
be- definitely’ known, there is still a great
deal of anxiety to know what means Mr.
Cleveland  will. take to make this declara-
Many of the Democrats with whom
I have talked' have expressed the hope that
he will not write a letter. They have had
considerable experieice with letters from
Mr. Cleveland’s pen, and they are afraid
that anything he might “write would do
more harm than good in the present condi-
tion of affairs in New York, and even if
the letter did no harm in that state it
might be injurious elsewhere. They hope
that he 'will confine himself simply to a
declaration that he favors the success of
the regular Democratic ticket and believes
it to be the duty of all New York Demo-
crats :to vote for it. It is reported at the
Democratic - headquarters = this afternoon
that Mr. Cleveland will send to the New
York managers a liberal contribution to
the campaign fund, accompanied by a brief
letter which will urge the importance of
Democrats standing together, so as not to
give the Republicans an opportunity to win
through the indifference or failure of any
Democrat to.do his duty. This is just the
kind of letter the Democrats here hope the
president will write. The sooner he writes
it and the larger domination the check he
encloses, the more they will like it.
