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AGREEMENT
STANDS OVER

NEW CLAUSE ADDED
AS TO MACHINERY

Aldermen Again Discuss the
Development of Powe:r at
Jordan River.

The city council.on Monday had the
British Columbia Electric agreement
before it for what is expected to be
the last time before the formal third
reading of the by-law and the fixing of
a rate for submitting it to the peo-
ple. - The agreement had come back
from the company as to the two
clauses added at Ald. Turner’s sug-
gestion, - one making it clear that the
city had the right to generate light
and power for its own use and the
other providing for a penalty in case
the company should not have the 10,-
000 horsepower developed at Jordan
river within three years.

The first of these was quite accept-
able to the company, but in regard
to the second there was some diffi-
culty as the company did not want
to be compelled to instal machinery
ahead of the demand for power. A
conference took place between A. T.
Goward and A. E. McPhillips, K. C,
on its side, and thé mayor, Ald. Tur-
ner and the city selicitor on the
part of the city.* A new clause was
drafted, sent to Vancouver and ap-
proved by the directors and it came
up Monday night.

This clause, altered from its orig-
inal form, now provides: “That at the
earliest opportunity, and in any event
within three years from the final pass-
ing of this by-law, the company shall
erect a plant as near as possible to
Victoria and tributary thereto, of a
capacity of not less than 10,000 horse-
power and when fully developed to
oost not less than $1,500,000, and
machinery shall, from time to time,
be installed so as to develop and dis-
tribute such power as may be re-
quired in extensifons to the electric
railway, lighting and power under-
takings of the company.”

" Ald. Henderson objected to this as
a radical change in the agreement and
affecting the crux of the whole matter.
It might be five, or eight, or ten
years, before the 10,000 horsepower
was developed, and meanwhile the
people would be waiting for the prom-
ised reduction of rates. \
“Mayor Hall said it would not, be
fair to make the coempany, put . in
machinery” tq develop 104080 harse-
power if it only had sale-1%r 5,000 or
7000 or 8,000 horsepower, and have
the plant lie idle.. .

Ald. Henderson did not think the
council need worry about .this; if the
company had .the power they could
sell it.

Ald. Fullerton expressed himself as
taken by surprise at the inclusion of
a clause whecih was not put there at
eouneil’s request, -

Ald. Turner reminded him that it
had been g%presented when the
clause was rawn. ‘The company
would put in dams and all required
for the development of 10,000 horse-
power, but did not want to have to
instal the expensive units required
to generate and distribute power ex-
cept as the market requir®d. It would
not be fair to expect the installation
of machinery for 10,000 horsepower
when there might be a market for
only 5,000, but the 10,080 would be
there all the same. The main thing
was having the power: there, capable
of generation ‘when it° was needed.

Ald. Henderson returned ' to the
point of the reduction of rates and
feared it -would not be’ done, under
this “proposal, until the company was
actually generating 10,000 horsepower.

The mayor assured him that this
was all provided against.

Ald. Turner pointéd out that the
company had agreed to .a provision
that if it was in default as regarded
any bbligation; and continued so for
six months after the <ity had drawn
attention to the fact, the city’s obli-
gations under the agreement ceased
The company would not agree'to:this
unless this other clause was amended
s0 as to protect them from having to
instal valuable machinery and have
it lying idle. He added-that while the
agreement was a very valuable one to
the city at large, he did not wish to
put it through while any alderman
thought it contained anything ini-
mical to Victoria’s interest; and there-
fore he suggested that the agreement
lie over for farther consideration.

This was agreed to.

AIRSHIPS FOR USE
OF ARMY AND NAVY

Series of Experiments Will Be

London, Aug. 3.—The sub-committee of
the Imperial defence commitfee, appoint-
ed to corifer on matters of aviation, has
given a verdict on rigid dirigble balloons
for naval purposes, and on non-rigd bal-
loons for the army. .

| WATERWORKS

MUST PAY COST

. ALDERMEN EXPRESS
THEMSELVES PLAINLY

Cost of Lowering Cook and
Fernwood Mains Not on
Local Improvement.

The aldermen expressed themselves
pretty vigorously at-Monday’'s coun-
cil meeting as to the responsibility of
the water department for the cost of
putting into proper shape again streets
which have been left in a disreputable
state, as the chairman of the streets
committee put it, after laying mains.
It was also decided that the cost of
relaying mains such as that on Cook
street, referred to in the Times  on
Monday, must be borne by the water
department, and under no consideration
shall it be made a portion of cost of
the local improvement.

The discussion originated over a re-
commendation from Water Commis-
sioner Raymur that the re-laying of
the Cook and Fernwood mains be
charged up to the local improvement
works which have necessitated their
lowering. Ald. Henderson expressed
his surprise at finding the Cook street
main so close to the surface and said
it could not have been laid at the
proper depth. Therefore the water de-
partment had been profiting all these
years by having done the work more
cheaply then, and thus could not com-
piain at having to do now what should
have been done then.

Ald. Raymond& pointed out that the
present water administration is as bad
as the old one in that regard, and in-
stanced the case of Lindeh avenue and
MecClure street, where mains had to be
relaid twice at lower levels within the
past two “years.

After. all, however, the charging up
is largely a matter of book<keeping
and of the whole people paying the ex-
pense instead of a small number. This
issue is apt to be greatly obscured, that
the people, as a whole or in groups,
are paying for the blunders—er worse—
of  the past’ and the presént,

Water Commissioner Raymur report-
ed that the grading of Cook street ;ad
uncovered the twelve-inch main on
Cook street, laid in 1887 by Water Com-
missioner Somerville, on levels fur-
nisked by the then city engineer, and
recommended that the lowering of the
main form part of .the cost of the local
improvement. The same would apply
to the eight-inch . main on Fernwood
road.

Ald. Turner K objected ta the watsr
commissioner coming back so. quickly
at the streéts department in a case
where that official thought he should
not have to bear‘the cost, when the
water commissioner's depa.xjtn"xent tore
up streets and left them in a disrepu-
table state. Why did the .water ‘com-
missioner not have these streets put in
proper shape? >

The mayor said they did now,

“I beg your pardon, it is not done,”
said Ald. Turner.

“It is supposed to pe charged up to
them,” his worship said.

“There will be a large bill ‘against
the department for Hillside avenue,
then,” remarked Ald. Bishop.

“There will be quite a bill there
against the water department on Hill-
side avenue,” admitted his worship,

Ald. McKeown reminded the council
that there was a resolution instructing
the city engineer to do the work and
charge it up to the water department.

“But that work is'not being carried
out,” persisted Ald. Turner. “Streets
are being dug up and left with a hump
here and a hole thers and this is not
being fixed up. I do not care who is
to blame but the plain fact is that the
work is not being done and I intend
to see that it is done. I don’t see why
the water department should leave
streets in a disgraceful staté and then,
when they get a piece of old work,
want the streets department to do it.”

Ald. Fullerton protested strongly
against the Fernwood road case being
charged up to the local improvement
work there, and moved that in both
cases the cost of lowering the mains be
charged against the waterworks de-
partment.

Ald, Turner seconded this and the
mayor said he thought that was all
right.

Ald. Mable backed up the water com-
missioner, on the ground that if it had
not been for the local improvements the
pipes would not have had to be low-
ered.

‘“The water department should pay
for the lowering,” declared Ald. Hen-
derson. “In the first place the pipe
could not have been put down on the
proper grade. There has been very lit-
tle alteration in Cook street and I am
very much surprised to find the pipe
so close to the surface. At that time
so long as the pipe was covered they
seemed to. be satisfied. The water com-
missioner and water department have
benefitted all these years by not hav-
ing laid the pipe lower, and it is up to
them to pay.for the lowering of a large
main like that,” or any pipe not down
to proper level.”

Ald. Raymond agreed with Ald, Ful-
lerton and mentfoned that inside the
last two years Mr, Raymur had got the
levels for Linden avenue and McClure
street, but when. the re-grading took
place the maihs had to be twice low-
ered on Linden avenue and re-lowered
on McClure street. ;

Ald. Turner pointed out that if the
principle of charging the lowering of
mains up to local improvements was
to be established Mr. Raymur could
go ahead and put pipes down as he
liked, knowing that ‘subsequent. lower-
ing would not be charged to his de-
partment, This was not fair to the peo-
ple who were making improvements, If
Mr. Raymur did not lay pipes to pro-
per grade he must understand the
water department had to stand the
cost.

WORK AT EVERETT

TWO SUSPECTS ARE
' _ HELD BY POLICE

Property Loss Exceeds $175,-
000—County Court House
Among Buildings Burned.

Everett, Wash.,, Aug. 3.—George)
Ryan, a former engineer on the Great
Northern railroad, who was Saturday
fined $50 for turning in a false alarm
of fire, and George Hopkins, a 19-year-
old youth, were arrested this morning
on suspicion of having knowledge of
the origin of the incendiary fires which
resulted in a serious conflagration here
last night. The police refuge to state
what evidence, if any, they have
against the pair. The prisoners will
be given a hearing this afternoon,

The total loss resulting from the
series of fires which yesterday after-
roon and last night threatened the de-
struction of the city, is to-day placed
at between $175,000 and $200,000. More
than a dozen buildings, mostly wooden
structures were consumed by the
flames, which were not brought under
control until after midnight,

Among the buildings destroyed was
the Snohomish county court house.

At 10 o’clock last night, after the
conflagration had raged for several
hours, the mayor requested that the
local company of state militia be
called out and 35 armed men were
sworn in as deputy sheriffs to guard
property and prevent further oper-
ations by the incendiaries. Hundreds
of citizens enlisted as volunteers to
asgist the sixteen exhausted firemen.
An appeal for ‘assistance was dis-
patched to the Seattle fire department
and 15 men were sent from that city
on a special train at midnight to help
fight the fire. 1t was not until two
¢’clock this morning that the flames
were brought under control

During the early part of the night
there was a reign of terror throughott
the city. With reports of fires com-
ing in at intervals from widely scat-
tered localities and under circum-
stances that left no room to doubt
that "they were of incendiary origin,
the electric light wires were put out
of commission and the city plunged
in darkness. To add to the terror of
the ﬁeople, there was an incessant
rattle from the discharge of cartridges
in the Balley Sporting Goods estab-
fishment, while there were frequent
from the dischdrge of
dynamite that was used to ' ' wreck
buildings in the path of the flames
and check their progress.

No loss of human life is réported
but 16 horses perished: ¢ *

That the fires were the work of ins
¢endiaries is not doubted by any one
here. Each of the five fires started in
localities and under circumstances
that practically excluded accidental
origin.

The. fire originated in the basement
of C.°K. Healy’s blacksmith shop, next
to the Wetmore avenue fire station. It
was supposed #t the time that it was
caused by spaﬂﬁl from an anvil fall-
ing' through cracks in the floor to
straw underneath.

The Northern Transfer company‘s
barn ‘tame next and then the Robbins
& Oliver stables, the old county jail
building in the rear and Iles & New-
man’s carriage factory. In less than
15- ‘minutes the whole corner was
ablaze.

‘The useléssness of trying to save
the burhing buildings was soon rea-
Hzed and the efforts of the firemen
were “directed toward saving the sta-
tion hext to Healy’s blacksmith shop.
Theé building was finally savefl from
the flames, but is badly damaged on}
the inside. 2 3

Flying embers carried the fire to the
roof of the court house across the
street, and soon that bullding ‘was
blazing. The records were saved by
court house employees. The annex
to the building, containing the justice
court, the assessor, county -superin-
tendent and engineer offices, was
saved. )

Chief Kingsley blames the lack of
facilities supplied him by thé city for
the destruction of the buildings.  He
has beén asking for additional equip-
ment for nearly a year, and has con-
tinnally stated that the city would be
at the mercy of a big fire with its
present - inadequate eguipment.

At 10 o'clock last night the fouarth
alarm of the day came in from Gil-
christ’s warehouse at Pacific and Mc-
Dougal streets, where thirty horses
wére kept. Thé fire was discovered in
one-of the feed bing and soon spread
over the entire building. Surround-
ing bulldings were saved by the use
of dynamite.

The entire block between Rockefel-
ler and Oakeéd streets, on the north
side of the street, was soon ablaze.
Arthur Balley’s sporting goods store,
the Texas pool room, Egan & Me-
Graw's saloon, Foley’s umbrella store,
Stewart’s millinery and Fuhr’s bazaar
were & mass of flimes and the ‘rest
of the block, including the ~Opsvig
block, later were burned.

The situation in Catalonia is = very
serious and the followers of the lats
Don Carlos, pretender to the throne of
Spain, are making efforts to advance
the cause of his son, Don Jaime, but
it i{s thought that there is little chance
for him to gain the crown.

Following the defsat of
his* forces sent to the hills to combat
the rebels, this news has greatly dis-
couraged the Spanish commander.

The Cariists are working with re-
newed activity since learning of the
‘many reverses met by Alfonso’s retain-
ers. Don Jaime’s lieutenants are mak-
ing a determined effort to seat the
pretendér and are working throughou$
the provinces to that end. They are
particularly active among the Badques
and country peaple of Catalonia and
demonstrations are being held through-
out the kingdom. Those who believed
Carlism died with Don Carlos, fathap
of the present pretender, now acknowe
ledge their mistake. 3

Doén Jaime is 39 years old, a bachelor,
and a‘soldier of distinction. For some
yéars he was an officer in the Russian
army and fought at Manchuria &uring
the Russo-Japanese war. He was
wounded at Liao Yang. He was es-
tranged from his father during the de-
clining years of the latter’s life and
went to Paris, which city he now calls
home, On frequent occasions he hasg
visited Spain and at one time stayed
openly at San Sebastian, which. gave
rise to the rumor that he was willing
to acknowledge Carlism to be dead.
This was disproved when following the
death of his father in Italy, July. 20th,
Don Jaime caused it to become known
that he had no intention of surrender-
ing his claim to the throne, which he
sincerely believes is rightfully his,

Salmon in Naas and Skeena
Belong to Differeht Tribe
From Those in South.

vaneouver, B. C., Aug. 3.—“The sal-
imon in the Naas and Skeena rivers are
of a totally different tribe altogether
from those in more southerly waters.
We discovered the difference immedi-
ately and were astonished at the fact
that men who have been employed in
the northwest coast fisheries have not
made the discovery before,” said Prof.
Starr Jordon this morning, when asked
regarding the results of the visit
which he and Prof. Prince had made to
the northern rivers together.

These two distinguished scientists
form the international joint commis-
sion appointed to inquire into the sal-
mon fisheries and to recommend to
their respective governments the best
means for their preservation.

“The run on the Skeena has not been
very good,” - continued Dr. Jordan.
“The fishermen on the Naas, however,
have done remarkably well, They were
not aware that the fish which are taken
form the Fraser river and Puget Sound
waters are of a totally different spe-
cies, The Fraser salmon come through
the Rosario . and Haro channels, but
we have not determined what the per-
centage .is. We propose to go over to
the San Juan. islands and observe the
run,
for a big run year. The system. is
keeping the sockeyes from the breeding
grounds, and it is only a question . of
time when the runs will be insignifi-
cant.”

No indication could be obtained as to
the nature of the report which this
commission will make to their respec-
tive governments, It'is likely that the

The new tow$R to be placed upon the
market west of Edmonton inside of
two months are: Acheson, Spruce
Grove, Stony Plain, Carvel, Duffield,
Wabamum, 'Fallis, Gainsford,” Har-
gwen, Imrie, Junkins, Keston, Leaman,
Mackay, Niton, Otley, Peers, Rosevean,
Thornton,  Yates and Edson. All of
these towns are lecated in a wealthy
agricultural district which is already
well populated with settlers, and many
of them are admirably ' situated on
rivers and lakes. The fact that steel
laying is already in progress west of
Edmonton should enhance the value of
the lots greatly. The surveyors are at
present at work staking out the last of
these townsites,

DUSTLESS ROADS.

Tests Made in Old Land to -Overcome
Nuisance From It,

Victoria -is not the only place .with
its dust troubles. W. A. MsKenna,
Canadian trade commfissioner in Bir-
mingham, reporting to the department,
says:

In view of the greatly increased
motor traffic of the last-few years, the
problem of keeping roads free from dust
is more acute than ever. It will be
remembered that a number of methods
have been experimented with,. including
var&)us tar mixtures, the road surface
known ‘as “Tarmac” and calcium
chloride solution, with varying degrees
of success, A new test is now being
made with Chrolide of calcium in the
form of granulated powder. A half
-mile stretch of virgin road has been de-
voted by the Staines rural district au-
thorities to this purpose. The powder
which costs about $12.16 a ton, is ap-
plied at the rate of one-quarter pound
te the square yard of surface as a first
application, a similar quantity being
spread two days later to compléte the
treatment. The theory is that the cal-
cium chrolide will, absorb sufficient
moisture from the atmosphere to keep
the road damp and prevent the forma-
tion of dust
It having already been foxmd by

tests in Cheshire that thig theory is
borne out in practice, the question. of
cost is now to be consgidered. The old
treatment with solution of calcium
chrolide costs roughly $300 per mile per
annum for a forty-foot road with av-

erage traffic. It is hoped that the dry
treamont, will pyove cheaper,

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GERMANS PLOT
AGAINST BRITAIN

SEEKING ALLIANCE
WITH THE JAPANESE!

Foreign Editor of London
Times is Hurrying to Far
East.

Winnipeg, Aug.: 3.—Valentine Chirol,
foreign editor of the London Times,
who is on @& special mission to the
east, passed through Wlnnipeé yes-
terday en route to the Orient to in-
vestigate a rumor of a scheme on the
part of Germany to supplant Britain
in the alliance with the Japanese em-
pire at the cenglusion of the present
treaty next. iyear. The scheme seems
to be sufficiently serious and threaten=-
ing to call for the presence at Tokio
of a member of the foreign diplomatic
staff of the London Times,

That the situation is pressfng, is in-
dicated by the extraordinary speed with
which the correspondent is rushng on
his way to the Oriental capital. His
purpose is to édtch the steamer Em-
press of China at Victoria,

Chirol is the man who organized the
Times staff in China, Japan and
Korea when the war between Japan
and Russia was.in progress. Chirol
preserves a most discreet silence as to
the purpose of his mission, buf that it
foretells international trouble is ac-
cepted as a matter ‘of general belief.
Germany means to make a  determin-
ed effort to supplant England in the
Japanese alliance when the treaty ex-
pires next year, but there are other
graver possibilities.

Mr. Chirol reached Victoria from the
Orient on the Shanano Maru on' July
20th, After a study of the situation in
the Orient, he stated on arrival here,\
that it was serious.

Will Only Enter Spain in Event
of Overthrow of
Alfonso. *

OIL AND FERTILIZER
FROM WEST COAST

Tees Brings News That Quat-
sino Mill is to Commence
Work.

Steamer Tees arrived Monday from
the West Coast with a large number of
passengers and a quantity of freight.
She went as far north as Holberg, the
new settlement on the West Arm of Quat-
sino Sound, where she calls once a
month. This settlement is largely made
up of those settlers who moved from
Cape Scott.

OF HIS HOTEL

J. A. VIRTUE WILL .
" BUILD BIG WING

Oak Bay Hotel Not Big Enough
to Accommodate
Guests.

J. A. Virtue, proprietor of the Oak
Bay hotel, is about to double the capa-
city of his hotel at Oak Bay. This
autumn ’‘as soon as ever the rush is
over he intends to commence work on
a new wing which will just double the
size of the building he now has.

The wing which is to be built will
be placed on the east end of the hotel,
between it and the road. This was
the original intention when the house
was built and will make the institution
well rounded and symmetrical. The
great feature of this wing will be a
private billiard room which will be
kept for the use of guests only.

Mr. Virtue’s plan in connection with
the hotel is to run it as much as pos-
sible on the lines of a club.

Speaking of his. proposed venture
Mr. Virtue said this.- morning that
work would commence about October
next. The addition had been made
necessary by the large increase“in his
business, During last summer the
house was full all the time, and this
year Mr. Virtue turned away at least
twenty people a day who wished to
stop there. This he thinks was only
partly due-to the fair at Seattle, but
is largely due to the increased inter-
est taken in the west and .in this city
in particular. The growth in interest
he thinks will increase very fast and
in the near future Victoria will have
a number of hotels larger than any
that are here now.

In answer to a query as to the effect
upon his business of the Empress ho-
tel, Mr. Virtue said that instead of in-
juring it the opposite had been  the
case.. The Empress attracted many
people to the city, and his hotel got
a share of them.” At the time the big
hotel was built he had been afraid
that it would hurt him, but it had not
done so.

Speaking further of the prospects of
the city, Mr. Virtue said that he was
getting a great many inquiries from
people who itended to come here to
spend the winter. This indicated that
the interest in this place as a winter
resort was increasing. There had been

DEATH RATE FROM
ALCOHOLISM LARGE

Increase _ in Convictions
Canada Forty Per Cent.
: in Nine Years.

in

In a paper before the American
Medical Association at its anuual
meeting in Atlantic City, Arthur Mac-
Donald of Washington, D. C., gave the
most recent statistics of alcoholism,
before the section deyoted to that sub-
ject. In his introductory remarks he
said that it is generally admitted that
if you give whiskey to the American
Indians they soon act like crazy men.
They are new soil and unaccustomed
to alcahol, just as they are to measles,
which is quite fatal to them.s On the
other hand, the Latin races have be-
come so accuestomed to the wuse of
alcohol that drunkenness among them
is at a. minimum. Now, the people of
Americar seem to stand about midway
between the maximum susceptibility
of the Indian and the minimum un-
ceptibility of the Latins. The peopie
of America need stimulants less per-
haps than any.  civilized people; for
the climate and life, wrth its change-
ableness, uncertainty and haste, are
stimulants enough, without adding
more artificial ones.

-In the United States, according to
the latest census reports, the per cent.
of prisoners committed for drunken-
ness in the registration area was
28:2. The North Atlantic and North
Central States have the highest per
cents. of commitments for drunken-
ness (323 and 21.6; and the south
central- (3.8 per cent.) and the south
Atlantic - (5.0 per cent.) : the lowest.

The per cent. of foreign-born among
prisoners committed for drunkenness
is 36.2; ‘that of natives, 29.7, showing
a difference of 6 per cent. Ireland
(49.8 per cent.); Canada, - (49.8 ' 'per
egent)); Scotland (42.8 per cent.); and
England (38.5 per cent.), furnish the
highest percentage of drunkennésg in
the order mentioned. The lowest are
Mexico (2.7 per cent.), and Italy (7.3
per cent.), illustrating the general
superiority of the Latin race in re-
sisting intemperance. J

In a general way an increasey in
alcoholism is indicated in the TUnited
States from 1907, where the death rate
from alcoholism is 7.6 per 100,000
population; New Zealand  for 1906,
where the number of convictions for
drunkenness is 129.8 per 100,000 popu-
lation; = Austria, where the annual
average number of convictions for
drunkenness during 1901 to 1905 is
the highest ever reached in that coun?
try, being 1420.6; Belgium, for 1907,
where there is a general increase in
all communes; Canada, where the in-
crease of convictions for drunkenness
has been more than 40 per cent. from
1894 to 1903; Chile,” where the pro-
portion of drunkards for exery 100
criminals entering prison is 59.07 for
the year 1807; in France, where in
1907 the total number prosecuted for
drunkenness was 75.227, the largest
number ever recorded there.

Fullerton, “but in this case
there seems to be a perpetual privi-
lege granted. Play fair on this mat-
ter.”

His worship remarked that permis-
sion hag been granted for this use of
the street long ago.

“Do you mean that we have power
to grant. anyone permission to break
the by-laws?” asked Ald. Fullerton in
surprise.

Ald. Henderson remarked that when
he was. in business the police came
around and made him take -every
wagon off the street at night. But here
wagons were found standing on the
street from year’s end to year’s'end
and it was made a workshop.

VICTORIA'S PROGRESS AND PROS-
PECTS.

A reader of the Times thinks the
newspapers of .Viétoria do not devote
sufficient ‘space 1o “boosting’ the ecity.
He says'if whole’stréets_had been laid
out and’ buflt“up’in Seattle, Tacéma
or Vancouver..in .the short space of a
yvear columns would have been printed
as evidence of the marvellous growth
and increase ! of * ‘population in these
cities. Possibly so, But is it not quite
as well that Victoria should continue
to grow in.an unobtrusive.way, with-
out brag and bluster? There is gener-
ally a reaction after-a boom. Victoria
is doing very well indeed; and h#r
prospects are-yearly-growing brighter.
It is something to realize that hun-
dreds of -people are - arriving in the
city daily who cannot find accommoda-
tion at the hotels. If these visitors
are favorably impressed they = will
come back again, a goodly number of
them, we trust, to make the city their
permanent \abiding-place. Our special
business just now should be to make
the capital as attractive as possibie.
There is yet much to be done in that
respect. - In all humility the fact must
be admitted that the city proper is not
as winsome outwardly as its environs.
Nafure has done much for us; art as
applied to municipal adornment has a
great deal yet to do. These i;’hprove
ments cannot bée carried out in'a day
or a year/ There are many miles of
streets yet to be paved and concrete
sidewalks to be laid. The city council,
with all its faults, is carryihg out a
programme of municipal improvement
as fast as circumstances_ in the share
of finances and, the labor market wiil
permit. If the present rate of progress
be continued, Victoria will present
quite a different aspect to the critical
eye ten years hence. In the meantime
let us persevere without having re-
course to that dangerous expedient, ‘the
boom. We shall do very well without
it,  The tramway company has laid
before the council a programme of ex-
tension which if proceeded with wiil
do more than anything elsé now in
gight to improve the business condi-
tions and increase the population. It
is quite proper for the council to seec
that no provisions shall. be -incorpor-
ated in that instrument which may.
prove detrimental to our ‘interests In
the future. Vet it doth appear as
though the members of the board of}
aldermen, considering the importance
of the maitter, are Jjust - a . trifle too
censorious ‘in their -attitude towards
the agreement with the company. The
fact that cheap power is necessary to
thai’;’ company ought to be considered
a sufficient guarantee that it will pros-
ecute the work of ‘development at Jor-
dan River with all possible dispatch.

GETTING INTO THE CANADIAN
MARKET.

The New York correspondent of the
London Times laments the alleged fact
that a “good part of the United States
seems still to be oblivious of the exist-
ence of the Dominion of Canada.” The
writer is driven to this conclusion by
the fact, which he ‘seems to consider
extraordinary, that neither the Senate
nor the House of Representatiyes has
in considering the new tariff pald the
slightest heed to the demands of influ-
ential conyventions held in the northern
States that steps be taken to secure
reciprocity with Canada. Is it not
possible that .the United States is not
quite so oblivious of the existence of
the Dominion as Congressmen feign to
be? It may even be that our neighbors
have their own ideas respectmg “the
methods by “Which reciprocity with
Canada may be brought about. he
correspondent of the Times forgets or
overlooks the fact that there are maxi-
mum and minimum schedules in the
tariff. It is true the ininlmum sched-
ules are higher in the aggregate than
the maximum duties levied under the
Dingley Aét, to ‘which it is proposed
to add a super-tax' of 25 per cent, in
the case ‘of importations from any
country .whichk refuses to;give the
United States terms of exchénte equiv-
alent to'the terms granted other coun-
tries under special treaties, ‘'say as in
the case of Canada with Britain under
the preferential tariff or in the case
of Canada with France under the in-
termediate tariff. It may be  that
Congressmen fancy they can force
reciprocity with Canada upon their
own terms and without conceding any
corresponding advantages in return.
If that’ig ‘theit” idea,  thiey” have a per-

‘fect right to. entertain and to ‘try; it.

They sell about two dollars’ worth of |
their products t0 us at the preséfit fime
for every dollar's worth we purchase |
from them. Possibly they thka they
can improve upon that by mgﬂg}ng
us with the Big Stick in the shiafig of
maximum dutles But we believe if
they purpose. getting inteo ourl.:mai'kets
in that way they will find they have
made a miscalculation. In the mean-
time it is interesting to note that one
of the most independent and one of the
best informed of American newspapers
believes that the United States in
pursuing its policy is strengthening
and up-building Canada. Says the
New York correspondent of the an-
don Times:

“Americans'” are reminded by ' “the
New York Evenl}lg Post that the old
time display in Canada of the Stars and
Strines alongside the 1Tnion Jack is

now confined to occasions when both
nations are represented; and that the
tide of public sentiment there has<been
almost completely turned away from
closér’ relations with the Dominion’s
southern neighbor. The journal at-
tributes this to ‘the unspeakably nar-
row selfishness of protected interests
in the United States,’ and declares that
‘standpatters’ have
ernment to grasp the shadow of wealth
and lose the substance of continental
unity.’ It also says that the Senate’s
rejection of reciprocity with Canada in
coal and its approval of retaliatory
measures. against any country which
imposed discriminatory duties on wood
pulp imported into the United States
will eonvert the Maple Leaf into the
national symbol of a proud rival power.
The Post is a voice crying in the wil-
derness. To * the recent reciprocity
propaganda here there has been as
weak an echo in Washington as’ in
Canadx itself. Mr, Foster's speech at
the Canadian Club in New York on
May 14th might have been expected to
arouse some comment; in only .ne
rewspaper was it reported—and then
erroneously.”

BRITISH INVESTMENTS AND
CANADIAN SECURITIES.

Some of the financial newspapers of
Great Britain have been drawing at-
tention to the heavy borrowing of
Canada of recent years. We have been
drawing liberally upon the purses of
the people in Britain who have money
Governments . and

municiupalities have expended much
money upon necessary public works.
But in ninety-nine cases out of a hun-
dred the funds borrowed have been
judiciously invested and will yield sub-
stantial returns to the lender and the
borrower, There is no danger of over-
stepping the marginal line of safeéty.
Who can estimate, for example, the
returns the federal government and
the people of the country will realise
from the construction of the Grand
Trunk Patific Railway, a new high-
way which will make available for
settlement and general industrial en-
terprise new territory of as vast an
extent 4g old Canada? Nor wiI‘l the

the completion of that line. When the
road is in~ operation experience will
demonstrate that it will pay to invest
still vaster sums for development pur-
poses. If all goes well from one hun-
dred million to one hundred and
twenty million bushels ‘of ‘wheat, the
best ‘wheat' that c¢an be’ grown -on
-earth; will be garnered within the next
two montHs in the ,threé prairie prov-
inces, not to mention coarser grains
and other produce. The actual capacity
of the country is certainly five times,
possibly ten times, that amount of
wheat. There will be three great rail-
way companies engaged in the work
of transporting to market during the
present season the fraction of grain
the prairie country is capable of pro-
ducing. The energies of these compan-
ies will probably be taxed to the ut-
most in doi:;this. What will the con-
ditions be a few years from now when
the vast. stretches of the prairies are
more thoroughly developed? Such a
condition of development can only be
brought about by the construction of
thousands- of miles of branch lines of
railway as feeders for the main lines
o fthe three roads. . The C. P. R.-in
anticipation of what is coming to pass
1F already double trarking its main line
in some sections. The opportunities for
the investment of capital are merely
beginning in Canada. The British capi-
talist who invests with diseriminaton
will make no mistake. He  is sure of
substantial returns from his invest-
ments, Our resources are certainly not
inféri_or to the resources of the Com-
Pmonwealth of » Australia, which in
‘fourteen years is' repérted to have in-
creased its public debt by $338,400,000,
while New Zealand, with only a frac-
tion of our population and extent of
territory, has added to hers $138,625,000.

This action is in con-
sequence of the prince's extravagance
which already has caused his transfer
from the cuirassiers of the guard in
Berlin to a uhlan regiment and later
to compulsory retirement from ‘the
army, after which he was placed unger
a guardianship. The prince has been
given the title of Count Ostheim, but
he is totally bankrupt and remains un-

It is doubtful-if- there mnas.ever been
S0 ‘much railway building in -Alberta
as at the present time. The C. P, R.
is exceedingly active, and its crews of
men are dotted all over the province,
says. the Caigary Albertan. In an in-
terview with Mr. Price, general super-
intendent, a glance was given of the
activity throughout the province. The
work on the cut-off between Macleod
and Lethbridge is nearing the com-
pleted stage.. Laying steel has been
started, and the work will be complet-
ed before the end of September. This
new: line will pass .through a very ex-
cellent country.

The road from Kipp té Aldersyde,
which means the short line from Cal-
gary to Lethbridge, is progressing very
nicely. The road is. tosrun to Alder-
syde, at least the C. P. R. has received
no other information,

The road will be to_Carmangay by
the middle of September. It will not
come any further this season,

The branch from Langdon north i
progressing favorably, and the road
has been graded some distance north.

On the Wetaskiwin branch the road
has been graded to Wilkie, which is the
next divisional point east. That will
complete this Wetaskiwin hranch,
which runs from Wetaskiwin to Sas-
katoon. That will cut-the Edmonton
business off from the main line, and
will give a short line' from Edmeonton
to Winnipeg. The road along this line
should be finished by 'October 1st.

Grading is completed from Stettler
to Castor, and the road will be com-
pleted in about six weeks’ time.

That is the record of one road, and
shows something of the great activity
in this part of the :country.

DAIRY INSPECTION
TO COMMENCE

Herds to Be Graded and Re-
sults Published in
Gazette.

Arrangements are being made for the
provincial government to put imto ef-
fect the rules and regulations for the
inspection and grading of dairies and
herds throughout the province. The
results of the inspection and grading
will be published in the Provincial Ga-
zette. This it is thought will have the
cffect of improving the premises in
which cows are kept and insuriag free-
dom from tuberculosis. The regula-
tions which are to be enforced with the
method of grading is as follows:

The inspector shall inspect all dair-
ies and dairy premises maintained for
the supply of milk to the public, and.
all cows from which such milk is
taken. After such inspection the in-%
spector shall grade the dairies and
Lerds inspected as follows:

Grade A premises found to be in a
sanitary condition, .within the meaning
of the regulations of the provincial
board of health governing the sale of
milk and the management of dairies,
cow sheds and milk shops, and the
herd has been tested once every six
months. for tuberculosis and has been
found free from disease.

B premises that do not strictly con-
form to said regulations, and the herd
has been tested once a year for tuber-
culosis and has been found free from
disease.

C premises that conform with said
regulations but the herd has not been
tested - for tuberculisis. 3

D premises that do not comply with
said regulations and the herd has not
been tested for tuberculisis.

The grading made as above set out
shall be published from time to time
as directed by the minister of agricul-
ture,

WORK 1S ADMIRED

J. Carrier: at Present in- City
Has Fine:Display of
Paintings.

Many of those who visited Mount
Adelaide Tuesday afternoon and -even-
ing were surprised and delighted at the
splendid’ art exhibit shown by Mr. J.
Carrier, the English artist, - through
Mrs. . Croft's courtesy and kindhess.
Hundreds of canvases displayed in the
billiard room, depicted the beauties of
our own coast scenery, and also of the
Jervis Inlet, while several very ‘beau-
tifu] views of the outskirts of Toronto
delighted those who recognized in them
familiar landmarks,

Among the portraits, a most striking
and life-like one of D, R. Harris, at-
iracted a great deal of admiring at-
tention. Another very excellent por-
trait is that of Mr, Carrier’s daughter,
a girl of fifteen or so, in a dainty blue
dress against a most effective back-
ground, and holding loosely in the up-
turned palm bf one hand a couple of
roses. The. tinting and character ex-
pressed in the hand, -are most life-
like,

In the subjeet pictures, “Sorrow,” a
young girl holding .in her hand a dead
rigeon,-and bravely trying to suppress

WPhe tears, is a very clever piece of

work. “Music in the -Backwoods,”
which attracted a great deal of atten-
tion, shows a ‘yeung man seated in his
ionely, cheerless  cabin, playing on a
mandolin. His dog crouches in a list-
ening attitude at his feet, and through
the half-open door one catches a
glimpse of'a bear standing upright in
the snow. “Nearer My God to Thee’
is an exceedingly beautiful conception.
In the background are the‘clouds and
rocks and gloom, and at his feet rolls
the Jordan, but above and beyond, a
radiant light is shining, which glorifies
the way. Still another sacred canvas
is a magnificent conception of Moses,
when from the mountain top, before
his death, the angel of the Lord stands
beside him and: shows him the beauty
of the promised land which he is never
to enter.

“‘““Gone,’” is the suggestive title of a
lone girl standing on a rock straining
her eyes to catch a last glimpse of a
boat which has disappeared. The
waves are beating all around her, and
her "retreat is cut off, but she iz so
absorbed as to be unconscious of dan-
ger.

“Victoria,” shows the C. P. R. wharf,

the BEmpress hotel, post office and
Farliament bulldings, and speeding
away from all' marks of civilization is
a boat full of Indians.The conceptiop of
the aftist in this picture is that the
coming of the white man means in-
revitably the passing of the Indian.
* *The . Breadwinner,” shows a|young
girl ‘with a pale, tired face, who has
just returneéd from a hard day's work.
She is'leaning back in:.a most pathetic
attitude, while beside her on a liftle
table is a pile of coins.

“Moonlight” at Oak Bay is a little
gem, and “Sunset” on Burrard Inlet is
a charming companion piece.

The “Road Over the Hill,”” which has
been purchased by Mrs. Croft, is an-
other gem, which shows the glories of
the broom, with the mountains and
ocean faintly outlined. The scene was
painted just beyond the golf links, and
is. readily recognizable.

Mr. Carrier spent five months on the
Jervis Inlet, and a number of large
and very beautiful canvases are proof
that the time apent there was not lost.

Mr, Carrier’s pictures show him to

ba a mast vargatile srtist He spaints

the different seasons, and rural or ma-

rine spcenery with equal sympathy, and

keeps close to nature in his coloring,
It is much to be regretted that Vic-

toria has no art gallery, where artists |

who come here could have an oppor-
tunity of showing their canvases, and
Victorians a chance  to learn what
true art really means. The public and
high schools have recently been doing
much in educating children. along ar-
tistic lines, but the scope of public
schools is necessarily limited. If Viec-
toria had an art school where the
paintings of good artists could be ex-
hibited, and instruction given in ad-
vanced art work, it would not only
attract outside students to the city,
but would prevent those having artis-
tic inelinations going abroad in search
of tuition.

SEEK CHANGES IN
FISHING REGULATIONS

Nanaimo Delegation Waits Up-
on R. W. Venning and
Ask Amendments.

R. N.. Venning, of Ottawa, superin-
tendent of fisheries for Canada, who
is out west on an inspection of the
traps and fishing station, visited Na-
naimo this week. Accompanied by E.
G, Taylor, the local inspector of fish-
eries, he made a cruise around the har-
bor in the Alcedo, and visited the Bio-
logical station and the lobster beds on
Mudge island. Mr. Venning was ‘in-
terviewed by a number of Nanaimo
business men in reference to the her-
ring fishing industry in Nansnmo har-
bor and adjacent waters, says Ine
Nanaimo = Herald. They protested
against the regulations put in force by
the government last winter which put
a stop to seining for herring in the lo-
cal waters, claiming the loss to the
city finanecially by reason of such reg-
ulations amounted to many thousands
of dollars annually, and asked that
the regulations be revoked and the old
order of things allowed to prevail,

Mr. Venning, in reply to the  dele-
gation stated he had no authority to
change any existing regulations, as he
was simply out west on a tour of in-
spection, but on his return to Ottawa
he would 1ay their case before the min-
ister of marine and fisheries, and he
was sure their request would receive
every consideration. ’

It is claimed that the financial loss
to Nanaimo by reason of the prohibi-
tion of herring seining amounts to over
two hundred thousand dollars annual-
ly. The figures given as the loss sus-
tained through the enforcement of the
recent . regulations including Ilumber
used for boxed herring sent to the
Orient, wages of fishermen, coal and
gasoline used on launches and steam-
ers engaged in the trade, and various
other items, are as follows: Lumber,
$65,425; salt, $89,250; nails, $1,155; wages,
$73,500; coal, $10,000; nets, etc., $14,750;
gasoline, $2,100; lighters to Vancouver,
$36,750. . i

GREENWICH LEFT
FOR NQME CITY

Deckload of Lumber Lashed
This Morning—Made
Smart Passage.

(From Thursday’s Daily.) .

Steamer Greenwich passed out to-
day bound for Nome with a cargo of
sack coal and lumber from Nanaimo
and Chemainus. She arrived in the
Royal Roads last night and arrange-
ments had been made for E. B. Marvin
& Co. to put a scow load of supplics
on her. Owing to the swell, however,
it was found impossible to transfer the
goods until morning, when they were
safely shipped. Five firemen and a
cook were also supplied the ship at this
port, the men having come over from
Port Townsend to join her.

The steamer has a large deck-load of
lumber, the lashing of which occupied
all this morning, all being snug when
she pulleq out.

Speaking of his last trip Captain
George Care said that his ship made
a record trip to Nome the last time he
was there. Going both ways he wds
hemmed in by the ice, several times
but small lanes seemed to open up, so
that he got through without delay, The
Puritan started ten days ahead of him,
but on his return he met that steamer
going in.

The discharging at Nome occupied
only five days, this being very smart
work when it is considered that ail
the cargo had to be lightered four miles
to.shore.

M. S. DOLLAR HAS
CARGO OF SULPHUR

Steamer Taking 10,000 Tons
to Swanson Bay for
Pulp Making.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The preparations for pulp-making at
Swanson Bay by the. Canada Pacific
Pulp Works are well advanced and
vesterday afternoon Victorians were
reminded of the fact by the steamer
M. S. Dollar, which anchored off the
harbor for several hours while Captain
Morton cleared his ship. She had sn
board 1,000 tons of sulphur, which she
is taking to Swanson Bay to be used
in the manufacture of pulp.

This is the first consignment of sul-
phur which has been taken to .that
port for the purpose, and as there is no
custom house at Swanson Bay it was
necessary for her to clear here. This
was done by the agents, R. P. Rithet
& Co. The M. S. Dolldr brought a
full cargo of sulphur from Japan to
San Francisco where part of it was dis-
charged. When the present consign-
ment has been delivered at Swanson
Bay the steamer will go to Portland,
at which port she will discharge the
balance of her cargo.

The M. 8. Dollar is the steamer that
was taken by the Japanese during the
war with Japan when trying to run
the blockade at Viadivostock. She was
repurchased by the. Dollar company
after the war was over.

IMPROVEMENTS IN
AND ABOUT CAUSEWAY

Permanent Walks Going Down
and Street Paving Pre-
pared for.

The entrance to Victoria is slowly
but" surely being improved, and in the
course of a few months the first im-
pressions if visitors will be of a mod-
ern and well-paved as well as a beau-
tiful city, instead of these tenacious
first impressions having to do with ill-
paved and muddy roadways and fine
buildings standing in unkept sur-
roundings.

Stepping off the steamers at the C.
P. R. wharf now visitors emerge on a
fine roadway, and when the Wharf
street paving is done those “'who coma
in by the American line will find an
equally well-paved road there, in keep-
ing with the solid post office building
which is the first thing they see. The
gap between Belleville street at the
end of the causeway and the business
part of the city is in course of im-
provement now.

The permanent walk on the Empress
hotel side of the causeway is down and
gives an idea of how the improve-
ments are going to affect that part of
the city. For half the distance in front
of the hotel the walk is in use and is
the occasion of many appreciative re-
marks. That it greatly improves tha
appearance of things In front of a
splendid building and fine lawns such
as the Empress goes without saying.
Now that the urnsightly strip of with-
ered grass and weeds which lay be-
tween the old plank walk and the
hotel lawn has disappeared from view
under the new sidewalk the lawn shows
up as it should. Work will next be
commenced on the revetment side of
the causeway, but will take some time,
as a subway has to be laid for the
street lighting and telephone wires.

Work has been commenced on the
permanent walks on Belleville street,
by the side of the hotel. As the lots
on the south side of the street are low
a retaining wall has to be built. Doug-
las street has been graded betwesa
Belleville and Humboldt streets and is
preliminary work of
paving. On Humboldt street grading
ts in progress. These improvements
were a long time getting under way in
council, but now that the engineer’s
department has got to work good time
is being made.

INDIANS CAPTURE
FRENCH AMBASSADOR

M. Jusserand and Wife View
Warlike Spectacle on Mon-
tana Reservation.

Beattle, Wash., Aug. 4.—To be am-
bushed, surrounded = and captured,
amid the oclatter of rifles and the
thunder of horses’ hoofs by a band of
paintéd Crow Indians, shouting the
ancient war cries of the plains, was
an experience that befel] Ambassador
Jusserand of France ‘and Mrs. Juss-
erand on their return East, following
several days’ visit in Seattle. The in-
cident occurred on the Crow reserva-
tion a few miles from Billings, Mont.,
and the story was brought to Seattle
to-day by Edward S, Curtis, a pho-
tographer of Indian types, who was a
member of the party.

Aﬂrbassa,dor Jusserand and his wife
were anxious to see some real In-
dians in the primitive state, but they
had no idea that they were to figure
in so realfStic a sortie and capture.
They travelled to the reservation in
automobiles, in the party being A. N.
Cleland, general passenger agent of the
Northern Pacific railroad and several
others. :

‘When about three miles from the
camp, Indian scouts appeared on a
nearby hill, and then suddenly there
swept into view a long column - of
gaudily arrayed Indians, mounted and
armed. They came on at full speed,
dashing into view over the hill, Even
Mr. Cleland, who had wired to the
reservation asking that a few In-
dians dress up in their fighting cos-
tumes, was not prepared for the war-
like spectacle afforded by the 200 Red-
sking. The column swung in front of
the automobiles and then, began to
circle around, drawing in ¢loser and
closer. Then without warning came
a simultaneous rattle of firearms and
Indian war cries. 3

The firing continued for several
minutes unti] the members of the
party, particularly the women, were
thoroughly frightened. The party
surrendered to Chief Plentycoups, and
later when the pale "faces had re-
covered their nerve, they were treat-
ed to an Indian lunch in the tepees of
the chiefs. The experience was con-
cluded with a war dance, in which
Ambassador Jusserand was intensely
interested.

Fire in Q’uebec Village Causes Loss of
$25,000.

Calumet, Que., Aug. 4.—A disastrous
fire broke out in Grenville village yes-
terday and destroyed five business
houses in that village. D. Williamson.
general storex H. Laurin, postoffice
and general store; Mrs. Laughren,
grocery; Miss Kelly, millinery store,
and La Victorei’s block, occipied as
a jewelry store and shoe shop, were
burned. The origif of the fire was
the explosion of an oil stove in D.
Williamson’s dwelling adjoining the
store. In two hours and a half the
buildings were burned to the ground.

Mrs, - Castle
grabbed his arm and their voices raised
angrily. The lawyer again wrenched
himself free and started to enter ‘the
elevator when Mrs. Castle is reported
to have said: “All right, then.” The
next instant she had drawn a 22-cali-
bre revolver from her handbag” and
fired.

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NEW BUSINESS
PLACES OPENED

WILSON BLOCK IS
NOW PUT INTO USE

Wholesale Grocery and Cold
Storage Buildings of Ap-
proved Type.

The two new Wilson blocks on Her-
ald street and Chatham are opened for
trade. The cold storage business of
B. Wilson & Co. has been doing busi-
ness at the new stand for some days
while the Wilson Brothers, although
using the buildings, have not yet mov-
ed their offices, but will be ensconced
in the new place some time this week.

There is a double track car line run-
ning up between the two buildings
capable of accommodating two cars at
the doors of each, so that there is
every opportunity for shipping.

The new quarters of Wilson Bros.
will give them far superior accommo-
dation in their large business than
they have heretofore had. Fronting on
Herald street the bullding is close to
the business life of the city, while the
connection by way of the railway at
the rear gives it great advantages.

, On the fourth story, which is really
/the fifth floor, for the basement is on
a level with the street at the back, the
light goods are kept. At the back of
the floor is the bonded warehouse, the
key of which is in the hands of the
customs officials,

The next floor below is the packing
room. Large tables in front are used
for selecting and tying the parcels, and
around the walls are shelves for bot-
tled and package goods from which
consignments to the small grocers arc
made up. A smaller room on the side
is deveted whelly to tobaccos, while
in the rear the teas, coffees, spices, and
biscuits are stacked.

The .second floor is devoted almost
wholly to canned goods. There are
found vegetables, fruit, meats and fish
all put up in small and convenient
forms for the people of the logging
camps and for the cold lunch, which
at this time of year is so popular.

On the ground floor the offices face
the street, commodious and pleasant,
while just behind them a large sam-
ple room where small quantities of
all good carried are kept, A concrete
vault protects the papers, making an
office suite second to none in the city.
Behind the offices the heavier goods
such as flour and rice, are stored.

The basement is used as a temporary
storage department, where cars are
unloaded or loaded, and where these
goods which are stored only teéempor-
arily are set aside for a few days. |

All the  floors are connected by “an
elevator which is capable of carrying
the heavy goods up and down. When
work is finished at night large doors
are- allowed to drop into the opening
through which the elevator works,. so
that there is no chance of fire getting
any headway should it get started. The
stairways are similarly closed. By-do-
ing this the insurance on the building
is considerably lowered and the com-
pany is better safeguarded. Through-
out the building care has been .taken
to make it safe against fire.

The whole building is lighted by elec-
tricity generated by B. Wilson Co.,
Ltd., in the engine room of the cold
storage - building. The elevators are
also worked from the same power.
The heating, too, comes from the boil-
ers across the way.

The Wilson Brothers establishment
is without doubt the finest of its kind
in the city. It is built of briek with
mill constructed interior. From this
building the firm will be able to handle
an eénormous amount of business, as
they have every facility at hand for
doing it cheaply and for keeping the
goods in the best of condition. !

The cold storage plant of the B.
Wilson Co., Ltd., is equally as up-to-
date in its way as that of its neigh-
bor. The arrangements are naturally
much more complicated and on that
account more interesting. The feature
of the place is its cold rooms, rgnging
in temperature all the way from freez-
ing point to 20 degrees below zero.

The storage chambers are chilled and
the ice manufactured by means of a
power plant which is located in a sep-
arate building facing on Chatham
street at the rear of the other. The en-
gine is a fine Corliss of 80 horse-power
supplied by the New York manufac-
turing company, and two single acting
vertical compressors for pumping the
ammonia which is used in the process
of cooling. The whole freezing appar-
atis was installed by the United Iron
Works of Seattle, with C. F, McDowell
as erecting engineer.

The dynamo for lighting the place is

..a 25 kilowatt power, and this is also

used for the elevators and for running
the centrifugal pump which forces the
slat water through the condensers.
This same pump ig used by the Vic-
‘toria-Phoenix brewery for their refrig-
erator.

The ice tank is capable of making
.twelve tons of ice a day, but the pow-
er is sufficient to handle another tank
of half the capacity of the one in use.
Twelve tons is scarcely enough even
now, for a large quantity is being used
every day in packing the fish which
is being shipped to Germany. To-day
one order was recelved for ten tons,
and yesterday at the time of the visit
to the works eight tons had already
been taken from the tank. In the old
building they were able to make only
five tons a day.

A run through the rooms showed
that each is kept for its special pur-
pose. There are several rooms devot-
ed wholly to tierces of fish, a large
quantity being at present in the place.
In one room is nothing but butter, in
another eggs, and another held tons of
frozen poultry,

The coldest room of all there, the
temperature of which drops to 20 below
zero, the fish are frozen for- the east-
ern market. They are placed in trays
until thoroughly frozen and then dip-
ped in distilléd water in order to give
each a coating of ice. In this state
they keep perfectly fresh until they
arrive at their destination.

The B. Wilson Co, have a splendid

BIG LAND DEAL IN
THE KOOTENAY

Two Thousahd Acres Sold for
Forty-five Thousand
Dollars.

Nelson, Aug. 2.—What is probably the
largest ‘‘spot cash” land deal which
has taken place in the interior of Brit-
ish Columbia for many years has just
been closed, whereby 2,000 acres of land
along the shores of Whatslfam lake
has passed from the hands of F. L.
Hammond to those of J, H. Hilrisch
of Nelson, and P. Grimn and S. F.
Morse of Billings, Mont. The price was
$45,000 and was fully paid up on the
conclusion of the deal. Whatsham
lake really consists of three lakes join-
ed by narrows and is situated parallel
with the Arrow lakes at a distance of
about forty-five miles.

It is the intention of the new owners
to colonize the land, which runs for
fourteen miles along the lake shore,
with families who are sufficiently well
financially situated to build up a great
ranching settlement while at the same
time .depriving the country of none of;
its natural beauties. It is hoped that
the present park-like appearance .of
the lake will be retained, improved
only by the addition of a prosperous
fruit growing community.

U. S. WARSHIPS TO
VISIT ASIATIC WATERS

Washington, D, C., Aug.  3.—The
itinerary of the:first squadron of the
Pacific . fleet for a: eruise in Asiatic
waters ,is announced by the navy de-
partment as- follow:

twenty-five of these will be planted
along Front street, from the office of
the B. C. E. R. Co., to the bridge,
where the wires will be transferred
to the tower about two hundred feet in
height. From ' here- they will be
stretched across the river, to a simi-
lar tower on the south bank. The
wires are being hung at so great a
height /in order 'to ‘allow of the free
passage of the loftiest 'sailing vessels
underneath.

The high voltage wires which will
carry the power 'to . Chilliwack will
occupy the itops of the poles on Front
street. Below these will be a wire
guard, so ‘arranged as to catch the
wires In the event of their breaking,
while below this will be 'the  trolley
wires for the cars. It is' probable
that the ‘telephone and ¢lectric’ light
wires will also be 'transférred to the
new poles, and the present ones re-
moved,

night’s “meeting of council his opinion

was. read.’ Mr. Taylorsays that in view

of the blocking of the by-law to amend
the original scheme there does not ap-
pear to be any other alternative for the
city than to proceed with the original
by-law. When works of local improve-
ment are undertaken by the city the
Municipa] Clauses Act assumes that
the work shall be carried to comple-
tion and not left partially finished,
otherwise property owners and the
city would: be put to expense for use-
ess work., Because opinions may dif-
fer after work is once undertaken as
to its probable utility or benefit that
furnishes no reason for doing about
half the work contemplated.

The city assessor reported that as
no sufficient -adverse petition has been
received -against the proposed work
of widening Oak Bay avenue from the
westerly line of lot 3, block 1, Fern-
wood avenue, to Jubilee avenue, and
on the south side from Rockland ave-
nue to McGregor avenue, and of ex-
propriating’ certain real property for
this purpose and grading said avenue
from McGregor avenue to Fort Street,
and constructing permanent ‘sidewalks,
the work can ‘proceed. “The necessary
by-law will be ‘prepared.

ONE LAW FOR CITIZEN,
"ANOTHER FOR CITY

Defiance of Warning and Coun-
cil’s Order at Yates Street
Stables.

Precept and example, as we all learn-
ed in our youth, are two different
things, but should always go together.
That is hot the rule in Victoria civie
matters, however, and there was a
case in point Monday night.

For the second or third time the
council sat in commitiee on-a nuisance
case, connected with an old building
on the corner of Herald and Store
streets, owned by Miss Parshalle. The
demolition of this has been already or-
dered, but a rehearing was granted.

Sanitary Inspector Lancaster told
the council that to make the building
sanitary from his point of view the
filth in the building would have to be
removed, the sills under the building
renewed, the ground beneath the build-
ing disinfected after the removal of the
floor and the entireg interior given two
coats of limewash.

“Improving and repairing has  be-
eome an epidemic in Victoria, and I
have caught it,” said Miss .Parshalle.
“I intend to repair and improve .as
well.”

Building Inspector Northcott . de-
scribed the building which was last
used as a coal shed. He considered that
it had gone beyond 'its usefulness, and
would cost more to put in shape than
it was worth. It would not cost more
than $250 to. build to-day as.it stood,
and it had deteriorated more than half
its wvalue.

“Mr, Northcott. and I would not
agree, so it is no use discussing it,”
said Miss Parshalle, when asked if she
had any questions to put to the build-
ing inspector.

“The advice of my cousin, Hon. Dr.
Pugsley, was to.go ahead and repair
the building and not consult any = of
vou,”. added Miss Parshalle., “It was
well worth repairing, he thought. That
is about all I have to say, thank you.”

Later on the council unanimously
decided that the building must come
down. This was precept; now for ex-
ample. ¥

Ald. Turner asked if anything had
been done about the vacating of the
corporation stables on Yates street.

The mayor did not know.

“The engineer wasg given seven days
in which to take the buildings down
and fourteen have passed,” said Ald.
Turner. '*“Absolutely nothing hds been
done, The moss on the roof is still there
and the forge in use; although thefire
chief has warned us about both. It is
rather inconsistent to order citizens to
do work and when we order our own
officials to remove nulsances the work
is not done.”

The mayor thought it was up to the
council to find stabling for the horses.

The sanitary inspector reported that
the B..C. Electric Railway 'Co, had.not
abated the gravel pit hiiidance;  there
was one-fourth of the hole yet to be
filled in and July 27th had passed.

“They should have the same chance
as the ¢ity,” remarked Ald. Turner, and
everybody smiled.

Alderman’ Raymond spoke of the
stagnant water in the ponds in Beacon
Hill park, and was informed that steps
were ‘being taken to try to eradicate
the water plant whigh'was to blame.

inflicted. Findley and his wife were
found dead on the floor of thelr apart-
ments, locked in each other’s ‘arms late
on Saturday. The canteloupe and the
spoons stood on a_ table nearby. Many
times during:.the last month the wé-
man had béen heard to affirm that she
never would live without her husband,
and Findlay was known by his friends
to be suffering from a disease.that
threatened him with death at any
time,

Though. Coroner Hartwell refused to
call a jury for the case, stating that
a double suicide obviously’ Had occur-
red. Dr. A. J. Berry, who was called
when the bodies were found, stated
that he would make a chemical analy-
sis of the remainder of the half eaten
‘melon,

Mrs. Findley's apartment was a type-
written slip, bearing the following
advice to wives, supposed to have been
‘written by the woman who stated that
her husband was.the. sole reason she
had for living, and-that should he die
she would féllow him: . When you
marry him. love him; after you marry
him, study him; if he is’ generous,” ap-
preciate him; when he is sad,. cheer
him;  when he 48 cross,? amuse HKim;

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ELECTRIC MOTORS MAY
REPLACE LOCOMOTIVES

G. P. R. Officials to Investigate
Electrification of Line
to Phoenix.

That. electric motors will in the not
distant future replace steam engines
for the operating of railway trains in-
to Phoenix is ngw régarded a matter
of certainty by officials who have in-
spected the road with that end in view
and have had the matter under con-
sideration for some months—and indi-
cates but another step in the evolu-
tion of transportation and the progress
of the: great Boundary district, says
the” Phoenix Pioneer,

Although many millions of tons of
ore have already been mined“rom the
hill upon which Phoenix is located, the
surface of the inexhaustible ore bodies
have as yet only been scratched; so
that Phoenix, the already greatest

copper camp in Canada, is but in its
infancy.

To meet the requirements of ship-
ping these large quantities of ore—and
looking to the great future of Phoenix
—the railway companies, whose rev-
enue already amounts to thousands of
dollars daily, are constantly making
betterments to their facilities for
handling the production of the mines.

“The Canadian Pacific railway has
intimated to me that officials will be
delegates to report this summer on the
cost of electrifying the Columbia and
‘Western branch of that railway sys-
ter,” said Loorne A. Campbell, geperal
manager of the West Kootenay Power
& Light Company, in an interview re-
cently. Mr. Campbell’s company will
supply the electrical energy for oper-
ating the trains over this route when
the electrification shall have been com-
pleted. :

“We have 36,000 horse power hy-
draulically developed at our plant at
Bonnington Falls, on the Kootenay
river, and have already generated a
capacity of 23,000 horse power. We
are now supplying power to mines and
smelters in the Boundary district, as
well as lighting various towns and
cities. The. limit of development at
our plant is about 100,000 borse power.

“It is probable that the railway com-
pany will first electrify the sections
with ‘the heaviest grades and where
the heaviest traffic is handled. This
“i8- especlally true of the line between
the Granby ¢company’'s smelter and f{ts
mines at Phoenix, about twenty-five
miles distant. The use of electricity
on the other lines will follow later, Its
adoption ‘will result in effecting a large
saving over the present method of
burning coal for steaming purposes.
The trolley and the third rail systems
each passess merits, but I don’t know
which will be a.dopted

“Power, development in the Koot-
enay will assume big proportions in
the next few years. = The larger the
maximum consumption the cheaper
will become the rates. ‘It looks as
though all the railways in the interior
will in time be operated by electricity
owing to the abundant water power
available at various points along the
main line of the Canadian Pacific.”

Objects to Paying Mo?e Than
Fifty Cents a Garment for
Underwear.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 4, — That
‘“Uncle Joe” Cannon wears underwear
for which he expends not a cent more
than a modest half dollar a garment.

The $6,050 estimate, set apart for the
jail alteration has been already exceed-
ed by $1556 for loan expenses. It . was
decided to instruct the building in-
spector to keep closely within the es-
timate. )

BODY_FOUND IN
* " THE FRASER RIVER

Angelo Christopher Lost Life
While Working at Lulu
Island Bridge.

New Westminster, Aug. 3. — "One
month exactly from the date on which
he fell into the Fraser river the bedy
of Angelo Christopher, the Bulgarian
laborer who fell off a plank at the Lulu
Island bridge on July 1st, was recover-
ed in the North' Arm of the Fraser.
After viewing the body. and hearing
the evidence the coromer’s jury re-
turned a verdict of accidental death,
attaching no blame to anyone.

It appears that Christopher was en-
gaged on July 1st, the date of the acci-
dent, in wheeling sand in a barrow
from the scow to the concrete mixer.
The platform along which h was
walking was composed of four planks
each 12 inches wide and placed e
by side. He had made the trip suc>
cessfully a number of times, but this
time he got too near the edge and
losing his- balance, fell over into the
river with his wheelbarrow. He did
not reappear.

On Sunday the body was found float-
ing face downward in the river,

It is believed that the deceased
grad#ped the handle of the wheelbar-
row with a drowning man’s grip as
he fell into the water and that this
together with the uncertain under-
currents prevented him from rising to
the surface.

CZAR DETERMINED
TO MAINTAIN DUMA

Foreign Minister on Relations
Between Great Britain
and Russia.

London, Aug. 4.—The Daily Tele-
graph’'s Cowes correspondent had an
interview with M. Iswolsky, the Rus-
sfan minister of foreign affairs, who
spoke of the admirable international

situation which had resulted from the
friendship of the ruling houses of
Great Britain and Russia, the two
mighty empires, which yearly were
growing closer and formed one of the
most powerful guarantees of European
and ultra-European peace.

M, Iswolsky referred at some length
to Anglo-Russian co-operation in Per-
sia,

Questioned on the w1th&rawa,1 of the
Russia troops from Persia, M. Iswol-
sky said that it was a great expense
to keep the t(o contingents there, and
they would be recalled as soon as per<
manent order was restored and the
administrative machine was working
smoothly.

M. Iswolsky further expressed him-
self as highly satisfied with his con-
versation here with Sir Edward Grey,
the British foreign minister. He said
the understanding between the two
countries was grounded on a firm’
basis, and while they had no confilct-
ing interests, they had increasingly
rowerful interests in common, -

With regard to the situation in the
island of Crete, M. Iswolsky said he
had good hopes that  the difficulty
would be smoothed out to .the satis-
faction of all parties.

The correspondent 4dds that the
Russian. emperor's entourage was
chiefly impressed with the Emperor’'s
favorable mention of the duma in his
toast at Monday night's dinner. They
see in jt their monarch’s unchangeable
determination to maintain the exist-
ence of the' representative institution
he created. They consider this the
most significant thing that has occur-
der during the Emperors v(slt to

BUILDING TWICE
AS ACTIVE NOW

FIGURES FOR JUNE
SHOW BIG INCREASE

The Greatest Gain Ever Re-
corded in History' of
Dominion.

From a standpoint of building pro-
8ress, June was a month of universal
gains and no decreases. Extraordinary
high percentages were attained in all
sections of the country and-the aver-
age increase for the month. 102 per
cent, as based on the comparative fig-
ures supplied “Construction,” of Toron-
to, by seventeen of the twenty cities
reporting, -exceeds any of the big suc-
cessive gains made heretofore this
year, and is probably the greatest ad-
vance ever recorded in the building his-
tory of the Dominion. Two cities ex-
ceeded the two million mark, another
had over half that amount, and ten
additional = places registered totals
varying from one to six hundred thou-
sand dollars, for permits issued during

‘the month.

Winnipeg shows the largest volume
of new work undertakep, her total be-
ing $2,041,645, as against’ $802,200 for the
previous June. Toronto is second in
this respect and Montreal next, their
figures being $2,011,545 and $1,170,790, in
order named, as compared with $1,055,-
405 and $559,972, for the corresponding
period of last year; the relative in-
crease in all three cases being 154 per
cent., 90 per cent, and 109 per cent.,
respectively., n The remarkable rapid-
ity with which these "three cities are
growing, while clearly seen in the com-
parative amounts  of the past few
months, can more fully be realized
when compared with the growth of the
larger cities in the United States. None
in fact aside from New York, Chicago
and one or two of the other large cities,
are making greater headway, and even
these places are not showing a greater
proportionate expansion.

The largest increase per cent. for the
month has been recorded by Moose
Jaw, which comes to the crest of the
wave with a striking gain of 1056 per
cent. This place, it will be noted, was
one of theé three to show a falling off
last month, her loss being 19 per cent.

Regina, of the same province, gshows
an advance of 61.53 per. cent., while
Saskatoon’s enormous stotal, that of
$149,000, although no figures for June,
1908, were submitted, makes- it quite
plain that this thriving city has met
with no fewversal.

In Alberta, Calgary  and Edmonton
still continue to forge strongly ahead,
each adding to their former increases
by another relative advanc® of 37 per
cent. and 106 per cent.

The second largest increase for the
month is noted in the case of Brandon,
which over-reaches last year’s figures
for the corresponding period by 157 per
cent.; while other western cities of
much larger magnitude, which show a
decided advance, are Vancouver and
Victoria, both augmenting the aggre-
gate amount of their previous consecu-
tive monthly gains by a further gain
of 104 per cent, and 21 per cent., re-
spectively,

Reports  from varfous centres
throughout Ontario indicate plainily
that building operations are going on
at ‘a tremendous rate. In addition to
increase, Fort Willlam re-
claimed herself from her decrease of
5 per cent. in May, by a gain of 94 pen
cent. Peterboro made an increase ‘¢
119 per cent.; London 108; Berlin F&?
and Hamilton § per cent, Windsorr
total investment for the month was
$48,660, while the value of the permits
of Port Arthur amounted: to $17,600.
Port William’s aggregate total for the
first six months of this year, that of
$2,000,000, is one-third again as great as
she recorded for the whole of 1908, and
equdily as good a shewing has been
made ip’ several of the other cities of
the province.

Rapid strides forward are also evi-
dently being in the extreme eastern
gection. Both the reports from Hali-
fax and Sydney show a most whole-
some condition. The former’s gain for
the month is 7 per cent., while the lat-
ter’s increase of 130 per cent. after the
unusually active month in May, is re-
markahle.

All the cities in the list send. in en-
couraging reports which express the
outlook as being decidedly favorable,
the comparative figures for June, 1908
and 1909 being as follows:

THROWS HIMSELF UNDER
WHEELS OF AUTOMOBILE

Man Desired to Die, But Did
Not Want to Be Cheated
by Street Car.

Los Angeles, Cal., -Aug. 5.—Selecting
an automobile when he wanted te die,
because, as he later explained, he did
not want to be cheated by a street car
fender, James. Lyons threw himself in
front of Patrolman Hartmeyer's ma-
chine near Central park. The officer
stopped the automobile and Lyons was
bundled into it, taken to police head-
quarters and locked up.

Lyons was amitted to the Soldiers’
Home at Sawtelle about five years ago.
He has a daughter living in Seattle.

“No, I ain’t crazy,” he explained. “I
Just wanted to die, and that’s all there
is to it. I'm an old man now and broke
and no use to nobody and I don’t like
it at the home.”

“Why did you choose an automobile
instead of a heavy street car?”’ he was
asked.

“I wanted to make a sure shot of it,
you see,”” he replied. “On the street
cars these fenders hit you and they
mangle you all up and they don’t kill
you. I thought an automobile would
be better.”

ORE TREATMENT AT
GRANBY SMELTER

"Twelve Million Pounds of Cop-
per Recovered During Past
Six Months.

Phoenix, Aug. 4—The ore shipments
from Granby mines and the treatment
of ore at the smelter for the first six
months of this year showed a slight
falling off -as compared with the same
period last year, occasioned principal-
ly by the work of enlarging the fur-
naces being in progress, but the pro-
duction of copper, however, is slightly
above the average for last year. Dur-
ing the first half of this year the
Granby company has produced in round
figures 12,000,000 pounds of copper—a
recovery of 24 pounds of copper to the
ton upon 495,000 tons of ore treated by
the smelter in that time. -

In this six months period the Gran-
by has -earned a profit of about -three
cents per pound upon this product,
which would be equal to about $2.75%per
chare, and in the face of remodelling
its smelting plant it is apparent why
the Granby company has not paid out
these earnings in dividends.

With two more of its enlarged fur-
naces now being placed in commission,
six of the eight furnaces have been
enlarged. With these six new furnaces
the Granby has a smelting capacity
equal to that of the eight old furnaces,
and it will be a matter of but a few
weeks until the entire battery has been
enlarged, and then the Granby wili be
able to. produce 35,000,000 pounds of
copper per annum at a ten-cent aver-
age cost. Such output and cost would
indicate net earnings of . $8 per share
on 13-cent copper, and $2.50 per
share additional earnings for every one
cent advance in the price ofvcopper.

FIRE DESTROYS CHURCH.

LUMBER BUSINESS
IS IMPROVING

Prices at Mountain Mills Have
Been Advanced—Trade
Prospects.

Nelson, Aug. 4.—In an interview after
a general meeting of the Mountain
Lumberman’s Association, W. A, An-
stie, the secretary, stated that he had
been gratified to learn that the volume
of business which the motntain mills
has been doing for the past six months
warranted a considerable advance over
the prices which have prevailed during
the past year. Mr. Anstie continued:
“And it is encouraging to learn that
the manufacturers are now charging
within $2 a thousand feet of the prices
which were obtained prior to the big
slump in 1908. The prices have been
since then far too low and a return
to more satisfactory conditions seems
certain.

“I have been informed |unofficially
by prominent traffic officials of the
C. P. R. that if the present excellent
crop prospects are realized in any
measure equal to the indications the
railways will be unable to provide the
lumber\lndustry with an adeéquate car
service' once the harvest on the
prairies is completed and the move-
ment of the grain commences, it hav-
ing been the custom of past years to
give the grain crop precedénge over
other commoditiés. The lumber man-
ufacturers, in view of the period of
depression from which they are just
emerging, are much alarmed at  this
prediction of trafic officlals and a
strongly worded resolution to the rail-
way companies was proposed and
adopted at the meeting. I would point
out that the consuming public of ths
prairies, as well as the lumber men,
will suffer a great hardship unless
adequate provision is made for the
transportation of lumber. It is there-
fore clear that it will be to the inter-
ests of the retailer throughout the
prairie provinces to anticipate the de-
mand for lumber as much as possible
and to take advantage of the next six
weeks to lay in 4 supply.for the fall
trade.”

PERMANENT EXHIBIT
AT PRINCE RUPERT

Committee of Board of Trade
Has Arrangement of
Displdy in Hand.

Prince Rupert, Aug. 4—At a meet-
ing of the board of trade on Monday
evening it was decided to have a per-
manent exhibition of the products of
this country prominently displayed for
the benefit of visitors.

The subject of a fall fair was intro-
duced at the meeting called for the
purpose by G. R. Naden, who said
the idea originated with John Dorsey.
He advocated & fair even if it were &
small one. Mr. McMaster agreed with
the idea. Geo. Morrow thought the
fall fair premature but advocated a
permanent exhibit. Several members
took part in the discussion, and it was
finally decided to combine the ideas
with the main object of a permanent
display of minerals, grain, grasses, veg-
etables and fruits, Next year the fall
fair will be taken up seriously.

They were instructed
to act immediately and an effort will
be made to secure a building on the
wharf for a display.

Among them was the ques-
tion of a play ground. This will likely
come up at a later meeting.

MERGER PROBABLE.

New Dominion and B, C. Copper Com-
panies May Amalgamate.

The election of directors and officers
of the New Dominign Copper Company
took ‘place in New York a few "days
ago with H. Cook as president, saysthe
Phoenix Pioneer. On the directorate’
is'Mr, Cook and J. H. Susmann, both
of whom are prominently identified with
the General Development Company,
the latter being treasurer of this and
its: subsidiary corporations; Judge
Warren W, Foster, on the bench in
New York ¢ity; John A, Sleicher, the
publisher of Judge and- Leslie’s Week-
iy; N. Bruce McKelvie, a partner of
Hayden, Stone & Co.; W. J. Cull, an
emiployee of the Dominion company,
and H. H. Melville, a director of the
old company.

The inclusion of two representatives
of the General Development Company
emphagizés thé probability of ‘a con-
solidation of the Dominion and British
Columbia copper- properties, ‘which the
Pioneer in recent issues has suggested
as being a likely outcome for the oper-
ation of New Dominion’s mines. Joint
cperation could be effected with ad-
vantage to both, and the proposed en-
larging of the B. C. Copper Company’'s
smelter is probably being carried out
with that end in view.

The smelter product of the Domin-
jon company has always been treated
at the converter of the British Colum-
bia; and with Adolph Lewisohn heavily
interested in bofh properties, as indi-
cated by his recent election to the
latter board and representation on the
New Dominion board, it is not un-
likely that he will work towards a

merger.

CLEVELAN'D CAR FARES.
Ordinance for Three-Cent Rate, Whu'h
Was Favored by Mayor John-
son, Is Defeated,

Cleveland, O., Aug. 4.—The Schmidt
ordinance, providing for the grant of
a franchise to Herman Schmidt, insur-
ing three-cent fares on a part of the
city street car lines, was defeated at a
referendum election here yesterday
by a vote of 30,944 to 34,926.

The Schmidt ordinance was fostered
by Mayor Tom L. Johnson. The cam-
paign which was waged for the last
two months, has been particularly bit-
ter. Mayor Johnson, municipal office-
holders and others held hundreds of
tent meetings and urged the granting
of the franchise. A committee of one
hundred business men opposed it.

Now that the Schmidt franchise has
been defeated, an = attempt wiH be
made to secure the passage of an or-
dinance for the settlement of the car
fight along the line proposed by Fed-
eral Judge Taylor. His plan provides,
first, for a revaluation of the entire
street car property by a committee of
unbijassed citizens. ,He would then
put in force the three-cent fare plan,
charging one.cent for a transfer. In
case this plan failed to pay a six per
cent, dividend on the valution set by
the committee, the price of the fare
may be raised to seven tickéts for 25
cents.

EIR FOUND TO BE
BADLY DAMAGED

S —

Over 100 Plates Will Have to
Be Removed From
Steamer’s Bottom.

When the Norwegian steamer Eir
was placed in drydock at Quarter-
master Harbor Monday morning, she
was found to have sustaned serjous
damage as a result of her stranding on
the bar at the entrance to Grays Har-
bor. Her bottom is damaged its entire
length, and it is estimated that more
than 100 plates will have to be re-
moved. Although no examination of
her hold was made yesterday, it is evi-
dent that she has also sustained some
broken frames and other damage.

Begininng about 60 feet -from the
steamer’s stern and extending toward
her bow for a distance of 100 feet,
plates are dented and broken, and
dented plates at intervals of her entire
length show that she bumped hard
from the time her bow passed over.
The survey will be concluded to-day,
and bids for her repairs will be ad-
vertised for, several firms on the
Sound being among the prospective
bidders.

WIRELESS CHAIN
T0 BE COMPLETE

UNITED STATES WILL
BUILD NEW STATIONS

Lieutenant Hansdom on Way
to Alaska to Initiate
New Work.

Following the appointment of C. P.
BEdwards as superintendent of wireless
telegraphs for the Dominion of Canada
and the announcement made by him to
the Times recently of the intention of
the department to proceed at once with
the erection of the proposed stations in
northern waters, comes word from
Alaska that the United States govern-
ment are preparing to proceed with the
erection of more stations in Alaska
which will ‘complete the chain of sta-
tions all up the Pacific coast to the
Arctic circle.. The United States gov-
ernment has begn waiting for the Do-
minion to- complete the connection be-
fore they were willing to continue the
work in Alaska. Ten stations have
already been erected, but it is proposed
to increase this number considerably
and the work is to be undertaken at
once. 'This is the news brought south
by the steamer Princess Royal, which
arrived from Skagway yesterday,

Lieutenant Hanscom, an ~electrical
engineer connécted with the wireless
department of the United States navy
is how on his way north, and he will
have charge of the work of erecting the
new stations. The larger numper of
stations in that country are under the
control of the army, the navy depart-
ment supermtendmg only two, those at
Cordova and Sitka. The army depart-
ment has stdtions at Circle City, Fair-
banks, Fort Egbert, Fort St, Michael,
Petersburg. Safety Harbor, Wrangel
and Nome.

‘When once the government stations
on the coast are opened to commercial
work it is expected that the cost of
sending 'messages to Prince Rupert
and Alaska will be cut in half, fol-
lowing the example of the trans-At-
lantic and other companies in the east.
If wireless; did nothing else for the
country the faet that it had the effect
of reducing!the telegraph rates by
one-half would be a sufficient justifica-
tion for its” éxistence. *

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IMPROVED SWEEP NETS,

Nor@vegién Patent That It Is Expected
Wil "'Work Economy:

A patent has recently been taken out
by Chr. H. Kahrs,“of Christlana on a
self-acting shtkmg-net which seems
as if it is gomg to be of far-reaching
importance to the fisheries,

On ‘account of”the taking out of for-
eign patents, the invention can not at
present be described in detail; but it is
‘said to have the following advantages:
A large catching power, very simple
construction, ease and speed in set-
ting and bringing into aection;. besides
which it takes only one-half the crew
in management as compared with oth-
er nets, and, last but not least, it is
very cheap.

The inventor, who has worked on
this invention for years, has made a
long series of trials. The construction
at first suffered from the fault that
larger .nets could only be employed on
comparatively deep waters of fifty
fathoms and over; but this the invent-
or has now ‘succeeded in overcoming
by a simple, but -ingenious arrange-
ment, so that the net now practically
can be ysed everywhere. Even a large
net now only needs at the most twenty
fathoms of water. An additional
patent on this arrangement will now
be taken out.
