Washington, Dec. 2.—President Roose­
velt’s message, at the beginning of the 
second session of the 57th Congress was 
submitted to-day. It was in part as 
follows.
The Senate and House of Representa­

tives;—
We still continue in a period of un­

bounded prosperity. This prosperity is 
cot the creature of làw, but undoubted­
ly the laws under which we work have 
been instrumental in creating the condi­
tions which made it possible, and by 
unwise legislation it would be easy 
enough to destroy it. There will un­
doubtedly be periods of depression. The 
wave will recede; but the tide will ad­
vance. This nation is 'seated on a con­
tinent flanked by two great oceans. It 
is composed of men, the descendants of 
p'oneers, or, in a sense, pioneers them­
selves ; of men winnowed out from amoug 
rhe nations of the old world by the 
energy, boldness and lore of adventure 
found in their own eager hearts. Such 
a nation, so placed, will surely wrest 
success from fortune.

Great fortunes have been accumulated, 
red yet in the aggregate these fortunes 
are small indeed when compared to the 
wealth of the people as a whole. The 
plain people are better off than they 
l ave ever been before.

In my message to the present Con­
gress, at fits first session, I discussed at 
u ngth the question of the regulation of 
those big corporations commonly doing 
en interstate business, often with some 
tendency to monopoly, which are popu­
larly known as “trusts.” The experi­
ence of the past year has emphasized, in 
my opinion, tbfsi. desirability of the steps 
I th<*t #roposed. -A fundamental" re­
quisite of social efficiency is a high stand­
ard of individual energy, and excellence; 
but this is in nowise igconsistent with 
power to act in combination for aims 
wlich cannot so veil be achieved by the- 
ii'dividual acting alone. A fundamental 
base of civilization is the inviolability of 
property, but this is in nowise inconsis­
tent with the right of society to regu­
late the exercise of the artificial powers 
which it confers" upon the owners of 
pioperty, under the name of corporate 
franchises, in such a way as to prevent 
the misuse of these powers. Corpora­
tions, and especially combinations of 
corporations, should be managed under 
public regulations. Experience has 
shown that under onr system of gov­
ernment the necessary supervision can­
not be obtained by state action. It 

st, therefore, be achieved by national 
action. Our aim is not to do away with 
corporations; on the contrary, these big 
aggregations are an inevitable develop­
ment of modem industrialism, and the 
effort to destroy them would be futile. 
This is accomplished in ways that would 
work the utmost mischief to the entire 
tedy politic. We can do nothing of good 
in the way of regulating and supervising 
these corporations until We fix clearly in 
our minds that we are not attacking the 
corporations; but endeavoring to do away 
with any evil in them. We are not 
lestile to them; we are merely deter­
mined that they shall be so handled 
as to subserve the public good. We 
draw the line against misconduct, not 
against wealth.

In curbing and regulating the combi­
nations of capital which are or may be­
come injurious to the public we must be 
careful not to stop the great enterprises 
which have legitimately reduced the cost 
of production ; not to abandon the place, 
which our country has won in the leader­
ship of the international industrial 
world, not to strike down wealth with 
the result of closing factories and mines, 
of turning the wage workers idle in the 
streets and leaving the farmer without 
a market tor what he grows.

Tho power of the Congress to regu­
late interstate commerce is an absolute 
and unqualified grant, and without limi­
tations other than those prescribed by 
the constitution. Thé Congress has con­
stitutional authority to make all laws 
necessity and proper tor executing this 
power, and I am satisfied that this power 
has not been exhausted by any legisla­
tion now on the statute books. It is 
evident, therefore, that evils restrictive 
of commercial freedom and entailing re­
straint upon national commerce fall 
within ihe regulative power of the Con­
gress, and that a wise and ieaeonable 
law would be a necessity, and proper 
exercise of Congressional authority to 
the end that such evil be eradicated.

I believe that monopolies, unjust dis­
criminations, which prevent or cripple 
competition, fraod'.ent over-capitaliza­
tion, and other evils in trust organiza­
tions and practices which injuriously 
affect interstate trade can he prevented 
under the power of the Congress to 
“regulate commerce with foreign na­
tions, and among the several states’* 
through which regulations and require­
ments operating directly upon such com-

From what could be learned from 
sols who escaped from the building, it 
appeared that the fire was started, prob­
ably by the dropping of a lighted cigar 
on the carpet in the hallway on the 
end floor.

history as one of the most horrible ever 
witnessed here.

Death came suddenly to a few but 
with awful slowness to others who were 
penned in the death trap and suffocated 
or burned to death.

Many of the guests jumbSd from 
the fourth story windows, others 
tried to save themselves by climbing 
down the wire escape in the front of the 
building, only to lose their grasp on the 
cold iron bars and fall into the street.

The persons sleeping in the rear of the 
building on the top floors had no chance 
for their lives. A narrow stairway lead­
ing to all floors of the structure was afire 
and the escape of the lodgers in the rear 
of the building was cut off.

The firemen and policemen in speaking i 
of what they witnessed at the catastro­
phe condemned the building as a “fire 
trap.” Ambulances and patrol wagons 
from all parts of the city were called to

Despite the unfavorable weather of 
November, the attendance again passed 
the 00 per cent. mark. The’ fifst time 
this occurred, in the recent history of 
the schools at least, was in the month, of 
October last, when the record was-00.28 
per-cent.; the November shoving was 
80,68 per cent.

The total number present during the 
month was 2,730, frith a daily average 
of 2,481.12. The corresponding figures 
for November of last year were 2,670 
and 2,366-56. Of the ten schools in the 
city only two tailed to make an average" 
attendance of 00 per cent. The record of 
the High school was 90.00 per cent., 
slightly below the average ot all the 
schools of the city. The percentage in 
tile several graded schools were ns fol­
lows: Spring Ridge, 05.16; Kingston 
street, 93.84; Boys’ school, 01.54; Rock 
Bay, 91.18; South Park, 01.08; North 
Ward, 90.37; Hillside, 10.05;
West, 89.03; Girl’s school, 88.70.

These percentages would be ev^n high­
er if they were corrected for part time 
attendance of pupils who were enrolled 
in the schools for only part of the month, 
and for that of pupils counted twice in 
the total enrollment bÿ reason of trans­
ference during the mouth.
. This correction has been made in the 
case of most of the divisional records 
which follow. In every one of the divi­
sions of the Spring Ridge," Kingston 
street, Rock Bay, North Ward, and 
Boys' Central schools the 90 per cent, 
mark was reached; those that came short 
of that figure were, in the respective 
schools: High school, divisions 2 and 6; 
Girls’ school, divisions 5, 9 and 10; South 
Park, divisions 4 and 5; Victoria West, 
division 6; Hillside avenue, division 3.

That is, out of the 112 divisions in all 
the schools, there were only nine in which 
the attendance did not reach 90 per cent. 
Of the 53 divisions making 90 per cent, 
or more, 46 were not under 91 per cepL; 
41 were not under 92 per cent.; 38 .were 
not under 93 per cent. ; 26 wéfe nôt under 
94 per cent.; 14 were not under DS per 
cent.

Remembering that every child has two 
chances of being tardy every day, it ap­
pears that a total average daily attend­
ance of 2,481 pupils furnishes in the 
course of the month, or 20 school days, a 
possibility of 99,240 cases of tardiness. 
The actual pumber of such cases last 
month was 170, or 1 in every 584, or 
less than one-fifth of one per cent.. These 
170 cases were distributed among the 
schools as follows:

High school, 10 cases out of a possible 
6,378; Boys’ school, 19 out of a possible 
17,430; Girls’ school, 9 out of a possible 
16,367; North Ward, 29 out of a possible 
16,520; South Park, 49 out of a possible 
14,900; Victoria West, 24 out of a pos­
sible 10,719; Spring Ridge, 4 out of a pos­
sible 5,252; Hillside, 12 out of a possible 
4.142; Kingston street, 14 out of a pos­
sible 4,542; Rock Bay, nil out of a pos­
sible 2,990.

“Yes, the Chine. Commercial Com­
pany intends operating across the Pa­
cific,” he said, articulating each sylla­
ble with studied conciseness. ’It is 
in entirely now venture, backed by 
Chinese, capital.

Four plates are to be removed from the 
bottom of the steamer Edith In dry dock.
