Celebration of “the Glorious Twelfth” This Year
Will Be the Greatest St. John Has Ever Seen—

2,500 Followers of

King William Will Be in

Line—A Stand for Temperance

Always strongly supporting the cause of
temperance, the Loyal Orange Associa-
tion has this year come out stronger than
ever in its favor. At the big Orange
demonstration to be held here on July
12th, any member of the order seen un-
der the influence of liquor will be sum-
marily dealt with by his lodge, and, if at
all disorderly, will be at once handed
over to the police. With a probable at-
tendance in St. John on Monday next of
2,500 followers of King William in regalia
and with the hundreds of visitors who
will come to the city for thé day, it will
be necessary to maintain perfect order
and the officers of the St. John county
and district lodges, together with the
representatives from  the subordinate
lodges who have the celebration in hand,
are entitled to much credit for the com-
plete arrangements made.

Everything is now practically perfected
except the order of procession, and this
can not be arranged until almost the last
minute.

There will in fact be several processions
in St. John on Monday. In the morn-
ing the visiting lodges, with bands of
music, will be pouring into the city by
boats and trains. Special excursion rates
will be given on the I. C. R. and C. P. R,,
and in many instances special trains will
be chartered. It is expected 500 Orange-
men will be present from York and Cear-
leton counties, with a like number from
Westmorland, Albert and Kent. North
Shore Orange lodges will send about 150
men. Charlotte county and the border
Jodges will probably send 250 more, while
St. John county, east and west, and the
St. John city lodges, are expected to turn
out about 600. It is also expected that
lodges from Digby and other bay ports
in Nova Scotia will be represented,
while the Royal Black Knights of Ire-
land and the Royal Scarlet Chapter men
of the provinece will turn out in all their
gorgeous uniforms. As for music, it is
expected there will be from 15 to 20 bands
in the grand procession. Numerically and
from, a spectacular standpoint, next Mon- |
day’s ‘procesejon is expected to be one of
the greatest ever held in eastern Canada.

The morning will be occupied in the ar-|
rival of outside lodges. These will arrive
at the Union dépot over both the I. C.
R. and C. P. R. lines between ten and 12
o’clock. Headed by their bands they will
proceed to the Barrack Square. The Lorne-
ville - representatives will arrive in a flot-
illa of motor boats about 10.30 Monday
morning. In the meantime the city lodges
preceptories and chapters will assemble at
their respective lodge rooms and each unit
with bands, banpers and full regalia will
proceed to the Barrack Square.

The steamer May Queen will make a
special trip bringing the brethren from
the Grand Lake section. She will leave
Cody’s at 4 a. m. on Monday arriving in
Indiantown at 1 p. m. in time for the pro-
cession.

A member of the reception committee
will meet all trains and boats.

The county masters and directors of
ceremony of each company on arriving iny
St. John will report at once to J. King
Kelley, county master of St. John, or any
member of recepntion committee.

Refreshments will be served on Barrack
Green and dinner will be served in exhi-
bition building by a strong committee
from ome of the local churches from 11 to
1 o'clock.

The procession will start from the Bar-
rack Square at 1.30 p. m, It will be head-
ed by a platoon of police followed by Dr.
A. W. MacRae, Right Worshipful Grand
Master, who, mounted on the convention-
al white charger, will represent King Wil
liam (Prince of Orange) from whom the
order takes its name and whose vietory
over James at the Battle of the Boyne in
1690 is celebrated on July 12th. County,
distriet and primary lodges, preceptories of
the Royal Black Knights, and Royal Scar-
let chapters will follow and it is expected
over 125 primary lodges will be represent-
ed. Grand lodge officers, invited guests
and old members in barouches will com-
plete the parade.

TWO MORE BIG
GOLD FINDS

British Columbia Has Two
Important Placer Gold Dis-
coveries—Gold as Coarse
as Wheat

Victoria, B. C., July 6—(Speciai)—By
a freak coincidence, two placer gold dis-
coveries, both oi which promise import-
ant gold mining camps, have been made

almost simultaneously,within a day’s travei
respectively of British Columbia’s two
chief eities, Victoria and Vancouver. Sey-
mour Creek, where J. L. Marriott, an
Australian, has made a lucky strike, is
but five miles distant from the first nam-
ed provincial city, and already 'it is staked
virtually to its source. Marriott and his
seventeen associates have been panning
five weeks near Seymour Canyon, the
gold running 20 cents to the pan. The
Vancouver discovery is at Port Renfrew,
on the southwestern coast, just across
from Leechtown. The new finds are on
the Sombryo River, seemingly a continu-
ation of the same deposits which at
Leechtown returned $60,000 in the first
month’s working. It is claimed there is
vlenty of gold there as coarse as wheat.

Fredericton, N. B, July 6—(Special)—
York Municipal Council met in semi-an-
nual session here this morning. The
proceedings opened with prayer by Rev.
J. H: MacDonald, after which Warden
Hinchey delivered his annual address. He
spoke .of the recent forest fires, and ex-
pressed the hope that settlers when clear-
ing land would take gvery precaution to
prevent fires from getting beyond con-
trol.

Referring to the St. John Valley Rail-
way project, the -warden said: “I am
firmly convinced that a railway down
the valley of St. John is New Brunswick’s
most pressing need at the present time.
This is too important a question to be
made a political football of, and. T -trust
that the Dominion and local governments
will at the earliest possible moment grant
the necessary financial assistance to some
company which will undertake the con-
struction of the road.

“It is a most regrettable thing as I
view it, and as I hope you gentlemen
view it, to see' thousands “of people who
inhabit one of the oldest settled portions
of this continent, compelled today to.re-
sort to the most primative transportation

methods. This is not as it should be, and
it is our right and our duty to demand
a railway from the powers that be.”

Strike Order Brought Out a
Large Majority of the Men
Employed .in the Dominio
Ceal Co’s. 'Mines

Glace Bay, N. 8., Jily —(Special), —
The strike inaugurated” this morning by
the U. M. 'W., brought out a large ma-
jority,. of. the “Domini>n Coal - Company’s
employes. Estimafes differ as to the ex-
act number affected, but it is safe to say
that 75 per cent.. of the men are out.
Dominion No. 16 is closed. At Nog. 2 and
9 not more than one hundred men are at
work, although those pits employ about
1,600 men. At Caledonia. and No. 4,
about seventy men turned out and these
mines employ about 900 men. At Do-
minion and Reserve the mines are doing
well. The first named place, according to
the coal company, 450 men are working,
while the U. M. W. say not more than
250 aré in their places. At Reserve mine
the workers claim half the men, which
number about 900 or or 1,000. The P. W.
A. claim muchc larger proportions are at
work.

Two of the coal company police were
arrested, on a warrant this morning
charged with assault.

Shirtly prior to twelve o’clock a faint
rap on the door of police headgquarters
evoked from within an invitation to enter
the: police sanctum. Responding to the in-
vitation was an effeminate appearing
Chinaman who approached the 'detention
room as if optimism was a lost virtue with

m.

The description of the alleged murderer
of Elsie Sigel was age approximately 30,
height. 5 feet 4 in.; weight, 125 pounds,
elender and unhealthy, Americanized in
dress and hair. It was mentioned that he
had a prediliction for tying his shoe laces
toward the toes of the shoes and preferred
Chinese silk shirts. It was stated that he
frowned often. :

A glance at the newcomer disclosed that
his ghoe laces were tied downward and
cloth that resembled silk or silkeen peeked
forth from beneath his waistcoat. He was
in the vicinity of thirty years of age and
was in the neighborhood of 5 feet 4 inches
tall and to cap ‘the climax, would weigh
not more than 125 pounds. He was slim
and delicate looking and his hair was trim-
med in American style. He grimaced re-
peatedly but none would venture to desig-
nate the facial contortion, a frown.

However after he recovered his confi-
dence it’ was ascértained that he did not
intend to give himself up to the police for
the murder of Elsie Sigel but desired the

Currie, and a resolution on Sunday trains
which was passed after vigorous opposi-
tion on. the part of Rev. J. J. McCaskill.
A missionary address was delivered by
Rev. Dr. Morton of Trinadad.

Rev. J. H. A. Anderson introduced Rev.
Dr. Burrows of the Halifax Presbytery,
and on motion, he was invited to sit and
correspond.

Rev. W. W. Rainnie moved the same
courtesy be extended to Rev. Dr. Mor-
ton. 1
On the election of officers, Rev. L. A.
Gibson, of St. Stephem, was unanimously
chosen as moderator for the ensuing year.
Rev. Frank Baird was re-elected secretary.
Peter Campbell was re-elected treasurer.

The election of officers over, Rev. Dr.
Morton was invited to address the Pres-
bytery. He was received with applause.
He said at the outset that it was nine
years since he had had the privilege of
addressing the St. John Presbytery and
forty since he had gone out to Trinadad
as a missionary. He told of the work be-
ing done in his field. As the peoplg hadi
advanced in their position, the mission
had advanced. The school system had
much advanced. It was necessary to carry,
on a school for six months. before getting
aid from the government.  After that
time the government paid the teaqhe_rs,
the church only supplying the building !
The hope and idea from the outset was
that the teachers would untimately become
preachers. The work had marched ahead
of the money from home, and the esti-
mates at the same time had been cut
down. He had not looked favorably upon
the suggestion that there be a special ap-

peal. .
He appealed to the people of New
Brunswick. 1f the ministers as captains

of their people could get even small con-
tributions at a time, the debt of the past
on the mission could be wiped out. As
the senior missionary of the Presbyterian
church of Canada, he urged that aid be
sent, ‘even if small.

On assuming his seat Rev. Dr. Morton
was applauded. Rev. Mr. Ross spoke
strongly in support of the appeal. ‘He
believed that if -the case was laid fairly
before the congregations, more money
would be forthcoming. He moved that
the thanks of the Presbytery be tendered
to Dr. Morton. This was seconded by
Rev. M. J. McPherson, and carried unan-
imously.

The reception of Messrs. Power and
Fulton as licentates was brought up by
Rev. Frank Baird.

It was moved by Rev. W. W. Rainnie,
and seconded by Rev. Dr. Smith, that
the communication in connection with the
reception of Messrs. Power and Fulton,
from the general assemblyl, be received
and the transfer of Mr. Fulton to the
Presbytery at Pictou received, and Mr.
Power to the presbytery in which juris-
diction he is. The session records were
received.

The appointment of a successor to Dr.
Currie, professor of Hebrew and 0Old Tes-
tament exegesis in the Presbyterian Col-
lege, Halifax, was brought forward. Rev.
C. W. Murray spoke on the matter brief-
ly. He moved that the name of Rev.
W. H. Smith be submitted by this pres-
bytery as its nominee for the chair.

Rev. James Ross seconded the nomina-

tion speaking eloquently of Rev. Dr.
Smith.

Rev. J. W. Mur- "
ray, felt the Presbytery should make a
strong protest, and if a protest should
not be made freight trains will follow
the passenger service. This was seconded
by Rev. James Ross,

Rev. J. J. McCaskill thought that it
was -an important question, and one on
which some line of action should be laid
down. The Presbytery should take a
stand from which it would not be neces-
sary to recede. “If we take a stand on
this modern matter, it will reflect against
us, said Mr. McCaskill. “The old Jewish
law was never intended for modern con-
ditions. There must be some principal
on which the matter could be dealt with.
We must be governed by conditions. If
it was wrong to run Sunday trains out
of St. John it was wrong to run them
out of Montreal, and other places. We
had fought against Sunday Street cars
in Toronto; in St. John, but we would
not do so today. This was an age of
modern conditions, to take a stand now,
as in the resolution it would be detri-
mental.”

Rev. Mr. Murray was surprised that
the motion should be approved by a mem-
ber of this court.

MR. SPENCER’S POEMS

Mr. H. L. Spencer, at the age of eighty
years, has just published a volume of
poems which will be highly valued by all
lovers of genuine poetry, and treasured
by many who have been charmed by Mr.
Spencer’s writings in- the press during
many years past.

The present volume is entitled ‘The
Fugitives, ‘a Sheaf of Verses,” and in an
introductory note the author tells us that
many of the poems have been afloat in-
newspapers, magazines and authologies for
more than half a century. In gathering
them together in this collection of poems
and sonnets, in a book of 175 pages, on
heavy paper, printed in large, clear type,
and very handsomely bound, Mr. Spencer
has made a notable contribution to Can-
adian literature.

Readers of the daily press are famjliar
with the poem, ‘“A Hundred Years to
Come,” with which the volume opens. It
is one of -the short poems in the English
language that will not die. St. John read-
ers, and indeed many others, have read
{ The “City of Sleep,” and other familiar
poems in this collection. The following
may be quoted as an ilustration of Mr.
Spencer’s style:

Of a soul as pure as the souls above,
Only a leaf! but a history

THE PLAYGROUNDS

Bangor Paper Makes an Appeal
for Attention to the Children’s
Claims

: : (ﬁa.ngor -Commercial.)

As the season advances and the days of

the school vacations are passing, the work
of the playgrounds in most of our cities
and large villages assumes greater activity
and a more decided spirit of approval in
the public mind in their support.
In Boston on Monday over 1,000 of the
school ‘children assembled in the play-
grounds of 35 school yards and even in
corners of many public parks under su-
pervision of the school committee. The
playgrounds are fitted with swings, teeter-
boards, slides and sand boxes and the
hours of play extend from 10 o’clock a.
m., to 5 p. m. Special courses in play-
ground work have been given under school
hygiene, and a manual on playground man-
agement and control has been prepared for
the instruction and guidance of the teach-
ers. A special feature is the introduction
of story-telling, dramatics and folk danc-
ing. A professional story-teller is to go
from playground to playground and inter-
est the children in our country’s history,
development and people, as well as in the
best works of our authors. For the boys
too old for the schoolyard playground a
system of athletic coaching has been es-
tablished on each of the large playgrounds.
In Albany, N. Y., what the city author-

. AND THE MARKET SITUATION

New York, " Jily 3—Reports from the
winter wheat contintc favorable, and the
prospects for the spring wheat are prom-
ising.

The most prominent of private crop ex-
perts in the west yesterday gave the condi-
tion of winter wheat as 82:1, against 80.3 a
month ago; this improvement in the most
important states heing from 3 to 8 per
cent. -On the Pacific Coast the crop is less
promising, a deterioration of 3 to 6 per.
cent having occurred 'in California, Ore-
gon; and Washington. Except for too much
rain in some localities harvest weather in
the southwest is generally satisfactory.
The yield of winter wheat, however, will

arcely exceed 375,000,000 bushels, or
about 50,000,000 bushels less than last
year, because of the abandonment of over
two million acres as a result of the dry
fall and winter seasons. The spring wheat
situation is generally favorable, and the
condititon. is as good as the average for
a series of years. :

The Burlington Railroad issued a very
optimistic crop report yesterday, saying
that the winter wheat had materially im-
proved, and on three divisions an average

- yield of 23 bushels per acre. is indicated.

The same report said the prospects for
corn are the most flattering in years, and

all advices indicate that the corn crgp is
in better condition than for several sea-
sons. The increase in corn acreage exceeds
last year by approximately five million
acres. With normal weather an enormous
vield seems assured. Oats have improved
considerably, during June, and an out-turn
of 1,100,000,000 bushels is promised. Cot-
ton has deteriorated 5 to 6 per cent. since
May 25th because of excessive precipita-
tion in Missiseippi, Alabartha and the At-
lantic States, and the yield fully one mil-
lion bales lees than last year is probable.

The outlook in all directions is extreme-

ily, railroad earnings are satisfactory, the
crops as a whole ‘promise high record
yields and money continues to show amplé
cage, with foreign countries well supplied,
The Tariff is the only laggard, and. the
agitation for increased taxation ‘the only
other uncertain factor. Securities are at 2
level, which while -high s probably s e-
flection only of present sound ‘underlymg
conditions = and  prospects.

ANOTHER MURDERER
" PAYS THE PENALTY

ltalign Electrocuted in Auburn
Penitentiary This Morning for
the Murder of a Detective

Auvburn, N. Y., July 6—Cuiseppe San-
ducei, who murdered Joseph Dardano, an
Italian detective at Belfast, Aljlegheny
county on the morning, December 21,
1807, was put to death in the electric
chair iy ‘Auburn Penitentiary at 6.18
o’clock this morning. The execution was
one of the most successful in the history
of the prison, and was remarksble for the
-celerity with which it was carried ouf.
‘T'wo shocks were used to kill, one lasting
for three seconds .over a minute, and the

ed from'eight and one-half to nine am-
peres. Sanducci’s crime was committed in

ence  of - forty or fifty people. It was a
sequel to' the arrest of his employer,
Michael Decylo, on a charge of violation
of the liquor law, the evidence of which
was secured by Dardano and Albert J.
Mantica, private detectives, of Albany.
The arrest was made the day before the
shooting  and - the ~ detectives, after
Decylo  was held  on: ‘the ' charge,
waited until the following morning before
starting for Albany. 'They ' were = just
boarding the: train when four shots were
fired.  Maitica “was wounded in-the head,
but recovered; Dardano was shot  twice,
one bullet striking him under the right
'shoulder and proving fatal. The fourth
shot wae firedthrough® a mail bag. After
the shooting Sanducci escaped on a hand
car, but a possse of forty or fifty resi-
dents captured him within three hours.
He was tried and convicted, and on Auril
2nd, 1908 was,sentenced to'die in the elec-
tric chair here. An appeal to the Court
of Appeals resulted in an_ affirmation of
the judgment of death on’ May: 19, 1909.

L C. R. MEN OBJECT

IN MILL,

Monthly Meeting Yesterday Considered This
Scheme—Water Rates Reduced to 4-10th of
1 per Cent on Stocks-in-Trade etc.—Proposal
to License Boxing Bouts Goes to Committee

At the meeting of the council yesterday
afternoon, the water rate was reduced on
stocks in trade,  merchandise wares and
personal proyerty from one-quarter of one
per cent. to four-tenths of one per cent.
’Proposa.lu by Ald. Belyea to fix the license
‘fee for boxing bouts at $100 and otherwise
to -regulate such exhibitions, and another
by Ald. Potts to fix the rate of taxation
from 1910 to 1915 inclusive not to exceed
$1.90 per $100, were referred to the bills
and by-laws committee. It was decided to
authorize the board of works to call for
tenders for the permanent paving of Ger-
main street between Princess and Queen
streets, and on motion of Ald. Kelley,
Paradise row and Mill street were included
in the scheme. The bills and by-laws com-
mittee were asked to amend the street law
so as to prohibit window washing between
7.30 a. m. and 10.30 p. m. The proposal
submitted by the street railway to the
city in lieu.of assessment was referred to
tue general committee of the common
council to deal with. The mayor was
authorized to appoint a dog catcher for
the city. The mayor presided and with the
exception of Ald. Frink and Likely the full
council was present, with the common
clerk.

The report of the treasury board was
the firet item of business. One scction of
this, dealing with the proposition submit-
ted by the street railway to the city as a
basis of taxation, excited considerable dis-
cussion. 1 The section recommended: that
the city emter into the agreement as sub-
mitted. The main feature was that the
company -should not pay less in any year
to the city than $10,000.

Ald. Baxter spoke at length in favor of
the arrangement. He pointed” out that
under the existing conditions no matter
how much property 'the .company might
acquire the city could not collect the full
tax. He referred to the movement by the
city to take over the Carleton electric
light station. The proposition was re-
jected and the property was obtained by
the street railway. The result was, he
said, that the city has not now an exclu-
give franchise anywhere and no competi-
tive, rights. He moved that the section
be adopted.

Ald. McGoldrick eeconded it.

Ald. Vanwart thought that the city
ought to have more revenue from the
street railway, If the company was push-
ed he thought they would build a line to
Rockwood Park. They were now, he said,
putting their lines wherever they them-
selves please and they never put them-
a?llves out to accommodate the public at

all. y
Ald. Potts moved an amendment that
the communication be sent back to the
general committee of the common council,
and that special counsel be employed to
look into.the rights of the company. He
contended that there was something more
in the matter than they could see. He
thought it ridiculous that a company doing
a ‘business ‘in the city such as the street
railway was doing should pay only $10,000
taxes. -
Ald. Vanwart seconded the amendment,

On motion of Ald. Baxter section 4,
which authorizes the mayor to forwa
$25 to Halifax in aid of the building of
the tower to be erected in commemora-
tion of the founding of representative gov-
ernment; was adopted. . :

Ald. Potts moved that the section recom-
mending an increase of salary to Hurd
Peters be referred back to the treasury
board: to see Mr. Peters and get him to
return all plans and papers connected with
the city business in his possession.

‘Ald. Vanwart seconded the motion.

Ald. Scully supported the amendment,
which was carried and the report as a
whole with these alterations was adopted.

McGoldrick, in moving the acop-
tion of the section, admitted that other
streets besides Geramin street ought to
have permanent pavements but contended
that unless they made a start somewhere
they would never get anywhere.

Ald. Elkin thought it was time to make
a start laying pavement if it was only as
an object lesson to the citizens.

Ald. Potts moved section 5, dealing with
the Germain street pavement, should be
referred to the board for more detailed
information as to cost, etc. He opposed
the idea of permanent pavement. The
city had not half completed its water
system. “You haye not got a decent pipe
in St. John,” he said, “and since this re-
post was first taken up there have been
three bursts in the mains.” He went on
to ask what they would have to do about
the gas if there was a burst in the pipes
and whether the company would be com-
pelled to fix the street.

COUNTY CAMPAIGN

The people of St. John county are ask-
ed to elect a supporter of the Hazen gov-
ernment because of the new highway act.
All that the people in the county know
about ‘this act is that it has prevented
them from having their roads kept in good
condition this year. All that has been
done is a little statite labor on some of
the roads. Mr. Lowell pointed out to the
government what would happen, but the
act was applied to the county, without any
consideration of the interests of the peo-
ple. An attempt is, now being made to
throw the blame for delay in repairing
the roads upon the county.councillors, but
this was effectively answered by Coun.
Barnhill at Fairville last evening. The
Hazen government has given St. John
county bad roads this year. Why trust
it next year?

The government is making a desperate
effort to capture the county. Already it
is announced that the premier, Hon. Mr.
Maxwell, Hon. Mr. Morrissy, and Messrs.
MelInerney, Hatheway and Baxter will make
speeches. The people of the county never
before had so much oratory offered them.
Oratory, however, will not build roads.

The Liberals of St. John county will
not be deceived. An attempt is “being)
made to turn the county into the Conser-
vative column, so that the victory may be
published all over Canada as a triumph for
the Conservatives.

It is satisfactory to mote that the Lib-
erals are alive to the issue, and that a vig-
orous organization will meet the enemy at
every point. In Mr. Bentley the Liberals
have a candidate who will make a valuable
member of the house, and whose interests
in St. John county make him truly the
candidate of the people. The only criticism
his opponents have offered is tRat he was
born in Nova Scotia,-and so petty a can-
$ass defeats its own purpose.

It is only necessary for the Liberals to
set themselves seriously to the task of el-
ecting their candidate, but they must not
take anything for granted.

The imperial press delegates were being
entertained at dinner at the Town Hall,
by the Lord Mayor and citizens of Shef-
field. There were speeches, and one of
those who replied to the toast of “Our
Guests” was the Boer journalist. We
quote from the Sheffield Telegraph:—

“Mr. C. Fichardt, of Bloomfontein, also
replied in a stirring speech. He fought on
ghe Boer side through the South African
eampaign, and was a prisoner of war to
England. England, he said, had brought
to his country war and devastation. She
had conquered the flag and country, but
she did not conquer the hearts and spirit
of the race. After the war there was an
aftermath of bitterness—the bitterness of
a sullen and discontented people, who wait-
ed the opportunity to strike another blow
for that freedom for which they had given
so much.

In view of his statements they must
perforce take a new point of view, and one
that goes with closer sympathy and less
suspicion in the consideration of imperial
matters. We quote again from the Shef-
field Telegraph:—

“Mr. J. W. Dafoe, of Winnipeg, was
the first to reply. ‘You can have your
party divisions here as we have at home,’

They were
neither asked nor expected to do more
than they have done. Their meeting to-
gether at the heart of the empire has
focussed the attention of the empire as
never before upon matters of common and
vital interest.

“Quis separabit?’ “Who shall separate
us?”’ demands the Sheffield Telegraph,
commenting on the speech of Mr. Fichardt
of Bloomfontein. “Yes, who indeed? Now
that the feeling of unity, of kinship, is

alive in South Africa, as in the rest of
the empire, who will dream of trying to
quench it? It is evident that only a very
rash foe will try.”

AUSTRALIA AND DEFENCE

While the imperial press delegates were
in Glasgow they visited a ship-building
plant on the Clyde. In connection with
the discussion on naval defence the follow-
ing paragraph from the Glasgow Herald is
of special interest:—
“The visit of the colonials, particularly
of our cousins from Australia, was time-
ly. There are at present being built at
Fairfield two torpedo boat destropers for
the Australian Commonwealth, the first
warships to be built for a colonial navy.
One of these is being taken out in sections
to Australia, where it will be put together
by - Australian workmen and launched in
Australian waters. Another is being built
by Messrs. Denny & Co., Dumbarton, and
the third is to be launched at Fairfield.
The sight of the torpedo boat in the mak-
ing, while interesting to every colonial,
proved particularly inspiring to the Aus-
tralians. A group of Imperialists from the

‘Advance, Australia.” Their brethren from!

"TRAGEDY ENDED A FRUIT-- (HE

BOSTON BOAT |
RACE

g : |
Six Crews Started in an Eight!

Oared Race and All Boats:
Swamped — One Oarsman|
Drowned

Boston, July 5—The climax of an event-
ful rowing regatta came late this after-
noon when Edward Morely, an eighteen-
year-old boy, rowing at No. 3 in the St.
Alphonsus eight, of Roxbury, was drowned
while clinging to a tow rope to which he
had been attached by two boat-mates
when they were forced to go after an-
other comrade in'danger of drowning,after
their frail shell had capsized. ‘At the same
time the five other boats crews which
had been contesting in the junior eight-
oared race, the last event of the New Eng-
land Amateur Rowing Association’s 23rd
annual regatta, was also struggling in the
water, two others beside that from the
St. Alphonsus Association requiring assist-
ance to prevent drowning, while the others
did not swamp until crossing the finish
line. In the excitement little interest was
taken in the fact that Jeffries Point crew
of Boston had won. The six crews which
were in the race and which were flooded
by the waves chopped befare a northwest
wind, were the St. Alphonsus Association
of Roxbury, the West Lynn Boat Club, of
Lynn; the Rivergide Boat Club, of Cam-
bridge; the Columbia Rowing Association
and the Jeffries Point Rowing Association,
of East Boston, and - the Kalumet Boat
Club, of Worcester.

During the day’s events, extending over
six hours, upwards of a dozen boats Wwere,
swamped and while the drowning of young
Morley was the only fatality, others were
averted only through the vigilance of
power boats. .

The race of the junior eights promised
re. They had
covéred 'a mile or more .of the mile and
one-half course when the Polumbian crew
was swamped and- the .committee boat
went to their assistance. At the same
time between the mile mark and the fin-
ish the St. Alphonsus and Kalumet crews
‘were thrown into the water, the latter
being in the lead at thestime. Running
to the apsistance of the St. Alphonsus
shell, a steam launch struek her amidships,
cutting the hull in twain and forcing the
oarsmen to struggle in the water without
support. Motley, at No.; 3, was unable
to swim, as was the coxswain, John Troy,
R. Crossen and J. Kelljher in the for-
ward section went to Morleys assistance
and supported him to the launch, where
he caught hold of ‘a tow-line. Then' they
returned for Troy and helped him aboard.
In the meantime Morley gasped and sput-
tered at the end of the rope, filling his
lungs with water and was drowned, his
companions thinking him in the boat. Not
far away and watching the extrication of
oarsmen and boats were Rev. James Corr
and another priest of the Mission church,
Roxbury, spiritual directors of the St. Al-

phonsus Association, of whom the dead
boy was a comuniunicanf. .

ANOTHER AERONAUT
IS DASHED TO DEATH

¥

James Corcoran Killed While
Making_ Balloon Ascension and
Parachute Jump at Portland,
Me.

Portland, Me., July 5—Mistaking the
promiscuous firing of revolvers by the
crowd below as a signal for the climax of
his aerial act, James Corcoran, an aero-

‘| naut, 28 years old, of Lowell (Mass.), cut

loose with his parachute when but.a few
hundred feet from the earth at the fourth
of July celebration here late today and
was dashed to the ground, meeting almost
instant death at the feet of 5,000 horri-
fied spectators. y 1

Corcoran was employed by Prof. Joseph
Laroux, of this city, with whom the muni-
cipal authorities had contracted to make
two balloon ascensions and parachute
jumps today.

Shortly after 4 o’clock Corcoran had his
arrangements all completed for ascending
from the eastern promenade. Three para-
chutes were attached to the hot air bal-
loon for a triple jump by the aeronaut. As
is always customary, it was arranged that
Corcoran should cut loose with his para-

. ¢hutes when he heard a certain number

of revolver shots from Professor Laroux
on the ground, the latter to give the sig-
nal when the balloon should have reached
a height sufficient to make the triple
jumps ‘possible, approximately 5,000 feet.

Corcoran had barely. left the ground be-
fore promiscuous firing of revolvers began,
but Professor Laroux called out to him to
keep on. After a few hundred feet up it
is hard for an aeronaut to judge correctly
his exact height, as he swings on the bar
and so when Corcoran heard a second
fusilade of shots from the ground it is be-
lieved he was certain the signal had come
for him to cut away in the parachute for
he was seen to drop from the balloon, al-
though he was barely 500 feet in the air.

The distance was too short for the para-
chute to open properly and Corcoran
dropped in a straight line, gaining speed
as he neared the earth until his body
struck the ground on the site of the pro-
posed monument to the late Thomas B.
Reed, about 1,000 feet from where the as-
cension was made.

Corcoran was still alive when his body
was picked up, but unconscious. It was
found that he had sustained a fracture of
the skull, a compound fracture of the right
leg and other injuries, from which he died
in a short time.

JOHN SNIDER OF WEST
. ~INSTAN

Struck Him on Head

He Was at Work on the New Wharf When Winch Slipped—Handle

SIDE WAS
TLY KILLED YESTERDAY

Making Awful Wound

Struck on the head with fearful force
by the crank of a powerful hand winch ‘at
which he was working, John Snider met
instant death yesterday afternoon in Car-
leton while at work in connection with
the sinking of a new crib off No. 6 berth.
The unfortunate man had the top of his
head horribly .crushed and his brains dash-
| ed out. .

The accident happened so quickly that
the men working with him hardly realized
the awful nature of it. The new crib had
been placed in position by the tugs Lord
Kitchener, Neptune and W. H. Murray
about 3.30 o’clock. On it at the time were
{ about thirty-five men in charge of Fore-
man Wellington Lord. On the inshore end

the night. Willle looked at the ‘two hables| was a large hand winch which, with a
eritically and then remarked: “It's a 800d| wire cable, was used for warping the erib

into position.

The new crib is triangular or “A” shaped
and is 147 feet one way, 121 feet. another,
thirty feet on top and forty feet on the
bottom. It is the fourth erib of the new
wharf and the one to mark its extreme
length.

The wire cable was fasterned to the erib
inside. On the left nand crank was Snider
{and on the right Fred Bedford, both pow-
erfully built men of large frame and fuily
able for the heavy work.

While turning slowly with three or four
turns about the “barrel” of the winch
the handle on Bedford’s sidé suddenly slip-
ped off the pinion. As the strain was
more than any one man could stand Bed-
ford called for Snider to let go quickly.
The men holding the cable, seeing the
situation, also called for him to let go.
He failed to do so, however, believing pos-
sibly that his great strength would stand
him in good stead. The odds were too
much, however, and as the tide, which
was running quite strong at the time,
surged the crib out it tugged at the cable

and, like a flash, the handle slipped from

his grasp and, revolving with great force,

struck him on the top of the head; split-
ting open the skull and exposing the brain.
The blow had dealt instant death. Other
workmen hurried to the side of the pros-
trate man. Dr. W. L, Ellis had been
quickly summoned but ‘the unfortunaie
mah ‘was beyond earthly aid. The body
‘was placed in D. C. Clark’s private launch
and landed at the wharf where, after being
viewed by Coroner F. L. Kenney, per-
mission for its removal to Beatteay’s un-
dertaking rooms was given.
When the news was brought to the be-|
reaved wife she was prostrated and last
n_ight wag in an unconscious state for some
time.
Contractor D. C. Clark spoke with great
feeling regarding the affair last night. “In
all my thirty-five years as a workman,
foreman and contractor this.is the first
accident I have had,” he said. “I am very
particular about my gear and have the
very best new stuff, as I would not have
anything second hand. The winch they
were using today was a brand new ome.”
Mr. Clark said that he was standing on
No. 6 berth at the time and the new crib
wonld be about 250 feet away from where
he was. He did not see the crank slip
off. A large hawser had been fastened
from the new crib to No. 6 and he was
supervising this. “I looked once and saw
Snider holding the erank and right after
I heard a crashing sound and looked to
see the man on his back.”

HIGHWAY ROBBERY
AT CAMPBELLTON

Campbeliton, July 5—A daring case of
highway robbery took place 'here early
this morning, when Andrew Duthie, of
Minneapolis, was waylaid in the street,
knocked down, beaten and kicked into in-

money.

The affair oecurred at 2 o’clock in the
morning and after recovering his senses
Duthie telephoned the story to Chief of
Police Crawford’s house.

Arnold White makes the following com-
parisons between the British navy of
twenty years ago and the ships of today:

The unseen things in the big grey ships
at Spithead on BSaturday were &s sound
and as true as the workmanship of the
things seen. Consider, for example, the
difference between the system on board
the old Duke of Edinburgh, twenty years
ago, and the system adopted by the Good
Hope, moored alongside her. 1n the dark
ages of the close of the Victorian era the
science of fighting was the last thing
thought of by our naval mandarins. On
the after-deck of the old Duke of Edin-
burgh figures of Mercury holding snakes
adorned the ventilators. The eyes of the
snakes that Mercury held were diamonds
and rubies, the steel bolt-heads were plast-
ered with gold leaf.

The cost of these adornments was
defrayed by officers whose promotion ve-
pended, not on gunnery, but on the
amount of gold leaf and the number of
glass balls they bought out of their priv-
ate income.
