The McOarthy Mystery.

On Tuesday the 10th

THOMAS WARD

said that he was bar-keeper for Osbornes
in the fall of 1877. Remembered western
bar-room door. ' He used to drive nails in
the casing to fasten it at night and take
them out in the morning. A person could
have put their hand through the glass and
unbolted the door if only bolted, so he
drove the nails in. He paid Annie Parker
off, according to Mrs. Osborne’s instruc-
tions, when discharged. Gave her $1, she
wanted a quarter more but Mrs. Osborne
said not to give it to her. Annie wasin
the habit of going out late at night. One
night he remembers it was half-past eleven
when she came in. Annie was sauncy.
Mrs. Osborne said Mrs. Larette was going
to get her a new girl, and Annie Parker
was going to leave. Never saw any pow-
ders at Osbornes, nor a box such as Annie
Parker describes.

Cross-examined.—Annie Parker never
said hefore me that she wanted to leave
Osbornes. Mrs. Osborne said she did not
want any young man who thought much
of himself to keep company with Annie
Parker.

To a JWror.—I had no conversation with
the Osbornes about McCarthy.

THOMAS KINREAD,

undertaker, Moncton, testified to the ex-
treme difficulty of clothing a dead body
having become rigid. He spoke from ex-
perience. Remembered helping to handle
one Mr. Fawcett who had been drowned
eight or nine days and he was difficult to
handle.

GEO. P. THOMAS,

Moncton, sworn: J went to Mrs. Me-
Carthy’s shortly after her husband’s dis-
appearance, to serve a writ of attachment.
She seemed surprised, and said her hus-
band would surely be back, as he had only
$300 with him. I read the writ having
Judge Botsford’s name, and she_said she
did not think Judge Botsford would issue
a writ against her. I explained that Judge
Botsford’s name must necessarily be to it
as a matter of torm.

Mr. Palmer announced that this was all
the evidence present, but that there would
be others on the 1.20 train. He would,
therefore, commence his address now on
some points of law, etc.

Dr. Tuck thought, as he was to bring
some rebutting testimony, this would be
improper.

MR. PALMER'S ADDRESS.

Mr. Palmer in his address to the Court
said the prisoners knew nothing of the
killing of McCarthy, and he complained
that the conduct of the Crown had not
been such as to secure justice to them.
He contended that it was the duty of the
crown to ferret out the guilty, and assert-
ed that it was the duty of the Court to
supply the evidence touching on the. case
and especially referred to the evidence
of Annic Parker, saying it was the Crown
that ought to show whether the history
of this girl was false or true. Why did
she deny her father? Her own history ?
What earthly object could she have? Was
it not that she had fallen so low that she
cared not whether she lied or spoke the
truth ?

JAMES MLEAVES,
Moncton, was sworn, an¢ said Mrs. Mec-
Carthy was at his place about a year ago.
His woman asked her if she knew how
much money her hushand had when he
went away. She said he could not have
had more than between two and three
hundred dollars. Fle distinctly remem-
bered it.

JOHN LABELLOIT,
of Dalhousie, was then sworn and said
there bad been no man by the name of
Parker keeping hotcl in Dalhousie this
29 yeare, He knew Henry Pelletier, of
Nouvelle.

GEO. HADDOW, ESQ. M. P.

for Restigouche, was sworn. Lives in
Dalhousie, and no Parker keeps hotel
there.

PETER SCHURMAN,
testified to being in Waverly bar-room
last of October and the western bar-room
door was not nailed up.

ALEXANDER TAIT
was the next witness. He swore that the
bar-room door was nailed up. Was in
bar-room Oct. 13th, and it was not scrubbed
—went in later and the floor was serubbed.
Saw a fight there once and blood spilled.
He was cross-examined at some length but
nothing new elicited.

DONALD WHITE
was next sworn. I was not in Shediac
Oct. 21st. I know because it was Sunday
and there was a church opened that day.

Cross-examined—I remember going to
Shediac once and went to Osbornes, get-
ting off when the train halted at the cross.
ing, ‘I did not know the Waverley House
was going to be searched. I did not tell
them so. I had some whiskers last fall.|
I don’t know how much. I don’t know
whether Harry had a lame foot or not.

Re-examined—-I never was in Atkinson’s
field.

* Mr. Palmer then declared the case closed.

Dr. Tuck said there was a witness they
intended to call asa rebutting witness,
but they would not.

Mr. Palmer resumed his address and
concluded at 1.40 p. m.

DR. TUCK’S ADDRESS.

Dr Tuck, on the part of the Crown, com-
menced his address shortly before two
o’clock by congratulating the jury on the
termination of a case of such intense in-
terest. He did not agree with Mr. Pal-
mer’s idea of conducting a Crown case, fzr
how would it be if the Crown had to pro-
duceevidence to break down its own case,

He then adverted to the intelligent in-
terest the jury had displayed in the case,
and contended that he had conducted it
fairly. He admitted that Annie Parker
bad made some false statements, and mis-
represented her own character, but she re-
garded such matters as foreign to the case,
| He agreed with Mr. Palmer in what he
| said about her character, but his Honor
| would tell them to take only such state-
| ments made by her as are corroborated by
| other testimony. With all her disadvan-
| tages she had shown a quick and clever in-
; tellect, and if her story was a lie the case
| was one which had no paralell in the an-
| uals of jurisprudence. He contended her
story was mainly corroborated and though
they might doubt whether the Osbornes
knew about the murder, they could have
no doubt as to Annie Parker’s knowledge
of it. He then proceeded to comment on

ithe prominent features of the eviden ¢
arguing that it was impossible that Ami:
Parker should have concoted such a stor .
The court adjourned at 6.10.

On Thursday, Dec. 12th, Dr. Tuck con-
tinued his address, referring to the bloo:d
on the floor of the Waverly House,and also

Smith, Milligan and Mr. and Mrs. Porre.1,
asserting that a foul murder had been com-
mitted. He called attention to the fact
that the wagon had been seen by Hickey
on the night in question and said because
there had been no accomplices proved in
this case, no one could assert there were
none. After Annie Parker went to bed
there was ample time to make preparations
and there was an inducement to commit
the murder in the money possessed by
McCarthy, and no one but the prisoners
knew he had so much money about him.
This was the great motive which led to
murder. The next thing was the disposal

!"of the body, and the evidence of Warman,

White, and Atkinson testified to the tracks
of the wagon in the field ; the boy curled up-
on the wagon by the road and the man walk-
ing in the field, as if he was afraid of being
watched. It had moreover been proved
at this trial that the boy had a rubber on
one foot. After Osborne talked of his
being away, running a hotel, Mrs. Osborne
believed him in the Scadouc, and when
Osborne heard the body was found, he
said the deceased would have his money
and clothes with him. He then went
over the evidence at length, observing
that he did not mean they should depend
wholly on Annie Parker’s testimony, as
nearly all the evidence was confirmatory
of hers. She had, indeed, contradicted
herself on some points, but any intelligent
person would be liable to do o, and an
astute counsel like Mr. Palmer could
easily cause witnesses to vary their testi-
mony in minor points. He failed to see,
however, that the story had been broken
in the main pointa. Eliza had also asked
Cormick if the clothes ete., wers found on
the body could anything be done to them ?
1f they knew nothing of the murder, why
should they feel so anxions? In regard *
to the character of the pri , Judge
Botsford and his lady had given the evi-
dence as they believed to be true, W"
why were Mr. Jacob Wortman and ofhers
not interrogated on their character. ' He
appealed to the jury to put aside all senti-
mental feelings and to do their daty to
the best of their ability.

Mr. Hickey said he saw
one about every night. He (Mr. Dicksop)
did not wish to interrupt Dr. Tuck and
wounld now ask His Honor through his ad-
address to point out the proper words '
Hickey said. His Honor said he would
do 80, and would be pleased to be remind-
ed of any corrections the learned counsel
would make.

CHIEF JUSTICE ALLEN'S CHARGE.

His Honor began his address to thejury
at 12.05. He said a large amonnt of time
had been taken up over this, the most ex-
traordinary case he ever met with. The
time had been taken becanse it had been
stated that one of the worst crimes had
been committed and also to determine if
the people here arraigned are guilty: of
that horrid crime. He then referred to the
means of giving evidence from which they
should judge. If a witness is not a fraud
and keeps nothing back he deserves to be
credited, and if he appears on the .stand
equivocally keeping back, etc., his evi-
dence was not as though given in a plain
open manner. Dr. Tuck had properly left ;
out evidence throwing no light on the
case. He would now present the case.
It was for them to determine whether
Timothy McCarthy came to his death by
violence, and whether that violence was
dealt upon him by the hands of the
prisoners in the dock. Following Me-
Carthy from home to Shediac in the Wel-
don House, without saying anything un-
pleasant, it was evident some of that com-
pany must have been under the influence
of liguor. McCarthy is shown to be at
Osbornes at 10.30. In going out of the
Weldon House it did not surprise him
that the witnesses did not agree as to the
door, as it was rather difficult to deter-
mine. They then went to the Adams
House where McCarthy tried to get in
with this woman and came back, and
Chip Smith parted with McCarthy, he
don’t know where. Then Hickey heard
persons talking as they came along and
recognized Chip Smith. Saw Chip leave
the other man who went to the railroad,
and got his foot stuck inthe rail. No
farther evidence is given as to his going to
the Waverley except by Annie Parker.
He could not tell them to discredit her
testimony altogether. But this he would
say, they must have found ‘evidence suffi-
cent to corroborate hers before they could
convict those people, and they could not
convict them on her own uncorroborated
testimony. He did not feel prepared to
tell them to wholly discredit her state-
ment on account of her being am accom-
plice, as she‘was merely an accessory to the
crime after it had been committed. He
then read Annie Parker’s whole testimony.
Referring to her history, he said there
was positive evidence against her father
being a Scotch as a French comes
and gives evidence that she is his legiti-
mate child. She said her father kept a
“hotel in Dalhousie. There were Mr. Had-
dow and others who have lived a long
time in Dalhousie, and know of no such a
man keeping a hotel there. He continued
her testi Coming to her t of
the midnight visitor, he did not see why
she would weave this in her story if un-
true. Jt would have no tendency to throw
the crime upon the prisoners. It was for
them to consider whether true or not.
Then she had said there was no other light
in the house only in the hall. This would
tend to weaken Mrs. Porrell’s testimony,
who said she saw a light in the east of the
house. He then referred to her saying in
Moncton she scraped the floor with a
knife, but here she says it was with the
brush handle. True, she has not related
her story alike, and this he would refer to
bye-and-by. In regard to her going up
the Scadouc, Charles Welling’s testimony
is in direct contradiction of hers. She
swears she went on, and he came back,
while he swears he went as far as she did
and came back with her.

His Honor continued re-reading Park-
er’s evidence. - In reading her deposition
of secing the wagon out of her window,
His Honor said they knew this was utter-
ly impossible, as the side of the house

If she had just seen McCarthy hang
his coat in the hall, would they think
she could give such a description of
it. Regarding the cutting of the sleeves,
Annie Parker had clearly said the
sleeves wer cut,.and it is evident from her
testimony here that was what she intend-
ed to say. As she had said once
he/ (Osborne) tried it on and it did
not-fit, and next time it did. And they
examine the coat and see
eut or not. They
must also consider whether a man would

wear the man’s coat to the very place he
was known. He then read Henderson on
the coat, also Grattan. He then read Dr.
Scott’s testimony ; also the girl’s testi-
mony on the tracks, and which he said
was confirmed by Sheridan.

Ifa man calls onea
liar, ont doors, we may conjecture the
consequences, but on the stand he has no
privilege. His Honor then read Sheridan’s
testimony. On one pomnt he said this
man was clearly mistaken as they knew
the fence could not be seen from the barn.
They could : think a man wrgng on one
point and right on another. It was for
them to consider whether to throw away
part or all of his testimony. If he saw
the tracks, as he said, it weunld in this
point confirm the girl’s story ; but it was
strange that no one saw the tracks but
those two persons. Mr. White, for
instance, did not see them ; and His Honor
said, the more he thought on this case,
the more he got confused-—the points are
so contradictory. He then read Mr. D.
B. White’s testimony, and Warman’s.
Evidence on the wagon was then read,
consisting of the Ward’s and Farmer
Atkinson’s. In this, he said, we see how
difficult it was to get at the truth. Dickie
said he backed his wagon down the *‘ gap.”
Mr. Tait and Mr. Atkinson, evidently
bent on telling the truth, said he did not.
He then proceeded to read the evidence of
Mr. Hanington as to the moving or dis-
tarbing the fence, also Allen’s Miner’s,
Atkimson’s and Turner’s. Here he said
was another very important point,
whether a boy like Harry who had only
gone to Shediac in August unacquainted
as he was with the locality, could it be
probable that he could dispose of the body
in the way and manner described ?

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New Brunswick Deals in Liverpool

The falling off of wood imports into
Liverpool during the past year has been
very considerable, still the record at the
end of November is not an encouraging
one. It is true that stocks are, gener-
ally, lighter than those of last year, yet
consumption has been startlingly small.
We, in New Brunswick, are more inter-
ested in our own woods than in those
exported from other places, although
the supply of the latter has no small in-
fluence on the demand for our staples,
so while we would like to hear of Quebec
pine being quoted low fin stock, spruce
deals affect us so directly as to make
them onr first consideration. The stock
of “New Brunswick,etc., Spruce Deals”
held in Liverpool on 2nd inst.,according
to Messrs. Farnworth & Jardine's circu-
lar, was 18,998 standards against 18,135
standards on the same date last year; the
stock of New Brunswick pine deals was
2,620standardsagainst4,721 standardsat
the corresponding date last year. This
condition of affairs remains, notwith-
standing the fact that the import into
Liverpool during the same period of
1878 was 375,128 pieces less than the
corresponding period of 1877. There
need be little wonder, however, over
the comparatively large volume of stock
on hand, when the figures representing
the consumption for the month of No-
vember 1878 are compared with those
of 1877—the former being 3,756 stand-
ards, agaiast 10,922 standards for Nov.
1877—showing no less than 14,332,000
superficial feet!of a diminution for the
last month of 1878 as compared with the
same period last year. No other Ameri-
can wood that is extensively used was
in such poor demand, comparatively,
for the month of Nov. 1878, which seems
to indicate that the present disposition
of our merchants to curtail operations
is judicious, though it must bear hardly
on the people generally.

Our Claims on account of Crowa
Zends.

We feel almost like congratulating
the St. John Daily News upon the im-
proved tone and fairly argumentative
character of portions of its leading arti-
cle of 11th inst., in which it undertook
to defend the speech of Mr. Blair, M.
P. P., aguinst our criticisms. The
News’ two columns embraced several
references to matters not discussed by
us, so in replying, we will deal only
with some points which may seem to be
properly taken and with some others
which ought not \fo appear in behalf of
any public man in\the Province.

In the first place, the Newsis entirely
mistaken in assuming\that our mofive
in criticising Mr. Blair's utterances is
to ‘‘ weaken the strength of the Oppo-
sition in the Northern Counties.” We
do not know who the gentlemen are
who compose the Opposition side, for
there is a new Honse and when such re-
markable changes in the personnel of the
Executive as have occurred are con-
sidered, it would be difficult to place
even all the leading men properly. We
shall judge both Government and Op-
pousition by . their works when parties
are well defined and, in the meantime,
shall criticise the acts or utterances of
individual members of the Legislatureas
they seem to deserve, independently of
party considerations. And, in thiscon-
nection, we may suggest that the News
will best serve its party by dealing more
fairly and decently than it has done in
the past with -this journal and others
which, though they may not wish to
lead any party, still venture to exercise
their right te express opinions respect-
ing public men and public affairs.

Coming to the subject of debate the
News thus explains for Mr. Blair:—

The reference to what is called the North
Shore lamber interests was made by Mr.
Blair in this connection. He was drawing
attention to the apostacy of Messrs. Adams
& Co., and said that certain demands were
made by Mr. Adams upon the Government
before he would accept the Surveyor Gen-
eralship, one of which was that he should
have exclusive control of the patronage of
his department.

From this fact and also from the circum-
stance of Mr. Adams having boasted of
the terms he had exacted from the Gov-
ernment, Mr, Blair argued that the depart-
ment was to be administered in the inter-
est of the lumber operators at the North.
He naturally presumed that Mr. Adams
would not attach so much value to this
concession, and would not have sought it
without a purpose, and he could not be-
lieve that it was for the mere sake of exer-
cising the patronage itself for his owa
gloritication that he sought to divest his
colleagues of the voice which the Govern-
ment, as a whole, had previously exercised
in the appointment of the lumber scalers.
It seemed clear that Mr. Adams hoped
thereby to strengthen himself and his Go-
vernment with influential lumbér opera-
tors. Moreover, the very spirit of the de-
mand involved the idea that the manage-
ment of the Crown lumber lands of North-
umberland was a local interest. [t was
against the recognition of such a principle
that we understand Mr. Blair to have de-
claired himself hostile, and it was not
agt\inst allowing the lumber operators of
Northumberland any privilege they desired
consistant with the public interests and
fair play to all.

The I7ews, having thus explained the
thoughts which induced Mr. Blair to
argue that the North Shore did not have
any claims to the consideration of the
Government which the Legislature
ought so respect, next proceeds to in-
sinuate that °‘assurances have been
‘“ given to [North Shore] lumber opera-
‘“ tors that they will be allowed to
‘““rcap some advantages under Mr.
‘“ Adams’ managemeut. which they
¢ have not heretofore enjoyed.” These

What we contended against in Mr.
Blair’s speech was the assumption that
it was just to tax onc section of the
Province almost exclusively for the
benefit of the Province as a whole. It
may suit representatives of certain
counties to assert that the Crown Lands

of the Province, wherever situated, be- |
long to the whole people and should be |

admiunistcred for the general benefit,

bnt we proved in our previous article |

that the practical recognition of that
principle was a comparatively new
thing. We also claimed

the same counsideration in connection

with those Lands as were the people of |

York, Carleton and Victoria.

It must be remembered that during |
the period when the greater part of the |

Crown Lands were being given away
to private companies, the amount of
revenue collected from the whole area
was very trifling indeed. It was a
mileage tax of eight dollars only.
Local interests caused the members of
the Legislature representing
Carleton and Victoria Ceunties, for in-
stance, to band themsclves together,
and, with aid from others who were
friendly, they induced the Government

to ignore the general interests, which |

Mr. Blair now advocates so zealously,
and give up over a million” acres of

land to enable the Counties named to |

secure the benefit of a railway. It can-
not be denied that if it were not for the
fact that York, Carleton and Victoria
thussecured their local railway, all the
splendid lands now in possession of the
Company who own that work ‘would
belong to the Province and be con-
tributing to our territorial revenue.
This would enable the Government to

raise the same amount of money now |

derived from Crown Landsat a very
much reduced rate, and afford relief to
our lamber interests from taxation
which, in the bad condition of the
lumber market abroad,is crushing them
almost to ruin.

Mr. Blair and the News appeal to the
representatives of the legislature, gen-
erally— most of whose counties’lands are
inprivate hands—auainst the just claims
of the smaller number of counties, whose
interests are being handicapped by op-
pressive taxation, which was never
levied when the burden would have
been equally distributed. Their appeal
is to selfish interests against those who
are too weak to obtain fair play unless
the majority are generous enough to be
just.

The News asks what we ‘‘ want done
with these lands.” In 1876 we appeal-
ed to the Government not to commit
the Province to the Grand Southern
and Central Railways, and said we
thonght the people of the Miramichi
would, for the time, hold their Valley
Railway claims in suspense for the gen-
eral good. Our reason for making the
appeal was because we saw that the
revenues of the Province were /barely
sufficient to provide for existing and
established services, without the load of
debenture liubility involved in the con-
struction of the railways referred to.
The issue of more railway debentures
plainly meant either new taxation or
the withdrawal of needed sunport from
such services as the crdinary roads of
the country. The Government did not
choose to take our advice, but,with the
approval of the News and other big
papers, went on with the Grand South-
ern road until they have now issued
$120,000 worth of debentures, the in-
terest on which, $7,200 per annium, has
been provided for by increasing the
stumpage on the Miramichi 3337, above
what it was before the Grand Soathern
liability was assumed.

Everybody now knows that our esti-
mate of the Grand Southern scheme, as
a worse than useless one—made several
years ago—has been verified to the let-
ter. Itis abandoned in a half-finished

state,and Miramichi lumbermen are re-

quired to pay the interest on the debt
it has made for the Province. We now
say that as Miramichi lumber operators
are obliged to submit to such heavy
Provineial taxation, they are entitled to
the Miramichi Valley Railway, which
will enable them to cheapen their oper-
ations by the facilities it wonld afford
for placing supplies in the lumber
woods, Miramichi operators pay much
more anaually to the Crown Lands de-
partment than the interest on the Valley
road subsidy would amount to and it is
only just that they should not be dis-
criminated against as they have been.
Mr. Blair and other public men know
that the stampage charged by the Rivere
du Loup Company is neutralised by the
advantage which that Railway affords
operators in the transportation of sup-
plies, and it is only just that Miramichi
lumbermen should have equal facilties
afforded t> them.

The Ratepayeis of the Province will,
no doubt, soon have to face the reality
of direct taxation for ths maintenance
of their ordinary roads, and it is, there-
fore, the interest of the people of Nor-
thumberland to do all in their power to
securc the Yalley Road, in order that

they may, in that way, he compensated |

! the matter, but were able and deter-

| mined to grapple with them in a busi- |
nesslike way. Money was subscribed |
to defray the expense of a preliminary |
survey, the making of whith was ordered |
| to be placed in the hands of Alex. Stew- |
art, Esq., C. E., and it was arranged |
that he should comnmence operations
during the present week.

A suficient number of gentlemen came
forward to show that the stock subscrip-
tions required could: be readily raised
among a class of men of undoubted
ability to pay. The following commit-
tees were appointed, viz.;-—Hon. Wm.
Hamilton, M. L. C., J. C. Barbarie,
Esq., M. P. P., T. F. Kenney, Esq.,
M. P. P, to confer with the New
Brunswick Government as to terms of
Subsidy, ete., and G. Haddow, Esq., M.
P ,and Wm. Montgomery, Esq., to con-
fer with the Dominion Govt. on the pro-
posed connection with the Intercolonial.
The meeting adjourned. uuntil the first
Satprday in JanuaPy when it is expect-
ed that the Committees will be in po-
sition to report in such a manner as to
place the scheme on an established basis
from which the promoters can operate
successfully in securing their objects.
This road is one of those provided for
in the Subsidies Act of 1874. It will
be a very short ome and, therefore, the
amount of Provincial aid required will
not be large. Tt will be a very great
accommodation to alarge number of the
people of Restigouche and the means
of encouraging their enterprise in many
ways, besides supplying the direct and
paramount necessity of railway com-
munication between the town »f Dal-
housie and the Intercolonial. The
principal Restigouche business men
like those of the Miramichi have special
claims on the Province for railway aid,
inasmuch as they contribute largely in
the way of territorial revenue to the
Provincial Treasury. The people of the
northern section of New Brunswick
| will look to the Government for the
consideration to which they are entitled
in such matters, and which has been so
lavishly bestowed in other parts of the

Tho Chatham Railway.

The St. John Sun, which persists in
misquoting the name of this paper, gives
the public the benefit of a column arti-
cle ifr reply to our remarks of last week
on its former paragraph in reference to
the dealings of the Government with
the Chatham Railway matter. The Sun
says:—

““The Advance must see that the Gov-
ernment cannot be blamed for stepping
in to enquire how it happened that a rail-
way towards which the Province had con-
tributed $24,000 was about to pass out of
the control both of the Province and the
Company,—the Province, of course, hav-
ing the largest stock interest in the con-
cern. They had a right to ‘‘arouse”
themselves and discover the meaning of a
single stockhulder grasping the entire un-
dertaking, and to find out, if possible,
whether this stockholder had paid up his
stock, or to prevent a stockholder, who
had not paid for his stock, from swampin
the interests of the Province which had
paid its stock up, to the tune of $24,000.”

Does the Sun not know that the Go-
vernment had a member as well as an-
other representative of its stock on the
Board of Directors and that these had
acquainted it with the fact that the
mortgage was given? If the Sun will
enquire in quarters where thf revelation
of the facts is not feared, it will learn
that members of the Government were
very glad indeed when the Mortgagee
stepped in and saved the Province from
having on its hands a useless work re-
presenting a liability of $67,000—as
glad as the same gentlemen and others
would be if they could now have
the Grand Southern Railway similarly
dealt with. It is true the mortgage

‘““He [Hon. Atty.-General] showed how ‘
the Chatham Braoch Railway Directors, |
threugh their influence with the Dominion
(GGovernment, obtained some $25,000 worth
of rails, and he took it that those rails
would have had to have been paid for by
the Company out of their own pockets had
they not got them in this way, and he
would be prepared to defend the Govern-
ment on the propasition that the rails stood
the Company in lieu of money, and the Go-
vernment could not claim for itself an ad-
vantage because of the loan which really
was a piece of good fortune, of which the
sole advantage belonged to the Chatham
Branch Railway Company, and which placed |
the Company in the same pasition as if its |
Stockholders had expended $25,000.”

In view of the above, by the Attorney
General --the legal adviser—of the Go-
vernment which brings the snit referred
to, we think we were justified in saying
last week:—

“It is amusing to observe, therefore,
the expression cf the Sun, speaking for the
Government—* the President and Direct-
ors have been required to show cause why

they should not pay up their stock, to the
extent of $24,0000”

We pass over some attacks of the Sun
upon Mr. Snowball, (who spent $25,000
of his private means on the road, besides
obtaining the rails) for they are not
argument, nor do they add either force
or diguity to the article under notice.
It is interesting, however, to observe |
that the price paid to that gentleman
for ‘“slabs and other refuse” delivered
at the Junction, as now stated by the
Sun, was two dollars per cord. The
same paper asserted, a few months ago.
that it was four, or four and a half dol-
lars. So much for the Sun’s knowledge
of and respect for the truth in matters
of public concern. Respecting the
Sun’s closing paragraph we may re-
mark that we agree with the axiom that
private ends ought to always be subor-
dinate to public interests, but that paper
and those for whom it speaks in this
matter will, sooner or later, be made |
sensible of the fact that no amount of
sophistry, in which the cloak of ‘‘ public
interest” is borrowed to cover political
and private inconesistency and wrong-
doing can avert the deserved exposure
which such conduct on the part of pub-
lic men deserves.

The Governor Gencral’s Oath.

A good many papers have been dis-
cussing the oath which His Excellency,
the Governor General togk on assuming
his official position. One declaration
was as follows:—

¢ And I do declare that no foreign
prince, prelate, state or potenate hath
or ought to have any jurisdiction, power,
superiority or authority, gubernatorial
or spiritual within the Realm, and I
make thisdeclaration upon the true faith |
of a Christian, so help me God.”

The above is, doubtless, stronger in
its wording than it ought to be and itis
also capable of being clothed with a
meaning different from that in which
the people generally understand it.—
Canada is, of course, entirely in accord
with Great Britain on the subject of
¢¢ foreign intervention” in civil matters
while the people are, rightly, believers
in the freest toleration of all religions
beliefs. There is also a strong senti-
ment—orsomething stronger than senti-
ment—which accords to gentlemen gov-
erning in spiritual matters within the
different religious bodies, a cortain pre-
cedence on state occasions. The motive
with which such recognition is extended
is in order that public respect for re-
ligion may be thus declared and those
who are its duly appointed Ministers
publicly honored. Such ministers have
spiritual superiority, power and autho-
rity whether the earthly head of their
church be at Canterbury, Rome or Con-
stantinople and to say otherwise is in
correct. The above-quoted paragraph
therefore, seems mischievously out of
place in the official oath of the Gover-
nor-General.

Heavy Robbery at St. John.

The robbery of over 3100,000 worth of
bonds, stock, etc., from the vault in the
grivate office of of Messrs. W. W. Turn-

ull & Co., Ward Street, St. John, was
the sensation of Wednesday and Thursday
last. Itis certainly one of the most re-
markable cases of robbery ever heard of in
St. :John and may weil puzzle the de-
tectives. Turnbull & Co’s building is on
the west side of Ward Street. Thepublic
office is in the front. Entrance 'to the
private office can only be had through the
main office. In the private office is a vault
and in the vault isa Hall safe in which
was kept a bronze box containig bank
stocks, &c. Between 4 and 5 o’clock on
Wednesday afternoon Mr. Turnbull re-

uired some of the papers and, entering
the vault, was astonished to find that the
box and contents were missing. The rob-
bery might have vccurred that day or it
might have taken place on a previous day.
Most likely, however, it happened Wed-
nesday afternoon. The bonds, stocks, ete.
will be of no value fo the thief, as notice
has been given in the proper quarters and
they will not be negotiable. Mr. Tarnbull
will not be at any financial loss, but the
abstraction of the papers will cause some
inconvenience.

On Monday morning the 16th, His
Honor continued his charge reading Moses
Jonah’s testimony and others in contra-
diction to Annie Parker’s. Now in these
ccntradictions they must take the evi-
dence seeming the most natural and pro-
bable. With regard to the blood stains
they must give credence to those who
have made science a study and determine
whether the blood could get on the shirt
in the position the clothes were buttoned.
The points for them to consider were :—
Did McCarthy come to his death by vio-
lence ? The doctors elucidate this. Then,
did he come to his death as Anbie Parker
described ? The ductors agree it was vio-
lence, and then how did it happen ? Now,
Anuie says it wos by a hatchet, but the
doctors say that while a blow might be
given to cause death and not injure the
skull, yet they say they would expect the
state of the brain, etc., to be caused by a
more blunt or flat surface than a hatchet.
They also say it is improbable for that boy
to strike one blow with intention to kill
and then another without leaving a mark.
His Honor then said in a matter of law
Annie Parker was an accessory after the
fact, and they could not convict on her
unsupported testimony. Then a person
who had held the information for some
weeks is an accessory and should be look-
ed at with & great deal of caution. No
person should be convicted on such evi-
dence. Kow they must consider: Do
they believe Harry got a stone? Was it
of the description given by Parker ? Then
does it present the appearance of being
used or have those spots been put on since
found? Still, this does not prove the
story true, but whether she has given a
correct account of that part. Then if her
story is true about depositing the body
how did the stone get away above the
place it was put in Mr. Tuck’s theory ;
was the body taken up and replaced?
The mar in the tield with the horse and
boy were, according to Dr. Tuck, connect-
ed withit. His Honor could not see there
was the slightest evidence of this. Then
Dr. Tuck says the body was reclothed to
make Annie Parker’s story consistent.
Undertakers have testified to this diffi
culty ; there was no information of this
without they considered the declaration
of Mrs. and Eliza Osborne that if the body
was found with these on,could they do
anything with them? They must first
cousider if these are true admissions, and
are dangerous if a word is left out or ad-
ded, as 1t may change their whole charac-
ter. If a declaration contains two mean-
ings they must take the one most favor-
able to the prisoners. John Osborne’s de-
claration to the Sheriff might be made by
a guilty or innocent person ; they must
also consider if they would probably take
a rope in two or three pieces, where a
whole rope could be got there. Did they
believe White’s wagon was there? They
must contrast all those other evidences
with Mr. and Mrs. Taylor and take the
most credible and, consider Harry’s
conversation with his mother when
White came back. Then there were
blood stains on the wagon, but no
positive evidence that a wagon left
Jshorne's that night. It might have come
from some other place, and Hickey is sure
about the night, and did he see the wagon?
They must consider the im ility of
Harry taking it down, puttingit up, etc.,
and on that dark night with the tide so
high that when the wagon would be down
the horse wonld be swimming, and the
body would be left by the tide, so that it
could be seen easily. Harry was also un-
acquainted with the locality. This, His
Honor said, - seemed to him a difficulty.
The witnesses say the tracks were not
there, and the fence could not have been
taken down. The evidence of Osborne
and boy with hatchet was of no importance
Then was any one at Osborne’s that night?
Canupbell and the tree men say they were
there. The Osbornes first said the tree
men were not, but they, not keeping a re-
gister, could not be supposed to know.
One wonld suppuse ifthey killed McCarthy
they would know who was there. About
the lights ut Osbornes they must either
credit Mrs. Porrell, who says she talked
with Smith, or Smith who says she did
not. Then Annie contradicts Mrs. Porrel
by saying the only light was .in the hall.
They must consider the improbabilities on
both sides. If Annie’s story is true the
prisoners,committed the murder,but there
were Inany inconsistencies connected with
it. Then could she build such astory out
of nothing, and is her story consistent
with that which their knowledge teaches
them is not so? Her story is contradict-
ed in many points, her character represent-
ed bad. She had chauged her story about
the coat, ctc., and then gave one story to
the Sheriff and another entirely different
to the Magistrate, and this they must con-
sider. If the conviction rests on her un-
corroborated testimony, they could not
convict. They must consider whether to
give credence to part or whole of her testi-
mony.

There must be somethingleft out.  Would
the tree men have heard the affair that
night if a murder was committed? Unless
evidence outside of Annie Parker's con-
vinces them beyond a doubt that it was
committed as she describes, they cannot
convict them. No suspicion would do.
Then, even, they fail to hind Mrs. Oshorne
and Harry gulty, they could not find
Eliza guilty, as she could only be recogniz-
ed as an accessory after the fact. No evi-
dence pointed to her as having anything
to do with the murder.

Court said they had not agreed on their
verdict and that there was no probability
of them doing so, upon which they were
discharged. The prisoners who looked
very sad, were remanded, and the Conrt
adjounrned at 11.55 p. m.
