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SOCIETY CF FRENCH BRYS

SECRET ORDER OF TWO AND A
' HALF MILLIONS.

He

Its Aim Is )Y:o Propagate Atheism
and Exercises a Great
Power.

Frenchmen during the religious dis-
turbances which are agitating their
country have awakened to the exist-
ence of an extraordinary secret so-
ciety which is said .to be involved in
the controversy. This extraordinary
secret society is known to its mem-
bers as the ““F.D.L.C.,”” which, be-
ing interpreted, stands for ‘‘Les
Freres de la Cote’’ (The Brothers of
the Coast).

Few Englishmen, and not many
Frenchmen, say® the London Daily
Mail, have ever heard of this re-
markable society. Its members, to
the number of two and a half mil-
lions, consist entirely of boys from
the ages of fourteen to twenty, the
majority of whom are receiving edu-
cation at the hands of the priests in
the ecoles libres, or {ree schools,
which are controlled by the Catholic
Church.

The society has two objects in
view. First and foremost, they are
bound together for the prbpagation
and encouragement of Atheism and
the destruction of the power of the
Church. On the arm of each mem-
ber is tattooed in large print the
letters ‘“A.D.,”" signifying Anti
Dieu. These letters carry with
them a vow to observe as little as
possible the rules of the Catholic
Church if complete abstinence from
her ¥ceremonies be incompatible with
home life.

‘NQ ‘‘Brother of the Coast’’ must
genufleet before the altar ; he must
| never confess unless practically drag-
{ged to the confessional, and even
then he must treat the ceremony
with ridicule ; he must neuer com-
municate unless under parental com-
pulsion, and he must-not only not
fast or eat maigre, but he must
starve himseclf at the family dinner
table only to stuff himself with for-

Mr Mott, 38 P. P, and His

Mr. Mott, M. P. P. for Restigouche,
has severed “his friendly relationships
with thé local government, There
were ramors that he int.endgff to do so
a year or more ago and at sundry times
since. He had so often threatened to
take this step, however, that the public
became accustomed to his declarations
of wsr, and ceased to take them
serionsly, for he had as often come to
his right mind politically after each
opposition spasm, and  datifully return-
ed to his place in the ranks, He
appears to have determined to make
his “finally final” break to the opposi-
tion side a few weeks ago and to have
intimated his intention to the St. John
papers of that party. Thereafter, Mr.
Mott prepsred & card of neatrly two
oolamns for Campbeliton Events, giv-
ing only onme of his reasous for his
detection and, after writing to Premier
Tweedie that he could no longer be
reckoned amongst the government’s
friends, he caused the card to be pub-
lished.

No one acquaintel with Mr. Mott
and his peculiar notions of the functions
of a representative, is the least sur-
prised over his ceasing to support the
goverament. He is a maa of good
abilities—natural and acquired—and
a lawyer of no mean order , yet he has
never seemed able to comprehend the
fact that a dozen or so of individuals
belonging to his personal following did
not constitute the public; nor has he
realised that it was not reprehiensible
to sacrifice public interests and assels
tor the pleasure or profit of his favored
supporters,

The story of the Muskoka lumber
lands, presented in ‘Mr. Mott’s card, in
his own way, as the reason for his
souring on the government, is one
whicb, if correctly told, would be an
illastration of some of his peculiar
methods in attempting to uojustly
exercise his influence as a supporter.
But if he were to publish one of his
rveal ressous for going into opposition
the public wonld be amazed, as they
must be when the trath is told.

It is not saying too much to assert
thut it is because Mr. Mott’s friends
were not permitted to ohtain several
_millions of feet of logs off Crown lands

revenue from the province —that he
tell out with the government, He says
aothing in hig ocard of the fact that
information of nareported and unscaled
lumber operations going on in Resti-
gouche reached the Department some
time ago, and the matter being enquired
into led to an order being given to the
local scaler—a particular friend and pro-
tege of Mr, Mott—to goand scale the®
logs, which the official refused to do.
Another scaler was sent to do the work
and found some five millions feet, the
catting of which had been conoealed,
Mr. Mott resented this as an incerfer-
ance with his rights iw connection with
the administration of government
affairs in his county, and there were
theo rumors of his withdrawing bhis
sapport from the administration.

Wher Sarveyor General Dunn dis-
missed the scaler who had positively
refused to scale the logs referred to,
Mr. Mott agsin “kicked” #8d demand-
od his reinstatement. The Government,
however, was obliged to resist Mr,
Mott’s importonities in the matter,
and he has not been any too reliable an
ndherent since, slthough bis demaads
for privileges for his friends, st the
sacrifice of the public interests, did not
(2888,

I¢ is, therefore, quite apparent that
Mr. Mott’s real grievance is not the
government’s course in regard to the
Moaskoks Jumber lands. Those lands
were bought by the Muskoks company
at auction sales of Crown Lands in the
asual way. It is true that they were
not extensively workad, although
several parties lumbered oo them from
time to time, and the province was paid
the mileage and stumpage dues that
accrued regalarly amouating since the
purchase to some $35,000. If they bad
been fally lumbered over the logs would
have been forced on the market which,
ap to & year or 80 ago, was not a8 re-
numerative one. The Government
realised that the areas were being well
protected, with the view of operations
when the market improved. As the
existing Restigonche mills had plenty
of logs, no demand was made upon the
government to compel larger operations
on the Muskoka limits. Mr. Kilgour
Shives and-gentlemen associated with
bim having, however, obtained an
option on these lands and being about
to erect s large new mill, Mr, Mot
made s demand on the Government
that a portion of them should be taken
from the Company and pat up at
auction, in order that a friend of his
might acquire them. This the Govern-
ment refused to do. The Shives lum-
ber company hes since acquired the
lands, which are to be fally operated in
the futare. The public interest does
not suffer in the least in the matter,
It is the usual trouble, however—Mr,
Mott wasn’t in the deal, snd in his
sager he bas forsaken the Government.
If the Government bad forsakea the

rights of the provincein that stiempted

They fully complied
with the terms of their leases and.rece 1tly
Mr. Kilgour Shives, Mr. 8 etson, of this
city, and others, purchased the lsnds,
with a view to ececting a lsrge mill and
operating upon sn extensive scale. An
application was then made to the
Surveyor-General to refuse his approval
of a transfer of the licenses to Mr. Shives
snd his associstes unless they would
consent to release from 50 to 100 square
wiles, for the purpose of giving to a
gentleman, upon whose hehalf the appli-
cation was made, the opportunity of
acquiring this area. While, if it could
properly have heen done, the Surveyor-
General and his colleagues in the govern-
ment would bave been glad to have
granted the request—the applicant being
a warm friend of the government—yet as
the Messrs. Campbell had s perfect right
s law to make the transfer, the govern-
ment did not feel that it would be right
for them arbitranly to refuse to allow the

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USES OF KEROSENE.

Here are some very useful and
novel ways in which common kero-
sene oil may be made to serve the
housekeeper who finds
with dirt a losing st.uggle :—

A white flannel cloth or piece of
white knit undervcar dampened with
kerosene will clcan any porcelain or
metal bath tub. Dry the tub first
and them rub lightly with the kero-
sene cloth. Every vestige of foreign
matter will disappear, and an
instant’s brisk rub with a dry flan-
nel will complete the task. A por-
celain tub can be kept fresh as new
by this treatment. 3

Kerosene will cut the accumulated
grease from the drain pipe of a sink
and will keep the sink itself perfect-
ly sweet and cleams Kerosene cuts
all grease and fats generally; axle
grease disappears before it and tar
softens and fades away. 1t is so
volatile that, if put in dry heat, gs
near an open register or oven door,
it will quickly evaporate and leave
no stain on the fabric upon which it
has been used.

As a bleacher, kerosene stands
high. Put half a teacupful into a
washtub of water and then proceed
with the washing  after the usual
method. The clothes will be whiter,
sweeter and hygienically much clean-
er than they can be got without the
use of the oil, for kerosene is a dis-
infectant. It kills all invertebrate
life, so .that many kinds of germs
are, utterly destroyed by its use..

Kerosene will clean dirty windows
or mirrors, giving them a high lus-
tre. It will make dull brasses shine,
if not as well as some of the acid
and brickdust pastes used, still so
well that a little rub frequently’
given will keep them in goocd con-
dition, and one’s hands do not suf-
fer by the process as they do if the
acids are used. After polishing brass
it be rubbed over
sweet oil and wiped dry.

In the war, with insect life kero-
sene is a sure weapon of defence.
If the kitchen table is seized upon by
roaches, and used a® a nest for their
cggs, do not burn it up after in-
eflective scrubbing and scaldings.
Put it in the yard and soak it with
kerosene. Not an egg will live. In
like manner treat any insect infected
furniture.

An odd and easy way to te rid of
ants is to put cucumber peel around
those places where they appear. The
writer has yet to hear of the ant
that would not flee the spot.

As a hair tonic kerosene is a
specific. Put g little in a jelly glass
after putting out the light at night,
and dip the tips of the fingers in the
oil and rub into the scalp. It will
keep the head perfectly clean, white
and free _from dandrufl. and will
bring in "new hair, a rapid young
growth.

Last, and most iniportant, kero-
sene figures as a household remedy.
To quote the woman from whose ex-
perience of kerosene the above facts
have been drawn :—

“I have saved my eldest boy
twice by the use of kerosene. The
first time it was out on a ranch in
Kansas. He had a fearful attack of
membraneous croup. His father was
racing over the prairie for a doctor,
who could not be got in time. 1
watched for the bhoy’s death at every
convulsive struggle tor breath, ‘when
into my mind rushed a saying of my
old nurse, ‘We always killed the
croup wid kerosene.” I had a horror
of her advice in my childhood, but
then I blessed her, as I seized my
lamp, blew out the flame and suc-
ceeded in forcing some of the oil into
my child’s mouth.

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

The term ““double - cream’’ nowa-
days not infrequently seen in con-
nection with recipes for dainty des-
serts, applies to the thick cream
taken from new milk which has stood
undisturbed for from twenty-four to
thirty-six hours. ‘rhis, when whip-
ped, will make a froth so thick that
it can be  cut with a knife. Such
cream should be thoroughly chilled
or there is danger of its turning to
butter. If the cream is very  thick
and heavy and a solid froth is de-
sired beat under the froth which
first rises and repeat until the whole
mass is thick. When it is so stiff
that a knife can be run through it
and come out clean whipping should
be discontinued.

If paint is to look well after
painting the old paint should
cleaned. To do this dissolve two
tablespoonfuls of soda in a cup of
boiling water and add sufficient cold
water to make a quart. With an old
soft cloth wash the paint with this
water, then wipe with another cloth
wrung out of cold water.

A piece of ice will not melt so
rapidly if wrapped in a newspaper,
but the ice in the refrigerator
should not be thus protected.

High Prices Doing Good by
stricting Meat Eating.

Beef eating is on the decline from
lack of supply and consequent bigh
cost. I question if it be not an ex-
cellent thing for the race, writes J.
W. Hall. In the coming big market,
meat will occupy but a small space.
The far-secing man will plan to sell
bread, bread in vast quantities. The
baker will take the place of the
butcher. The mammoth bakery in
the suburbs will take the place of
the neighborhood bakery. Rice is
one of the most universal foods and
one of the best for man. In the
large markets even now bread,
wheaten products, baked beans and
other vegetables. have the call. Our
people are also great lovers of
sweets, and the pie and cake counters
‘are busy places. 'The most vast
and unfailing food supply flelds are
the oceans of earth, and they will
play very important parts in feed-
ing future generations.

The cheapest food with us to-day
is wheaten bread. The products of
maize are coming to the front the
world over. Corn makes the best
beef, pork, lamb and chicken, why
should it not make the best of hu-
man flesh? The notion that a man
must have animal food to do hard
work is a fallacy. Do we feed the
(race horse with beef, or does the le-
| viathan of the deep eat niutton? The
jJaborer eats a dinner of corped beef,
his stomach works hard five hours
in digesting it and turning it into
force; it sticks by the ribs, as h¢ ex-
presses it; he is not hungry so !ong
las the stomach is at work on the in-
digestible corned beef. Ten cents
worth of flour, meal or rice will gen-
erate three times as much force - as
{10 cents worth of beef. But one
jmust breakfast, dine and sup often-
‘er than once in five hours. We
jlaugh at the Asiatic because he lives
on rice, but he gets the most for his
wmoney.

Meat eating is largely a habit and
conducive of disease. Of course,
meat that has to be killed weeks be-
fore it is eaten must be chemically
‘treated or embalmed, which fact, at
least, does not add to its value as
food.

WORLD’S OCEAN CABLES,

Their Aggrogau_—l;ngth Is Nearly
Two Hundred Thousand Miles.

The submarine telegraphs of the
world number 1,750. 'Thelr aggre- |
gate length s nearly 200,000 wmiles; |
their total cost is estimated at
$275,000,000, und the number of
mesdages annually transmitted over
them is more than 6,000,000. All
the gratid divisions of the earth are
now connected by their wires, and
from country to country and island
tb island the thoughts and words of
mankind are instantaneously trans-
mitted. Beneath all oceans save the
Pacific the universal language which
this system bas created flows unin-
terruptedly, and man talks as face
to fuce with his fellowman at the
antipodes. Darkest Africa now cons
verses daily with enlightened Europe
or America, and the great events of
the morning are known in the even-
ing throughout the inhabited world.
Adding to the submarine lines the
land {elegraph system by which they
are connected and through which
they Lring interior points of the
various continents into instantan-
eous comunication, the total length
of telegraph lines of the world is
1,180,000 miles, the length of their
single wires, or conductors, 8,800,-
000 miles, and the total number of
messages annually sent over them
about 400,000,000, or an average of
more, than 1,000,000 each day.

In the short half century since the
practicability of submarine tele-
graphy was demonstrated, every
body of water lying between the in-
habited portions of the earth, i.ith
the single exception of the Pacific
Ocean, has been crossed and re-
crossed by submarine telegraph
lines. Even that vast expanse of
water has been finvaded along its
margin, submarine wires stretching
along its western bhorder from Si-
berin to Australia, while its eastern
borders are skirted witn lines which
stretch along the western coasts of
the two Americas. Several adven-
turous pioneers in Pacific telegraphy
have ventured to considerable ' dis-
tances and depths in that great
ocean, one cable line running from
Australin to New Zealand, 5 dis-
tance of over 1,000 miles, and an-
other extending from Australla to
the Irench colony of New Caledonia,
800 miles seaward. A cable which
is to connect Canadn with Australia
across the Pacific is now being laid
at the joint expensé of the United
Kingdom, Canada and the Austral-
fan Commonwealth, and has already
been completed from Vancouver,
British Columbia, to Fanning Ts-
Jand, just south of the Hawalian Is-
lands, and it is expected that the en-
tire line will be completed by the
end of the present year.
