POLITICAL RUMORS.

Fredericton Hears of Coming Elect­

ion and Liberals Are Not Anxious 

For it.
ANOTHER BATTLE IN PARAGUAY.

BUENOS AYRES, Sept 11,—A fur­
ther heavy engagement between the 
insurgents and the troops of the gov­
ernment, in which the latter are re­
ported to have been defeated, is said 
to have occurred in Uruguay. Rumors 
concerning the casualties are .conflict­
ing.

Negotiations between the Paraguayan 
government and the revolutionists 
there are still proceeding.

FREDERICTON, Sept. 12,—Political 
rumors have been flying thick and fast 
here today, and some of the leaders of 
each party have intimated to others 
that they have the best of information 
to the effect that an election is at 
hand. It is the only one thing that 
the government and opposition sup­
porters seem to agree on. The infor­
mation cannot be traced to any foun­
dation, though it is quite well known 
that telegrams have reached the city 
today from those who are supposed to 
know a thing or two. The liberals do 
not appear to welcome a contest with 
any amount of enthusiasm, while the 
conservatives seem to be full of fight. 
There is no doubt but that the oppo­
sition are much more united and en­
thusiastic than they were four years 
ago, when they were defeated by less 
than one hundred votes. The delay in 
the purchase of the Canada Eastern 
has offset any strength that may have 
accrued to the grits had the transac­
tion been carried out when announced.

THE KING’S CONGRATULATIONS.
LONDON, Sept. 11,—King Edward 

has telegraphed his congratulations to 
the officers of the British Antarctic 
expedition steamer Discovery, which 
arrived at Plymouth yesterday. His 
majesty has ordered that a new medal 
be instituted for polar service and 
granted to all the officers and mem­
bers of the crew. Capt. R. 6. Scott, 
commander of the Discovery, has been 
promoted to the rank of captain in the 
royal navy.

THE TREATY WITH THIBET.

H. G. C. WETMORE LHASSA, Thibet, Thursday, Sept. 8. 
—Via Gyangste, Sept. 10.—In a speech 
after signing the treaty with Thibet 
Sept. 7, Colonel Younghusband pointed 
out that the British therein avoided 
interfering in the smallest degree with 
the internal affairs of the country. 
They had not annexed any territory, 
and had fully recognized the continued 
suzerainty of China. They had mere­
ly sought to ensure the observance of 
the treaty of 1890, that trade relations 
between India and Thibet should be 
established, and that Thibet should not 
depart from her traditional policy in 
regard to the political relations with 
other countries.

May Annul the Nova Scotia 
Election.

A Slight Technlchality in the Canon 

Covering Elections May Cause 

Complications.

HALIFAX, N. S., Sept. 12.—A seri­
ous question has been raised regard­
ing the validity of the election of 
Archbishop Warrell of Kingston, Ont., 
to the bishopric of Nova Scotia, by 
the Anglican Synod. The canon re­
quires, it seems, that if two-thirds of 
the clerical and lay members are pre­
sent, a simple majority shall deter­
mine the choice. If not, the vote to 
be decisive must be a two-thirds vote 
of those present. There were in the 
lay side 115 votes cast, which lacked 
the necessary two-thirds by one-third 
of a man, two-thirds of -173 being 
115 1-3. Should the letter of the canon 
be insisted upon, the vite polled must 
be not a simple majority, but two- 
thirds of the number, or 76 8-9.

After the result of the ballot was 
announced, a motion was carried that 
the election be made unanimous, hut 
it is claimed that there is no auth­
ority given by the canon to the chair­
man to ask for a unanimous vote “un­
til an election has been made.” Here, 
however, the other fact is pointed out, 
that the request that the vote be made 
unanimous did not come from the 
chair, but from the floor, on motion of 
Judge Warburton, seconded by Judge 
Savary. Then, again, it is argued 
that the canon makes no provision 
whatever for election by acclamation, 
but explicitly states that it shall be by 
ballot.

The whole matter hinges on a slight 
technicality, which is now being care­
fully considered by the authorities and 
should the very slightest doubt rest 
on the legality of the election after 
due deliberation, a meeting of the 
Synod will be called for the earliest 
possible moment.

W. B. A. Ritchie, of the law firm of 
Borden, Ritchie & Chisholm, has 
given it as his opinion that the elec­
tion was not legal. He states that in 
law whatever is illegal is illegal, and 
that the lack, although by ever so 
slight a deficiency of the necessary 
two-thirds makes J: .- S^D-X illegal. 
At this time there seems a probabil­
ity that another Synod will be called.

adian militia. He was dispatched to 
Japan at the outbreak of the war with 
instructions to make professional ob­
servations of military movements of 
the Japanese army. In common with 
all other military attaches from for­
eign nations and war correspondents, 
Capt. Ryan was detained in Токіо 
under repeated promises that he should 
soon be sent to view the operations.

He says the Japanese fleet has suf­
fered severely in encounters with Rus­
sian vessels of war, and that all the 
dry docks and repairing harbors in 
Japan are full of Japanese war vessels 
in various stages of repair. One big 
cruiser which was in the great naval 
battle off Port Arthur had all her four 
funnels shot away and twenty-five 
shot holes in her hull. Had the water 
been rough on her voyage from Port 
Arthur to Japan she must have 
to the bottom.

Capt. Ryan reports that the Japan­
ese themselves admitted gross blunder­
ing in allowing loaded transports to 
leave Japan for Korea and other points 
without proper escort, and that the 
raids of the Vladivostok fleet filled all 
Japan with intense alarm. The report 
circulated by the Japanese war office 
that the reason for the unexpected 
stubbornness of the Russians in recent 
fighting is because of improvement in 
rifle shooting and steadiness in the 
troops is false, as the Japanese are well 
aware of the fact that they are 
confronted with regiments straight 
from Europe and not undisciplined 
levies of Siberian peasants hastily bat- 
talioned and hurried to the seat of war.

Dr. Montizambert, director general 
of the public health, returned yester­
day from a lengthy visit to British 
Columbia, during which he inspected 
the quarantine service.

If all professed 
Christians would follow It alone they 
would be united, 
the word of God as the only true basis 
of union, it should be understood that 
the particular points the acceptance of 
which is essential to the union must 
be undisputed, and, therefore, such as 
may be readily accepted by the par­
ties concerned. Is there such undis­
puted ground upon which all can 
unite? The speaker believed there is 
such ground. He laid down the rule. ; 
Nothing should be made a test of 
Christian fellowship or a bar to Chris­
tian union which Christ has not made 
a condition of salvation. These condi­
tions, as stated in the Scriptures, are 
very few and very simple. The new 
birth covers the whole ground. If a 
man is born again he is a Christian, 
and if he be a true Christian, on what 
justifiable ground can we refuse to 
fellowship him? We believe all Chris­
tians, if .faithful to the end, will be 
saved. It should be no more difficult 
to fellowship these for a brief period 
on earth than to live with them in 
Heaven. The union that Is fit for 
Heaven should begin on earth. The 
new birth entitles one to membership 
in Christ’s church. The conditions of 
such membership are substantially 
faith, repentance, confession and bap­
tism. АП evangelical churches accept 
the three first named, and there Is no 
dispute concerning Immersion as a 
valid act of baptism. The Catholics, 
Greek and Roman, believe that im­
mersion was practised by the early 
church.
Campbell and Dean Stanley believed 
the same. The immersion of a proper 
subject will be accepted by the lead­
ing churches as baptism. Seeing then 
that all accept the Bible as the Inspir­
ed rule of faith and conduct, that no 
one objects to being called a Christian 
or disciple of Christ, and that immer­
sion as Christian baptism Is not In 
dispute, and that the other points ne­
cessary to the union for which Jesus 
prayed are accepted by all, it seems 
plain that all of God’s people must re­
turn to this simple basis of union. 
This Is a platform large enough for 
all Christians to occupy, and at the 
same time allow the greatest liberty In 
matters of opinion and’ expediency. 
Let all those who are seeking union 
return to the faith of the apostles in 
its p.urity and to the approved prac­
tices of the first local church without 
change, and the union which we so 
much desire will have been accom­
plished.

The speaker said that while the 
ligious people with which he 
Identified had always emphasized 
Christian union as a special feature of 
their plea, he wished the thought of 
that church as such to be left out of 
the present sermon, while he discussed 
the question solely on its merits. The 
union to which he Invited 
was not simply federation or church 
union, but organic union of 
people of God wherever found, or such 
a union as necessitates one body or 
church. Such a union, In the first 
Place, he believed to be 
is sometimes said that people 
differently constituted that they can 
not all believe alike. This notion, he 
thought, was contrary to sound 
tal philosophy and 
And further, it would impeach 
wisdom of God In the constitution of 
man and demand of the Bible that it 
teach all the conflicting religious 
terns of Chritendom.

Probably the next crop will be ensi­
lage corn or roots. In the spring the 
ridges are smoothed down and a good 
seed-bed formed without using the 
Plow. After the crop is sown, sur­
face cultivation is continued to kill 
the weeds and conserve the moisture. 
In the fall the ground is again ribbed 
up for winter. The following year a 
spring grain crop may be sown and the 
land seeded down, completing the ro­
tation.

When Weeds Are Troublesome.—Sur­
face cultivation affords the best means 
of destroying weeds, 
course, various ways of eradicating 
troublesome weeds, depending largely 
upon the sort of crops grown and the 
nature of the weeds themselves. One 
method Is to prevent the seed from, 
maturing, by growing a hood-crop or 
an early maturing crop, such as clover. 
With a late maturing crop, which al­
lows the weed seeds to ripen, it is ad­
visable to adopt surface cultivation af­
ter harvest, so as to encourage these 
seeds to germinate the same season, 
when the young plants con beedestroy- 
ed. Under such circumstances it is a 
too common practice to bury the seeds 
by deep plowing, leaving them In a 
condition to come to the surface 
germinate In some future 
which very likely it will be impossible 
to destroy them.

mayOn Monday last the Canada Club 

entertained the Archbishop of Canter­
bury at luncheon in Toronto, when 
His Grace delivered the following ad­
dress. Gent. Supt. Downie, who at­
tended the luncheon, had the pleasure 
of meeting the Archbishop. Mr. 
Downie says that His Grace, although 
speaking without preparation on a 
subject which was new to him, was 
in splendid form. He spoke without 
the slightest hesitation, and at the 
close was given a great ovation.

His Grace spoke as follows: “It is 
with no ordinary feelings of diffidence 
that I rise to thank you for the recep­
tion which has been accorded, to the 
kindly introduction of me which has 
been given by your chairman. Since 
I set foot on Canadian soil some eight 
days ago, it has fallen to my lot, not 
infrequently, to say the least, to have 
the privilege of returning thanks for 
the kindly welcomes accorded to me. 
My endeavor has been rather to solve 
the problem of perpetual motion than 
to get the opportunity that I should 
desire of quietly and deliberately 
thinking over what I have seen, and 
thanking adequately those who have 
done It all for me. But, if I have felt 
diffident before, I can say quite 
straightforwardly now, that I feel it 
more keenly at this moment, because 
[ recognize to the full the meaning of 
the gathering to which I am allowed 
to speak. Its importance is not so 
much of today or tomorrow, but it із 
In the years to come. The reception, 
which you have given to me I think I 
rightly understand. I know, of course,
1 am not so stupid as to suppose that 
it is in any narrow sense of the word 
a personal thing. It is not connected 
with denominational considerations, 
and I know that what you are think­
ing of is the kindliness of the welcome 
which you give to one who is neces­
sarily, from his position, a somewhat 
prominent citizen of the Empire, and 
who has large responsibilities connect­
ed with our common life, and certain­
ly desires—here, at least, I can speak 
from my heart—to do what in him lies 
to make that common life, whether in 
this new country or in the old, à wor­
thy and ever worthier thing. (Ap­
plause.) I must honestly confess that 
my experience in this eventful week 
leaves me a little dazed, my thoughts 
are somewhat tangled just at present, 
and I want time to comb them out. 
But they will be combed out. I look 
during this very wèek, beginning, for 
a little quieter time, for that most ne- 
cesary process, and then I honestly 
hope that what I have learned in 
these, to me, incomparable days may 
by the grace of God, in some way or 
other, become fruitful of good else­
where than here in the days to come. 
To me the occasion is simply brim­
ming over with interest, and if what 
I have to say seems to you inadequate 
to such an occasion—I am speaking 
quite honestly—if I seem to have fail­
ed to strike some great thought, it is 
simply because again and again there 
comes to be the recurrent strain of 
the old thought with which every one 
must be inspired at such a moment as 
this; the thought of this great domin­
ion, and all the things that are yet 
to come; things of the future, where­
of we are seeing the early days, and 
of which you to whom I speak will 
•doubtless see a great deal more than, 
the older men shall ever see.

Special attention Is being paid to 
choosing the right sort of bird for fat­
tening; for instance, the blooky type 
of Plymouth Rock or Wyandotte 
ommended as suitable for the purpose. 
The operators are required to spend 
much of their time as may be required 
in assisting those who are engaged in 
or entering the business, by giving In­
struction in buying the proper type 
for fattening, in killing and plucking, 
packing, shipping, etc.

Only birds of the proper type willy be 
bought this year, and seven cents per 
pound will be paid for these at the 
stations. An extra good type might 
well be worth eight cents, while 
other type of the same breed would be 
too dear at five cents a pound.

Each operator is considered respon­
sible for the work and success of his 
own station. He is expected, as far as 
possible, to find a suitable market for 
the birds fattened at his station. The 
department will, however, endeavor to 
provide a market for any surplus stock 
above local requirements, 
tion will be conducted as much like a 
private enterprise as possible, the de­
partment as sitting the operator in 
marketing, etc., as it would a private 
firm Initiating a new business.

The demand for ohiokens fattened at 
the government stations is very brisk 
this season, and from the offers already 
received it is expected that the ruling 
price will be from 11 to 13 cents per 
pound. Parties fattening chickens ac­
cording to the methods recommended 
by the poultry division, who may wish 
assistance in marketing, can obtain, 
on application to Mr. Biford, a list of 
dealers who will be glad to purchase 
their birds.

SHALLOW CULTIVATION IN SUM­

MER.
In the older provinces of Canada the 

majority of the farms have been de­
creasing In Sell fertility year by year.
Many of the pioneer farmers assumed 
that the richness of the virgin soli 
was practically Inexhaustible, a mis­
take that is all too frequently repeated 
by the settlers on our new lands at 
the present day. With the deep, rich 
vegetable mold of the vergitr soil, and 
looking to the present rather than to 
the future, It seemed profitable ^to the 
eariy settlers to exhaust the available 
fertility to the upper layer and then 
bring to the surface by deep plowing 
a lower layer to suffer the same treat­
ment. In this way the vegetable mat­
ter or humus has been largely exhaus­
ted, and the soil has lost Its fine tex­
ture and mellowness. Its capacity for 
absorbing and retaining water, its per­
meability to roots, ite capacity for ab- 
corbing and retaing heat, all of which 
are regarded by scientists as more im­
portant that the actual chemical com­
position of the soil.

Restoring Fertility—The problem to­
day Is how to restore the fertility of 
the soil and at the same time make a 
living off the land. What system of 
cultivation will enable us to obtain a 
soil with a fair amount of vegetable 
matter to a depth of at least a few 
inches?, The Ontario and Dominion 
Experimental Farms seem to have sol­
ved the problem by adopting shallow 
cultlvàtlon and a systematic rotation 
of crops In which dlover occupies a 
prominent place. Under this method, 
as outlined by Prof. Reynolds, the land 
is plowed oply once in three or four 
years, all the rest of the cultivation 
being done with harrows, cultivators, 
and other impliments which cut, crush, 
pulverize and loosen, but do not In­
vert the soil.

The Land In Summer and Fall—To 
show clearly the method of summer 
cultivation, let us suppose that the se» 
cond year’s crop has been taken off 
a clover field. The sod is plowed 
about August, as early as possible In 
order to take advantage of the sum­
mer’s heat to decompose the roots.
Then it Is harrowed to loosen the sur­
face and prevent the escape of moist­
ure, which is also required In decom­
position. After that it is cultivated 
frequently, without tearing up the sod, 
the otlject being to destroy the weeds 
that may be growing and to enable 
the sod to rot by keeping In the moist­
ure. As the manure Is plowed in with 
the sod, it will be well decomposed be­
fore wtntes, thus ensuring a good sup­
ply of humus for the next crop. The 
last thing In the fall the land should 
be ribbed up in the same manner as 
for turnip drills. This is best don'e
with a double mold-board plow.

Arrival of a Russian Transport in 
San Francisco Causes Some

A FOREIGN COMPANY.

The Globe and Gazette find fault with 
Dr. Daniel for characterizing the Grand 
Trunk Company as a “foreign corpora­
tion,” each claiming,that because the 
president and some of the sharehold­
ers of that company are Englishmen 
the Conservative member for this con­
stituency was guilty of as disloyal an 
expression as that used by Sir Wilfred 
Laurier when he referred to Lord Dun- 
donald as a foreigner.

In spite of its British connection 
the sympathies of the Grand 
Trunk are almost wholly directed 
southward of the North American 
boundary line. Its manager and the 
dictator of its policy, Mr. Hays, Is an 
American; the most important part of 
Its line runs through American terri­
tory; its one Atlantic terminus, where 
it has spent millions in providing ex­
porting facilities, Is an American port; 
In everything it has shown Itself hos­
tile to Canadian Interests whenever 
they In any degree conflicted with those 
of its American line and American port 
even to the extent of unscrupulously 
violating solemn agreements to trans­
fer its freight at Montreal to the Can­
adian government line; Its president 
and manager have assured its share­
holders that all the export traffic of the 
new transcontinental which they have 
induced the Liberal government to 
provide for them, shall be handed over 
by the American line and exported from 
the American port regardless of the In­
terests of Canadian routes and Cana­
dian ports.

Taking these things Into considera­
tion, it is seen that Dr. Daniel’s "lise of 
the word “foreign" In such a connec­
tion was not only Justifiable, but per­
fectly correct.—Bt. John Star.

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 12.—A 
Russian correspondent says Kuropat­
kin’s strategy was upset by the failure 
of Major General Orloff to hold General 
Kuroki’s extreme right. According to 
this correspondent Kuropatkin’s plan 
was to catch Kuroki after he had 
crossed the Taltze River by a quick 
and clever movement. Orloff’s mission 
was to attack desperately the front of 
Kurokl’s army which had marched 
northwest to hold him, and if possible 
to drive him back towards Kuropatkin 
while the latter, severing Kurokl’s 
communication, struck with all his 
might at his flank and rear. But Or- | 
loff was unequal to the task assigned 
to him. His division had just arrived 
from Russia, and its fighting efficiency 
was not known. When he struck Ku­
roki, Orloff was wounded early in the 
fight and compelled to hand over his 
command. To make the matter worse 
the horse of his chief of staff bolted. 
The division could not resist the 
slaught of Japan’s best troops, gave 
way and retreated. In the meantime 
Kuropatkin was launching his attack, 
but when he found the Japanese were 
turning his left he was compelled to 
abandon the offensive, withdraw and 
order a retreat. As it turned out, how­
ever, General Stakelburg had come to 
Orloff’s rescue and checked the Jap­
anese flanking movement just before 
they reached Yental. Had Kuropatkin 
held on a little longer the fate of the 
day might have been different, as this 
was the critical moment for Kuroki, 
referred to In the despatches from the 
Japanese side.

MUKDEN, Sept. 12.—Last night the 
rain fell In torrents, and today it is 
still raining. The road is almost im- 
Zpasable and movements are at a stand­
still. The town Is so crowded that 
foodstuffs are almost unprocurable. 
Prices have doubled and quadrupled.

< The present lumber situation Is 
culler in two ways. First, the oper- 
a'ors are on strike, and secondly, St. 
John in a sense controls the market.

Usually at this season of the year the 
operators are making their plans for 
work ln the woods. This Is the time 
when supplies are purchased, men. hir­
ed, teams engaged, and everything got 
ln readiness for the season’s cutting, 
which Is supposed to be completed by 
Christmas. But just now nothing is 
being done. The preparation work 
should be well under way, but it has 
not been begun.

It was announced some time 
that the operators had agreed to 
diminish the cut from forty to sixty 
per cent. This idea is not only being 
carried out, but the operators have de­
cided that they will not cut 
sixty or forty per cent, 
same expenses as last year. They will 
do practically nothing unless the logs 
can be brought out more cheaply than 
ln the past.

At the same time a certain 
of work must be done for the . 
of keeping the gangs together. 
Operators are ln the habit of looking 
to regular employes for horses and 
men for some parts of the work in the 
Woods. They rely on these .nen, and 
the men who are engaged from year to 
year, rely on the operators for em­
ployment. Thus If any operator decid­
ed not to go Into the woods at all dur­
ing any particular season, the men he 
might want ln the following year would 
probably have found employment else­
where. Thus It Is difficult for any op­
erator to skip a year ln the woods. 

Now In the season of 1903, wages to 
ran from twenty-eight to thirty 

dollars, and supplies and other 
penses were proportionately high. The 
operators refuse to 
wages this season. They can get lots 
of men at the present time for thirty 
dollars, and there are usually enough 
men to do all the work required both 
ln Maine, New Brunswick and Que­

Thus along the St. Lawrence and the 
North Shore, whatever shipments 
to be made must be made before navi­
gation closes, and these shipments must 
be at the prevailing freight rates of 
35 to 371-2 shillings.

In St. John the case is different. The 
lumber can be held here, not only 
til the market is ln an improved con­
dition, but until the benefit of low 
freights can be secured. In the past 
shippers from St. John have found no 
difficulty ln securing space ln winter 
port steamers at 25 shillings, and there 
Is no reason to believe that the same 
condition will not prevail this year. So 
that with the British market ln an im­
proved condition, other sources of 
supply shut off, and the advantage of 
low freights, shippers from St. John are 
hoping to make up some of the profit 
which they have been missing of late.

Gen. Oku, in 
Japanese left army, working bis way 
with rifle Are and artillery, slowly 
advanced along the railroad in spite 
of the Russian opposition from neigh­
boring elevations and fortifications. 
The left army thus moved toward 
Shusean. The Russian cavalry was 
not able to locate the Japanese ad­
vance, ^apparently 
warning to Gen. Kuropatkin to make 
of his retreat and his transport was 
at once moving rapidly out of Liao 
Yang over this railroad bridge. On 
August 30, the Japanese closed in on 
the Russians in their mountain posi­
tion at Chiofantun here the guns were 
so close to each other that it was al­
most possible for the battery com­
manders to see each other’s spectacles.

At 10 o’clock- on the morning of the 
30th Gen. Kuropatkin’s staff moved 
out of Liao Yang. At the same time 
rifle fire was heard drawing north to 
the railroad station, and this was an 
indication of the sure advance of the 
Japanese left army. The fences around 
all the houses at Liao Yang have been 
removed in order to facilitate the 
movement of the wagons and troops. 
Wounded men, of whom none were seen 
on the 29th, were trailing along the 
roads from the south and southwest 
into Liao Yang on the 30th. The Rus­
sians made use of a field balloon all 
day long on the 30th, and by means of 
It they got the range of one Japanese 
battery, which they succeeded in put­
ting out of action. As a general thing, 
however, they failed to find either the 
enemy’s batteries or his troops, while 
the Japanese continued to silence Rus­
sian battery after battery. At 3 o’clock 
In the afternoon of the 30th the Jap­
anese shelled a Russian battery posted 
on a hill within three miles of Liao 
Yang, but Shortly after this hour it 
became apparent that the Russians had 
begun to hold their own. By 4 o’clock, 
in the afternoon the Japanese shrapnel 
fire was confined to the position at 
Chiaofangtun, where the Russians were 
disputing every hillock with the ene­
my. The Japanese made repeated but 
unsuccessful assaults upon this posi­
tion. The fighting of the 30th came to 
a close at 7 o’clock in the evening. The 
Russian casualties for the 29th and 30th 
totalled more than 5,000 men.
