Ottawa, Oct. 20.—Surprise Is being 

manifested here that there is Special to The Standard.
Montreal, Oct. 20.—The National­

ists held a counter demonstration 
tonight to that of the recent demons­
tration to Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

The demonstration was held In the 
Ontario rink, in the east end of the 
city and attracted an immense crowd, 
over 10,000 people being present and 
the great crowd enthusiastically ap­
plauded the speakers, Messrs. F. D.
Monk and Henri Bourassa were .the 
only two speakers and they both met 
with an enthusiastic reception.

Mr. Monk explained his opposition 
to the government’s naval policy 
Mr. Bourassa In a vigorous speech 
which lasted over two hours, made u 
strong arraignment of the spe 
cently delivered by Sir Wllfrit 
1er at the Monument National. Mr.
Monk in the course cl his address, 
declared that should Great Britain and 
Germany go to war, Canada would 
have practically no interest in the 
struggle, except from the fact that if 
the present naval bill went into force 
Canada would have to send ships and

Mr. Monk also took occasion to 
criticize the course of the governor 
general, Earl Grey. British sovereigns,
Mr. Monk declared, had always been 
neutral in public qu 
governor general being 
présentai!ve should ab 
terferiug in public questions of a pol­
itical Import.

Mr. H. Bourassa said he came be­
fore them to answer the speech that 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had made at the 
Monument National, and to question 
If the premier was really worthy of 
the high position in which he hud been 
placed by the people of Quebec. He 
denounced the premier for having falsi­
fied public documents in order to 
make out his points. Sir Wilfrid, he 
said, had quoted speeches which he,
Mr. Bourassa. had never made. He 
then reviewed the premier's several 
attituds on the defence qustion from 
the time he first met Mr. Chamber- 
lain. Mr. Bourassa dclared that while 
he was opposed to Chamberlain he 
admired his frank persistent and 
straightforward advocacy of the Im­
perial cause, his attitude being in 
such striking contrast with that of 
those who had turned somersaults on 
this side of the water.

In opposing Canada’s participation 
in Imperial defence, Mr. Bourassa said 
he was in such company us Mr. As­
quith. Sir Charles Tupper and many 
other leading statesmen in Canada 
and other parts of the Empire. Dur­
ing the Boer war Mr. Bourassa said 
Mr. Tarte had sent him a pressing 
message to go to Ottawa and on the 
train he had met Lomer Gouin and 
Rodolphe Lemieux. They talked the 
matter over and Mr. Gouin said:—“If

to discuss matters of military and 
naval Import. Sir Wilfrid Laurier re­
plied that they were quite satisfied 
with things at home and he did not 
think that any general system of de­
fence would be agreed upon.

At that lime Sir Wilfrid thought It 
would be a crime to send Canadians 
to fight the Empire’s wars and he 
said so several times in answer to 
Mr. McLean and Dr. Sproule. but 
then of course it was for Quebec’sbe- 
neflt.Hon. L.P.Brodeur and others had 
then gone all over Quebec denounc- 
ing the Conservatives for spending a 
million dollars in the purchase of 
guns, but now they swallowed an ex­
penditure of fifteen millions. Mr 
Bourassa cited this to show how in­
consistent Sir Wilfrid Laurler’s at­
titude was and he attackeOhe sev­
eral parts of the premier’s speech. His 
remarks were warmly applauded.

of the department of trade and com­
merce for the fiscal year ended 
March 31 last, shows that the total 
merchandise imports amounted to 
$385,835,103.

At small Insti­
tutions like Acadia the relations ex­
isting between the teachers and stu­
dents are more Intimate and more 
helpful than at the larger colleges. 
The Idea of the small colleges Is to 
Invest money In teachers and not in 
buildings. The aim of Acadia, said 
Dr. Qutten, is the general education 
of students for the kingdom of God.

After the Inaugural services a ban­
quet was held at the Royal Hotel, at 
which the members of the board of 
governors, the senate faculty and 
many distinguished visitors were 
present.

The orchard has been aptly 
pared to a factory. The money re­
quired for the purchase of and the 
preparation of the land and the trees 
represents the cost of building the 
factory. After the factory begins to 
work, and the orchard comes into 
bearing, it is a question of compari­
son of what gées in in the way of raw 
material and what comes out as finish­
ed products before the owner can tell 
whether he has an up-to-date, profit- 
taking plant or not. The expe 
coincident with the manufacturing 
be compared to the cost of cultivating 
the soil, fumigating, pruning and ir­
rigating, harvesting and haul 
crop to market, while the raw material 
takes In the case of the orchard the 
form of cover crops, manures and 
commercial fertilizers.

Since there is no question but what 
the size of the output and the quality 
and value of the manufactured arti­
cle depends much upon the "raw ma­
terial.” the latter should be most 
carefully selected by the orchardist. 
It consists of various parts and ele­
ments, which must be carefully 
anced in compounding to suit th 
quirements of the soil as well as those 
of the crop.

Fruit trees draw their sustenance 
from the soil. It stands to reason that 
when year after year they take from 
the ground the elements which 
needed for the building up of the 
wood aud for the formation of the 
foliage and the fruit, the supplv of 
these elements in the soil must grow 
smaller to the extent in which it is 
carried off in the shape of fruit. The 
Poorer the soil becomes the poorer 
will be the crop, both in quantity and 
in quality. To prevent exhaustion of 
the soil the fruit grower has to re­
plenish the elements taken from the 
soil, and this is done in the form of 
manure and commercial fertilizer.

As the raw material which the 
manufacturer uses, of whatever nu 
ture it may be. has to undergo a series 
of processes, in which it is changed 
in form and substance

Mr. McAvity was the head of the Lib­
eral organization in St. John, and the 
implication is that the 5 cents was a 
rafTe off for the party campaign fund. 
This suspicion was heightened by the 
statement that before the contract was 
awarded. Mr. Mayes had offered to do 
the same work at 50 cents a cubic 
yard but his tender had not been ac­
cepted.
