BEATH TOLL IN TYPHOON
IN GHINA ENORMOUS

Scores of Native Boats Wreck-

ed—Property Damage Along
Coast Will be Great,

Shanghal, China, July 28.—The force
of the great typhoon which sprang up
along the Chinese coast Monday night
appears to have been centered in Hang
Chow Bay, to the south of Shanghai.
Communication between Shanghai and

Hang Chow has been severed. The toll
of lives, it is believed, will be heavy,
and considerable damage is known to
have been dane to native craft.

Fifty large junks were sunk during
the storm in the Woosung river, ten
mues north of Shanghal, impeding ne-

RUSSIANS DROP
FIGHTING AT T

Attack Enemy North of Maid-
ane and Swm Qf Sokal —

Impassible Barrier Along
mainder of Front.

Petrograd, July 28, via London,
July 29—The following official
communication was Issued today:

“On the Narew front there has
been a violent artillery fire on the
left bank of the river up to the
River Pruth. Stubborn fighting
took place but did not Tesult In
any change. On the line of the
front of the right bank of the
Narew we repulsed six attacks
near the village of Budy (south-
west of Pultusk).

“North of Maidane we assumed
the offensive and captured 1,500
prisoners.

“gouth of Sokal we have assum-
ed the offensive against the ene-
my, who is crossing the river near
Porietzk.”

London, July 28. (10.10 p. m.)—Al-
though the Germans are using very
strong reinforcemtnts of men and
guns they have not yet succeeded
in breaking the Russian resistance,
either around Warsaw or in Kovno
and Courland provinces, in each of
which sectors heavy fighting has been
in progress for nearly a fortnight.

Except for the capture of the vil-
lage of Goworowo, on the Narew
front, and a number of prisoners and
machine guns at that point and be-
tween Mitau and the Niemen, the
German official report issued today
does not claim any advance.

In fact, General Von Buelow, in the
north, and Field Marshal Von Hinden-
byrg, who crossed the Narew at some
points, are being held up by the Rus-
sian counter-attacks, which, although
probably cosuy “to the Russians, show
that there is still plenty of fight left
in them.

In the southeast, Field Marshal Von
Mackensen’s attack on the Lublin-
Cholm railway seems for the moment
{0 have come to a standstill, although
he, too, is receiving reinforcements
and assistance from the Austrians
who succeeded in crossing the Bug at
Sokal.

To the west of Warsaw the Germans
announce the capture of the village
of Piorunow, which is about fifteen
miles west of the first line of the
city, so that not much progress has
been made on this front.

Washington Will Demand In-
demnity for Sinking of Am-
erican Steamer Leelanaw—
Note Under Preparation,

Washington, July 28—With the re-
ceipt late today of a practically com-
plete report of the torpedoing of the
American steamer Leelanaw by a
German submarine, State Department
officials began the preparation of a
pote to Germany, requesting the pay-
ment of damages on the ground that
the Prussian-American treaty of 182§
had beem violated.

A report from American Consul
Dennison at Dundee, Scotland, brought
to light the fact that the captain of
the Leelanaw attempted to escape
but submitted to visit and search after
warning shots' were fired. The right
to escape, officials declared, is conced-
ed by international law, only repeated
attemptg to evade capture or forcible
resistance being regarded as affecting
the case.

Unofficial reports that the German
submarine commander was unwilling
to jettison the cargo of the Leelanaw
and to allow her to proceed, as the
treaty of 1828 provides, cleared up
doubts here on this point. The ma-
terial necessary for the presentation
of a claim similar to that made in the
case of the William P. Frye was,
therefore, practically ready for con-
sideration tonight

The retention by the German sub-
marine commander of the ship's pa-
pers brings up a point that has never
been definitely settled, but in the
present war there have been many
such cases, as when the William P.
Frye was sunk by the Prinz Eitel
Friedrich. This point probably will
not be disputed. American naval com-
manders in the past have been in-
structed to keep the papers of any
prizes destroyed for later considera-
tiont by prize courts

British Foreign Office Learns of

Wholesale Killing in Armenia

nder Guise of Enforced
Evacuation,

London, July 28—The Earl of Crewe,
Lord President of the Council, reply-
ing in the House of Lords today to a
question by Viscount Bryce concern-
ing the killing of Christians in Arme-
nia by the Turks, said that informa-
tion received at the Foreign Office
showed that such crimes lately had
increased, both in number and in de-
gree of atrocity. They included, he
declared, both wholesale massacres
and wholesale deportations, which
were carried out under the guise of
enforced evacuation. Similar crimes,
he added, had been committed by the
Turks against Christians on the Per-
sian border.

The presence of Germans and the
irfluence they exercised had been, the
Earl of Crewe continued, “an absolute
and unmitigated curse, both to the
Christian and Moslem population.
They have shown a most complete
cynical disregard for the country and
the people who inhabit it.”

The Lord President of the Council
sald he regretted that it was impossi-
ble -to take immediate steps for the
suppression of such atrocities, but
that those responsible for them ulti-
mately would receive just punishment.

NEUTRAL POR

Will be Main Point Brought Out
in Next Note from Great
Britain,

WILL CITE CIVIL WAR
CASES AS PRECEDENT

Two New Developments Not
Discussed in the Original
Note Will be Taken Up.

Washington, July 28—Defense of thg
right of a belligerent to blockade a
neutral port through which an enemy
is receiving supplies, or attempting to
market his own products, is the chief
argument to be made in the supplemen.
tal note Great Britain is preparing in
reply to the American protest against
the enforcement of the orders in coun-
cil. The original note, received last
Monday, has been withheld from publi-
cation at the request of Sir Edward
Grey, British Foreign Minister, pend-
ing thie arrival of the supplemental
communication which is expected with.
in a week.

All other issues than that of the
blockade of neutral ports, it is learn-
ed, will be regarded by the British
government as subsidiary and proper
for later discussion. Upon recognition
by neutral governments of the princi-
ple, from the British viewpoint, de-
pends the ability of a belligerent which
has otherwise established control of
the seas to profit by the enormous ex-
penditure and sacrifice which made
possible that control. The matter is
all important in the British view.

Two developments not discussed the
original note will be taken up in the
supplemental communication. The
first of these the American caveat
of July 17, conveying the notification
that the United States government
would not recognize the orders-in-
council as a substitute for the provi.
sions of international law.

The second point arose in connec-
tion with the enforced unloading »n
the London docks of the cargo of the
American steamer Neches on June 24.
The ship was en route from Rotter-
dam to New York with a cargo of non-
contraband, mostly of German and Bel-
gian origin. It included several thou-
sand prayer ks, rabbit skins, druga
and even some cotton. The British gov-
ernment asserted the right, under its
blockade, of Germany and that part >f
Belgium at present under German con-
trol to prevent any goods from being
exported, the sale of which might aid
the enemy financially.

Civil war precedents {n regard to
the right of blockade forms the chief
basis of the British argument, atten-
tion belng especially called to the fa-

mous “‘Springbok” case before the
United States Supreme Court develop-
ing the “continuous voyage' theory.
Though this doctrine which, it is as-
serted, justifies a belligerent in block-
ading a neutral port, was strongly re-
sisted by European nations, the fa-t
that it was finally accepted in its en-
tirety by the Alabama claims arbitra-
tion was sufficient to make it an en-
during principle of international law,
according to the British view.

Therefore, the order-in-council which
is believed by British officials to be
entirely in accord with that theory,
will continue to be applied although
with due deference to the protection
of legitimate neutral trade.

Incidentally it is contended by
Great Britain, in its communication,
that the execution of these orders im
council, so far, has not resulted in any
damage to the American trade. Accord-
ing to the British view, that trade has
waxed enormously large since the be-
ginning of the war, American treasury
figures showing an increase of $200,
000,000 in exports during eleven
months, while the American ocean
freight has grown by 744,000 tons.

*  TIONAL TRIAL.

New Yonk, July 28-—Justice John
Ford of the Supreme Court tonight de-
nied a new trial to Charles Becker,
the former police lieutenant, under
sentence of death for instigating the
murder of Herman Rosenthal, the
gambler. This decision means that
Becker must be electrocuted on Fri-

day

Justice Ford announced his decision
at 10 o'clock tonight in his chambers,
on the top floor of a down-town office
building, where he had labored for sev-
eral days and nights on the briefs sub-
mitted for and against the application
for a new trial. He called the waiting
newspaper men into his chambers and,
as his secretany handed them copies of
his typewritten declsion, the justice
said

‘I have denied the motion for a new
trial. This is my birthday. I'm 53 to-
day. Its a pretty tough way to spend
your birthday, isn’t {t?”

The justice added that he had plan-
ned to spend the day with his wife and
daughter.

“I virtually anived at my decision

NAVY DENIED GRIM AND
GLORIOUS FIGHT, BUT HAS
KEPT TRADE CHANNELS OPEN

Premier Asquith Says Seas Are Clear of Ene-
my's Ships and Britain Can Laugh at Fear
of Invasion—Confident of Success in Dard-
anelles and Urges That Pessimists be Dis-
couraged--Commons Adjourns Until Sept. 1 4.

London, July 28.—The war has be
come and is likely to continue for
some time, a contest of endurance,
Premier Asquith told the House of
Commons this afternoon, while making
a general review in moving the ad-
journment of parliament from tomor
row until September 14.

The Premier remarked:

“We should be ungrateful and 1in-
sensitive indeed, if we did not recog-
pize at this moment the indescribably
gallant efforts being made by our Rus-
sian allles to stem the tide of inva-
eion, and retain inviolate the integrity
of their possessions.

“] don’t think in the whole of mili
tary history there has been a more
magnificent example of discipline and
endurance and of both individual and
collective initiative than has been
shown by the Russian army in ‘he !ast
seven weeks. &

Confidence of Success in the Dardan
elles.

“Our new allies, Italy, are, with care-
fully prepared movements, steadily
gaining ground, making their way to-
wards the objective which we believe
in a very short time will be within
their reach.”

The Premier declared that the Bri
tish government’'s confidence in the re-
sults of the Dardanelles operations was
undiminished. ¢

The Premier emphasized his confi-
dence in the unity of both the French
and British armies engaged in the
western field.

Referring to the fact that next week
would see the completion of a year of
war, Mr. Asquith remarked that the
world never had seen a more miracu
lous transformation in this country:
not in its spirit and heart, but in the
outward manifestations of its life,
that had taken place here in those
twelve months.

The British fleet today was far
stronger, the Premier continued,
than at the beginning of the war,
and to its quiet and unobserved
but ubiquitous and all powerful
activity is due the fact that the
seas are clear, or. substantially

under advisement. He was held for

“For, after all,” said the Pre-
mier, “this submarine menace,
serious as it has appeared to be,
is not going to inflict fatal or sub-
stantial injury on British trade.
The seas are clear. We have our
supplies of food and raw materials,
upon which we and the rest of the
country depend, floating in upon
us in the same sbundance and with

without much exaggeration, judg-
ing from the insurance rates and
other matters, with the same im-
munity from seriouys hazards and
risks as in times of peace.”

Continuing, Premier Asquith said:

“The navy so far has been denied
the grim and glorious fight, but it is
through its unrelenting vigilance and
the supreme skill with which it has
been handled that this country today
can laugh at the scare of an invasion;
and that we to an extent, unknown by
any other of the belligerent powers,

“This {s a sight unknown for a hun-
dred years, this aggregation of mem-
bers equipped in military garb, but
there is not a family represented in
the House—and the House is typical
of the whole, country—which has not
given its hostages in eons or broth-
ers.”

Recruiting Satisfactory

Speaking of recruiting, which he re-
marked had been in progress for
twelve monthg with undiminished ac-
tivity, Premier Asquith said:
“The latest reports are among the
best we have had for a long time.”
The Premier concluded with a note
of caution to the country, saying:
“Do not let us suppose that our na-
tional duty 1s discharged either by
sending an adequate influx of recruits
to the army or to the various indus-
tries engaged in the fabrication of mu-
nitions. The duty has been cast upon
this country not only of maintaining
the freedom of the seas; not only of
supplying large contingents of well
equipped men for the battlefield and
trenches, but also of financing to a
large extent the whole conduct of the
war.
“We cannot do that if we continue
to import and increase our indebted-
ness to other countries, and unless we
maintain our great manufacturing in-
dustries.”
Premier Asquith urged the accumu-
lation of a large reserve of gold and
the use of paper currency by house
holders and employers. A
He characterized as calumny the
statements in a section of the press,
which he described as melancholy and
notorious exceptions to the newspa-
pers ag a whole, that the people of
this country had failed to rise to the
height of this great occasion and that
the Allies did not appreciate the con-

The New York Post, which, since
the outset of the war, has published

many thoughtful and informative arti-

cles on the progress of the various
armies, answers the question as well
as it can be answered at this time.
The Post says:

“One reason may be seen in the
attitude of the German govern-
ment itself. It iz unguestionably
ready for peace. And it would ac-
cept a peace which, from the Ger-
man point of view, would be on
very reasonable terms. These, of
course, have nowhere been formu
lated. Yet the intimations of their
general nature have bheen too
thick and too authoritative to ad-
mit of much doubt that if, for ex-
ample, Germany could end the
war tomorrow by going back to
the stafus quo ante, she would
jump gt the chance. Now, what
does this sigpify in a military
sense?, ‘The inference is unavoid-
able that thg Germans uo longer
think themselves able to .impoge
their will upon Europe. Great and
wonderful as has been their dis-
play of fighting power, they are
riot deceived by it into thinking
that they can change the map of
Europe at their pleasure They
know what a terrible price they
heve already paid. Moreover, the
greater their exertion of military
strength, the clearer the evidence
of its real failure. This is not
meant ag a paradox. The whole
German theory of the war was
that it was to be short. By a
series of swift and bloody strokes,
Germany was quickly to garner
the advantages of her long years
of preparation. Paris was surely
to be taken last September. By
January, Germany was to be in a
position to dictate peace. But
here we are at the end of July,
with the prospect of the war going
over another winter. Germany
may be invineible, but her plans
of last year have broken down,
and her rulers and her people
know it.

“And if, from the fluctuating
battlelines, west, north and south,
we look to the large and steady
elements of strength on the part
ofl the Allies, we may well under-
stand how they believe that time

USING SAILS AGAIN.

Is it to be back to the “wind-jam-

mer” as a result of the war, or at
least until the demand of the Empire
has been satisfied? Those citizens
who have observed conditions in the
harbor of St. John during the past few

ing vessels are to be seen here once
more. Time was when St. John knew

In that period this old
port boasted of the wooden tonnage
owned here, and that same wooden
tonnage, either in its construction or
