000,000.

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—Provision by
the Canadian banks of credits amount-
ing to upwards of $150,000,000 was
considered today in a conference be-
tween Sir Thomas White and the ex-
ecutive of the Canadian Bankers'
Association.

B. L. Pease, of the Royal, Sir John
Wird, of the Commerce; G. A. Bogart,
of the Dominion bank; Sir Frederick
Williams Taylor, of the Bank of Mont-
real, and H. T. Ross, secretary of the
sasociation, were present.

On the credits which it is iniended
to create, $75,000,000 would be ap-

lied to the purchase of food stuffs
lor the Allies and $88,200,000 tp dbuy
forty million bushels of wheat, this
being the amount required: to acquire

the exportable surglus of the present
year's wheat crop.

Purchases for Canada.

These credits, which: are apart
from the coming international war
loan will enable the British govern-
ment to make purchases in Canada,
which- otherwise might go to the
United States.

In addition to large munition ord-
era from the United States, which will
be filled in Canada and an immense
order received by the Canadian Cot-
tons, Ltd., for tent cloth, United
States military contracts for 12,000,
000 pairs of woolen gloves will be
filled by Canadian firms.

Continued prosperity for Canadian
industries is evident.

Montreal, Sept. 20—This month’s
statement of the Royal Bank of Can-
ada becomes of special interest as the
bank has reached a new milestone in
its career by crossing the $300,000,000
mark for its total assets. The state-
ment of the Bank to the Dominion

Government as of August 31, shows
total assets of $300,14 , which
compares with $297,7 t the end

of July and $253,261,427 at the end of
the bank’s fiscal year, November 30,
1916. This is an increase of approxi-
mately $47,000,000 in assets for the
first nine months.

He served a time on this steamer
and returned here and shipped on the
schooner Lena I, Oxner. Tnis vessel
was bound for an Americaa port with
& load of lumber, and three days out
from Halifax she became wnier‘louod
and put into port again. Kendell once
more returned home, only tr leave in
& few days for Lunenburg, to join the
tern schooner Maylo, which was load-
ing fish for Europe.

The wvessel started on her long voy-
age, which was never completed, for
when she was within seventy miles of
her destination, a German submarine
appeared and another fine vessel went
to the bottom. The crew landed on
the coast of Portugal and later were
sent to Lisbon. At Lisbon they were
sent on a steamer to Englavd, and as
the ship was short of cyew they work-
ed on the passage to help cut. The
steamer had a total of 1,200 persons on
board. Nearing the English coast a
submarine appeared on the s rface and
sent three torpedoes into the steamer.

“The number saved was about four hun-
dred, including a number of children.
Capt. Hamilton, who was in command
of the illfated Maylo, was- among
those lost.

The boats, which were «rowded to
capacity, were being picked up by an-
other steamer, when she. was torpe-
doed and all her crew lost.

Right from the very commencement
of the conflict, until the present mom-
ent they have been untiring in their
efforts. ¢

The way in which they answered
the call to duty within the first few
HOURS of the war, was wonderful.
A friend of the writer who has since
then visited this country tells the fol-
lowing incident to illustrate the above
fact as to the boys’ respomse.

In his office was employed as office
boy, a boy scout. On the third of
August, he and the rest of the scouts
were instructed to hold themselves in
readiness, and on the 4th, the boy did
not even wait until his employer ar
rived, but putting duty to king and
country before business, called at the
office about seven in the morning, and!
left a note to the effect that he and
a large number of other scouts had
been called on duty, owing to the de-
claration of war.

During the afternoon, my friend
made it his business to visit the
Scout headquarters, and to his amaze-
ment found that not omly had they
been able to secure two large rooms|
in a building in the centre of the city|
but had fixed everything up, in a most
complete manner, so as to be able to|
carry out the various dutles alloted o
them by the military authorities

In the main large room, a telephone
and telegraph machine was being in-
stalled, scouts, in full uniform, were
making preparations for duty, and
planning their work, and guards,
whilst others came in and out return-
ing or geing on errands for the troops
who were being concentrated in the
district.

In the far room, other boys who dis-
played the carpenters badge on their
sleeve were busy fitting up

able to get a little sleep

Another very clever system employ-
ed was that of signalling. Two boys
were situated on a roof near the sold-
jers encampment, whilst others were
placed at various posts between that
and the Scout headquarters. Then,
on arrival of the message to the boy
who ‘was astride the roof facing their
own roowms, it was signalled down to
a receiving boy, and at once the work-
or duty was carried out, with the ut-
termost speed, by a scout on his wheel

Two days afterwards, some of the
troops were given the guarding of im.
portant water works, and other places
which it was feared German spies
might try to wreck. In that way the
boys were able to relieve much need-
ed troops for the firing lines.

One instance of special bravefy
shown by a Boy Scout, at that time
is well worth repeating, so look oul

Railway Commissioners Ask
Shippers and Railways to
Get  Together — Heavier
.Loading Great Help

The Board of Railway Commission-

ers have been considering the ques
tion of car shortage, and in a circular
recently gent out to ‘the railways and
shippers says:

“Way conditions interfere with car
movememi. The weather conditions
of winter last year increased the con-
'gestion and the coming winter may
repeat this. Additional freight cars
can be obtained only with great diffi-
culty. Prompt deliveries of new roll-
ing stock do noV exist,

“If each freight car does more work
the difficulty can be faced and over-
come. A freight car saved is a freight
car gained for the entire service.
More service per car equals more
cars in service. If all shippers load
to full capacity, or bettef to' 110 per
cent. when practicable, car shortage
will largely disappear.

“Railways by cutting out mad: de-
lays and by improved handling in
terminals can make each car do more
work.

“Prompt and heavy loading of cars
gives more service per car. also
does prompt release of cars. Con-
signors and consignees are interested
in getting cavs. Their co-operation
in efficient car han will help
not only others but themselves as
well.” 3

He was born in Ilsing-
ton, but lived at Bovey nearly all his
life, becoming chief engineer at the
Potteries, which, position he had held
for several yéars.
