Carleton County
Shows Prosperity

Farmers Have Done Well With
Seeding Considering Handi-
caps—Business Healthy in
Woodstock—Big Demand
for Motor Cars, and Also
for Good Roads.

“Although I don’t think the area
under cultivation is as large as last
year, the farmers of Carleton County
have done very well with their seed-
ing,” said W. S. Sutton, M. P. P, for
Carleton County who was in the tity
yesterday. “Theré has been. a short-
age of fertilizer, and a scarcity of
labor, but against these handicaps the
farmers have made a good showing.
The recent dry spell has not helped
mattens, but I don't think it has done
any serious damage, and given season-
able weather there ought to be profit-
able crops, though the acreage sown
to potatoes Ts below the aversge for
the last few years.
“Business conditions tn Woodstock
and throughout the country are ex-
cellent” added Mr. Sutton. “You have
only to observe the number of motor
cars which come into Woodstock to
realize that the cbuaty is prosperous.
I believe the agents are unable to sup-
ply the demand for cars.
The farmers have benfitted by the
high prices, and so have the men who
work in the lumber woods. There 1s
lots of money in circulztion. The po-
tato crop has brought a great deal of
money . into the county in the last few
years. Some times the potato buyers
have lost money; other times they
make up their losses and a profit be-
sides.”
Asked about the roads Mr. Sutton
sald: “I don’t think the majority o1
roads in Carleton County are as good
ay they were ten years ago, though
there are a few districts where the
roads are fair. /The Minister of Pub-
lic Works is ld(tiug contracts, but a.
present it is evidently difficult to get
men for road work. So far as Carle-
ton County is concerned his road con-
struction is mainly in the nature ot
patchwork. Some of his so-called per-
manent roads, against which he has
fssued bonds, are already in a sad
state. However, the Minister appears
to be looking after his friends in the
matter of contracts,
“If the Provincial Government would
issue the writs for an election in Car
leton, they would get an idea of what
the peogle think of their administra-
tion and their highway policy, which
has mow been tried long emough to
convince the farmers that it will nev-
er give results, commensurate with
the expenditure. Many people in the
country were surprised thdt the Op
pesition in St. John did not put up a
candidate against Hon. Dr. Roberts.
Probably the Opposition here know
their own business best; but if a by-
election was called in Carleton there
would be a contest all right. The
Government evidently fears such a
contest, or it would not keep Carle-
ton out of its proper representation so
long. - When Premier Moster went wo
Ottawa last year and subscribed to
the plank in the Liberal platform caly
ing for a by-election within sixty days
of & vacancy, we thought he would not
delay much longer in doing justice to
Carleton, but the fact i that the Gov:

Rapid Recovery Astonishing,

“Mhe rapid recovery of Germany
from her present financial miseny =
going to metomdsh the Whole workl,”
one of the permanent high officials ot
the Ministry of Commons sadd to me
today. “How quickly some of our
industries will recover depends of
ogurse, on the support we shall ger
from our former enemivs in the way
of access 'to such raw materialg as we
cannot produce ourselves within the
country; but here we have been
greatly enccuraged by the friendly at-
mosphere in Ameries and partfoular
Iy by the offer of a loan of §2560,000,000
in order to enable us o set our fac
torias going again.

“We have factories, however, whicn
do not have to rely on arsistance from
abroad to regain thedr old mankate in
enemy countries. 1 am thinking par-
ticularly of our beet sugar factories,
which before the war supplied Great
Britaln with more than three-fourths
of the sugar used there, Our mmmrl‘
have already put thelr shoulders to
the wheel, and the German acreage
under eugar beet in 1920 te large
enough to keep all factordes going. In
1022 we sliall eell as much sugar to
England as we did n 1814, and prob-
ably move.

“British efforts to start a national
sugar beet Industry will prove a fafl-
ure i its second year and it will
never see its third. It will fail from
the same reascn that has caused ai
previous efforits to come to gried-—lack
of raw materfals. Theo British farmer
is too far behind the times and too
set In his habits to tndertake the
growing of sugar beets, which calls
for cometderable ekill and patience,
with any prospect of success. ‘The
small quantity of beets which the
British national factory will be able
to produce on its few thousand acres
need not be considered at all.

“l am almost certain that the plant
to be installed in the British subsidiz-
oG factory will be of German manu-
fecture and they will have to come to
us for thelr seed. Even in the mid-
dle of the war Germany supplied
Kngland with machinery for some of
her factories. Wt 18 an open secret
that Krupps in 1916 supplied machin-
ery for ome of the lamgest margarine
factores in Fngland. The transacton

Iis 'neatly
parted beard, and when Socrates had
gone hence Plato took over his prac-
tice and continuved to operate on the
Greek language with godd results.

Plato was born on an island, his
father and mother being present at

the time, and at a tender age began
to write poetry. He retained most of
this' poetry uptil he became of age,
8s there seemed to be no popular de-
mangd for it, when he destroyed it af-
ter reading some of it out loud. It
took oourage to do this, bu¢ how much
better it would be if Plato's example
were more generally ro“owe'd.

When he was forty years of age,
Plato, who had gone to Egypt to es-
cape the hay fever, which impeded
the flow of his pure Grecian vocabu-
lary, returned to Athens and opened
a private gchool, where he taught
people . Row to be happy though good.
Tunis wasa a new thing for Athens,
and vesulted in closing the saloons.
Plato's . teachings, however, have
never been very popular, as he was
opposed- to liquor, tobacco and the
wearing of old underclothes. He died
of ofd age, but retained his mental
