TUBERCULOSIS

Keeding experiments, conducted by the

United Btates Bureau of Animal Indnstry
at Washington, have conclusively proven
that Hogs are readily infected with tuber-
culosis’ through taking into the stomach
the faeces and milk from infected cattle.
Mgat mspectlon figures show ‘that about
one per cent. of the cattle and thore than
two ‘per cent. of the hogs slaughtered are
tuberculous. = This econdition is icertainly
alarming, and should appeal to farmers to
provide the best' sanitary surroundings and
conditions for their stock. Pure air, sun-
shine and wholesome food are ‘the: best
preventatives against diseasés, and it is
evident that this disease in hogs can be
materially reduced by eradicating it from
¢attle or by segregating them.

SHIPPING VEAL

Shipping veal from local markets fo the
cities does not receive the careful con-
sideration and attention that it should in
order to bring the best returns.: In the
first ph.ce, the farmers are not careful en-
ough in preparing the product for. market
S0 as to be assured of the best price ob-
tainable. The writer this fall saw a veal
awaifing shipment that was to all appeéar-
ances well enough dressed, but not ‘well
prepared to. withstand shipping and reach
the market in good condition. " Instead of
being well wrapped with burlap, or sew-
ed up tight through the mxdlme it was

Summary of Bulletin Issued by New

- York_Experiment Station,

L. Bulletizn No. 829 of the New York
Experiment. Station, is a report of a fif-
‘teen-year experiment to determine whethet
it is necessary to fertiiize apple orchérds.

2 Currant recommendations for fertil-
izers in orchards are unreliable because
there have been few investigations of the
subject which have furnished trustworthy
information; ' Present practices are large-
ly based on the fertilization of field and
garden crops, but the needs of apples can-
not. be compared, in the least, with the
needs of herbaceous crops becsuse of the
great difference in the habits of growth of
the two kinds of plants. Fertilizing apples
is a difficult problem, too, for, beside var-
iability of plant and ennmnment to con-
tend with, as with all plants, it is neces-
sary to take thought of the tree and of
the crop of the future.

8. This experiment has to do with apples
—not apples and grass. Attention is called
to this fact because most of the investi-
gations of fertilizers for apples have heen
carried on with trees in sod. In all such
experiments the interactions of soil, apples,
grass and fertllxzers are. so comphcated
that a crucial test is impossible.

4. The experiment under discussion was
carried on in'a station orchard, the soil
of which is a clay loam too heavy for a
good  orchard /soil.. The orchard has been
given the care it would have received in a
commercial plantation.

5. There are twelve plats in the experi-
ment. The fertilizers applied each yedr
are as follows: = Stable manure, acid phos-
phate, muriate of potash, acid phosphate,
muriate of potash acid phosphate, nitrate
of soda, dried blood.

6. An important consideration is that the
fertilizers' were put on only underneath
the branches of the trees so that a tre-
mendous excess of each has been used dnd
the experiment, therefore, throws light on
the question as to whether excessive fer-
tilization is deleterious to trees.

7. The apple in the experiment is ‘the
Rome top-worked on Ben Davis, the Rome
buds all having come from one tree and
the stocks having been seleeted carefully.
These precautions were taken fo. exclude
individual variations. Cross-pollination is
provided for, there being over a hundred
other varieties separating and bounding the
plats.

8. The results of the experiment are

10. From the data at hand there seems
to be but one interpretation of the results
of this experiment. An analysis of the
soil before the experiment ‘was ‘begun
shows that at that time there was, in the
upper foot of soil, emough nitrogen per
acre to last mature apple trees 183 years,
of phosphoric acid, 205 years, of potash,
713 years. From this well-nigh inexhaust-
ible storehouse, tillage, cover-crops and
good care have made available all the plant
food these trees needed.

11. It may be necessary to fertilize some
apple orchards. Such cases: will be found
on sandy and gravelly soils, on lands very
subject: to drought, on very shallow soils
and on soils quite devoid of humus. Some
soils may require ome of the'chief elements
of fertility; some, though few, indeed,need
the three which wsually constitute a com-
plete fertilizer

12. A fruitrgrower may assume that his
trees do mot need fertilizers if they are
vigorous and making a fair amount of new
wood. If the trees are mot. vigorous the -
drainage, tillage and sanitary condition of
the orchard should be looked to first and
the fertilization afterward if -then found
necessary. Lastly, before using fertilizers
the fruit-grower should obtain positive evi-
dence by experimentstion as to whether
an orchard needs fertilizers, ‘and what
ones.

000°and No Insurance.

Chatham, N. B., Nov. 3—Fire early this
morning Wlped out -the blacksmith, car-
riage and repair shops of W, J. Groa.t at
the  corner of Water and King streets
and gutted the rear of W. J. Connor’s
