Letters from a member of the Ohio
detective bureau have bren sent to
Chief of Police Robert Birrell of this
city, General Victor Williams, and
The Advertiser.

He states that a man, fully an-
swering to the description of Norton
contained in circulars oroadcasted by
The Advertiser and provincial po-
lice, has been found in Teledo. An-
other detective, a friend of his, ac-
cording to the letter, came across
Norton when the latter was engaged
in selling novelties and frankfurters
from a motor vehicle.

Norton, the detective states, is trav-
elling under the name of Kruger, and
has been in the Ohio city for some
time.

The detective states that when
Norton was guestioned by him about
Canada and working ia this country.
Je invariably changed the trend of
the conversation, being reluctant to
speak about Canada at all. He has,
however, an intimate knowledge of
The country.

Sent to Williams.

Chief Birrell this morning said
that he had received a similar letter

This description is
almost identical with that contained
in ecirculars of Norton.

Should Norton be found in Toledo
reward of $1,000, offered by the pro-
vincial police department, will
given the Ohio detectives for
arrest.

Although Norton, because of
quick disappearance after the
bourne murder, is not
known to loccal police,
hard to identify.

Canada Gaining
Trade With U.S.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—The balance
of trade between Canada and the
United States is rapidly becoming
more favorable to Canada. In the
twelve months ended in Septem-
ber Canada exports to the United
States were valued at $419,814,635,
or thirteen million dollars more
than in the previous correspond-
ing vear. Imports from the United
States, however. were $541,736,-
243, a decrease of $73,000,000.

The unfavorable balance of trade
—i.e., the excess of imports over
exports, is therefore $86,000,000
less than it was in the twelve
months ended September, 1923.

Chair-
man Greer led the demand that
charges should be in writing and
should name, if possible, irregularities
